Indicated

Aerial Battle Off
Matsu Islands May
Signal Start; Reds
Have Reasons

TOKYO (AP) — The battle be-
tween Chinese' Communist and
Nationalist planes that increased
tensions in the Formosa Strait
this weekend could be the start
of a new Far East crisis.

The Nationalists have been pre-
dicting such a flareup for months
and recently warned that the
Chinese Reds had decided at a
military conference to stir things
up in this critical part of the
world.

It is almost a year since Red
|shelling of the Nationalist-held off-
|shore islands started the Quemoy
| troubles.

Although this crisis fizzled out
late last year, the Peiping regime
(has been making ominous motions
{in other Far East areas.
| The aerial. battle Saturday was
the biggest in the Formosa area
{in - nine months,

Four Nationalist pilots flying
U.S-made Sabre Jets were on a
routine patrol south of the Na-
tionalist-held Matsu islands when
they were jumped by 12 Soviet-
made MIG fighters.

| If the Nationalist alarms are
correct, why does the Peiping re-
|gime want a crisis?

| It could be part of the Reds'
continuing campaign to test West-
ern defenses and determination in
the Far East.

It could also be their way of re-
minding the United States, con-
cerned with Europe and Berlin,
that Peiping is also to be reckon-
ed with,

The Reds also could use a new
crisis for domestic purposes—to
take the peoples’ minds off cur-
rent problems at home.

The Reds have admitted food
shortages; have acknowledged
/that the communes aren’t living
up to advance hopes; that the in-
dustrialization campaign has dis-
located agriculture.

Drought, locusts and floods have
also caused havoc. The crushing
of the Tibetan uprising may have
stirred discontent.

The Peiping leaders may feel
that a war scare could hide these
troubles long enough for them to
try to straighten things out.

Only last month unidentified So-
viet-style MIGs attacked and crip-
pled a U.S. patrol plane with 14
men aboard 45 miles off the North
Korean coast in international wa-
ters.

Red .China has resumed “‘ser-
ious warnings” to the United
States for alleged territorial sea
and air violations by ships and
planes.

Rumblings Over
ldst Candidates

By LYNN NISBET

RUMBLINGS — There are
rumblings in the hinterlands por-
tending vigorous activily in the
upcoming gubernatorial race.
Less conspicuous but still dis-
cernible are rumblings about the
U.S. Senatorial campalgn next
spring. A lot of people are not
satisfied with the choices pre-
sently offered for these high offi-
ces.

As of now incumbent Senator
Evereit Jordan has no definite
opposition., In the parlance of
practical politics he is in “‘good
shape’” to hold his office against
all comers. But opinion prevails
he will have to defend it in the
primary next spring. He has the
present advantage of being in of-
fice with no specific challenger
looming on the horizon. One of
the prime axioms in politics is
that you cannot beat somebody
with nobody. And despite the
fact that a good many people are
not happy about Jordan being in
the Senate, none has so far
had the temerity to challenge his
continuance in that position.

There is building up an entire-
ly different situation in the race
for Governor. Governor Hodges
cannot succeed himself in that
office. Regardless of what hap-
pens in other elective official
positions, there will be a new
Governor and a different Lieu-
tenant ¢ .overnor elected next
year. Incumbents cannot stand
for re-election on their record,
because of constitutional ban,
but they can run for any other
elective office. Except for the
bar against re-election for a
second term of a Governor or
Lieutenant Governor, the only
qualification for election to any
office—legislative, executive or
judicial—is that the applicant
be a legally registered voting
citizen in North Carolina.

POTENTIALS — Terry San-
ford of Fayetteville has been
actively campaigning for Gover-
nor for at least two years. John
D. Larkins Jr. of Trenton has
been just as actively running for
at least six months. Within the
past three months Addison Hew-
lett of Wilmington has moved
into the picture with big feet and
surprising support from his part
of the state.

In the background, waiting for
the lightning to strike, are Bever-
ly Lake of Raleigh and Wake

- Forest, Edwin Gill of Laurin-
burg and Raleigh, Luther Barn- .

hardt of Concord, J.M. Brough-
ton Jr, of Raleigh, and several
others—including C.V. Henkel of
Iredell and Edwin Pate of Scoi~
land county. Also frequently men-
tioned have been Joe Eagles of
Wilson and Gen. Claude Bowers
of Warrenton.

Most of these tentative nomi-
nating suggestions stem from
factional lines in the North Caro-
lina Democratic party. As of now
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the line up is for*a three-way

contest with Sanford, Larkins and

Hewleft cast in stellar roles.

