moral Castle. Queen Elizabeth II
made a completely unexpected
appearance to the gates to wel-
come him.

“Well, well, I'm delighted to see
you,” said the Queen, slim and
elegant though she is expecting
her third child early next year.

Eisenhower bowed and sald:
“Thank you ma’am. It’s wonder-
ful to be here.”

It was a friendly and informal
beginning for Eisenhower's over-
night visit,

Surprisingly, the Queen not only
came out to see Eisenhower but
did it on television.

The President had driven 50
miles with Prince Philip in a car

(from the airport at Dyce to

The Queen — who danced until
the early hours this morning at
a castle ball for her servants —
presented the President to Prin-
cess Margaret.

The Queen wore a powder blue
isuit with shirt jacket. Her skirt
snuggly hugged her hips.

The Queen whose baby is
expected in late January or Feb-
ruary — certainly showed no phy-
sical signs of it. With Eisenhower,
she inspected the royal body-
guard, Royal Highland Fusiliers.

Then together with Prince
Philip, they took the palace car
from the gateway for the half-
mile drive to the gloomy old cas-
tle built amid these melancholy
foors by Queen Victoria.

Nehru Discloses Skirmish
On Frontier; Files Protest

India protested to Peiping, and
the Chinese reply, received as
Nehru sat in Parliament, claimed
the Indians on Aug. 25 fired first
and the Chinese shot back in self-
defense. Peiping said it knew nothe
ing about the border ecrossing the
next day.

“I give credence to our own re
ports,” Nehru said as the deputies
cheered in approval. “All circum-
stantial evidence supports our
view. I believe it is ture.”

Earlier in the session ' Nehru
said the Chinese were forcibly
holding Indian territory in the La-
dakh sector of Kashmir, on the
northwest border between India
and Tibet. He said the Chinese
had established a camp at Spang-~

Women

. NEWSPAPER WOMEN — A
story in a recent issue of Editor
& Publisher Magazine about
women in the Gannett news-
paper system, mostly in New
York state, occasioned thinking
about the important role women
play in North Carolina news-
paper editing and publishing. A
complete list would be almost
impossible to compile, because
a lot of the women work in the
background and are not of re-
cord as publishers or editors.
Many of them grew into their
jobs, as did many of the men,
upon the deaths of fathers or
husbands and have carried on
valiantly and very successfully.

Almost any story about North
Carolina newspapers has to
start with Miss Beatrice Cobb.
She stepped in on “temporary
basis” fo take over the man-
agement of the Morganton
News-Herald when her father
died. She was a very young
woman then and women were
not common in newspapering.
The “‘temporary’” assignment
has been extended through suc-
cessive -decades, during which
she built the struggling little
weekly into a place of prestige
as a popular afternoon daily,
and added the lively weekly
Valdese News. For more than
30 years she has been secretary
of the North Carolina Press As-
sociation, the ‘‘Sweetheart” of
all the editors and publishers,
and even oldtimers have diffi-
culty in distinguishing between

the Press Association and
*“Miss Bea.”
Next on the list is Mrs.

Elizabeth Swindell, who came
up in the Wilson Times office,
took over management of that
paper when her father, the late
Jo D. Gold, retired and as
editor-publisher has made it one
of the sprightly and influential
afternoon dailies in Eastern
North Carolina. '

Cobb and Swindell keep close
contact with business and edi-
torial offices, equally at home
with adding machines and type-
writers

NON-DAILIES — When the
late Reed B. Terry, co-publish-
er of the High Point Enterprise
and the Burlington Times-News,
died Mrs. Terry moved into the
business office and contributed
to the progressive growth of
these papers. Miss Elizabeth
Huckle, who with her father
owns most of the Concord Tri-
bune, is on the job every day
in the publisher’s office there.

The real impact of the woman
influence is felt in the non-daily
publishing field. Perhaps that
list should be headed with Mrs.
Stella (Ed M.) Anderson, who
had been associated with her
late husband in publishing news-
papers at Brevard, Forest City,
Spindale, Sparta and West
Jefferson—as well as several
radio stations. Upon her hus-
band’s death three years ago
she moved to top control In the
organization.

Then there is Mrs. Neil
Cadieu, who assumed responsi-

bility as publisher of the Rich-
mond County Journal and the
Rockingham Post-Dispatch when
her husband® died. And Mrs.
Rena B. Lassiter, whose hus-
band built an iofluential news-
paper in the Smithfield Herald.
Thomas J. Lassiter Jr., listed
as publisher and William C.
Lassiter, general counsel for the
North  Carolina Press As-
sociation, may take pride in
carrying on the paper their
father built when they were
kids, but insiders Kknow that
“Miss Rena' has.a lot to do
with policy and development of
the paper—although maybe not
as much as when she had to
take over after death of her
husband and during the depress-
ion years.

Then there is Mrs. E.F.
McCullouch, who made a real
newspaper out of the Bladen
County Journal at Elizabeth-
town; and Mrs. James Boyd
who put the Southern Pines
paper on the map. Of course,
there are dozens more WOomen
who have made good mnews-
papers; and equally of course
all of them had help from men
and women behind the scenes.

