Can’t Recall

Yesterday’s Sunday session of 
. P M  Coumy Superior Court may 
hiave set a new precedent in P itt 
County, but a t least it was a rare  
occurrence in Superior Courts in 
N orth Carolina.

Old timers around the P itt 
County courthouse couldn’t  recall 
another instance in which Superior 
Court had been convened <m Sun­
day to hear testimony in a case. 
If  it has happened before it was 
more than 30 years ago and none 
of the  attorneys or court officials 
asked about It could recall a sim i­
la r  Sunday session in P itt Superior 
Court.

Attorney L. W. Gayjord Sr. re ­
called th a t in the  first trial of 
form er P itt Sheriff Amos C. Jack ­
son, charged with embeazlement in 
1927, Judge Crandall convened 
court on Sunday morning for the 
purpose of hearing a report from 
the jury which had been given 
the  case the previous Friday. The 
jury reported it had been unable 
to reach a verdict and the p re­
siding judge ordered a » mistrial. 
L ater when the case was tried, 
Jackson was acquitted of the  
charges.

A spot check of the records of 
«orne of the more prominent crim i­
nal ca.ses recorded in the office of 
the P itt County Clerk of Superior 
Court as fa r back as the late 1800s 
failed to give any Indication of a 
session of court being held o n ;

Eisenhower, Macmillan 
Agree To Broad Strategy

LONDON CAP) ~  Cheered by 
thousands, President Eisenhower 
returned to London today from 
weekend talks with Prim e Min­
ister H arold Macmillan that 
brought broad agreem ent on the 
strategy or future cold w ar nego­
tiations.

Qualified informants outlined 
results of the conference of the 
two leaders a t  Chequers, the  Prime 
M inister’s country estate.

They said  Eisenhower and Mac­
millan displayed a resolve to do 
all they can  to bring French 
President Charles de Gaulle back 
into full cooperation in the North 
Atlantic Alliance.

Eisenhower’s  coming exchange 
of visits with Soviet Prem ier Ni­
kita Khrushchev was said to have 
been the m ost im portant single 
topic covered in the Amerlcan- 
British exchanges.

Other subjects covered by the 
two men—som etim es with Secre­
tary of S tate Christian A. Herter 
and Foreign Secretary Selwayn 
Lloyd sitting in—included:

1. Plans for a new Western ap­
proach tow ard an East-West dis-

a rm am en l program . This ap­
proach was said to take into ac ­
count an American idea that 
would make a cutoff of nuclear 
weapon production under tight 
controls a starting point of the 
program .

2. A possible compromise form- 
m ula on key issues holding up an 
agreem ent in the Big Three Gene­
va conference on banning of nu­
c lear weapons tests. No details 
were given.

3. The East-West deadlock over 
the future of Berlin and G erm any. 
Eisenhower was said to have in­
dicated that he will discuss this 
issue informally with Khrushchev 
in Washington next month.

4. U.S.-British defense m atte rs  
and ways of militarily strengthen­
ing the North Atlantic Treaty Or­
ganization. Again no details w ere 
given.

5. Eisenhower’s ideas for a big 
new effort to help raise living 
standards in the have-not nations 
of the world. Britain already is 
pledged to cooperate with the Unit- 
ted States along these lines. But 
the two leaders were said to have 
considered ways of broadening the

basis of their efforts so other in ­
terested powers could join.

Most of these issues are expect­
ed to arise in one form or another 
during the Eisenhower talks with 
Khrushchev.

Eisenhower got another mighty 
“ I like Ike” salute from London­
ers today as he rode through the 
heart of the city to St. Paul’s 
Cathedral.

Thousands m assed around St. 
P au l’s as the President and Prim e 
Minister rolled up in an open car. 
They went to the cathedral to 
spend a solemn half hour in the 
chapel Britain built in memory of 
28,000 Americans who lost their 
lives in World War II and had 
been based in the United King­
dom.

The President returned to the 
city for a round of appointments 
and an informal, televised report 
to the world with Macmillan to­
night on their talks about future 
relations between the West and the 
Soviet Union.

The sound portion of the Eisen­
hower Macmillan telecast will be 
relayed to the United States for 
broadcast live by American radio

networks. Tapes of the p ro fra r 
will be flown across the AUanth 
for showing on American TV Tht 
British Broadcasting Corp. anc 
Europe’s Eurovision network wiL 
carry the appearance to a poten­
tial audience of nearly 100 rnillion 
viewers in Western Euiope.

