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A 21-Gun Salute Doesn't Suffice

Uncle Sam has made it plain now that he had few
tricks stored up in his space bag for the visit of Pre-
mier Khrushchev to the United States even though the
Russian Bear stole the show with specular success in
shooting the moon on the eve of Khrushchev’s arrival
here. k

In view of the big fireworks that have gone on
in the space arena during the pericd of Khrushchev’s
vigit here, it would seem a reasonabie guess that both
the United States and the Soviet Union probably are
planning some more space spectaculars on the occas-
sion of President Eisenhower’s visit to Russia later this
month,

The Soviet Union successfully impressed the
world with its accurate moon shot just as Khrushchev
was preparing to come to the United States. Yesterday
Uncle Sam sent aloft three shots—-a successful ballis-
tic missile, a successful rocket piane, and one unsuc-
cessful attempt to put a navigaiion satellite into orbit.

To assume that these launchings by both the U. S.
and the USSR at this particular time had nothing to
do with the exchange of visits by the heads of state
would be naive indeed. And with all these big fire-
works here and in Russia in connection with Khrush-
chev's visit here, it would be an affront indeed if
something of the same nature were not held back to
coincide with the visit of President Eisenhower to the

Soviet Union.

All of this leads us to the conclusion that space
traffic may become a little congested in the next few
weeks as both the U. S..and the USSR seek to duly im-
press their visitors and the rest of *he world.

The Soviets obviously have the edge at the mo-
ment with their successful moon shot. Whether the
United States can come up with something as spectacu-
lar before the exchange of visits comes to a close re-
mains to be seen. '

It might well be that in the space age we have
reached the point that the old 21-gun =alute for visit-
ing dignitaries is as outmoded as the weapons which
fire the salute. From now on perhaps only the firing
of1 space vehicles will be considered an acceptable
salute.

Local Friction
With Railroads

By LYNN NISBET

RAILROADS — The hearing
before the Utilities Commission
the other day on a petition from
the City of Gastonia and local
business interests asking that the
Southern Railway be required to
raise or lower its tracks through
the city, emphasized some of the
new problems involved in rela-
tions of the railroads with the
public.

A similar situation, in some
respects worse, is found at
Rocky Mount where there is con-
troversy over proposal of the
Atlantic Coast Line to close a
grade crossing. Less serious, but
still bothersome, phases of the
game problem arise every time
a new highway crosses a rail-
road, even out in the counfiry
miles from any incorporated
town.

Each situation has different
facets, requiring peculiar treat-
ment. There is sufficient basic
similarity to point up the need
for a general rule, and for
modernizing statutes to meet en-
gineering progress. W.T. Joyner
Jr., counsel for the Southern,
reminded the Utilities Commis-
sion that conditions have changed
mightly since most of the laws
governing grade crossings were
enacted.. Forty years ago, he
said, railroads had almost a
monopoly on long haul traffic,
freight and passenger. Highways
served as feeders fo rail lines.
Now the highways offer very
serious competition by buses,
trucks and private cars. Yet, he
contended, many of the same
controls and- limitations which
were applied to railroads then
still maintain. He suggested
that if the statutes are not
changed, at least judicial inter-
pretation of them ought to take
modern conditions into a ccount.
“GASTONIA — The main doub-
le track line of the Southern from
Washington to Atlanta goes
through the business part of
Gastonia. There are five street
crossings &t grade, used by
thousands of people every day,

)edestrian and vehicular borne.

nger, express and mail
trains stopped at the station
frequently block these crossings.
The freight depot has been mov-
ed up town, occasioning street
blocking by parked and shifting
freight trains. This condition
creates & positive nuisance and a
real safety hazard. Gastonia
citizens make out a good case for
their petition that the railroad be
required to raise or lower its
tracks through the congested
business section. (The same rail-
road did that at High Point
some years ago.)

