Basic ‘Format'
Of N.C. Politics

By LYNN NISBETFORMAT — The basic format of politics in North Carolina has not changed much through the years. The folks today who be­moan and long for the “ good old times” w^hen Governors and Senators were named months, sometimes years, in advance, just don't know political history. Except for the fact that since 1900 there has been no doubt that Democratic nominees would win elective State offices, there has never been assurance that any men or any clique or faction could hand-pick the officials in ad­vance of popular elections.
North Carolinians admire, re­cognize and respect leadership. They detest, and will not tolerate, political bossism. Let’s take a quickie review of campaigns as far back as most living voters have participated in them.
In a white supremacy and •‘save the s ta te” campaign in 1900 Charles B. Aycock was elec­ted Governor and carried a Democratic General Assembly, which early the next year elected Governor and carried a Democratic General Assembly, which early the next year elected Fumifold M. Simmons to the United States Senate, succeeding Marion Butler. Two years later another Democratic Legislature elected Lee S. Overman to the Senate, replacing Jeter C. Pritch­ard. last Repubican to sit in the Senate from North Carolina. Simmons was re-elected by the Legislature of 1907. after Aycock had been succeeded by Robert B. Glenn. Prior to 1915 party candidates for Governor were nominated in convention and elected by the people for four year terms, while United States Senators were elected by the General Assembly for six years. The last big nominating conven­tion of the Democratic party was in Charlotte in 1908. It made history.
LEADERS — There were giants on the scene. Time and space do not permit listing them. Ay­cock had been out of the Gover­nor’s office for nearly four years. Glenn was on the way out. Over­man was up for re-election. Sim­mons was well into his second six-year term , and was by reason of that circumstance, as well as because of his personal char­acteristics, sitting in the driver’s seat. The convention deadlocked on nomination for Governor, with Locke Craig of Buncombe, Wil­liam W. Witchin of Person, and Ashley Horne of Johnston as chief contenders. After weary hours of fruitless voting, the leaders worked out a compro­mise agreement. Give the 1908 nomination to Kitchin, promise the 1912 nomination to Craig, and the 1916 spot to a Horne man. (It was known that Horne would be too old himself.)That was beginning of the un­written rule that the governor­ship should rotate between east and west. The agreement was kept in 1908 and 1912 when nomination was by convention. It survived the first legalized pri­

mary in 1916 with nomination of Thomas Walter Bickett of Frank­lin, who had made an eloquent nominating speech for Ashley Horne at Charlotte eight years before. Bickett was challenged by E.L. Daughtridge of Edge­combe, who was Craig’s lieu­tenant governor and in many ways more acceptable to the Simmons forces than was Bickett.Meantime the people were be­coming resentful about a few folks assembled in convention picketing their nominees. They wanted a general popular-voting primary. So the Democratic party arranged for a sort of preferen­tial primary in 1912, that would have no legally binding effect but would give the 1913 Legisla­ture some ideas about who should be elected to the U.S. Senate. (That is almost the same procedure followed now with respect to county boards of educations.)CONTEST — Simmons was coming up for a third term in the Senate. Aycock, who had been cut of the Governor’s office for eight yeEu*s, was a candidate for the Senate. So was Kitchin, who was ending his tenure as Gover­nor. Aycock dropped dead while making an education speech in Birmingham, Alabama, early in the spring. That might have changed the course of North Carolina history. Aycock would have been a much more formida­ble challenger of Simmons lead­ership than Kitchin proved to be. Anyw^ay, Simmons was re-nomi­nated and elected by the 1913 liCglslature, and again in the pri­maries and elections of 1918 and 1924 without trouble. His failure to support A1 Smith for President in 1928 led to his defeated in 1930 by Joslah W. Bailey, which ended a 30-year tenure as the recognized leader, though never fully accepted “boss” , of the Democratic party in North Caro­lina.Except for that 1930 contest between Simmons and Bailey, and the 1950 race between Frank Graham and Willis Smith, both of which came in years when the governorship was not at stake, the United States Senate seat has al­ways taken second place to the contests for Governor. That was true of the Morrison-Reynolds race in 1932, and the Broughton-Um- stead bout in 1948, when the people were much more interes­ted in who would be Governor than who would be Senator. In both instances the man serving in the Senate by appointment was ousted in favor of a man chosen by the people.The 1932 and 1948 senatorial primaries are often cited as jus­tification for the popular pri­mary method of nominating candi­date. over the convention sys­tem. There remains the real ques­tion of whether it is more demo­cratic to have a few convention delegates nominate candidates from a wide field, or to re­strict popular voting to choice among the few candidates who have paid a filing fee for the privilege of having their names printed on the ballots.

