AFTER WAR.X ?arents

By LYNN NISBETBATTLE — The 1936 guberna- torlal prim ary was in many re- spects a decisive battle between factions in the Democratic par­ty. Clyde Hoey had been a re­cognised candidate for a  decade or more. A.H. (Sandy) Graham, Lieutenant Governor and form­er Speaker of the House of Re­presentatives. had announced his candidacy the previous year. A contest was shaping up between them, when Ralph McDonald, who had captured popular imagi- nation with his fight against the sales tax in the 1935 Legislature, threw a monkey wrench into the machinery. The ensuing primary campaign was as bitter and hard fought as any in history.Graham was eliminated in the first round. So was John A. McRae, who barely scored as an also ran. Hoey led with 193.- 972 votes, followed by McDonald with 189.504. In the run-off Hoey won by a m argin of 52,000. There were charges then, as there had been in 1920, that vote-coun­ting rather than vote-casting provided the lead. In neither Instances could there be any doubt about the second prim ary winner. Only question had to do with which of the two high men would be required to call the run-off.FREE FOR ALL — The 1940 campaign was a veritable free- fcn-'a!! with aeven candidates en­tering the prim ary—J.M. Brough­ton, Tom Cooper, Paul Grady, Lee Gravely, Wilkins Horton, Al­ien Maxwell and Arthur Simmons. Cooper, Grady and Simmons were never rated  real contenders. The other four se t up fully staffed headquarters and waged vigor­ous campaigns. Maxwell had been running since 1932, Horton and Broughton for at least two years. Gravely was a relative new comer entrant. All of them were “In good standing” with the potent leaders of the dominant faction, and each had reason to expect support of the “Shelby dynasty.”In the showdown that support was divided and first primary voting gave Broughton 147.386: Horton 105,916, and Maxwell 102,095. The combined vote of the other four was 104,999. Horton decided not to call fw run-off and Broughton was conceded the nomination with 31^ percent of the total prim ary vote.NO CONTEST — The 1944 pri­m ary hardly rated the designa­tion of a real contest. Clyde Hoey was running for the Senate, so the "Shelby crowd" accepted Gregg Cherry as a candidate for Governor. He was challenged by Ralph McDonald, who had been defeated by Hoey in 1936. Also in that race and getting the full «omplement of 2,069 votes was OUa Ray Boyd. Cherry was nominated in the smallest pri­m ary vote since woman suffrage. One reason for the small total, only 321,757, was that so many men were in military service and did not vote in the primary-ÜPSET — Then came another history-making primary, the up­

set of 1948. Charles M. Johnson had been a potential candidate for years, and as late as January of 1948 he and his friends thought, pricked that balloon by surprise he was a shoo-in. Kerr Scott entry in February. Also there were four others on the ticket— Mayne Albright, O scar'B arker, Olla Ray Boyd and William Stanley. Their combined vote was less than 100,000. John led the first round 170,141 to 161,293 Tor Scott. In the run-off Scott won the nomination 217,620 to 182,684. The 1948 election did more to up­set the belief that Governors are picked in advance than any other event in recent years —although there are other in­stances supporting the negation of the theory.KNOCK-OUT — It had been apparent for a long time that William Umstead would seek the governorship. The time came in 1952. Just when it looked like he might move in with as little trouble as Gardner did in 1928, or Cherry in 1944, Judge Hubert Olive entered with full backing of Governor Scott.Again factional lines were crossed, because Olive and Umstead belong to the same school of political philosophy. Umstead won by 294,170 to 26.5,- 675. with a third candidate Duna­way getting 4,660 votes.The 1956 prim ary was purely perfunctory. Governor Hodges was seeking a  full elective term in his own right, after serving 18 months as chief executive fol­lowing the death of Governor Umstead In. November of 1954, He received 401,082 votes against a total for the other three en­trants—Earle, Sawyer and Stoke- Icy—of 65,572.UP TO NOW — That brings us up to now and the desire of many voters to have somebody tell them who to bet on and vote for Governor In 1960. A review of political history will prove that nobody can give such assur­ance. Except fot the 1956 pri­mary when Luther Hodges got 86 percent of the total vote, and 1940 when J  M, Broughton got less than 32 percent, successful candidates have won by margins ranging from less than 51 to 60 percent.The highly gratifying aspect of this record Is that the rank and file of North Carolina voters ohoose their public officials. Even in the balmiest days of the “Simmons m achine” and the “Gardner influence” no little clique had the power to hand- pick governors or senators. There hasn’t been a prim ary in which a switch of about five percent of the voters could not have produced a different result.Who will be on the ballot next year for Governor is a t this time uncertain. The certain les­son to be learned from history is that each voter must pick what wagon he wants to ride. There is no boss, Individual or factional clique, with authority to assign a seat on the vehicle which can be guaranteed to get to the end of the road first.

