Twenty Armed Criminals Break Out lvy Bluff Prison

IVY BLUFF, N.C. (AP) —Twen-
ty of North Carolina’s worst crim-
inals broke out of Ivy Bluff pris-
on — the state’s Alcatraz — to-
day. They overpowered their
guards and escaped with an ar-
senal of weapons.

A huge manhunt was under way
in North Carolina and Southern
Virginia as the hardened .convicts,
with a four-hour start before the
break was discovered, stole auto-
mobiles near Yanceyville, N. C.,
and apparently fanned out in a
variety of directions.

Ivy Bluff is considered the
state’s toughest prison. State Pris-
ons Director Willilam F. Bailey
has described the inmates as “‘in-
eorrigibles, hardened criminals—

the type you find in Alcatraz.”

Normally housing fewer than 40,
Ivy Bluff is situated in an isolated

ginia state line. Completed in 1956,
the prison is a red brick struc-
ture surrounded by a high fence
topped with barbed wire,

Only last month, seven of its
inmates were convicted of maim-
ing themselves to escape work.
Prisoners work in a huge rock
quarry some 500 yards from the
prison building. Three of  those
who escaped were among the men
convicted of maiming themselves.

— The suggestion
that Haywood Robbins, or any-
body else from Charlotte, might
seek to replace Everett Jordan
ir the United States Senate gels
a very cool reception in the eas-
tern two-thirds of the state. The
east-west rotation plan for selec-
ting the Governor and Lieutenant
Governor is not held as sacro-
sanct as it used to be, but the
voters generally are not ready
to elect both United Stales Sena-
tors from the same community—
THE WESTERN half of the indus-
trial ‘piedmont and living only 65
miles apart. Sen. Sam J E.rvin
lives at Morganton. With a 60-
odd mile radius of Charlotte lives
one Senator and four Represen-
tatives in the Congress—Paul
Kitchin of the 8th district at
Wadesboro, Hugh Alexander of
the 9th at Kannapolis, Charles
Raper Jonas of the 10th at Lin-
colnton, and Basil Whitener of
the 11th at Gastonia. Three of the
congressmen live within a 30
mile radius, as does the incum-
bent Lieutenant Governor. And
two of the seven Justices of the
Supreme Court.

Within a circle drawn around
and 60 miles from Charlotte
there lived for the 1950 census
more than a million people,
about 300,000 of them in South
Carolina. That leaves about
700,000 of them in South Carolina.
That leaves about 700,000 for
North Carolina, the second most
populous area in the state. A
similar 60-mile radius circle with
Greensboro as its center would
embracé considerably . more
than a million North Carolinians
in 1950. (It is assumed that the
two areas have grown propor-
tionately since that time). With-
in that circle would be one Sena-
tor, two Representatives, in the
Congress, and the incumbent
Governor.

These two circle areas with 60-
mile radius (slightly overlapping’
contain more than one-third of
the state's population, a possibly
larger percentage of voters par-
ticipating in elections. And they
have both the Governor and Lieu-
tenant Governor, both Unitedgq
States Senators, and six of the
12- Representatives in Congress.

GEORGRAPHY — Economic
geography is becoming increas-
ingly more significant than physi-
cal geography in determining
qualifications for public office,
It is also true that North Caro-
lLna’s economic geography can
no longer be divided as the
agrarian East and the industrial
West. Industry is spreading all
over, and the growing importance
of livestock and poultry in the
agricultural scheme has deprecia-
ted the dominance of the East.
Advanced methods of communi-
cation and travel have to con-
siderable degree eliminated sec-
tional lines.

Peeling persists in coastal and

Carolina has been established
at near the village of Gulf on
the Chatham-Lee border, some
ten miles northwest of Sanford.

Until Hay-
wood Robbins’ name was in-
jected into the senatorial gossip
nobody from west of Greensboro
had been mentioned as & pro-
bable opponent for Senator Jor-
dan.

Nixon Waiting
For A Harvest

By JAMES MARLOW

WASHINGTON (AP) — Vice
President Richard M. Nixon is
like a farmer whose planting is
finished and who is sitting now on
his front porch, keeping cool,
saying little, and waiting for the
Crops to grow.

For an amibitious politican
he's in an enviable position.

He is front-runner for the
Republican presidential nomina-
tion and at this moment every-

thing s working for him. His
troubles—if they come—won’t
come until next year. So he

doesn't have to do much talking
or scampering around.

With President Eisenhower out
of the country for almost a
month, he is the top-ranking gov-
ernment official in the United
States. He'll be the man for the
politicians to see and the Eisen-
hower Cabinet to talk to.

Just by being here he'll stay
in the public eye, which has been
a pretty permanent location for
him ever since 1953. If somehow,
while Eisenhower is away, he
can be a factor in settling the
steel dispute, that's so much ex-
tra gravy.

Nixon's predecessors in the
vice presidency had little to do.
Eisenhower changed that. He has
made more use of his vice
president than any other Presi-
dent. That fact alone has kept
Nixon in the national conscious-
ness for almost seven years.

Nixon's assignments from
Eisenhower, and the way he
made use of them, could not but
help him politically.

For instance: his trip to the
Soviet Union, his arguments with
Premier Nikita Khrushchev,

his journey through Sovietland,
all amply reported back home
by press and television.

Then there was the bitter Latin
American trip. The treatment
given him—the stones and the
spit, not because he was Nixon
but because he was an American
official and Latin Americans were
sore at the United States—got
him broad sympathy at home.

So far he hasn’'t even had to
be excited about the only rival
he has in sight in the Republican
party—New York'’s Gov. Nelson
A. Rockefeller.

