He advised 
budget-cutting, or at least no in 
crease in expenditures, until the 
debt can be reduced-

Bonner pointed out that the na- 
t'on’s debt, which is climbing to­
ward $300 billion, is now more 
than twice what is was at tbe 
c’ose of the Truman administra­
tion. "We're making progress, all 
right." he said, "but we should 
begin to live more within our 
means." ?

Bonner is scheduled to leave for 
the Nation’s Capital Tuesday. He 
has already moved his office to 
Washington City and has it ready

Passed Lie Tests; Arrested For Murder
PAINESVILLE. Ohio (AP) — 

Authorities claimed today new evi­
dence links truck driver Floyd E. 
(Gene) Hargrove with a Christ­
mas Eve sniper slaying which he 
has both admitted and denied.

Only five days ago Lake County 
authorities said that a polygraph 
test had cleared Hargrove of kill­
ing Charles R. Clark in nearby 
Mentor. But Friday night they re- 
arrested him at the home of his 
mother in Toledo, charging him 
with fifst. (Jegree murder.

The niture of the new evidence 
waa not Immediately disclosed.

Emery E. -palloway, special In- 
veatlgatur with the Ohio State 

• Mobile Crime Laboratory, told a 
newsman that several days ago he 
had provided new information to 
Frank D. Hathy, Mentor police 
chief.

"He called me this morning and 
•aid he had found what be w u

looking fpr,” said Galloway. He 
described Hathy as being “ on̂  the 
right track from the start.”

By working on one of his 
hunches, I turned up certain evi­
dence and told Hathy to look for 
additional evidence." Galloway 
said.

Early this morning Lake Coun­
ty officers took Hargrove from 
the County Jail here and made a 
trip lasting about two hours. They 
refused to discuss the subject 
when they returned.

Armed with the murder war­
rant. Sheriff William B.- Evans 
and Frank D. -Hathy, police chief 
ot Mentor, fl^w to Toledo Friday 
night. They arrested Hargrove on 
what theV eald  ̂ w m  "New 
evidence."

Hargrove was returned here 
after the flight from Toledo and 
immediately underwent further 
questioning at the county Jail. The

c^oner was called in,
The only clue as to what led to 

the arrest came from Hathy who 
said an anonymous telephone cal­
ler provided some Important infor­
mation. The Lake Coynty prosecu­
tor, Edward R. Ostrander, also 
had little to add: "This is serious 
business. When I am able -to talk. 
I wUl."

Hargrove was originally ar­
rested three hours after a bullet 
crashed through a kitchen window 
of the Clark home in nearby Men­
tor. The target, framed by the 
light of the window as he opened 
a can of pumpkin; was Clark. 35. 
ari electrical engineer, Boy Scout 
leader and Methodist Sunday 
School superintendent. A daugh­
ter, Carol, I2. said her father was 
in front of the window fw only 
four seconds.

Hargrove was picked up for 
questioning when Clark's beautilul

wife. Lots, 30, mother of four, tcdd 
o! an eight-month love affair with 
him. Investigators said she also 
admitted being- Intimate with five 
other men during a six - year 
period.

Hargrove readily admitted the 
relationship with the former’ mod­
el, Who was regred in an orphan­
age and married Clark when she 
was 16, but denied hsving anything 
to do with the ihooUng.

After talking to Mrs. Qark for 
15 minutes at the county Jail last 
Saturday, Hargrove switched his 
story and said he fired the fatal 
bullet. He said he threw the rifle 
iHto Lake Erie.

The sherllj and prosecutor said, 
however, they had duubta on some 
ot the details of Hargrove’s ad­
mission. They gave him a poly­
graph test, a so-called lie detector, 
then announced last Monday that 
litargrove wasn’t their man.

It was clearly a case for the 
J e w i s h *  Conciliation Board of 
America, one of the few religious

The conciliation board sits week­
ly in an upstairs room of the 
Jewish Educational Alliance on 
New York's Lower E ast Side.

The Judies are a rabbi, a law­
yer and a businessman.

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Labor-Management Issue Is Tirst’
When Congress convenes three days from now 

on January 5, there will be the usual number of diffi­
cult and complex problems facing the nation’s law­
makers on both the domestic and foreign scene.

Many of them will be resolved before the session 
ends next summer, but there will be others which will 
carry over without solution into another year. There 
are also those problems which cannot wait until late 
in the session for solution and therefore will press the 
Congress for immedate action after the session con­
venes.

. Foremost in this latter group will be the m atter of 
labor-management relations pointed up by the, dis­
pute between the steel industry and the Steelworkers.^ 
R'esumptiop of the steel strike after the 80-day cooling 
off period expiresiate in January would present Con­
gress w ith the immediate problem of what changes to 
make—if any—in federal legislation dealing with such 
situations. At the moment the federal laws do not go 
beyond the 80-day cooling off period. But the admin- 

.istration and indeed some nfembers jof Congress al­
ready have voiced the opinion th a t present laws gov­
erning labor-management relations do not go far 
enough to protect the public interest. Although speci­
fic proposals have been few, there seems to be a move 
afoot to enact quickly some sort of legislation to cope 
with such a situation.

