Senator Symington Is 
No Longer On Sidelines

Sen. Stuart Symington’s official entry into the 
Democratic presidential nomination race dispells any 
previous notions that the Missourian is willing to sit 
idly on the sidelines in hope of being chosen as a com­
promise candidate by a deadlocked convention.

Although his official entry into the competition 
for the Democratic nomination comes late compared 
with that of his fellow Senators Kennedy and Hum­
phrey, it is not too late to gain considerable voting 
strength prior to the convention. It must b« assumed 
now that Sen. Symington will go into the convention 
with first-ballot votes pledged to him. It should also be 
assumed that he will seek commitments for late bal­
lots—should the convention become deadlocked— from 
delegates already pledged to other candidates on the 
first few ballots.

Until now there has, of course, been no large bloc 
of votes pledged or tentatively pledged to Sen. Syming­
ton for the nomination. At the same time, neither is 
there any large bloc of opppsition to Symington any­
where in the country as there is in the case of Senators 
Kennedy and Humphrey. Although both the other 
avowed candidates appear to have more pledged 
strength now than does Sen. Symington, both of them  
also face formidable groups that do not want them to 
receive the nomination.

Sen. Symington’s active entry into the nomination 
campaign will alter the picture of pre-convention activ­
ity. It could w’ell alter the outcome of the convention’s 
decision. Although Sen. Symington’s best chance of 
getting the nomination still appears to be as a com­
promise candidate, his active campaign for support 
could send him into the convention as a candidate who 
will have to be reckoned with by the others.

he would, indeed, be a very 
busy m an for a  long, long time.

G enerally acknowledged to be 
North Carolina’s  No. 1 sales- 
m an  and  a  m an endowed with 
seem ingly endless energy and
drive. Governor Hodges has 
m ade industrial developm ent o t  
North Carolina to  its  greatest 
potential one of th e  m ajor ob­
jectives duriElk his unprecedent- 
•d ly  long tenure a s  th e  S tate’s 
C hief Executive.

Governors, who steered  the
good ship North Carolina from 
the southw est c o m e r  of the 
S tate  Capitol before Governor 
Hodges took over th e  helm of 
the Ship of State in November, 
1954, following the  death of 
G overnor William B. Umstead. 
have long recognized that if 
N orth Carolinians a re  to raise 
their p e r capita income they
m ust, or plain necessity, do
som ething to help themselves.

R a ther rapid m echanization 
of N orth Carolina farm s and 
the steady  advance of automa­
tion in many of the S tate’s 
lieutenant-governor.

te rest in  th is  dep artm en t th an  
has G overnor Hodges. Inciden­
tally , this opinion is based  on 
personal observations of the 
scene for m ore than 30 years 
as a rep o rte r and in our present 
capacity.

This colum n is not w ritten  as 
a  paean of praise for a  m an 
because he happens to  be the 
present G overnor of N orth Car­
olina and the  very active chair­
m an of the Board of Conserva­
tion and Development. Others 
fa r  m ore capable have done 
th a t in new spaper editorials or 
by the spoken words.

But as a m a tte r of fac t the 
cold s ta tis tic s  prove th a t Gov­
ernor Hodges has been the lead-i 
e r  of an ever-growing num ber 
of North Carolinians who have 
transla ted  thoughts and  words 
into real action in providing for 
w hat the la te  Governor O. Max 
G ardner like to ca ll "the  
m ore abundan t life’’ and the 
la te  Governor U m stead " a  bet­
te r  tom orrow ’’ for N orth Caro­
linians.

P o r months now the United 
S tates and the Soviet Union 
have been p retty  much soft- 
pedaling their differences to 
avoid wrecking ahead of Ume 
the sum m it m eeting May 16 be­
tween P residen t Eisenhower 
and P rem ier Nikita Khru­
shchev.

W hether they accomplish any­
thing. besides talking, is doubt­

ful. But a t \past while E ast and 
W est a re  talking they’re not 
hissing.

With the sum m it meeting still 
a lm ost two m onths away Sec­
re ta ry  of S tate Christian A. Her- 
te r  a lready is trying to prepare 
the Am erican people against 
disappointm ent. He told the 
Senate Foreign Relations Com­
m ittee this week:

" I ’m  very frank to adm it that 
I ’m not optim istic that the sum ­
m it will produce very great 
re su lts .’’

Sen. Albert Gore (D-Tenn> 
said  it appears Eisenhower and 
H erter a re  going to the sum m it 
"w ithout purpose, without plan, 
without hope of success”  And 
H erter rep lied : “ I t ’s a gam ­
ble .’’

