Tiros I, the weather-eye satellite 
that photographs clouds, followed.

Officials emphasized that Trans­
it IB is merely a  test of equip­
ment and theories that may be 
used in an operation system. 
Two or three more advanced test 
transits will be launched later this 
year, with the first operational 
payload scheduled for 1961.

It will be especially impwtant 
to Polaris missile submarines and 
bombers carrying long range 
Hound Dog and Skybolt air-

launched rockets. Quick, accurate 
informatum on position will be of 
great value in plotting missile 
trajectories from these mobile 
launching plaiforms.

The first Polaris subs are ex 
pected to begin operating late this 
year. They will be able to use 
transit satellites to check their 
ship’s incrüal guidance system, 
which must be corrected periodi­
cally because of gyroscope ffllft.

Hound D<« missiles, with a  500- 
müe range, now are bcii«r de­
ployed on B52 bwnbers. The 1,000- 
mile Skybolt is'scheduled for B52 
and B58 bombers in 1962.

By studying signals from the 
satellite, scientists also wUl be 
able to gain a  better Idea of the 
exact shape of the earth and the 
precise distances between certain 
points. This would enable Ameri­
can land-based rockets like üie 
Atlas to zero in more accurately 
on an enemy target.

but in life.

CarroU devoted his address 
mainly to an  examination of evi­
dences of growth of the Greenville 
school system.

One of the first evidences of 
progress he mentioned was a 
stable administration over the 
years. Carroll said the commun­
ity, secondly, was fortunate in its 
proxity to East Carolina College.

He particularly commended the 
educational philosophy as the 
basis of the local school system 
and the “soundness of the com­
munity.” CarroU said every teach­
er in Greenville had a t least four 
years of college preparation, and I 
some, of course, have more.

“But what impressed me most,” 
he continued, “is the personal 
competences of the teachers.” 
Carroll cited this factor as the 
strongest feature of the schools, 
along with professional compet­
ences.

Another evidence of growth in 
the local school system, he said. 
Is the progress in the high school. 
A high percentage of high school 
youths receive passing grades; 
there is a wide program with 
varied courses open to students 
in the high school; Rose High 
School requires more credits for 
graduation than the state of 
North Carolina does, Carroll said.

Carroll praised the high school 
system here for turning out more 
graduates percentage-wise who go 
on to higher education than any 
other school in North Carolina. 
The college here Is an influencing 
factor in that case, he said.

A new scheduled for OreenviUe’s 
proposed sewage disposal plant 
was announced to the UtUities 
Commission last night caUing for 
awarding of contracts June 28.

Superintendent Lemiard Bloxam 
said the new schedule was set up 
by the engineering firm  handllx^ 
the project.

The disposal plant is to be con­
structed o n property behind 
Greenwood Cemetery.

The date for awarding cMitracts 
is 13 days after the original tenta­
tive date which has been set for 
June 15.

Bloxam also announced a new 
schedule for other phsjses of the 
bid letting.

He said the plans would be 
ready for review sometime prior 
to April 21. The plans will be. 
ready for final review by the com­
mission May 16. The Stream Sani- 
tatfcai Commission and the Federal 
agency will receive the plans May 
20. Plans will advertise for bids 
June 3, bids received June 24 and 
contracts awarded June M.

The sewage disposal plant will 
end the practice of dumping raw

sewage into the Tar River.
The plant will cost an estimated 

$970,000 and the city has already 
been approved for a $250,000 fed­
eral grant to be used in construc­
tion of the plant.

Commissioners took under con- 
fideratlon a suggested plan fw  
establishing two positions within 
the Utilities Commission.

*nie plan, as proposed by Chair­
man Charles Horne, would be to 
set up an office of comptroller to 
deal exclusively in financial af­
fairs, rates and billing. The sec­
ond position would be that of a 
personnel, public relations, promo­
tion official. Horne appointed 
Commissioner Bruce Sugg Jr. to 
work with Superintendent Bloxam 
on the propoeal.

“I ’m just throwing this out as 
a suggestion,” .Home told the 
commissioners.

