RALEIGH ÍAP)—Terry Sanford 
called today for a boost in State 
Highway CommiBaloii ipembership 
with the individual commissioners 
vested with broad authority over 
secondary road m atters.

But, Sanford added, he would 
retain the present statewide con­
cept in planning and building pri­
mary highways.

At a news conference before 
setting out for anotber week of 
campaigning in his race for gov­
ernor, Sanford also had praise for 
the Hodges administration — par­
ticularly in its industrialization 
program.

He said he feels it will be nec­
essary for the next General As­
sembly to boost taxes to carry on 
and expand governmental serv­
ices, *‘but it won’t be nearly as 
much as some people think.” 

Sanford told reporters he had 
received much favorable reaction 
to his suggestion of last week that 
the four candidates for governor 
aoft-peddle the school segregation
ISSlMi.

He said he considers it a ma­
jor issue, but “ e v e r y o n e  I ’ve 
talked to agrees we ought to ap­
proach it calmly and not make it 
the basis of charge and counter­
charge.”

“I think the people know pretty 
well what they want to do about 
It." Sanford added, “ and I feel 
that no candidate is going to 
make any moves for a radical de­
parture from the North Carolina 
approach.”

Sanford emt^iasized that in the 
programs he has outlined he has 
been talking about long . range 
goals — particularly in education 
and highways.

“I haven’t any short - range 
cures for anything, and I haven’t 
suggested any.” he asserted.

He aaid the aame thing goes tor 
highways because “ obviously we 
cannot pave 18.000 miles of roads 
In four years.”

Sanford was asksd if he oonsid-

ers the Hodges administration has 
been a “ hold the line” administra­
tion.

“I’ve never said It has been,” 
he answered. “I have said the 
governor has done a Job that will 
be long-remembered and is na­
tionally-recognized — certainly in 
the field of industrial develop­
ment.”

But. he added. “ I don’t  think 
the present administration has 
moved with as much vision in edu­
cating children as it has in bring­
ing in new Industry,”

In answer to another question. 
Sanford said he had found “ more 
dissatisfaction about the Highway 
Commission” among the people 
than any other one thing. “They 
feel this commission is unap­
proachable and they cannot com­
municate with the members.” He 
said he did not think the Job can 
be done with onlr seven commis- 
timters.

Evacuate 2 Hospitals 
As Flames Threaten

MEMPHIS (AP) — Towering 
flames raced with explosive speed 
through a iMseball park Sunday 
night. They destroyed a city block 
of shops and scorched the walls 
of two hospttals.

A human chain of workers hasti­
ly passed 88 babies to safety and 
then evacuated the mothers from 
maternity wards as 100>foot-high 
flames charred City Hospital win­
dow frames and shattered big 
glass panes.

The hospitals. Red Ooss work­
ers, fire and poUee officials re­
ported no serious injuries. Dam­
age was estimated a t  about one 
million d(dlars.

There was no panic when De-uty 
Fire C îief J . D. Johnson warned 
the 14-atory Baptist Hospital to 
prepare for evacuation and 200 
patients were moved to inner halls 
during the crisis.

The Baptist Hospital lobby was 
a  mess. Every grwmd floor win­
dow was out. Floors were clut­
tered with .overturned furniture, 
fire hoses and glass.

James Hatmaker. a  young City 
Hospital attendant, said the fire 
began in the left field grandstand 
“ and seemed to whirl through the 
stands.”

fanned right and left and enve­
loped a block of stores.

Miss Baker said the group felt 
it lacked ample time to explore 
any pr(^osal fw a program of se­
lective buying as an economic 
weapon to back up its fight.

Only one serious clash was re­
ported. Near P<m1 Elizabeth, a  Ne­
gro police sergeant was attacked 
and badly injured by ( ^ e r  Ne­
groes as he went to work. Anotber 
Negro policeman managed to es­
cape. Later six Negroes were ar­
rested and charged with assault

Police reported all quiet in Jo­
hannesburg an African ' town­
ships surrounding this metropolis 
up to noon. Most sttNnes were 
closed and the sonny streets were 
largely deserted.

