The hated national police, sym­bol of Rhee’s autocratic rule, had disappeared from the streets. Keeping order in their place were army troops and university stu­dents detailed by the military authorities. The military remained in command under martial law proclaimed last week in Seoul and oth«* major cities.
The Health Ministry announced that 20 persons were killed and 238 injured in the rioting Monday night and Tuesday which pre­

ceded Rhee’s promise to resign and the frenzied excitement that followed his announcement. This brought tlK nationwide dead to 150 since the “bloody Tuesday" riots April 19 that stahed Rhee’s downfall.Sporadic violence cimtinued in Pusan and Taegu, Korea’s sec­ond and third largest cities, and in the port of Masan, birthplace of the revolt against Rhee.Rhee was secluded in the presi- dential mansion. There was spec­ulation that he would return to the United States, where he lived for years befwe and during WOTld War n  as an exile propagandizinc for the independence of his J l47SQp ese-occupied country.

U.S. Plans Moon 
Shot In 2 Years

WASHINGTON (AP) — Within two years the United l^ te s  plansto hit the moon with a 500-pound space packaga — something the Soviets accomplished last year.The American moon shot, as now projected, will have these dif­ferences :1. The package that smashes on the moon’s surface will have tele­vision cameras grinding away un­til the last instant, which should produce extreme closeup views of the moon.2. The rocket also will carry a 300-pound piggyback package of instruments that will break loose and make a softer landing on the moon. These instruments, it is hoped, win survive the landing and radio back Important information about the earth’s only natural sat­ellite.Soviet scientists last Sept. 13 made a buUseye on the moon with Lunik II, an 860-pound spacecraft. This vehicle had no cameras, and was destroyed by the impact.Then on Oct. 6 the Soviets photo­graphed the hidden backside of

the moon with Lunik m , whidi sent the pictures back to earth and later went into odbit around the sun. That vehicle wdghed 614pounds.The U S. moon plan, onnocmeed Tuesday by the National Aeronau­tics and Space Admlnistratioi^ stack up favorably with SoviH feats. Together the package* would weigh about 800 pounds. It the soft instrument landing works it could be the first time man has sent a  machine to the moon that would continue to function after landing.NASA said the project would cost about 10 million dollars.The 300-pound instrument pack­age would be detached from the parent craft 20 to 25 miles above the moon’s surface.The instrument package wod|d include a seismometer, to recoid any moon-quakes or large meteor Impacts on the lunar surface, sev­eral temperature recording de­vices and other instruments. They would function for about a mpntb after landing.

3y Use Of Chemicals

RALEIGH—Few of the conveni­
ent foods we enjoy today would be 
possible without the use of chemi­
cals. Throughout the years, we 
have accepted our foods on the 
market as safe and wholesqme.

Mrs. Ruby P. Uzzle, consumer 
marketing specialist for the li. C. 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
says the practice of adding chemi­
cals to food is a very old one. 
“The fact is, of course, that chem­
ical additives or food additive, as 
they are now being called, have 
brought about great Improvements 
in the American food supply,” says 
Mrs. Uzzle. “Additives like potas­
sium iodide in salt and vitamins 
in enriched food products are 
making important contributicms to 
the health of our people.

Some of the food additives are 
coloring agents, flavoring material, 
mold inhibltia-s, anto-oxidants, 
emulsifiers, bleaching agents, and 
substances to prevent caking of 
powders.

'Gardens 
Used By

Of lopicme Bible’
W.M, Howorc.

’The Rev. W. M. Howard, Jr., 
minister of Jarvis Memorial Meth­
odist ChUrch, spoke to the Green­
ville Garden Club at its meeting 
Friday afternoon. Introduced by 
the Prografii Chairman, Mrs. Sam 
Mitchell, as “an able and enthusi­
astic gardener”, Rev. Howard 
spoke on “Gardens of the Bible”.

Rev. Howard chose three gar­
dens in particular in scripture: the 
Garden of Eden, The Garden of 
Gethsemane, and the Garden of 
Joseph of Arimathaea.

The Garden of Eden was an ex­
ample of a large garden, though 
Rev. Howard emphasized the size 
of a garden did not matter, for 
large or small “He who makes a 
garden works hand in hand with 
God”.

Here in the Garden of Eden was 
a real “partnership with God.”

Continuing he said that this was 
perhaps a mythical garden—where 
flowers and fruits grew in abun­
dance and no work required—the 
type of garden people are still 
searching for.

