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Candidates Plan
Mammoth Balloon Satellite

For Full Weekend

Presidential candidates Richard 

M Nixon and John F. Kennedy 
planned to leave the heat and tur­
moil 0Í Washington this weekend 
and head north.

Vice President Nixon, the Re­
publican candidate, scheduled a 
head start. He was set to take off 
for Maine today while Sen. Ken­
nedy, the Democratic candidate, 
remained behind to fight for his 
minimum wage bill in Congress.

Nixon plans to take part in the 
200th anniversary celebration of 
Cumberland County. And he won’t 
pass up the opportunity to put in 
some words for his bid to the 
presidency.

Before flying to Maine, Nixon 
meets with university and college 
professors ŵho are forming a 
“Scholars for Nixon” committee. 
It is headed by Prof. Lon L. Fuller 
of Harvard.

The plans for Nixon could 
change if his vote were needed in 
the Senate. As vice president, Nix­
on presides and may cast a vote 
In the Senate in case of a tie.

The plans of Kennedy also could 
change. He had announced a trip 
to Hyde Park. N.Y., but a tragedy 
In the Roosevelt family may can­
cel the trip.

Kennedy planned to meet wdth 
Mrs. Franklin D. Roosevelt and 
then take part in ceremonies com­
memorating the 25th anniversary 
of the signing of the Social Secur­
ity Act by President Roosevelt.

But Mrs. Roosevelt's grand­
daughter, 13-year-old Sara Roose­
velt, died Friday, apparently of 
head Injuries received in a fall 
from a horse. It was uncertain if 
this would change the Massachu­
setts senator’s plans to visit Hyde 
Park.

Meanwhile, Kennedy was run­
ning into strong opposition in an 
attempt to speed a Senate vote on 
his bill. He wants to increase the 
minimum wage and extend it to 
five million more workers..

“Instead of delaying a vote day 
after day, let us at least begin
to vote on some of the amend­
ments,” Kennedy said Friday 
night.

But Sen. Spessard L. H(dland 
(D-Fla) said he would object to 
any vote before Tuesday. And
Sen. Barry Ooldwater (R-Aria)
said the bill's opponents must
“have an oppw^nity to debate 
I t ”

Kennedy and his running mate.

Sen. Lyndon B, Johnson of Tex­
as, met with five House Demo­
crats Friday to discuss the farm 
situation.

It was reported that Kennedy 
agreed with the House members 
that it would not be feasible to 
try to pass a general farm bill 
in the current session of Congress.

SAVANNAH, Ga. (AP)—A fire 
tore through the engine room of 
a Navy mine sweeper at sea Fri­
day night, killing five crewmen 
and crippling the 179-foot vessel.

It was first reported the USS 
Exultant, one day out of its home 
base at Charleston, S. C. and 
bound for Miami, Fla., had an 
explosion.

However, a Navy spokesman at 
the Charleston Mineforce Base 
said today there was no explo­
sion, just a fire. The ship was 
about 70 miles southeast of Savan­
nah when fire burst out, repMled- 
ly from diesel oil spurting from a 
ruptured fuel line. The spokesman 
said the middle section of the ship, 
in which the engine room is situ­
ated, was extensively damaged.

The father 
was questioned.

Meanwhile, at Mount Slnal Hos­
pital, the two girls played happily. 
They have been placed in an 
Isolated room—with no visitors 
permitted. Authorities disclosed 
Friday they had found the cause 
of the mysterious allrticnt that had 
puzzled doctors for months.

came early today when messages 
were exchanged by relaying them 
against the satellite. It was his­
tory’s first two-way communica­
tion in space.

First, a station in Holmdel, N.J. 
as it had Friday, bounced the 
voice of President Eisenhower off 
Echo I into a station at Gold- 
stone, Calif.

Then, the California station re­
plied with a recorded message 
from Senate Democratic Leader 
Lyndon B. Johnson of Texas. 
Johnson’s voice hit Echo I and 
bounced into New Jersey.

But, before any of this world 
communications dream can be 
reality, scientists will launch more 
Echo satellites, using them to 
transmit photos, television pic­
tures and even letters between 
continents.

As the first Echo streaked 1,000 
miles high, visible to people 
throughout much of the world, it 
also reminded nations of one of 
America's most spectacular days 
in the space age.

