by much diplomatic activity touched off by Khrushchev’s of­fensives at the United Nations.President Eisenhower is playing a big role in the activity, with meeting with African leaders. He is working for massive support against Khi'ushchev’s attempts to recast the U.N. structure.Khrushchev countered with a virtual ultimatum — “continued cold war’’ — unless his demands 
are met.Fiom all corners of tiie earth 
more heads of government rushed to New York, drawn by the great and increasingly dangerous con­flict. Never before in history have 50 many presidents, prime minis­ters and princes been gathered under one roof.Eisenhower, reportedly grim, had appointments th is afternoon

with Prime Minister Jaw aharlal Nehru of India and the president of the United Arab Republic, Gar m al Abdel Nasser.The President prepared to stay overnight in New York. He sees Britain’s  Prime Minister Harold Macmillan and Canada’s Prime Minister John G. Diefenbaker on Tuesday.In the U.N. itself, delegates of the 96 nations braced for two more stormy sessions.Fidel Castro trained his guns on; American policy in Cuba in a speech expected to last four hours. Castro usually speaks without a text—“ from the heart,” his ad­m irers insist—working himself in­to a frenzy of emotion.Later, the 21-nation Steering Committee tackles the annual East-West battle over seating

Communist China in the U.N. The Soviet Union has proposed it: the United States is determined to block it.
The votes of newly admitted na­tions—som e neutralist, the alle­giance of others yet unknown, may m ake the China fight a  close one.
Overshadowing everything is the crisis created by Khrushchev’s de­mands for a reshaping of the 

U N, structure. He hammered at three main points:
1. That Secretary-General Dag Hammarskjold favored the West in administering U. N. policies in the Congo.
2, That the office of secretary- general should be replaced w ith 

a three-man committee at the top, one representing the West, one the

Communist bloc, and a third drawn from the neutralist nations.
3. That the U. N. headquarters be removed from New York. He suggested Austria or Switzerland.It is widely believed that Khru­shchev will suffer a shattering de­feat if his proposals are put to the vote in the U. N.
James J. Wadsworth, chief of 

the American delegation, said in a television interview—NBC-Meet the Press—he believed the Soviet leader “ overplayed his hand.” Khrushchev’s attempt to weaken the office of secretary-general, said Wadsworth, actually “has 
strengthened it.”

Hammarskjold himself was re­ported advising against bringing Khrushchev’s demands to a vote. Reliable informants said he be­

lieves that, given time, the storm will blow over.
Khrushchev, however, returned to the attack.
Talking with reporters at the Soviet estate at Glen Cove, L. I., he was asked what he will do if his demands for reorganization of the U. N. are not met.
“That means there will be no normal relations between the states that make up this organ­ization. That means that the ques­tions will have to be resolved, not under peaceful conditions, but under an aggravated situation,” he replied.
“Those are the two alternatives —cither a peaceful solution or else we shall have to rely on the balance of forces.“In other words, we shall con­

tinue to be in a state of the cold w ar.”
He confirmed that he had said Soviet rockets would be launched at the United States in case of an American attack on Cuba.’ But he said, “ there is no ground for the question,” because he had noted news reports that the United States does not intend to attack Cuba.
He sneered at the $5 million check Secretary of State Christian Herter gave Hamfarskjold for U N. aid to African nations, Khi’ushchev said the money was a bribe to Hammarskjold for handling the Congo tangle in the Interest of “ imperialist, capitalist powers.”
Khrushchev returned to New York from Long Island Sunday

night, evidently in the belief that he had an appointment during the evening with Nehru. An aide to Nehru said, however, the Indian prime minister will call on Khrushchev tonight a t the Soviet delegation headquarters,
Nehru, Macmillan. Diefenbaker, Prince Norodom Sihanouk of Cambodia. Prince Moulay Ha&saii, vice premier of Morocco, and Italian Foreign MinisUr Antonio Segni arrived in New York over the weekend.
Nehru’s opening appointments in New York are w l^  President Tito of Yugoslavia and with Nas­ser. Tito and Nasser are believed to be trying to form a “third force.” composed of neutralist governments, to stand between East and West.

