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Johnson Hints Public Not
Being Told All The Facts

ABO/-JID THE JOHNSON CAM­
PAIGN TRAIN (AP)—Sen. Lyn­
don Johnson urged hi£ whistlestop 
listeners in Spartanburg today to 
urite the White House and ask, 
“Why they are keeping this record 
©f the (Nixon-Khrushchev) con­
versation in Moscow such a se­
cret.”

The Democratic vice presiden­
tial candidate based his talk in 
Spartanburg on a prepared text, 
instead of making only an off-the- 
cuff, ju&t-folks appeal for party 
unity.

The Texan did not suggest what 
the administration had left unre- 
pcrted in silent motion pictures of 
the “kitchen debate” between Vice 
President Richard M. Nixon and 
the Soviet premier.

He broadly accused the Repub­
licans of withholding facts from 
the people for eight years on such 
things as how foreign aid money 
is spent and why the administra­
tion has “accepted high bids” on 
fovemment contracts.

In Gaffney, his first South Caro­
lina whistlestop, Rep. R o b e r t  
Hcmphiü and Sen. Olin Johnston 
also greeted the crowd and the 
candidate described the Democrats 
as “the party of the people.”

At Gastonia, his last stop in 
North Carolina. Johnson counseled 
a crowd of about 3,500 against 
“ going off with groups that in^ach

Johnson, “but he wants you to 
hate . . . we’U Just be doing 
Khrushchev's job.”

In a prepared statement, he 
called his North Carolina recep­
tion friendly and attentive and said 
he found “a genuine note of en- 
tfiusiasm in the air.”

The crowds th a t . greeted the 
candidate in North Carolina Mon* 
day were receptive, ready to yell, 
laugh or boo on cue. There were

• graybeards^ a few businessmen.
housewives, high school bands and 
youngsters out of class and wav­
ing Kennedy-Johnson banners.

At first the group s were rather 
small—some 500 at the tobacco 
town of Reidsville; 700 at Greens­
boro, where Vice President Rich­
ard M. Nixon drew thousands a 
few weeks ago; a few hundred at 
High Point, added late to his list 
of stops; 400 or so at Lexington.

As the daytime working hours 
faded, however, the crowds got 
bigger and more*noisy, and the 
candidate spoke with greater gus­
to and ¿even more folksiness.

“I want to be remembered by 
how I live, not where I live,” he 
told the Salisbury crowd, estimat­
ed as high as 2.000. “But the long­
er I stay In North Carolina,” he 
beamed, “the more sectional I’m 
likely to become.” His listeners 
clapped.

“Nixon loves Stonewall Jackson 
and Robert E. Lee,” drawled

vote against the Democratic tick­
et because there’s a Southerner 
on it,” he added, referring to a 
speech by Nixon in New York.

About 4,000 cheering people met 
the train at the textile city of 
Kannapolis, and several hundred 
vociferous greeters were at Re­
publican leaning Charlotte.*

Warming to his task, Johnson 
attacked Nixon’s maturity and ex­
perience. Another favorite topic 
was the farm program.

Others were high interest rates 
and the need for an end to “di­
vided government.”

On civil rights, Johnson said he 
believed America wants a nation 
where all are equal “regardless 
of race, religion or region.” He 
repeated his attack on Nixon for 
“discrimination” in saying Ken­
nedy went into the South for his 
running mate.

Kennedy Seeking
Fifth TV Debate

Ban Reporting 
Polaris Launch

NEW YORK (AP)—Sen. John 
P. Kennedy today urged that a 
fifth television-radio debate be 
staged between himself and Vice 
President Richard M, Nixon a few 
days before the Nov. 8 election.

The Democratic presidential 
nominee sent a  telegram to the 
National Broadcasting Co. and the 
American Broadcasting Co. ac­
cepting their proposal for such a 
meeting.

He said he hoped the other net­
works would join in.

“In a political campaign of such 
irapiwUncc as this one. I do not 
beUeve we should permit the last 
18 days of the campaign to go 
by without one further exchange 
between the two candidates,” he 
explained.

“The first two joint appear- 
anees have demonstrated their 
value. Some 130 million Amer­
icans were tuned in—an unparal­
leled audience for a poiitical pro­
gram.

