position with respect to road load limits taken by the
Highway Department.

While this particular incident with respect to low
load limits on secondary roads concerned only Pitt and
Beaufort Counties, it had implications which might
have been brought to bear in any county in the area
where secondary roads afforded the only practical
means of getting a huge volume of material to a major
construction site.

In this case the federal government’s $26 million
Voice of America installation was the industry in-
volved in eonstruction. Subsequently the industrial
prospect might be a private firm that would eliminate
the entire area from consideration if it felt there
would be problems with the Highway Department
over transporting materials needed to build a large
plant.

By its decision to set aside the impractically low
load limits on the secondary roads leading to the VOA
sites, the Highway Department alleviated a potentially
serious problem with respect to construction of this
majer facility. It has likewise avoided setting a policy
that probably would adversely affect the future in-
dustrial and economic development in many places in
East Carolina.

1t is well for Pitt County and the whole of Eastern
Carolina that the State Highway Department has set
aside a proposal that would have arbitrarily set an
8,000-pound-per-axle load limit on some 15 miles of
roads to the Voice of America construction sites In

is vicinity.
e I;ca r{wch more realistic approach to the situa-
tion, the Highway Department this week announced
that the load limit on the roads in question would be
returned to the statutory limit of 18,000 pounds per
axle.

The Highway Department apparently has come
to the conclusion that the state will be amply protect-
ed from damage to the roads because of anticipated
contract provisions with firms working on the major
construction projects at the three sites. It is also ap-
parent that the Department has reconsidered the pro-
posed load limits from the standpoint of getting the
materials required for the construction program to the
designated locations.

Had the extremely low load limits been put into
effect it could have adversely affected major con-
struction programs considered in the future in many
areas of Eastern Carolina. The low load limits would
have set a precedent that might be followed wherever
gecondary roads are concerned. And with so much of

Dorton's

Farm

Program Ideas

By LYNN NISBET

AGRICULTURAL PROGRAM
—Dr. J.8. Dorton, manager of
the N.C. State Fair, has writ-
ten to Sen. John F. Kennedy
and Terry Sanford, whom he
expects to be elected President
and Governor, proposing a dif-
ferent kind of agricultural pro-
gram. The idea isn't really new
to Dr. Dorton. He conceived it
while serving as director of the
War Manpower Commission for
North Carolina during the sec
ond world war. :

The late Max Gardner, former
Governor and then director of
Reconversion and Development
under  President Roosevelt,
thought well of the idea but
felt it was too far advanced for
that time.

Briefly, the plan is this:
Bpell out in plain words just
who is a farmer. Social Secur-
ity regulations say that to be
eligible for social security pay-
ments & farmer must derive 51
per cent of his income from the
farm. The Federal Government
disaster relief rules say that for
a farmer to receive aid under
this program he must derive 51
per cent of his income from the
farm. Yet there are many giant
corporations engaged in farming
in active competition with the
although not

disaster purposes, but get guar-
anteed parity payments for their
produce.

Dorton suggests that the lands
now being farmed by the giant
corporations be purchased by
the government and resold fo
family farmers who would then
be freed from corporate compe-
tition and thereby enabled to
earn a livellhood on the farm.
Absentee landlords — doctors,
lawyers, bankers, etc.—who do
not live or work on the farm,
but who hold lands for enhanc-
ed values, would be disqualified
for parity payments unless as
much as 51 per cent of their
mcome came off the farm.

UNFAIR — Dorton points out
that professional men do not
tolerate farmers coming into
their ranks for practice without
meeting the qualifications estab-
lished for the profession—and
have the government subsidize
them when they failed to make
good, He thinks it unfair for the
professional men to move in-
to farming without complying
with the rules established for
bona fide farmers of 52 per cent
income.

The corporations and absentee
Jandlords are satisfied to get
parity payments for their
crops, even though that is less
than cost of production. They
do not depend upon the farm
for a living and are content to
take their profit from increas-
ing land values. The family far-
mer must live off his work

bear the brunt of competition
from individuals or groups in
every known trade, occupation
or profession, while these same
individuals and groups enjoy
protection from competition by
their various licensing boards,
commissions, etc. Yet the only
real resource (that of farming)
goes unlicensed, unguarded and
unprotected from anybody who
wants to enter the field.

EXCEPTIONS — Exceptions
are made in cases of wealthy
men who operate farms primar-
ily for improvement of crops,
livestock and methods, whose
experiences are passed along for
the benefit of all farmers. In
this category are included such
people as Cam Morrison, the
Hills at Durham, the Lathams
at Belhaven, Reynolds and oth-
ers at Winston-Salem, McNairs
and Pates at Laurinburg, Cok-
ers at Hartsville — and similar
operators. Numerous feed and
fertilizer mills conduct extensive
experimental farms that contri-
bute to rather than competle
with the family farmers.

NOT NEW—Dr. Dorton insists
there is nothing new in the idea
of protecting business and pro-
fessions from unrestricted com-
petition. For years the govern-
ment has protected public utili-
ties from promiscuous competi-
tion from outsiders and guar-
anteed a profit, This, too, is a
form of subsidy. There is noth-
mg wrong in the protection and
guarantee of profits for utilities
and professions. Why, then, he
asks, should the inadequate par-
ity program witrout any pro-
tection for the farmer be cited
as a terrible socialistic thing?
There is justification for the tax
write-off allowed oil companies
and many big manufacturers
handling billions of dollars in
government  contracts. Why
overlook these guaranties and
subsidies and talk about the lit-
tle bit given the farmer as if it
were the only one? The parity
and subsidy phase is not as im-
portant as the unrestricted com-
petition of non-farm residents
who are protected in their own
primary areas of activity,

Dr. Dorton does not offer his
plan as a panacea. He says
there are other approaches
than the present system to solu-
tion of our floundering agricul-
tural program, And he thinks
the only successful plan will be
on that saves the small family
farm from ahsorption of de-
struction by corporate moguls
and absentee landlords. “In all
the annals of history,” he says,
“no nation on earth has ever
survived without a strong agri-
cultural program of family farm
operations.”” Russia, with all her
know-how in sputniks, missiles
and collective farming has not
even remotely approached our
achievements in agriculture un-

Turning To Kennedy

No one can tell for sure who will win an election
until the votes are counted. Polls can show trends,
surveys may reveal shifting sentiment and political
statisticians may make predictions.

