The remaining five were divided among Nixon-Sanford, Ken-
nedy-Gavin, Stevenson-Graham, Kennedy-Lake, and Nixon-Lake
tickets. v

The 121 replies to the Reflector’s second straw balloting this
week came from Pitt County towns as well as from Washington,
Robersonville, Kinston, and Durham.

In the individual totals, Kennedy replaced Sanford'as the top
vote-getter. The presidential candidate tallied 68 votes while San-
ford received 67. On the GOP side, Nixon received 52 to Gavin's 51.

- The United Nations today pub-
lished a hitherto secret cable from
Congo President Joseph Kasavubu
assailing the U.N. role in the trou-
bled African country. He accused
the UN. ccmmand of encourag-
ing the supporters of deposed Pre-
mier Patrice Lumumba by block-
ing his arrest and prosecution,

Kasavubu's charges were made
to Ambassador Frederick H. Bo-
land, president of the General As-
sembly, in a message dated Oct.
13. In other cables to Bolr—d, the
Congo president protested propos-
als now pending to have the as-
sembly seat a delegation repre-
senting Lumumba,

The disclosure of the messages
came 24 hours after Secretary-
General] Dag Hammarskjold laid
before the assembly a report of
kis special Congo representative,
Rajeshwar -Dayal, blasting the
grmy regime of Col. Joseph Mo-
butu, who is working with Kasa-
vubu. )

In his report Dayal said the of-
fice of the chief of state, occupied
by Kasavubu, was one of the Con-
go institutions which had re-
inained unshaken in the turmoil
which has gripped the country
since it won its independence
from Belgium last July.

The Short Rows

SHORT ROWS—In the vernac-
viar of the farm which the late
Kerr Scott loved to use, the
candidates and the party organ-
izations have plowed the furrows
to the end of the rows in the
big field. They are working now
In the short rows, cleaning up
the ditch banks and the weed-
infested edges. These border-
line short rows are more impor-
tant than in any political cam-
paign in memory of living per-
sons. The crop of votes harvest-
ed from these usually ignored
areas may make the difference
i next Tuesday’s election.

Recognition of this fact is as
startling to Republicans as it is
to the {iraditionally dominant
Democrats. Neither group quite
krows what to do about it. That
is especially true with respect
to the Governor's race. Since
the Civil War there has never
been any real question about
North Carolina electing a Dem-
ocratic Governor, except in 1896
when Daniel L. Russell was
eiected on the coalition popu-
list-Republican ticket—with per-
hap: more disgruntled Demo-
craticcPopulist votes than
straight Republican. Even in
1926 when North Carolina’s elec-
toral vote went to Republican
Herbert Hoover for President,
there was no serious threat to
Max Gardner as the Democratic
candidate for Governor. As that
1928 campalign warmed up, with
defection of many Democratic
leaders following Sen. F.M. Sim-
mons against the national ticket
headed by Al Smith, the major-
ity for Democratic Governor
Max Gardner was reduced to
Jowest level in half a century, In
that election nobody paid much
attention to the Governor’s race.
Emphasis was on the national
ticket and the anti-Smith senti-
ment.

In this eampaign almost as
much — some folks say even
more—attention is given to the
Governor's race as to the presi-
dential contest.

UNPREPARED—-It iz no se-
eret in political circles that this
development caught both parties
“with their britches down.”
When the Republican state con-
vention met in early March
there was nobody who wanted
to be the “sacrificial lamb” as
a candidate for Governor. And
there was nobody the Republi-
cans really wanted to nominate.
The general attitude among Re-
publican convention attendants
was that anybody willing to pay
the filing fee would be accepta-
b:ie. Robert L. Gavin volunteer-
€aq.
Four Democrats filed notice of
eandidacy in the primary for
Governor—Terry Sanford, John
Larkins, Beverly Lake and Mal-
eolm Beawell. Larkins and Sea-
well were eliminated in the
first primary, and a run-off was
hac bet(ween Sanford and Lake.
&anford” won the second round.

A short time later he spoke out
for John Kennedy for President,
although majority of the North
Carolina delegation at the Los
Angeles convention favored
gome other candidate.

That commitment on part of
Banford for Kennedy put Bob
Gavin in the race for Governor.
Prior to that time he has just
been the Republican nominee
without a chance. It immediate-
ly appeared that some of San-
ford’s staunchest original sup-
porters were offended and
were Jeaving him. Some Lake
supporters started a write-in
campaign for their favorite.
Lake half-heartedly discouraged
that policy. By late September
it appeared that for the first
time in more than 60 years there
was a chance that North Caro-
lina might have a Republican
Governor.

Democrats were flabbergasted
and Republicans were confused.
None of them knew how to cope
with the situation. There was
ne precedent to guide them.

BIG TIME—The Democratic or-

cnization imported some heavy
artillery for rallies at which em-
phasis was put upon voting the
straight ticket—from President
{0 constable. These out of state
big folks gave more than usual
attention to the state candidates.

The regular Republican organ-
ization also imported some big
name speakers, and candidates
for President and Vice President
of both parties visited the state.
There were a number of sup-
porters of Nixon and Lodge and
Gavin who did not trust the reg-
ulai Republican party to carry
the campaign for their election.
So there sprang up various
statewide and local groups of
“Citizens for Nixon and Gavin”,
“Citizens for Gavin,” Democrats
for Nixon and Lodge™ and sun-
dry other titles.

So much emphasis was put
on persons rather than party af-
fihation by these groups that
the Democrats began running
advertisements calling for votes
for Terry Sanford.

Since the Republicans had no
experience in a campaign where
there appeared chance of suc-
cess for their governor, it was
epparent in early stages that
theé regular party organization
was ignoring Gavin. He named
a2 campaign manager independ-
ent of the state committee, and
operated almost as a lone wolf.
This dispersion of effort tended
further to confuse the voters.

Republicans staged rallies in
every congressional district, al-
rmost in every county—a prac-
tice which Democrats had ob-
served for years and intensified
this time. Now the big speeches

and the big rallies are over.
Aftention is concenirated on
small groups and conferences

with party workers. catching up
on the short rows and cleaning
up the ditch banks.
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As for civil rights, both party platforms and both
candidates has taken their stands in support of meas-
ures that will remove the barriers that prevent equal
opportunity for all citizens regardless of race. Differ-
ences in the stands of the candidates on this point is
primarily in terminology, not in the ultimate goal they

seek.

And, since the new Congress will once again be
Democratic-controlled, it is reasonable to believe a

greater degree of accord ., . a more harmonious effort

in facing up to the dangerous vears ahead can be
achieved if the Administrative branch is likewise in

Democratic Party hands.

Space does not permit a discussion of all the
issues in this national political campaign. We have
attempted here only to present a few of the more im-

portant.

The FTC's “guarantee” kick
recalls that “‘free” jag it got
onto a few years ago. The situa-
tiors were parallel; there were
sorry abuses, The FTC held hear-
ings and came out’ with regula-
tions prohibiting the use of the
word ‘‘free” unless what was
giver was without any ‘‘con-
sideration” whatsoever,

Some advertisers felt that it
was impossible to use the word
in any advertisement but, since
then, the word has been gradual-
ly returning to advertisements.
