County election officials met in the Pitt Courthouse today for an official counting oí Pitt’s vote Tuesday.
While the canvass was incom­plete at noon, totals in the guber­natorial and other state elections had been checked.
The canvass showed prelimin­ary gubernatorial tabulations made at the Daily Reflector Tues­day night were correct. According to the official count today the victor, Terry Sanford, received 12.551 Pitt votes. Defeated Repub­lican candidate Robert L. Oavln bad 3,162 and Dr. I. Beverly Lake garnered 34.
In the Pitt presidential voting, an earlv Imt unofficial total Indi­cated the Reflector's preliminary county fflwr votes shy. Election board figures showed Sen. J c ^  F. Kennedy received a total 12.526 county votes while Richard M.

President Ready 
To Meet Kennedy

AUGUSTA, Ga. (AP) — Preai- cient Eisenhower offered todw  ̂ to meet with President-elect John f. Kennedy “at any mutually con­venient time” to arrange an or­derly transfer of governmental power.The President also said he would welcome meetings between designated Kennedy representa­tives and those of the Eisenhower administration, particularly Sec- ivtary of State Christian A. Her- ter.In a message sent from his va­cation headquarters, Elsenhower suggested that Kennedy send an a‘de to meet with the White House chief of staff, Wilton B. Persons, to make the arrange­ments.“I would like you to know that I stand ready to meet with you ai any mutually convenient time t-) consider problems of continuity ol government and an orderly transfer of executive responsibil­ity on January 20 from my ad- p.lnistration to yours,” the Presi­dent said.Elsenhower sent this niessage Wednesday in a telegram to Ken­nedy at his Hyannis Pent, Mass., headquarters. Press secretary James Hagerty made it public this morning after an expected Kennedy reply had not arrived In tjme to be released simultaneous- h  with the President’s wire.Hagerty told newsmen he un- oerstood Kennedy’s answer—pre- fumably an acceptance of Elsen­

hower’s offer—would be released as soon as It is received swne- time during the day.
Hagerty said he had told Pierre Salinger, Kennedy’s press repre- s»‘ntative, in a telephone conver­sation this morning that he was going ahead with his plan to make public the President’s message. Hagerty said he did not know the reason for Kennedy’s delay.
In urging advance consultation on foreign policy, Eisenhower told Kennedy: “The secretary of state will be prepared fcur meetings to provide information on foreign policy activities <m which there will be special need for continuity until you shall have had the op­portunity, after inauguratioo, to arrange these matters to your sat­isfaction.”
The President is known to be especially anxious to keep Ken­nedy up to date on all develop­ments involving the future of Ber­lin, disarmament and a possible East-West summit conference.
Eisenhower also hoped that Kennedy would name his secre­tary of state within'a few weeks so that he could woiic jvlth Herter in the days before the Democrats take over the government.In the 71 days remaining be­fore Kennedy becomes president, however, his men will not join in policy making. Hagerty said Ei­senhower intends to remain fully responsible for all decisions until the moment Kennedy Is sworn in.

Grifton's Board 
OKs Applying 
For Federal Aid

GRIPTON-—The Town Board last night authorized Mayor WUey Gas­kins to sign an application for federal aid to financing the pro­posed sewer plant and water well project.The board, In its monthly meet­ing, made the authorization for application for the federal grant. A motion was made for the ap­plication following a report on a letter from L.E. Wooten and Com pany, consulting engineers in the project.Though the town of Giifton has its own sewer plant and water system, these are in need of re­vision.Following a report on the sampl­ing of public opinion on the park­ing situation in downtown Grifton, board members decided to retain 
the present system of diagonal parking and put a suggestion for parallel parking aside.The board had asked citizens to register their preferences for par­allel parking on both sides of the street, no parallel parking, and par­allel parking on one side of the sü'eet by signing a paper desig­nating their choice in the town office. Residents had a month to register their opinions.Results of the opinion poll were 113 against parallel parking: 32 for parallel parking; and 15 favor­ing parallel parking on one side of Jthe street.Edward Owens, street commis­sioner, recommended that new drainage tile be installed on a por­tion of Dupont Street here. The board approved the recommenda­tion and stated that 372 feet of 18-inch tile, at an estimated cost of $838, be used.In other business, W.M. Janu­ary, light and water commission­er, was asked to investigate a re­quest from St. Joseph Street resi­dents for street lights. Reports from the police commissioner, Paul Whitley, were made on re­corder’s court and the police de­partment. Recorder’s Court showed a balance of $725 for the month of October. A police report show­ed total arrests for (October at 24, with 23 found guilty in court.

Kennedy’s Popular Margin 
Dwindles; Count Goes On

WASHINGTON (AP)~Despite a dwindling p<H>ular margin from a record voter turnout, Sen. John F. Kennedy held 3(X) electoral votes today as he prepared to take over the presidency 71 days hence.With counting continuing in Cal­ifornia and Alaska. Kennedy had captured 22 states with 300 elec­toral votes—31 more than the needed 269. Vice President Rich­ard M. Nixon toirfc control in 25 states with 188 votes. Eight elec­tors in Mississippi and six in Alabama were not committed.But in the popular vote, Ken­nedy held a margin of less than325.000 votes in a tally of more than 66 million for the major party candidates. With returns yet to come and tallies for minor parties. It appeared that Ken­nedy’s presidential victory might come on less than a  majority of the popular vote cast. His 50.2 per cent of the popular vote made it the tightest election since the first Penjamin Harrison-Grover Cleve­land race in 1888. Republican Har­rison won an electoral victory then while running more than100.000 behind in popular vote.Plans already were under wayfor Kennedy representativea to wi«*k with administration officials

