the Committee’s duty was to screen what went to
the floor.

Now it seerhs that Smlth and his “conserva-
tives” 'are trying to send all proposals to considera-
tion of the full House, while the majority “liberal
bloc” on the committee is trying to keep from the
floor legislation to which Rayburn and the admin-
istration object.

By enlarging the. Rules Comm:ttee the House
may have eliminated one problem; but in so doing;
it has created another. By enlarging the Rules,
Committee, the House has not altered the authority
of the committee to block legislation or open the
floodgates to send every item to the floor. It has
only shifted the balance of power within the com-
mittee, If this mew balance of power is used to
bottle up legislation the administration does mnot
favor, it could be just detrimental to Congress and
the nation as was the case when so-called liberal
legislation was prevented from going to considera-
tion of the full House.

Action by the Rules Commlttee as we see it,
will’ continue to be a bone of contention through-
out this session of Congress and may well handi-
cap the House in carrying out its assigned work.

In the interest of smoother operations in the
long run, the House should give careful considera-
tion to amending the authority of the Rules Com-
mittee rather than resorting to shifting the balance
