Requests Sighted

RALEIGH (AP) The leglala*A______  ..ture’fi Joint Appropriations Com 
mittec faces a big pruning Job on 
budget requests for the next bi­
ennium.

In more than three weeks of 
hearings the committee has been 
asked to approVe a total ^f more 
than $112 million in budget and 
capital improveifients above the 

'am ount recommended by the Ad­
visory Budget Commission.

Two of the biggest agencies — 
State Highway Department and 
State Department of Conservation 
and Development—are yet to be 
heard. The Highway Department 
was scheduled to present its re­
quests today and the C&D Depart­
ment will be heard Thursday.

Five state - supported colleges 
and the State Prisons Department 
put in requests Tuesday for more 
money than w'as recommended in 
their budgets.

Elizabeth a ty  State Teachers 
College. Pembroke State. Winston- 
Salem T e a c h e r s ,  Fayetteville 
State Teachers and North Caro­
lina College asked for a total of 
$603,000 more in their operating 
budgets. Three of the schools — 
Pembroke, Elizabeth City and 
Fayetteville—asked for a total of 
$11 million for capital improve­
ments.

Prisons Director George Ran­

dall told the committee his de­
partment needs $689,521 more in 
its budget than was recommend­
ed for the biennium. Most of it 
would be for salaries and wages.

Randall said a large part of his 
budget request is aimed at help­
ing the department reduce the 
work week of its guards and other 
personnel to 48 hours. Some of the 
employes work up to 66 hours 
weekly.

Dr. Walter N. Ridley, president 
of Elizabeth City College, request­
ed $228,136, mostly for salaries and 
wages. He also asked for $263,000 
to maHe improvements to the 
campus and to add to the physi­
cal education building.

Ridley compared the growth of 
his school with that of his 14-year- 
old son. He said the pair of pants 
that was too big fcx* his son last 
year Is too small now.

Other college requests included: 
Pembroke, $3,488 to hire a cashier 
and increase the registrar’s sal­
ary. and $403,200 to buUd two dor­
mitories; Winston - Salem Teach­
ers, $232,138 to increase its operat­
ing budget, mainly for salaries 
and wages; Fayetteville S t a t e .  
$70,760 for salaries, repairs and 
equipment, and $435,750 for 
swimming pool, tennis courts and 
to replace a dormitory for wom­
en; North Carolina College, $69.- 
507 to increase faculty salaries

More.Arms For 
Laos Held Likely

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Presi 
dent Kennedy is reported planning 
to give more effecUve military 
a.ssistance to the pro*Westem gov 
ernment oí Laos unless the Soviet 
Union speedUy agrees to a prompt 
diplomatic solution of the Laotian 
crisis.

While officials were c l o s e -  
mouthed about the President’s de­
cision today, it was beheved that 
Initial steps for increased aid 
would embrace training of the 
hard-pressed government forces 
by U.S. military men and probab­
ly an increase in firepower 
through providing more modem 
types of conventional weapons.

Pro-Communist forces are ad­
vancing toward Vientiane, capital 
CÍ Laos.

Should the situation in the little 
Southeast Asian kingdom suddenly 
devel(^ into an emergency threat 
to the existence of the Laotian 
government, it Is understood that 
Kennedy would be prepared to 
consider quickly an appeal far 
emergency aid on a large scale

At present, however, officials 
said privately that there is no 
serious thought of direct interven­
tion by U.S. forces. The question 
of some form of intervention, per 
haps by countries in the area, 
may arise when the foreign min­
isters of the Southeast Asia Treaty

Another Test

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) 
—The National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration has decided 
to launch a Redstone missile car­
rying a mock man-in-space cap­
sule before attempting a manned 
suborbital flight.

The launching, expected within 
a few days, will check several 
corrections made in the Redstone 
as a result of performance flaws 
that developed when Ham the 
space chimp was fired on a  short 
trip in January,

Principal malfunction on the 
chimp shot was a faulty •  thrust 
regulator on the Redstone engine. 
This caused the capsule to fly 
higher and farther than planned 
and complicated recovery opera* 
tiors.

