ton has won the battleship North|
Carolina. }

The old fighting lady of Worldi
War II fame, now in the mothball|
fleet at Bayonne, N.J., will be
moored at Wilmington as a perma-
nent memorial.

The selection of Wilmington was
announced Friday after a three-
hour hearing by the USS North
Carolina Baétleship Commission.
Two other cities, Beaufort and
Southport, had hoped to win the
vessel.

The recommendation of Wilming-
ton will be referred to a new
commission to be named by Gov.|
Sanford. The recommendation also|
points out what is termed the
need for speedy action by the new
commission to bring the battleship
to North Carolina.

“Immediate action is required
to conclude the many legal re-
quirements involved in completing
this transfer (of the ship,)”” the
recommendation said.

“For example, the state’'s ap-
plication for the ship itself must lie
before Congress for 60 continuous
days before the transfer can be
culminated.”

Low Blows By
France, Russia

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
United Nations has been dealt
painful blows on the back of the

-neck and is headed for tumult.

French President Charles de
Gaulle and Premier Khrushchev
have belted the United Nations
in a way to make it bleed.

The United Nations this year
probably will at least begin de-
bating admission of Red China
despite U.S. objections. Such a
debate would touch off an up-

. roar.

These were the blows spread
over the past seven months:

1. Last September Khrush-
chev began a wrecking opera-
tion. He demanded U.N. Secre-
tary-General Dag Hammarsk-
jold—for his handling of the
Congo — quit and be replaced
by a three - man secretariat.

2. This week DeGaulle ridi-
culed the United Nations, said
Prance wouldn't participate
with men or money in “any
present or possible enterprise,”
complained it was no longer
what it set out to be and called
for its reform.

3. France and the Soviet
bloc refused to contribute to the
1960 or 1961 cost of preventing
complete Congo chaos. With the
United Nations thus hard up,
the United States rushed to the
rescue, offered to put up a big

chunk,
Hammarskjold, subjected to
Russian contempt, talks back.

But his usefullness has been
damaged., He's been rendered
self-conscious in all his actions
where the Communists are con-
cerned. His terms ends in two
years.

But Khrushchev would make
the United Nations a.total farce
with his proposal to replace
Hammarskjold with a secre-
tariat of three men, one repre-
senting the West, one the neu-
trals, one the Communists.

The Red member, with a veto
over what the other two might
want to do in erisis, could turn
the United Nations into a jab-
bering forum lost in debate
while the world burned.

The French ireeze-up on the
United Nations is part of D
Gaulle’s  persistent delusion
about French grandeur that
would have been flattened and
finished by the Nazis if the Al-

lies hadn't bailed her out.
France and Russia—with the
United States, Britain and Chiang
Kai-shek’s China—were the big
five which banded topgether in
1943 to make the United Nations
It started out that

any showdown with Russia.
since 1949, when the Red
inese pushed him off the
miinland to Formosa, Chiang's
remnant of China has been more
symbol than reality.

And year by year as new
members joined — neutrals and
the newly freed—U. 8. control
has diminished. Until now, with
99 members, this country prob-
ably no longer can Kkeep the
United Nations from debating
admission of Red China,

President Kennedy this week
sair the United States is still
opposed to U.N. membership for
the Chinese Communists. So
far it has been able to block
any real discussion of it.

Its. power to do so any longer
seems over. Before year's end
the United Nations may be sizz-
ling with open debate on this.
With such a debate comes the
question of what happens to
Chiang's China on Formosa, the
American ally, if Red China is
allowed in.

More Isnt Needed

Whether there is justification
for greater supervision of day
nurseries for children in North
Carolina we would not know for
sure, but we do not believe there
is.- Request of the State Depart-
ment of Welfare for authority to
approve or disapprove such ac-
tivities would, if granted, create
further controls and regulations
upon the lives and functions of
citizens for useless restraints up-
on individual liberty and free-
dom of action.

Already there are far too
many controls upon the people.
But bureaucratic agencies are
never satisfied. They are always
seeking added authority to tell
individuals what to do and how
it must be done.

To confer upon any public
agency the right to prescribe the
type of drinking cups which
should be used, to determine
sanitary conditions in nurseries
and to decide whether or not
cots and rest facilities are pro-
vided, and the type of instruc-
tion or entertainment that may
be introduced is purely asinine.
1t smacks of the trend so no-
ticeable in many areas of gov-
ernment activity in assuming
that parents and individuals gen-
erally are too ignorant as to
what is desired or needed for
children, and that only a corps of
public employes somewhere in a
central —office know everything
that is for the common welfare
of youngsters. It is the old theory
of papa knows best.

Individual rights and privileges

of citizens are so hedged in now
that fewer and fewer privileges
are left for the people general-
ly. No group of officials is quali-
fied better than most parents to
decide what they wish for their
children.

Mothers in particular are well
acquainted with the manner and
functions of day nurseries. Their
affection for their children and
their concern for the good of
their own youngsters far trans-
cends any interest the State De-
partment of Welfare may or can
have for tiny tots. Parents will
not tolerate conditions that are
not to their liking or satisfac-
tion, and for a flock of inspectors
out of Raleigh to be roaming
the state to barge in on these
small groups and give orders. as
to what may and may not be
done is an invasion of the pri-
vate functions of mothers and
fathers in relation to their chil-
dren.

It would seem that the wel-
fare people would have their
hands full in what they are al-
ready undertaking, much of
which might just as well be
omitted without doing violence
to health or freedom of families
or individuals. It is mot the
obligation of the state to set it-
self up as a guardian over all
the young people in the one hun-
dred counties. That is a charac-
teristic of the communistic prin-
ciple: of assuming direction of
all youth to be brought up and
trained in the manner dictated
by government.

