grades of 1961-crop Hue-cured tobacco will average 2.4 cent» 
a pound higher than for the 1960 crop.

N everthelM , the average of rates for all grades will con­
tinue at the previously announced level of 55.5 cents a pound, 
Which is the same as for last year’s crop.

The department said increases in support rates of some 
. of the individual grades arje necessary to assure growers the*̂ - 

support level guaranteed them under farm law.
The grade rates for 1961 tobacco will range from 22 to 82 

cents a pound compared with a ninge of 20 to 82 cents last 
year. Most of the increases in the individual grade rates will 
be in the lower grades.

As-In the past years, growers Will offer their tobacco at 
auction markets in the usual manner, and price support, if 
wanted, w ill be availabte through the flus-cur^d tobacco co­
operative stabilization crop.

Tied tobacco will carry .a 6-cent-a-pound premium over 
the support rate'for untied tobacco.: However, support loans, will 
be Available on" untied tobacco only..

Coker 139, Coker 140. and Dixie Bright 214—will be supported 
at one-half the support rate for comparable grades of other 
varieties. These three varieties are discounted because of quality 

^factors.

the various auction markets.
Flue-cured tobacco is grown in Alabama, Florida. Georgia, 

North Carolina, South Carolina and Virginia.

Study NATO Buildup As Move
ing For Berlin Showdown

WASHINGTON , (AP) — The 
United S tates m ay increase its 
m ilitary  forces in Europe to 
strengthen NATO defenses in 
preparation for a possible show­
down with the Soviet Union later 
this year ,.^i)ver Red th rea ts  to 
W est' Berlin.

Such a m ove is understood tp 
be one of the m easures being 
studied by Kennedy admi'nistra- 
tion policy m akers for dealing 
with the B erlin  crisis.

P resident Kennedy m et with the 
N ational, Security .Council for two 
hours and 40 m inutes la te  Thurs­
day to discuss steps th a t m ay be 
taken.

The White House kept the dis­
cussions secret, and, the news 
secretary , P ie rre  Salinger, de­
clined even to say which officials 
-attended.
^ I t was not disclosed when final 
decisions m ay  be made and action 
initiated. I t is known, however, 
tha t top officials believe som e re­
deployment of U S. forces m ay be 
necessary because of the threat 
QMed by Soviet P rem ier Khrush- 
c ^  to the  position of the W estern 
powers In W est Berlin.

S ecretary of State Dean * Rusk, 
speaking in a  television interview 
Thursday night, said one thing 
which is necessary  in the develop­
ing crisis is to try to avoid any 
“ m iscalculation”—by the  Soviet 
Union—of w hat the W estern Alliea 
wiJl do if and when their vital in­
terests a re  threatened.

Rusk predicted th a t a  number 
of steps will be taken “ aimed at 
the avoidance of this kind of mis­
calculation.” He did not m ake any

reference to m ilitary m easures 
but said  there would be “ points 
Of clarification, of purpose and 
procedure and issue.”

The range of possible steps un- 
<ler consideration by the Presi­
dent and his chief advisers, includ­
ing Rusk and SecreU ry of De­
fense R obert S. M cNam ara, is 
known to include m ilitary m eas­
ures.

The United States -is understood 
to have been urging its NATO al­
lies to Increase their own military 
strength  in Europe so that if a 
showdown with the Soviet Union 
develops and a conflict threatens 
it m ay be dealt with, a t least a t 
the very outset, by nonnuclear 
m eans. Kennedy adm inistration 
officials were cheered by the re­
cen t decision of F rench  President 
Charles de Gaulle to shift a divi­
sion of French troops from Al­
geria back to F rance . „

The United States itself has five 
divisions in Europe out of Its total 
of 14 now in active service.«íAl- 
together, U.S. troop strength in 
Europe totals 250,000 men. but 
this includes' a  large number of 
service and supply troops.

