Some, he sald, have
deplored earting segments of their
crops to auctions on the Border
Belt and the Georgla-Florida
market.

Williams attributed the high
sales average recorded here and
around - the 17-market . Eastern
Belt to the apparent fact that
“the buyers found when they ar-
rived a much betier crop than
they had anticipated.”

In selling the 626570 pounds
~—not quite a full sale—yester-
day, the Farmville market paid
growers a fotal of $397,016 for
the high average. Its average
stood 84 cents per 100 below the
belt average but represenied a
greater increase over last year's
opening averages than any mar-
ket on the belt.

Over Big Art Theft

There was no sign of
forced entry and no word that
significant fingerprints had been
found.

Investigators evolved this the-
ory:

The thief hid himself inside the
gallery just before closing time.
From his hiding place he timed
the movements of the five night
security guards. Then he slipped
out when the room was emptly,
grabbed the painting and scurried
back to his hiding place. When
the gallery filled with visitors in
the morning, he calmly walked
out with his loot.

Guards were placed on air-
fields and ports amid speculation
that the theft was the work of
the gang believed responsible for
a rash of art thefts in Fraoce.

Gov. Floyd Philpott the second highest office of the
state will be vacant for the remainder of the four-
year term which the prominent leader was serving.

The same question which arose following the
death of Gov. Umstead has now arisen on the heels of
the death of Lt. Gov. Philpott: Who will be governor
if something happens to the man now in the office?

North Carolina has never faced the problem of
having to decide who would succeed to the position of
Chief Executive if both its governor and lieutenant
governor both were to die or become incapacitated
during a single four-year term. Certainly it is to be
hoped that such a situation never exists. But regard-
less of the remoteness of the possibility, there should
be a clear-cut stipulation as to who would succeed to
the office if such a thing should happen.

- Attorney General Wade Bruton has expressed the
opinion that the death of Philpott has left the state
without a successor to the governor. Should something
happen to the governor, the procedure apparently
be for the Secretary of State to call a special session
of the Senate and for,the Senate in turn to elect a
president to carry out \Eﬁq duties of the governor.

While this procedure might suffice in an emer-
geney, it would seem much more logical for the legis-

Review of the life of Cloyd
Philpott incident to his death last
Saturday night reminded of
that historic episode and led
to conclusion that he early recog-
nized and through the years re-
spected “‘quietness and confi-
dence' as source of strength.
There have been few men of
stronger convictions and integri-
ty than the late Lieutenant Gov-
ernor, and none who was less
obtrusive or effusive in exercis-
ing that strength.

Philpott’s quietness was no-
ticeable. His confidence was less
obvious, until it is remember-
ed that confidence is another
word for faith. His beliefs in the
vitality of the Christian religion,
the dignity of all human beings
and their right to equal oppor-
tunities in a democratic society,
and above all his faith in the
future of North Carolina, were
continually demonstrated. Al-
though an ardent member of the
Baptist church and the Demo-
cratic party, he was more con-
cerned with the principles of

Christianity and democracy
than with the particular tenents
of any sect.

On that foundation he built the
prestige which had carried him
far before middleage, and it ap-

as late as a week ago
he was destined to go much
higher. His passing leaves some

« big holes.

VACANCIES — Officially, the
office of Lieutenant Governor of
North Carolina is vacant and will
remain so until the man—or wo-
man—elected to ths position in
1964 takes the oath of office in
January of 1965.

BALLAST—One of the places
where Cloyd Philpott will be
missed most is one that many
people perhaps did not realize
he occupied. That was his posi-
tion as a sort of balance wheel
in the machinery or ballast to
the ship of the dominant San-
ford faction in the Democratic
party organization. Or, if you
want to go highbrow, he was the
unofficial liaison between the ec-
onomic segments represented on
one extreme by labor unions and
on the other by the big business
interests.

It has
been proven many times over
that there is no® such thing as
an indispensable man, The State
of North Carolina will survive the
loss of Cloyd Philpott, as it has
survived the loss of many other
great persons. Consensus round
capitol square is that very few
men, {f any others, occupied as
significant place in current gov-
ernmental and political areas, as
did the late Lieutenant Gov-
ernor.

A Good Beginning For
The Tobacco Market

The sky was overcast and the weather gloomy in
Pitt County yesterday, but -prospects were never
brighter for the tobacco farmers as record prices were
paid on opening sales of the auction markets.

