RALEIGH (AP) — Gov, Sanford
has hinted he would call a spec-
ial legislative session if he felt
there was a chance of public ap-
proval of a trimmed-down state-
wide bond program.

“1 will have to judge what the
desires of the people are,” San-
ford said when the subject came
up at his weekly news conference
Wednesday.

Tnz governor fielded several
questions dealing with a special
session and gave the over-all im-
pression that he still was consid-
ering the possibility.

Asked directly, he replied, “I
haven't made up my mind what
should be done.”

A $61.6 million bond issue was

soundly defeated Nov. 7 in a state-

wide referendum. Since the voting
there has been widespread specu-
lation Sanford would call a spec-
ial session.

The governor will attempt to
gain public support for what he
(terms emergency needs when he
goes on a statewide television and
radio hook-up at 8:30 p.m. Mon-
day.

He said a new list of urgent
needs total to about $39.5 includ-
ing $13.5 for expansions at the
ports of Wilmington and More-
head City.

THANKSGIVING Thanks-
giving Day as a special or a
particular season has lost much
of its original significance. Al-
though it always involved much
more than gratitude for ample
harvests, the date fixed almost
& century ago was selected be-
cause it came just after the crops
had been gathered into the store-
houses to supply food and
warmth for the coming winter.

Now so large a part of the
income from farm crops comes
in regular weekly or monthly
periods, and a much larger
part of the entire family income
is derived from sources oOther
than field crops, the date is not
important.

It is appropriate, howeve., to
get aside a particular time for
special thanksgiving. And the
traditional date in late Novem-
ber is as good as any.

8o this is Thanksgiving time.
Literally millions of words will
be written about the occasion,
the propriety of giving thanks
and a listing of the things for
which thanks are due. There will

be widely divergent opinion on
that last point, There will be
those to contend that with
threats of war and turmoil

throughout the world, with news.
papers, radio and politicians
blaring out warnings of total de-
struction of the human race by
reason of nuclear bombs and
fall-out, there is nothing to be
thankful for., There are others
who will remind that the sun
rose as usual this morning and
that there are more church-
es and colleges than there are
bombs, and that “fall-out” from

them has  been very potent
through the years.
COMMON-—-There are many

creeds and religious faiths in
the United States and in North
Carolina. All except a few with
insignificant adherents accept
as a fact the existence of a God,
a2 Supreme Being, one who has
control over all events. And, on
Thanksgiving the thanks of these
millions are offered to the giver
of all good things. Modern hymn
writers and poets have sought
ways to say it better, but none
has improved upon the words of
the Psalmist and the authors of
the Book of Common Prayer.

Take the 100th Psalm in the
Prayer Book text: “0Q be joyful
in the Lord, all ye lands; serve
the Lord with ‘gladness, and
come before his presence with a
song, Be sure that the Lord he
is God; it is he that hath made
us and not we ourselves; we
are his people and the sheep of
his pasture.

“O go your way into his bates
with thanks#iving, and into his
courts with praise; be thankful
unto him and speak good of his
name. For the Lord is gra-
cious, his mercy is everlasting;
and his truth endureth from gen-*
eration to generation.”

FRUITFUL SEASONS — And

this prayer for fruitful seasons
which now might be revised to
include all commercial and in-

dustrial as well as field pro--

ducts: ““Almighty God, who has
blessed the earth that it should
be fruitful and bring forth what-
ever is needful for the life of
man, and has commanded us to
work with quietness and to eat
our own bread; Bless the labors
of the husbandman, and grant
such seasonable weather that
we may gather the fruits of the
earth and ever rejoice in thy
goodness, to the praise of the
holy name, through Jesus Christ
our Lord."”

