Vacancy Still
Being Studied

By LYNN NISBET

LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR—
As time for decision runs short
& number of people are ponder-
ing the problem of seeking elec-
tion to the office of Lieutenant
Governor next year. The situa-
tion is unusual. The office be-
came vacant upon the death of
Cloyd Philpott, and it is the on-
1y office for which the constitu-
tion does not set up some plan
for interim filling.

The situation is different now
from the only other time during
this century there has been a
vacancy in the No. 2 office.
That was when Luther Hodges
moved up to the governship up-

on the death of William Um- '

stead late in 1954. That occur-
red after the primaries and gen-
eral election of 1954 and the next
possible chance for an election
was in 1956—when new full term
Governor and Lieutenant Gov-
ernor would bé elected. The ques-
tion of a mid-term election could
not arise then. Constitutional
processes were followed by the
Senate electing a president for
the 1955 session.

The current vacancy occurred
during the first year of the ad-
ministration, fourteen months
before a general election at
which other state and coanty of-
ficers are chosen—although it is
not the regular time for elect-
ing a Lieutenant Governor. In
every other constitutional elec-
tive office there is provision for
temporary appointment and in-
terim election. There is no pro-
vision for a mid-term election of
a Lieutenant Governor except by
stretching application of a gen-
eral phrase ‘‘other elective of-
ficers” to cover,

The Attorney General has rul-
ed that this is not sufficient au-
thority for an election, and that
the office must remain vacant
until after-the general election
in 1964,

PARTISAN — A number of
Democrats do not concur in that
opinion and there has been a
good deal of talk about some-
body tendering the filing fee to
the State board of elections for
a place on the ticket in the pri-
mary and election. Republican
leadership has semi-officially an-
nounced that party will have a
challenger for the Attorney Gen-
eral’s opinion, The plan is that
somebody will tender the fee,
the board of elections will refuse
to accept it, on basis of the opin-
fon, and a mandamus order will
then be obtained requiring ac-
ceptance. That gets the mat-
ter in court and hope is a con-
trolling decision can be had in
time to get ballots in the pri-
mary—if the election {s author-
ized.

That is where some nimble-
footed partisan politics comes
into the plcture., Some Demo-
crats are concerned that a Re-
publican will be the first to offer
the filing fee, and that no mat-
ter how the matter was fi-
nally decided the Republicans
would be

in position to claim

credit for the effort to preserve
democratic election process. On
the other hand if a Democrat is
first to offer for filing he might
be accused of putting the State
to unnecessary expense in de-
fending a mandamus action or in
conducting an election.

Meanwhile, Raymond Maxw.ell,
executive secretary of the State
Board of Elections, is very prop-
erly taking no part in the parti-
s0on manipulations, but he has
some worries of his own about
the mechanics of getting badlots
to the voting precincts.

If the first tender of filing fee
for Lieutenant Governor should
not come until the last day the
books are open, for instance, it
is doubted that a controlling
court decision could be obtain-
ed in time to prepare and dis-
tribute the appropriate ballots
for the primary, if they should
be needed,

JUDGES—A group in which
lawyers and business men were
about equally represented stag-
ed a vigorous discussion on the
relative merit of appointing or
electing judges of the superior
and supreme courts, The dean
of the group not by reason of
age but because he has served
as a judge in both State and
Federal Courts, was Judge J .
Braxton Craven of Morganton,
After several years as a super-
jor court judge he was refently
appointed to the Federal dis-
trict court, and was picking up
some slack in the eastern dis-
trict court at Raleigh.

Judge Craven had advocated
the bar association program for
court improvement before State
legislative committees. This plan
called for selection of judges by
a combination committee and
executive appointment process
rather than by popular election.
North Carolina is one of very
few states where judges are
elected by the people. However,
as Judge Craven pointed out, the
popular election in most instanc-
es represents only approval of
appointments, Of the present Su-
preme Court, for example (and
Judge Craven says he thinks it
ranks at top of the list of all
State courts in the nation), on-
ly one member—Justice Parker
—first came on by election. A
majority of the superior court
Judges now in service came
first by appointment, but all
Fave been subsequently elected.
This Indicates the people approv-
ed the appointments.

Conclusion reached by -the in-
formal and unofficial group of
men who were discussin the
problem was about this: In the-
ory the idea of keeping judges
out of the rough and tumble of
practical political ecampaigns
and selecting them by commit-
tee or executive appointment is
sound and incontestable. In fact
and in practice the system of
election by popular vote has pro-
vided North Carolina with such
high excellence of judicial per-
sonnel, there can be no logical
argument agalinst it
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the world in what the official voice of our govern-
ment says overseas will continue to rise. If, on the
other hand, we should depart from this course, the
time and effort put into building the information
program would be lost. That the world is hungry for
truth and that the communist tyrants are afraid for
their people to have access to the truth-is borne out
by the fact that the Soviets are spending more each
year to jam American overseas broadcasts than the
United States is spending to broadcast its programs.