But older heads and elder states-

men in party councils look beyond
the next campaign, They under-

stand and interpret more clearly

the hinterland rumblings of dis-

satisfaction with self-appointed

candidates. They study back

ground and basic conditions more

thoroughly than the average voter
studies them. So the inner circle

of party strategists may come

up with some suggestions that will
be surprising the political no-

vices.

These old time strategists look
ahead and try to outfigure de-
velopments of the next six to
ten years. And that opens up a
wide field of speculation and con-
Jjecture.

LONG RANGE — Looking at
the situation from long range
and wide range these strategists
cannot see any hope that North
Carolina will retain 12 Repre-
sentatives in ‘the Congress after
the 1960 census. And looking at
the map and noting that incum-
bent representatives from the
first, second, third and fourth dis-
tricts all live within a radius
of less than 50 miles; and that
representatives of the eighth,
ninth, tenth and eleventh dis-
tricts are similarly concentrated,
they can see little hope of re-
arranging districts without “in-
cluding out’” one or more of the
incumbent congressmen, the stra-
tegists may get ideas about how
to deal with the situation and
still retain the services of able
young men.

In the four eastern districts
Reps. Herbert Bonner of the
first, Graham Barden of the
third and Harold Cooley.of the
fourth all hold important chair-
manships, but all are eligible for
retirement at good income for
life. That leaves L.H. Fountain
of the second, who is eligible and
capable in opinion of many

people to make a good Governor. -

In the four district congestion
in the west—Reps, Paul Kitchin
in the 8th, Hugh Alexander n
the 9th, Charles Raper Jonas in
the 10th and Basil Whitener in
the 1lth—the situation is very
similar.

Under the east-west rotation
system the Governor next time
should come from the East. Folks
in the know would not die of
shock if folks in position to
influence party politics got be-
hind L.H. Fountain for Governor
in 1960 and Basil Whitener for
Governor in 1964.

Sure, that would disrupt the
plans of a lot of people. But it
would not be the first time that
politics had proven the truth
of Robert Burns' plaint that
“the best laid schemes o' mice
and men gang aft aglee, and
leave us naught but grief and
pain for promised joy.”

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finite Funds Formula Desueable

For several years prior to the 1950-51 fiscal year,
the city’s general fund received $80,000 annually from
utilities’ profits. For the fiscal year 1951-52 the amount
was increased to $82,500 with the extra $2,500 desig-
nated to help detray part of the city’s recreation bud-
get, :

. The $82,500 annual turnover figure remained in
effect until the 1958-54 fiscal year when the first
group of councilmen under the new council-manager
form of government requested and received a $142,-

000 annual allotment from the Utilities Commission.’

At that time it was pointed out that utilities pro-
fits were growing and members of the governing
board felt that such an amount would more nearly
reflect a fair share of profits for the general fund . ..
and besides the city needed the additional money for
its government operations.

Three years later the Council again asked the
Utilities Commission for an increase in the amount
of money it earmarked for the city’s general fund, and
the figure of $150,000 annually was arrived at.

For the fiscal years 1957-58 and 1958-59 the
city’s general fund ‘received $150,000 from the Utili-
ties Commission.

In accordance with action taken by the Utilities
Commission Tuesday night, the city’s general fund
in this fiscal year (which began Wednesday) will
receive $170,000 from the Utilities Commission, but
this additional $20,000 has been specifically desig-
nated for one year only.

While this method of setting an arbltrary figure
has worked fairly well over a period of years, it ob-
viously is not a very businesslike w of handling
the matter. It would be much better %ome definite
formula could be devised which would/ take into con-
sideration the needs of the city’s government, the
needs of the utilities operations, and the amount of
profit which is realized from the utilities operations
each year.

The proposal by Utlhtles Commissioner Charles
Horne that some better method of handling the mat-
ter be worked out has sufficient merit to warrant study
by the Council and the Commission jointly. Every ef-
fort should be made to arrive at an equitable formula
before the end of the current fiscal year.

New Carver Library
Is To Be Commended

Greenville’s City Councilmen are to be commend-
ed for including in this year’s budget funds for con-
struction of a new Negro library to replace the ram-
shackle building in which the Carver Library has
been housed for years.

The need for a new building for Carver Library
has long been evident. The present structure is gross-
ly inadequate, and being inadequate it curtails the
use which is made of the library. By constructing a
new building in which Carver Library can be adequate-
ly housed, the city will be performing a valuable serv-
ice to its Negro citizens.