REPORTERS — There are
other instances of women run-
ning newspapers either as busi-
ness managers or editors, and
literally hundreds of women

reporters, departmental editors
and columnists.
The Winston-Salem  papers

have more women in top posi-
tions than any others in the
state. Frances Griffin is a
member of the editorial board.
Mary Garber is one of the few
women sports editors, and Ma-
mie Braddy is a veteran in al-
most every department of news-
paper writing. Marjorie Hunter
is accorded superlatives as a po-
litical, financial and feature wri-
ter. Her stories on legislative
doings and the State budget are
often quoted as authoritative.

Ann Sawyer on the Charlotte
News and Jo Spivey on the
Greensboro Record are general
assignment reporters who ask
no consideration because of sex.
As editorial writer and general
reporter on the Carteret News-
Times at Morehead City, Ruth
Peeling does a job that is the
envy of many men.

LEGION — These names are
given as repregentatives of
newspaper women, not in any
sense a complete list. There
are dozens more, some of whom
perhaps deserve greater re-
cognition than those named
here. North Carolina is rich in
{free-lance writers, photographers
and authors who came out of
newspaper offices. Marian Rabb,
travel editor for the State C&D
department, has been accorded
national recognition, So has Ger-
trude Carraway for historic and
cultural articles.

See For Yourselves
That Growing College

For the citizens of this area who haven’t visited
the campus of East Carolina College recently to view
the growth and expansion of physical facilities, the
open house being held by the College Monday after-
noon and evening will afford an excellent opportunity.

Four buildings which have been recently com-
pleted or renovated will be open for public inspection
during the open house. They will include a new men’s
dormitory, a new classroom building, a new wing on
the college cafeteria and the addition to the college
administration building.

Flight Patterns Seem
A Reasonable Answer

The recent collision between a amall private plane
and a military jet near Morehead City points up the
necessity of a greater degree of coordination between
flight patterns of military and private planes parti-
cularly in areas where military planes are used in large
numbers.

Civilian authorities on the Morehead City-Beau-
fort area have suggested the establishment of routes
and patterns for military and civilian aircraft in that
area.

In this day of faster-than-sound military aircraft,
the flight patterns and landing paths of such planes
cannot be confined to a few miles immediately sur-
rounding the air base. They must spread over many
miies and may involve communities considerable dis-
tance from the military base. This broader area in-
volved makes the coordinating of air space use be-
tween private and military aireraft much more diffi-
cult to manage.

Unless some steps are taken along the lines pro-
posed by the Morehead City and Beaufort officials, the
tragic collision such as the one which occurred Monday
near Beaufort may increase.

By JAMES MARLOW
WASHINGTON (AP)—As Pre-
sident Eisenhower began slog-
ging through the dismal swamp
of international relations, man-

peace, hardly more than a
breathing spell for regroupings
before the next year. He lived
long enough to die disillusioned.
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kind followed in his steps, hop-
ing that somehow he could lead
the 'way to a sunlit beach.

No one knows better than he
the task before him: somehow
working out with West Europe's
leaders and later with Premier
Nikita Khrushchev some solu-
tion to what has divided the
world into two armed camps,
hissing at each other.

It may be an impossible task
for him—or anyone else—at
this moment in history. No
wonder he has tried hard not
to raise false hopes about his
efforts.

His reception Wednesday in
Germany, where once he enter-
ed as a conqueror but now aslan
ally, was perhaps the grealtest
in his career. It was testimony
to the high and warm regard
in which Europe and perhaps
even the Soviet Unlon stil! holds
him,

But there was more than re-
gard in the cheers which Eisen-
hower himself called “over-
whelming and magnificent.”
There was hope that he might
produce the key to the icebox in
which the cold war has kept the
world for 14 years,

To himself Eisenhower was
probably saying: *“I hope they
are right.”

He can remember another
journey made by another presi-
dent, Woodrow Wilson, vyears
ago, and the thunderous, almost
frenzied, greeting given him
when he landed in Europe after
World War I.

The Europeans looked to Wil-
son as the man of good will who
would fashion a peace which
would let all other men sleep
quietly at night for generations.

-

By then the Europeans were
disillusioned, too.

The forces Wilson had to con-
tend with — at home and
abroad—were too much for him.
He was {idealistic. They were-
n't, If today Europe looks more
idealistic, it may be an optical
illusion,

The same force at work there
today — nationalism — frus-
trated Wilson. If Europe sounds
more willing for peace it is be-
cause of the realism forced up-
on it by the new weapons might
mean annihilation in a third
war,

The United States is nationalis-
tic, too. So is the Soviet Union.
So is Red China. So are the
satellites. The world hasn't pass-
ed out of its era of nationalism—
yet. Eisenhower knows that,
too. ¢

S0 in talking with West
Europe’'s leaders, America's
allies, Eisenhower 1is talking
with men who may have a sin-
cere dedication to peace but
each of whom is thinking in
terms of his own country first.

Eisenhower has to think that
way, too. So does Khrushchev,
| Europe, and maybe even the
U.S.8.R., looks upon Eisenhower
as a man of good will.

But there are differences
among the Allies, which he will
try to bridge over. He must
pledge them he will make no
secret deals with Khrushchev.

If he and Khrushchev ever do
agree on answers that might
melt the cold war, they won't
have much meaning unless the
allies with whom Eisenhower
is talking now can submerge
their own nationalism long
enough to approve, too.