“ We don’t know what they are 
going to say .”  said a BBC spokes' 
man. “There is no scrip t.”

The President had a full sched­
ule after his drive back with Mac­
millan from Chequers. It includ­
ed a half-hour visit to the chapel 
in St. P au l's  Cathedral which 
commemorates American World 
War II dead who were stationed 
in Britain, a conference w ith. 
Spanish Foreign Minister Fernan­
do Aria CasticUa, and—after the 
telecast—a formal dinner given by 
Macmillan a t  his official resi­
dence.

Preparedness’ 
Might Cut ToU 
To 3 Per Cent

WASHINGTON (AP) — Th® 
Senate-House Committee on Atom­
ic Energy, after an analysis of its  
hearings las t June on the biologi­
cal and environm ental effects of 
nuclear w ar, said probably the 
most significant finding was th a t 
civil defense preparedness could 
reduce the casualties^ from ap­
proximately 20 per cent of th® 
population to about 3 per cent.

The ^committee assumed, in 
dealing with a  hypothetical a ttack  
on this country, that 263 nuclear 
weapons would burst over heavy 
population centers, industrial and 
military targets.

It found tha t M rnillion Ameri­
cans would die and 20 million 
more would be seriously Injured. 
Half the population would b® 
homeless. Radiation would caus® 
millions of deaths and contami­
nate food and water supplies.

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W ater Conservation Plan Is Next
With members of the new State Board of Water 

Resources now officially in office. North Carolina 
should be on its way toward developing a workable 
and comprehensive program for maximum use and 
maximum conservation of its water resources.

In recent years North Carolina has come to recog­
nize the fact'’ that its bountiful water resources are 
among the most valuable natural assets the state pos­
sesses. It has also come to realize that for generations 
we have been taking our waters for granted with the 
mistaken idea that no matter what we did to them, 
they would still be usable.

As the state developed industrially it became ap­
parent that some of our water resources were being 
ruined. It also became apparent that although we have 
vast quantities of water resources, these resources are 
not inexhaustable. They could be quickly ruined like 
the water resources of some other highly industria-' 
listed states unless care was taken in advance to pre­
serve them for future use.

Over a period of several years one after another 
of a variety of agencies and commissioners were given 
specific jurisdiction over the state's water resources. 
The result was confusion, overlapping of authority 
and responsibility, and generally an ineffective pro­
gram for preserving for future use our water re­
sources.

When the 1959 General Assembly authorized the 
State Board of Water Resources, it afforded the state 
an overall agency with authority to deal effectively 
with the problem of both developing and conserving 
our water resources. How well the new board does in 
dealing with these problems will largely depend on

It is entirely possible 
tiiat mit 0Í these conversations 
may develop evidence of sui- 
ficiei^ Ei9^ r t  for one candidate 
to justify iwe-convention an- 
XK>uncemei  ̂ North Carolina 
l>acking. It will be surprising if 
ftoy such statement comes be­
fore the delegates are chosen 
next spring, even though decis­
ion may have been reached ear­
lier.

BUTLER — The North Caro­
lina folks are not apt to take 
any part in eff<Mts to oust Na­
tional Chairman Paul Butler, 
despite open resentment at his 
preslstent slaps a t the South. 
This state would find itself in 
untenable position if it protested 
a rule requulng participants In 
the national nominating conven­
tion to support its mmiinees. 
North Carolina requires every
'candidate filing res’ office in a 
party primary to sign an affi­
davit pledging support to the 
nominees of that primary. No 
oath of alle^ance is required of 
tank and file voters, but many
Citizens recognize a  moral obli­
gation.

Governor Hodges repeated 
what he has said many times 
before that he thinks Paul Butler 
talks when he ought to be listen­

ing, and that hi^ efforts should 
be devoted to unifying the party 
Instead of apparently trying to 
split it up. But—with the pros­
pect that he will have to deal 
with Butler in all pre-conven­
tion arrangments. he sees no 
point in playing into his hands 
by helping him bust up the 
party.

Similar attitude was express 
ed by John D. Larkins Jr., na­
tional committeeman, when he 
said he doubted the propriety of 
trying to oust Butler as chair­
man at this time. Efforts in that 
direction have failed before. Hod­
ges and Larkins, who do not 
agree on many political issues, 
appear together Jn belief that 
the party is hooked with Butler 
ÍOT some months to come, and 
wisdom suggests making the 
best of the situation.