“The Southern answers by say-
ing that its tracks were there
before Gastonia was a town, and
if any hazard exists it was
created by the city building along
the tracks, nmot by the railroad.
It further contends that public
convenience and necessity cannot
Justify the expense, estimated at
$10 million, of lowering the
tracks. And, finally, that if the

raising or lowering is ordered
the cost should be paid by the
beneficiary—which in this case
would be the city.

ROCKY MOUNT — At Rocky
Mount the State highway com-
mission built an overpass over
the Coast Line Tracks and an-
other highway, and entered into
an agreement with the railroad
that when the overpass was
built a grade crossing would be
eliminated. In consideration of
agreement the railroad promised
to pay some $30,000 on cost of
the overpass. Meantime, the
Coast Line moved some freight
operations uptown, as did the
Southern at Gastonia, and aband-
oned. plans for & more commodi-
ous passenger station. Now a
group of Rocky Mount citizens
are protesting the closing of the
grade crossing, The matter was
aired at the recent Highway
Commission meeting at Washing-
ton, and at several city board
meetings in Rocky Mount.

WHOSE O0X? — It develops
that the State Highway Com-
mission had no authority to
agree to close the Rocky Mount
street. That is entirely within
the province of the city govern-
ing body. In the Gastonia case
railroad attorneys contend that
the highway commission has ex-
clusive jurisdiction over links of
State highways  within city
limits, and therefore the City
of Gastonia has no “day in
court” with respect to the two
streets which are parts of the
State highway system. Differ-
ent cities and different railroads
are involved, but on this point
the same rule should apply.
Chances are that both the Gas-
tonia and Rocky Mount cases
will eventually find their way
to the Supreme Court, where a
controlling decision on legal
phases of the issues will be
settled.

Not even the learned justices
can settle the basic question of
priority rights and privileges
among the citizenry and public
service corporations. Gastonia
and Rocky Mount are substantial
cities, in the 20,000 population
class, and growing. Undoubtedly
they owe much of their develop-
ment to services rendered by the
railroads. They are not depend-
ent upon the rails now to any-
thing like the degree they were
20 years and more ago.

That being true, should the
railroads enjoy the same mono-
polistic privileges now that they
exercised without hindrance a
generation back? If they are
not entitled to these privileges, it
is fair to keep them shackled with
same old laws of responsibility?
These are questions for econo-
mists and legislators—and jud-
ges. Situations like those at
Gastonia and Rocky Mount may
serve to hasten equitable
answers. That is perhaps why
the city attorney of Greensboro
asked for copies of the com-

- plaint and answer in the Gas-

tonia case. and attorneys of other
towns and cities are watching

In recent years North Carolina n1as become keenly
conscious of its relative standing with other states in

all kinds of statistics. Much

has been made of the

income.

Much also has been made of the fact that

only four other states spend a higner per centage of
their total tax revenues on schools.

on and on.

The point is that Tar Hcels take pride in their
relative position compared with other states.

They want to be among the hest regardless of
what category is considered.

Since early this vear North Carolina has watched
its highway toll move upward in comparison with its
own record last year. In spite of this knowledge, there
has been no appreciable danger in the apparent atti-
tude of drivers. Now it has been pointed out that North

Carolina’s highway

death toll

has increased more

rapidly percentagewise than that of any other state.

In other words, North Carolina has become high
on the totem pole of highway fatalities; low on the
totem pole of improved highway safety records.

Perhaps Tar Heels’

pride in their state will

prompt them to overcome these dubious distinctions
in spite of the fact that they do not appear sufficiently
alarmed over the growing death toll on their highways

this year.

No Hits,

WASHINGTON (AP)—The box-
score on Premier Nikita Khru-
shchev—after his two-day whirl-
around in the capital — comes
down to this: no hits, no runs,
no errors. But he's a big leaguer,
just the same.

He was no hit with the thou-
sands who stood mute as he
whizzed by. There have been no
apparent gains from his visit so
far, since he has promised no-
thing and conceded nothing. But
he didn’t commit any bobbles
either.