])e sure that the needs are met without the duplication  
of time, effort and money it takes to stage a successful 
fund-raising campaign.

Other Sections Feel 
Shortage Of Nurses

A rather inconspicious article carried in many  
newspapers last week indicated that Eastern North  
Caroiiiia— which in recent years has been suffering  
from a shortage of nurses— is not the only section that  
needs more nurses.The story that carried a New’ York dateline said  
that testimony before a N ew  Vork board of inquiry 
showed that at least two infants and probably more 
in New' York hospitals have died because of the short­
age of nurses.W hat N ew York will do about its problem of an  
insufficient number of nurses remains to be seen.

In Eastern North Carolina, however, the outlook 
for the future has improved considerably since our 
legislature appropriated funds for a four-year state- 
supported school of nursing at East Carolina College.

It will take several years, o f course, before the  
school— scheduled to begin operation next September 
— will provide a steady source of well trained nurses 
for this section of 4he  state. In time, how'ever, the  
school of nursing at ECC probabiy will prove to be 
a valuable source of nurses not only for Eastern Caro­
lina, but for other areas of the state as a whole.

A t least it will help North Carolina stem the tide  
of a dwindling supply of nurses and enable the .state 
to adequately staff the many modern medical facilitie.s 
which have been built and are continuing to be built 
in every section.

Other Editors Saying... 
Another Gang Killing
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By RALPH ROBEYHow much of a problem does the United States Government face as a result of the failure of Congress to lift, or remove, the 4̂ 4 percent ceiling on its obli­gations of five or more years’ m aturity One answer is that the problem is serious enough to cause consideration of calling a special session of the Congress. But there is more to it than that.
When Secretary of the Trea­sury Anderson originally testi­fied before the House Ways and Means Committee, he pointed out that since March 1942 there has been legal authority for offering bonds at a discount. That is, the Treasury legally can offer obligations with a 4‘i  percent coupon at whatever price is necessary in order to meet cu r­rent m arket interest rates. How­ever. according to the Secretary, the Treasury has not thought it appropriate to get around the ceil­ing in this manner.

Time For Re-appraisalIs the Treasury correct in tak­ing this attitude, or is it being a bit stiff-necked What would be the effect of the United States offering obligations of more than five years’ m aturity at a discount. Finall, should the ceiling be circumvented In thus manner, or would it be better to call back the Congress and try again to get the 4’ 4 percent limit lifted
A.S to the first of these ques- tion.s. the Treasury wa.s not merely being stubborn In its initial decision not to offer bonds at a discount. It was the financially honorable cour.se to ask for a removal of the ceiling. And at the time there wa.s every reason to a.ssunie that this request would be granted. With the advantage

of hindsight it is easy to conclude that it would have been belter not to be so determined in opposi­tion to offering bonds at a dis­count, but it is too late to change the earlier action.As to the effect of offering 
United States obligations at a discount, the answer is that some of the opponents of higher interest rates might raise the question of whether such action Ls not contrary to the intent of the Congress, if that contention were upheld, the Treasury would be in a real mess.

If this argum ent was not m ade, one could feel sure that there would have been no real effect of such a discount offering. Canada a short time ago offered bonds of less than two years’ maturity a t 94.65. There were 3 per cent obligations and at this price they give a yield of 6.61 percent. This is not take as evidence that Canada is on the verge of a financial crisis; and the sam e would have been true in this coun­try. a t least it would have been before the Treasury announced it would not cii'cumvent the ceil­ing in this way.
Rates FluctuateWhether a special slssion of the Congress should be called is fairly easy to answer. If it were called and the ceiling was re ­moved, it is unthinkable that a long term  bond would be is­sued at present rates. Within the next say. ten years we shall see lower interest rates, and no one as responsible as Secretary An­derson would consider obliga­ting the United States Govern­ment to pay 5 per cent or high­er for a long period into the

A 17-year-old Puerto Rican youth was kiUed by a bullet from a gang m em ber’s gun as he came down the steps at a Bronx school.Police have indicated that the victim belonged to one gang and that the killer was a member of another rival gang. The scene Ls bizarre. Eight young gangs­ters. seven of them wearing light colored trench coats and the actual killer and leader wearing a blue trench coat, came upon this youth and before anyone knew what was really happening, a boy lay mortally wounded.There seems to be too much talk today about civil rights In New York and not enough talk about criminal wrongs. If this same incident had happened in the South. Northern newspapers would have made a real play on the race angle. Now when it happens on their very own door steps, the newspapers and city officials are most careful to point cut that no race angles are in­volved.How does one go about sepa­rating the race angle in New York? Ls race tension any more .serious than gang tension? Sta­tistics don’t always tell the story behind the story. In the South we seldom ever have a lynching any more. And we can point with pride to that fact in our Southland. But on New York streets alone in 19.59 exactly 11 gang slayings have taken place. In the entire South in the past