ews About Teen-Agers?oxy Grandpas
By JAMES MARLOWWASHINGTON (AP) — The world’s  No, 1 foxy grandpa is Nikita Khrushchev.He dreamed up a crisis and then, a t no cost to him, got one thing after another he wan­ted. President Eisenhower's news conference Monday added the latest chapter to the Soviet chief’s  saga of success.Take it step by step and see how he did it.For a  long time he talked of the need for relaxing the cold war so he could build up the Soviet Union at home. He said one way to do it would be at a sum m it conference wdth Pres- dent Eisenhower and the leaders of Britain and France.Particularly  he wanted to talk with Eisenhower. The President wouldn’t agree. Secretary of State John Foster Dulles was calling the shots on American foreign policy then.Then suddenly last November Khrushchev out of nowhere cre­ated a crisis over West Berlin. Everyth.rg  that has happened since can  be traced back to that beginning.He demanded that the Allies get their troops out of West Berlin where they had been stationed since World War II. He wanted Berlin m ade a free city. He picked a tender spot.West Berlin has always been in a precarious position, so far as the West’s ability to help it and defend it goes. Its ties are with West Germany but it is 110 miles inside Communist East Germany.Its supplies from West Ger­many have to move by train and truck through East Germany,which means they could bepinched off any time the Soviets who control the supply routes, wanted to prevent their getting through.The Allies were given sixmonths—or until May 27—to get their troops out. The Soviets said if by th a t time the Allies hand’t agreed to a reasonable settle­ment. control of the supply routes would be turned ovgr to theBa.st Geripans. • ,They could—but of course they wouldn’t without the Soviet go- ahead—shut them off. If the Al­lies tried to bully their way through, the Soviet Union would then help the East Germans. The re.sult m ight be war.Yet Khrushchev blandly an­nounced he wasn’t threatening the West. He called for a summit conference to .-ettle things Meanwhile Dulles, dy­ing with cancer, began to fade from the picture.

ELsenhow’cr wouldn’t go for tlir summit meeting. He hardly 
could, since the West considered

the six-month deadline a threat. To accede to a summit confer­ence under such terms would look like submitting to blackmail.Khrushchev kept saying there w'as no threat. He even said the deadUne could be extended well beyond May 27. The West argued before there is a summit mee­ting, le t’s have a foreign minis­ters meeting.Khrushchev insisted only a sum m it meeting could settle anything but he let the ministers m eet.Eisenhower said there would have to be some sign of progress a t the m inisters’ meeting before he W'ould agree to go to a sum­m it get-together. The foreign m inisters got nowhere.What worried the West ŵ as th is ; Once it was plain the minis­ters were stalled, no one could tell whether Khrushchev might crack down on Berlin. He pro­posed he and Eisenhower ex­change visits.Eisenhower agreed, even though the ministers had made no progress an'd Khrushchev had m ade no progress and Khrush­chev had made no concessions. So long as Khrushchev was here, of course, there would be no showdown on Berlin. And talks with him might even avoid one.So Khrushchev had won a round.So Khrushchev had won a round. He and Elsenhower met. And Monday the President indi­cated there could now be a sum­m it meeting. Since Eisenhow'er had balked a t such an idea un­less there was some sign of pro­gress with the U.S.S.R., what had happened? Nothing very tangible and nothing very visible.Elsenhower informed his news conference that Khrushchev told him he had never made a threat about Berlin. But that is exactly what Khrushchev had been say­ing for months. So that was hardly new.Elsenhower said there could be negotiations on Berlin and that he and KhriLshchev agreed they would not be unduly pro­longed. But Khrushchev had pre­viously said any deadline on Berlin could bo extended.So. w'hLle Eusenhower might think Khrushchev had made a (Continued On Page 8)