Up to this point Rockefeller
has looked like an early bather,
going in for his first swim in May,
carefully, gingerly, sticking in a
toe, pulling it back, testing the
water to see if it's warm enough.

All through the vice presidency
Nixon has acted like a good
housekeeper. He has worked at
keeping his political precincts
tidy. In his case it has meant
lining up Republicans, particu-
larly Republican leaders, on his
side,

He seems to have them pretty
well lined up, at least the Repub-
lican pros. It's a little too soon
for him to judge what the rank-
and-file Republicans might think
if they actually had to choose be-
tween him and Rockefeller.

That's a problem Nixon won't
have to face at all if Rocke-
feller backs out before trying for
a showdown. The vice president
will have to hustle if Rockefeller
decides to run against him in
presidential primaries.

But that can’t happen until
1960. So, since he doesn't have to
do any bush-beating right now,
Nixon isn't,

It Aycock Spoke Today

(Goldsbero News-Argus

No man of North Carolina at
any time ever excited the full
and forceful following of the
people as did Governor Charles
B. Aycock. From the time of his
work for the Democrats about
1398 through the period of his
serving as Governor (1901-1904)
and until his death in 1912 his
name was a byword among the
people,

We have been re-reading Ay-
cock's address in connection
with preparing material upon
the occasion of the 100th anni-
versary of his birth last No-
vember 1,

As we have read we have
found ourselves asking: Would
Avcock get the hearing and the
following from the people today
equal to what he had in his
day?

The speeches are logical, well
organized, forceful, well-written.
They do not -appear to have,
though, the marks of erceeding
greatness with which we now

associate the champion of
equality and universal educa-
tion.

The magic of the man, his
ability to inspire and challenge,
one must deduce, sprang prob-
ably more from his superior
genius as an orator than from
the content of his mesages. No
man in North Carolina made
such a vivid and lasting impres-
sion on the people, There dwell
among us today men such as
Col. John D. Langston of Golds-
boro and Col. William T. Joyner
of Raleigh who still thrill at the
recollection of some address
Governor Aycock made.

When he spoke men forgot all
but this master of eloquence
there before them. Time and
place and the world ceased to
exist for the hearers and they
were freed from everything but
the lifting hypnotic force that
gave them new strength and
confidence and assurance,

Aycock had a message for the
times and he gave it in words
of fire. If he were alive today
could he command the same in-
terest and following?

It would be most difficult. To-
day he would have to compete
with television, the radio, the
automobile which hurries men
hither and yon with such speed
that there is no time for con-
templation. Going home in the
wagon or buggy from an Aycock
speech one could think it over,
talk it out.

And today before the genius
of a man had finished one
speech, presented one idea, the
news from th nation and the
ends of the earth would be flow
ing in in such current that the
speech might be forgotten, So
many voices cry out for atten-
tion today, and in so many ways,
that even one as great as an
Aycock in mind and eloquence
would have difficulty in making

Living Cost To Go Up Next Year

By ELMER ROESSNER
The cost of living will go up
next year,

That's no glimmer in a crystal
ball. It is a statement based on

facts already developed. Witness:

1. There will be a rise in steel-
workers' wages. The men were
out so long and the defiant
statements have been so strong
that the union cannot go back-
without a substantial increase,
We are amused at the Orientals’
concept of ‘‘face,’" but ‘‘face”
is an occidental factor, too.
Union leaders would not disem-
bowel themselves if they failed to
get a substantial increase, but
they would plunge the country in-

- to an economic hara kiri rather
than lose face,

Everybody knows this. So
the final settlement—with some
face-saving by the steel compan-

ies as well—will provide a sub-'

stantial increase in pay, and
this will lead to a rise in price of
steel, and in-turn a rise in price

*

of consumer goods. As the ‘§teel
industry has been telling the
people, nothing is made with-
out steel. And nothing, therefore,
will fail to go up when steel
prices go up.

THE S8.8.8. THRUST

Ii steel workers get a raise—
and they will —the increase will
set a pattern for all industry. In
all contracts in 1960, no labor
leader can accept much less
than the steel pattern. And, in
turn, this will affect all wage
rates, even those of unorganized
stenographers. .

But there are other commit-
ments already made that will
make these raises  faster and
more certain than ever.

One of them is the boost in
Social Security taxes starting
January 1. The rates go from 24
per cent to 3 per cent for both
employers and emplovees, That's
a 20 per cent jump.

That means an immediate cut
in the take-home pay of all em-
ployees. A man earning $100 a

week will imediately get a redue-
tion of 50 cents a week in his
net. If he is unionized, that will
be something he'll remember
when contract negotiations re-
sume. And if he gets a raise
comparable to that of the steel-
workers plus an offset for the
Social Security bite, the price of
the goods and services he helps
to produce .will go up.
THE HIGHER THE LOFTIER

Meanwhile, employers paying
a 20 per cent higher Social Se-
curity tax will have to in-
crease prices or take a loss. This
automatic Social Security in-
crease, on both employers and
employees, will tend to increase
all prices by 1 per cent.

Tip: If you have an em-
ployee making less than $4.800 a
year who is entitled to a bonus
or commission this year, pay
it before December 31 and reduce
tax liabilities of both you and
employee, 4

The parcel post increase will
also 'be a factor.,. The 17 per

cent increase in rates goes in
effect in February. Unless eourts
interdict, it will - help make
everything else cost more.

Everything, except the rolls
you pick up at the bakery in the
morning. (Remember when they
used to be called penny rolls?)
must be shipped. Goods shipped
by parcel post will go up in price
to compensate for that transpor-
tation cost; goods shipped by
other means will also cost more
because with the competitive
level of parcel post up, other
shipping services charge
more.