* As alw'ays the problem of m oneyappropria tion  
and taxes will be of primary concern to Congress in 
this year. The cost of government has continued to in­
crease and there is every indication the federal budget 
for the coming fiscal year will be pushed to a record 
peace-time high. That leaves little hope for the long- 
sought tax relief. It also holds the prospect of the fed­
eral government going deeper in debt for current 
operations in a period when the nation’s prosperity is 
expected to reach record heights.

ALIENS — Of more than four 
and a half million people resid­
ing 4n North Carolina only about 
one^sixth of one percent are 
aliens, owing allegiance to some 
countnr other than the United 
States.

Federal law requtftes that 
these alien residents must re­
port* and give their current ad­
dresses to. some postoffice or 
imrrtlgratoon service during Janu­
ary of each year. In' January 
of 1959 there were approximate­
ly 8.000 f(H'elgn nationals in 
North Carolina—mostly Gwman 
and British.

The New. Year Begins
With Twó New Laws

(

The beginning of the new year yesterday brought 
it two new state laws that will affect the pocketbooks 
for the vast majority of North Carolina’s people.

The state’s first minimum wage law— estimated 
to-affect directly some 55,000 workers— became effec­
tive, and the state’s first withholding system for col­
lecting personal income taxes likewise went into opera­
tion.

For the 55,000 workers who will receive a pay in­
crease because of the minimum wage law, the beginn­
ing of the new year meant more pay 'w ith  which to 
buy more of the,necessities— and maybe a few luxu­
ries— of life. For other employed people in the state, 
the beginning of the withholding system meant more 
taken from the paycheck^before the individuals gets it. 
I t also meant th a t during" 1960 Tar Heels will be pay­
ing two years income taxes in one year.

The new minimum wage will put several million 
additional dollars into circulation in North Carolina 
through the earnings of those who previously have re­
ceived less than the minimum wage. On the other hand, 
the withholding system for collection of individual in­
come taxes will take out of circulation an estimated 
$ 2 7 million dollars that otherwise would not have 
been paid to the state in the form of taxes until April 
1981.

. By the time the 1961 General Assembly convenes, 
North Carolinians will have had a year of actual ex­
perience with these new laws to evaluate how effec­
tively they are doing the job for which they were in- 
teiided^JSfith the new laws should be evaluated care­
fully «during^their first year of operation.

Congress pass new laws to 
stami]«̂  out payola, rigging and 
deception in the television and 
radio industry?

A number of congressmen 
think 80, and they’re ready to 
go to work on it as soon as Con­
gress convenes next * Wednes­
day. “The iron Is hot now," 
says .Rep. William L. Springer 
(R-IU).

But Atty: Oea William P. 
Rogers thinks the two govern­
ment agencies that regulate <* 
broadcasting already have the 
power to do the Job. He sa}rs 
they just haven’t been using 
that power as they should. An­
other group’ of congressmen 
agree with Rogers.

Rogers gave that view in a 
lengthy pre-New Year’s report 
to President Eisenhower, who 
had asked him for a study of 
the situation after congression­
al inves'tigation laid bare 4 
series -of TV scandals. ^

Rogers did urge two immedi­
ate changes in the law: (1) make 
it a federal crime for a  TV or 
radio employe to take payola— 
accept a bribe to plug a pro­
duct on the air, and (2) give 
the Federal Communications* 
Commission more leeway in 
punishing stations that don’t 
live up to the mark.

Now the only punishment is 
the drastic one of revoking the 
statioih’s license. Rog«;rs sug­
gested lesser penatties. such ss 
temporary suspension of licenses 
or granting of conditional li- 
cense.s.

Springer wants to go much

further in tightening up the law. 
‘T hope we get promptly Into 
such things as better program­
ming and control of objection­
able advertising.’’ he said. 
Springer is ,a member of the 
House subcommittee on Legis­
lative Oversight, which uncover­
ed the TV quiz show mess last 
year.

Another mwnber, Rep. John 
E. Moss (Calif), said he agre.ed 
with Rogers that the' PTC and 
FCC already have the power to 
do the Joi;̂

Bet he added, “Unless they 
show willingness and their own 
conviction to proceed under .ex­
isting autl' ority, then I feel 
Congress must direct by legis­
lation that they do the things 
necessary.’’

Springer urged stiff criminal 
penalties for payola, against the 
payer as well as the recipient.

He* also proposed that net­
works be placed under FCXJ 
Jurisdiction. Rogers had suggest­
ed this as a possible future 
move. At present only Indivi­
dual stations are under FCC’s 
control

Rep. Walter Rogers (D-Tex) 
said “PCC and PTC simply laid 
down on the Job.’’ He said they 
should be empowered to assess 
money fines against offenders in 
the Industry.

Rep. John B. Bennett (R-, 
Mich), another committee mem­
ber wants criminal laws across 
the board for every kind of de­
ceptive TV and radio practice. 

There Is nothing like the pros­
pect of Jail te encourage peoi

work and the right to own prop­
erty were concerned over the 
turn ’of events at the Wilson* 
and Company packing plant at 
Albert Lea in Minnesota. It is 
the first time in the history of 
this nation that a governor has 
called ouC troops to close an in­
dustry in order to maintain or­
der.