H erter sum m ed up what 
seem s to be the attitude — at 
this particu lar mom ent in his­
tory—when he said  In a period 
of pushbutton w ar like this one 
it would be too risky not to sit 
down and talk,

E isenhower’s  press secretary , 
Jam es C. H agerty. denied Wed­
nesday that G ore was right In

com plaining the P residen t and 
H erte r were going to th e  su m ­
m it w ithout purpose, plan or 
hope of success.

But unless Eisenhower does 
go to the P a r is  m eeting with 
som e c lea r-cu t ideas he m ay  
get a  rude, shock from K hru­
shchev. The R ussian seem s to 
know ahead  of tim e w hat he 
w ants.

He can  tu rn  the sum m it into 
a p ropaganda victory for the 
Soviet Union if he m akes pro­
posals which have broad ap­
peals and all the American gov­
ernm ent can  do is hem and 
haw.

K hrushchev sounds like a  
m an who has no doubts of w hat 
he w ants a t the sum m it. Within 
no tim e a t all afte r arriv ing  
in P ra n ce  W ednesday he told 
P residen t C harles de Gaulle the 
West m ust back down and 
sign a  peace trea ty  with G erm ­
any.

This would require the W est 
to  recogniFe Com munist E ast 
G erm any as an  independent na­
tion. The W est has stalled on 
this ever since the war. Its 
ally. West G erm any, w ants a  
unified G erm any—not recogni­
tion of the Soviet idea that G er­
m any should be perm anently  di­
vided.

K hrushchev in F rance harped 
on another old them e: He wants 
an end to NATO and the West­
ern E uropean Union, both of 
which include West G erm any 
as a m em ber.

Since this is the last thing 
the United S tates wants, the 
E lisenhow er-K hrushchev sum m it 
talks should be lively. But only 
a country  boy w ith s ta rs  in his 
eyes a t this m om ent can hope 
the ta lk s  will produce any solu­
tions.

The executive head of one of 
the big naticmal chain grocery 
companies sa y s t hat alls uper- 
m arkets would like to see  hus­
bands do m ore of the family 
shopping. Let the wife m ake 
out the list, he says, but let 
hte husband do the m arketing . 
Why?—Because, the grocery  ex­
ecutive explains, a  husband al­
ways will threw  in half a  doz­
en or so ex tra  item s, w here the 
woman will stick to the list. I t’s 
the husband, not the wife, who 
is the “ com pulsive buyer.”

We believe th e  m arket execu­
tive is right. H usbands alw ays 
seem  unable to resist nicely 
packaged and  attractive ap­
pearing Item s. We recallh  ea r­
ing a  man s a y  when the first 
of the self-service, push - your- 
basket grocery  stores opened 
several decades ago: "M y idea 
of heaven is to be turned loose 
in one of these  places with a 
hundred dollar b ill!”

E ver browse around one of 
those really top grade hard- 
w are-variety sto res  and fight 
yourself to keep from purchas­
ing a t le as t dozen item s 
which you know you can ’t use 
and don’t w an t?  Every m an 
does it. Yet. w atch  the women 
In such a sto re . They barre l 
their way s tra ig h t to the count­
er containing the item they 
want. There they  may paw and 
w aste a lot of time, but they 
don’t pick up unneeded item s.

The head of a  woman's cloth­
ing store tells us the sam e thing 
the  husband do the m arketing, 
com pany the wife to buy a new 
d ress or coat o r  both, and the 
bill will be 50 to 100 per cent 
m ore than if the  women bought 
alone — all of which knocks to 
pieces the old sto ries about the 
wife running up big clothing 
bills and the husband being tight.

Probably a  lo t of soul search- 
pearing items. W e recall h ea r-  
is true  there. L et the husband ac- 
out jju s t why men are th is 
Ing would be necessary  to find 
w ay—as to w om en’s clothing, 
groceries, h ardw ard  and varie ty  
Item s or anything else.

I t  Ls a truism  th a t to the most 

im pudent go the spaU s.'particular- 
ly of politics. If (he ipeek are 
to inherit the E arth , t l»  day of 
inheritance is a long way oil. 
This ii^ as true fn International 
relations as it is in the private 
world,

Soviet Russia has never been 
m eek. F rom  the very s ta rt oí its 
existence in 1917, it has been 
aggressive, forceful, attacking. 
The reason has been that the 
M arxist is convinced of the in­
evitability of his success because 
of the laws, which he accepts, of 
historic necessity. Believing as 
he does, that the progress of 
m an is due to the conflicting 
force* in * m ateria list world, he 
feels th a t what he needs to do 
is to wait. Meanwhile, Soviet 
Russia conducts an untiiing w ar 
of propaganda and infUtration. 
As M ao T se -tu n f once said: 
"P o litics is w ar Without blood­
shed. W ar is politics w ith blood­
shed,”

But bloodshed is the least 
v l ^ u a  of the  M arx is t devlcee. 
The w orst is the destruction of 
the hum an mind. This is aome- 
tim es called brais-w ashlng. a  
te rm  which is ap t but not suf­
ficiently descriptive of what 
actually  happens to the  human 
mind and spirit. Much of life was 
m aterialistic long before K arl 
M arx w as bom. We need to eat, 
to drink, to clothe ourselves, to 
move from  place to place, to pro­
vide for a  family, and so on.