He pointed out that the com­
mission has grown into a multi- 
million dollar business. Under the 
suggested set-up, Horae said, the 
comptroller would be “someone to 
keep their finger constantly on 
the mcmey.”

Nuclear Warhead Rocket 
Too Costly For Britain

LONDON (AP)^Brltain is aban­
doning her prz^ram to build 
fixed-sitc rockets capable of de­
livering nuclear weapons to an 
aggressor’s soü.

Defense Bdinister Harold Wat- 
kinson told the House of Commons 
today the military is discontinu­
ing development of the Blue 
Streak, a 2,500-mUe-range missile 
which so far has cost 182 million 
dollars. Watkinson said the mon­
ey thus far invested in Blue 
Streak will not be wasted “if it 
is decided to go ahead with (it) 
as a launcher for a  space satel- 
fite.”

It thus appeared possible that 
Britain m iiid still try  to stay in 
the world space race.

Watkinson made clear that Brit­
ain’s strategic bomber force will 
remain effective for several years 
as the vehicle for possible deliv-

ery of nuclear weapons.
The complete cost of the origi­

nal missUe iM*ograni of Prime 
Minister Harold Macmülan’s gov­
ernment would have been be­
tween $1.400,000,000 and $1.680,- 
000,00, he said.

Authoritative sources said this 
country also hopes, wherever pos­
sible, to pool Its research, devel­
opment and productive resources 
with other North Atlantic Allied 
powers in manufacturing 2300- 
mUe-range rockets.

The main reasons are advanced 
by officials for the switch in de­
fense policy:

The costs of the missüe pro­
gram are simply beyond the na­
tion’s capacity.

The program had been largely 
based on the production of fixed- 
site rockets which have been out­
dated by scientific developments. 
In particular, Britons consider

that the Soviets recent firing of 
rockets into the Pacific exposed 
the vulnerabUity of fixed-slte mis­
süe bases. The Soviets claimed to 
have hit less than mUes from 
their target over a range of 6.500 
nautical mües.

Beyond the mid-1960s, when 
manned bombers are likely to be 
outdated, any British nuclear 
weapons would have to be deliv­
ered in a major war only in v e - , 
hides bought from the United 
States or jdntly produced with 
other AUies..

Macnoillan is understood to have 
discussed with President Eisen­
hower recently prospects of buy­
ing new American H-weapon ve* 
hides as they are delivered. The 
British for some time have been 
eyeing the submarine-borne Po­
laris and the airborne Skybolt, 
which stiU is in the blueprint 
stage.

Decorated Ham Good At Easter
RALEIGH—With the Easter 

holiday season quickly approach- 
li^ , we think of tempting festive 
meals. Just as we think of turkey 
at Christmas, we viauallzc a beau­
tifully baked and decorated ham  
for Easter.

Miss 8. Virginia Wilson, food 
and nutrition specialist for the 
N. C. Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice, says some of the booed 
cooked hams are real buys when 
you consider the convenience—no 
bones or waste.

Most people still Uke, however, 
the idea of bringing a whole or 
half ham to the table. I t  Is so 
easy to cook that it lends Itself 
well to busy holiday means. Ju st 
place the ham on a rack to an 
uncovered pan In a 325 degree
oven. Let it cook about 35 minutes 
per pound of meat, or until a 
thermometer inserted In the cen­
ter of ham reaches 160 degrees.

If ham is to be glazed remove 
from the oven 30 mtnutw before 
done. Peel off the skin and score 
the fat into one or two inch 
squares down to the meat surface 
Stick long stemmed cloves into the 
scpiares. Cover ham with your fav­
orite glaze and return to ovct for 
30 minutes or until browned and 
glazed. Miss Wilson says she likes 
to use peach pickle juice as a 
glaze, basting the ham with it tarn 
or three times during this last 
half hour of cooking time.