Negroes employed in hotels and 
apartment houses appeared to be 
on the job. but many of ttwse 
live in the buildings where they

work or nearby. Their wwidng
was no indication of the sentiment 
of Africans in native townships.

In the first violence of the week, 
a group of Negroes attacked and 
seriously injured a Negro police 
sergeant on his way to work in 
Port Elizabeth. An attempt was 
made on another Negro police: 
man shortly after, but he resisted 
and escaped unharmed. Police ar­
rested six Negro suspects.

The government mobilized all 
police forces throughout the na­
tion for the* first test (Of strength 
with the country’s leading Negro 
political organization since it went 
underground.

Strong police patrols kept a 
watch on Negro settlements 
around m ajor urban areas.

Hundreds oft housands of Ne­
groes who wcu-k in the big cities 
and environs were caught in Uie 
political squeeze. The government 
wanwd anyone staying away from 
work faced loss of U»hr Jobs or 
even banishment to native re ­
serves in the remote interior.

A failure of the woiic boycott 
would be interpreted as a  setback 
for the ANC in its campaign to 
force an  easing in the govern­
ment’s  stric t segregati(Hi p e s ie s  
and gain freedmn for Jailed Negro 
leaders.

Police offered protection to Ne­
groes going to work and threat­
ened sharp  action against anyone 
trying to get them to stay home—

either by persuasion or intimidap
tion.

Most of the known ANC leaders 
have been Jailed, but the thou­
sands of strike p a m j^ ts  that 
flooded Johannesburg and o tb^  
areas indicated effective under­
ground machinery has been set 
up.

The Johannesburg Golden City 
Post, a Sunday paper for Negroes, 
said a large number of Africans 
had been arrested for distributing 
the stay-at-home leaflets.

De Gaulle spent the Easter holi­
day at his county home resting for 
the grueling trip and polishing the 
speeches be will make. He will 
deliver most of them from mem­
ory, De Gaulle Is bothered by bad 
eyesight and hates to read texts 
in public.

This will mark the third official 
foreign visit by De Gaulle since 
becoming p r e s i d e n t .  He has 
visited Italy and earlier this 
month scored a  personal triumph 
on a state visit to Britain.

De Gaulle left behind  ̂him a 
worsening domestic farm crisis, a 
threat of demonstrations by dis­
contented miners and increasing 
military activity by rebels in Al­
geria.

Premier Michel Debre will have 
to face alone opposition censure 
motions against De Gaulle’s pol­
icies when the National Assembly 
reconvenes April 26. Deputies are 
angry because the president re­
fused to call an emn-gency as-

crisis although a majority of the 
Assembly petitioned for it.

The farm ers are worried be­
cause farm  income is not keeping 
pace with the rising cost of items 
they need to purchase. While De 
Gaulle was in Britain two w e ^  
ago farm ers held mass nationwide 
demonstrations that developed in­

Experts Seek Cause Of
Space Csq>sule Failure

VANDENBERG AIR FORCE 
BASE. Calif. (AP) — Air Force 
scientists studied radio messages 
from space today, hoping to learn 
why 300 pounds of instruments 
didn’t come back when they 
called.

The Instrument-laden capsule of 
the Discoverer XI satellite was 
supposed to drop out oi orbit and 
descend near Hawaii. C119 Flying 
Boxcars were waiting to snag its 
parachute on trapezes hung be­
neath their fuselages. Instead, it 
stayed in orbit.

The capsule separated from  the 
rocket when scientists signaled it 
to do so Saturday afternoon.

‘We know it separated okay.” 
Lt. Col. Lee Battle, director of the 
Discoverer project system said 
Sunday.

“We know the retro-rocket fired. 
But we don’t know yet why it 
didn’t  come down.”

The capsule sent out radio mea*

sages as It sped high over Hawaii,
apparently following the 19-foot 
second-stage rocket which had 
helped carry it aloft from this big 
missile base on Friday.

Then the capsule radio, really 
a homing beacon to aid waiting 
planes and ships in finding it, went 
dead. A transmitta* in the rocket 
kept broadcasting, however.