Whether true or not. It was 
“without question a wonderful de­
scription of nfan's spiritual ex­
perience”, said Rev. Howard.

In telling the story of the Gar­
den of Gethsemane. Rev. Howard 
showed a copy of Hoffman’s pic­
ture “Christ in Gethsemane”, 
which he called "unforgettable, 
with its single shaft of light com­
ing from above lightening the 
picture of Christ praying in the 
Garden” This was a “garden of

decision”.
The Garden of Arimathaea was 

the private garden of a rich man
really the family cemetery—and 

the scene of The Resurrection. 
This was the garden of a man 
whose love and devotion had him 
risk his life to give the body of 
Jesus a resting place.

“Life began in a garden and the 
last hope of man was reborn In a 
garden.”

It happens every election day: ^A would-be voter goes to the polls in the precinct 
in which he lives with the intention of casting a ballot 
for the candidates of his choice. He walks up to the 
poll holders, gives his name and waits for a ballot.The poll.holder, after checking the registration 
book for the precinct, informs the woiild-be voter i.e 
is not registered and therefore is not eligible to parti­
cipate in the election.- The would-be voter goes away from the polling place feeling unkindly toward the poll holder, and disgruntled at himself for not having remembered to register during the registration period.How many times will the  scene be repeated on 
May 28, the day of the Democratic primary?That depends on how many people who are not now re¿Mtered remember to register during the three- 
week period beginning this coming Saturday.On this Saturday, April 30, and on .May 7 and 
May 14, the registration books will be open at each of the ‘25 polling places in P itt  County. Residents of the county who are not registered for the forthcoming primary will have the opportunity to get their names on the registration books on each of those Saturdays. 
Those who are not properly registered by May 14 will 
not be eligible to participate in the May 28 election.There are in Pitt, as in every other county, a good many people who are not registered. Since the la.st 
state-wide primary a good many people have moved into Pitt from other places. Many people within the county have changed their place of residence from 
one precinct to another. There are also a good many

'-actional Lines
Are Obliteratec.

By LYNN N18BET PACTIONS — The current etm paifu for Governor, Senator and other top offices has clearly demonstrated one t t ^ .  The factional lines which for 40 years divided the Democratic party in North Carolina into two major groups have been completely obliterated. Concur- renth^ with decline of factional affiliation in the Democratic party has come lessening of dis­tinction between Democratic and Republican parties.Whether th is trend contributes a good government is m atter of opinion. Many oldtimers who played the game of politics with recognition of responsibility for the dominant faction or party are disturbed about It. During the first decade of the 20th century the queetion was whether the Democrats or the Republicans would control the State. Prom around 1910 until some ten yeans ago the question was which faction of the Democratic party would control. Throughout that period there was no need for a two-party system in the State, because the contesting factions in the Democratic party offered as much choice and provided as much ronteat as was had in most other .states between the major parties.North Carolina had its fights In the Democratic primary, where­as Indiana, Kentucky, Ohio and other areas had to wait until November to see which group would control. That was true, despite (actional alignments lo both parties in those states.
So far as State offices are concerned. North Carolina re­mains safely Democratic, but the record of recent elections rais­es doubt about adherence to the national Democratic ticket. And in State contests factional lines are no longer .significant. None of the present four candidates for Governor can claim with any degree of assurance the full sup­port of any faction in the Demo­cratic party.
FREE WHEELING -  The real reason that all present candidates are free wheeling as to factional support is that there arc no recognizable factions with prestige enough to afford sub­stantial help to any candidate.
Terry Sanford is credited with having the backing of the Kerr Scott faction as nucleus of his or­ganization. The fact is that Kerr Scott never had a coherent or­ganized group behind him. His support was legally personal, and In two campaigns—Frank Gra­ham for the Senate In 1950 and Hubert Olive for Governor in 1952—it was demonstrated that he could not assign that support.
John Larkins is supposed to have the support of most county organizations—sheriffs and the
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people now of voting age who had not reached their 21st birthday by the last general election. And there 
are also those who just haven’t gotten around to get­ting their names on the registration books although 
they have been otherwise eligible to participate in 
elections in the p a s t . 'We urge the citizens of Pitt County who are not registered for the forthcoming election to see that their 
names get on the books during the registration period which begins S a tu ^ a y .  It is not only the right of citi­zens'of a dem ocra ic  government to participate in the election of their officials, but it is also their responsi­bility as good citizens to do so. It is also pa r t  of their citizenship responsibility to see that they are properly 
registered during the prescribed period in order that they will be eligible to participate in the election.