Besides launching Echo I from 
Cape Canaveral, Fla., Friday, the 
United States, within 24 hours, 
akso counted these achievements:

1. The Air Force shot a man 
higher into the sky than anyone

Laos Govm Agrees 
Premier Will Quit

SAIGON, Viet Nam (AP)—Vien­
tiane Radio reported today that 
the pro-Western government of 
Laotian Premier Tiao Samsonith 
has agreed to rebel demands that 
he resign. The leader of the revolt 
said later that if Tiao does not 
make good on his agreement to 
quit it will mean “bloody war.”

The Vientiane radio station, 
captured by the rebels in their 
coup Tuesday, reported still latw 
that an envoy from Tiao’s govern­
ment, Gen. Ouane Rathikone, had 
arrived with an announcement the 
Tiao cabinet was ready to resign.

It was not clear whether this 
would satisfy the rebels.

Capt. Kong Lc, commander of 
the rebel forces, had set a dead­
line of 1 p.m. for the govern­
ment’s resignation, and Vientiane 
Radio said Ouane arrived two 
hours after the deadline.

Kong Le declared any “ govern­
mental delay has an evil inten­
tion to instigate a bloody war 
among Laotians; Therefore com­
patriots throughout the country 
must rise up."

There was no confirmation from 
any other source of the report 
broadcast by the rebel-held radio 
station. Samsonith an his cabi­
net are not in Vientiane, the coun­
try’s administrative capital, but 
in the royal city of Luang Pra- 
bang, 140 miles northwest of Vien­
tiane.

Another rebel communique 
broadcast from Viantianc denied 
reports that the revolutionary 
committee, which seized control 
of Vientiane Tuesday, planned to 
expel all U.S. personnel from Laos 
and appeal to the Soviet Union 
for assistance. There are 753 Am­
ericans in Laos, 261 of them con­
nected with the U.S. military aid 
program.

The situation in Vientiane ap­
peared calm and Capt. Kong Lc, 
commander of the rebel forces, 
announced shortened curfew hours 
for the city.

The radio quoted Gen. Sing 
Ratansamay, chief of a rebel dele- 
gatitm, on the government resig­
nation. It said the general had 
submitted rebel proposals to the 
government in Luang Prabang and 
reported:

“The government delegation 
agreed with these proposals and 
agreed to resign so trat the rev­
olutionary committee may form 
another government that conforms 
with the aspirations of the peo­
ple.”

"The government delegation 
promised to come to Vientiane 
Saturday morning to submit its 
resignation,” the general said. 
There was no word on whether 
the ministers had yet reached 
Vientiane.

The government was stranded 
in Luang Prabang when Kong Le’s 
forces seized the capital. They 
were arranging the funeral of el­
derly King Sisavang Vong, who 
died last year at the height of the 
Pathet Lao Communist crisis.

The rebel broadcast said reports 
that the revolutionary committee 
would appeal to the Soviets for 
aid and order all American per­
sonnel to leave Laos were “com­
pletely unfounded.”

In an earlier communique, the 
radio said, “the Coup d’Etat Com­
mittee clearly declared that it 
would struggle against foreign in­
terference, ask for withdrawal of 
foreign troops from Laos, and ac­
cept aid without strings attached.

The statement apparently meant 
that only the 24 American military 
instructors and advisers would be 
affected and that the rebels had 
made no specific request for aid 
from any country.

Kong Le, a paratroop battalion 
commander, said that “some 270 
officers and men of the paratroop 
headquarters have joined with my 
battalion in the Coup d’Etat Com­
mittee.” Kong Le had reportedly 
been holding the capital with only 
800 men from the country’sSO.OO 0- 
man army.

“The movement had no wish to 
change the system of administra­
tion.” Kong Lé announced. “ The 
committee has been and still is 
respecting our sovereign, hii maj­
esty the king, and the national 
constitution.”

The rebels reiterated that no 
political party was behind the 
takeover and said it was not asso­
ciated with Red Prince Souvanna 
Vong or hi» pro-Communist Pathet 
Lao movement.

President Richard M. Nixon and 
his wife Pat will ccwne here Wed­
nesday to open his Southern cam­
paign for the presidency.

The rally in War Memorial Col­
iseum is billed as a “Welcome 
back to North Carolina” for the 
Republican candidate, who attend­
ed Duke University Law School.