Second Stage Fizzle 
Fatal For Moon Shot

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) —The moon remains an elusive target for American rockets, while the Soviet Union continues to hold a  commanding lead in lunar ex­ploration and may soon attempt to send the first man into space.These are the cold facts facing U. S. space scientist» today as they seek to pinpoint the reason lor the failure Sunday of their

Protest
BONN, Germany (AP)—The United State* protested to the Soviet Union today against the temporary halting of U. S. Ambassador Walter C. Dowl­ing as he sought to enter East Berlin last Thursday.
The U. S.' Embassy said the protest was delivered orally in Berlin by Maj. Gen. Ralph M. Osbomc, U. S. commander in Berlin. Osborne was seeking to get the Soviet Union to restrain East German police from halting American diplo­m ats entering East Bertin.East German police stopped Dowling last Thursday and told him diplmnata not ae- eredJUed to tha East German govemmeni woald not he al­lowed into East Berlin. Dowi- ing replied he did not accept th is ruling and produced a S tate Department pass. The Communist police then al­lowed Dowling’s ear to pro­ceed.
The incident has had con­siderable repercussion, because tha Western powers do not recognise the Communist East Germ an regime.

latest moon rocket.The giant Atlas-Able, most pow­erful space vehicle ever assem­bled by this nation, fizzled in an effort to hurl the first satellite into orbit about the moon.
The failure dealt a damaging blow to U.S. space prestige at a time when Soviet Prem ier Nikita Khrushchev is saying that the So­viet Union is ready to launch a man into space.
“ It is difficult to say just when the Soviets will launch the first space man. but we are  prepared.” Khrushchev reported Sunday. He said a rocket and space ship are ready but it is up to Soviet scien­tists to decide the launching date.The premier made the com­ments at the Soviet country es­tate at Glen Cove, Long Island. The first Ü. S. attempt to send an astronaut on a brief up-and- down ride 120 miles Into space is not expected until January or Feb­

ruary.
The Atlas-Able payload was to have the most exhaustive study ever attempted of lunar environ­ment.A malfunction in the second stage engine doomed the experi­ment and sent the 387-pound pay­load to a fiery death as it dived back into the earth’s  atmosphere somewhere over the Indian Ocean.The failure was a  $9 to $10 mil­lion dollar bust. This is the price an official of the National Aero­nautics and Space Administration placed on the rocket, the payload and the work involved.A reserve. Atlas-Able and pay­load are available to repeat Sun­day’s effort. They could be ready In two to three months if a study of data from Sunday’s shot indi­

cates that no major changes are necessary.Dr. Adolph Thiel, a top project officer, reported the second stage of the Atlas-Able ignited, but burned abnormally. This sent the vehicle off course and prevented ignition of the third stage.This was the seventh time the United States has sent a rocket toward the moon. Three of the previous shots failed because of rocket trouble.One reached an altitude of 70,700 miles and another 63,580 miles be­fore tumbling back into the at­mosphere. Pioneer IV had too much speed and "sailed past the moon into orbit about the sun.The Soviets have reported firing three moon rockets. Lunik I whipped past the moon Into solar orbit. Lunik n  hit the foon. LunikII.I went into a wide earth orbit that carried it around the moon and enabled it to take the first pictures of the backside.

He got less than 10 percent of

No Mistake About It: 
He Seeks Destroy UN

Cutting through the thousands of words spoken 
by Soviet Premier Khrushchev as he addressed the 
United Nations General Assembly there can be no mis­
take that the Communist leader has set his sights on 
destroying the U.N. and rendering its influence in in­
ternational affairs ineffective.

To those who believe in the United Nations ap­
proach to international problems, the words of Khrush­
chev provide a source of concern and a source of con­
fidence and hope over the future of the United Nations.

Though the efforts of the U.N. in settling inter­
national disputes have seemed ineffective and futile 
at times during the past 15 years, it apparently has 
proved a thorn in the side of the Soviet Union and 
its satellites in their attempt to take over emerging 
nations as w’ell as older countries which have come 
into their sphere of influence.

Pemier Khrushchev wouldn't have called for such 
sweeping changes in the U.N. organization and activ­
ities if he thought the organization as now constituted 
might be used to further the cause of communism. Cer­
tainly it has afforded the communists an important 
propaganda forum in international affairs and as such 
has been used as an instrument for furthering their 
program. Now, however, Khrushchev must have come 
to the conclusion that the strength of the U.N. is a 
challenge to communist objectives just as the free 
world bloc of nations is a hurdle in the Red path to 
world domination.

By his pronouncements, Khrushchev not only set 
himself at odds with the Western bloc, but he also 
set his communist empire at odds with the symbol of 
national independence and the individual respect of 
nations large and small as signified by the United Na­
tions organization.