Firing Squads

UNITED NATIONS. N.Y. (AP> 
— Premier Khrushchev, badly 
beaten again on two key Issues j 
in the United Nations, appeared 
ready today to abandon the drive 
to put over his disarmament plan 
at this session of the General 
Assembly.

Khrushchev has indicated that 
he w’ants to try again, in a special 
session, after inauguration of a 
new U.S. president. |

Disarmament comes up for dis­
cussion in the A.ssembly this after­
noon with the Soviet Union lead­
ing off. Khrushchev is slated to 
speak.

The Assembly Monday night 
voted by wide margins to include 
on its agenda for discussion the 
situation in Hungary since the 
1956 rebellion and an airing of 
charges of Communist Chinese 
aggression against Tibet.

Communist delegates fought 
hard to keep both topics off the 
agenda, passionately arguing that 
both were “domestic affairs.” But 
the vote went against them, 49-13 
with 35 abstentions on Tibet. It 
was 54-12 with 31 abstentions on 
the Hungarian question.

The Assembly also agreed to 
discuss complaints of racial dis- 
crunlnation in the Union of South 
Africa and the Algerian question

—a pair of Assembly perennials 
—and the Soviet charge that the 
Ü2 and other U.S. flights con­
stitute aggression agalnM. the So­
viet Union.

Delegates from Canada, the 
United States. Czechoslovakia, 
Bulgaria, the Ukraine and Al­
bania are scheduled to follow 
Khrushchev in the disarmament 
discussion.

The debate officially will be on 
a technical point: whether to de­
bate dksarmament first in the 
Assembly Political Committee, 
the usual procedure, or to bypass 
the committee and hold the de­
bate in the Assembly itself, as 
the Soviets have proposed.

Again and again, representa­
tives of both West and East have 
warned that disarmament is the 
single, over-riding issue to be 
tackled In this session.

Khrushchev has stressed the 
point. However, he recently said 
that conditions now are not ripe 
for the attempt In a discussion 
with U.N. correspondents, he gave 
two reasons;

1. “This session of the Assembly 
has coincided with the electoral 
campaign in the United States. 
For that reason, the United States 
cannot actively participate in 
solving this all-important ques­

tion.”
2 .“Some people think that the 

reason for the impossibility of 
discussing the question at this 
session is the fact that there are 
too many questions on the 
agenda.”

He went on to say that a special 
session of the Assembly should be 
called early in 1961 to “discuss 
Just one question—that of elabo­
rating a disarmament agreement 
and the appropriate measures of 
control,”

Khrushchev also proposed that 
the special Assembly convene 
somewhere in Europe. He previ­
ously had urged that the entire 
U N. be removed from New York.

He said he discussed the whole 
proposition with Britain’s Prime 
MinLster Harold Macmillan, and 
“also in my talks with other lead­
ers.”

Presumably, the Soviet leader 
has said all he has to say on his 
idea of the procedure for disarm­
ing . He doesn’t want InspecUwa 
to come into Soviet territory.

Repeatedly, he has said, “If 
Uicre are no weapons, there 1» 
nothing to Inspect.”

The West insists on inspection 
first and then disarming by 
stages, under observation and con­
trol.

SANTA CLARA. Cuba (A P)-

It is not an exagefation to say that North Caro­

lina’s 13 electorial votes could be the key to the out­
come of the 1960 presidential election in a close con­
test between Sen. Kennedy and Vice President Nixon.

Neither it is an exageration to say that the num­
ber of people who go to the polls on Nov. 8 in Eastern 
North Carolina may well determine the outcome of the 
election in the state.

It doesn’t take a political expert to know that 
Eastern North Carolina is heavily Democratic by regis­
tration, by political alignment and by voting habit. It 
is also true that the heavy Democratic vote in the east­
ern counties of the state have been a major factor in 
keeping North Carolina in the Democratic colmun in 
national elections on several occasions.

This year both the Democratic and the Republican 
organizations apparently feel that North Carolina is a 
state which could go either way and each is seeking 
to make sure it gets every possible vote. Big speakers 
of both political parties are coming to North Carolina 
in unprecedented numbers in this campaign.

While Republican strength in the Piedmont and 
Western sections of the state is causing concern to 
Democratic leaders, the matter of the size of the vote 
seems to be the major question for this section of the 
state.