In the final analysis, however, the individual vot-
ers make the decision when they enter the privacy
of the voting booth ... and that moment comes only
on election day.

Therefore polls and surveys cannot be viewed as
sure-fire methods of indicating what the voters will do
on election day. The best the polls can do is indicate
how people feel at a particular moment, and even then
it should be realized that any opinion poll reaches
only a small portion of any group of people.

In recent weeks it has become evident that the
opinion polls taken around the nation show an appar-
ent shift of sentiment from Vice President Nixon and
the Republican party to Sen. John Kennedy and the
Democratic party. At the outset of the current cam-
paign Vice President Nixon was considered by most
“experts” the odds-on favorite to soundly defeat the
Democratic Party candidate. These were the predic-
tions even though they were usually modified with the
additional comment that it would be a “‘close” election.

Now the tide appears to be running the other
way. Sen. Kennedy has become the favorite in most
opinion polls taken across the nation, and even the
betting odds at Las Vagas have shifted from Nixon
to Kennedy’s favor.

As the campaign moves into the final days before
the election it is evident that Sen. Kennedy has gained
considerably more strength since the convention than
Vice President Nixon has. Sen. Kennedy’s popularity
appears to be growing almost daily while Vice Presi-
dent Nixon’s strength, if not weakening, certainly does
not seem to be getting greater.

The conditions reflect, we think, a growing de-
sire on the part of the people to be led during the
next four years by Sen. Kennedy and the :Democratic
party rather than risking what may be an uncertain
course charted by Vice President Nixon and the GOP.

Mr. Ken-
nedy spoke about U.S. support
of anti-Castro forces in Cuba in
a manner highly subject to mis-
interpretation.

What puzzles them is
Mr Nixon’s suggestion that we
should be cautious about incit-
ing the Communist world to ac-
tion close to the American shore
but incautious about committing
ourselves to the defepse of Que-

Roosevelt reorganized the
Democratic Party in an effort
to free himself from the con-
trol of the party by the Solid
south and the Big City Bosses
in the North. He brought into
the party social reformers, so-
eialists, non-political intellectu-
s and worked valiantly and
successfully to change the Amer-
fcan labor movement from a
non-political to a political ef-
fort. The A.F. of L. abandoned
the trade union theories of Sam-
uel Gompers and moved in the
direction of younger Marxists
led by Walter Reuther. Roose-
velt had sufficient tenure in the
White House to weld together
this new party. By succeeding
to move the Northern Negroes
out of the Republican Party,
where they were because  Lin-
coln freed the slaves, to the
Democratic Party which was
propagandizing for social equal-
ity through the influence of Mrs,
Eleanor Roosevelt, the Demo-
cratic Party became all power-
ful in those Northern states with
large Negro populations.

It was the Roosevelt leuten-
a.ts, Edward Flynn and James
Farley, who organized the Amer-
ican Labor Party in New York.
This was designed to give Mayor
La Guardia a method of leaving
the Republican Party without
becoming & Tammanyite. The
American Labor Parly eventual-
ly split into two factions, the
A.LP., which became & political
arm of the Communist Party,
and the Liberal Party which
mustered between 300,000 and
400,000 votes consisting princi-
pally of workers in the male
and female garment trades and
a small number of intellectuals.
It continues to exist and exerts
a greater influence than its num-
bers indicate.

The Roosevelt spell is still
felt in some areas and the Dem-
ocratic Party is still under the
influence of some of those whom
he favored. Senator John F. Ken-
nedy is naturally capitalizing on
that name, just as Richard Nix-
on is benefiting by the popularity
of President Eisenhower.

Neither party is conservative
nor liberal. Both parties are cur-
rently opportunistic, responding
to immediate questions without
philosophic connotations, In fact,
the terms, conservative and lib-
eral, cannot be defined in po-
litical context, in the year 1960.
For instance, Senator Kennedy
regards himself as a liberal but
his running mate, Senator Lyndon
Johnson, has hitherto been ac-
cepted as a conservative. What
then is this team? Vice Presi-
dent Richard Nixon has never
been a conservative such as
Senator Barry Goldwater is. Nix-
on is assumed to be a conser-
vative because he is anti-Com-
munist, but many  liberals are
arti-Communist and the social-
ists are violently so.

quarter, which ended Oct. 14,
showed an increase of 6.8 percent
over last year, it was reported
today through J. Knott Proctor,
postmaster.

Receipts for this year totaled
$89,414.50 compared to receipts for
last year of $83,736.54 for the same
16-week period, July through Oc-
tober dates.

This represenis nearly $6,000
increase over last year for the
same quarter.

Total pieces of mail of all class-
es during the quarter totaled
4.963.200 for this year, compared
to 4,650,700 for last year.

Broken down, the volume of mail
represents, letter mail, 4.123.300
pieces for this yvear and 3,916,000
for last vear: parcel post, 123.900
for this year and 118.000 for last
year: all others (second and third
class mail including magazines
flats, circulars, ete.), 716,100 for
this year and 616,700 for last year.

A definite Increase in every
bracket over last year is apparent
in these figures.

The next postal month ends
Nov. 11 and the next quarter ends
about January 217.