in arranging for the changeover next Jan. 20.Foreseeing a “difficult and challenging” period during the next four years. Kennedy said Wednesday that “there is general agreement by all our citizens that a supreme national effort Is needed to move this country through the 1960s.”“All of our energies will be de­voted to the interests of the United States and the cause of freedom around the world.”Working with him will be a Democratic-controlied Congress in which, however, Republicans will show some gains over the present lineup. For the last six years, Congress and the White House have been controlled by different parties. *Tuesday’s election provided a Senate makeup of 64 Democrats and 36 Republicans to replace the 66-34 division of the present Sen­ate. With tabulations in five House races incomplete, the Democrats had elected 257 members and the Republicans 175. The old lineup, including vacancies, was 283-154. The Republicans had gained 22 seats.But the Democrats registered a net gain of one among state gov­

ernors, raising their statebouse total to 34—their highest since 1938. Of the 27 state posts at stake. Democrats won 15 and the Republicans 12, with political changes taking place in 13 states. Six incumbents were defeated.Kennedy has said he will wait at least two weeks before desig­nating any of the top officials who will make up his administration.But he will need to designate soon the man he expects to step into the shoes of Christian A. Herter as secretary of state. Among those mentioned for this role are Adlai E. Stevenson, Rep. Chester Bowles of Connecticut. Chairman J  .WUliam Fulbright D-Ark., of the Senate Foreign Relatiwis Committee and the former New York governor, W. Averell Harrlman.Any of these, and particularly Stevenson, might be named by Kennedy as American ambassa­dor to the United Nations. Henry Cabot Lodge resigned this post after holding it for seven and one- half years to make the unsuccess­ful race for vice president on Nix­on’s ticket.Kennedy will have to decide whether to go himself or send an agent to the mid-December NATO

RALEIGH (AP) — The State Board of Higher Education has recommended that a new type budget formula, designed to allow flexibility in spending operations, be used at Appalachian Stkte Teachers College during the next biennium.
The board announced today that the new budget formula eliminates the need for line-by-line budgeting of money as In the past. The ap­propriations in the “A” budget for the school are based on the ex­pected student enrollment during the two-year period and the cost per student per quarter hour of instruction.

BONN, Germany (AP) — Chan­cellor Konrad Adenauer said to­day he will meet the new presi­dent of the United States next February-“I will discuss with him every­thing that I have on my mind,” the chancellor told foreign corre­spondents at a luncheon held a short time after the government had issued a communique an­nouncing the chancellor’s meeting with President-elect John F. Ken­nedy.Adenauer said he was chiefly concerned with general global dis­armament, especially nuclear dis­armament.*T hope that Mr, Kennedy will be able to make headway in achieving controlled disarmament because this will inevitably lead to an easing of tension In the world,” the 84-year-old chancellor said.Informed sources say Adenauer wants an assurance of continued U.S. participation In West Euro­pean defense activities. 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An Investment In The Future Of Pitt
Final Rundown Of Election Returns

The proposed industrial training school for P it t  
Countj^ is a facility sorely needed by the county and 
one which could contribute immeasurably to the eco­
nomic progress of the county and  its people.

Proposed under the auspices of the  Pitt County 
Development Commission, the school now has received 
the endorsement of the  County Board of Education 
which has asked the County Commissioners to call for 
a county-wide bond issue to finance construction of 
the school.

Ultimately the question of building the proposed 
industrial training school for P it t  County will be de­
cided by the voters . . . provided the County Commis­
sioners sanction the proposal to call for a bond issue 
on the project.

Ultimately, the people of the  county are the one 
who will benefit from the presence of such a school 
in our midst.

Under the state-wide program  for industrial t ra in ­
ing schools, each local government unit is responsible 
for furnishing the necessary building and grounds for 
the school. When it does, the state  provides the neces- 
vsary machinery, equipment and instructors to operate 
the school in keeping with the needs of the  county or 
community.

Goldsboro and Wilson in this area already have 
erected and are operating such industrial training 
.schools under the state  program. The State  Board of 
Education recently approved plans for the erection 
of such a school at Kinston. These other localities have 
undertaken these programs in order to accomplish a 
two-fold objective:

1. To provide people in the ir  immediate area  a 
school in which they can obtain specialized training

NUISANCE — The safety rec­

ord of North Carolina school bus- 
ea is highly gratifying. Majority 
of the drivers are students, 
many of them high school girls. 
There are numerous instances, 
however, when the safety rec­
ord is due to the care of other 
motorists rather than to the skill 
or cooperation of the bus driv­
ers. Sometimes it seems that the 
student drivers, conscious of the 
protection afforded them by the 
law requiring every other ve­
hicle to stop when the bus stops, 
delight in making a nuisance of 
themselves.

Your reporter was a passenger 
in a car that got behind a 
school bus the other afternoon 
on a road from Sedgefleld out 
to the US 29 & 70, to be inte­
grated as a section of 1-85.

fVelop a feeling of impatient 
r* frustration—and are tempted to 

take chances in passing. The law 
protects the school bus; but a 
little more consideration on part 
of the bus drivers would afford 
gréater protection for all con- 
cémcd.

SPEED — Nearly aU the four- 
lane highwaya now have per­
mitted speed of 60 miles per 
hour. A lot of two-lane mileage 
has the same legal speed. For 
most part 55 miles is standard 
maximum for passenger cars, 
45 miles for trucks. There are 
numerous zones for which the 
highway commission has adopt­
ed ordinances limited speed to 
40 miles and maximum allowed 
within incorporated municipali­
ties is 35 miles, reduced to 10 
miles in some heavily congested 
business areas.