Following the White House con­
ference Rusk returned to the 
State Department and. met with 
British Ambassador Sir Harold 
Caccia and French Ambassador 
Herve Alphand. Britain a n d  
Prance are members of SEATO 
along with the United States 
Australia. Pakistan, the Philip­
pines. New Zealand and Thailand 

The SEATO membership has 
been split over what kind of ac­
tion to take since the situation in 
Laos flared into a new crisis last 
December. Britain and Prance 
have been strongly opposed to any 
kind of outside intervention. Thai­
land and the Philippines felt that 
the United states should make 
greater use of the SEATO alliance 
machinery, which could lead to 
Intervention.

The Kennedy administration’s 
attitude on this point is said to 
be that if the introduction of out­
side forces becomes necessary in 
order to prevent the country from 
being overrun by Soviet-backed 
pnKJcanmunlst rebels the decision 
should be made and the action 
taken on an allied basis rather 
than by the United States alone.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­
dent Kennedy asked Congress to­
day for a drastically revampcnl 
long-term foreign aid program— 
the most sweeping overhaul since 
the Marshall Plan started in 1948.

It would include $7.3 billion in 
five-year loan authority to meet 
"the crucial decade of develop­
ment’’ abroad.

The President put no over-all 
price tag on his program. But of­
ficials figured the five-year total 
would run several limes the $7.3 
billion proposed for economic de­
velopment loans overseas.

For the coming year, the pro­
gram would equal the $4 billion 
sought by f o r m e r  President 
Dwight D. Eisenhower for foreign 
aid.

In a special message to Con­
gress, Kennedy said, "It will both

i4íí/,* Sets No Price Tag
befit and benefit us to take this 
step boldly. For we are launching 
á decade of development wi which 
will depend, substantially, the 
kind of world in which we and
our children shall live.

Kennedy said the 1960s offer a 
golden chance to put more than 
half of the peoples in underdevel­
oped lands on their own feet 
economically and the rest closer 
to the day when they no longer 
need aid. *

But without this massive out­
side help from the United States 
and other free industrial coun­
tries, he said, resulting chaos 
abroad would cost even more arid 
"would be disastrous to our na­
tional security, harmful to our 
comparative prosperity and offen­
sive to our conscience.’’

The President hoped to over­

come, opposition In some congres­
sional quarters both to the money 
amount and to his loan systems 
which would bypass congressional 
appropriations procedures. Key 
legislators rebuffed Eisenhower 
on similar counts in the past. 

Kennedy proposed:
1. Lumping most existing eco­

shrink from a cold war slugging 
match in the General Assembly-

Any hopes that world tensions 
might be eased by avoiding de­
bate .on cold war Issues in .the 
assembly faded Tuesday when So­
viet Foreign Minister Andrei Gro­
myko renewed the Soviet attack 
on Secretary-General Dag Ham- 
marskjold and U.N. actions in the 
Congo.

"We had hoped at least that the 
Russians would suspend the cold 
war for a while,’' Henry Ford 
Cooper of Liberia told a reporter, 
"but Gromyko’s biting attack on 
Hammarskjold and the United Na­
tions opened it all up again.”

Speaking at the beginning of a 
new assembly debate on the Con­
go, Gromyko once again accused 
Hammarskjold of organizing the 
murder of Patrice Lumumba, de­
manded the secretary-general’s 
replacement by a three-man. di­
rectorate, and called for an end 
to the U.N. Congo operation with­
in a month. V

Non-Communist delegates — es­
pecially from Africa and Asia — 
were openly impressed with Stev­
enson’s immediate reply. He said

Gromyko spoke "in the worst and 
most destructive traditions of the 
cold war.”

The U S. delegate said Gromy­
ko’s "insensate attacks” on the 
secretary-general imperiled the 
"very survival of the United Na­
tions as an effective operating in­
strument for peace and progress.” 

By demanding the U-N. with­
drawal from the new African na­
tion, Stevenson said, the Soviets 
were trying to substitute anarchy

for "constructive efforts of the 
world at large to achieve peace 
and reconciliation.