Here and there a member of
the Legislature can be found to
sponsor almost any sort of legal-
istic impositions various depart-
ments, commissions and agen-
cies suggest. But here is an in-
vasion of privacy that has no
rightful place among citizens.
The State Welfare Department
has quite enough dictatorial au-
thority already in various di-
rections, and this additional reg-
ulatory function deserves to be
turned down promptly, decisive-
ly -and permanently,

Advertising Contests Are

A long-time reader writes
about advertising contests: “It
is pretty obvious that all those
expensive prizes and awards are
not actually given away. The
cost of these prizes, along with
the cost of ads and the heavy
fee for a promotional firm, could
wreck many an advertiser .. ."”

There may have been some
big contests in which there has
been some skulduggery, such as
judging entries in a way that the
winners would not be;bunched in
one geographical area, but the
tvpical advertising contest simp-
lv HAS to be honest. These are
the reasons:

1. No matter how carefully a
contest is conducted, there are
almost always sore losers who
copnplain to postal and other au-
thorities. Hence all big contests
get a government checking.

They frequently cite
small contests—those in which

3. The risks of staging a phony
contest are simply too great for
a reputable company. Prize to-
tals have frequently been in
the neighborhood of $100,000 in
recent big contests. But if -any
company big enough to offer a
prize of that size were found
guilty of shady practices, the
loss in reputation, good will and
sales would be far greater than
$100,000. -~

The big soap companies fre-
quently stage contests. If any
one of those contests were ever
proved crooked, the loss in pres-
tige and profits would exceed
$1,000,000,

in this task. These companies
have proven records of honesty
and, again, their reputations ride
with every contest they judge.
They have worked out fast, ef-
ficient techniques and, while they
charge high fees, these fees are
far less than the judging would
cost the sponsoring company or
its advertising agency.

“When the entry is nothing
more than the entrant’s name
and address, he gives that up
to the advertiser—and thén what
will he do? Most folks need a
name—all but prison inmates
who go by numbers. And what
in the world will the advertiser
do with the ownership of all
those names?"

of the fact that some time in
the past, events have occurred
and agreements have been made
which are damaging to the Unit-
ed States. Young men andfwom-
en who are now coming of age,
wonder why they are being bur-
dened by the errors of their eld-
ers. They do .not remember
Roosevelt or much about Tru-
man. They are not mystified by
the amazing statesmen of World
War II, the great Churchill, the
mysterious Stalin, the wicked
Hitler, the gross Mussolini. These
are names like Julius Caesar or
Napoleon or even Genghis Khan,
They see these names in books
but they do not feel the im-
press of their personalities.

They are not astounded by the
atom bomb -or the hydrogen
bomb. Many of them have studied
sufficient science to know all
about such toys. They take
things in their stride that we
elders never heard about. They
read symbols which are gib-
berish tb'ts. The' natute of their
education has changed.

Do they kmow-tnore? That de-
pends upon what one means by
the word, know, and that brings
us back to President Jack Ken-
nedy. He is closer to the younger
generations than almost any Pres
ident has been. This gives him
an enormous advantage over a
man like Eisenhower who was
an elderly gentleman of the gen-
eration of World War II. Ken-
nedy is current. Each genera-
tion approaches identical prob-
lems differently and Kennedy ap-
proaches current problems in
closer consonance to his own
generation. His is bound to be
a very different approach from
that of either Eisenhower or Tru-
man.

Thus, some of Kennedy's at-
titudes are shocking to an older
generation, but that doés not
matter. What is significant are
the results of his thinking and
his actions. The Kennedy-Mac-
millan Conferences could not
have been anything like the
Roosevelt-Churchill Conferences,
say, at Quebec. Roosevelt tend-
ed to be a flatterer; Churchill
was a salesman, selling the glor-
jes of the British Empire for full
American support. Churchill did
an amazingly good job for his
country which will ever honor
him for his success. Jack Ken-
nedy is not likely ever to make
such a deal As Rggsevelt made
at Teheran. Jack. ,Kennedy will
develop .probably into a nation-
alist as he grows in the Presi-
dency.

During the first 100 days there
have been many excursions and
alarms but it is too early to
see any results of all the activi-
ty. In times like these, the
course of events is never swift,
although patience and reticence
often become defeat. On the oth-
er hand, we are So close to a
shooting war with the Soviet
Universal State, that the Presi-
dent wants to be sure that should
war come, it is war by choice

When the Yankees invaded, the
story is that they shot holes
all over the Grimes house. After
the war, the house burned, and
that was the end of the beautiful

home, but not the other build-
ngs. You can still - find the
fcundations of the main house,

People live even now in the old
overseer's house. Over the plan-
tation, there are grave sites and
underground cellars, some still
lined with stone. Slave quarters

abound, deseried, lived in, used
as storage places, and Some as
abodes for wasps and dirt
dobbers

Nearby, another home, a
large, white frame house now
being iised as quarters for the
principal of Pactolus school, is
located along the winding roads

of the Davenport lands.

This home was built by Church®
Perkins, who lived near William
Grimes, over 100 vears ago.
Both the Perkins and the Grimes
were familiar names in this
areca. Their acres are now in-
corporated under one family.

Down on the river, near the
old Grimes place, was the boat
landing called Yankee Hall,
which has reflected on the whole
site. People call the entire
vicinity Yankee Hall.

‘‘Sketches of Pitt County’ says
that about 1816, Yaukee Hall
“must have become ‘an- im-
portant point of business on the
river and also have done a good
shipping business."” It was about
that time that two Sea going
ships were built there,

The boats used to come up fo

At time the river, overfed by
rains and snows of the season
just gone, is filled to its brim.
It hurrys seaward, pushing its
wet probiscus where it has no
husiness—flooding the low lands.