Rusk stressed  In his discussion 
of the Berlin situation Thursday 
night th a t the United States in­
tends “ to explore every possibility 
of working out a tolerable peace 
th a t Is consistent with the vital 
in terests of our coun try .” He said  
it is im portant to avoid running 
into a  “ dead end” in dealing with 
the Soviet Union on the Berlin

dispute.
There is no doubt, Rusk sa id , 

th a t there will be discussions be­
tween fhe W estern powers and  the 
Soviet Union about Berlin, though 
he would not predict what form  
negotiations for a se ttlem en t 
m ight take. T hat will be d e te r­
mined in the course of discussion, 
he indicated.

Khrushchev has proposed to 
m ake West Berlin what he calls 
a “ free city” with the w ithdraw al 
of U.S., British and French forces 
and the establishm ent of som e 
kind of international guaran tee . 
The Western powers have re jected  
this proposal repeatedly on the 
ground it would lead to dom ina­
tion of West Berlin by Com mu- 
nLst E ast G erm any.

In recent weeks K hrushchev 
has threatened to sign a  peace 
trea ty  with E a s t  Germany by the 
end of this y ea r . He claim s this 
would wipe out the rights of the 
W estern powers with respec t to 
Berlin, including access to  the 
city across E a s t  German te rr i­
tory.

Rusk said the Western pow ers 
a re  in Berlin “ by right, no t by 
sufferance.”

“ We have obligation» to our­
selves and to the people of West 
B erlin ," Rusk said in a tra n ­
scribed discussion (CBS—At The 
Source), “ and we do not accep t 
the notion th a t those righ ts can 
be term inated, o r that the secur-. 
ity of the people of that c ity  can 
be endangered '  by the un ila tera l

action taken  by someone else.**
As to  how the crisis will de­

velop, Rusk thought that Khrush­
chev m ight try to whittle down 
the righ ts of the Western power» 
in slow stagey instead of present­
ing them  with an open challenga 
as d ram atic  as a forcible in te r­
ruption of their la n d ,o r  air tra f­
fic between West G erm any an d  
Berlin.

Such harassm ent, officials sa id , 
could take the form of imposing 
restrictions on traffic m ovem ent 
and trying to compel the W estern 
m ilitary authorities to deal w ith 
East G erm an  officials."The W est­
ern pow ers do not recognize E a s t  
Germ any.

Rusk said  the Allies will have 
to deal with the situation as it de­
velops. He thought Khrushchev 
m ight not wait until the end of 
the y ear to begin to  pu t his p lans 
into operation. He $Í6o suggested 
that the Western 4>owers would 
not w ait until the dbd 6Í the y ea r  
“ to address them selves” to the  
problem .

The fac t is tha t ccmsultation» 
are now going on intensively be­
tween the  United S tates, B ritain , 
F rance and West Germany and  
between them  and the other m em ­
bers of the 15-nation North At­
lantic alliance on preparatory  
m easures which should be taken 
in the next few months.

Rusk said  he is “ confident th a t 
there will be unity and agreem ent 
among the (allied) governm ents 
directly concerned.”

Xonditional’ 
Agreement Over 
Shipping Strike

NEW YORK (AP)—A “ condi­
tional” agreem ent between the 
National M aritim e Union and two 
shipping groups was announced 
today by David L. Cole, chair­
m an of P residen t K ennedy’s fac.t- 
finding board.

The em ployers groups are the 
American M erchant M arine In­
stitute and the T anker Labor 
Service Com m ittee, Cole said  the 
condition w as that the agree­
m ent does not become a  contract 
until agreem ents also a re  reached 
with two other- unions.

The fact-finding board conclud­
ed public hearings e a r lie r  today.

At t h e ’final session, \Cole asked 
all parties in the dispute to hold 
them selves available until Sunday 
night for fu rther efforts to end 
the-tie up. - .