One robin doesn’t make a Spring and one day’s
sale doesn’t make a successful marketing season for
farmers, but if the prices which tobacco brought on
the Eastern belt yesterday were any indication of
what farmers can expect for their crop, a record year
for tobacco markets and for the tobacco farmers is
in the making.

Most observers who have followed the tobacco
market for years agreed that prices paid for the offer-
ings were higher than hadl been anticipated even
though prices on earlier belts had paved the way for
optimism. Most observers were likewise pleased with
the quality of tobacco which was being offered on
the Greenville market . . . quality considerably
above that which was on the opening sales last year.

For the second consecutive year the Greenville
market paid out more than a million dollars on its

opening day’s sales. The market also reached a new
record high average for opening day, posting a figure
of $64.18, which rivals the past days at any time dur-

Bugging Nikita?

WASHINGTON (AP) — It may
seem unbelievable but after
months of East-West shouting
and maneuvering over Berlin
this one main point still isn’t
clear: What’s really driving Pre-
mier Khrushchev in all this?
Why does he consider it a ‘‘tooth-
ache” and a bone in his throat?

There are plenty of ideas on it
—such as pressure from his part-
ners in the Kremlin, pressure
from the East Germans, and so
on—but so far as -is publicly
known they're guesses and per-
haps not even good ones.

The answer may be much sim-
pler—that Khrushchev, as the
leader of communism, considers
it necessary and the time right
to start shutting West Berlin off
from the West—once the back-
ground is considered.

Since 1945 communism has been
able to take over - mawnland
China, North Korea, WNorth Viet
Nam, Estonia, Lithuania, Latvia,
Poland, Romania, Bulgaria, Hun-
gary, Albania, Czechoslovakia,
East Germany and East Berlin.

But here is West Berlin which
the Communists haven't been
able to absorb even though it
lies 110 miles inside Communist
East Germany, has 12,500 Allied
troops there, and a 2% million
anti-Communist population de-
voted to the West.

This makes it a Western and
capitalistic island in a Commu-
nist ocean. Worse still, from the
Communist view, West Berlin's
brilliant economic success make
it a shining contrast to the drab
Communist world around it.

So long as it stands free—deep
inside the Communist world—it
is a constant reminder to Khrush-
chev and his partners that their
threat to communize the world
looks absurd.

So, without trying to figure
who's twisting Khruschchev's
arm to seal off West Berlin, it's
easier and perhaps more sensible
to assume he or anyone else who
happened to be leading the Com-
munist world would on his own
want to grab the city.

This much can be taken for
granted: Khrushchev is going to
try to take over the city, if not
immediately then eventually, and
without war if he can avoid it.

It wouldn't be smart for him to
risk war to get the city this
year—since war could destroy
Russia itself—if he thinks, and
he probably does, that he can
get it in a few more years peace-
{;iler? anyway. How could he do

By trickery, by promises he
intends to break, by diminishing
bit by bit the Western Allies’
willingness to fight for the city
until in the end, having made a
number of concessions, they

j n};ke the final one.

For example:

1. He wants the Allied troops
out of Berlin. But those 12,500
men, surrounded as they are by
30 to 40 times their number in
Communist troops in East Ger-
many, are really not a defensive
force at all.

They’re only a symbol of the
Allies’ claim to the legal right
to have them there under war-
time and postwar agreements
with Russia, The main Allied
fighting forces are outside the
East German borders.

But if the Allies agree to with-
draw these symbolic forces, they
have yielded on a point they
have made a principle in their
dispute over Berlin. It would be
a big concession.

2. He's threatened to turn over
to the East German Communists
control of all the routes over
which people and supplies, civil-
ian and military, move from the
West through East Germany to
West Berlin.

In actual practice this wouldn't
mean much since 95 per cent of
such traffic is civilian and the
East Germans control that. The
Russians control the remaining 5
per cent which is Allied military.

But agreeing to this—even
though Khrushchev guaranteed
none of the traffic would be block+
ed by the East Germans—would
be one more concession although
it's hard to see what the Allles
can do about it if Khrushchev
makes good his threat.

The West might not want to
fight over dealing with the East
Germans on that 5 per cent of
military traffic, particularly if
Khrushchev promises it would
not be interfered with. And so
on.

Once the concessions are made
—temporarily settling the Berlin
dispute—the Communisis in a
year or so can find some other
excuse for tightening the Berlin
noose.