GENERAL THANKSGIV-
ING—Then there is the General
Thanksgiving which every
Episcopal congregation says in
concert during the prayer ser-
vice:

‘Almighty God, Father of all
mercies. we thine unworthy ser-
vants do give thee most humble
and hearty thanks for all thy
goodness and loving kindness to
us, and to all men. We bless
thee for our creation, preserva-
tion, and all the blessings of
this life; but above all for thine
inestimable love in the redemp-
tion of the world by our Lord
Jesus Christ; for the means of
grace and for the hope of glory
And, we beseech thee, give us
that due sense of all thy mer-
cles, that our hearts may be un-

Resume
Longest

WASHINGTON (AP) — One
of the most long-winded discus-
slons in history—on how to ban
nuclear weapon tests—is about
to get longer. The talks are
scheduled to begin in Geneva
next Tuesday. Only an optimist
could believe there will be any
agreement.

These talks have been, and
will be, like a slow waltz with
part of the orchestra missing.
The present nuclear powers—
the United States, Britain and
the Soviet Union—will be the
ones doing the discussing.

Missing will be France, which
already has developed atomic
power and tested it, and Red
China, which may be in the
nuclear weapon business before
long.

On and off for 18 years—the
United States in 1945 first pro-
posed control over atomic weap-
ons—this country and the So-
viet Union, and later Britain,
have talked, and bumbled, and

stumbled about it. The last
talks truly ended in an ex-
plosion,

They began Nov., 1, 1958 and
hemmed and hawed for almost
three years along with a volun-
tary halt to testing by the Big
Three for the same period. On
Aug. 30 Premier Khrushchev an-
nounced the Soviet Union would
end the moratorium and resume
testing.

So the talks broke up Sept. 9.
In the meantirne the Soviet Un-
ion has had at least 31 tests in
the atmosphere. This country
has resumed testing underground
and hasn't said it won't try it
in the atmosphere, too.

With much of the rest of the
world shocked by this Fourth
of July display by the two nu-
this country and
Britain on Nov. 13 proposed to
the Soviet Union that the test-
ban talks be resumed.

And now the Soviet WUnion,
which has done about all the
testing it needs for the present,
agreed., This is more remark-
able for what the Soviets shkid
they thought of test-ban talks
e;en before the last talks end-
ed.
They argued just talking about
banning nuclear weapon tests
was not enough. They demanded
these talks be made part of a
discussion, under sponsorship of
the United Nations, on ‘‘general
and complete disarmament."”

Now they've agreed to resume
Just talking about a test ban on
nuclear weapons.

is what the American-British
proposals to the Soviet Union
call for:

1. Agreement by the Big
Three to set up control posts
in their countries—manned by
outsiders—to prevent any cheat-
ing on a test ban.

2. Then control posts would be
set up in other important coun-
tries—particularly those border-
ing on the big neclear powers
—llke Red China.

3. Then control posts would
be extended to other countries
around the world. The idea calls
for setting up a total of 180
such control posts by the end
of six years after the Big Three
reach agreement.

Unless this was done—for in-
stance, if Red China refused to
let any outsiders establish con-
trol posts inside her borders—
the agreement wouldn't be bind-
ing on the Big Three,

It may be only a few years
before Red China has develop-
ed its own nuclear power, Since
she is not completely happy with
her Soviet neighbo¥, and not at
all happy with the United States,
she might refuse to observe the
agreement which after all she
took no part in.

What then? That's an unpleas-
ant thought. Meanwhile the Big
Three—with the rest of the non-
nuclear world looking on—can
at least say they've been talking,
whether or not it does any good.

Unsung Hero Of The Past

NEW YORK (AP) — Ameri-
ca's most forgotten Thanksgiv=-
ing holiday hero is Dr. Samuel
Fuller.

You probably never heard of
him. But when you hear his
story you may agree it's time
a grateful nation built a monu-
ment to him, perhaps in the
shape of a gigantic aspirin tab-
let or tranquilizing pill — medi-
cal weapons he could well have
used 340 years ago.

Dr. Fuller sailed as the only
physician among the 102 passen-
gers on the Mayflower. Sieges of
cold, hunger and sickness had
reduced the Pilgrim colony at
Plymouth, Mass., to about 30
when Dr. Fuller’'s long holiday
ordeal began.