In the long-range struggle between freedom and
communism, the battle of words and information will
play an increasingly large part in the outcome. And
this locality, as the site of the most powerful transmit-
ters in the free world broadcasting truth tp captive
and uncommitted countries, will have an increasingly
important role in the efforts,

Every Possible Route
To Thwart The Law

Refusal of the communist party in the United
States to register in accordance with a ruling of the
Supreme Court is a clear indication that the Reds,
who have made such an issue over their “constitu-
tional rights” in the past, are interested in the consti-
tution only as it helps them to obtain their goal of
overthrowing constitutional government in this country.

Through 10 years of litigation between the time
Congress passed the McCrarran Act and its affirma-
tion by the Supreme Court last June, the communists
have made a big to-do about their individual rights
under the constitution. They have explored and ex-
ploited every possible route to thwart the law which
the Justice Department now seeks to enforce. And
now that the Supreme Court has declared the act a
part of the law of the land under the constitution,
they seek to defy it.

The American people are thus provided a clear
example of the double standard policy that is a part
of the communist philosophy. For years they have
said the constitution guaranteed them the right to
carry on whatever activities they wished with im-
munity to the law. Now that the highest judicial body
of the land has upheld the law requiring party offi-
cials to register with the Justice Department, they
show their contempt for constitutional government by
open defiance of the law,

Certainly the Justice Department should exert
every possible effort in enforcing this law which the
communist organization in the United States seeks to
defy. The department has that obligation to the other
Americans who not only live under the constitution,
but believe in it and support it.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Kennedy and Premier
Khrushchev, despite all the heat
over Berlin, have kept their own
personal relationship as re-
Strained as a minuet.

Nevertheless, the No. 1 mys-
tery is why Khrushchey has
quieted down.

The meeting between the two
men in Vienna last June 3-4 was,
on the surface, a pleasant ses-
sion in which they sought to
know each other. Underneath it
was about as tough as a meet-
ing can be.

It was there, face to face
with Kennedy that Khrushchey
began the Berlin crisis by de-
manding the city be henceforth
“free.”” He predicted the even-
tual triumph of communism
through wars of “‘liberation.”

For months afterward Khru-
shchev worked overtime to force
Kennedy back on his heels with
speeches, talks, bomb-warnings,
building the Berlin wall, and fi-
nally, resuming nuclear tests.

Kennedy, reporting on his
meeting when he returned home.
said the United States would
stand firm. He added that Khru-
shehev should not be blamed for
all the world's troubles, outlin-
ed a program to resist commu-
nism everywhere, and began a
military buildup.

Since then Kennedy has talk-
ed repeatedly of his determina-

tion not to let Khrushchev get
away with Berlin.

But never, in all this long-
raage and often long-winded di-
alogue, has either man said-an
unfriendly or derogatory word
about the other. This has left
the door open for future rea-
sonable dealings,

Khrushchev even sent his
newspaperman son-in-law, Alex-
el Adzhubei, over here to inter-
view Kennedy at White House
request, giving the President a
chance to state his position in
full in the Russian government
newspaper. lzvestia

Khrushchev had the same re-
lationship with President Eisen-
hower until the American U2
spy “plane, brought down over
Russia, embarrassed him. Then

In the current situation, this
is the big puzzler:

Why Khrushchev, from about
the time the 22nd Communist
party congress met in Moscow
last October, suddenly quieted
down on Berlin and even post-
poned indefinitely the deadline
for a settlement which he want-
ed by year's end.

There have been suggestions
he did it because he was hav-
ing so much trouble at home.

That makes no sense, He was
master of the congress, got en-
dorsement for humiliating old
diehard Bolsheviks like Molotov,
and so thoroughly discredited
the image of Stalin that the old
dictator’s body was removed
from its tomb.

A more reasonable assumption
might be that he had so much
work to do at the congress that
Jh:- needed a vacation from Ber-
i1,

Nor could his troubles with
Red China and tiny Albania,
which seem to think he's not
aggressive enough, look like a
factor in cooling off his ardor on
Berlin. He's not about to have
war with Red China, Albania
hardly counts.

It would be more reasonable to
think Kennedy's show of deter-
mination persuaded Khrushchev
not to push the Berlin business
to an explosion.

Any suggestion about Khrush-
chev's motive for quieting down
on Berlin is sheer guessing.

Here is another: That when
he put up the wall shutting off
West Berlin from East Berlin
—and the West failed to do any-
thing about it—he had won a
major point anyway and could
relax.