Use of the library will certainly increase. Room
will be provided for the volumes and other equipment
which the library already possesses, and space will
be provided for expanding the facilities and services
which the labrary can offer.

It should be gratifying to the citizens of Green-
ville that the city’s governing board recognized the
need for a new Negro library and gave that facility

high priority in framing the budget for this fiscal year.

Study

Report Is Aired

By RALPH ROBEY

There are three Government
Committees studying inflation,
The Joint Economic Committee,
under the chairmanship of Sena-
tor Paul Douglas, has merely
been holding a series of hearings
and will make a report later
this year, Another is an Intra-
departmental Committee, under
the chairmanship of Dr. Ray-
mond Saulnier, head of the Pres-
ident’s Council of Economic Ad-
visers. Third is the so-called
Nixon Committee, the Cabinet
Committee on Price Btability for
Economic Growth. This last
group issued its first public state-
ment a few days ago and, be-
cause of its membership, its
views are most important.

The membership, in addi-
tion to Chairman Vice President
Nixon, consists of Secretary of
the Treasury Anderson, Postmas-
ter General Summerfield, Secre-
tary of Agriculture Benson, Sec-
retary of Commerce Strauss (or
presumably his successor), Sec-
retary of Labor Mitchell, and
Dr. Saulnier, Mr, W. Allen Wal-
lis from the University of Chi-
cago is executive vice chairman.

On the negative side the Com-
mittee rejected the idea that a
little inflation is inevitable and
also rejects the idea of govern-
ment control of prices and wages,
It says that moderate price in-
creases cumulate in the course
of years to immoderate rises in
the cost of living, and that con-
trols always result in waste, in-
efficiency, and a slowing down
of progress.

On the positive side the Com-
mittee recommends ‘‘as a min-
imum course of action” three
steps be taken proniptly. These
are:

1. Recognition by the Congress
of reasonable price stability as
::xc explicit goal of federal econo-

policy.

2. Expenditures must be held
to the level recommended by the
Prestdent tn his budget message
of last January, and programs
for later years must not
thorized which will create a de-
fieit.

credit, and the Government must
be permitted to borrow in the
public market at rates which
attract private investors.

issue, says the Committee, “is
whether we want price stability
or whether we want, in a con-
cealed way, to do the equivalent
of printing money something
the American public would not
stand for if done openly.”

Those are the conclusions reach-
ed up to this point. For the fu-
ture the Committee says it is
studying five basic problems, as
follows:

1. Tax reform. In the opinion
of the Committee “if the line
can be held on the Administra-
tion’s budget, tax revenues should
more than meet current expendi-
tures.” This would provide the
margin for reduction of the debt
and tax reform.

2, Our competitive position in
foreign markets. No indication is
given as to what should be done
to meet this problem, but a
promise is made that a report
will be issued with recommen-
dations.

3. Government regulations af-
fecting industry. Many such re-
gulations are no longer needed,
because of ‘“‘technological deve-
lopments’””, and the Committee
has initiated several studies look-
ing for their modification.

4. Farm price support pro-
grams. The present program, in
the opinion of the Committee, is
based upon “obsolete laws’, and
the expenditures ‘“‘go largely to
a comparatively few large pro-
ducers, and to industries only
remotely connected with farm-
ing.” Again special studies will
be made for the purpose of find-
ing non-inflationary solutions.

5. Practices of labor and
business. In the words of the
Committee: “‘excessive concen-
tration of power in the hands of
labor or business results in prac-
tices which are contrary to
the publi¢ interest.” The correc-
tion of this must be through eli-
mination of the power, not by
the government stepping in di-
rectly. The Committee will re-
port on the extent to which such
concentrations of power. ‘“‘contri-
bute to inflation or impede eco-
nomic pi ess."”

Lazily

BABSON PARK, Mass. — In-
vestors, like most of us, are get-
ting lazier and lazier. This is
partly due to our poor eyesight
and the fine type used on the
financial pages. Instead of hunt-
ing the quotations for "'a few
stocks in which we are especial-
ly. interested, we look at the
average stock change, noting
whether this is up or down, and
then conclude that our own spee
cial stocks have acted likewise.
If the Stock Average has shown
no appreciable change from the
previous day, most investors as-
sume that his special stocks
have not made any change eith-

€r.
THE FOUR MAIN DAILY
AVERAGES

The most popular Indexes are
the Dow-Jones Averages. These
are divided into three groups—
(1) The average of 30 Indus-
trial Stocks; (2) the average- of
20 Railroad Stocks; (3) the aver-
age of 15 Utility Stocks; then
a general average of all of these
65 stocks. Another popular Aver-
age is that Bf the Associated
Press, which consists of 60 stocks
mixed and weighted into one
Average. There is a fairly con-
stant relationship between these
two Averages.