Almost certainly these mat­
ters win be discussed among 
the * Governors assembled a t 
Asheville—and just as certainly 
the discussions will be private.

SPECIAL SESSION — Talk 
about probability of a special 
session of the North Carolina 
General Assembly continues. 
The main reason for an extra 
session would be constitutional 
revision, with emphasis on court 
reform. Lately a new item of 
constitutional amendment has 
been injected, which in some 
quarters is taking precedence 
over courts.

That is the convening date of 
the General Assembly, in rela­
tion to the beginning of the term 
of the newly elected Governor^ 
and other State officials. The , 
present constiti^on says the 
Governor’s term shall begin 
on the first day of January, 
with provision that the incumbent 
executive shall hold office until 
his successor has been sworn 
in. TraditionaUy the inaugura­
tion of the new Governor has 
been staged at a joint session 
of the General Assembly on 
its second day. Now, the con­
stitution provides for the Legis­
lature to meet on the first Wed­
nesday after the first Monday 
in February. That data can be 
changed either by legislative; act 
or by constitutional amendment. 
The 1959 Assembly failed to 
adopt a bill fixing the date for 
early January. Without action 
by a special session, the next 
elected Legislature wül not 
meet until February 8, 1961.

Whoever is elected Governor 
next year can demand that the 
oath be administered and he 
take over the office on January 
1. That will miss the panoply of 
“ inauguration.” Or he can let 
the incumbent stay on until 
February 8 or later, thus losing 
four to six weeks of his term. 
A newly elected Governor is not 
likely to be pleased with either 
alternative. ___

Weeks ago the Administration 

requested the Congress to elimi­
nate the 4*4 percent ceiling on 
government bonds of over five 
years’ maturity, and to au­
thorize it to adjust the rate paid 
on United States Savings Bonds. 
For a time it appeared that the 
requests would be granted, but 
now that possibility has been 
eliminated by the House Ways 
and Means Committee.

Earlier, the committee had 
voted to give the President au­
thority for two years to lift 
the interest i*ate when he de­
termined that it was in the na­
tional interest. At the same time 
H passed a resolution stating that 
it was the “ sense” of the Con­
gress that the Federal Reserve 
Sj^stem should buy government 
bonds as well as Treasury bills 
and notes in its open market 
operations. Both the Adminis­
tration and the Federal Reserve 
objected to this resolution, and 
quite properly so.

Mills Spurns Compromise Proposal
Then a new “compromise” 

was worked out which gave the 
President the authority to raise 
the interest ra te for three years, 
and softened the resolution into 
fairly meaningless language. 
This was tentatively passed by 
the committee, with five Demo­
crats joining the ten Republi­
cans, which meant a 15 to 10 
vote. But Committee Chairman 
Mills refused to introduce the 
compromise, and another argu­
ment started. Finally, Rep. Ikard 
(D-Tex.) proposed that the pro­
blem be tabled and this carried 
by a 14 to 11 vote, with all but 
one of the Democrats, Rep. Harri­
son of Virginia, voting for the 
motion.

This means that the Treasury 
can sell only obligations with less 
than five-year maturity, because 
the demand for long-term funds 
has already driven the interest 
rate above the percent level. 
As a. m atter of fact several 
government bonds are now sell­
ing at such a discount from their 
par value that the yield is higher 
than 4V4 percent.

What this Means 
to the Economy

There are various unfavorable 
aspects of this necessary con­
centration in the short-term field.

First, it makes the manage­
ment of the public debt much 
more difficult and means that 
the Treasury must go into the 
market ntore frequently than 
otherwise would be necessary. 
This is disturbing to the market.

Secondly, by selling only short­
term paper the rates on 
Treasury bills and notes will 
r.dvance and may well rise to 
above the long-term rate. This

will make the carrying charge of 
the public debt higher than it 
otherwise would be, and higher 
than necessary.

Thirdly, long-term obligations 
are attractive to savers and in­
vestors, and to the extent they 
are bought by these groups they 
represent a mere transfer of 
purchasing power to the govern­
ment. Short-term paper is bought 
primarily by the banks, and is 
paid for by a bookkeeping entry 

by the banks to the credit of 
the government. This is an in­
crease in the volume of money, 
and hence is inflationary. This 
point was stressed at great 
length by the Treasury and the 
Federal Reserve before the Ways 
and Means Committee.