He had plenty of chance to
make a fool of himself or anger
Americans in his public appear-
ances and statements. He did
neither. He just sounded like a
carbon copy of letters he had
written President Eisenhower in
the past. He repeated himself.

Khrushchev has a bit. of a
ham in him—mugging in front of
the camera, stealing scenes from
Eisenhower, pumping hands, slap-
ping backs, being a jolly good
fellow — but anyone watching
could well have wondered: Was
this round little man with the
bald head and the peasant’s face,
bouncing around town tireless-
ly, the last chance this country
might have for a° long, long
time to melt the cold war?

He's 65. He may not last
much longer. He's a Communist,
and a tough one, but, compared
with' Stalin, he's been a breath
of fresh air in the Soviet Union,
a liberalizing force.

If this country cannot work
out some settlements with him,
then with whom? His successor
may be more of a Stalinist and
try not only to turn the clock
back in the Soviet Union but to
make the cold war more frigid
than it is now.

In his public statements—those
repetitions of what he had long
said before coming here—
Khrushchev didn’'t bend an inch
on the Berlin dilemma he himself
created or on anything else,

The most he has done so far—
toward trying to reach some
agreements—is to indicate that
he may make some new pro-
posals on disarmament before
the U.N. Friday. Maybe there
will be some changes when he
talks with Eisenhower next week.

Runs,

Errors, So Far

This, like practically every-
thing else that has been said
about his visit, is plain guessing
since no one so far has attemp-
ted to state as a fact the reason
for his coming here in the first
place.

But Khrushchev in his tele-
vised appearance before the Na-
tional Press Club showed he is
not only mentally fast but has
such good self-control that he can
flame into anger one instant
and turn cool the next.

He was also fast enough to
duck the Press Club questions
he didn't want to answer, and,
according to some senators with
whom he had tea later, he
nimbly skipped around the ques-
tions put to him by them too
when it suited him.

There have been more suave
heads of government than Khru-
shchev but he, like other Bolshe-
viks before him, wastes no time
on fancy-Dan stuff. He's plain
Joe, down to earth.

He didn’t let himself get photo-
graphed in a full dress suit or
even a tuxedo, which to poor
people is a mark of the well-to-
do. He went to Eisenhower's
white-tie dinner in his regular
street clothes.

The Khrushchevs look like
plain people, dress like plain
people, and don’t pretend to be
anything else.

Nothing tangible at all may
come of this visit. But Khru-
shchev—by his dress, his man-
ner, his bluntness, and his firm-
ness: in the capital of capitalism—
has undoubtedly already done
himself immeasurable good
with the people back home and
perhaps millions of poor people
elsewhere too.

Cloudy Picture Today

The next race for governor of
North Carolina seems to become
more confused all the time.

In recent months it has seemed
that we would have three candi-
dates, all from the Eastern part
of the state. They are Terry
Sanford, John Larkins, and Addi-
son Hewlitt. Now along comes
serious speculation that Arthur
Kirkman, veteran legislator
from Guilford county, will enter
the Democratic primary as a
candidate for governor.

If Mr. Krikman enters the
race, the political waters could
be muddied considerably. The
fact that he hails from Piedmont
North Carolina where the popu-
lation center of the state is, could
be of great import.

However, here in Eastern North
Carolina- very few voters know
Mr. Kirkman, and very few have
heard much alhout him. He is
familiar with legislators all over
the state. But the fact remains
that members of the last legis-
lature will have very little op-
portunity to do too much politick-
ing because a majority of them
will face political races of their
own next Spring.

Mr. Sanford and Mr. Larkins
have all but officially announced.
Rumors are still current that
Mr. Hewlitt will announce any
time, Now if Mr, Hewlitt makes
the same unofficial entry tinto
the race as Mr, Sanford and
Mr. Larkins have already done,
he could move into leading con-
tention shortly. But the fact re-
mains that Mr, Hewlitt is hardly
known to the rank and file voters
of North Carolina, He has had
a fine opportunity to have his
name spread throughout the

state by virtue of holding the
speakership in the last legisla-
ture. But from the personal
standpoint, he is not known to
rank and file voters.