10 years there have not been11 such killings.It is easy for New York papers to look upon the poor South and speak out in strong terms about uia- shortcomings, but wlien it 
comes to. crim e, particularly murder, at their doorsteps, it be­comes ever so much harder to crack down and offer real criti­
cism.If men like Senator Javits of New York would pay the sam e attention to the ills of New York that they are paying to the ills of the South, then New York might see a.sharp reduction in its crime r a te ’ But at every turn Mr. Javits slaps the South. But when it happens in his own own political arena, to him the crime seems to take on a much different hue.We are a bit weary of reading of the attacks of men like Mr. JaviLs on the South. Until ope can clean up his own household, it ill behooves him to be so patriotic about trying to clean up areas hundreds of miles from his home. - 'In the South we are far more peace loving, far more conside­rate, and far less jBubject to crime than the people are who live in Senator Jav its’ state. Yet he goes right on attacking us in the face of 11 gang kiUings on his own streets. *We in the South are doing our best to clean up whatever me.ss exists here. In New York officials concerned about the crime ra te  there, but they seem more con­cerned about a few widely sca t­tered race incidents in the South. It just doesn’t make sense.

By ROGER BABSONEn Route to Sweden — In re­cent months there has been much concern in business circles, be­cause our exports have not yet recovered from the sharp set­back it suffered hi 1958. For th# present I am  much disturbed, although over the longer term  we should succeed in again building up our commerce with other na­tions. At any rate , one reason for my present trip abroad is to secure answers to these im­portant questions. I am landing in Sweden this week.IMPORTS ARE INCREASING F o r 'a  good many years, our exports have exceeded our Im­ports by a fairly wide margin. Now it is estimated that our shipments of m erchandist to foreign m arkets may top im­ports by only one billion dol­lars. Last year, U.S. imports had a to tal value close to $13 bilUons. This year our Imports are expected to reach $15 bil­lions. This is unfortunate i(w American labor.This upturn in Imports, how­ever, should not necessarily frighten us. It Is a natural out­growth of our trade policies for the past twenty-five years. Since 1933, we have been reducing tariffs in an effort to promote international trade and thus help other nations less prosperous than our own. This has helped to a ttrac t the current large inflow of goods from abroad.DOWNTURN IN EXPORTS Many people think that the formation of the European Com­mon M arket, sometimes called E urom art, is chiefly responsible for stopping the long uptrend In U.S. exports. I do not agree. Last year’s decline in our exports was due largely to a world re­cession which accompanied our recession here at home. It was also due, in some m easure, to political tensions abroad.In my opinion, the real Impact of Eurom art on U.S. foreign trade is yet to come. As this United trade program of Prance, West Germany. Belgium, Lux­embourg. The Netherlands, and Italy gathers steam, m any tra­ditional European m arkets for our poods will absorb less than their usual amounts. Some of these m arkets will be closed to us entirely. So far, Eurom art has not hurt our exports much, perhays because it has been »low In getting under way. CHALLENGE, NOT THREAT Our foreign trade need not be in a long-term period of decline. Our trade position is not so much threatened as it 1» chal­lenged by the European Com­mon M arket. It is challenged al­so by the growing importance of G reat Britain. She is now busy with a plan to organize the non-Common Market nations— Sweden. Norway. Denmark, Aus­tria . Switzerland. Portugal, and herself—Into a Free Trade area. Finally, our commerce is chal­lenged by the increasing stature of Russia and Japan as ex­porters In world m arkets.We arc in the midst of tre­mendous world economic chan­ges. These will deeply affect our foreign trade. They will also test to the full our technological and industrial capacity. In fact, they m ay place in danger our position a.s the economic leader of the Free world. I predict that dur­ing the next few years U.S. foreign trade will suffer some bad jolts. Pressure to go back to higher tariff barriers will in­crease, but I believe we will stand firm . And in the end we can come out on top, provided we do not fritter away our na­tural advantages by failing to control wage and m aterials costs, WHAT ABOUT RUSSIA AND UNION LABOR? There has been a lot of scare talk with regard to Russia’s en­gaging in an economic war with the West. So far, I see no con­clusive signs of such a  develop­ment. At present, the Soviet Un­ion does not appear to be in a position to wage such an econo­mic war, though she m ay well desire to do so. In order to be successful in such an enterprise, Russia would have to establish some kind of a gold internation­al equivalent for the ruble.Right now the foreign trade of the West is much greater than that of Russia. Unless we become panicky, we can hold our own in any such trade contest with the Kremlin. Eventually, our side could be strongly bolstered by a solid trade alliance between the U.S., the Common Market, and the proposed Outer Seven European Free Trade Area now being promoted by Britain. In the meantime we m ust fight inflation, keep our coets down, and boost our productivity. This is prim arily up to our union labor leaders, who appear to be largely responsible for much of our present unemployment. .