(Richmond Times-Dispatch)A Richmond policeman, who does a topflight job working with juveniles, called the other day to tell us about two public dances for teen-agers held at a local hotel last week end. The policeman, w'ho was present at the affairs, 'said the dress and behavior of the boys and girls was exemplary. He .said some of the youths there pre­viously had been “customers” of his, so to speak, when they had run afoul of the law, but that their conduct at the dances was excellent.
Some of the young people, he went on, had come to him sug­gesting that something be put in the newspapers about the good behavior at the dances. He quoted them as saying that if the dances had turned into brawls with fighting among the youths, the news would have been in the papers.
First off. we’ll say that we’re  happy to hear the good report from the dance, but we are not surprised. The great majority of teen-agers are law-abiding youngsters, and violence when they get together is the excep­tion rather than the rule. Sec­ondly, this is a good opportunity to point out a fact that many young people and their older friends overlook. Contrary to what sometimes appears to be popular misconception, there is far more favorable news about

teen-agers in this newspaper— and doubtless in other papers— than there is unfavorable new's.We made an inch by inch check of this paper during a single week earlier this year, after this question had been raised. We found that there were 17.808 inches devoted to news of all kinds. Of this total, 903 inches was devoted ho  news favorable to juveniles and 315 inches to news that w’as unfavorable. In percentages, 5 per cent of our total news space was given to good news about juveniles and 1:7 per cent to bad news.Human nature being what it is, people remember startling, shocking events reported in the press and tend to forget the less exciting pleasant reports. Just the other day, for example, we devoted more than a quarter of a full page to a story and pic­tures about a 16-year-oId Ches­terfield county girl who conduct­ed a vacation Bible school in the basement of her home. Many people read that story with in­terest, we hope, but we won­der how many of them recall that and similar stories when someone remarks that the pap­ers never print anything but bad news about teen-agers?¿u t don’t take our word for it, teen-agers. Keep your own new's space tally and see if you don’t find a surprising amount of type devoted to the fine ach­ievements of today’s young folks.

For the sake of availability and simplicity I sup­pose some standardized format is necessary.
Neerfless to say, the kids are under close adult supervision. The Grimesiand crowd, for in­stance, has almost as many parents and teachers going along as there are students.As previously indicated pa­rents and teachers seem anxious for their charges to get a first­

hand look at the world out­side. I t  helps break th e  bonds of provincialism at an age when I thought the rest of the world w as in orbit around my ow'n little part of the country.

By Elm er Roessncr How many men are wrongfully held in jail because of the high cost of printing?This is a logical question fol­lowing a study reported by the American Judicature Society. It found that briefs must be print­ed for appeals in 18 states, court records in 6. Three of the 11 United States Circuit Courts still require printed briefs.Since few copies are needed of briefs and the trial record, print­ing costs are far greater than .simpler reproduction methods, the study showed. A New York 
legislative committee found that from 30 to 50 per cent of the costs of appeals would be sav­ed by allowing mimeographed or off.sct reproduction of records and brief,*; The committee found that such reproduction would be satisfactory.APPEALS DROPPED“ What effect does the high cost of appeal have on Ju.stice?” a.sks the Public Administration Bulletin. “ Up.‘‘tatc Ni'w York law'yri.^* .surveyed rcLonlly re­
called that nearly hall the cases

they felt should be appealed were dropped because of high appeal costs.”
It may be assumed that this applies largely to civil cases.In criminal cases, if the prisoner cannot afford the costs of an appeal, courts generally provide funds. And while the Public Ad­ministration Bulletin does not al­lege that any convicted persons has lo.st the right to appeal be­cause of high costs, .such indeed may be the case under exist­ing regulations.
Take the case of a middle-in- come person convicted of a fel­ony. Suppose he has a family; suppose that after his conviction he has a few thousand dollars left. Should he drop appeals and leave the money to care for hi.s family, or should he gamble with their subsistence and pay printing costs?