The decision of Governor 
Freeman has been overruled 
and Wilson and company have 
been told that it can reopen the 
plant. Doesn’t all this sound 
foreign to the doctrine on which 
this nation is founded and grew 
to the greatness it has ach­
ieved?  ̂ >

’The strike closed * the ^ant.
The' company opened 'the plant 
to anyone who wanted t6 work.
But instead of qalUng out the 
national guards to maintain 
law and drder the governor 
calléd out the national guards 
to close -the nlant.

As one of the professional un­
ionists declared, "Those bayon­
ets make a beautiful picket 
line.’’ And they did for no one 
could go in, all workers were 
kept out, and the company rights 
were ignored.

We are not arguing the rights 
and wrongs of the strilcé. But 
we will maintain as long as - proved 
this is a free nation that every 
Individual has the right to work.
The keeping of peace and law 
and order is the rea^n for law 
enforcement agencies, includ­
ing the National Guards.

It should be remembered the 
violence Governor Freeman 
stopped was not caused by 
workers who tried daily to en­

ter the plant at their own per­
sonal risk. It was caused by 
those (m strike ^ho were try­
ing to prevent anyone from 
working. .'•/

We have gone through a sim< 
ilar situation in the Harriet 
Henderlon strike. The National 
Guards were called out. But for 
a different reason than the Gov- 
ern<»' of Minnesctia gave. Our 
guardsmen were there to help 
local authorities maintain law 
and order, not to close plants 
and deprive all from the right 
to work.

The federal Judges toqk the 
 ̂only true course in line with 
Hhe Constitution when the com­
pany was given the right to 
open its plant. The Judges said. 
“Military ^Rule cannot be im­
posed upon a community sim­
ply-because it, may seem to be 
more expedient than to enforce 
the law by using the National. 
Guard to aid the local civil au­
thorities.’’

■ ^en we surrender to vio­
lence protecting those who are 
the cause of the violence, we 
w'lU no longer be a free people. 
For as the Judges said, "A free 
people do not surrender to mob 
rule by the expediency of mar­
tial law until all means avail­
able to the city, county and 
state to enforce the laws have 

futUc."
The state took the only 

course, that can be taken under 
the constitution. That is to pre­
vent violence, to provide for 
the rights of all individuals 
which Include their right to 
work, and to protect the prop­
erty rights of all including the 
business where the workers are 
on strike.

Average,. Mean, Median, Norm

OPERATION

"A DOZEN DOES IT’’

B j ELMER ROESSNER
The words "average," "mean." 

"median" and "norm" keep 
cropping up In the business 
news. Each time they appear 
«hey cause confusion and this 
sometimes compounded because* 
speakers and writers use them 
Incorrectly.

Let’s try to get them straight:
Average is the quotient obtain­

ed w’hen the total of a.series QÍ 
figures is divided by the number 
of figures, '

Mean *ls a figure midway 
between tw'o extremes.

Median is a figure repre­
senting a point at which there 
are as many instances above as 
there are below.

Norm will be discussed later.
The first three definitions, 

.«¡tralght from the dictionary, 
probably add more confusion 
than they dispell. So'let’s take 
an example that will help ex­
plain them.
A FAMOUS COMPANY

Here is the annual payroll of 
the X-Brand Corporation, which 
makes all those X-Brand products 
you keep hearing about on tele­
vision:
Owner and president $50,000
General manager ........  15,000
'Two sale.smen, «ach ,. . .  10,000
'Three foremen, each ... 6,000
Two Inspectors, each —  >^00
One biller / .......  3.60Ó
Seven branders, each . 3,200
Two messengers, each . 2,500

Thus, . the total payroll is 
$143,000 a year.

The average salary Ls $7.526 31. 
That L< arrived at by dividing 
the total. $143.000. by 19,. the 
number of employees.

The mean salary is $26.2.iO. 
although nobody gets that. The 
figure is half w'ay between the 
highest. $50.000, and the lowest, 
$2,500. It is determined by adding 
the highest and lowest amd divid­
ing by 2.

The median salary is $3,600. 
Nine people get more, nine people

get less.
Suppose the boss got $50,000, 

the two messengers each got 
$2,500, and all the rest got $6,000 
each. Then the mean salary 
would be $6,000, even though 
16 people were getting it.

Now’ about the norm. This is 
sometimes misused for average, 
mean or median. But it really ’ 
means the computed or esti­
mated average of performance 
for a group.

Suppose the seven branders in 
our imaginary company bra'hd a 
total of 700 cases of Brand X 
peanuts a day. Then the norm is 
loo par which, in this
case, a ^  happens to be the 
average.

Suppose a time-study expert 
looks over the operation and 
finds that two of the branders 
are sluggards, each branding 
only 50 cases a day. He would 
conclude that the norm .should 
be 120 cases a day. Or he might 
make a study of tother peanut

companies and conclude that tho 
norm should be 135 cases adsy. 
Norm is frequently defined as 
as an "authoritative stand­
ard." But it does not mean 
average, mean or median al-^ 
though it may coincide wltti