If one reads D r. Nelson 
G lueck’s  "R ivers in the D esert.” 
he can  go back m any thousands 
of y ears  and find th a t m an w ss 
then struggling against his physi­
cal environm ent and with what 
ingenuity  he m anaged to suc­
ceed. But something was add­
ed. The spiritual appears in m an 
early  in his history — th a t is, a  
non-physical som ething, a  gossa­
m er Invisibility so strong that 
it binds and holds one as the 
conscience does. This is the soul 
of m an. the God In m an. The 
existence of the m ystical, the 
spiritual, the M arxist denies.
• The M arist therefore ap­
proaches politics, the relations 
between government and govern­
m ent, w ith a bru tality  here to ­
fore unknown to m ankind. Even 
Attila, Genghis Khan, or any 
other conqueror only killed physi­
cal bodies; Soviet R ussia seeks 
to destroy the minds of m en. to 
deprave their consciences, to 
brutalize them, to cheapen them , 
to leave them without dignity.

The very best discussion I 
have yet seen of this process is a 
little pam phlet w ritten by Mme. 
Suzanne Labin, a F rench  joar- 
nallst. H er work is entitled, 
"The Technique of Soviet Pro­
paganda,”  and has been issued 
by the Senate In ternal Security 
Subcom m ittee.

Mme. Labin recognizes and 
describea the techniques of de­
stroying thought. The basic idea 
is to fix ideas in the minds of 
opponents to th a t they  rep ea t 
cliches instead of thinking things 
out. F or instance, the use of the 
term . East-W est. Instead of the 
Communist world and the Free 
world. Another is the tw isted de­
finitions given the word. Liberal, 
which in the 19th Century m eant 
the extension of the righ ts of man 
but in the «middle of the 20th 
Century m eans the expansion of 
the power of governm ent.

Mme. Labin says this:
"W eak or strong, CPs are 

characterized everywhere by th# 
following specific features:

“ 1. They are  stric tly  controlled 
by the Kremlin, whose orders 
they blindly carry  out. w hatever 
zigzags or disavowals th a t m ay 
m ean.

"2, They are not organled 
as parties, but as to ta litarian  
sta tes. They are fanatical, mo­
nolithic, intolerant. The top rules 
and m anipulates the bottom, 
which only serves as a striking 
force, . .

"3. Its apparatus, in propor­
tion to its m em bership, is 50 to 
100 tim es better equipped with 
m ateria l and m eans of iM'opa- 
ganda than that of any other 
party . Thus a CP has on the 
average 1 perm anent (e.e., a 
paid actlvisit) for 25 to 50 
m em bers, while other parties 
have 1 per 1,000 or 5.000 m em ­
bers. Its turnout of printed m at­
ter — newspapers, m agalnes, 
pam phlets, leaflets, posters, 
home bulletins, books—is also on 
the average 100 tim es g rea te r  per 
m em ber than that of any other 
party, however rich it m ay be.
The sam e proportion holds true 
for p rem ises, card  files, prin­
ting presses, and a still higher 
one for study groups, party

The m againes s tressed  tlus 
point 80 strongly  th a t the idea 
of family budgeting has prevailed 
for a generation. Drop into any 
book or sta tionery  sto re  and 
you’ll see an a rra y  of little bud­
get books in which women, 
formerly ladies, can plan the 
division of their husbands’ in­
come. And you still see articles 
in magazines on how to budget 
Income to have enough left over 
for the things the m agazine ad ­
vertisem ents offer.

EVERYTHING READY-MIXED
This has erroneously been ca ll­

ed the do-lt-yoursalf age. True, 
with the sh o rte r work week, 
th e re ’s a lot m ore  tinkering and 
puttering going on. But m uch 
stronger Is the you-do-it-for- 
m e trend. P as tr ie s  come ready- 
m ixed. No housewife even peels 
an onion today; she uses onion 
sa lt, onion flakes or som ething 
called instant onion. More and 
m ore of the frozen foods a re  
com ing ready-cooked; whole 
dinners come frozen to a tra y .

So it is with budgets. E ach  
fam ily works under a ready- 
mix-budget. The . governm ent 
and creditors have prescribed 
the budget and the family had 
jolly well live up to it.