To give the ham platter th a t

special Easter look, garnish it with 
Easter eggs. First, hard cook the 
eggs in the sheU. Then peel eggs 
and slice crosswise. Remove the 
yolk and dip the whites in pastel 
shades of food coloring added to 
water to get just the right 'ta t. 
Mix the yolks with salt, vinegar, 
mustard to taste and enough 
maycmnalse to moisten. FUi the 
colored whites with this mixture. 
Cut a th ir slice from the bottoift 
of each half of egg to make it  sit 
up straight. Place these Easter 
eggs around Uie ham on beds of 
parsley.

Instead of a whole ham. Miss 
Wilson suggests you might like to 
try this ham loaf that is good, 
and pretty as a  picture.

Upside Down Ham Loaf
% cup brown sugar, 1 teaq?oon 

dry mustard, Vi cup vinegar, 2 
cups (1-lb.) smoked ground ham, 
1 % ,lbs. fresh lean pork ground, 
I cup dry bread crumbs, % tea­
spoon salt, 2 eggs. 1 cup milk, 3 
dices pineapple, drained, Mara- 
chlno cherries.

Blend together the brown sugar, 
hmstard and vinegar. Spread to 
the bottom of a  greased loaf pan. 
Press drained pineapple slices into 
the si^ar mixture. Place a mara- 
chino cherry in the center and be­
tween slices of pineapple. Mix to­
gether the ground ham and pork, 
bread crumbs and salt. Add the 
eggs and mUk, then mix weU. 
Pack in loaf i» n  on top of pine-

‘ComDonents’ Of Unemployment
By ELMER ROESSNER

Since the present total of 4,- 000,000 unemployed appears to be developing Ifito an i.ssue in the ‘ presidential campaign, it may be Interesting to look at the components—and to Isolate one that Is usually overlooked.It has frequently been ex­plained that a certain amount of unemployment is ine.'icapable. People quit jobs to look for better ones, people resign in the East to seek new careers in Uie West.
There is a big group of hotel and resort workers who follow the sun. working in the South in the winter season and the North in summer. Between sea­sons. they are counted with Ute unemployed. There Is a large group of migratory farm work­ers also unemployed while mi­grating.
Partial unemployment is char­

acteristic of many other occupa­tions: stevedoring, acting, cater­ing. In the big cities there are groups 0Í w'alters who prefer banquet and similar work to steady Joijs. They are unemploy­
ed more than half the lime, but m akt mors money than

some of their fully employed 
brothers.THE UNEMPLOYARLES

But rarely M any puohc refer­ence made to another group which all people engaged in per­sonnel work know. They are the uncmployables.
They are  unemployable for 

many reasons. Some of them: ALCOHOLISM. The worst al­coholics constantly figure in un­employment totals. Some of them get off the booze for a time and then a payday, a binge and a firing come in sequence.PHYSICAL UNFITS. Many-of the handicapped have found employnient; in fact, many are proving better workers than their whole comrades. But many of the unfitted are capable of holding down only certain jobs such as in-plant messenger, and there are indeed fewer of those jobs than  there are candidates. 
OTHER TYPES 

THE AGED. Many old people, on pensions or living with rela­tives, insist they are looking for work even though they would 
be unable to hold a job.

m e n t a l l y  u n f it s . There is s  veiy large group of people,

personnel executives say, who are disturbed in var.viHfe de­grees to the extent that they cannot hold a job. Some are obviou'-ly in need of treatment, but even a greater number maintain an outwiard appear­ance of competence. Some a rt able to bold down jobs for long periods. But eventually their disturbance affects th flr work.From time to time we hear stories of poetment who have dumped mall in ths sewer. Those are rare cases because of the government’s careful screen­ing and the liability to punish­ment. But in private Industry, where there is neither such screening or penalties, there are many more frequent aber­rations. Almost any personnel chief can tell stories about em­ployees who wrecked filing sys­
tems by filing letters -under first, instead of last names; who mada contracts without authority; who rewrote letter! because they didn't like the boss.

work is great among some peo­ple; many of these work unem­ployment benefits up to the hilt.

Many are able persons out of work and diligently aeek- ing it. But it is to say that the total figure is swelled by cases no amount of prosperity, or government action, could cure.

For any middle-aged man his 
return to a coUege campus is al* 
ways a kind of journey Into Aus­
tralia. But it can teach him a few 
things too.