‘Last we heard, it was stiQ 
playing away.” said Col. Battle. 
“It’ll probably keep playing for a 
couple of days- Our stations are 
still listening, and they’re getting 
some p re t^  good experiments 
from It.”

Because it doesn’t have a  work­
ing transmitter, tiie capsule is 
hard to track.

‘It could have come down al­
ready,” said Col. Battle. “Chr it 
could have gone off in some en­
tirely different direction.”

Air Force experts termed the 
Discoverer XI the most successful 
in the series of tests so far.

The water used in the household 
steam Iron may determine how 
long the iron will last and give 
good service, according to Miss 
Mamie Whlsnant, home manage­
ment specialist for the N. C. Agri­
cultural Extension Service.

She advises using distilled wat­
er—or water which has been de­
mineralized or “deionized”. Min­
erals in hard water will gradually 
clog the steam valves and vents 
of the Iron. How fast such clog­
ging occurs depends on the hard­
ness of the water and how much 
the Iron Is used. Minerals in water 
that has been treated with pack­
aged softeners also can cause simi­
lar difficulty in Irons.

Manufacturers’ leaflets of in­
structions which come with new 
steam irons emphasize the need 
for using distilled water espcclaUy 
In areas where the water supply 
is very hard. Though stores sell 
bottled fluid to clean out clogged 
irons, both clogging and clean­
ing can be avoided by using water 
that contains no minerals.

Water May 
Of Iron

Distilled water usually can be 
purchased at drug stores. Com­
mercial laundries and dry clean­
ers sometimes have distilled water 
to sell but are more likely to have 
only softened water which may 
not be demineralized. This is a 
point to check before buying.

Homemakers who find difficulty 
in purchasing distilled water may 
collect rain water for use in irons. 
To be sure of getting clean rain 
water that is not discolored, col­
lect In a clean glass or enamel 
container, then filter through a 
cloth. Avoid rain water which has 
run off roofs or trees. It is likely 
to be discolored or soiled. Rain 
water is likely to be cleaner after 
It has rained an hour or so than 
at the start of the rainfall.

Asparagus 
In Season

RALEIGH—When fresh aspara­
gus comes In quantity to markets, 
it’s a welcome sign of spring to 
family food-shoppers. Asparagus 
is one of the few fresh v^etables 
that still has only one season. Its 
season is spring-February into 
June.

The earliest shipments come 
from southern California. Thla 
year the sudden warm weather in 
california after a late spring 
brought unusuaUy large supplies of 
fine asparagus to market in 
March. California tops all other 
stetes in the quantity of aspara­
gus produced for fresh market and 
procea^ing.

Miss Jo Earp, food and nutrition 
specialist for the N. C. Agricul­
tural Extension Service, says the 
early stalks usually are tenderest, 
thickest, and Juiciest. When stalks 
taper to pencil-thin size, growers 
usually stop cutting.

To prepare asparagus, remove 
ends of stems, if they are tough, 
and strip the small leaf-scales off 
sulks. Then wash.

An easy way to cook whole ten­
der stalks of asparagus is to lay 
them flat in boiling water, cover 
the pan and boU Just tender. Al­
low 10 to 20 minutes. An electric 
skillet is convenient for this pur­
pose, homemakers report.

Many people like hot cooked as­
paragus served with a sauce — 
cheese sauce, or Hollandalse sauce, 
f<DT example. Some like it with a 
litUe salad oil and lemon Juice. 
Whatever sauce or seasoning Is 
used, use Just enough to enhaunce 
but not overshadow the delicate 
natural flavor and color of the 
vegetable.

W ith the filing period for candidates for the May Democratic primary having closed, voters of Pitt 
Pitt County, like others throughout the state, now have six w eeks in which to study the candidates before elec­
tion day.W e urge the people of this county to study care­
fully the full slate of candidates for the various coun­ty, state and federal offices who will be subject to the Maj  ̂ 28 primary. Since nomination in a Democrat­

Woodrow W. Woofen of Falkland. Wooten announced sometime ago he would not seek re-election and tw o  
candidates, Stancill Dilda and Bruce Strickland are running for the office.