Slnpe the pass­ing of Pumifold Simmons and Max Gardner these county or­ganizations have had decreasing prestige in statewide campaigns-Malcolm Seawell is credited with support of the Hodges ad­ministration. That is another will of the wisp, because Hodges, like Scott, has a lot of personal following intensely loyal to him— but of doubtful susceptibility of transfer to another candidate.Beverly Lake is the free- wheelingest of all the candidates. He boasts that he does not belong to any factional group, and he goes out of his way to snub ail of them.This situation Is in striking contrast with most primary cam­paigns in recent years. To considerable extent It is the reason for the apathy and the slowness of rank and fUe voters to take an open stand in the ranks of any candidate. There is under­standable doubt in minds of the men and women on the streets and farm s whether the candi­dates can make good on prom­ises, or deliver an effective program without support of a more cohesive organization.SUSPICIOUS — Another rea­son for reluctance on part of voters to commit support is grounded in a vague suspicion of the real intent of any candi­date to go all out for his present program, if subsequent events make diversion of emphasis ad­
visable.. One analyst noted last week that the late Kerr Scolt was be­lieved to have “ used" some of his big business and big labor support to further his program for the farmers. That raises question whether the appeal to the branch-head farm group is now being used to nromote busi­ness interests.The candidates regarded as most acceptable to the incum­bent State administration and to the county political organi­zations have criticized these groups and differed so widely on some points, there is question whether they can be regarded as entirely “safe” objects of support. There is noticeably less emphasis on extreme stands with respect to racial segregation and tax policies, and a general trend toward moderation or a middle ground attitude.• In other words, the four candi­dates for the Democratic nomi­nation for Governor apparently have much more common ground than was expected when the campaign began. That may pres­age sounder government, but it is not conducive to enthusiastic rallying of rank and file citizens to any candidate. As one old fellow expressed it, “ If all the bands play the safe tune, what difference does it make which wagon we ride?"

W hat is in store now for South Korea?
The government of President Syngman Rhee has 

toppled under the pressure of riots, demonstrations and violence within the country and from the  ̂ pressure by the United States and other Allied nations which have 
demanded reforms be made in the South Korean gov­
ernment.Fur-12 years Rhee has ruled South Korea with a 
firm hand even though the democratic form of govern­ment prevailed under the county’s new constitution. 
In spite of the fact th a t  Rhee at the moment has lost the support and probably the respect of his people, it was not always so. He has been not only their leader, 
but the national hero of South Korea in times past.There will be the formation of a new government 
of South Korea now tha t the first and only president of the nation has resigned. There will be new elections to remove the stigma attached to charges th a t  Rhee engineered the rigging of the March elections in the 
country to have the results suit his plans for the coun­
try. The big question a t the moment is whether demo­cracy will prevail in the country, or whether the com­munists will succeed now in accomplishing through in­
ternal unrest what they were unable to achieve almost 
a decade ago through armed conflict?There is also reason to believe that the free world 
nations who came to South Korea’s defense during the Korean W ar suspect another possible armed commu­nist thrust from the north during this period of crisis 
in the country.The United States contributed heavily in men and 
material to the defense of South Korea during the na­tion’s fight against the communists. This country has continued to contribute heavily to South Korea in eco­
nomic and military assistance ever since the truce end­
ed the shooting war there.It would be a severe blow to the free world if the internal strife in South Korea permits the communists to gain control of the nation.