An ice-skating and coffee party 
is scheduled for 7 p.m. and Nixon 
will speak at 8:30 p.m. The visit 
H sponsored by the Republican 
Executive Committee and th e  
North Carolina Volunteers for Nix- 
on-Lodge.

William E. Cobb of Morgan ton, 
state GOP chairman, said the wel­
coming committee will include 
himself; Robert L. Gavin, guber­
natorial candidate; National Com­
mitteeman J . E.—Broyhill of Le­
noir; National Committeewoman 
Mrs. Louis G. Rogers of Char­
lotte; U.S. senatorial candidate 
Kyle Hayes of North Wilkesboro; 
Rep. Charles R.—Jonas (R-NC); 
and 1 other Republican congre»- 
sional candidates.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Vice 
President Richard M. Nixon is 
striking at two of the strongholds 
of Sen. John F. Kennedy (D- 
Mass) in his first quickie cam­
paigning during the summer Con­
gress session.

Nixon takes off today for Port­
land, Maine, to appear at the 
2(X)th anniversary celebration of 
Cumberland County. He can be 
expected to wedge in a few good 
words for his own presidential 
candidacy and for Maine’s Sen 
Margaret Chase Smith, who seeks 
re-election.

Next Wednesday Nixon win 
plunge into the Democratic South 
with a visit to Greensboro, N.C.

Before he leaves for Maine, 
Nixon will drop by a meeting of 
academic leaders who are forming 
a “Scholars for Nixon” commit­
tee. It is headed by Prof. Lon L. 
Fuller of Harvard, who taught 
Nixon soipe law at Duke Univer­
sity.

O r d i n a r i l y  the Republi­
cans wouldn’t be worried much 
about Maine. Along with Vermont 
it withstood the Franklin D. 
Roosevelt sweep in 1936.

But things have changed in 
Maine. It has a Democratic sen­
ator who was its Democratic gov­
ernor. It had a Democratic gov­
ernor until he died and was suc­
ceeded by a Republican. John 
Reed, former president of the 
State Senate. Reed is running for 
the remainder of the Democrat’s 
unfilled four-year term.

Nixon’s associates concede that 
Kennedy, the Democratic presi­
dential nominee, is s t r o n g  
throughout New England. For 
them Maine has become a battle­
ground.

In future campaigning, they 
don’t intend to overlook the or­
dinarily Republican states of Ver­
mont and New Hampshire.

Herbert G. Klein, Nixon’s press 
secretary, said the vice presi­
dent’s visit to North Carolina is 
the first of several trips the Re­
publican nominee will make into 
the South in the next 90 days.

Nixon’s supporters have been 
making some polls that indicate 
to them he may have a good 
chance to carry North Carolina. 
That would represent an achieve­
ment that President Eisenhower 
didn’t accomplish in either 1952 
or 1956 despite his inroads into

what used to be the solid South*
Nixon’s people a r e  talking 

about capturing Florida and are 
whistling bravely about Texas, de­
spite the presence of Sen. Lyndon 
Bé> Johnson of the Lone Star State 
in second place on the Demo­
cratic ticket.

Klein said Nixon’s trips will be 
subject to cancellation if any sit­
uation develops in the Senate 
where he might be needed as 
presiding officer to make an im­
portant ruling or to teeak a tie 
vote.

Through Klein, Nixon protested 
Friday that Kennedy is “direct* 
ing the Senate for his own pur­
poses.” Sens. Kraneth B. Keating 
(R-NY) and Hugh Scott (R-Pa) 
complained that Democratic lead­
ers abandoned a scheduled night 
session Thursday so Kennedy 
could fly to New York to keep a 
political engagement.

Johnson j*epUed this wasn’t so. 
He said the Senate had simply 
run out of speakers on the pend­
ing minimum wage bill, which 
Kennedy is sponsoring, and had 
quit. '

The Democratic leader said he 
would ask his party’s  colleagues 
not to “condemn” Nixon for fly­
ing off Friday while the Senate 
continued debate on the bill.

MOSCOW (AP)—Oliver W. Pow­
ers said today he will appeal di­
rectly to Premier Nikita Khru­
shchev “as one father to another” 
for the sake of his son, Francis 
Gary Powers, who goes on trial 
next week accused of espionage.