His harsh words will unquestionably prompt neu­
trals and the new crop of emerging nations to take a 
careful look at the communist leadeship which is now 
calling for destruction of the United Nations . . .  an 
organization that has become the symbol of the equali­
ty of national sovereignty, the rights of the small and 
weak nations and the efforts of independent nations 
to settle international problems by means other than 
open warfare.

What is actually happening in 

New York is an exhibition of 
u n b e l i e v a b l e  imperti­
nence. Khrushchev, for in­
stance, assumes that he is free 
to come and go in the United 
States without the usual visa, 
without a health certificate, 
without the consent of the Gov­
ernment of the United States. 
His presumption is based upon 
his right’ to attend the General 
Assembly of the United Nations. 
There is no treaty to that ef­
fect. All that is required, how­
ever, is that he should have 
access to the United Nations 
buildings. Such access has been 
amply provided.

The psychology of Khrash- 
chev’s attitude is interesting: 
It is that of a conqueror who 
has already conquered the Uni­

ted States as well as other 
countries: it Is that of a strong 
man who can ignore the laws 
that apply to other men. He 
objects to the unusual precau­
tions that have been taken to 
guard him as a form of ‘‘house 
arrest.”

Actually, it is excessive. 
Nothing in any treaty between 
the United States and the Unit­
ed Nations or any member state 
thereof requires the United 
States to guard the person of 
any delegate thereto. Great 
men have attended the United 
Nations. Never before has an 
entire city become disrupted, 
its police force concentrated on 
a single task of protecting del­
egates to the United Nations. 
Never before has the City of 
New York been put to such an 
enormous expense because 
some foreigners chose to come

Gold has stai’ted to move out of 

the country again in appreciable 
volume. As always this raises the 
question of whether we are faced 
with a serious gold problem. To 
answer this question it is neces­
sary to use quite a lot of figures, 
but they are simple and should 
not cause difficulty.

In 1949 we held the largest gold 
stock in our history. This was a 
little over $24U billion, and was 
w’ell over one-half of the mone* 
tary gold stock of the free world. 
The worry then was whether the 
other nations could operate their 
monetary and credit systems 
with their relatively small gold 
supplies, and it was hoped that 
by some mean.s there could be a 
better distribution of the metal.

In 1950 there wa.s a large out­
flow of gold from the United 
States, but during the next two 
ycar.s the flow w as reversed, al- 
Ihnugh it did not amount to 
enough to lift our fetal to the 
previcits high.

In 195.3 we again had an out­
flow, and this continued in both 
1934 and 19,5.). In 1950 and 1957 
we gained a total of about one 
billion and our total rase to 
just .short of $2.3 billion.

In 19.58 the outflow w a s  the 
largc.st in history $2.3 billion - 
and we began to hr ar a di.s- 
casfion a.s to whetlier we could 
•■'tand .'-uch a la«.s. In 1959 our 
government made a gold 
payment to the InfernuOo -U 
Monetary y'und of SU44 mU- 
lion. but evtn wuh this the 
total decline in our holding wa.s 
les.s than one half that of the 
previous year This wa.s such a 
major improvement that 
everyone began to feel relieved.

ThLs year we have continued 
to lase gold, but until quite re­
cently the rale has been low. 
The total outflow ior the vea’- 
ha.s been about $.5(Ki million, of 
which the vast majority ha.s been 
1. the past few weeks. Our total 
holding IS now below $19 billion— 
the lowest since 1940.

This Ls still about one-half the 
free world supply of the metal 
and it is almost $7 billion above 
the amount necessary to meet 
the present legal gold reserve 
requirements. But there is an­
other aspect of the Ir-̂ suc.

This other aspect is that 
foreign balances held in tlii.s 
country are now- larger tlian our 
entire gold stock Mast of 
the.se foreign balances are work­
ing funds and could not be with­

drawn, but some substantial 
amount is subject to shifting at 
the decision of their owner-'í. 
That is the portion which is 
causing concern.

The following could result in a 
conversion of these balances 
into gold:

1. Belief that this nation will 
not continue to be financially and 
fiscally responsible.

2. Fear that if pressures build 
up w’e might decide to devalue 
the dollar, and in anticipation of 
that put a stop of all gold ex­
ports.

3. Higher interest rates abroad 
than can be obtained in this 
nation.

The current outflow of gold is 
almost solely the result of this 
third factor. In most foreign 
nations today Interest rates for 
the same type of investment are 
higher than in the United States. 
This is exerting a powerful in­
centive for the movement of 
funds to those markets.