There 
will be a few  who will denounce the Democratic party 
and become Republicans and others who will ally 
themselves with labels like “Gavincrats” or “Nixon- 
crats” without openly embracing the Republican party 
as such. By and large, however, the vast majority of 
those who go to the polls in Eastern Counties on 
November 8 will vote the Democratic ticket. They be­
lieve in the party, they believe in its candidates, and 
they know of the service of the Democratic party to 
their section.

Inroads made by the Republican party and its 
election-year offshoots will not be sufficient in the East 
to overcome the heavy Democratic majority of the sec­
tion.

The biggest single lesson we see in current con­
cern over “downtown blight” is that it needn’t happen.

The emergence of suburban shopping areas does 
not, to us, seem to be largely responsible for down­
town troubles . . . but more of a product, which in 
turn furthers the business center’s deterioration.

This appears to be so, because suburban centers 
would not arise if downtown’s accessibility and con­
venience continued unimpaired.

With prospects for a continuing rise in population 
all over the country, it behooves still-small communi­
ties to be prepared for the growth all know is coming. 
The planning and financial outlays required at such 
an early stage would be small as compared with reme­
dial requirements after realities of the problem rear 
their heads.

All of which is small comfort to those cities now 
confronted by downtown problems.

It goes without saying, they will find no easy way
out.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Now 

the presidential candidates can 
have their campaign back. So­
viet Prem ier Khrushchev is go­
ing home.

For three weeks he has taken 
the play away from thém again 
and again in newspapers and 
on television. He has a better 
change in pace than Vice Pres­
ident Richard M. Nixon or Sen. 
John F . Kennedy.

Ever since the campaign be­
gan they have operated on a 
high and very vague plane, al­
ways the genelemen.

Not Khrushchev. He has mug­
ged, threatened, demanded, 
scowled, grinned and switched 
from temper tantrums to fond 
embraces.

Even his departure — next 
Thursday night when the candi­
dates are having their third TV 
debate—may interfere with the 
attention they get.

He’s almost certain to say 
something to make front pages 
in the Friday morning papers 
before he flies home.

Just what he has accomplish­
ed on his trip to the United Na­
tions in New York is not clear.

But what Nixon and Kennedy 
have accomplished so far in 
their campaign isn’t clear, eith­
er. Even the polls look fuzasy 
on who’s ahead. .

It probably is better for 
everyone — including Khrush­
chev and the candidates — that 
he’s leaving.

The campaign is moving into 
its critical period. If there’s go­
ing to be any fire, it will have 
to come these next few weeks.

If Khrushchev hung around 
he’d probably mess things up a 
bit. Including himself, and get 
the candidates talking about 
him instead of one another. He 
hasn’t done well «o far.

It's hardly likely Nixon and 
Kennedy can march right up to 
election day at their present 
rate.

If they’re going to get rough,

it will have to start soon, 
although it isn’t certain that 
either man can start a blaze.

If they don’t, this is going to 
be one of the dullest campaigns 
in a long time.

Khrushchev was overheated 
from the day he arrived, but he 
hasn’t started the blaze. So far 
as can be .seen he ha.s performed 
three weeks without getting 
anything he wanted.

Yet tiie world has paid close 
attention not only to what he 
did but to what he said.

Nixon and Kennedy, in their 
TV debates, seem to have got­
ten more attention fw  how they 
performed than for what they 
said.

After the first meeting Repub­
licans were depressed because 
many said Nixon’s make - up 
made him look old and 'tired 
and because, from their view­
point, he said too many times 

'T agree” with Kennedy,
As if to offset this “ me, too” 

appearance, Nixon started off 
his second debate by announc­
ing “I disagree” with Kennedy. 
All this was duly noted, along 
with Kennedy’s mannerisms. .

When it was all over the polls 
that were taken didn’t show 
much change in voter senti­
ment, Khrushchev didn’t make 
any progress in any voter con­
test in the United Nations either.

And we noted a few children 
belonging to people we know 
galavanting around, leading pa­
rents by cotton candy and sticky 
hands.

TO THE EDITOR::—It is un­
fortunate that the excellent or­
ganizational work of the Police 
Department of our city in con­
nection with the visit of Senator 
Kennedy here on Saturday, Sep­
tember 17tb was marred by a 
ambiguous policy proclaimed 
through our Chief of Police.