It is common knowledge, eas­
ily obtained on almost any mo­
tor trip, that all speed limits are 
violated more often than observ­
ed. Despite frequent complaints 
of motorists that they were dis­
criminated against when ptilled 
for excessive speed, only a tiny 
fraction of all violators are ap­
prehended.

There is developing sentiment, 
which may be expressed In 
bills offered in the next Oeneral

Assembly, to increase maxi­
mum speed on controUed-access 
four-lane roads to 65 miles an 
hour. Argument for Increased 
speed is that “ everybody drives 
that fast, anyhow," Argument 
against it is there would be as 
much inclination to go faster as 
there is now. and that would 
get into the danger range. Traf­
fic officers generally favor re­
taining the 60 mUe maximum 
as absolute top speed, and 
tighter enforcement of lower lim­
its.

There is question whether ex­
cessive speed per se causes 
many accidents. There can be 
no doubt that high speed contri­
butes to the severity of acR- 
dents, resulting in heavier pro­
perty damage, serious personal 
injury and fatalities.

INDUSTRY — Ooverior Hodg­
es has designated the period of 
November 28-Deccmber 3 as 
"Industry Appreciation Week" 
in North Carolina, and has call­
ed upon every community in the 
state to join in .its observance. 
A number of communltlM have 
staged industry appreciation pro­
grams in the past, but this is 
the first venture in a statewide 
common week observance.

The idea is to welcome new­
comers into the economic life of 
the community, without ne­
glecting appreciation for the 
established firms which have 
supported the economy through 
the years. One point whould be 
emphasized more than it has 
been in prior programs. That 
is recognition of the little busi­
nesses which employ from three 
to twenty people. Emphasis has 
been on the big plants.

Your reporter was amazed tn 
learn sometime ago that there 
are more than 75 hosiery “man­
ufacturers" in Hickory. There 
are several multi-million dollar 
plants which have nationwide 
reputation. But there are a 
great many more little plants, 
one or two or three knitting ma­
chine* in garages and home 
basements, producing goods to 
specifications of the big firms 
and distributed under the big 
trade names.

A fumlttffc factory. In com­
mon concept, is a g r e a t  
big plant engaged in assembly- 
line production of beds and 
chairs and tables which are 
shipped In truck and car load 
volume. Furniture making Is big 
business. It is also little busi­
ness. because there is hardly a 
town of 500 people that does not 
have one or more shops making 
and repairing furniture. Indus­
try appreciation programa will 
fall of their major purpose un­
less they recognize the contribu­
tion of these little fellows.

2. Provide their localities with a facility in which 

people can be trained to assume skilled or specialized 
jobs in industries which may locate in the area.

Such a school in P it t  wmuld make available to 
local people— particularly young people-—technical 
training which is not now available.' These young 
people would be equipped to accept more highly skill­
ed jobs than otherwise would be the case. At the  same 
time, the  presence of such a school here would make, 
Pitt County much more attractive to many industrial 
prospects because the county would be able to assure 
a prospective industry of trained workers in almost 
any type of job  necessary to the industry.

Erection of such a school would greatly  enhance 
the economic future of P itt County both from the 
standpoint of many of its young people as individuals, 
and from the  standpoint of the overall industrial 
development of the county.

It represents an investment in the fu ture  which 
could pay for itself many times over in térms of better 
economic advantages for the  county and its people.

Dramatic Ending To

The dram a of Tuesday's election— the razor-thin 
margin of the  popular vote and the late-count shifting 
of key electorial votes— have left many citizens across 
the nation still shaking th e ir  heads because of the nar­
row margin which spelled victory or defeat for their 
favorite candidate.

Although President-elect Kennedy was considered 
the favorite w hen voters we.nt to the polls Tuesday, al­
though early predictions a f te r  the count s ta r ted  Tues­
day night said he would win, it was mid-day Wednes­
day on the E as t  Coast before the election officially 
was “ in the b a g "  for the  Democrats.

F o r  some 12 hours, from mid-night Tuesday until 
Wednesday noon, the Democratic nominee was within 
a few votes of having enough electorial ballots to as* 
.sure his election. As the hours passed, Vice President 
Nixon's votes a te  away a t  what earlier appeared  to be 
a Kennedy landslide. By late morning yesterday most 
people were getting a good ca^e of the  jitters  awaiting 
the outcome from  three states, any one of which could 
have given Kennedy victory . . . the combination of 
which might have enabled Nixon to snatch victory 
from the jaw s of defeat.

It will be a  long time before the American people 
witness again a more dramatic ending to such a dra­
matic national political campaign.

Tuesday’s election was a real 
thriller in the ti"ue American 
tradition.

Thus here in the newspaper off­
ice, there was still nothing final 
on the election as late as noon 
yesterday.

Kennedy had 261 sure elector­
ial votes at that time — only 
eight short of Victory. But 
those eight just wouldn’t come 
over.

Finally at 12:30 Minnesota 
swung to the Kennedy camp. 
The election was over. It was 
all decided, but still with a pop' 
ular vote lead of only eight- 
tenths of one percent. 
Minnesota’s 11 votes In the

Kennedy column settled the Is­
sues for News Editor Don 
Schllenz who had been holding 
back on his front page headliiies 
until the matter was definitely 
decided.