Since the assembly session re­
sumed on March 7, Stevenson 
and Gromyko had been sparring 
lightly in public exchanges while 
negotiating in private to see if 
they could agree on dropping cold 
war items from the assembly 
agenda. Tuesday’s sharp ex­
change pointed to stormy sessions 
in the weeks to come.

The Air Force Tuesday said that 
the charge of "culpable negli­
gence” could be more specifically 
phrased as "involuntary man­
slaughter.”

The charges were brought by 
Maj, Gen. Henry Vicellio, com­
mander of the 26th Air Division 
at Hancock Field, Syracuse, N.Y., 
based on the findings of a court 
of inquiry. A more complete in­
vestigation of the disaster now is 
under way.

All three officers have been re­
lieved of their duties to prepare 
their defense to the charges.

Outward Flow Of 
Gold Has Elnded

WASHINGTON íAP)-The flow 
of gold from the United States 
"for some weeks now has stopped 
entirely.” according to the Com­
merce Department.

In an encouraging report on the 
nation’s balance of payments, the 
department’s Office of Business 
Economics said Tuesday that the 
U.S. payments positions has 
shown "very substantial improve­
ment” from the deficits which 
caused a serious drain on gold 
stocks for more than two years.

The department added that the 
gold price in the London market 
has returned to the normal range 
and speculation in gold has been 
dampened.

The U.S. gold outflow was halt­
ed in the last week of February 
for the first time since last July.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Tho 
House Judiciary Committee has 
approved a bill which includes 
three more U.S. District Court 
judges for North Carolina and two 
more judges to the appeals court 
serving the state.

Committee Chairman Emanuel 
Celler, D - N.Y., said he expects 
House action on the bill, which 
creates a total of 70 new federal 
judgships, "right after Easter.”

A similar bul passed earlier by 
the Senate this year would create 
73 judgeships, compared to tho 
House version’s 70, but Cellar said 
he hopes to hold the line on the 
House total.

The House blU would, create 
three judgships in North Carolina 
—one to serve the Western Dis­
trict, one the Middle District, and 
one the Eastern District—in addi­
tion to the threqi#erving those dis­
tricts now.

Governor Sanford has not
suggested in the same language 
as Governor Hodges did that
local governments should pay
more of the bill. But his sugges­
tion that counties and municipal* 
ities be required to pay the regu­
lar sales tax on purchases at 
same schedule private citizens 
pay, is another way of achiev­
ing the same purpose.

EsUmates of the yield to the 
•tate from local government 
sales tsxes vary widely, rang­
ing from some two million to 
more than five million dollars.

The quarrel between Pr^ident 
Kennedy and the Roman Cath­
olic Church is unnecessary and 
pointless. The idea of having two 
bills, one covering aid to schools 
generally and the other making 
a special provision for private 
and church-i^lated-schools, is a 
political gimmick which Is de­
signed to avoid an unfavorable 
Supreme Court decision on the 
major bill should It be passed 
by Congress. The tendency of 
the Supreme Court to legis­
late has an ulterior effect upon 
both the Executive and Legisla­
tive branches of the government.

The argument over separation 
of Church and State is unrelat­
ed to the Constitution which has 
not,one word to say on the sul> 
Ject. The assumption that finan­
cial aid-to parochial schools “es­
tablishes” a church is obvious­
ly fallacious, for no establish­
ed church governs our armed 
forces which has the largest and 
most effective chaplain service; 
also every meeting of Congress 
is opened by a clergyman who. 
If he desires, wears the uniform
of his church on the occasion.

The CMistltution is opposed to 
an established church; that is 
a government owned church, like 
the Anglican Church, whose ti­
tular head is the Queen of Eng­
land. Opposition to “establish­
ment” did not mean and could 
not mean opposition to religion 
per se or to the right of parents 
to send their children to denom­
inational rather than to secular 
schools. True, taxes are used for 
public schools, the parents who 
send their children to denomina­
tional or other private schools 
paying double for the education 
of their children.

There are many kinds of de­
nominational - connected schools 
in this country—Roman Catho­
lic, Episcopalian, Lutheran, 
Jewish, Hasidic, Nation of Islam, 
etc/ The largest are the Roman 
CiatboUc schools which in a city 
like New York include about 
one third of the school popula­
tion. according to Charles Silver, 
presidient of the Board of Edu­
cation.