Cole said the bo ard ’s report 
will be filed with P residen t Ken­
nedy at 9 a .m . Monday. He noted 
that no extension of tim e to file 
the report had been granted  but 
emphasized th a t m ediation still 
can be pressed if no agreem ent 
has been reached by then,

New Housing Measure May Build 3 Million Homes
WASHINGTON (AP)—Prealdent 

Kennedy signed today a  new 
housing bill which adm inistration 
officials said could m ake three 
million m oderate income lam ilies 
eligible to buy the ir own homes.

The $5,646.000,000 m easure  also 
m ay  help other millions find bet­
te r  housing, in m oderate rental 
apartm en ts, 'Officials of the  Hous­
ing and Home Finance Agency 
reported .

Kennedy himself called the bill 
the most im portant and  far- 
reaching legislajlon in the field of 
housing since the Htmsing Act of 
1949.  ̂ ^

He signed the legislation in a 
W hite House ceremony attended 
by  m em bers of the H ouse and

Senate, government housing offi­
cials, and Mayor R ichardson Dil- 
worth of Philadelphia, rep resen t­
ing the country’s m ayors.

In his March housing m essage 
to Congress, Kennedy said, in ef­
fect, th a t the housing needs of up­
per b racket fam ilies had been 
m et in the post World War II 
boom—mostly in new suburban 
developm ents.

G overnm ent housing officials 
have emphasized the legi.slation 
will be adm inistered with this a im  
strongly in mind.

The chief provision which will 
m ake m ore fam ilies eligible to 
buy hom es is the extension of the 
m ortgage term  from  30 years to  a 
m axim um  of 40 years undér tbe

moderate incom e family section.
FHA figures this will cu t the 

monthly paym ent on a  $15,000 
house—the m ost expensive the 
agency will Insure under the new 
p ro g ra m -fro m  $82.95 to $74 85. 
The stretch-out also would In­
crease the to ta l Interest the home 
buyer would pay.

It is this reduction in mpnthly, 
payments which brought the' 
rough es tim a tes  of eligibility un­
der FHA Income rules for 3 mil­
lion more fam ilies.

The bill Would give the m oder­
ate income fam ily a 35-year m ort­
gage as a m a tte r  of rig h t. The 
term  could be lengthened to 40 
years If the FHA com m issioner 
felt the b u y e r’s Income w as in­
adequate to m ake the paym ents

under a  35-year loan.
The down paym ent on a $15',600 

house would be $450. Closing costs 
could be included irv-ilie loan.

Sponsors of t h ^  leg isla tion  be­
lieve th a t the, a iw  te rm s will fall 
well sh o rt,.o f m aking eligible for 
hom es »H of the 11 million fam- 
iies .ltf the $4,000-$6,000 annual in-

this: School teachers for the 
next two years will get-'sub­
stantially higher p^y. whether It

In order to get the $16 million 
for schools in 1933, it was nec­
essary to enact the general 
sales tax. Enactment was justi­
fied as ‘‘an emergency tax to 
save the schools”, and to re­
lieve bankrupt counties of ob­
ligations to support them- Eight 
years later -the sales tax was -• 
removed from basic table foods,. 
This year it is put back on with 
somewhat kindred arguments of 
saving the schools. The distinc­
tion is that the extra money 
is not a vital necessity for keep­
ing schools open, but is required 
for achieving quality education.

Another Interesting compari­
son: In the 1933-35 biennium the 
toUl sales tax receipts just 
about paid the school bill. In 
the 1961-63 biennium the re­
enacted tax on foods is expected 
to yield more than the total take 
then — and yet wdll pay less 
than one-fifth of the overall cost 
of the public -schools.

' WASHINGTON (AP) — It’s 
like playing a slow waltz on an 
old phonograph record all over 
agiain.

Almoet move by move, state­
ment by statement, Russia and 
the West are going through a 
repetition of the Berlin problem 
of 1958-1959.

That time Premier Khrush­
chev threatened a showdown in 
SIX months but let it melt away. 
Now he's set another six-month 
deadline. js»
^Maybe now it will reach a 
crisis. Maybe it won't since 
neither Khrushchev nor the West 
wants war.