That was on Dec. 13, 1621,
when the Indian chief Massa-
soit arrived with 90 of his
braves to help the Pilgrims cele-
brate their first bountiful har-
vest.

A present-day Thanksgiving re-
duces many a modern man to a
groaning wreck from too much
food and drink. But at least he
has the solace of bicarbonate
in his bathroom medical cabi-
net, and the choice of a hund-
red patented nostrums at his
friendly. neighborhood druggist.

Such was hardly the situation
that faced Dr. Fuller on Amer-
ica's first Thanksgiving Day in
1621.

Here is a picture to make any
physician in history turn pale:

1. A feast than ran for three
full days—not one.

2. A menu that ranged from
gooseberries to pumpkin pie,
from cornbread to venison stew,
clams, goose and gurkey, all
washed down probably with
green wine and ‘‘strong wa-
ters.”

3. A host group of 50 rundown
Pilgrims — including only five
surviving women and a number

Yes, we'd like to see some
names called.

After a nuclear war, a first
job would be to decontaminate
homes, yards, streets, offices,
and factories from lingering fall-
out radiation.

In cities and towns, that would
call for the cleanliness of the
fabled Dutch housewife.

Two weeks after fallout comes
down, it is only one tenth of
one per cent as intense. Most of
the radiation has been emitted.
But longlasting atoms remain,
particularly strontium-90 and
cestium-137, with " an average
lifetime of 40 years.

Though relatively feeble, this
radiation could amount to a dam-
azing cumulative dose over the
years if you lived closely with
it in areas which had been
heavily dusted with fallout. You
must get rid of it, from roof-
tops, from window ledges, from
tree leaves, from grass, pave-
ments, buildings, wherever it
has collected.

It can be washed off your
house, or any building, or trees,
with a hose. Even if your wa-
ter supply has been contaminat-
ed with enough fallout to be

Areas within 200 yards of
homes should be cleaned of ling-
ering fallout.

Automobiles,
tools, anything that has been
dusted needs thorough cleaning,
preferably by water which em-
pties into sewers or drains.

In doing all this, you need a
geiger counter to tell if your
grounds or streets have resid-
ual amount of residual fallout.

radioactive. Vegetables can be
washed carefully. or outer ex-
posed portions thrown away.
Food stocks in grocery stores,
and warehouses, or special stor-
age areas, should be safe.

Water from -contaminated
reservoirs can be purified, by
normal filtering, but probably
will need repépted purifications,
and careful tesling to be certain
that fallout particles are remov-
ed. In an emergency, you can
evaporate or distill that water
—pure water will be collected,
with fallout particles remain-
ing behind, Merely boiling wa-
ter is useless—fallout particles
are not germs that can be kill-
ed by heat.

Removing fallout strontium -
90 from farmlands, the source
of future food, is a much more
serious and difficult problem.

Land Poisoning Exaggerated

But statements that all sur-
vivors would starve because
the land would be poisoned are
great exagerations.

Anywhere from 10 to 50 per
cent of farmland, in wvarious
areas, might be dusted. Some
would have sufficient amounts
of strontium 9 to be a con-
siderable hazard. On some fields,
{allout atoms could be removed
by taking off the crops, mulches,
and other types of ground cover,
ard burning them or depositing

the ashes and sod at safe dis-
tances. ‘

In other areas, the residual
fallout could be removed by-

scraping off the top inch of bare
soil,
Some of the most heavily

dusted areas might have to be
abondoned, for a tinte, or used
camefully in special ways.

Milk cows should not be per-
mitted to graze on lands heavily
contaminated with strontium, be-
cause strontium enters their
milk, and strontium tends to gon-
centrate, like calcium, in bone.
At certain levels, still not clear-
ly determined, strontium could
cause bone cancers and likemia
presumably in many children if
they received too much.

The field for this sport was
eighty to one hundred yards in
length, It was almost like the
modern field with goals at
each end of the field.