Meaning: He wanted to make
the West acknowledge that com-
munism completely controls
East Germany and East Ber-
lin—and the West isn't going to
do anything about it, By bowing
to the reality of the wall, the
West admitted his point,

From the very beginning of
this dispute the Russians have

Better Read’ Than Dead

(Richmond News Leader)

Why do America’s leaders
think so easily in terms of de-
feat? Senator Goldwater points
out that the President has not
pledged himself, anytime, any-
where, to the defeat of com-
munism. While Khrushchev talks
about burying us, we debate the
question—how much should we
give away at this time? Berlin,
or simply the Oder-Neisse line?
Formosa, or only Quemoy and
Matsu? South Viet Nam, or only
Laos? British Guiana, or only
Cuba? And while we debate the
fine shades of surrender that
can be made palatable at this
mmoment, the Communist jugger-
naut comes on. Why the despair.
the readiness to admit defeat?
Why are we so despondent to-
ward our foe?

There are many answers to
this question—moral, historical,
political. But the literary figures
of the West must bear some of

the blame. The marketable
items in the literary world have,
for a long time, been such

things as nausea and despond-
ency. Whole reputations have
been made (especially in
France) from the ability to reg-
ister, in fine detail, the emo-
tions of anxiety and anguish.
These dull emotions have replac-
ed the searing and purify-
ing fires of traged,, as if pro-
found despair were ¢ substitute
for profound thought. This ten-
dencyrr ‘a.hed its high point,
the school of Samuel Beckett.
80 far, in the moaning and
meandering of playwrights in
the school of Samuel Beckett.

Of course, there is nothing dif-
ficult about discouragement. It
is easy to feel blue. And it is
not very difficult to convey this
feeling to others. The difficult
thing is to fight back against

despair—as Dickens fought, in
the increasingly sad tales of
man's social plight in the last
centur, But the sickly school
of modern writers is not fight-
Ing; it surrenders to the grey or
green mood, and luxuriates in
it.

This writing distinguishes it-
self from the tragic works of
great artists by three charac-
teristics.

First, the writer does not
think that the source of his trou-
bles might be himself. The great
anguish of repentance, the purg-
ing fires of humility, have no
place in this view of life. The
world is all wrong_ not the writ-
er.

Second, the authors do not dis-
tinguish various degrees of cvil
in the world. Everything seems
equally bad. Specifically, such
writers like to point out that
things are so bad in Amreica
that we cannot criticize the Rus-
sians. There is nothing for us to

do but sink into the general
quagmire.
Third, these authors oppose

action. They disguise this by us-
ing such words as *“‘commit-
ment.” They tell us, at great
length, that they care. But this
involvement does not mean any-
thing but a general sympathy
for all those who suffer the af-
fliction called life. .

No wonder the Better - Red-
than Dead people can find writ-
ers, as well as scientists, to sign
their petitions.

The authors probably think of
the proposition as ‘‘Better read
than dead.” But these are men
who have earned their fame by
disqualifying themselves as
spokesmen of the human race.
Such languid and literary sleep-
walkers are already dead. It
would be superfluous to make
them Red.

One thing Hodges and Stasa-
vich do have in common: both
played football.

Presuming that pay scales in
this country are (relatively)
highest in the world; what would
you guess to be the American
scale for orbitting the world
twice in outer space?

Well, I'll tell you. It's two
oranges and two apples.

That’s what Enos, the chimp,
received as his bonus for the
feat.

The reference to the Russian
who has returned to be sentenc-
ed for life is to Molotoy and
Elizabsth Gurley Flynn cam-
pares herself to Molotov who
has for years served Soviet Rus-
sia as Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs and a short time as Pre-
mier, although our lady has
never served this country well
or at all. She writes:

"Some may be facetious about
my returning and suggest that
possibly I should have remain-
ed in the Soviet Union. But it
happens that I am an Ameri-
can. I love my native land and
feel confident that there are mil-
lions of Americans who, what-
ever their political views, are
also horrified at such mon-
strosities as the McCarran Act.”

Manager Love stated that the
present class, consists of 12 knit-
ting fixers who work on eight

hour shifts, 24 hours around the

clock. ““The mien must complete
480 hours of training,”” Love
said, “and this generally runs

into a 12 week training program
for each class.

“The men have to learn the
various parts of the different
types of machinery and how to
repair them. Not only must
the knitting fixers be able to
repair the machines, but they
must also be able to operate
them.

““Each man in the class must
learn to distinguish between
the different denier and varns.
for if they are mixed on the
machine irregularitieg will oc-
cur. They must also learn to
set stitches, make style changes
in the knitting pattern such as
ring cams, needle pressers and
presser cams

““There are very few workers."”
said Love, “in this area who are
experienced with this type of
machinery. We hope to employ
approximately 500 workers in
the eastern North Carolina area

The Op-
timist Club and the Army Re-
serve Jjoin hands to provide
equipment and facilities for the
weekly meetings.

Thursday nights are busy and
nolsy ones at the armory. The
modern structure's spaclous as-
sembly room serves as an In-
door rifle range with targets
mounted in traps at one end.
Classroom work for the boys
is conducted in the armory's
classrooms.

Safety in handling the rifles
is a paramount objective with
Ward and others including