Personally, I like the New York
Times Average over a period of
vears. It covers 50 well-diversi-
fied stocks, and is compiled for
the investor rather than for the
speculator. A fourth Average is
Standard & Poor’'s, which covers
500 stocks. I am proud to say
that this is operated by my loy-
al and able cousin, Paul T. Bab-
son, who controls the Standard
& Poor’s Corporation,

WHAT ABOUT VOLUME?

These Averages also give the
volume traded during the day. ,
This the trained investor watch-
es quite closely. He keeps in
mind a normal volume figure,
which today is about 3,000,000
shares. It is usually safe to
assume that the change in vol-
ume of the specific stocks in
which an investor is interest-
ed varies more or ‘less propor-
tionately with the Average vol-
ume. The Law of Averages is
a very wonderful law and it is
a great time-saver for investors
who use it intelligently in stu-
dying the stock market.

HOW. THE DOW-JONES

AVERAGES ARE COMPILED

To provide for the numerous
splits, stock dividends, etc.,
through the years, it is neces-
sary to add the quotations to-
gether and then divide the total
by an arbitrary divisor, which
amounted o 4.13 on the last day
that Telephone stock was quot-
ed on its old basis, namely,
at $250 a share. When this was
replaced by the new Telephone
stock, it was necessary to use
a different divisor. The change
to Telephone's new quotation
(around $84), plus four substi-
tutions in the Industrial list
which were made at the same
time, brought the divisor dlvn
from 4.13 to 3.964, This latter
figure will be used until there
is another split in Telephone or
in some other stock in the list,
or until another substitution is
made. Then the divisor must
be revised again.

Other stock averages are
changed more or less on the
same principle. The system
may not be perfect, but it makes
the Averages very useful to
those who understand them and
follow them as a fairly accurate
conservative timetable. Another
reason why these Averages have
heretofore been important is be-
cause trustees have been allow-
ed by probate courts to con-
sider the stocks making up these
Averages as safe for the “pru-
dent investor’” to use, If one of
these should suffer in price, the
trustees would not be criticized
for having bought the stock.
This fact, however, has result-
ed in these stocks being quoted
abnormally high, due to their
demand for Pension Funds, Mu-
tual Funds, and other funds
operated by trustees. This could
mean that the time may come
when it will be wise for read-
ers of this column to avoid
these so-called “‘gilt-edge’” stoc
as a “businessman’s investment.

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Algerlan Rebels Abduct
Two Trappist Monks

ALGIERS (AP)—The chant of
“galve Regina” echoed through
the chapel of the Thibarine Trap-
pist Monastery during evening
vespers when a five-man rebel
team entered the gate which never
closes.

The men—wearing French para-
trooper uniforms—asked to see the
father superior.

“We have an unpleasant mis-
sion,”” the leader told Father Jean-
Marie. *‘We have to take you and
two other monks with us.”

“My duty is to guard my spirit-
ual community,” replied the sup-
erior. “I would rather die than
abandon f{t.”

The rebels did not insist. But
two other monks—Brother Math-
leu and Brother Luc — packed
their belongings and followed the
rebels into the night.

“Don’t worry,” the rebels told
the superior. “We will do your
monks no harm.”

Outside the monastery the group
was joined by 12 other guerrilla
fighters. Together they disap-
peared into the darkness.

The incident occurred last
Wednesday night. Thursday morn-
ing the father superior notified the
French military in nearby Medea,
some 60 miles south of Algiers.

'K pursuit was ordered in- the
rugged Atlas Mountains, but the
French army said it was 12 hours
behind the rebels and that chances
of finding the group were dim.

For more than 20 years, the
Thibarine Monastery of Notre
Dame de I'Atlas—Our Lady of
the Atlas Mountains—has served
as a haven for the area’s impov-
erished Moslem population.

The monks refused a French
army garrison for protection.

“We ftrust in God,” they told
French officers.

Last year, two Moslems fleeing
a French pursuit spent a night
in the monastery. The Monks
said they were not aware of their
presence.

At this stage, it could not be
determined why the rebels took
the two Trappists.