Fourthly, the action Indicates 
that we as a nation are  not 
willing to put our financial house 
in order and subject ourselves to 
the rather rigid discipline of a 
free market. With the fear of 
Inflation already widespread, 
this congressional move toward 
inflation could scarcely be more 
unfortunate or more untimely.

Finally, foreign holders of 
■" balancés in this country will 

tend to withdraw their funds. 
That means a stepping-up of 
gold exports, and while we have 
far more gold than necessary to 
meet present requirements we 
can not be complacent about 
anything approaching a  run 
from the dollar.

E and H Savings Bonds 
The failure to be able to ad­

just upward the rate of interest 
on E and H savings bonds is 
equally serious. At present the 
return on these obligations is 
3V4 percent, or well below what 
a saver may obtain on other 
securities of equal safety and 
liquidity.

This is the primary reason why 
the redemptions of E and H 

„ bonds for the past several 
month* have consistently been 
above the new sales. The 
Treasury had proposed lifting 
the rate on these E and H bonds 
to 3̂ 4 percent, and making this 
rate apply to all such savings 
bonds outstanding. Now that is 
not possible, and we may be 
sure that the savings bond pro­
gram will continue to be a drain 
on the cash resources of the 
Treasury.

The strongest public statement 
on the action was that of Rep. 
Richard M, Simpson of Penn­
sylvania. the ranking Republican 
member of the Ways and Means 
Committee. He said it “ Is the 
height of fiscal irresponsibility 
and bodes evil for the confidence 
of the people, at home and 
abroad, in the soundness of our 
fiscal structure.” That Is a 
correct appraisal.

Soviet Russi’s premier, Niki­

ta Khrushchev, will be in grave 
danger when he comes to these 
United States September 15 for 
a visit to seven of our cities.

This will hardly be the case 
for President Eisenhower when 
he goes to Russia later. Neither 
will it be the case while he 
visits on his current trip in 
Germany, England and France. 
Aside from the hazards of strain 
and travel, Mr. Eisenhower Is 
conceivably in no personal 
danger. If any attempt were 
made on his life in Russia, it 
would most likely come from one 
whose mind ,.is unhinged.

And against men of great 
position in the world, the men­
tally confused and unbalanced do 
direct their venom. All American 
schoolboys know of the assassi­
nations of President Lincoln, Gar­
field and McKinley, and the 
most successful attempt to as­
sassinate Franklin Roosevelt in 
Miami. When one considers the 
small number of men who have 
been our president since the 
nation was born one sees how 
grave is the danger from cranks 
or the insane to our presi­
dents.

For Mr. K when he comes to 
us, there are aggravated and 
special dangers. We have in the 
cities he will visit thousands of 
people who may have festering 
grievances against Soviet Russia 
and all its symbolism for cruel­
ties. murders, banishments of 
loved ones.

Another great group which 
might harbor personal grudges 
and grievances is the 3,000,000 
who come from or are children 
of the nations which have been 
swallowed up, or brought under 
subjection, by the Soviet.

K’s visit, it follows, presents

RAILROADS ARE DOING
EVERYTHING TO REDUCE 

COSTS
The railroads have bought 

new passenger cars, which a r t  
air-conditioned. But they are 
cutting out checking trunks on 
many trains and are closing ex­
press offices. This saves carry’- 
ing baggage cars and men ts 
handle baggagCi both at the 
stations and in the trains. Even 
the freight business is falling 
off, although the railroads a n  
running faster freight servici 
and adopting “piggyback” tram 
port from point of loading to 
final destination. Now electrical 
freight yards are being built and 
salesmen are calling on ship­
pers for business. Freight busi­
ness may again increase, al­
though the new federal high­
ways will be another handicap.

The railroads, however, will 
successfully compete with the 
newspapers, magazines, and bill­
boards In selling advertising 
space. In dining cars, if there 
are any waiters, they will not 
bother with table linens; but 
will use only paper napkins and 
place mats. On these will be 
printed advertisements of the 
foods we are served! All stations 
and much right-of-way will be 
sold for advertising space, al­
though this income may gradual­
ly decline as passengers be­
come fewer. Freight cars and 
freight yards, however, offer 
some advertising possibilities for 
both national and local products.

WHAT MORE CAN THE
RAILROADS DO TO GET 

INCOME?
The railroads are the largest 

real estate owners in the United 
States. This is true not only 
of the Santa Fe, the Union 
Pacific, The Northern Pacific, 
and the Southern Pacific, but 
of every one of the 700 different 
railroads now operating. Land 
owned but not now used by the 
railroads could be sold to pay 
up all their bond issues. Selling 
this land would not only save 
them interest and taxes, but 
would benefit the communi­
ties ItL which these 700 railroads 
operate. The railroads should be 
allowed to consolidate and raise 
or lower their rates of fare and 
freight charges.