All too often today’s politician
makes one critical mistake. He
assumes that he can depend on
one or two men to carry a city
or a county for him. Somehow he
doesn't realize that today's voter
thinks for himself, and the day
is gone when a political *‘boss”
holds. sway in a given county.
At the outset it might be said
that Mr. Hewlitt, if he announces,
probably will cut into the voting
strength of Mr. Larkins far more
than he will into the voting
strength of Mr. Sanford. Even
with Mr. Hewlitt in the race, it is
our guess that Mr. Sanford is still
the man to beat. His strength
and his support will likely re-
main very loyal. Kerr Sfott was
able to hold his support, and Mr.
Sanford probably will find him-
self in a similar spot. In fact,
many observers are saying that
the more candidates we have for
governor, the more it might help
Mr. Sanford.

Mr, Hewlitt will be a formid-
able candidate, and in the
event the race shapes up between
the four mentioned men above,
we'd guess offhand that the real
race will be between Mr. San-
ford and Mr. Hewlitt.

Chisox
Family
Happy

“By HAL BOYLE

NEW YORK (AP)—Winning of
their first American League pen-
nant in 40 years by the Chicago
White Sox will climax a long
family dream for baseball's
youngest executive.

“It's been a long time coming
true,” admitted Charles A. Co-
miskey, 33, the club’s executive
vice president,

“Chuck,” also sometimes knows
as ‘‘the Young Roman,’’ is the
grandson of ‘“‘the Old Roman”
— the tough and canny original
Charles A. Comiskey, cofounder
of the American League back in
1900.

Under ‘“the Old Roman’ the
White Sox won six league titles,
the last in 1919, six years before
Chuck was born.

“I was 6 when my grandfather
aied, and don't remember toa
much about him,” said young
Comiskey. “But even then I was
interested in the game. I've had
baseball for breakfast, lunch and
dinner all my life.”

At 13 he sat on the White Sox
bench dressed in a uniform that
had “‘13"—his favorite number—
on the back. In high school and
college he was an outstanding
first baseman,

After a two-year hitch in the
Navy during World War II, he
took over the reins as president
of the Waterloo, Iowa, club for
the 1948 season. He also function-
ed as ‘‘ticket seller, turnstile at-
tendant, sweeper-outer and
scout.”

Late that year he moved up te
his present post with the White
Sox. He had just turned 23.

Astute Frank Lane was hired as
general manager and the two
set to work rebuilding the White
Sox farm system and swapping
players.

‘It takes time and patience to
build a real team,” said Chuck.
“Qur present team is the result
of more than 10 years of hard
work and planning.

“I predicted three years
ago the New York Yankees were
drying at the grass roots — and
they were, They used to have
good prospects on all their farm
clubs, but a few years ago that
crop began to die out.

“The reason was simple, The
other clubs just became more
aggressive at signing up green
talent. But they had to over-
come a 20-year head start by the
Yankees.

“‘Last yesar there were 11
young players we wanted, rang-
ing all the way from Canada to
Venezuela. We ended up with
six of them. A good team is al-
ways rebuilding.”

Comiskey is proud of the 1959
White Sox club, feels sturdily
sure it will go on to win its first
World Series since 1917.

How big a role Chuck will
play in the future destiny of the
White Sox remains to be seen.
The Comiskey clan is noted for
its internal fussing and fighting.

Last March a syndicate head-
ed by Bill Veeck, one of the
greatest showmen in baseball,
bought the majority interest in
the White Sox from Chuck’s si-
ter, Dorothy Rigney.

Chuck retains a 46 per cent
interest and his job as executive
vice president. The big fellow —
he's 6 feet 2, weighs 205 — also
has a lot of his grandfather’'s
fighting spirit.

He isn't likely to be satisfied
with a figurehead title, particu-
larly since he believes he has
proVved he had the baseball know-
how to help put the White Sox
at the top. He intends to go
right on wearing grandpa’s toga-