NEW YORK (A P )-O n ly  mar­

ginal risks need fear being turned 
down by the sm all loan com panies 
because of scarce money. That’s 
the opinion of. a cross section of 
consumer finance companies.

They say funds will be avail­
able. although at higher rates, de­
spite any efforts to keep credit 
tight.

The total of outstanding con­
sumer credit will grow despite 
th tt, almost all of those in the 
field believe. It’s already at a rec­
ord high.

The Securities & Exchange 
Commission says consumer debt 
of individuals rose 2.2 billion dol­
lars in the April - May .  June 
quarter. And latest Federal Re­
serve Board figures put total in­
stalm ent debt at 36Va billion dol­
lars.

A poll of executives of small 
loan companies on the eve of the 
annual meeting of the National 
Consumer Finance Assn. in Seat­
tle Tuesday shows all agreeing 
that the big companies expect to 
find the necessary funds to fi­
nance increased credits, expect a 
high rate of repayment and a ra­
pid turnover of money. But here 
are some of the changes the com­
ing year may see:

L. M. Curtiss, president of 
America Investment Co., St. Lou­
is, says, “ It will be easier for 
larger companies to obtain addi­
tional credit than for sm aller 
ones.”

.Agreeing with him is H. E . Mac­
Donald. president of Household 
Finance Corp. of Chicago, who 
says increasing demand for bank 
loans will mean that “som e in­
dividual companies without satis­
factory bank lines m ay find it 
necessary to curtaU their opera­
tions.”

But Stephen B. Straske. presi­
dent of Sun Finance & Loan Co., 
Tampa, Fla., says, “Bankers are 
now turning down capital invest­
ment loans but not curtailing loans 
for consumer credit because of its

importance to our econom y,’*
And L. M. Boyd, president of 

Thrift Industrial Bank, Denver, 
thinks the consumer’s  record for 
repaym ent will aid the consumer 
finance business find the money 
it w'ill need.

To this Leland M. Peigel, presi­
dent of Interstate Finance Corp., 
Evansville, Ind., adds: “ The trend 
toward credit is so unmistakable 
that a downtrend in its legitim ate 
users will not be possible.” He 
also notes “ a general trend today 
of larger loans.”

I How a r e , borrowers reacting to

He even com m itted the 
heresy of conceding that most 
American newspapers had been 
objective in reporting his hectic 
tour.

In many places he noted the

friendliness of Americans, a l­
though in some of those places he 
definitely mistook polite curiosity 
for friendship. He spoke warmly 
of the “ pleasant ta lks” he had had 
with businessmen, political lead­
ers, farmers, intellectuals, work­
ers and ordinary Americans.

Cyriously, in this listing, the 
world leader of the proletariat 
usually mentioned businessmen 
first and worker» last.

But any appraisal of America’s 
im pact on Khrushchev must bear 
this in mind: he evidently never 
intended for it to have any im pact. 
He obviously cam e to talk, not 
see , to persuade, not learn.

His talks with so-called ordinary 
Americans were perfunctory, fast 
and hectic — a handshake and a 
question or two — all on cam era, 
all part of a m ob scene.

He never saw  the Inside of an 
average home. The only homes he 
did enter were the White House

and the houses of two rich men 
— W. Averell Harrimap in New 
York and Roswell Garst in Coon 
Rapids, Iowa.

But still, there w as much for 
Khrushchev to notice if he hap­
pened to look. From  his car or 
train window, he could see thou­
sands of American homes as big 
or bigger than the one exhibited 
in Moscow, which he had insisted 
was not typical-

He could see TV antennae on 
the rooftops, the huge flow of cars 
and trucks and planes, the well- 
stocked shelves of the supermar­
ket. the factory pickets in Pitts­
burgh and Des Moines, the many

talk back to their police.

He crossed the country twice. 
He saw  Washington, New York,

But if, as a result, anyone 

thought Khrushchev was about to 
turn in his Communist card, the 
m aster of the Kremlin disposed 
of that remote possibility in his 
farewell appearances in Washing­
ton.