They said not a word during the 
march, and very little as they 
showered, dressed and took off.

There was no champagne cele­
bration in the Dodgers quarters.

For 
another, the team had less than 
three hours to take off for Chi­
cago.

But there was a joyous inter­
lude. Hodges poured a soft drink 
over the head of the winning pitch­
er, young Stan Williams. Then he 
got on the rubbing table to have 
his chronically sore leg massaged.

' The Soviet Union Is m ore in te r­
ested in buying whole factories 
than it is in purchasing consum er 
goods or even m aterisils of im ­
m ediate s tra teg ic  im portance.

It w ants factories which could 
be put into production of p r im a r­
ily consum er goods in the Soviet 
Union. I t  is particu la rly  anxious 
to build up its chem ical and p las­
tics industries. I f  w ants long-term  
credits to pay for them .

Among developm ents under con­

There is also som e talk  am ong

The basis of the em bargo  list 

is m achines or m ateria ls  which 
m ight d irectly  contribute to Soviet 
m ilitary  strengthm . But som e offi­
cials consider tha t m any item s on 
the list, am ong them  steel tubing, 
have a  m arg inal im portance In 
respect to denying s tra teg ic  goods 
to the Soviet governm ent.

P o s s i b l y  im proving trade 
chances is Soviet ag reem ent to re ­
sum e negotiations tow ard se ttle­
m ent of lend-lease obligations dat­
ing from  World War II.

When the exchanges w ere brok­
en off several yea rs ago the 
United S tates was asking 800 m il­
lion dollars by way of final settle­
m ent. The Soviets w ere offering 
300 million dollars.

In addition to lend-lease there 
a re  still Russian debts outstanding 
from  before the Com munist revo­
lution during World W ar I. Offi­
cials put the total of these includ­
ing principal and in te rest a t  573 
million dollars.

Both legal and policy reasons 
were cited to indicate th a t further 
large-scale U S . cred its to the 
Soviet Union are  unlikely in the 
n ear fu ture .

On the legal side the Johnson 
Act prohibits the extension of 
p rivate cred its to any country

wliiefi is in defau lt on Its obliga­
tions to the United S ta tes  and 
which is not a  m em ber of the 
In ternational Bank and M onetary 
Fund.

As for policy, the U nited States 
is focusing its  .governm ent loans

WILSON, — Atlantic Christian 
College officials have learned that 
it. is difficult to control enrollment 
at a pre-set maximum figure.

Mrs. Bethany R. Joyner, College 
Registrar, reported this week that» 
final figures show the college with 
1,213 pudente enrolled for the fall 
seiji0átcr which opened on JScptem- 
ber 9.

“We had hoped we would have 
no more than 1,150 students en­
rolled for the fall sem ester,’* Dr. 
Arthur D. Wenger, ACC President, 
explained. “ In fact w e had all 
machinery se t  in motion to con­
trol our enrollment at that fig­
ure,” he sa id .

The highest percentage of re­
turning students in the college’s 
recent history shattered the plan 
set up in advance by the college. 
“We had le.ss than 40 upperclass­
men who prc-registered in the 
spring fail to show up,” Mrs. Joy­
ner reported. “Since w e had ex­
pected m ore to drop out than
this, our admissions office accept­
ed more new students than we 
really needed to meet the 1,150
figure.

Therefore, instead of having a 
controlled five percent increase in 
enrollment for the fall semester, 
ACC has a 10.5 percent increase.

“We would have had m ore than 
that if we had to close down re­
gistration at the end of the fu*st 
day scheduled for upperclass­
m en,” Dr. Wenger said. “ Several 
more people wanted to take
courses at the college but we did 
not have the facilities to accept 
them,” he said .