L et’s  take the Boscage C. 
Johnsons. D addy—he’s Bosco 
down a t the office—earns $179 a 
week. That’s w hat they teU 
him. T hat’s w hat they tell him .

Before he gets his coffee- 
stained fingers on his pay, 
there are hefty deductions for

F edera l and som etim es s ta te  
withholding taxes. Social Secur­
ity. and  hospitalization and m edi­
cal ca re , participating life Insur­
ance plans, retirem ent fund con­
tributions. union dues, stock pur­
chase plans, Christm as club pay­
m ents and other desapping items. 
MANDATORY OUTGO

When Bosco gets home, there 
are the im perative checks to be 
sent ou t; for ren t or m ortgage 
paym ents: utility bills; the fuel 
bill; church, charity  and club 
pledges; tuition paym ents for the 
ch ildren; the ca r  paym ent and 
the installm ent paym ents.

A fter that come the rigid cash  
dem ands. There m ust be so 
m any dollars and cents for 
com m utation, lunch money, laun ­
dry, d ry  cleaning, television r e ­
pairs. gas and oil, parking fees, 
the newspaper boy. the m aid. If 
any. and meat and potatoes.

W hat’s  left over is also e a r ­
m arked for, say, liquor, hosiery, 
movie tickets, books and m aga­
zines and  savings for new clothes.

In short, the hom em ade budget 
is no m ore. The governm ent, the 
m oney-changers and the  customs 
of the day have taken the  bud­
geting process out oí the  hands 
of the fam ily, A m ericans are 
captives of a way of life and 
should not feel too so rry  for the 
slobs under com munism .

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Recession Is Not 
Seen Before 1961

By STERLING F. GREEN 
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

next recession won’t come before 
1961 t t  the earliest, government 
economists predicted today.

Officials reported privately that 
national output in this quarter has 
reached the rate of about 500 bil­
lion dollars a year, the largest 
gain in anjr quarter since 1950.

This was an advance estimate 
of the actual fig\tre. but officials 
said the preliminary studies in­
dicate the final .report won’t be 
far off the half-trillion . dollar 
mark, one way or the other.

This would represent an ad­
vance of roughly 16H billion dol­
lars since the last quarter of 1950. 
when the economy was still besei 
by the steel strike and its after 
effects. The gain, largest since the 
outbreak of the Korean War, was 
accomplished without price infla­
tion and in the face of a Peburary 
slowdown In steel and auto pro­
duction.

Much of the first quarter gain 
was attributed to industry’s race 
to replace inventories depleted 
during the 115-day steel shutdown 
which ended early in November. 
This inventory replacement took 
less time than was expected and 
a slower rate of accttmulation is 
expected from now on.

Nevertbelesa continued gradual 
production gains through the year 
were foreseen by government ex­
perts interviewed privately. They 
did not share the uncertainty in 
financial circles which has been 
reflected In recent stock market 
slumps and a rapid easing of 
credit.

The government analysts are 
relying on a substantial rise in in­
dustry’s outlays for new plants, 
machinery and equipment to keep 
the economy expanding.

Corporations have notifled the 
Commerce Department and Se­
curities and Exchange Commia-

slOB of plans to increase such out­
lays this year by 14 per cent over 
1959. The rate in the second half 
of the year is scheduled to reach 
a record 38 billion dollars 
annually.

Some officials believe it will go 
higher. They think expansion and 
modernization outlays m i^  rise to 
a rate of 39 or even 40 buHon dol­
lars annually by fan.

This buojring force may dimin­
ish in 1961. as the companies 
taper off their expansion outlays 
to let demand catch up with their 
new capacity.

Then would be the time to look 
for a recession, one highly placed 
official said. But as for 1960. he 
continued, “a recession is conceiv­
able this year only if the automo­
bile industry goes sour.”

The Washington economists pro­
fess to be unworricd by the re­
cent sharp slumps in stock prices, 
the simultaneous rise in prices of 
government bonds, the general 
easing of credit and the decline 
of Interest rates.

Although these are symptoms 
which frequently have indicated 
that business expects a recession, 
the government men found three 
explanations which they consider 
sufficient to account for the shift 
in business psychology.

The first is the indication of 
price s t a b i l i t y ,  discouraging 
market speculation. The second is 
that the government, running a 
good budget stirplus. is paying off 
debt instead of borrowing new 
money, thus leaving substantial 
amounts of private funds seeking 
other investments.

The third is that corporation 
profits are breaking records. Com­
panies therefore can finance their 
plant and equipment expansion 
very largely by using retained 
earnings instead of borrowing for 
that purpose.