The campus at Chapel Hill Is 
beautiful. The walks are shaded 
by trees so old they are like 
shrines in leaf. The buiUhngs, a 
mixture of many architectures, 
blend In a friendly weathered 
warmth.

But on this walk upon this day 
it was the students, not the mel­
low atmosphere of the campus, 
that kindled in me a reverie of 
comparison.

One ooes not like to be unfair 
to his own youth, but on the other 
hand it is not wise ever to get the 
Idea that aU that was best in the 
world died with it.

Looking around at the students 
I passed, pauainf now and then 
to listen to them. I had the feel­
ing they were superior to the col­
lege students of my own genera­
tion.

It wasn't only that they had 
more height and perhaps more 
.health. They had an air of easy 
assurance and self-confidence vis­
ible even to an outsider.

In my depression-haunted gen 
eratlon the fear of being unable 
to find a Job after graduation of 
ten made the last two years in 
college miserable. We hated to 
leave mlma mater because we 
feared the world had no place for 
us. At one buU session I can re­
call a group of seniors deciding 
that if they could sign up right 
then for a guaranteed income of 
$200 a month for life they would 
be glad to do so.

These students here would strike 
no such frightened bargain. They 
are not fearful. They arc hopeful, 
and they believe in themselves.

Many educators defend this col­
lege generation as perhaps the 
best in our history, and I am in­
clined to go along with this view 
rather than with those doom- 
criers who hold we have raised a 
generation of spoiled milksops.

Returning from my stroll I had 
no desire to relive my own col­
lege days. One time of youth is

The sub- i committee said the firm wag 
Squibb Laboratories.

“Restrictive leglslaUon is nec­
essary,” Console sad.

“I suggest with tesitation, be 
concluded, “the consideration of 
a central agency empowered to 
approve or disapprove the sale of 
drugs on the basis of objective 
evidence of cfftoacy and to ban 
misleading and ambiguous ad­
vertising and promotions” of drug 
preparations.

He said he could see dangers 
in this, too. but added: “I know

New textbooks, required for 
[>rlmary schools, have,been pub­
lished. These make an undisguised 
attempt to focus young hatred on 
the United States.

One such book is “Geography 
of Cuba,” by Antonio Nunez Jim­
enez. rebel army captain who 
now, as executive secretary, 
heads the extremely powerful and 
often oppressive National Institute 
of Agrarian Reform.

On page 18, he writea: “In 18W, 
Cuba was able to gain her Inde­
pendence in the struggle which 
began Feb. 24. 1895. Then the 
North American soldiers disem­
barked at Santiago de Cuba and 
the United States took over the 
country, seized tiie sovereignty 
won in struggle and sacrifice, and 
later imposed the Platt Amend­
ment on the newborn republic, 
meaning the right of inter­
vention.” ^

The Platt Amendment waa abol­
ished 25 years ago. But Nunez 
says It really was in effect all the 
time until January 1959 when 
Cuba, for the first time, won eco­
nomic and polittoal liberty. Be 
suggests, echoing the currtnt of­
ficial line, that the United Btotei 
Itself sank the battieahlp Maine in 
1898 to provide an excuse to de­
clare war on Spain and seize 
Cuba.

This book tells children the 
United States plundered Cuba for 
half a century In a manner typical 
of colonialism throughout the 
world; if Cuba is under-developed

now, that ia the United States’ 
farult. All Cuba's troubles are 
blamed on Washington and “Yan­
kee imperialism.”

History is being rewritten indus­
triously. Writers support their 
theses by the texts of Jose Marti, 
Cuba’s George Washington, quot­
ing his criticisms but never his 
sppreeiations of the United States.

In Camaguey province, a car­
toon book is being distributed 
under the title, “Cuba, a Heroic 
People.” The cover shows an 
octopus, wearing a dollar sign, its 
tentacles labled “traitors” and 
“monopolies’’ being cut off by the 
machete of a heroic-l<wking revo­
lutionary.