In the race for representative for the 14-county First Congressional District, Congressman Herbert C. Bonner of W ashington is seeking re-election to his 
eleventh consecutive term in office. Also running for  the post is W alter B. Jones who has represented Pitt 
County in the North Carolina House of Representatives for the past three sessions.

For the office of governor of North Carolina four candidates are seeking the nom ination: Terry Sanford, Malcolm Sea well, John Larkins and I. Beverly Lake. The race for lieutenant governor includes C. V. Henkle 
of Statesville, Cloyd Philpdtt of Lexington and David McConell of Charlotte.

The outcome of the primary will also determine 
whether Sen. B. Everette Jordan retains the seat in th e Senate he now holds, or whether it will be filled  by Speaker of the House Addison H ew lett of W ilming­ton.

Each of the offices— local, state and national—  
is important. It is the responsibility of each voter to carefully evaluate the candidates for each position be­
fore he goes to the polls in May. We trust the people of Pitt w ill give careful consideration to the positions 
and to the candidates between now and the primary.

Two Political GhostsInto Busy Hours Just Might show Up

McConnell running third. P re ­diction as to  which of the two will be high m an depends upon the affiliation of the fellow m ak­ing the guess.ENIGMA — Beveraly Lake 
poses the b ig  question m ark  in the governor’s  contest, as he has 
since he w as firs t mentioned as a likely candidate. Apparently he 
has less m oney and a  less coherent organization than any of the o thers. He is depending 
largely upon a  spontaneous turn out of independent silent voters. That type of support is impossible to pinpoint or evaluate. It is the 
kind of thing th a t causes practi­cal politicans to pull their hair and bite tíieir finger naiLs.

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With increasing consistency the names of Nelson  Rockefeller and Adlai Stevenson are being injected in­
to speculation on the major party presidential nomi­nations that will be made this summer.

A few  months ago both these formidable politi­cians were considered out of the running for the top  
nominations of their respective parties. Gov. Rocke­fe ller  of N ew  York said he was not a candidate for 
the nomination, but now the astute political observers say he did not mean he wouldn’t accept the honor, and probably would not try to block a backstage maneuver in his behalf.

A few  months ago also Adlai Stevenson W’as con­sidered out of the Democratic nomination picture be­cause he had twice received the nomination and tw ice  he had been defeated. Most of his time in the past four years has been spent in foreign travel, which has 
le ft  him little time to be in the new's spotlight in this country.

As convention time draws closer, it appears that Vice President Nixon still must be concerned about an effort to nominate Rockefeller. And while Sens. Ken­
nedy, Humphrey, Johnston and Symington fight it out among them selves for convention support, they con­tinue to be haunted by the shadow of Stevenson. Grad­
ually  moving from the background into the whirlwind  of political activity, Stevenson may also be picking up considerable “second-choice’’ support in case some­
thing happens to deadlock the Democratic convention.

Both Stevenson and Rockefeller are at the moment dark horses in the presidential nomination sw eep­stakes. But neither is nearly as much in the background as w'as the ca,se a few  months ago. W hile they may not 
consider them selves front-running contenders for nom­inations, it is evident that a good many other people 
around the country are coming more and more to that view^point.

National political conventions usually bring sur­
prises as they develop, and it is not entirely unlikely  th at Gov. Nelson Rockefeller and Adlai Stevenson will 
figure in the surprises that come out of the 1960 con­ventions.

E igh t weeks ago this column discussed the  amazing and  sud­

den shift of opinion on the bus­iness outlook. The shift w^as 
from  alm ost unanimous optim­ism  to som ething close to pes­
sim ism  for 1960. There now has been another significant change. 
This time it is back to optim­ism .A perfect exam ple of th is  la t­
es t change was provided a t  a 
dinner of business men and bus­iness economLsts a few days 
ago. At the dinner there were 26 business m en and six econ­
om ists who expressed their 
views on the curren t situation 
and outlook. E very  single one 
of them was optimistic for the im m ediate future, and between them  they represented p ret­
ty  well every industry in the nation.

What has caused such an up­w ard  trend in their views in a 
few weeks? Probably the cor­re c t  answer is a hundred or a 
thousand things. But the follow­ing unquestionably have been im portant.