Going To Say? Other Eiditors Saying...
D -impossiDie Hromises

By JAMES MARLOWWASHINGTON (AP)—There’S only one gimmick left for the summit conference, but it’s  a beaut.The Western Allies are now all agreed on what they’ll say to Prem ier Nikita Khrushchev. They have a solid front.What they don’t know is what he’ll say to them.If he goes to the May 16 meet- Ihg In Paris in the same mood which seized him Monday, he is going to make it uncomfortable for them.Since the Western Allies were at sixes and sevens on what to do and say at the summit, the first thing for them was to make up their minds.They finally did. Almo.st two weeks ago the Western foreign ministers met here and wound up sounding as much in harmony as a barbershop quartet.Khrushchev wants the West to get its troops out of Berlin. He wants the West to sign separate peace treaties with West Ger­many and Communist East Ger­man. a move which would re­cognize the permanent division of Germany.The West has consistently re­fused to pull out its troeps. in ­
stead of 'separate peace treaties dividing Germany, the West wants the two parts of that country unified.To no one’s surprise, the foreign ministers agreed  ̂ they would stand pat.Khrushchev has his own Ideas about world disarmament. The Western Allies have different ones. The foreign ministers de­cided to stand pat on them. too.Meanwhile, although it didn’t get much publicity, the Wes­tern Allies and the Soviet Union agreed that there would be tiiree subjects on their agenda of things to talk about at the summit: Germany, Including Berlin: dis­armament; and East-West re­lations.Then French President Charles de Gaulle, although the agenda was already agreed on and set­tled. came over to talk to Pre.sident Eisenhower.Since foreign affairs can sometimes get as solemn as a man wearing a high silk hat when all he needs is a derby, what followed was no surprise.After four days of talks bctwefn Eisenhower and De Gaulle, there came an announce­ment of what w'as already well known — that they would pre­sent a solid front to Khrushchev on disarmament and Berlin For good measure they threw in an-' other point. They agreed to talk to Khriuihchev about one of De Uaulle’s pet ideas—getting the West and the Soviet Union to work together a bit in providing aid to backward countries.But Khrushchev, who has a w'ay of tearing up the furniture, seemed dctcrmmed not to let Eisenhower and De Gaulle have a completely plca.''ant day.Away olí in the Soviet oil cen­

ter of Baku he got ugly. It was as If he had been getting a little fed up hearing the Allies an­nounce, before they ever met him at the summit, that he .w'asn’t going to change them a bit on Berlin and Germany.The Allies have always been at a bit of a disadvantage in arguing with Khrushchev about Berlin for very practical reasons.Although the city is linked with West Germany in its sympathy and political thinking, it lies 100 miles inside Communist East Germany, which makes It a little island in a big Communist world.
Its supplies Irom  the West— by rail, water or air—can reach the city only so long as the Communists don’t shut them off.
As if giving the Allies a bang on the head. Khrushchev ad­vised them to show “common sense" when they got to the summit.
If he has to, he said, he’ll sign a separate peace treaty with East Germany and then the Allies could» be shut out of Berlin by air, rail or water.
This could be an awful mesa if he made good on his threat.What the Allies don’t know and can’t guess Is: Will he make good unless they climb down off their horse and yield a bit?

(Washington Dally News)When a man is running for public office, he naturally wants to win. And to win he must get the votes. The desire to get votes sometimes causes a can­didate to accept ideas which might get him some votes but which cannot be applied prac­tically after he is elected.
It makes little difference for what office a m an runs. If he seeks the office of commission­er, representative, congress, or president of the United States, there is usually an inclination to go overboard in certain m at­ters in order to get all fhe votes possible.We heard a candidate recent­ly appealing for votes. This can­didate would Increase the ex­emption on Income taxes by $200. He would pay a bonus to the veterans. He would in­crease the support price on to­bacco. He would pay the teach­ers more money. He would low­er the age at which men and women collect their social se­curity- And at the same time he would not upset the tax structure.When we hear a man who wants to do all these things, we just wonder what the aver­age voter is thinking when he hears such a candidate. If tlie 

average voter will stop and let common sense take over, he will know that what the candi­date proposes cannot possibly be done.In our legislative halls throughout the various Amer­ican states, there are those members who will vote In favor of every appropriation and 
then turn around and vote •gainst every supporting tax.

And they cry from one end of the state to the other about the state not doing this and not doing that, when all the time they are the greatest stumbling 
blocks.

Many a sincere candidate has gone to the polls and been (ftfeatcd because he did not make the outlandish promiseswhich his opponent did. Andwhen a good man of high pur­pose and ability is defeated by a “promiser." then democracy has suffered a staggering blow.
In today’s America no man can offer additional government services, reduce iircome taxes, 

and then not have to comeface to face with the task of finding additional revenue. And any candidate who thinks he has the answer is only fooling hlmseli.
Our farmers today are not asking for an increase in the support prices of tobacco. Some veterans are asking for a bon­us. An increase in the income tax exemption from |600 to $800 would be most welcome. Thatis probably the soundest plank and the most practical promise we heard Üiis candidate offer.
When the great “promis-ars" get elected to high office, the job of those remaining who prefer the status of statesman to politician have a much more difficult job.
If the public will only beware of those who promise the moon and realize that many promises cannot be fulfilled, then Amer­ican legislative bodies will be composed of more statesmen and fewer politicians. And for America that would be a great day.