Speaking at a news conference 
several hours after arriving in 
Moscow to attend the trial. Pow­
ers said that on Monday he will 
ask to see the Soviet Premier.

The trial starts Wednesday In 
Moscow’s ornate Hall of Columns.

“Mrs. Powers and I have come 
to the Soviet Union for the sole 
purpose of doing all that we can 
to help our son,” the gray-haircd 
shoemaker from Pound. Va.. told 
newsmen in the lobby of his Mos­
cow hotel.

Throughout the news confer­
ence, which lasted only a few min­
utes, Powers either sobbed or 
fought to stifle his sobs His 
cheeks were wet with tears.

Mrs. Powers, who is suffering 
from a heart ailment, re'ited In 
bed upstairs after their plane 
journey to Moscow.

Most of the news conference 
was taken up by Powers' reading 
a brief statement handwritten on 
a small piece of stationery. He 
sat In a deep armchair as he read

Now The Battle Is For New Nations
Will freedom and democracy or communism and 

its enslavement of people eventually prevail in the 
sprawling Congo where a new nation has been created 
and is now seized in the throes of establishing itself?

The rate at which new nations are emerging to 
take their place in the \vorld community is unparallel­
ed in history. The struggle between the free world and 
communism to win these emerging nations around the 
globe is likewise unparalleled. The gigantic battle be­
tween the tw'o conflicting ideologies has projected into 
a place of unprecedented importance the future of the 

.people of even the smallest and poorest emerging
nations.

Even before a ten'itory, colony or protectorate be­
comes an independent nation it becomes in effect a 
prize w hich each of the opposing sides in the interna­
tional struggle hopes to win. No sooner has a nation 
beenb)orn than it is expected to choose between democ- 

r 'racy and communism, wnth each using its owm methods 
in an effort to win favor from the people of the new 
nation.

When a new nation is created there is naturally 
unrest among its people, trying to learn what to do 
about charting their own future. The internal strug- 
|fles for political power, the economic problems and 
often chaotic domestic conditions are only a part of 
the situation with which a new nation today is con­
fronted. To some degree at least, these are the result

of the international struggle between the two world 
camps. They reflect “outside” influences which have 
been brought to bear upon the people of the new 
nation for the months and even years before indepen­
dence day arrived.

We often wonder whether the leadership and the 
people of the United States and other nations of the 
free world have grasped the full importance of this 
battle for men’s minds. Surely over the years we have 
learned the importance of affording established friends 
with military supplies and equipment with which to 
protect themselves. In the past decade we have recog­
nized the importance of helping these same Triends 
maintain and improve their economic conditions.

To some degree ŵ e have begun the establishment 
of a program for providing greater assistance to the 
emerging nations, but in this field w'e lag fa r  behind 
our adversary in the international struggle. In the 
peaceful conflict for international friendship, as in a 
hot military battle, the ultimate winner often is the 
one who get there “firstest with the mostest.”

Which road will the Congo ultimately choose? 
Future events may influence the final decision to be 
sure, but the most decisive moves by both East and 
West for the friendship of this emerging nation may 
have been made long ago without the people of this 
or another nation realizing it.

Governor Gives Johnson A Candidate

?oliticai ecture

NO NEWS — Governor Hodges 
walked into the conference room 
to m eet the press the other 
day empty hands. He had no 
announcements of appointments, 
no prepared statement of any 
kind. Newsmen agreed it was 
one of the few times. If indeed 
not Uie (Mily one, such a thing 
happened.

While there was no news as 
such emanating from the con- 
iecMKSC the reporters got some 
very pertinent comments on 
national and state politics. The 
Governor was highly pleased 
with the Democratic rally stag- 

*^’ed a t the fair grounds following 
the  executive committee meet­
ing Tuesday. He doubted tha t 
so many recognized leaders in 
the party could have been gotten 
together in any oth^r Southern 
state with the sam e unanimity of 
purpose" and solidarity of ranks.

He ükes the way the loyal 
party  folks in North Carolina 
are facing up to the reUgious 
issue. In response to a question 
whether he thought the preach­
ers ought to take politics into the 
pulpit, he commended the atti­
tude Billy Graham. G raham  
had stated that he would con­
sult with his own conscience be- 
l)ind the voting booth curtain 
m  how be should vote. That is 
^h e rc  Uie decision should be 
made, said the Governor.