Fortunately there is no evi­
dence of a loss of confidence in 
th(. dollar as .such, and no serious 
student can believe that we are 
about to devalue our currency- 
Our Federal reserve authori­
ties, too. are not w’orried about 
the gold outflow. They are not 
w'orr > d because w-e .still have 
such a large .surplus in relation 
to our re se rve  requirements that 
the x' i.s no danger we shall be 
subjec' d to a major d e fm io n a r y  
force from the gold lâ .̂ .

A  ̂ of thf» m onten ' therefotr, 
we ai' nô  fare<-’ wi’b a gold 
problem aiul there U no basis for 
ruSAiiming that we shall be with­
in the near future.

On November 8 the voters of 

this nation go to the polls to se­
lect a president of the United 
States. Both major political par­
ties have held conventions, 
adopted platforms, and selected 
candidates.

Both parties have talked 
about many issues, and both 
Richard Nixon and Jack Ken­
nedy are carrying their polit­
ical battle before the American 
people at this time. Both can­
didates have visited North Car­
olina.

In Greenville recently Mr. 
Kennedy stressed farm prob­
lems in his speech in East Car­
olina stadium.

There should be a thorough 
analysis of the abilities of 
the candidates- Such program, 
medical care for the aged, tax­
es. civil rights, national econ­
omy, unemployment, and many 
other matters Qf vital interest 
are all woven around the cam­
paign from the political sense.

But here in Ea.stem North 
Carolina there seems to be on­
ly one major issue- That issue 
is religion. All the other vi- 

,tally important considerations 
which surround the selection of 
a president seem to have been 
either forgotten or by-passed 
and religion seems to be the 
m ajor factor under considera­
tion by our voters.

Some people seem entirely 
convinced that Senator Kenne­
dy’s Catholic religion wull in no 
manner affect his dedication of 
separation of church and state. 
Others seem to see a great 
deal of reluctance for the aver­
age Eastern North Carolina vot­
er to vote for Mr. Kennedy.

Time and time again Mr- 
Kennedy has tried to make it 
clear that he will support and 
defend the constitution of the 
United States and that his re­
ligion has nothing to do with 
his dedication to this principle. 
Yet, many people see danger 
in electing a Catholic president.

It seems rather tragic to us 
that while America is beset 
with so many problems today 
that we shouTd be putting so 
much emphasis on religion and 
60 little emphasis here at home 
on the other vital matters. We 
are living in an explosive per­
iod, and we need to be giving 
more thought to some of our oth- 
e. problems. If religion is to 
be the basis of defeating a can­
didate, then where is our sense 
of balance?

Some people are even going 
so far as to say that “ religion 
is not only the major issue in 
this campaign—it is the only is­
sue,” That is a strong presen­
tation of the picture, but some­
times we wonder if it if not 
true-

If we are to cast aside a 
m an’s ability, his record of ser­
vice. his leadership, and his 
personality and base his fitness 
for president purely on the 
basis or religion, then it is we 
who are treading on dangerous 
ground more than the religion 
of the man in question.

We could not complain with 
any voter who after careful 
consideration came to the con­
clusion that Mr. Nixon will 
make the best president. But 
to come to that conclusion sole­
ly on the basis of a man’s reli­
gion seems to us to leave 
much to be desired.

These are the actual facts of 

the situation. Added to Khrush­
chev is Castro who is a publi­
city hound of unbelievable pro­
portions and who organized the 
by-play of moving from an or­
dinary hotel to a Negro hotel 
in Harlem, paying as much or 
more for services.

The United Nations 
should have met in the old 
League of Nations Palace in 
Geneva, Switzerland. An effort 
was made to purchase an enor­
mous site in Westchester County 
in New York State but such a 
fuss was made about a state 
within a state that the project 
was abandoned as it should 
have been.

John D. Rockefeller. Jr., had 
the land assembled on the bank 
of the East River for the Unit­
ed Nations building. Up went a 
sti'ucture that resembled a  
glass and steel toijrihstone. On 
the streets near the United 
Nations a number of buildings 
have been erected which relate 
themselves to international af­
fairs. However, no hotel was 
built anywhere near the Upited 
Nations. Instead the 51 nations 
originally members of the Uni­
ted Nations scattered themselv­
es about New York in hotels, 
apartment houses and so-called 
town houses. If demonstrations 
are held for or against any­
thing, they are always in a very 
crowded street in the heart of 
the city.