It has been disclosed that 
written instructions were Issued 
by the Chief of the Police De­
partm ent of Greenville in which 
it was ordered that “All per­
sonnel assigned to this detail 
will a t all times keep the entire 
crowd under close observation 
for any screw balls or possible 
hecklers. If such persons are ob­
served they will immediately be 
removed from the crowd, a pa­
trol car called, and these per­
sons held in custody until Mr. 
Kennedy has left the city.”

It is not against the law either 
to be a “screwball” or to ex­
press disapproval of any candi­
date for public office high or 
low', providing there is no 
breach of the peace or any in­
citement to riot. These instruc­
tions go far beyond the law or 
found public policy in a free 
coun irj.

We' think it appropriate to

call the attention of the people 
of this area to this m atter be­
cause it is right in line with 
the statewide attempt to impose 
one party government upon our 
people. This sort of thing is 
reminiscent of what might be 
expected in dictatorships. It cer­
tainly has no place in Eastern 
Nortlj Carolina or anywhere else 
in our free country. It is more 
important that the liberties of 
our people be preserved than 
it is for any party to win any 
election.

Incidentally, this same direc­
tive was headed "Work detail for 
the Greenville visit of our next 
president, the honorable John 
Fitzgerald Kennedy” . This is at 
least in very bad taste sipce the 
Police Department of the City of 
Greenville represents all the 
people of Greenville of all the po­
litical opinions. It is not an arm 
of the Democratic Party. It has 
no business in its official capa­
city to campaign for anyone. 
Senator Kennedy may or may 
noi be the next President of the 
United States, No person can 
say for certain whether he will 
or will not be elected — not 
even our Chief of Police.

For instance, I am a t this 
moment listening to a fpmale 
voice which is speaking about 
China, The female voice is, of 
course, interpreting a speech 
that is being spoken by a Rus­
sian or White Russian or Ukrain- , 
Ian—I can’t  recall — delegate 
who is yapping away endleesly 
to prove that the United States 
is the lowest cad among nations.

The neutralists are d isa j^ in t- 
ed that they have not succeeded 
in forcing Eisenhower to meet 
with Khrushchev, but what is 
surprising is that some d  our 
oependents as well as allies 
wanted Eisenhower to meet with 
Khrushchev. Their tbe<Hry is that 
Khrushchev never means the 
insults and imprecations he 
shouts a t folks. It is just his 
way. Therefore Eisenhower 
should not have been so offend­
ed by Khrushchev’s conduct in 
Paris or at the United Nations. 
Many of the nati(ms that depend 
upon the United States for their 
existence were quite taken with 
Nehru’s proposal to have Eisen­
hower meet with Khrushchev. 
Nehru himself fears Red China 
so much that any proposal for 
what is euphemistically called* 
a lessening of tension is re­
garded by him as a  intitection. 
But what will he do when Red 
China makes the next move 
against India?

So one listens to the greail of 
the world, the pae® who have 
been thrown up by revolutions, 
by civil wars, by So-called liber­
ations. New faces, new p«won- 
alities. new voices appear and 
all make speeches. And then 
they rise to answer attacks and 
it is always the same things that 
they say.

What is novd is the kmg-wlnd- 
edness of the new-style speak­
ers. Their speeches are endless 
and the translations are endless. 
Now that the United Nations 
has nearly doubled its member­
ship, one wonders what will 
happen if each of the 98 mem­
bers wants to talk four hours 
each on each subject.

The great statesmen d  the 
world will be permanently sta­
tioned in New York, as members 
of Congress now bec<Mue per­
manent residents d  Washington. 
It is, for instance, astonishing 
that Khrushchev can afford to 
spend so much time in New 
York. Apparently, Moscow can 
get along without him. If one 
looks at his travelling itimMrary 
for 1960, Khrushchev has not 
been in Moscow very much. Of 
course, there are swift means of 
communicaticms. Nevotheless, 
one is not a little ast(mished 
that he can be away from the 
seat of his particular activities 
fc»- weeks on end. He is likely 
to be in New York for a pwiod 
of five or six weeks. He must 
feel very secure about his own 
political situation. Stalin 2iever 
dared to travel.