He trotted out the big type 
which declared Kennedy and 
Sanford bad won. ’

Now the problem is: Are vot­
ers more tolerant in i960 or were 
those who maintained the prohi­
bition issue defeated Smith 
right?

Tuesday’s election is most of­
ten compared with the election 
of 1928 when another Roman 
Catholic and Democrat ŵ as run­
ning for president,

A1 Smith was soundly defeat­
ed that year by Ihe Republican 
candidate Herbert Hoover. The 
dispute has gone on for years 
as to whether Smith was defeat­
ed because of his Catholic relig­
ion or because of the prohibition 
issue which was a highlight of 
the campaign.

Of explanations are mixed u p  in
Sen. John F. Kennedy’s victory 
over Vice President Richard M. 
Nixon in Tuesday’s  presidential 
election.

They range from the personal 
and political to television and 
tactics.

1. The close vote showed what 
had been apparent throughout 
the campaign. There was no 
overwhelming enthusiasm for 
either man. The choice was be­
tween two men rather than be­
tween two parties.

But that the voters could and 
did choose sharply between par­
ties was demonstrated by the re­
sults in the congressional races.

For the 13th timfe in the' 15 
elections since 1932 for House 
and Senate the Democrats were 
given control of Congress.

2. The congressional results in­
dicate that if Kennedy had been 
a Republican he might have 
been whipped. For this reason: 
He probably benefited from 
voters who saw little to choose 
between him and Nixon but cast 
a straight Democratic ballot.

3. Something in Nlxon’a make­
up hurt him. In an almost mysti­
cal way some voters said they 
were picking Kennedy because 
“I don’t like Nixon" although 
when asked why they couldn’t 
say.

4. Nixon undoubtedly got some 
benefit from being associated 
with President Elsenhower and 
his administration but it also 
handicapped him.

Because he had been part of 
It he couldn’t be critical of it, 
even if he had wanted to. He 
defended the administration, and 
couldn’t go much beyond its per­
formance and programs in offer­
ing ideas of his own.

He was handcuffed in another 
way too. While Kennedy could 
offer unhindered and apparently 
popular liberal programs an(T> 
promises, Nixon had to worry 
about pleasing both the liberal 
and conservative wings of his 
party.

This left him in the middle.
5. This middle position—which 

meant restraint in promises—al­

lowed Kennedy to appear more 
farseeing. more earnest about 
the future, more on the move. 
Kennedy Jibed at him for his 
middle ground role.

6. TV played an enormous 
part in the campaign since it 
gave the voters a chance to see 
the tw'O candidates side by side, 
to examine their minds at work, 
and to form close-up impressions 
of both

7. Nixon pulled A political 
boner In appearing with Kennedy 
on TV and debating him. Nixon, 
because of his seven years with 
the Eisenhower administration, 
was known in every home,

Kennedy, outside his own Mas­
sachusetts. was a comparative 
unknown. But in the very first 
debate be not only landed side 
by side with Nixon in 70 mil­
lion homes but, many thought, 
had much the better of it.

He became known across the 
land overnight.

8. Kennedy — with his more 
liberal programs of medical care 
for the aged, federal help with 
teachers' pay, a higher mini­
mum wage — was able to ap­
peal to groups whom the more 
re.5trained Nixon couldn’t reach.

9. The business slump was 
perhaps a factor. Last April, 
long before the campaign, Nix­
on let it be known that if there 
was an economic downturn by 
election day he didn’t think the 
Republicans could win. It did 
turn down.

10. Nixon, long billed as a 
great debater, turned out to be 
more of an arguer. It worked to 
his disadvantage. In his inces­
sant attempts to tear Kennedy 
down he helped build him up,

11. Kennedy, by preserving an 
even tone and temper, present­
ed an image of himself as a 
man both serious and reliable. 
Nixon, self • consciously, played 
up to the listeners.

In his efforts to sound homey 
he frequently reduced his state­
ments to the teen-age level, an 
effort which Nixon seemed to 
forget might offend many intel­
ligent people. But, as he said, 
he didn't think most people paid 
attention to details.

Chickens Come To'Roost

(Henderson Dispatch)
One of the immediate and 

moat serious problems with 
which the new President must 
grapple is that of conserving the 
United States gold supply. The 
steady ouflow of the nation’s  re­
serves has become a cause for 
growing concern on the part of 
oiilcials, yet nothing has been 
done to remedy the threatening 
situation.

Whether as contributing to the 
loss of this precious metal as 
the basis for the nation’s money 
.«supply or not, it reflects the in­
creasing strain upon government 
solvency. And what contributes 
to that? Two things. One is the 
lavish outlay of money in gifts 
abroad. The other is the fal­
lacious squandering of funds on 
all sorts of welfare programs 
here at home.

In other words, the dollar is 
being loaded down with a burden 
which is simply too great for 
it to carry. However rich and 
powerful the United States may 
be. there is definitely a limit 
beyond which it dare not go in 
Its finances and commitments. 
Our spending is too free, too 
generous and far too widespread 
for safety and solvency. The 
Federal Treasury cannot afford

f nything and everything the 
tarry-eyed theorists would pile 

upon it.
For years there have been 

and today still are — and more 
of them — thwe who have warn­
ed against disaster in the lavish 
outlays voted by Congress both 
a t home’ and abroad. But the 
procession has moved along not

only not at a slower but an 
accelerated pace. Now, today, 
the chickens are coming home 
to roost. The government is feel­
ing the pinch in convincing and 
threatening manner. It will be- 

’ cdtne worse unless there is a 
sobering attitude about fantastic 
schemes of the dreamers, and 
with catastrophe at the dead 
end of the road.