Since the United States long 
Since muffed the ball by not 
offering its friendship and gen­
erosity to Latin America. It is 
not too Important as to who was 
responsible for such miscues in 
foreign policy. The hard, cold 
facts must be faced that in the 
aggregate there Is more ani­
mosity toward our nation in the 
southern countries than there has 
been in years, perhaps more 
than* ever. The big question 
mark Is whether we are arriv­
ing too late on the scene with 
our friendship and succor.

Only this week there was the 
report that the Communists are 
Integrating Mexico, adjacent to 
the United States by land. Al­
ready a beachhead has beeil es- 
ublished In Cuba, and that was 
done while Washington snoozed 
away in indifference or ignor­
ance, or both. If ever the Reds 
are ousted from Cuba it will be 
only by bloodshed, and even then

billions are to continue being 
dumped into the laps of foreign 
governments and peoples in an 

^ffort to buy friends. None too 
much icrcueas ha»-!»»»-achlev- 
ed. however, in this barter 
scheme in other parts of the 
world. Friends have bewi held 
sometimes only so long as gratu­
ities continued.

Our money has revived devas­
tated regions of Europe and the 
Far East only to erect an econ­
omy which is challenging Amer­
ican prestige and trade In world 
markets. This country is 
largely left holding the bag In 
maintaining the United Nations. 
Jungle tribesmen in the Congo 
and elsewhere in dark Africa 
are ready to accept such hand­
outs as are offered, yet con­
tinue to lean toward Commu­
nism.

The task of convincing Latin 
America that the United States 
has no sinister designs upon that 
region will be a difficult one 
But if we must channel hundreds 
of millions of dollars into that 
~hamisphera,--l«t;a divert it from 
funds already authorized for for­
eign aid. and hesitate to add to 
the burdens of the American peo­
ple.

Admittedly something must be 
done and done quickly if the 
Latins are to be saved from Red 
Ideologies. But such overtures 
as are made should 'be with 
greater certainty than has char­
acterized these doles up to now. 
Let’s be as sure as possible, 
that we are not merely buying 
fair weather friends. They must 
be convinced of genuine sincer­
ity on our part.

With Cuba already Communist 
and with’ the Reds working 
with all the fervor and energy 
of a colony, of ants to take over 
Mexico, the danger to the Unit­
ed States is no longer a matter 
of guesswork. A strong, reason­
able and helpful policy must be 
enunciated and then carried, 
through.

Furthermore, three formulae 
are possible lor the distribution 
of aid. One is that aid go to 
state governments to be expend­
ed according to their judge­
ment without Federal supervis­
ion; another is the expansion of 
Federal supervision until all 
forms of local control over edu­
cation disappear and a vast Fed­
eral system of education takes 
its place. A third possibility is 
the current mixed system in 
which local direction of schools 

is ostensible, but many controls 
are set up. such as State Beards 
of Regents, State universities, 
College Entrance Boards, super­
vision through .state aid to 
schools, supervision through 
Federal aid to schools — until 
their individuality disappears 
and every school, up to college 
grades, becomes identic. There 
are proponents and defenders of 
each of these systems which, 
grow’ in authority from year to' 
year, so that local control of edu­
cation weakens.

Evidence O f A Oancer Bomb* 
In A ll Humans Cited Today

By FRANK CAREY

ST. PETERSBURG. Fla. (AP) 

—Evidence of a possible cancer- 
producing chemical bomb in all 
humans—happily a dud in most 
cases—was reported today by sci­
entists.

Dr. Antonio Rottino of St. Vin- 
‘«cnt’s Hospital told about it in 
aupgesting a novel concept of the 
cause of a t least some cancers in 
man.

They may be due. he said, to 
the sudden triggering into hay­
wire activity of a body chemical 
which ordinarily serves a useful 
purpose in the maintenance of 
life.

Addressing a seminar for sci­
ence w riters sponsored by the 
American. Cancer Society, Dr 
Rottino said he had obtained from 
the blood serum of both normal 
and cancerous people and from 
certain animal and plant tissues, 
a  substance he calls “ tumor-in- 
ducing-complex” or “ TIC” for 
short.