It’s possible he’s stirring the 
Berlin kettle, with all its 
dangers, just to get concessions 
later from the worried West on 
something not now guessed.

Here’s a quick run-down on the 
similarity: '

1. Khrushchev proposed West 
Berlin be made a ‘‘free city” 
with the Allies pulling out their 
troops (Nov. 27, 1958).

Khrushchev at tbe Vienna 
meeting with President Kennedy 
earlier this month proposed the 
same thing. (June 4, 1961).

2. President Eisenhower said 
this country had a firm obliga­
tion to defend the people of 
West Berlin. (Jan. 7, 1959).

Kennedy said the Allies are 
determined to maintain thetr 
Berlin rights ‘‘at any risk” and 
their obligations to the Ber­
liners. (Jan. 6..1961).

3. Soviets called for a 28- 
nation conference to negotiate 
peace treaty based on reunifica­
tion of Germany. (Jan. 19, 1959).

Soviets proposed calling a 
peace conference on a German 
peace treaty. (June 11, 1961).

4. Walter Ulbricht, Commu- 
nLst boss of East Germany, 
pledged there would be no 
blockade if the West “respected” 
East Germany’s “saverelgnty.” 
although the. West doesn’t recog­
nize East ■ Germafiy as a sov­
ereign government. (Jan. 18, 
l‘)‘it)'. ‘ - ' ' . .

Khrushchev s.aid there would 
be no bldckade of Berlin. tJune 
27, 1961'.

.5 Khrushchev warned it would 
be ■ the “beginning of war" if 
the Allies tried to force their

New York City politics often 

affects the fortunes' of the par- , 
ties nationally. The present tu­
mult in the Democratic Party is 
aimed at destroying prospects 
of Governor Nelson Rockefeller . 
as a  candidate for the. Presi­
dency. It is a political battle 
waged by amateurs who do not 
grasp the peculiar composition 
of New York’s population.

The basic fault’ in New York 
City politics is that a large part 
of the peculation has very little 
interst in what, happens here. 
Thus, the Democrats have gen­
erally been elected to municipal 
office. If one excludes Fiorello • '  
La Guardia who was a man of 
many parties as he was a man 
of many languagés and ^ a n j  
personalities, no Republican has 
been electfed Mayor since 1̂ 14 
and before that none since 1902. . ' 
The Democrats must be in 
very bad shape; their conduct 
must be so outrageous as to 
evoke great civic * anger be­
fore they are defeated. ,

Men are not elected to the off­
ice of Mayor because they are' 
able. They are usually elected ' 
because of .personal popularity, 
or because they have made a 
combination of groups, or be­
cause they belong to an. import­
ant ethnological element. The 
parties* portion out offices oa 
strictly ethnological lines: each 
ticket must have an Irish Cath­
olic, a Jew. an Italian and a Ne­
gro. Otherwise the party Is re­
garded as discriminating. and 
wiU be opposed by those who 
get excited about discrimination.
This is the way things stand and 
nobody can make a change.

Mayor Robert Wagner, tite In- * 
cumbent, who has served tVo ' 
terms and who has generally 
been'regarded as an unbeatable' 
candidate, has managed to get 
himself into a quarrel with the 
powerful Democratic leaders 
who are minded to repudiate, 
him now that he has rejected 
them. This la partly due to the 
political activities of Mrs. Elea- : 
nor Roosevelt and former Sena­
tor Heihert Lelmian and possi­
bly the Kennedy» who want to 
control New York City so that 
they might more successfully de­
feat Governor Nelson Rockefel­
ler in 1962.

A peculiarity in this situation 
Is the Liberal Party. Thla Party 
is made up of labor union per­
sonalities and certain intellec­
tuals. It' broke off from the 
American Labor Party which 
President Rooeevelt had organ­
ized to make it possible for F i- ' 
orello La Guardia to pass from 
the Republican Party to the New 
Deal. The Liberal Party is Pa­
blan Socialistic. anti-Communist 
but also not in favor of the so­
cial or economic status quo. It 
polls between 3(X),(X)0 and 400,- 
000 votes and therefore cannot 
be' Snored in a  mayoralty elec­
tion. Congressman Charles Buck­
ley, the Democratic leader of 
the Bronx, and a powerful figure 
in Democratic politics, was the 
first leader to object to the Lib­
eral Party. Bronx candidates are 
supposed not to accept Liberal 
Party endorsements.