One is a physiclan. It is possible
the rebels needed him to take care
of their wounded.

The rebels claim they have no-
thing against clergymen and that
Algerian Moslems treat all
churchmen with respect.

The superior of the Thibarine
Monastery sald: “Every day we
pray for peace and happiness of
all ' men. The rebels told us they

knew we were doing our best to
help the people.” ‘

Sugg Watched, Helped School Growth

The end of each school year
means different things to different
persons.

Some graduate, some begin vaca-
tions, some Dbecome virtually
sugguqd under stacks of final rec-
ords.

To Farmville people, the close
of the 1958-59 school term meant
the termination of ‘a 4l-year ser-
vice™period of a respected and
beloved Negro educator, H. B.
Sugg, principal of H. B. Sugg
School in Farmville for nearly half
a century.

In 1918, Sugg came to Pitt Coun-
ty after graduating from Lincoln
University in Pennsylvania to join
three other teachers in a “little
ole two-story, four-room, wooden
frame building’ which still stands
about two blocks from the present
H. B Sugg School.

At that time, according to the
retiring educator, the Farmville
Colored 8chool had an enrollment
of 156 students of which there were
nine in the seventh grade — then
the highest class in the school.

In 1918, says Sugg, there were
54 different colored schools in Pitt
County. All these were housed in
“*jittle frame shacks” and were
one, two, and three-teacher schools
except for four-teacher schools in
Farmville, Ayden, and Grimes-
land, That was a “far cry” re-
members Sugg, from the present
number of eleven Negro schools in
F¥t of which the five high
schools are fully accredited, All
eleven now have spacious, modern
brick structures and are equipped
with libraries and gymnasiums.

The education veteran of 41 years
remembers well how the present
system was slowly, and then more
rapidly, obtained. In 1922, he re-
calls, the little four-room Farm-
ville School moved into a new
frame structure. This was a ten-

room building, constructed with
timber salvaged from the Farm-|
ville white school when the county |
ordered the building replaced.
The new school was built on
State land which had been cleared
of woods by Sugg and ‘‘his boys”
after school hours and on Satur-

Stumps which were too
large to be dug or chopped out
were dynamited by farmers whom
Sugg hired with his own money.

Then, in 1936, under the WPA,
2 six-room brick building was built
beside the frame structure to
house theh igh school. This ser-
ved the purpose until 1948 when
the present building, a $180,000,
20-room brick plant which includes
a number of bookrooms, a ladies
lounge, a-health room supply stor-
age rooms, and the principal’s of-
fice, was built on the site of the
frame structure which was def
molished to make room for the
new building,

The retiring principal also re-
members vividly how the efficien-
¢y of his teaching corps has steadi-
ly climbed since his first days in
Pitt County. “In 1918,” he says
“there were very few Negro teach-
ers in the county with “A’ certi-
ficates. Now every teacher we
have, except one, is a college gra-
duate.”” At H. B. Sugg School of
the 33 teachers five have Masters’
Degrees.

Along with the many other
things, Sugg has also had to gain
cooperation from parents and stu-
dents alike, He recalls that Farm-
ville, when he first arrived there
was “kind of a tough place.” The
young principal began to meet peo-
ple everywhere and began to
teach them that education in all
fields as well as the “3-R's"” was
the only way to “lift the people as
a whole.”

“After the first few years, good
and then better cooperation from
everybody, both white and Colored,
began to show,”” says Sugg, ‘‘as
the people realized that high quali-
tytcitizenship was vitally import-
ant.”

In the little four-room school
house, in 1919, Sugg bought, with
his own funds, a $15 two-burner
oil stove and started a “home
making’ department. He had one
teacher who knew something about
cooking and got her to teach the
older girls to cook *“things that
came from the garden.”

The real “shot in the arm” fo
the home economics department,
Sugg recalls, was a $1,000 gift from
the late A. C. Monk, who had be-
come a close friend of the young|
principal. Part of this money was!
saved and added to until the pre-
sent home economics coftage was
built at the school. When construc-
tion began on the -cottage, the
“floor wasn’t even in before the
money gave outf,” says Sugg, But
this time, A. C. (Coy) Monk, Jr.
came to the rescue. “He told me
to finisb it and send him the
bill,” smiles Sugg.

During a 4l-year tenure, Sugg
has seen many changes and im-
provements in Farmville Colored
School. One of the most recent
changes was in 1951 when the

Sugg says reminiscently. '‘Quite a
lot has beenr accomplished.”