Railroads having large termi­
nals will stop trains 1,000 feet 
further out than the present 
stops; hence, unless there are 
more “red caps” passengers 
will have to carry their bags 
further. This will give the rail­
roads some wonderful property 
however, to rent for super­
markets, drive-in theaters, 
bowling allies, etc. in the hearts 
decrease in passengers. These, 
of the cities, irrespective of the 
moreover, could be two-story 
buildings, if desired, which 
would be readily financed by in­
surance companies.
RAILROADS ARE NECESSARY

We must have the railroads 
for heavy freight. They are the 
life blood of the nation. This 
was proved during the two 
World Wars. When the railroads 
had a monopoly, they abused 
the people. They are now suf­
fering from this but this will all 
be changed. It will be changed 
by greater efficiency, fairer 
labor and tax laws, and by their 
being given freedom to run their 
own business as do the bus com­
panies, trucking concerns, air- 
Diane companies, and taxis 
with which they must now com­
pete.

Now a word —• in closing — 
to investors: In most instances, 
you who hold railroad stocks 
might do well to sell them, 
putting the money in a bank 
until industrial stocks have their 
crash in price; then reinvest 
in good dividend-paying Indus­
trial stocks. You who hold rail­
road bonds should probably 
keep them. When the railroads 
wake up to the advantages of 
getting into the real estate and 
advertising business, most of 
these railroad bonds should be 
paid off at par.

THE REAL THING
The Greek philosopher Plato 

once wrote that the unexamined 
life is unworthy and ineffective. 
We Christians would go even 
further and say that the uncom­
mitted life is unworthy and in­
effective.

This is the diagnosis which ex­
perienced Christians often make 
of the people who are Indifferent 
to religion, who .scoff at it, or 
are hostile toward it.

Steel shortages are only day.s 

away. So far, huge stockpiles 
of steel in the yards of auto 
manufacturers and other user.s, 
and in the steel warehouses of the 
nation, have prevented the 
strike from pinching all but a few 
users. However, the piles are 
shrinking and some users will be 
slowed down: some perhaps next 
week, others later in September.

Flag bonanza. Flag manufae- 
turers may work off their heavy 
Inventory of 48-star and 49-star 
American flags, thanks to the 
coming visit of Nikita Khrush­
chev. They are offering them at 
bargain rates for use along routes 
the Soviet Premier will take.

Booing him will be inhospi­
table—In fact it would be consid­
ered an affront to the President, 
whose guest he will be.

Rise in interest rates. Pressures

for higher interest rates have 
been slowed down by the steel 
strike.

But shortly after the 
strike is ended, spending for ex­
pansion will rise, renewing pres­
sure for higher rates.
MORE POWER FAILURES

Black-outs in other cities com­
ing. While the causes of the 
power failure that blacked out a 
large section of New York have 
not been definitively assessed, 
engineers say that other cities 
may experience similar pro­
blems. They say the great age 
of some power distributing sys­
tems, plus the fact that they 
are being overloaded with con­
stantly increasing number of ap­
pliances and industrial machines, 
makes failures probable.

Cheaper vitamins. Because of 
Increased manufacturing efficien­
cy. many producers have been 
able to cut prices of vitamins.

Efficiencies are being pushed 
still further, largely because of 
rising competition from im­
ported vitamins, and manufaif- 
turers will, almost of necessity, 
cut prices further.

NEW YORK (AP)-Police said today that at least a dozen sus­pects would soon be arrested in connection with the latest out­burst of murderous teen-age vio­lence on New York City streets.
Chief of Detectives James B. Leggett said that two would be charged with homicide, and the rest with unlawful assembly or held as material witnesses.
Leggett said the fatal stabbings apparently did not represent or­ganized gang action.
’Two boys were stabbed to death early Sunday when a gang of boys armed with knives attacked a group of youngsters in a West Side playground.
The leader of the attacking group, police were told, wore a black cape and carried a cane.
The deaths brought to four the number of young people killed in teen-age violence in a week. The city’s toll so far this year is eight dead.
A third boy was stabbed In the stomach in Sunday’s violence, a bottle was broken over another boy’s head, and two other boys and a girl were roughed up.Six boys and two girls were sit­ting in a darkened playground on Manhattan’s West Side when they were *et upon.One of the boys who was roughed up, Jimmy Orphanos, 15, said the gang leader wore a black cape, “like the kind Dracula wear* In the movies,” and car­ried a cane.Orphanos said that the youth in the cloak told him just before the gang fled: “This will teach you to fool with the Young Lords.”Police said the gang was Span­ish-speaking. Officers questioned members of the Young Lords, a Puerto Rican street gang which hangs out about 30 blocks away from the playground.