The cartoon story gote back to 
the discovery of Cuba and the con­
quest of the, Indians by wicked 
Spaitiards, overlookhui the obvious 
fact that today's Cubans are of 
Spanish>-not Indian — descent. It 
ju m i^  to the Spanlsh-Araerlcan 
War and depicts the United States 
as seizing Cuba, saying “The 
people began to be enslaved 
again.” The facs of Fulgencio 
Batista, the former dictator who 
has some Negro blood, is pictured 
unnecessarily dark as he accepts 
bombs and guns from the United 
States to battle the Castro revo­
lution.

After glorifying the revolution, 
it continues with the story, attack­
ing United ^ t e s  press media, 
listing Ths Associated Press first. 
The AP is pictured as one of ilto 
claws on a horrifying beast to- 
belled with a dollar sign. Uncle 
Sam is shown trying to take over 
Latin America. A Cuban with a 
machete stands alert, ready to de­
feat thla design.

Another textbook Just issued is

a second-grade Spanish languagv 
reader, an ordinary one until the 
last four pages. These arc devoted 
to an extravagant florification oi 
Castro. Teachers are required to 
read it daily. Unfortunately for tti# 
publishers, this panegyric includes 
among the heroes surroundinf 
Castro the name of MaJ. Huber 
Matoa. since sentenced to 80 years 
as a traitor for opposing Commu­
nist influence. Teachers have been 
told to skip that name.

Schools remain a problem for 
the Castro government. Rural 
schools are being built. simUgr to 
those constructed under the Ba­
tista regime, but teachcra fm* 
them are scarce. A beginnlng 
teacher gets 67 pesos monthly, 
from which she must pay her own 
transportation and expeosea. New 
teachers last, often, only three 
months.

Some areas now have schools 
for the first time. Some have 
adult education for the first time, 
and many a peasant is learning 
the thrill of writing his name. But 
the program is slowed for lack ef 
money.

Refuses To Answer Question

HOLLYWOOD (API -r:*Nedrick 
Young is a  well-groomed man 
with steel-gray hair who is good 
looking enough to be an actor.

Indeed, he was an actor until 
1953. Since then, he has been tool 
firm  operator, luggage salesman, 
Junk man, barboy and bartender.

He is now a screen writer, 
well paid and well honored. Last 
year he and collaborator Jacob 
Smith won Oscars for their orig-

inal screen play, “The Defiant’ 
Ones.” They have since Written 

i “ Inherit the Wind” and “ My Glor­
ious  ̂Brothers.^* ail for produoer 
Stanley Kramer.
I Young has written under the 
pseudonym of Mason E. Douglas 
“ for obvious reasons.”

The cause of Young’s disparity 
of occupations is a political storm 
that has hung over Hollywood for 
13 years and is still raging.

Young grew up in depression- 
years Philadelphia, a time and
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place which he adm its were con­
ducive to liberal political thinking. 
He had to quit Temple Univer­
sity in 1931 when hia father died.

Young into acting, had some 
success^..^ Broadway and in films 
before his wartime Army service. 
After the war, he did some leads 
opposite Anna May Wong and 
Mary Castle in B pictures, also 
wrote some scripts. W a r n e r s  
signed him to an acting contract 

One day Young was served with| 
a subpoena to appear before the 
House Committee on Un-American 
■Affairs in Los Angeles. He admits 
he was “ a very unfriendly wit­
ness.” He cited the Fifth Amend­
ment in refusing tó tell if he had 
been a  Communist.

Young did two more pictures at 
Warners. His contract over, he 
was dropped. He says he could 
not find a job as an actor or writ­
er in movies—“my agents told me 
the doors were shut evennvhere.” 

With a wife and two children 
to support, he sought Jobs in other 
industries. He says he even helped 
a man pick up junk for charity 
until a kid recognized him from 
an old movie on TV. “ The man 
was scared and let me go,” says 
Young.

Young, who had earned $600 
weekly from the studios, took a 
job as barboy a t $60. He worked 
up to bartender, meeting an MGM 
producer one night. The producer 
reported the studio was planning 
to refurbish a Young script •’t 
had been written for Gene . ^
It was designed for Elvis Presxey 
and called “Jailhouse Rock.” The 
writer asked for and got screen 
credit.