. Realization that the sharp  
stock m arket decline was not based upon anything definite in 
the business trend—that the de­cline was because the m arket 
had become too high and m ust have an adjustm ent. Along with 
tliLs goes the belief tha t we m ay well have seen the low of 
the m arket for this year.. Conviction tha t the wave of 
pessim ism  of two and three m onths ago w as unw arranted— th a t it was based upon tem por­a ry  factors and disappointm ent over the failure of busine.ss to do as well as had been forecast.

. Certainly tha t tliLs Congress is not going to be as bad as had been feared—that som e un- 
w'ise biUs m ay be passed and 
become law’, but none of these will be of a charac ter which 
will force the business trend down, or throw us into an im- 
media,te recession.

. Evidence that as the weath­
e r  is getting better business Ls 
picking up. This is especially 
evident In re ta il sales, but Ls al­so is true In almost every line, 
even though wc do not yet have 
m uch national data which show it.

. Belief th»t a real and se r­

ious effort will be made thLs 
fall to elect conservatives to the 
Congress—conservatives of both parties — and tha t the re’s  a 
chance of sufficient success to assure that the next Congress 
will not be predom inantly uniop- 
controlled.

. recognition tha t it Ls better 
to have m erely good business 
than a  boom—that a 6.1 or 6.2 million automobile year Ls far 
from a  depression level, and the sam e is true of 1.2 million pri­
vate housing s ta rts .. Certainly that the worst of 
the so-called tight money is over—that while interest ra tes  
probably will rise again, they will not exceed the previous 
highs, and those with good credit ra ting  w'ill be able to get 
loans without too much trouble.This swing to optimism does 
not m ean that every business or even every industry is going 
to have great prosperity this year. Neither does It m ean we 
have solved our underlying problem s—international deficit, 
foreign competition, labor monopolies, bad tax system , too 
much governm ent spending, danger of inflation, bad legis­lation, and so on.But the swing to optimism 
does mean tha t over-all we should have a good year and 
that none of these problem s should explode in our faces a t 
least during the next several months. Granted, It is no tim e for complacency, but if we all do our part w'e should have a 
gradually rising business trend for the rem ainder of I960.—

wage ra te s  In the United States? 
Not accura te  at all, say pro­
minent industria l leaders in a new move to make BLS reports 
conform to the true s ta te  of con­ditions. United States Steel Steel Corp., the largest heavy metals producer, reports wage 
rate  indices do not reflect the actual cost of an hoar’s  work to 
industry since they ignore the so- called “ fringes” which mean so 
much in contract negotiations.Firm  sta tisticians rep w t that 
since 1940 the total cost of an 
hour’s work fw  a “ typical” com­pany em ploye rose from 94 cents to a whopping $4. but that the 
la tter figure is 30 per cent more than the governm ent compiled 
wage ra te  for the steel industry. 
The big disparity, says U.S. Steel, resu lts  from the govern­
m ent’s  exclusion of the effects of 
payments for time off and for employe benefits.Why the Bureau of Labor 
Statistics ignores the economic 
weight of fringe benefits on actual wage costs is something 
BLS should be made to answer for. Actually, fringe benefits in 
many latter-day  wage contracts exceed hourly pay raises, and for 
the Bureau of Labor Statistics to 
ignore these factors presents a cockeyed picture of wage rates. It is alm ost the sam e as an in­come tax re tu rn  totting up only 
take-home wages while ignor­
ing such fringes as bonuses and stock dividends.

ken up and he chased Ava Gard­ner around the world In the 
p iost advanced press agentry. His wife. Nancy S inatra , never 
rem arried  but F rankie  the Ty­
coon and Ava G ardner kissed 
in pubhc, quarrelled  in public, 
divorced in public and m ade a 
spectacle of them selves in pub­lic.

Then F rank  decided tha t he would do DO m ore of his funny 
singing, tha t he would become a serious acto r and surprising­
ly. he did rem arkab ly  well. At any rate, he appeared in a num ber of m otion pictures and 
television shows. No longer wed 
to anyone, S in a tra  dated , as 
they call it, a num tíer of women, 
most of whom were duly report­
ed In the peep-hole columns. 
How would the  peep-holers know 
about it If no one told them?