Soviet Russia will not be able to in­crease Its production and its 
arm ed forces because of a lack of manpower. I t  is the population figures that have influenced Khrushchev to reduce bis mili­tary  manpower and to fight so 
hard for disarmament. Those who have always spoken so glibly about Soviet realism  cannot now attribute Khrushchev’s disarma­m ent to idealism. It is the sam e old realism. Until 1964, be does not have the wherewithal to produce the hardware for a war; therefore until that year, he is strongly in favor of “peace­ful coexistence."Mao Tze-tung is willing to lend 
Khrushchev all the manpower Russia may require. It would mean noth&g to Red China to send 100,000,000 men and women to work in Soviet Russia. Let us imagine what it would mean to have 100,000,000 Chinese living between Irkutsk and Vladivos­tok, In effect that would mean that all of Siberia would become Chinese. In a m atter of 20 years, the CMnese populatiOD there would at least double.Chinese population increase is simple, if birth control is not used, because despite all efforts at social change, the Chinese do not normally believe in mono­gamy and do not practice it. In my experience, I have encoun­tered otherwise devout Chinese Christians who practiced poly­gamy. That w'as, of course. In pre-Communist China, but the population figures of Red China, if a t all believable, would indi­cate that polygamy must still be practiced. Smooth Opening For 
Musical Production

The inning night of “Annie 

Get your Gun” was as smooth 
a one* as this community has 
witnessed since the advent of the 
annual musical production several 
years ago. By smooth, I mean 
that there weren’t the usual open­
ing night hitches which one ex­
pects to find. By all standards it 
was the best staged musical which 
has ever hit the McGinnis stage. 
The sets, which really looked most 
professional, were struck and 
placed with such professionalism 
that one could scarcely believe 
his eyes. This added im­
measurably to the smoothness of 
the production, and James Brewer, 
who not only' did the sets but also 
acted as dramatic director, should 
be highly praised for these im­
portant aspects of the production.

Cast-wise, some exceedingly fine 
talent was evidenced by most of 
the characters. Jane Murray was 
delightful in the lead role; at times 
she reminded one of Judy Canova 
with that drawl of hers. Frankly,

I thought she handled the dra­
matic end of her role better than 
the musical one. Not that she 
didn’t sing well, but somehow her 
velvety contralto singing voice 
lacked the cutting edge which 
most of her songs required, and 
one had to stop and look twice to 
make sure that the same person 
was doing both the speaking and 
the singing. Yet in spite of this, 
she seemed well cast, and certainly 
put herself completely into her 
role.

Ronnie Knouse was equally well 
cast as Prank Butler, and his 
speaking and singing voices seem­
ed one and the same. Actually, his 
handling of his songs added con­
siderably to the , musical quality 
the show possessed. Especially 
well done was his duet with 
Annie, “They Say It’s Wonderful.’’

Ashlynn Maulden and Leland 
Knight as the couple in love added 
a real freshness and efferves­
cence to the production, not­
withstanding that Mr, Knight was 
a wee bit late twice in beginning

his songs. (Watching the condui^or 
would have corrected this.) It 
would be physically impossible to 
comment upon each person in the 
east, but I feel that mention should 
be made of Zuill BaUey, George 
Seymour, Kenneth Ginn, Dottie 
Flynn, and Bob Kornegay whose 
portrayals were all well done.

So far as the dancing is con­
cerned, the indian ceremonial 
dance, with James Gillikin in the 
lead, (he also did the choreo­
graphy), and the ball room
scene were the two high-spots in
this aspect of the production. The 
latter was so well timed and 
executed that without too much 
stretch of the imagination one
might almost think it was the 
Arthur Murray dancing party. 
Some of the dances in the earlier 
part of act one seemed to border 
too much on the ballet to be in 
keeping with the character of the 
show. The dancers themselves, 
though, were well chosen, and 
evidenced careful training.

The man who held the whole 
show together was Donald Hayes, 
and to him should go a large share 
of the praise. His tempi were all 
good, and.with one exception, I did 
not feel that the orchestra over­
powered the singers. This was 
partially due. too, to the well 
placed amplification system, which 
waa kept under control and in good 
balance throughout the production.

I must admit that the reactions 
I overheard were completely 
varied. Some thought it a poor 
production, others were raving 
about it. Personally, I do not feel 
that if the show was weak it was 
anyone’s fault but those who 
wrote the show in the beginning. 
Even with Ethel Merman in the 
title role, this production could not 
be placed in the same category as 
“Oklahoma”, “Carousel” , “ South 
Pacific”, or others which rightly 
can be called classics in the field 
of musical comedy.