HATRED AND FREEDOM — 
Then the Governor treated  
newsmen to a brief lecture, in 
w'hich he m ade a  point new to 
m ost of them. The whole 
world is bursting with prejudice 
and hate, he said. R is not 
linaited to the South or to the 
United States. This feeling of 
hate, prejudice, resentment by 
whatever nam ed called, stem s 
from  the desire for freedom— 
freedom without responsibility. 
That implies demand for the 
right of free action without un- 
d^^standlDg the truths upon 
which action should be based, 
and the acceptance of casual 
atatenumts as facts without 
checking their integrity.

MISUNDERSTOOD — The 
much publicized "Southern view­
point" is as little understood 
and as widely misrepresented by 
many Southerners as by those in 
<other areas. In that connection 
he said he has been amazed at 
the response from all over to his 
very short speech a t Los 
Angeles. The basic text for that 
talk was hastily sketched before 
breakfast that morning, but it 
represented his considered think­
ing through the years. (It is re- 

*ealled 'th a t Abraham Lincoln 
similarly scribbled the text of 
his famous Gettysburg address 
while enroute by train.)

A reporter suggested may­
be the Los Angeles talk ap­
pealed because of its liberal tone. 
The Governor questioned that. 
He does not regard it especially 
liberal or conservative. He likes 
to think of it as just a simple, 
sincere statem ent of a factual

condition, without embellishment 
of political oratory—an appeal to 
understanding rather than sym­
pathy He said he had made es­
sentially the sam e speech many 
times—in New York, at Harvard 
and Yale and on the West Coast. 
It attracted more attention at 
Los Angeles because of the na­
tional interest focused on that 
forum. ,

CULTURE — For many years 
the first week in December has 
been designated as “culture 
week” in North Carolina’s capi­
tal city. Sometimes the appela- 
tion is used wúth pride, some­
times with scorn—but it has 
stuck.

That is the time when the 
numerous associations and so­
cieties devoted to art, dram a. 
History, literature and music, 
all of which have interlocking 
memberships, m eet in Raleigh, 

Now there is prospect that 
Raleigh may have a permanent 
“culture cen ter” , a pláce at 
which activities of all these 
cultural agencies might be bas­
ed.

INVESTMENT — The State 
of North Carolina has capital 
investment of several million 
dollars in portraits and pieces of 
statuary and tapestry, in his­
toric relics and natural history 
exhibits, and in buildings to 
house these treasures. The 
State also appropriates tax mon­
ey in term s of hundreds of 
thousands of dollars for the pro­
motion of art, dram a, music 
and historic restorations. For 
protection of this capital invest­
ment and for utilizing the fa­
cilities for educational purposes, 
it is now proposed to concentrate 
facilities fcM* utilization in a 
cultural center, to be located on 
the Dortch property — w'hich 
the State recently acquired— 
between the executive mansion 
and the new State House 
legislative building.

Tre idea is sponsored by the 
Commission for Reorganization 
of State Government, and is 
based in the belief that the pres­
ently scattered exhibit halls can 
be more efficiently used for ad­
m inistrative offices. Estimates 
of the construction cost of the 
several’ culture center build ing 
range from five to twelve mil­
lion dollars. T h a t is not much, 
if any, more than it would cost 
to provide the necessary offices 
for government administration.

PROFITABLE — Experience 
has proven th a t investment in 
such cultural enterprises profita­
ble. Those who jeered when it 
was first proposed that the 
State spend a million dollars on 
the a rt gallery, have come to 
realize that it attracts visitors 
from all over the world. Visitors 
to the museums in Raleigh, as 
well as to Biltmore House, Old 
Salem, T ry  on Palace and other 
"cultural" attractions put mil­
lions of dollars into the sta te’s 
total economic stream , through 
payments in gasoline, income 
and sales taxes.

In an editorial in Wednesday’s Daily Reflector 
which discussed the prospects of a new Democratic 
Leader in the Senate next year, we misled our readers 
with the statement that Sen. Lyndon Johnson was not 
a candidate for re-election to his Senate seat.

Under a special act of the Texas legislature. Sen. 
Johnson is being carried on the Democratic ticket in 
November as a candidate for re-election to the Senate 
in addition to being the Democratic nominee for vice- 
president.