Now there are 90 member 
states and each one has an cni- 
bassy of sorts in New York. 
Those attached to these dele­
gations enjoy extraterritoriality 
—not only the delegates but also 
their employees and attend­
ants. Extraterritoriality means 
that they live under their own 
laws. The laws of the State of 
New York, the laws of the 
United States, the municipal or­
dinances of the City of New York 
do not apply to them. Actually, 
their marked automobiles regu­
larly violate traffic regulations 
to the annoyance of New York-

LONDON. England, — Every 

young person should be “pro­
tected” until he or she is 14 
to 16 years of age. If the south 
shows any natural resources, he 
or she should be protected or 
“subsidized” through high 
school and perhaps in college, 
but no longer.

UNITED STATES ECONOMICS
The same economic principle 

should be applied by nations. 
The U.S. had nearly all the nat­
ural resources—including cheap 
labor—when it adopted a  pro­
tective tariff. It had timber, 
oil, iron, gas, copper, water 
power, and the climate to raise 
cotton, cattle, and grains. A 
protective tariff was then jus­
tified in order to give industry 
a start.

But to give the U.S. protec­
tive tariffs now, when it ho 
longer has cheap labor, would 
be foolish and in the end make 
conditions worse. The same ap­
plies to Great Britain and most 
of Europe. The formation of the 
six-and seven-nation European 
groups which have united to 
provide central markets for 
their products and eliminate 
trade barriers Is a wonderful 
step forward which United 
Sjates manufacturers and labor 
should watch.

MORE ABOUT IRELAND
Since my last article on Ire­

land, I have studied the Emer­
ald Isle most intensely. It has 
three basic natural resources: 
Good soil, plenty of rain, and
fine pasture land for cattle and
sheep. It, however lacks tim­
ber, coal, oil, gas, and sun­
shine. It has no iron, only a 
trace of copper: but much
cheap labor. Common labor is 
happy with $3.00 per day and 
skilled labor with $6.00 per day 
since living costs are very low.

The future of Ireland is agri­
culture, principally livestock. 
The main manufactured pro­
ducts which appear to pay are 
cement and sugar made from 
sugar beets. There are also 
great possibilities for further 
development of the tourist bus­
iness, especially hunting, fish­
ing, and mountain climbing. Yet 
the Irish government is making 
a serious effort to attract fac­
tories — with tax exemption to 
other heli^. The most interest­
ing experiment Is being made 
8 miles north of KiUamey by the 
“H-C” Crane Works. This is a 
German concern which is im­
porting its iron, making It into 
cranes and heavy machines 
and exporting all their products 
(selling none in Ireland) to all 
parts of the world. All Ireland 
hopes these Germans wül suc­
ceed.

ENGLAND,
FRANCE AND GERMANY

England has a small amount 
of iron and coal which, with 
good workers, has made this an 
industrial nation without the 
need of protective tariffs ex­
cept as to luxuries. England’s 
skilled labor and financial abil­
ity has made its bankers a 
power in world finance, insur­
ance, and shipping.

The French people a r t  not 
too well informed on econ<wiiics, 
but Southern France has a  fine 
climate for raising grapes and 
other fruits. Hence, it is lead­
ing the world in making fine 
wines, perfumes, fashions, and 
other luxuries. (Our California 
is fast catching up.)

Germany has steel and much 
cheap skilled labor; but Italv 
appeals most to me. I t  leads 
the world in plastics, and is 
fast developing a great busi­
ness in automobiles and m a­
chines of all kinds.

Finally, just a word about 
leaving the U.S.A. and woriting 
in Europe. Except for young 
people who like farming and 
stock-raising, the cwortunities 
in Ireland and Frwice are slight. 
The clerks woric from 9 a jn . to 
6 p.m.—for $8.00 to $12.00 per 
week. I visited a skilled carp­
enter, the father of a  man in 
my office a t WeUesley whom 
I pay $8,000 a year. This carp­
enter gets $4.28 per day.

But the living here Is cheap 
for working people. Everyone 
has good food and warm cloth­
ing and a good time. The wea­
ther Is bad; but the people are 
healthy. A person in the U.S. 
who is retiring on a  pension 
should think of coming here to 
live instead of going to Califor­
nia. Arizona, or Florida. With a 
pension chock coming every 
month from the “good old U. 
S.A.” he could live here like a 
millionaire and have a long,