The average man does not 
understand the situation with re-, 
spect to the gold supply arid 
its vital role In the economy 
not only of this country but of 
others tied so closely to our own 
interests. But he could ultimately 
feel the effects of it to his own 
hurt and discomfort.

The government must mova 
in quickly without hesitancy and 
with a firm hand to control the 
situation. If a veritable run on 
the United States gold supply 
were to develop — and what 
is already happening is close to 
that — it could bring a prohibi­
tive crackdown on the part 
of the government. Everywhere 
In the world that would be In­
terpreted as a weakening of the 
nation’s financial status. The in­
evitable result of Such a develop­
ment, as we read it. would be 
something bordering upon an In­
ternational panic.

Americans now are beginning 
to recognize some of the evil 
effects of the reckless financial 
policies that have been followed 
in recent years, and will see 
more of them, or less, in pro­
portion to the momentum with 
which this program la continued 
or slackened.

To millions, young and old, 

he was the Major in “Wagon

The night before he died he 
telephoned to me from Dallas, 
Texas, to discuss the ideas in 
a speech 1» would make in fa­
vor of Richard'Nixon. I never 
heard whether he delivered that 
speech. But that matters little 
now.

Ward Bond studied to be an en­
gineer and would have done well 
at that as at anything he tried. 
But the Depression came and 
he and Duke Wayne drove 
trucks. It was John Ford who 
took them off the trucks and 
made actors of them. The Duke 
became a great star; Ward a 
supporting, character player in 
50 many pictures that he lost 
tract of them until TV claim­
ed him and made him the be­
loved Major.

Ward Bond’s principal interest 
In life was the United States.
I have met patriotic Americans, 
some real, some pseudo, some 
fo r ' profit. But never have I 
known a person as consumed by 
a love of country as Ward Bond. 
He fought Communism in Hol­
lywood not so much because h« 
hated Communism as that he 
recognized the danger to his 
country. Yes, he was fanatical; 
he was intense; he was emo­
tional but it was about his 
United States. could not ever 
understand that other men felt 
differently about such matters.

Ward spent vast sums battl­
ing against Communism'. It 
wa.3 his own money and he could 
do with it as he chose. For 
a while, it went hard with him.

idios would not engage him 
>ecause he quarrelled with ac­
tors and wrlterss and produc­
ers who were Reds and ^hey 
called him a Fascist.

Suqh constancy to a cause 
sometimes leads to errors of 
judgment, but there was no 
malice in Ward Bond’s nature 
although there was much of 
what might be called guff. When 
a fellow turned from Com­
munism and established him­
self as an anti-Communist by 
some overt act. Ward took him 
to his heart, battled for him, 
helped * *the rough 
•poto.

I once bad a dog called Brown­
ie and that dog loved Ward who 
would arrive at odd hours, al­
ways bellowing in his enormous 
voice. Brownie welcomed Ward 
when he came to New York. One 
night, 1 returned home at a 
laughty hour when my house­
hold should have been silent. 
As I opened the door, Brownie 
gave (me urgent bark, a warn­
ing that there was trouble. I 
Hurried to my wife’s room and 
there were two weeping ladles, 
my wife and Brownie. Ward had 
had a heart attack. This was 
many years ago. When he re­
covered from that one, he sent 
Brownie a beautiful blanket as 
a mark of their friendship. And 
when Brownie died, we buried 
her in that blanket and she lies 
under a stone marking her 
grave, on the side (rf a hill in 
the Berkshires.

Ward liked to be liked. When 
we would walk along the street 
and a taxi driver would shout, 
“Ward." he would be thrilled by 
the recognition. If we went to 
a railway station or an airport 
and the porters knew him and 
not me, he was overjoyed. But 
he never liked society and stuff­
ed shirts and he overcame shy­
ness or antagonism by bellow­
ing, using unsuitable language, 
yelling at those who he thought 
were trying to be superior. But 
he enjoyed with infinite patience 
litt’e people and took from them 
all the pushing and shoving 
that came with being a celeb­
rity.

This was an authentic Amer­
ican eharaclep. He admired sen­
ator Joe McCarthy; he believ­
ed that Senator Robert Taft 
should have been elected Pres­
ident of the U nited’States He 
never could understand how 
anyone could prefer Alger Hiss 
to Joe McCarthy or Adlai Stev­
enson to Barry Ooldwater. In-

Dr, Bassie might have added 
instalment payment, libel and 
strike insurance. Your reporter 
carries insurance protecting him 
claims arising from ..a milk- 
m an’s fall over a child's trlcy- 

*cle although he has no milk- 
mgn, his children are grown 
and there L'.n't a tricycle on the 
property.
THE DRIVE FOR SECURITY

Dr, Bassie declares, “ Among 
the mast common fallacies In the 
mind of the policyholder is the

notion that h t does not have to 
pay if a loss occurs. . .What 
seems to be overlooked Is that 
payments do cover the losses 
and more. too. Costs of admin­
istration, including TV and oth­
er advertising, personnel costs, 
and office expenses, have risen 
Ir percentages as well 
am ount.. .

“The atUtude of ’getting 
something for nothing*. . .leads 
to a loss of public responsibility. 
The public has generally be­
come careless about damage and 
repair costs. . .Where responsi­
bility is lacking, there is 
no control over waste and chis­
eling. An open season has been 
declared for profiteers, trick­
sters. cheats and just plain 
crooks."