This “TIC,” when Injected Into 
certain kinds of mice or into lar­
val forms of the drosophila fruit 
fly. induced formation of tumors.

The researcher said he and col­

In eight pre­
vious elections, the city had ap­
proved school bonds for $23 mil­
lion and school levies totaling 13 
cents on every $100 of assessed 
valuation.

In Ohio, school bonds and levies 
need only a bare majority of the 
votes cast, 50 per cent plus one. 
Parm a voters had always backed 
their schools with majorities rang­
ing frdm 61 per cent to 89.9 per 
cent..

Besides, the voters had been 
told, with so much new property 
coming on to the tax rolls, the 
bond issue wouldn’t raise taxes at 
all. The two-raill levy would in­
crease taxes on the average home 
by $13 a year—less than the cost 
of a pack of cigarettes a  week.

The w e e k l y  newspaper, the 
Chamber of Commerce, the PTA, 
the church leaders were all for 
it. There was no organized oppo­
sition. The people of P arm a 
seemed to agree that the city 
needed the bond money for an­
other junior high school and three 
elementary schools, and the levy 
for new books and more teachers.

So the people of P arm a went

to the polls on May 3, 1960, and 
RCPfiea dbWB' the Kdnyol bonds by 
a vote of 9,990 to 9,706. They 
turned down the levy by a vote 
of 10.753 to 9,032.

Last fall the P arm a voters were 
asked once more to approve the 
same bond issue a^id tax levy. 
The situation was much the sam e 
—no organized opposition, consid­
erable orgamzed support. ^

So the people of P arm a went to 
the polls again' on Nov. 8, 1960, 
and this time they approved the 
bonds 30,566 to 15,337 ( 66.7 per 
cent), and they approved the levy 
29,745 to 15,886 ( 65.18 per cent). 
Only 44 per cent of the registered 
voters went to the polls last May, 
but the turnout reached nearly 90 
per cent in November. In May it 
was^the primary election, in No­
vember it was the national presi­
dential election.

“ I never vote in the prim aries,” 
one voter said, “ You have to say 
whether you’re a Republican or 
a Democrat, and I don’t think it’s 
anybody’s business.”

A housewife said she had voted 
against the bonds in May, but 
voted for them in November.

“ I thought they were Just fool­
ing us when they said the school 
program s would have to be cut 
back without the levy,” she said, 
“ but they weren’t.

What was the cut back in the 
program  that had convinced her? 
Was it the fact that P arm a 
couldn't hire the 60 additional 
teachers it needed, that old text­
books couldn’t be replaced, that 
kindergarden was cut from half 
a day to one-third of a day?

“ Well, I didn’t know about those 
things.” the woman said, “ but my 
son was on the wrestling team, 
and they said there couldn’t be

The District of Columbia was 
carved out territory originally 
ceded by Maryland and Virginia.

WASHINGTON (AP) —  Presi­
dent Kennedy has appealed to 
management and labor to keep 
the national intm st In mind in 
their disputes. '

If they don’t cooperate for the 
general g o o d ,  the President 
warned significantly, an impatient 
federal government will take a 
greater hand in getting the two 
4ddes together.

This was the Implicit, clear 
message in Kennedy’s talk Tues­
day to a group of top business 
executives and labor luiion chiefs- 
He had called them together to 
make them policy-making part­
ners in his administration.

“ We are going into a critical 
phase of our national life.” Ken­
nedy told the 21-man labor-man- 
agemept-public advisory panel. 
“We Want to keep our economy 
free, we want labor to be free, 
we want management to be free. 
And we want to keep the federal 
government in its proper role.

“But we all, regardless of our 
politics, we all have to come to 
the conclusion that the general 
welfare is involved in every act 
we take.” '

Kennedy appealed, first for the 
group to give “directkm to the 
general m ov^ent of wages and 
prices.” This was in suldition to 
his appeals for advice on Job and 
economk) problems, machine dis­
placement of workers, foreign 
trade competition and a  host of 
other administration headaches.