Whereas Carmine dc Sapio, 
the Democratic National Com­
mitteeman was very slow in 
coming to the support of John 
K e n n ^  at the Democratic Con­
vention, his choice being Sena­
tor Stuart Symington which turn­
ed out to be an error of jixlge-  ̂
ment. Charles Buckley was the 

Yirst supporter of Kennedy In the 
New York area and therefore 
has expected that he would be 
consulted by the Kennedy í  ̂
ministration concerning New 
York affairs.

Whether the Democrats can 
survive .this schism is indeed ' 
doub^ul. Tbe Republicans have 
nominated Attorney - General 
Louis J. Lcfkowitz as Mayor. 
Lefkowitz is a  popular personal­
ity and has the warm support of 
Governor Nelson Rockefeller 
which <;oiild mean that the us­
ually poverty • stricken Repub­
lican Party might have a slz-, 
able campaign fund.

A week or so ago, one felt 
that the Democrats would forget 
their quarrel and would kiss and 
make up. At this moment it 
looks as though powerful ferces 
in the Democratic Party in New 
York City are ready to t h ^  
the election. They could do this 
by irúáoing a thinl party, anti-

Mental Strains On The Worker

STUMBLING 
St. Paul in his Epistle to the

Romans (14:21) warned his fel­
low Christians not to do aby- 
thing that may cause others to 
stumble.

It is well for us to note that 
he does not warn his followers 
against doing something that 
may cguse others to fall, but 
to stumble. Stumbling is the first 
circumstance In the painful act 
of falling. We stumble, then 
sprawl. If stumbling could have 
been avoided, then painful and 
perhaps injurious falling would 
have been prevented.

Christian morality is based on 
the principle that the place to 
stop evil is at its source. Keep 
evils from getting started, was 
our Lord’s constant warning. 
Control anger and there will be 
no murder. Control thoughts and

furtive glances and there will 
be no adultery. In Paul’s warn­
ing to the Romans, he was 
speaking of the eating of certain 
foods and the drinking of wine. 
He warned Christian converts 
against tempting Jewish con­
verts to eat food which they 
had been brought up to regard 
as ceremoniously unclean. Also 
he warned against the danger 
of encouraging other people to 
drink wine, which w’as the only 
Intoxicating drink of that day.

Watch out. he said, lest you 
cause a brotlfer to stumble—not 
to fall, but to stumble. We know 
today that one out of every ten 
persons who start to drink ends 
up an alcoholic or a problem 
drinker. Be careful. says 
Scripture, lest you lead others 
to stumble — and we might add. 
in vieŵ  of the many bars In 
modern living rooms, particular­
ly your own children.

“Our own work Is beginning 
to suggest that the behavior of 
union officials affects the men­
tal health of the rank and file,’’ 
states Harry Levinson, of the 
Menninger Foundation, in the 
latest issue of “Personnel.” 
published by the American Man­
agement Association.

Dr. Levinson, a specialist In 
clinical psychology, reports on 
the growing recognition of em­
ployees’ mental health by man­
agement. The Menninger Foun­
dation. he reports, holds regu­
lar simlnars for management on 
employees’ health. He implies 
that union leaders may also 
need that kind of psychological 
guidance.'

“When a union enters into a 
formal bargaining relationship 
with management. It too as­
sumes a psychological relation­
ship to its members. Future 
studies of mental health in In­
dustry will have to take the 
relation between the union mem­
ber and his leader into account.”
MANAGEMENT AWARENESS 
GROWS 

“Managemenet.” Dr. Levin­
son reports, has shown an in­
creasing interest in employee

problems during the seven years 
the Menninger people have been 
studying the problem.