One of the survivors said an attacker yelled “we don’t allow gringos near the park.” Spanish­speaking people sometimes use “gringo” as a contemptuous word for North Americans.
The area where the violence broke out is not far from the old Hell’s Kitchen section. It is an aiea of run - down tenements, where there is a delicate balance of tension between tiie older ele­ments—Italians and others—and Puerto Rican newcomers.
The two 16-year-old boys, An­thony Krzesinski and Robert Young, staggered into tenements across the street before they col­lapsed and died.
Ewald Riemer, 18. was in fair c(Midition in a hospital, buffering from a stab wound in the abdo­men.Harold Luken, 16, suffered less serious injuries when he was hit on the head with a bottle. His sis­

ter, Sandy, 14, escaped unhurt.

'Splendid American’ Is 
Going To Be Unveiled

By HUGH A. MULLIGAN
NEW YORK CAP) — Regardless 

of the new Communist-led insur­
rection’s outcome in Laos, ABC 
news chief John Daly is deter­
mined that tlie sacrifices of Amer­
icans working there shall not go 
unnoticed on« television.

Daly toured southeast Asia last 
year and was tremendously im­
pressed with the sacrifices of com­
fort and career made by Ameri­
cans toiling in the area. His de­
sire to tell their story on televi­
sion was translated into action 
when he read “ The Ugly Ameri­
can .” a best seller chronicling 
mistakes made by our foreign 
service personnel.

Daly insists that his “ The Splen­
did American.” an hour-long doc­
um entary to be presented Sunday, 
Sept. 27, is “ not an answer to 
‘The Ugly American.’ The book 
was a collection of errors and per­
sonality clashes that m ade us look 
stupid and fat-headed. I t  only trig­
gered my conviction tha t some­
thing should be done for the Amer­
icans I saw there.

“ Certainly mistakes were made 
and we had a few venal people 
out there, but you have venal peo­
ple everywhere. The Soviets made 
mistakes too, fa r worse than ours,

“ The people I m et were work­
ing selflessly, out of kindness and 
dedication, a t great personal sac­
rifice in one of the m ost primitive 
countries on earth  to keep the 
Communists from getting a  foot­
hold. Conditions in Laos are  rough­
ly equivalent to our pioneer West 
a century ago, and the people are 
still living in the 15th Century. 
There is no railroad. The roads 
are  nothing more than trails. I 
doubt if there are five flush toilets 
in the whole country. The weath­
e r  ranges from sodden sum m er 
heat to the terrible drenching 
rains of the monsoon season.”

“ The Splendid American” deals

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Expect 28-Year 
Struggle Ahead

WASHINGTON (AP)—A Soviet 
threat to dominate the world re­
quires the free nations to pool 
money and weapons for a struggle 
that could last 20 years, a report 
to the Senate says.

The work of a private research 
firm, the report called for austeri­
ty and belt-tightening among 
Western nations, plus strong 
measures to expand their econo­
mies and i n c r e a s e  military 
strength.

Tbe report, prepared by the 
Corporation for Economic and In­
dustrial Research, Inc., was pub­
lished over the weekend by the 
Senate Foreign Relations Commit­
tee.

The report urged these military 
measures:

Quick development of an effec­
tive defense against intercontinen­
tal missiles before the Soviets 
achieve one.

Full exploitation of “our vast 
superiority in* electronic process­
ing and computer production."

Expansion of mechanized, pow­
erful forces “ to prevent Commu­
nist expansion by ‘local’ conven 
tional warfare.”

“These cost heavily,” the re­
port said, ‘but the United States 
and its allies have a 3-to-l super­
iority in economic resources over 
the Communist bloc-” ¡

U S. programs to date have only 
been enough to buy limited “ term 
Insurance” against Soviet threats, 
it said, and a 10-to 20-year “en­
dowment policy” is needed to 
"face the facts of future Soviet 
power politics.”