No great furor arose, and he 
was encouraged to write “The 
Defiant Ones” with Smith. Kram­
er bought it immediately and 
signed both for two more pic­
tures.

Was Young a Communist?
“ Do you really want to know?” 

he asked. I said I did.
“ On the day.w hen my answer 

makes no difference to whether 
or not I can get work, I will buy 
you a drink and tell you,” he said. 
“ I have been asked many times 
why I don’t make things easy for 
myself and ‘recant.’

“ I simply won’t do it just to 
secure an economic advantage for 
myself. Others can. I ’m not made 
that way. A man hsus to live with 
him self.”

Young was more explicit in his 
feelings about blacklists.

“ I think the Hollywood blacklist 
was horrible, wasteful, stupid and 
idiotic.

So they come prominently into 
the picture in any attempt to find 
out what Impact all this travel 
to 18 countries on four continents

One thing is certain: Eisenhow 
er started his travels last August 
already convinced that most of 
the world’s  free nations continue 
to need outside help safeguard 
their liberty. His perennial advo­
cacy of foreign aid spending by 
the United SUtes -  and. lately, 
by other countries in a position to 
help — underscores that convic­
tion.

His first hand look a t terrible 
poverty in many of the lands he 
has visited — and at undeveloped 
potentiality lor healthier econo­
mies — has ^ I d  Mm beyond all 
question on need to bolster living 
standards in free lands struggling 
to rem ain free.

During his t r a v ^  Eisenhower 
hammered constanUy at the theme 
that the United States must help 
fubstantiaUy. But a t the same 
tin e  he always emphasized th a t 
ithe line of financial aid must be

be jeopardized.
He is convinced the free world 

cannot be flwited on a sea of well- 
being by a flood of UJ5. dollars,. 

In that rc8i»ct the P resident’s 
travels haven’t changed him one 
iota He still Is a ipiddle-of'the- 
road man. particularly when It 
comes to spending.

What about the cultural effect 
of ail this touiinf on tos^aliower? 
T hat’s difficult to answer. His 
aides aren’t  willing to sp ecu U t^  
In fact, they are  inclined to scoff 
a t such an inquiry. They say  cul- 
tiB*e isn’t something you m easure 
with a yardstick, and tiiat there 
certainly is no way of gauging 
within a few months after a 
m an's journeys.

However, e v e n  Elsenhower s 
close friends won't give you an 
argument on this: He could travel 
from now to doomsday and never 
be a deep Intellectual — in the 
sense of an egg-head who cloisters 
hinu»li with high-toned books.

Actually, his reading tastes 
have not changed. He loves paper­
back Westerns, saying they help 
him relax. He also enjoys history 
of all kinds and biographies of the 
world’s prominent men, past and 
preátent.' He reads the newspapers 
and a good many government 
papers.

As for government policy, so far 
there is no evidence th a t the 
President’s travels have brought 
about any basic change in the for­
eign or domestic fields. No such 
change is likely.

But on the m atter of emphasis

All the research was pretty 
much wasted in the case  of co­
medienne Elaine May, who with­
drew from the cast last week aft­
er a difference of opinion about 
the handling of her role- She was 
to play a schilophrenic of the 
catatonic type—so withdrawn she 
was almost immobile and had 
only four lines to speak.

Where w arranted, Eisenhower 
added, U.S. aid actually will be 
Increased to w hatever extent can 
be afforded.

The fact that such programs are 
being developed for both Aslan 
and Latin American countries is 
significant when it  is recalled tha t 
Eisenhower said in advance of his 
journeys that he had no specific 
aid programs in mind. He simply; 
wanted to find out how the Ü.S ; 
could promote world peace. <> 

Now the President obviously 
has decided th a t cause can per- 
bai»  best be promoted by helping 
to improve living rtandards in 
poverty stricken free lands, and 
by spurring development of na tu r­
al wealth resources.

On the personal tóde, every­
where Eisenhower went In E u­
rope, Asia, A frica and South 
America he was lionized. His vis­
its were grwU triumphs of per­
sonal popularity.