So Frank S inatra  decided to 
become a big businessm an and

BABSON PARK. M ass . -  Out­standing in the early  i960 crop 

outlook is the fac t tha t the gov­ernm ent’s recen t report on w*o- 
spective plantings shows six in­creases and ten decreases, with 
the total for the sixteen crops covered only m oderately under a  
year ago. H ere a re  som e high­
lights of the outlook for the farm  
situation in general. ^

F arm ers Intend to plarit only slightly m ore acreage to com  
U.an a  year ago, when a record  crop of 4,361,000.000 bushels w as 
harvested. A lot of this old-cft>p com  is still hanging around. 
Thus, barring sev ere  d am i^ c  to the I960 cro p , the re  should bo 
plenty for 1960-1961 needs. Sor­ghum grain also should be in 
generous supply, since planting intentions a rc  down only 0.4 per 
cen t from the 1959 acreage^ which produced a  whopping 
579.000,000 bushels.Indicated a c rra g e s  for barley  
and oats a re  down 3.7 per cen t 5.2 per cent respectively , from a 
year ago. H owever, this is no cause for a la rm , a t  least in the 
case  of barley. L ast y ear 's  crop  
was 32 per ce n t above acreage, 
and total stocks recently w ere well over the ftve-year av e r­
age. In the ca se  of oats, the 19S9 crop was U)e sm allest since 
1939. and total stocks are  sh a rp ­
ly under a y ear ago and the five- 
y ea r average. Crop progress of this grain should be w atched 
closely this yea r, since any ex­tensive dam age could resu lt in a  
tight supply situation .

Intended plantings of all spring wheat a re  down 4.6 p e r 
cen t from a  y ea r ago. Including acreage planted to winter w heat 
last fall, total acreage wiU be down less than  1,000,000 acres 
from that p lanted  for the 1959 crop, which w as well under the
1958 outturn, but som ew hat above average. G iven favorable 
weather, the 1960 crop, plus the  
carryover next Ju ly  I. should 
provide ample to ta l supplies for 
1960-1961. G row ers Intend to 
plant a little m ore  acreage to rice  than a y ea r ago. Any pro­
duction Increase should ce r­tainly not glut the m arket.

There ahould be no dearth  of d ry  beans nex t season, even 
though growers p lan  to cut ac re ­
age 1.3 per cent. L ast yea r’s  crop 
was large and com peU tlm  from  
o ther protein foods wiU con­tinue keen. Sum m er and fall 
potato acreage, which accounts 
for the bulk of the total crop , m ay  be upped 1 per cent over 1959. Potatoes, however, will re ­
tail high«-.

The acreage trend in U S. 
flaxseed has been steadily  down­
w ard since 1956. The Indicated 
cu t this year is a  negligible 
0.4 per cent. However, since the
1959 crop was relatively  sm all 
and rem aining stocks recently  were only about 50 per cent of 
the five-year average for the 
date, supplies for 1960-61 should 
cause higher prices.

The s ta r  perfo rm er, as far as  
planting intentions go, is the 
versatile aoybean, with an In­
crease of 6.4 per cent; this 
would be the second highest 
acreage on reco rd . Soybean 
growers evidently have faith in their product, desp ite  cuts in the price-support levcL Even though 
a record crop could be produced 
on this acreage, it probably need 
not prove burdensom e. The long­er-term  trend of to ta l con­
sumption still ap p ea rs  to be up­ward.

The num ber of cattle and calves on fa rm s hits a record  
high of 101,520.000 h e a d -u p  13 per cent from the 1949-1958 aver­
age. Consumers should buy beef 
for less during 1960, although no 
runaw ay liquidation is likely this year. Outstanding in the hog 
situation is an indicated 11 per cen t cut in the 1960 w rin g  pig 
crop com pared with a  year e a r­lier. This could m ean  higher 
pork prices.

I realize, of course, that acre­
ages actually p lanted  m ay tu rn  out to be la rg e r or sm aller than Indicated in this report: but
1960 could be a  fairly  good y ea r for Ü.S. fa rm ers . On® thing readers  may count on is low er 
gasoline prices, tax  excluded. This is owing to a  surplus of oil 
and the increased demand for sm all “ com pact” foreign and 
domestic cars which can operate 35 miles to th® gallon.