RALEIGH (AP) — Delegates to 
the 40th annual North Carolina 
Congress of Parents and Teach 
ers will vote Thursday on a leg­
islative program which would cost 
the state an additional 97 million 
dollars for the next two fiscal 
years.

Mrs. J , Z. Watkins of Charlotte, 
state PTA president, told the op­
ening session of the congress 
Tuesday night that North Caro­
lina must make an effort to meet 
the national average in spending 
for schools-

Even the proposed program, ap­
proved Tuesday by the PTA Board 
of Managers, .would leave North 
Carolina $65 below the present na­
tional average in annual spend­
ing per pupil, she declared.

The program, supported by the 
United Forces for Education, calls 
for additional spending of $45 per 
pupil per year.

LOS ANGELES (AP)—Nuclear 
tests in a repiote coastal area of 
Alaska could lead to atomic- 
created harbors and even a new 
Panama canal, says Dr. John 
Wolfe,, Atomic Energy Commis­
sion scientist.

He made the prediction at a 
news conference on “Project Char­
iot.”

Four nuclear devices equal to 
260,000 tons of TNT would carve 
a key-shaped harbor near Point 
Hope on ttie Chukchi Sea—about 
120 miles north of the Arctic 
Circle Wolfe said Tuesday.

’The devices—the largest euqal 
to m,000 tons of TNT and farthest 
kinland—would be burled 400 to 700 
feet deep.

The planned result of the si­
multaneous explosions a harbor 
900 yards long, 200 to 300 yards 
wide and at least 60 feet deep. 
The keyhole shape would allow 
ships to turn around.

If the test proved successful, ttie 
method might be used to create 
canals as well as harbors.

Wolfe said tte  blast would dis­
place 90 million cubic yards of 
rock and soil. Atom-blasting would 
cost 3 cents a cubic yard, com­
pared with $2.50 a yard for pres­
ent day excavation, he estimated.

Wolfe, a bontanist cm leave from 
Ohio State University, said there 
would be very little fallout be­
cause in the underground explo­

sion 95 per cent of the radioac­
tivity would be contained In the 
earth. Radioactivity in the In- 
ru hing sea would dissipate in 
three months, he said.

Radioactive fallout of less than 
5 per cent ,he said, would drift 
westward toward nearby Siberia 
if 5he test were conducted in 
March, thé Ume be termed best 
for the projéct.

“This might not be politically 
the best direction for the eloud 
to travel—toward Russia—but it is 
the best way for us, biologically,” 
the scientist said.

His part of the program is to 
determine what effects the test 
would have on plant and animal 
Ufe. He said there are no indica­
tions that the blast or radiation 
would have any,

District Agronomist for the Olln 
Mathieson Chemical C orp , pre­
sented agricultural predictions for 
the next 20 years as he spoke to 
the weekly dinner meeting of the 
Greenville Optimist Club Monday 
n ^ h t a t the Silo Restaurant.

The agronomist pointed to still 
larger farm s, redesigned crops, no 
farm surplus. Improved pesticides, 
crop specialization, and increased 
farm incomes as authoritative p re­
dictions “ that will, if they become 
facts, create a near utopia on the  
farm scene.”

Substantiating the predictions. 
Dr. B axter pointed out develop­
ments during the past 20 years 
indicating trends toward the pre­
dictions.

He said there are one-third few­
er farm.s, “tremendously 1 n- 
creased”  farm  mechanization, in­
creased use of fertilisers and plant 
foods, improved crop varieties and 
hybrids, the  birth and growth of 
the pesticide Industry, and wide­
spread irrigation practices.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
m anufacturer of a new anti­
diabetic drug taken by mouth 
testified today the profit pn a 
m onth’s supply of the medicine 
was 15 cents in 1959.

John E. McKeen, president of 
Charles Pfizer & Co. of Brooklyn, 
New York, told Senate investiga­
tors this figured out to about a 
half cent of profit per tablet, and 
he considered it modest- He said 
14.50 was the average monthly 
cost to a patient.

McKeen’s testimony was pre­
pared for the second day of hear­
ings by the Senate Antitrust and 
Monopoly subcommittee on pric­
ing and other practices by manu­
facturers of oral anti-diabetic 
drugs. It Is part of the subcom­
m ittee’s wide-scale investigation 
to determine whether Big pharm a­
ceutical housw engage in monop­
olistic practices and over charge 
the public for medicines.

The Pfizer anti-diabetic drug is 
chlorpropamide, sold under the 
trade name of Diablnese.