Following the precedent set by Texas when J. 
Nance Garner was the running mate of Franklin D. 
Roosevelt, Sen. Johnson will be running for two offices 
on the November ballot in his home state. Under the 
special Texas legislative act, if Johnson is elected vice 
president, and is also re-elected to the Senate from 
Texas, a special election will be held later to deter­
mine who will fill his Senate seat.

If the Democrats fail to win the administration in 
November, it is a matter of conjecture whether Sen. 
Johnson, as an unsuccessful candidate for vice presi­
dent would be returned to the post of leader of his 
party in the Senate.

WASHINGTON . (AP)—There’s 

that man again.
Prem ier Nikita Khrushchev, 

when unsure of the outcome, 
acts like an early bather stick­
ing one toe in the water to see 
if i t ’s cold before diving in.

Back in 1959 he put out a feel­
er for an invitation to the Uni­
ted States. Once he got it, he 
cam e bouncing over. That was 
last September. Came the 
spring.

He torpedoed the summit 
conference, called off Presi­
dent Eisenhower’s trip to Rus­
sia, and for weeks insulted and 
belittled the President.

He said he’d never have an­
other summit get-together with 
Eisenhower. American - Soviet 
relations took a perilous dive.

This week Khrushchev acted 
like a man putting out feelers 
again.

He said he would deem it a 
great honor to head the Soviet 
delegation to the United Na­
tions to discuss disarm am ent 
in September.

That would bring him here 
in the midst of the presidential 
campaign. He didn’t say he 
would come. And, actually, he 
wouldn’t need an invitation if 
he decided to.

Unlike Moscow, where Eisen­
hower couldn’t go without an 
invitation, Khrushchev could go 
unasked to New York since the 
U.N. is an international arena.

By talking wistfully of the 
idea of coming, instead of saying 
he would, Khrushchev gave 
himself a chance to see what 
Eisenhower thought of it.

Earlier Khrushcliev had sug­
gested the heads of government 
discuss disarm am ent — a sit­
uation which would be a kind 
of worldwide summit confer­
ence — although the United 
States had rejected that pro­
posal.

But, while Eisenhower at his 
news conference Wednesday 
avoided saying he would meet 
with Khrushchev at the U N. to 
discuss disarmament, he also 
avoided saying he wouldn’t.

So, at this moment the idea 
of the two m en’s getting to­
gether once again is nebulous.

. Nothing would please the 
Russian better if he did make 
the long journey to New York, 
than to be invited to visit 
som e of the Latin American 
countries.

Cigarette Levy Permanent
(Henderson Daily Dispatch)

North Carolinians who are op­
posed to a cigarette tax will do 
well to keep an eye on the new 
levy in Virginia which went 
into effect this past July 1. 
Smokers are required to pay 
three cents per pack, with about 
one cent on a cigar. Chewing to­
bacco, smoking tobacco and 
snuff are  not taxed. It is esti­
m ated that the new tax will 
bring in to the State about $12.- 
000,000 a year.

It is probably true that ciga­
rette  smokers in Virginia, as is 
true in other States, will pay the 
extra dig rather than give up 
their smoking. Thus the State 
will be in that much more

The Virginia tax was imposed 

as a temporary m easure. What 
a joke! How it will be in Vir­
ginia remains to be seen, but 
in almost any direction one 
m ay look, so-called temporary 
taxes have become permanent. 
Look a t North Carolina's three 
percent sales tax. Remember 
the World War II levy on te^p- 
phone and telegraph services, 
the extra amount put on tobacco, 
and even liquor. They were to 
come off as soon as the emer­
gency was over. But in the eyes 
of the tax spenders, these emer­
gencies have a way of continuing, 
and so do the taxes.

What Virginia does is Vir­
ginia’s  affair.  ̂ If they want a 
three cents tax on a pack of 
cigarettes that is their busi­
ness. What North Carolina is 
concerned about is tra t this 
will Up the scales in this State,

which is one of only three or four 
left that do not tax cigarettes.

The tax eaters are so anxious 
for more money that they will 
b€ willing to levy on almost 
anything in sight to get what 
they want. The pressure will be 
on when the Legislature lands in 
Raleigh after the first of the 
year.

Cigarette consumers and to­
bacco growers, alike and to­
gether, should set their sails 
now to oppose such a  tax  if it is 
proposed in the General As­
sembly, as it may be. It may be 
assumed that the odds are in 
favor of it. What is more, it will 
stand a reasonably fair chance 
of success unless consumers and 
growers a re  heard ftom .