Dr. Bassie might have stress­
ed anotlier point: Before insur­
ance W|s so common or com­
pulsory, autoiita bumping fend­
ers would bf inclined to say, 
* We a r t both wrong. Let’s get 
the dents fixed hiuI forget about 
It.” But today tin y’d say, "Let's 
sue each other and let the in­
surance companies pay the 
büls."

AVARICE SPREADS
Cupidity begets cupidity. 

“Both standards of repair need 
and the lees charged are often 
adjusted upward when the 
work Is covered by Insurance. 
The body-ahop operator may be 
cynical about his customers* 
desire to *get something back 
for what he paid in,* but is not 
necessarily averse to a ride on 
the gravy train himself.*’

Dr. Bsssle put some stress on 
the fact that many jurors, as­
suming most liabilities are cov­
ered by Insurance, are gener­
ous with awards, They assume 
that some mysterious “ they," 
instead of the defendants, pay 
the judgments, unaware that 
they are also among th t 
"they*’* who pay.

He did not reach a discussion 
of “ liability compensation," 
similar to workmen's compen­
sation. Years ago, workmen’a 
compensation suits clogged the 
courts. Workmen won little and 
paid much in legal fees. Then 
states devised compensation 
laws which mete out justice — 
and often frinses--to Injured 
(workers.

Borne legal authorities have

suggested a similar systwn for 
auto and other liability cases.

"It will never be accepted," 
a successful lawyer told me. 
“Good, blf-city lawyers aren’t 
much interested in small liabU- 
ity cases. But county seat law­
yers survive <m auto and other 
liability aoUoD*. A UabUlty com­
pensation plan would impover­
ish hundreds oí lawyers and 
throw out of work thousands of 
claim investigators, subpoena 
server*, auto repairmen and tow 
car operator*.’’

NEW YORK (AP) — In this big 

u>wn where evolved the theory 
that diamonds are a girl’s best 
friend, there is a little band ô  
people who feel that most any old 
stone is worthy of affection.

While the Lorelei Lees dig away 
at the resources of the Stagedoc»* 
'Johnnies, these good folk apply an 
SQual measure of devotion to 
searching the old zinc and iron 
quarries of nearby New Jersey 
and Connecticut for stones that 
they can love.

It’s Just a hobby with them, for 
*hey are members of the Lapidary 
and Gem Society of New York, 
And they’re a diverse lot.

President Joseph Rothstein Is a 
Navy engineer, secretary Martin 
Walter a hotel mangger, Walter 
Lustlg an attorney, Sam Sankman 
drives a taxi, Catherine Paige is 
a beautician. There are about 50 
of them in all.

You will find Martin Walter most 
any Saturday' morning hunched 
over his *>gem cutting equipment 
in a dusty corner of the hotel 
carpentry shop, practicing what 
the society preaches.

Gem cutting as a hobby, says 
Walter, has grown mightily in re­
cent years. Most larger cities have 
lapidary societies, particularly on 
the West Coast where the nearby 
desert offers a rich supply of 
stones.

The New Ywk society is a 10- 
year-old offspring of the Mlneralo- 
gical Society of New YOTk, and 
rather a black sheep.

“The mineral(^ical society looks 
down on us for spoiling good min­
eral specimens to make gems of," 
says Walter.

Most of the society's specimens 
cf-me from New Jersey and Con­
necticut. Hardly anything turns up 
in New York City.

"The only thing I ever found 
was some chert ahd Jasper in a 
smaU excavation at 96th Street 
and Broadway,’’ says Walter.

Prisoner Elected 
Mayor Of Town

WARNER ROBINS. Ga. (AP)— 
Mayor Kemp Harrison has been 
re-elected even though he is serv­
ing a year and a day in prison 
for violation of federal bank laws.

Harrison defeated four oppon­
ents in Tuesday’s election, eight 
days after he entered a federal 
penitentiary at Tallahassee, Fla.

Harrison received 1.273 votes to 
!,063 for former Mayor W T.. 
Giles. R. T. Schroeder was third 
with 823, Joel Wills received 568 
votes and Royce R. P ra tt got 237.

Harrison, a  director of the Cit­
izens State Bgnk of Warner Rob- 
ir»f, and Dreyfus Lee Fountain, 
the bank president, were convict­
ed of conspiring to defraud de­
positors in connection with a $20,- 
000 loan supposedly made to the 
city but which was deposited to 
Harrison’s account.

Fountain drew a five-year im*o-, 
bated sentence with $5,000 fine.! 
iiarrison was sentenced to a year 
and a day in prison plus a $5,000 
fine.

A state law prohitóts cohfííde 
felons from holding public office 
and opponents of Harrison are ex­
pected to ccmtest the election.

On the international front, the 

president-elect can look forward to 
a monumental battle of nerves 
with the Kremlin.

The Communist leadership will 
w aste no time in sizing up its new 
antagonist and laying its plans ac- 
crrdingly. And th%re are many 
.«ipns to indicate that their prin­
cipal weapon In the developiqg 
battle will be the use of fear. '

During much of President Eisen­
hower’s administration, the Krem­
lin attempted a "peace” ap­
proach. It failed to work, prin­
cipally because an overdose of 
peaceful words and gestures pro­
duced towering problems within 
the Communist camp itself.

Now, while they wait for the 
new American president to take 
office in January, Soviet cold war 
strategists indicate they are think­
ing that by exploiting European. 
Asian, African and LaUn-Ameri- 
can fears of nuclear war, It may 
be posible to Isolate the United 
States irom the rest of the world

and remove existing obstacles 
from the path of Red global ex­
pansion.