“We are breaking new ground,” 
the President told his new ad­
visers, recalling that prior presi­
dential appeals for wage-price 
stability had fallen on deaf ears.

“I intend to get a look at this 
situation before there is a crisis- 

“I do not want the White House

to have to come in (on a wage* 
price inflationary spiral) at the 
last-minute."

The advisers—including Henry 
Ford n , .auto magnate; George 
Meany, iH’esident of the AFL-CIO, 
and Ralph McGill, publisher of 
the Atlanta Constitution—buckled 
down to their Job.

Secretary of Labor Arthur J . 
Goldberg, chairman of the new 
group, said it was agreed the ad­
visory committee would hold 
meetings at least once a month, 
the next session being set for 
April 3. All meetings will be held 
at the White House and there will 
be stüdy between sessions.

Goldberg went from the labor- 
management meeting to a rsdl* 
road union dinner Tuesday night- 
He called on rail labor and man­
agement to work together to solve 
their problems and put their idl­
ing Industry back on its feet.

Kennedy and Goldberg seemed 
intent on impressing both man­
agement and labor with the idea 
that the challenges facing the na­
tion won't wait long ft»* answers.

“Our competitive p o s i t i o n  
abroad.” Kennedy said, “is af­
fected by the wage-price structure 
here at home. So this is most 
important in national survival. 
The problems of structural unem­
ployment, long-range unemploy­
ment, are a matter of utmost con­
cern now."

in the other.

The only sure thing I5 that 
when the Holy Cross and Provi­
dence rooting sections s ta rt try ­
ing to out-yeU one another, the 
folks in the middle are  risking 
deafness.

Providence and Holy Cross have 
m ade themselves the glamor 
team s of the 1961 tournament, 
partly because of the enthusiasm 
of their fans and partly because 
of the shooting abUity of Jack  (the 
Shot) Foley of the Crusaders and 
John (Space) Egan of the Provi­
dence F riars.

Providence reached the semlfl- 
nals Tuesday night with a  come­
back 71-68 victory over Niagara 
after A1 Butler, the loser’s clever 
all-around star, had held Egan 
virtuaUy scoreless for about 
minutes. Earlier the Eagles hstd 
beaten DePaul in a m inor upset. 
Aggressive Holy Cross beat De­
troit 86-82 and Memphis State 81- 
69—the two highest scores of the 
tournament.

Dayton, the only one of four 
seeded team s to make the semLs, 
beat Temple 62-60 in what Coach 
Tom Blackburn called a  “ You 
txke it, I don’t want i t” type of 
game.

“ Our ball handling was the 
worst we’ve had this season,” 
said Blackburn.

St. Louis, defensively strong but 
low in scoring, has beaten Miami 
(Fla.) 58-56 and Colorado State 
59-56. The Billikens, playing in 
their 10th NIT, will be more of 
a match for Dayton in height 
than Temple was.

As for the Holy Cross-Provi­
dence outcome, N iagara Coach 
Taps Gallagher, who has played 
both, leaned toward Providence 
on .the theory th a t the  Crusaders 
have no one to match 6-10 Jim  
Hadnot under the boards. Joe 
Mullaney, the Providence coach, 
said that what worries him is hav­
ing tall but slow Hadnot up 
agaifisf a  small, agile player who 
can outmaneuver ^him.

Both took refuge in the state­
ment that anything can happen 
when two New England teams 
meet.

CHAPEL HILL, N.C. (AP)— 
The spreading basketball scandai 
reached into the South today with 
the admission by Chancellor Wil­
liam  B. Aycock Uiat New York 
investigators had visited the Uni­
versity of North Carolina.

Aycock declined to comment be­
yond this brief statement he is­
sued Tuesday midnight:

“ Two representatives of the dis­
tric t attorney’s office in New York 
City visited the University of 
North Carolina campus on Tues­
day. They were seeking inform a­
tion in connection with the current 
nation-wide Investigation of bas­
ketball. The university cooperated 
fully with these investigators.”

Aycock gave no hint of which 
UNC players, if any, were ques­
tioned.