Some of the findings in that 
period, he writes, are:

From 80 to 90 percent of all 
accidents are psychological in 
origin. Accidents, he adds, cause 
ji.OOO deaths and 2,000,000 dis­
abling injuries a year, at a cost 
of $3̂  billion.

“As for alcoholism. . .wp point­
ed out that the proportion of prob­
lem drinkers in the male popula­
tion as a w'hole. 2 percent, was 
likely to be found in any indi­
vidual company. . .Since most 
alcoholics were the 35-55 age 
group, alcoholism tended to be 
. . .encountered primarily in ex­
perienced employees and super­
visors.’’ he states.

Individual emotional di-sturb- 
ance and its costs are moré rec­
ognized today, he says, and the 
attitude toward emotional prob­
lems is changing. “No longer is 
there so marked a tendency to 
put all the blame on .the In­
dividual and leave it at that. 
More managements are asking 
what should be done about the 
alcoholic, the man who is unable 
to assume greater responsibil­
ity. or the one who laTliydespita 
the promise of great success. . .

“Today we would not be so 
quick to say that 95 percent of 

, all absenteeism is due to off-the- 
job causes. . .Today it is much 
more clearly récognized that ach­
ing backs and throbbing heads 
often arise from tensions creat­
ed on the job, though sufferers 
are seldom aware of the rela­
tion between their aches and the 
conditions under which they 
work. . .In an industrial society 
such as ours, in which* people 
build their lives around their 
jobs, we cannot continue to ig­
nore how wórTcéfg feel about 
themselves, what they are doing 
on the Job and why.”

July 4 th  today has become, candidly, little  m ore than  a day off a  day a t the

beach, a picnic, a holiday, a  savage ride with death  on the highway.
But 200 years ago, Ju ly  4th was no day off, there w as no holiday, an d  death w ai 

a  certainty, not a risk. On Ju ly  4th, 1776, there  w as no liberty, no freedom , no picnic.
But in the hearts of our countrym en of the th irteen U nited States of A m erica there 

was a burning resolve. So fiercely d id  it burn tha t the Second C ontinental Congress 
flung out to  the entire  w orld on th a t day a unanimous D eclaration that the peonle of 
A m erica would no longer to lera te  the  yoke around their necks controlled by the Crown
of England.

They well knew the consequences of this D eclaration, for in its final sentence they 
said, “ . . .  we m utually pledge to each other our lives, our sacred H onor . - These 
w ere all they had to  give.

F re e d o m  Independence —r .L ife — Liberty —  Pursuit of H apolness . . . these
w ere the intangible and im perative human loiigings they craved, a t  the risk  of life it­
self.' Later, in A rticle I of the am endm ents, they were to say that Congress should guar­
an tee Freedom  of Religion; Freedom  of Speech, Freedom  of the P ress, ^

As one sm all,bank in a  small community, we Have reason to aonreciate  Independ­
ence, for w e have it. In a la rger sense, however, our thoughts of Ju ly  4th, 1776, and 
J u ly ’4th, 1961, have given us pause for serious reflection.

At the risk of seeminp^ editorial, it occurs to us tha t perhaps Ju ly  4tK should be 
less of a picnic and more of a  day of re-exam ination and consecration^

Is it possible that the passing by of five centuries of time has caused us to doubt 
the unbelievable tru ths of our heritage told in our history books . . .  or have we simply 
forgotten?

If this be so, just for this moment, let us pause to rem em ber tha t m en and  women 
once loved freedom so much that they left their homes in W estern Europe and ven­
tu red  across an u»'known sea in th ree tiny sailing boats. In search of a land  the^r had  
little  reason to believe even existed. By the G race of God they found It, and  called it 
A m erica. ^ ‘

W hat a re  we to  do in Am erica? Has society become socom ’̂ lex thaf as individuals 
we are  only robots? Are the ísiues 'of our tim e so unim portant tha t w f have not even 
the time to  vote upon them?