But there is little doubt that 
whatever good the President did 
accomplish, in South America and 
elsewhere, is likely to go down the 
drain unless there  are cmicrete 
Ü.S. aid program s to nail down 
any gains.

As for his own evaluaflon of his 
travels. Eisenhower Has said on 
return from all th ree  trips abroad 
that he found g re a t resérveos of 
deep and genuine affection for the 
United States. In  every case he 
has interpreted the enthusiastic 
trfoute paid to him  as tribute to

his country.
Some observers — even some 

Americans abroad — don’t see it 
that way. They see it primarily

as personal acclaim of a gretó 
war hero who now has dedicated 
himself to the huUding of an en­
during peace.

Rickey was reiterated that the 
ContinenUl League, despite lack 
of support from organized base­
ball, will begin operations In 1961 
on schedule.

The 79-year-old head of the 
would-be major circuit said he 
was more certain than ever that 
the Continental League would not 
only become a reality next year 
but will surpass the currently con­
stituted majors In four years.

Rickey's optimism was voiced 
dui’lng a special ceremony in Oty 
Hall Tuesday when a model of the 
proposed stadium for the New 
York entry was unveiled to news- 
mcn.

Among those who gave the 
stadium his blessings was Mayor 
Robert F. Wagner who said the 
Board of Estimate will vote in 
favor of its construction at ft meet­
ing April 27.

"I assure you,” he said, “ the 
City of New York is behind this 
and we are going to see it through 
to a successful conclusion. There 
is nothing In the way now for New 
York to have a second major 
league team.’^

Present plans call for a 55,(X)9' 
seat stadium with movable sec­
tions for conversion to accommo­
date 60,000 for football. A pro­
posed parking lot will accommo­
date 8,500 automobiles- The sta- 
dluia also will feature two sections 
(rf rotating seats, the absence of 
pillars and columns or any otiier 
obstruction, * escalators and con­
tinuous Ugfating,

The city will build the stadium 
and lease the structure to the 
baseball franchise owners. The

venture, according to the mayor, 
will not cost the taxpayers a pen­
ny. It will be seli-liquldatlng. on 
the basis of a 30-year-bond issue 
Rental would be $900.000 a year.

“I have said all along that tiie 
Continental League wiU operate in 
1961,” said Rickey, “ asd I feel 
more strongly about it now then 
ever before. That despite the fact 
that baseball has not seen fit to 
support us. I have not given up 
that hope—even now.

“ I’m not saying all of our cities 
will have their own parks by 1961, 
but we will open even if it means 
we will play ■'somewhere else. 
Eventually, we all will have our 
own paying sites- That is no prob­
lem, as I see it,

“Neither is player availability a 
problem. Right now the Conti­

nental League has no playera but 
It has almost uncontested accea¿t 
to the free agency field. No one 
league wlU have predominence of 
players at the end of three years.

“ What (Mes this mean? It means 
that during the first two or three 

.years our league would not be 
'able to compete with the two ma- 
ijor leagues. But during the fourth 
lyear we would not only be in a

I f you had a million-dollar helicopter, how would you take care of it?
That’s the everyday problem of Sfc, Otto Kinchen, a flight engineer with the Army’s 

54th Transportation Company at Fort Sill, Okla, His job is the care and feeding of the 
giant 15-ton H-37, No. 646, the free world’s largest helicopter. It cost the government 
a million dollars.^

Kinchen gets his ship ready for flight, checks its operation c<mstantly while in flight 
and sees to normal maintenance and repairs. His men are SP6 Boyd B, Slater, crew 
chief; SP4 Ben H. Walden, non-flying mechanic, and Pfc. William P. Brown, non-fljring 
mechanic’s helper.

A veteran of World War 11 and Korea, Kinchen has over six years experi«ice in 
helicopters. He was among the first groups trained for H-37s when they were introduced 
a little over a year ago. After a six-week intensive course, he was assigned to the 54th 
Transportation Company and to No. 646.

Sgt. Kinchen has been caring for No.646 ever since.