University of Wisconsin 
boxer who suffered a brain injury 
in a collegiate title bout April 9, 
died Sunday.

“His death is a great, tragic 
loss,” said Coach Vern Woodward. 
“Charlie was symbolic of all that 
is fine in college boxing.”

Mohr died without regaining 
consciousness from the time he 
was admitted to the hospital, less 
than an hour after he walked out 
of the ring following a National 
Collegiate Athletic Assn. 165-pound 
title bout with Stu Bartell of San 
Jose State.

The fight was stopped in the 
second round after Mohr fell un­
der Bartell’s attack. He jumped 
to his feet and took a mandatory 
nine-count but remained dazed 
dazed and defenseless. Mohr was 
rushed to a hospital when he com­
plained to team physican Dr. John 
H. Flinn that he felt sleepy. By 
the time the ambulance arrived. 
Mohr was unconscious.

A team of surgeons tried to stop 
the bleeding of Mohr’s massive 
brain hemorrhage during a  three- 
hour operation.

The immediate cause of death 
was failure of vital centers in the 
brain to respond.

VATICAN CITY (AP) — Pope 
John  X X in  expressed sorrow  in 
his E aste r m essage Sunday for 
those suffering  because of race 
or denial of th e ir  civil righ ts.

Addressing 150,000 p e r s o n s  
standing in th e  rain in the great 
square  beftwe St. P e te r's  basilica, 
th e  78-year-old pontiff called  men 
to the peace of the risen  Christ 
in a world plagued by rac ia l in­
tolerance.

In an obvious reference to the 
N egro’s ra c e  problem, he said: 
"A nd our sorrowing gaze turns 
also to the o ther children of God 
everyw here, suffering because of 
race  or econom ic .cMiditlons. at 
once com plex and giving reason 
for anxiety, o r through the limita^ 
tion on the exercise of the ir na­
tu ra l and c iv il rigltís.’’

The ru ler of the Roman Catholic 
Church pu t special em phasis on 
rac ia l to le rance during Holy 
Week.

On Holy T hursday he perform ed! 
the trad itional ceremony of wash­
ing the feet of 13 persons, em ulat­
ing Christ a t  the Last Supper. For 
the first tim e those chosen Includ­
ed Negroes, a  Japanese. W est In­
dians and a  Polynesian.

Before g iv ing his E a s te r  mes­
sage, the pontiff sent special 
greetings to Laurian C ardinal Ru- 
gam bwa of Tanganyika, first 
Negro to be elevated to prince­
dom in the church. The prelate 
has been 111 in a Rome hospital 
s ince be received  his red  h a t last 
month.

The pope also dealt w ith com­
m unism  in h is message.

"On one s id e  stands Christ, to­

gether with his representative* 
and his followers in the church, 
ra ised  up in bolines* and Iwother- 
ly love,’’ he dec lared . "And with 
the church th u s blessed there 
abide sound doctrine, truth, ju s t­
ice and peace.”

On the o ther side, he sa id , 
"rally ing support, is the anti- 
C hristian sp irit which is erro r, a 
false idea of personal and social 
life, excessive power and even 
physical violence, evil and ru in ­
ous disaster.”

They m ay be sending pi, for 
exam ple. This is the ratio  of the 
circum ference of a circle to  its 
d iam eter. It is a non-stop num ­
ber. You can work out its dec im al 
places until your head aches and 
you’ll never finish. Worked out to 
eight decim al places it is 3-14159- 
265 (plus).

I t will take astronom ers a t 
G reen Bank weeks to anyalyze the 
f irs t batch of tape, even w ith the 
help of a com puter. But any m es­
sage from out there has been 11 
years  en route, so a little delay  
in translating won’t m atte r.

" I f  they ever do get pi from  
the sky.” one newsm an sa id , " i t  
will be the sto ry  of the ag e s .” 

“ Y es,” replied a skeptical col­
league. "especially  if i t ’s  pi a  la 
m ode.”