North Carolina is the greatest 
tobacco growing and cigarette 
manufacturing State. This is 
argum ent th a t has carried 
weight in previous Leglslatures.- 
It will be influential next winter 
but whether or not of suffi­
cient strength to beat back the 
tide rem ains to be seen. Most 
likely it will not unless there is a 
groundswell of opposition.

Shall this State, so dependent 
upon tobacco as it is, succumb 
to demands of spenders which 
could so adversely affect the in­
dustry, from grower to consumer 
that tobacco in all its phases 
could suffer as a result.

There is no emergency in 
State finances that demands or 
justifies this move. But there are 
those who want the money and 
who will go all out in an effort 
to get it, whatever else may be 
said.

• The history of man Is replete 
with lost causes, with high 
hopes that disappear like a  riv­
er in a desert. There are m en 
and women in the United States 
who used to vote for Norman 
Thomas as an expression of 
protest against inadequate can­
didates.

The lost cause Is not always 
lost. The New Deal accepted 
m any of the ideas of the re­
visionist socialists; the Soviet 
Conununists accepted *some of 
the ideas of the Bakunin an ar­
chists. Em m a Goldman would 
be regarded as a reactionary 
square in 1960 by many young 
ladies.

What happens is tha t ideas 
never die and whereas Uie fash­
ion of the day may require rid­
icule of the reactionary or the 
radical, at the Right or th e  Left, 
a t  those who advocate g rea t 
changes and those who believed 
th a t the changes * are already 
too great, the historic fac t Is 
th a t the mind of man reverts to  
thoughts and soluUons which a t  
one time or another o thers held  
to be true. When President Ei­
senhower extolled those who 
walk neither in the Left nor the 
Right gutter but rem ain in the 
middle of the road, he employ­
ed a metaphor which in these 
days Is absurd because whoever 
blocks traffic by walking down 
the middle of the road would 
be arrested as a jay walker.

President Eisenhower would 
never favor a lost cause be­
cause he is a man of the mo­
ment, a man of fashion. Perhaps 
that Is why he is so beloved. 
His very passivity satisfies a 
public that wearies of heavy 
thinkers—the President is rea l­
ly a man of the people; an  av­
erage man, born and brought 
up in an average sm all town, 
who has had some extraordin­
ary breaks after pursuing an 
average army career. To the 
American people, he is O. K. 
because he is like that. His 
press conferences do not touch 
the heart-strings as Roosevelt’s 
fireside chats did, but then he 
speaks without too much g ram ­
m ar, no big words and som e­
tim es he gets his words mixed 
up—so who really cares?

Senator Barry Goldwater Is a 
characteristically Lost C auser. 
There are  always such m en 
and they become very a ttrac ­
tive to a particular following. 
Robert A. Taft was such a  
man. He once sa t up here in 
the Berkshires on a Sum m er 
day and we were discussing his 
chances for the Presidency. X 
cannot forget the Incident be­
cause a t that momMit. Taft 
displayed the full characteris­
tics of a  New England Lost 
Causer. He would not, by 
statem ent or gesture, give 
ground even for his own advan­
tage.

B arry Goldwater rose to  ask 
his followers not to violate p ar­
ty unity by voting for him. 
That too is normal with the 
man who never tries to win 
sm all battles when there is a  
g reat war to be fought. Theo­
dore Roosevelt made the m is­
take of organizing the P rogres­
sive Party prematurely. He did 
not create a new party; he lost 
an election for the Republican 
P arty ; his Influence was sh a t­
tered.

The figh ter for a  Cause al­
ways faCes the question wheth­
er he is to fight from Inside or 
go altogether on the outside 
and battle against the stone 
walls. The Republican I>ftrty 
started  as a radical party , op­
posed to the theory of s ta te ’s  
rights, favoring Wie Hamilton­
ian Idea of federal authority 
and by the time of Theodore 
Roosevelt coming close to a na­
tional state with imperialisUe 
designs. Thus, a party which 
started  with such social ra d ­
icals as Horace Greeley and 
John Fremont by the beginning 
of the 20th Century included 
such economic radicals as M ark 
Hanna and John D. Rockefeller.