The Soviet shock approach in 
the opening weeks of the, Ü. N. 
General Assembly session sug­
gested Moscow might rely on a 
swiftly developing fear offensive 
aimed at keeping a new U. S. 
administration baffled and off 
balance.

The immediate objects probably 
would be to force a special Ü. N. 
assembly meeting—outside the 
United States—attended by heads 
of government, in an attempt to 
remove some of the inhibitions 
and prohibitions in the way of new 
expansionist moves.

T' e Kremlin leaders may have 
assigned Nikita Khrushchev the 
task of creating an atmosphere of 
apprehensions at the United Na­
tions that would explain his the­
atrical performance and violent 
torrent df threats.

If creation of such a mood was 
the purpose, Khrushchev did the 
Job. Among apprehensive dele­
g á i s  representing the Vast major­

ity of the U.N. members—weaker 
nations caught in the middle by 
the giants’ cold war—the impres­
sion was created that something 
had to be done to placate the 
Kremlin, or else.

1 How can the Kremlin use terror 
-as a weapon in an offensive 
I against a new U-S. adminis­
tration? The Ü. N. performance 
suggested some examples.

Fear and the United Nations

Pope Cable* Hi* 
Good Wishe* To 
Pre*ident-Elect

VATICAN CITY (AP) -  Pope 
John XXni today cabled con­
gratulations to President-Elect 
John F. Kennedy and good wishes 
to "the beloved American peo­
ple.”

The Pontiff’s message made no 
mention of the fact that Kennedy 
is the first Roman Catholic ever 
elected to the U.S. presidency. 
This was in line with the Vati­
can’s policy thrwighout the cam­
paign of publicly ignoring the is­
sue of Kennedy’s religion.

The Pope’s cable said; "We 
congratulate you sincerely on 
your election as president of the 
United States of America, and, 
with the prayer that Almighty God 
may assist you in discharging the 
duties of your exalted office, we 
express our cordial good wishes 
for the well-bein#-of yourself and 
your family and for the happiness 
and prosperity of the beloved 
American people.”

Pi the world organization if its 
pcace-ftaking machinery was not 
changéd to suit him—that is, de­
prived of its power to get in the 
iCreralin’s w’ay.

Weaker nations. leaning heavily 
on the United Nations as a hope 
for peace, displayed shock and 
fright. The campaign could be 
carried a step further at a new 
summit-General Assembly in the 
spring.

tro.

The results: fear in Latin-Apier- 
ica. A possibility of inhibiting any 
U.S. action that might be con­
strued as interference with Castro, 
A fear In Latin-Amei;ican govern­
ments of the power of Castroism 
when backed by Soviet threats, 
A net gain for Soviet policy as It 
attempts to nail down its foothold 
90 miles from U.S. shores.

Fear and the Berlin-Germany 
questions—

The Kremlin thunders threats 
and vilification at West Germany.

Against this background It can, 
at any moment, generate a crisis 
over West Berlin and hope to bring 
a summit convened In an atmos­
phere of world fear.

The Russians want West Berlin 
transformed into an "international 
city,” cut off from Western oc­
cupation and protection.

The Russians propose that West 
Germany and Communist East 
Germany be completely dis­
armed. that all bases be disman­
tled, that all foreign tro<n?s be Wlth- 
crawn and that both withdraw from 
military alliances. This could 
mean, eventually, 'withdrawal of 
the United Stifics from all Europe, 
leaving the continent’s heart under 
fear of non-nuclear Communist 
expansion.

All this does not mean smooth 
sailing for the Kremlin. However. 
At the current world Communist 
.summit meeting in Moscow there 
are indications it has its own trou- 
bics.

The Kremlin has not convinced 
the Red Chinese or other dissident 
CcMTimunists that its way is the 
best and only one. The old-line 
Stalinists and the Chinese Reds 
chafe at Khrushchev’s tactics as 
themselves displaying apprchenr 
f Jon and certain signs of weakness.

Britain Hangs 2 
In Brutal Crime
•LONDON (AP) -  Two British 

youths were hanged today for 
kicking a man to death after rob­
bing him.

The hanging of Francb For­
syth, IS, and Norman Harris. 23. 
was preceded by the usual pro­
test against capital punbhment In 
Britain. But in contrast to toe 
noisy demonstrations that have 
accompanied some prevlcuis exe- 
cuions, only amall silent crowds 
stood outside toe two prbons.

Forsyth was hanged in South 
London. Harris died at Penton- 
ville, five miles to the north 
across toe Thames.

Their victim was Allan E. Jee, 
23, Forsyth, Harris and two others 
attacked him to rob him ahortly 
after he had given his girl a %100 
engagement ring and kissed her 
goodnight.

One of toe other attackers was 
17—too young to hang—and was 
ordered confined indefinitely. The 
other was found guilty of noncap­
ital murder and sentenced to life 
Imorlsonment.

New Fire Alarm 
Boxes For Ayden

AYDEN—New fire alarm boxes 
ha’̂ e been received by the town 
cf Ayden and will be Installed in 
the near future, ToWn Manager 
Cleveland Paylor announced this 
week.

The boxes will be located 
throughout the strategic parts of 
town, Paylor said, in an expansion 
of the present fire alarm system . 
Ih e re  are no fire alarm boxes in 
the town at present; fire alarm s 
are telephoned in, Paylor said.

However, a number of years ago 
the town installed the Gamewell 
fire system, which provided for 
the present new boxes. After a 
citizen turns the alarm in at a

the Republican nomination for 
president in 1964.