Coach F r ^ k  McGuire of North 
Carolina, who is in Kansas City 
to watch the NCAA finals this 
weekend, was not available for 
comment. Nor was there any 
comment from coaches of the 
team s in the finals—Ohio State, 
Cincinnati, St. Joseph of Philadel­
phia and Utah. . f

Aaron Wagman, pre^ouslp  con­
victed of trying to bribe a Uni­
versity of Florida football player, 
and Joseph Hacken were arrested  
in New York last weekend when 
the basketbaU scandal broke.

Both have previous gambling 
convictions.

Dist. Atty. Frank Hogan’s of­
fice indicated that players from 
15 to 20 coUeges might be involved 
in the scheme to shave points, in 
favor of gamblers. .

So far, however, only two play­
ers have been identified in con­
nection with the scandal. Art Hicks 
and Hank Gunter, both of Seton 
HaU.

Hogan’s office said Hicks and 
Gunter were paid $1,000 each to 
shave points in a game against 
Dayton at Madison Square G ar­
den Feb. 9. Both are in protective 
custody and have cooperated in 
the Investigation.

The district attorney’s office 
said a University of Connecticut 
player—who has not been publiic- 
ly identified—was paid $1,500 to 
shave points In a game against 
Colgate M arch I at Hamilton 
N.Y.

Chancellor Aycock’s statem ent 
resulted from a battery of in­
quiries concerning a Sports Il­
lustrated article, on the news­
stands today, that the scandal will 
involve some Southern state uni­
versities and “ players and team& 
in both the major postseason 
tournaments: the NCAA and the 
NIT.”

“ On Monday of this week.” the 
magazine article said, “New York 
City detectives were sent to the 
University of North Carollntf and

PhUadelphia’s LaSalle CoUege to 
bring in several players for ques­
tioning. By Monday, too, it de­
veloped that three students at the 
University of Connecticut—not one 
—had been questioned.”

Jam es Henry, LaSaUe athletics 
director, commented, “ At this 
moment, I do not know anything 
about it. No one has talked to 
m e,”

In Kansas City, where the NCAA 
finals are scheduled lor this week­
end. NCAA Executive Director 
Walt Byers said the NCAA had no 
information to “ w arrant action.”

“ We have been and are  in co­
tac t with M r. Hogan’s office,” 
Byers continued, “ and any com­
m ent we m ight make or actions 
we might take would be based 
upon information that source 
or a  comparable scHircc.”

The Sports Hlustrated report 
said the scandal broke prem ature­
ly when W agman applied for a 
passport. Detectives then, the arti­
cle continued, “ had solid cases on

only a  few fixed games and 
bribed players.” The article said 
the Investigation wiU take “a t 
least six more weeks to unwind.”

The implication of UNC in the 
scandal is the second m ajor blow 
to strike the 1960-61 Tar Heels, a 
19-4 record team  ranked fifth  in 
the nation in The Associated Press 
poU. In mid-season the T ar Heels 
were placed under a  year’s pro­
bation by the NCAA for pr 
recruiting violations.

An article in the Newark Eve­
ning News Tuesday reported that 
another team  from N w th Caro­
lina, Duke, may have been indi­
rectly involved in one gsm e in 
which the “ fix” wsui on. The re­
port said Hogan’s office is inves­
tigating Seton HaU’s game with 
Duke in Madison Square Garden 
last Feb. 23, which Duke won 112-  

78.
“ That was one %of the best 

games we ever played,”  said 
Duke Athletics Director Eddie 
Cameron when asked about the

newspaper report. “ We don’t  Jcnow 
anything about it.’*

It might possess other 
chem icals other than those which 
m ake up life on earth . Soviet 
astronom ers say they have con­
firmed th a t both nitrogen and oxygen, gases necessary to life, 
exist on Venus. A Soviet rocket 
is expected to pass the neighbor 
hood of Venus in May.Aim to  Miss 

The U nited States is expected to fire a  rocket to Venus in 1962 
—but the rocket will be a  failure 
if it hits th a t relatively tiny ta rg e t 
in space. Aim is to pass some 
12,400 m iles from Venus.

F rom  a  distance the rocket will 
m easure by radio the p lanet’s tem pera tu re, the presence of wa­ter, oxygen, nitrogen and ozone.