Today, the labels of b o th 'p ar­
ties remain but what a re  
labels? The Republican P arty  
includes Herbert Hoover and 
Jacob Javits and also Chaales 
Percy who even attem pted to 
write a new ideology for it  and 
ended with a jumble of sen­
tences. The same is true of the 
Democratic Party which runs 
an incongruous ticket headed by 
the pro-labor John Kennedy and 
the conservative Lyndon John­
son.

Ail around America, people, 
agencies and organizations will 
tiirn attention to the progress 
seen during the past quarter- 
century of Social Security—the 
tremendous federal social re­
form.

The county program, in con­
junction with the Social Security 
Act’s amendment, has effected a 
sharp rise in total recipients and 
in total benefits.

In addition to the regular pro­
gram schedule', WNCT has pro­
vided many special progranuH to 
help tell the story of Social 
Security. During the past three 
months three hour-long programs 
have been telecast.

In Pitt County, as In other 
areas, preparations have been 
made with local personnel and 
agencies mindful oí the special 
observance.

This year, according to latest 
available records and estimates, 
nearly 4.200 recipients are re­
ceiving an annual total of near­
ly $3 million.

Whichard. though very modest 
about claiming any credit for 
Pitt’s progress in Social Security, 
is the main cog in the local pro­
gram.

Greenville’s Mayor S. Eugene 
West, this morning, signed a 
document proclaiming “ the week 
of Aug. 14. 1960, as Social Se­
curity Week.”

According to Whichard, a large 
degree of the Increase has been 
due to better Social Security 
education of the county’s citi­
zens.

While he is "well-blessed with 
splendid cooperation,” the con­
sultant coordinates the pro­
gram to realize the result being 
sought — procurement of bene­
fits.

Good Reason
And Greenville and Pitt have 

good reason to "celebrate.”
While the special Insurance 

and compensation legislation, 
was not felt appreciably a t the 
outset, the past five years here 
have seen P itt’s Social Security 
Insurance payroll grow to above 
$3 million.

While meaningful locally, the 
Pitt program is an integral 
part of the whole Social Secur­
ity scheme. The county la served

Under the act also are unem­
ployment insurance, old-age as­
sistance. aid to the need blind, 
aid to dependent children, aid to 
the permanently and totally 
disabled, child welfare ser­
vices, maternal and child health 
serviees. and sendees for crip­
pled children.

These beneñts are administer­
ed through the Social Security 
Administration as well as other 
local, state, and federal gw era-
mental agencies.

The turning point was in 1955 
when the initial act was amend­
ed to allow farmers to receive 
the Insurance benefits today 
going to hundreds of thousands.

The Rocky Mount office also 
serves nine other counties — 
Bertie. Edgecombe, Greene, 
Halifax, Hertford. Martin. Nash, 
Northampton, and Wilson-

And as the turning point loom­
ed, Pitt’s government was quick 
to implement the rise in local 
Social Security income.

Under the management of N.A. 
Avera, the entire district has ex- 
pertenced rapidly Increased 
Social Security payments and 
recipients during the past five 
years.

Pitt County’s  Welfare Depart­
ment, imder the direction of J.S. 
Grimes m ,  handles the public 
assistance grants (OAA, ADC, 
APTD, and aid to Wind) with a 
formulated combination of 
federal-state-local funds.

The commissioners and Pitt’s 
citizenry closely cooperating, es­
tablished and made successful 
the Pitt County Social Security 
Program.

The district’s recipient and pay­
ment totals have risen at a rate 
comparable to the local experi­
ence.

• The unemployment insurance 
segment for the Pitt area is 
under supervision of the Green­
ville office of the N-C. Employ­
ment Service Division, headed 
by W B. Dillingham of Winter- 
viUe.

Extensive Program ,
Pitt’s program has been ef­

fective for several reasons.

Many believe America has just 
begun to feel the full effect of 
Social Security — and then in 
only certain geographic areas.

The Pitt program Is mostly 
educational. Whichard describes 
it as one that "speaks the terms 
of Social Security in the language 
of the people.”

Untiring efforts, says Which­
ard, of the county’s citizens in lo­
cating and educating eligible re­
cipients have been the key to 
"getting the Will really rolling ”

Whichard says; "A quarter- 
century of Social Security! And 
yet, even now, we have not 
begun to feel the full effects of 
this tremendous social reform.”