Vice- President Richard M. Nix­
on lost New York by 400,000 
votes, although P residait Eisen­
hower carried It by 1.5 million in 
1958 and Rockefeller was elected 
by more than a half-million votes 
two years ago.

He decided to return to Chapel 
Hill because he said it seemed a 
k>glcal place to center the inroject 
with Negro colleges.

“The community here never 
was unfriendly,” he explained. 
“ I t’s a  comfortable place for my 
wife and three children to Mve.”

He stays on the go. with trips 
to confer with Northern Baptist 
Convention agencies and officials, 
and to visit the nine Negro col­
leges in seven Squtheni ( ^ te s  af­
filiated with ti»-ionl«ifttiOB.

The colleges are: Shaw Univer­
sity in Raleigh, N.C.; Benedict

“ Only $8,000 in pledges was lost 
as a  result, and one white donor 
made that up with a  $10,000 
check,^’ reported Herrin.

Despite encouraging progress, 
the path ahead is rocky.

“ At a time when holding your 
own means going backward, we 
have got to f i n d  additional 
sources just to survive. Then we 
need to increase that to improve 
quality. I t’s a  double lag ,” Her­
rin said.

Clark says the first task of the 176-man staff, which began research last March, is a study of age in air crews“The way we consider age does not necessarily mean years,” he says. “It means reactions and re­serves,”The center’s staff will try to determine the point of diminishing returns in the pilot’s reactions and re.serves.There are other cockpit prob­lems that will be studied. “We need to know just how many knobs and buttons a pilot can ci^erate under certain conditions and where those objects should be located.” says Clark-The center also will study the role of the air traffic controller In ft time of dwindling airspace ai;d crow'ded airways. Tiis role is becoming increasingly vital and nerve racking. Clark and his staff want to know the limits of men directing jet-paced traffic from the control towers. __________

Schools Of New 
Orleans Seized 
By Coininittee

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — The New Orleans School Board today adopted a wait-and-see attitude today following a legislative com­mittee’s seizure of the city's pub­lic school system to block feder­ally-ordered integration.
An eight-man comn^ttce of the Louisiana Legislature grabbed control of the schools Tuesday, acting under authority of segrega­tion measures signed into law a day earlier by Gov. Jimmie H. Davis.
The deadline for dropping racial barriers in first grade classrooms is next Monday, under a ruling by U. S. Judge J .  Skelly Wright.
Lloyd Rittiner, president of the school board, said last night that the board “would just sit tight and see what happens.”
“The board is completely out of the picture now,” he said.A special session of the Legis­lature exercised the state’s sov­ereignty and interposed itself be­tween the federal courts and the school system.The school board had planned to put into effect a pupil place­ment plan whereby five Negro girls woold be admitted to prev­iously all-white schools.The committee, headed by Rep. Rlsley Triche of Assumption Par­ish (County), who ramrodded passage of 28 segregation bills through the Legislature, huddled Tuesday night in Baton Rouge with Dr. .James F. Redmond, su­perintendent of the New Orleans schools.Afterwards, Redmond said the committee had asked him to con­tinue as superintendent."The schools will run on Mon­day Just as they were today.” Redmond said.“My«concern is to maintain our schools for the 90,000 boys and girls in New Orleans”Earlier Tuesday, in Washington the White House said there was no plan to send troops into Lou­isiana’s largest city to enforce the integration order and prevent vio­lence

Irregularities Found 
But Vote Will Stand
RALEIGH (AP) ~  Results of ac election approving beer and wine sales in Hendersonville have been upheld by the Stajte Supreme Court, although the court found evidence of irregularities in the vote.
The opinions handed down by tite court Wednesday said Superior Court Judge George Fountain act­ed correctly in refusing to issue on order to restrain beer and wine sales, a group of citizens had sought to void results of the special election, held last March 2, on the ground of irregularities.
“There are some irregularities in many elections — as much as they are to be deplored, but as a general rule, the misconduct of eiection officials will not viltlate

an election unless it is shown that the result was affected thereby,” the opinion said.
The high court said a study of the record showed evidence that James A. StuttSi identified as an employe of the Beer Association of North Carolina, and Ben Israel, identified as a Hendersonville man and owner of a store known as the Greasy Pig, had violated the state law which makes vote bU3dng a felony.
In another case, the Supreme Ccmrt sent back to Beaufort Coun­ty for a new trial a damage suit resulting from a fatal airplane crash. A Beaufort County jury had awarded $100,000 damages.The opinion said the new trial was ordered because Judge Wal­

ter J . Bone erred in his instruc­tions to the Jury. The actiwi was brought by Carl C. Jackson, as administrator of the estate of Jo­seph E. Taylor, and by Deward Smith, against Stancll Flying Ser­vice, Thomas E. Stancll Jr., and Joseph Morena Rovera, pilot for Stancil. Taylor was killed and Smith was injured in the crash which occurred at Washington, N. C., Sept. 16, 1957.
A ruling by Judge Walter John­ston in Porsj^h Superior Court that the state’s fair trade law is un­constitutional was reversed by the SuiH'cme Cwirt. It held that the. constitutional question was not before Judge Johnston In the case brought by Union Car­bide Corp. against D&J Market of Winston • Salem. Union Carbide sought to prevent the market firm selling an anti-hreeze at less than fair trade price.
The Supreme Court said the only question was on whether a temporary r e s t r a i n i n g  order should be made permanent until the cases was finally decided. It sent the case back for a hearing on the question.
