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Big UndergroundEichmann h  Found Guilty 
Atomic Explosion O n All Counts, By Court 
Partial Success

CARLSBAD. N. M. (AP)—Scl- 
ent’sts counted blessings of know­
ledge from the first underground 
atomic “peace bomb” explosion 
Sunday despite the escape of a 
cloud of radioactive gas.

They reported 70 per cent suc­
cess in getting data on major sci­
entific programs, but major mys­
teries remain.

They judged the steaming radio­
active cloud hadn’t hurt anybody 
or anything, although Its unex­
pected fallout partially blockaded 
nearly 300 observers.

Scientists pushed ahead to learn 
exactly what happened when they 
dTetonated the world’s first known 
nuclear explosion Intended solely 
to find peaceful uses for the fur­
ies of A-bombs and H-bombs.

The specially designed five-kilo- 
ton atomic device was detonated 
a quarter-mile underground. It 
was in a chamber at the end of 
a buttonhook tunnel dug 1,100 feet 
through salt rock from a vertical 
mh>e shaft. This Project Gnome 
hole alone cost $1 million, the to­
tal drill nearly ^  million.

A main objective was to learn

“for good housekeeping,” the AEG 
washed seven cars caught between 
blockade points.

The highest radiation rating In­
side any car was 15 milliroentgens 
(thousandths of a roentgen) per 
hour and declining, said AEC’s 
Dr. Gordon Dunning. He said a 
person could live the rest of his 
life in the car and get a total dose 
of only 75 milliroentgens. A thor­
oughly safe lifetime exposure to 
radiation has been set at 3^roent­
gens. not milliroentgens.

The nuclear device, using new 
principles to make peace time ex­
plosives cheaper, also apparently 
worked quite well, said Dr. Ran­
dolph. Observers 4% miles away 
could feel its power from the roll­
ing earth tremors.
. He said the experiment defin­
itely advanced ultimate peaceful 
uses of nuclear explosives.

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Supreme Court overturned today 
conviction of 16 Negroes who by 
sit-in demonstrations tried to end 
lunch counter segregation in Ba­
tan Rouge, La.

The ruling was given in the 
first sit-in cases to reach the high 
tribunal. There have been many 
such demonstrations in the South.

Chief Justice Warren delivered 
the unanimous deci î<«.

Warren said that while the ar­
rested persons had raised broad 
constitutional questions in their 
appeals, the court found it un­
necessary to decide the wide is­
sues.

Instead, said Warren, the court 
bases its decision on the ground 
that the convictions “are so total­
ly devoid of evidenclary support 
as to render them uncoosütution- 
al under the due process * clause 
of the 14th Amendment.” . y

The 16 Negroes, all students of 
Southern University la B a t o n  
Rouge, were convicted under a 
Louisiana law making it a breach 
of the peace to “act in such a 
manner as to unreasonably dis­
turb or alarm the puplic.

Each was sentenced to four 
months in p r i s o n ,  with three 
months to be suspended cm pay­
ment of $100 fines.

In three appeals, the Negroes 
asked a final ruling that their 
arrests deprived them of rights 
guaranteed by the due process 
and equal protection clauses of 
the Constitution.

Two of the Negroes were ar­
rested at a “white” lunch counter 
in Sit-man’s Drug Store; seven 
at a similar counter in a Kress 
chain s t o r e ;  and seven at a 
“white” lunch counter In the 
Greyhound bus station in Baton 
Rouge.

55-year-old Gestapo lieutenant col­
onel, handed down its judgment 
today, a judgment which may 
bring him death on the gallows.

In a 300-page judgement which 
they began reading aloud in turn, 
the three judges d.;termined that 
Eichmann was proved to be such 
an important cog in Hitler’s ma­
chinery fw destroying the Jews 
that be merited conviction on 
these major counts:

3. War crimes.
4. Membership in the .criminal 

Nazi SS (Elite Guard) and SD 
(security police) organizations.

Reading the verdict, with all 
its elaboration of the legal reason­
ing, will require several days 
Sentwicing is expected by Friday.

In his bullet-proof, glass- 
enclosed cage. Eichmann took the 
first blow of conviction on the 
major charges with aplomb 
Through his hornrimmed specta­
cles, he fixed a steady stare on 
the judges.

The court delivered an exhaust­
ive study of the “iniquities” of 
the Nazi Reich and said it later 
would describe In detail the role 
Eichmann played as chief of the 
Gestapo’s Bureau for Jewish Af­
fairs, the man who . shipped mil­
lions to their death in the 
extermination camps. —

The tribunal, headed by Justice 
Moshe Landau, went to consider­
able length to justify its right to 
try Eichmann.

Regarding Eichmann’s com­
plaint that he was kidnaped, the 
court described at length a case 
in Vermont in 1935 in which a 
man complained he was seized 
in Canada and brought to justice 
in the United States. The Vermont 
Supreme Court ruled that the 
method of bringing the man there 
was unimportant. That, in effect, 
wás what the Israeli tribunal de­
cided in Eichmann’s case.

Eichmann had argued that * he 
was only an underling who car­

ried < out orders. But the court 
said: “The laws of humanity are 
binding on individuals. The guilt 
of Germany as a state does not 
detract one lota from the personal 
responsibility of the accused.” 

Eichmann is expected to be 
sentenced Friday.

He was tried under I s r a e l ’s 
Nazi and Nazi coUaborators’ law 
of 1950 which provides death as 
the maximum penalty. The death 
penalty never has been invoked.

The packed courtroom was 
deathly silent as the verdict of 
guilty was pronounced. Many of 
the 600 spectators had relatives 
who were victims of the Nazi 
pogrom were themselves sur­
vivors of the death camps.

There was not a sigh or a ripple 
at the abrupt one^sentence ver­
dict which Judge Landau spoke 
rapidly before beginning to out­
line the court’s detailed reasoning 

The reading of the judgement 
will continue through today and 
Tuesday. Atty. Gen. Gideon Haus- 
ner—who prosecuted the case, 
presented tons of captured docu­
ments and 112 witnesses—will 
then advise the court 6n the pen 
alty.

Defense counsel Robert Serva- 
tius of West Germany, will make 
his final plea and Eichmann will 
be allowed to speak in his own 
behalf.

The court rejected Eichmann s 
defense plea that Israel had no 
right to try him for crimes com­
mitted elsewhere and under a law 
passed years after the crimes.

Other Eastern bloc nations are 
expected to follow the Kremlin’s 
lead, leaving tiny Albania sup­
ported only by Communist China 
arid perhaps North'Viet Nam and 
North Korea.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Supreme Court ruled invalid today 
F lorin’s loyalty oath as applied 
to teachers in public schools.

Justice Stewart delivered the 
unanimous decision, which found 
the state law unconetltutionally 
vague.

The ruling waa given on an ap­
peal by David Walton Cramp Jr., 
a teacher In Orange County. Fla., 
for nine yeau*a. He lost his Job 
for refusing to take the oath.

Cramp said he was not a Com­
munist or a member of any orga­
nization believing in violent over­
throw of government. His refusal 
to take the loyalty oath was 
based on the belief it violated 
constitutional guarantee of free 
dom of speech, thought and asso­
ciation; also the guarantees of 
due process and equal protection 
of law.

The Florida law requires all 
public employes to swear they are 
not Communists and not members 
of organizations which teach vio­
lent overthrow of government. 
The law calls for lmn>edlate dis­
charge of any public efhploye who 
refuses to take the oath.

LOST MOTION — Chalrmah 

Merrill Evana told the highway 
commiaaion at ita monthly meet­
ing here Thuraday that it ia not 
bound at all by any plana or pro­
gram adopted by the State high- 
way;_^commiaaion laat year. And 
the commiaalon '  decided that 
come January it will take 
a careful look at the long range 
planning ' announced with auch 
gusto Just a few months ago.

The difference between this at­
titude and that manifested by 
the highway commiaalon when 
it was composed of different peo­
ple is in degree rather than In 
kind. Thla ia the most candid
and frank announcement yet 
heard that In opinion of the high­
way commissioners each admin­
istration la independent and 
that the concept of continuity and 
stability in government does not 
apply to highways.

It is recalled that the com­
mission which was named by 
Governor Scott devoted m a­
jor attention to county and
secondary roads, but It had
some long'range plana for pri­
mary highway development. 
Then Governor Umstead ap­
pointed different men. but os­
tensibly to the same Jobs, and 
they did not like the Scott group 
program. So the Umstead com­
mission spent some $40,000 to 
have a big New York engineer­
ing firm work out a detailed 
program for constructing and fi­
nancing a system of pri­
mary highways.

Just about the time that re­
port was complete, Governor 
Umstead died and Luther Hodg­
es succeeded to the governor­
ship. Governor Hodges did not

from 14 to seven. Sanford went 
the other direction and increas­
ed it to 19. This enlarged com­
mission took office on July 1 this 
year. It went right to work on 
problems, inherited and new, 
and sought to speed up construc­
tion. Of course most of the con­
struction work let to contract 
so far was projected before Ju­
ly, but there are enough new 
projects ready to use up all the 
available money as fast as it 
comes in.

While the plans of the form­
er membership had to be adopt­
ed at first, there apparently is 
no desire to follow them much 
further. Chairman Evans is 
quoted by a newsman who was 
present as saying: “ ‘You are 
not bound one iota by what the 
former commission did. . .no­
body has bound you and they 
can’t bind you. It’s wide open

For the same reasons the 
present membership of the com­
mission cannot bind their suc­
cessors. Therefore, no plans 
.should be made looking more 
than years ahead.

CONTINUITY-North Carolin­
ians have boasted for years 
about the stability and sound­
ness of their State government, 
and have attributed a goodly 
part of that condition to con­
tinuity in policy. Governors have 
come and gone, each with his 
own special program for em­
phasis, but each in turn recog­
nizing what his predecessors 
had done.

It is a dramatic and impor­

tant action that President Kenr 
nedy has Just taken in con­
nection with sliver. Back of it 
is a rather amazing hisrtory.

Silver always has been a part 
of our monetary system. At first 
it was on a par with gold, un­
der a  bimetallic standard. That 
did not work and gradually sil­
ver was reduced to a  subsidiary 
position. This was done through 
reducing the content .of silver 
coins to the point where it was 
no longer possible to get as 
much for the metaJ In the mar­
ket as the face amount of the 
coins. For example, silver has 
to sell for $1.29 an ounce in or­
der to get a dollar for the metal 
in a silver dollar, and for other 
silver coins the discrepancy is 
even larger.

These changes, of course, cre­
ated great political turmoil and 
the silver producers were out­
raged. Through the years the 
Congress has been attentive to 
the c<»nplalnt& and pressures 
of the silver interests and at 
various times has passed legis­
lation Instructing the U. 8. TYea- 
sury to buy silver. One of these 
acts was in 1934 and since then 
the government has been buying 
our domestic production of sil­
ver. The purchase price start-> 
ed at a little under 65 cents 
an ounce and was gradually in­
creased to 90.5 cents in 1939, 
It has been held at this last
price since that date.

We currently have sligbUy un­
der $500 million In silver dol­
lars. and a bit over $1.6 bil­
lion in half dollars, quarters and 
dime.s. The one- and two-dollar 
paper bills are all silver certi­
ficates. The total of these is
about $1.5 billion. There are al­
so some five- and ten-dollar sil­
ver certificates, but more than 
nine out of ten bills of this
size are Federal Reserve notes. 
All silver certificates are back­
ed doUar-for-doUar by sliver me­
tal. The difference between what 
is required for this backing and 
the total owned by the govern­
ment is called “free silver.” The 
peak of such free silver was in 
1959 at 222 million ounces. It ia 
now under 25 million ounces.

’This reduction in our holding 
of free silver reflection of 
the fact that consumption of the 
metal Is now running above pro­
duction. The price in the open 
market, however, has been held 
to about 91.5 cents by the U S. 
Treasury’s selling policy. Quite 
understandably that has been an­

noying to silver {gXKlucers, and 
for many months they have been 
trying to get the Treasury to 
stop pulling down its reserve 
and permit the free market to 
operate. It was tbelr contention 
that this would result in a high­
er silver price and this would 
lead to greater production.

Under the date of Nov. 22, 
President Kennedy directed the 
Secretary of the Treasury to 
suspend further sales of free sil­
ver. He thus took the action re­
quested by the silver interests, 
but he also went further. He 
announced that he would request 
the next session of the Congress 
to permit the Federal Reserve 
banks to include one- and two- 
dollar bills in their paper issue, 
and the five- and ' ten-dollar sil­
ver certificates will be gradu­
ally retired. The sum total of 
this action, granting the Con­
gress goes along with the Pres­
ident’s request, “will in effect 
provide for the eventual de­
monetization of silver except for 
its use in subsidiary coinage.” '

The immediate response to 
the President’s order was a 
spurt in the price of silver to 
around one dollar an ounce, and 
the price of the securities of the 
few silver producing companies 
we have In this country was bid 
up on the New York Stock Ex-^ 
change. This was a normal re - ' 
action and means little for the 
long run, although the price of 
s i l v e r  probably will remain 
above 95 cents an ounce and 
production will Increase.

Ultimately this may cause the 
price of silver articles to rise 
a little, but the increase will 
be insignificant.

“Today the two strongest na­
tions in the world are drawn 
up in full battle su'ray, facing 
one another across half the 
world.

The world is at war 
not oply one country with an­
other but each country within 
itself. Mrs. Luce states the 
American Caise brilliantly: 

“Morality In respect of force 
consisted in not striking the 
first military blow. Conversely, 
any nation who struck the first

military blow against America, 
ipso facto establi^ied its own 
immorality.

“Consequently, the only mwal 
casus bellum, or cause of war, 
which the Public Will has fully 
supported is the initiation of 
war on the United States. For 
almost a century,' statesman­
ship has been constrained, dip­
lomacy has been confined, and 
patriotism itself has been de­
fined, by the moral necessity 
of waiting for Pearl Harbors.”

But we are no longer living 
in a moral world. Perhaps the 
most significant achievement oí 
the middle of the 20th Century 
was the overthrow of morality, 
the renunciation of M<X'aJ Law 
and the acceptance again of the 
rule of the Jungle, namely, that 
he is right who has the will 
to declare himself to be right 
and to impose that will upon 
the Earth. Soviet Russia gathers

Latfer in the week. Senator
Thurmond charged that the U. S. 
State Department “ has prepar­
ed a paper for the turning over 
of our nuclear weapons to the 
U. N.”—a palpably absurd 
charge, in the unqualified terms 
In which he made it. Again, he 
withheld documentation: and
when asked, to get specific all 
the senator would say was “no 
comment.”

The senator from South Car­
olina. whose passion has now 
shifted from the wisdom of the 
Southern secessionists to the wis­
dom of men in brass hats, is 
playing essentially the same 
game Sen. Joseph' McCarthy 
played so successfully until he 
finally bored the American peo­
ple Into their senses. .

■ But there is a difference. Sen­
ator McCarthy, In his casual 
way, played a numbers game 
—he made a fetish of documents. 
He would brandish a piece of 
paper—as he did in his famous 
opening salvo at Wheeling, W. 
Vá., in 1950—and claim that he 
had the names of (what was It,

258? or 272? or 58?) Commu­
nists still on the State Depart­
ment payroll.

Senator Thurmond makes 
charges with the same wild 
abandon, but his charges are so 
airy, so generalized, ao unspe­
cific as to defy the very idea 
that there ever was a document, 
a provable fact, a specific In- 

.stance, or a subtlety. Take the 
matter of subtlety: At Memphis, 
this^ week. Senator Thurmond 
declared th a t . “ the government 
must quit gagging the military 
and let these dedicated men tell 
us about the dangers of Com­
munism.’’ which Is as if he had 
said. “President Kennedy must 
quit spanking Caroline and let 
her ride her tricycle when she 
wants to.” It is in the “when 
are you going to stop beating 
your wife?” category.

Now of course, politicians of 
all stripes of importance and 
responsibility find abstractions 
traditionally convenient. Has 
there ever been a Democrat who 
did not, at some time, suggest 
that the Republicans are the cap­
tives of big business? Cor­
respondingly, has there 'ever 
been‘a Republican who did not 
suggest, with equal vagueness, 
that the Democrats ..arc in the 
sinister grip of Walter Reuther 
and big labor?

It is all harmless enough, well 
within the country’s political 
traditions. But when a Ü. S. sen­
ator—a man privileged to sit in 
the forum of John Quincy Ad­
ams, Henry Clay. Daniel Web­
ster and John C. Calhoun—flapa 
about the country preaching the 
disloyalty or downright stupidity 
of the State and Defense Depart­
ments, it is time someone asked 
him to show some proof.

Where is it?
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5 In. Stock

BABSON PARK, Mass.. — Al­

most every one of my readers 
has at least one share of com­
mon stock, and most of you are 
Interested in many more shares. 
Unfortunately, few people rea­
lize that there are three very im­
portant factors Involved in the 
purchsse or holding of common 
stocks.

ASSET VALUE ’
The first factor (but not the 

most important) is asset value. 
To ascertain this, you take the 
value of the assets from the 
statement which is sent to stock­
holders and deduct the total of 
liabilities (except for the com-* 
mon stock). The difference is 
the net asset value of the com­
pany. Next, divide this figure 
by the number of common 
shares outstanding. This will 
give you the i\et asset value per

When you cdmpare this asset 
value figure Just obtained with 
the price your stock is selling 
for now, and with the price you 
paid for It, you will probably be 
surprised. Over a period of 
years, the ratio of net asset 
value to the seUing price may 
average out fairly well, depend­
ing upon the industry. The more 
popular the Industry or the com­
pany, the higher.the price will 
average in relation to net asset 
value per share. Today, howev­
er, most stocks are selling con­
siderably above their ««set 
value. Readers who have a good­
ly number of shares of the com­
mon stock of any company 
should make the above computa­
tion.

the forces of strength and pow­
er from its doctrine of historic 
inevitability.

Against that, the President 
has to establish a renekred mor­
al c o n c ^  among the American 
people.

And we certainly would 
not wait until we ourselves were 
hit. We would, on the contrary, 
act at the first sign of Euro­
pean aggresion in our hemis­
phere.”

This ia precisely what our 
President faces. Dares he to say 
that no Communist state will be 
established on the American con­
tinent and that if any Euro­
pean or Asiatic power attempts 
to establish such a state, we 
will' fight?

The leader among ns who will 
have the courage to meet this 
issue straight-forward and with­
out fear will not only be re-, 
spected by loved by our people 
who hate war but do not fear 
death.

Again Mrs. Luce warns th e , 
enemy:

Our attitude in 1945 that it 
was immoral to alert the Rus­
sians to the fact that we might 
strike first unless a real peace 
could be negotiated, our long re­
fusal even to warn an avowed 
enemy, an enemy whose In­
tentions to bury us and the free 
world has been clear from the 
beginning, had paralyzed our 
diplomacy, saw 600 millions of 
peoples dragged into slavery be­
hind the Iron Chirtaln, intensi­
fied the cold war throughout 
the ‘w o r l d ,  neutralized many 
countries, brought Russian pow­
er to our very own shores in 
Cuba, left us inert and humiliat­
ed before Castro — and now 
has at long last carried the 
whole suffering world to Armzr 
geddon.”

In a word, if there must be 
a challenge, lei us make the 
challenge fearlessly and posi­
tively. We cannot wait to be 
challenged because we cannot 
boldly in these days when men

EARNINGS AND GROWTH
Why do stocks often sell for 

much more than their asset 
value? The reason is that most 
Investors are looking at the 
earnings and the growth. If the 
earnings gradusdly increase 
and there is a chance for an 
Increase In the dividend, then 
these earnings might entitle the 
stock to sell for the higher fig­
ure. In the last analysis, we buy 
for earnings and not for assets. 
The Waldorf Astoria would cost 
more to build on a prairie in 
Kansas, but its assets would 
be of no use.

The wise investor, however, 
does not consider merely the 
current dividend. Although the 
dividend may have looked good 
to you at the time you bought 
the stock, the market may have 
caught up with it so that the 
yield is no longer satisfactory 
at present prices. To ascertain 
the rteld, you divide the divi- 
dent by the price. Many readers 
will be surprised, when they do 
this, to see what a small yield 
they are obtaining on the basis 
of the present price of the stock. 
You do not figure the yield on 
the price you originally paid for 
the stock,—but on the price it 
is selling for today. This means 
that the growth feature of the 
stock is very Important. On 
this m atter ou must depend 
largely upon your Judgment.

COMPETITION
The competition to which the 

company is subjected may be 
even more important than the 
above factors. There are two 
kinds of competition. First, that 
which comes from some new in­
dustry taking the place of the 
industry in which your company 
is engaged. Second, that which 
comes from other corporations 
which can make the same arti­
cle that your company makes.

Regarding the first. I have re­
lated in a previous release about 
my young days in Glouce.ster 
when the primary industry was 
granite, and everyone then in 
granite was making money. Sud­
denly the use of cement was 
discovered for building purpos­
es; and the rapid rise in popular­
ity of the automobile resulted in 
public insistence that the gran­
ite paving stones be covered 
with asphalt. A a result, nearly 
everyone in the granite business 
of my home town went broke, 
and there are now a dozen emp­
ty quarries. The competition of 
airlines with railroads,' of oil and 
gas with coal, and various other 
Illustrations will come to your 
mind., To keep alerted to this 
competition, you should careful­
ly read the newspapers and use 
your own knowledge of what is 
going on.

Regarding the second form of 
competition, to keep in touch you 
must study he relative earn­
ings of your company and of 
competing companies. This is a 
difficult task for individual in­
vestors to do without employing 
an established investment ser­
vice. ^

The truth is that 
he gave our country a new type 
of capitalism. The type pf ca­
pitalism against which Karl 
Marx protested more than 100 
years before was a type of ca­
pitalism which needed to be 
protested against. It was in­
dustrial servitude. Henry Ford 
by his capacity for vision gave 
us a new type of capitalism, and 
he so i n f l u e n c e d  (apltal- 
Ism throughout the whole na­
tion that we confidently believe 
that our capitalism will endure 
when communism has perished 
in the dust.

cise tax.

The ruling concerns a company 
that makes and seUs several 
types of tissue dispensers wide­
ly used in autos. Some are de­
signed to be attached to other 
parts of a car, and some are 
designed with compartments for 
used tissues.

Although primarily sold 
through automotive channels, the 
tissues are also advertised for 
'use in homes, offices, shops or 
boats,
IT’,S THE LAW 

The IRS point out that the 
law imposes a tax ón the “sale 
by the manufacturer, producer 
or Importer of parts or acces­
sories, other than tires.

’tractor to add to ita utility or 
ornamentation, and (S) any arti­
cle. the primary use of which is 
In connection with such chassis, 
body, or tractor, whether or not 
essential to Ks operation or 
use.”

and add to Its ornamentation. For 
that matter, why should not paint 
and battery water also be taxed?

If you think this ruling is Id­
iotic. don’t write to Mortimer 
Caplan, Commissioner of Intern­
al Revenue, to me. Write to 
your Congressman, who votes 
on revenue laws.

Amundsen and his early  follow­
e rs  would still find the ex trem e 
cold of the world’s  m ost frigid 
spot—with tem peratures ranging  
ing down to 110 degrees below 
zero.. And they’d see m en w ork­
ing outdoors In them .

But here the problem is tougher.

Talk to men far removed from 
Kennedy, politically and literally, 
and the standard Republican re­
sponse Is exactly the opposite: 
The New Prontler Is floundering; 
Kennedy already is a failure.

If one darea to mention that the 
administration pushed considera­
ble legislation through Congress, 
the answer ccHnes quickie: These 
bills have been kicking around for 
years, and any Democrat, moving 
into the White House, suiHXMted 
by a Democratic Congress, would 
have gotten as much.

The very vehemence of their re­
plies suggests that neither side is 
too sure of its ground, that each 
fears there’s some truth in the 
other’s argument.

Anyone Judging Kennedy’s prog­
ress has to keep In mind that H 
Is an ingrained political habit to

see everything as all good or all 
evil.

But some confusion can be 
traced directly to Kennedy and 
the type of campaign he waged.

For be not only made the usual 
promises — accurately called 
“campaign oratory” by Wendell 
Wilkie—but be also went far be­
yond. Repeatedly, almost constant­
ly. he talked of the ideal presi­
dent.

Few men ever pursued the pres­
idency so openly and peraistently. 
None ever entered the White 
House with a clearer concept of 
what the presidency should be. or 
with a firmer vision of the Presi­
dent he wanted to become.’̂

Those of us who followed Ken­
nedy through the enthusiastic 
months leading up to his dramatic 
victory over Richard M. Nixon 
saw the image laboriously ham­
mered out: 00 a cold, windy air­
strip in Presque Isle, Maine, At 
a huge auditorium in Oakland. 

Before a street crowd that 
filled Penn Square in Reading, Pa.

Even Republicans were hn- 
pressed.

Kennedy and the eager young 
men around him set such a pace 
in those early weeks that Wash­
ington. always an exciting place 
when a new administratkMi takes 
over, seemed in a ferment that 
wound stir it to the bottom of its 
bureaucracy.

But fate was unkind to Kennedy.
Whereas foreign affairs caused 

Eisenhower comparatively little 
difficulty during his first year, 
Kennedy was beset from the start 
with literally a world of trouble.

Even then, before his adminis­
tration had a chance to get shak­
en down properly. Came April 17 
and the Cuban invasion—a shock­

ing, humiliating failure that was 
heard, and denounced, around the 
world.

“ If I am elected next Tuesday.” 
Kennedy had said ji his New 
York speech, “ I want to be a 
president known—at the end uf 
four years—as one who not oi, y 
held back the Communist tide Lut 
advanced the course ol freedom 
and rebuilt American prestige— 
not by^words but by doing great 
deeds as a good neighbor-not by 
tours and conferences abroad, but 
by vitality and direction at home ”

A mighty high standard, maybe 
too high for these clamorous, un­
certain times.

Disillusionment was bound to 
come.

Yet Kennedy Judged the Elsen­
hower administration by these 
standards, and he asked that ho 
be Judged by them, too.

And so, as In subsequent stories 
we examine whero lie has failed 
and where he has succeeded, we ll 
have Kennedy’s own high view ot 
the office to guide us.

W. Burns is a man who knows 
how to tie a cupid’s bow tightly 

As pastor of the non-denomina- 
tional Peachtree Christian Church, 
he gives newlyweds advice on ev­
erything from lovemaking to bud­
geting. He does it, he says, be­
cause he’s seen “thousands of 
couples change from a state oí 
holy wedlock to unholy dead­
lock.’’

Dr. Burns has married more than; 
3.400 couples. He knows of only ; 
a few who have been divorced ¡ 
“It’s impossible to keep an exact 
account, since couples have scat­
tered throughout the world." he 
says.

He Hears Complaints
It’s been said that Dr. Burns 

does everything for the couples 
’ he marries except teach the bride: 

how to cook.
He exacts a promise that if a ; 

couple ever thinks of getting a 
divorce, they’ll see him before 
they see a lawyer.

“ I’ve an exclusive franchise in 
the complaint department.’’ Dr 
Bums says. “Of the couples who 
have come back. I ’ve been able 
to keep them all married except 
one.

“I have the prospective bride 
and groom come to see me for a 
premarital conference. I ask them 
to see a physician to be told all 
about the physical side of mar­
riage.’’ the minister explains.

“They all think they know ev­
erything about sex. The truth is. 
they’re plumb ignorant.’’

Urges No Charge Accounts 
Dr. Burns urges them to tell 

the truth to each other about any 
debts they may have, to draw up 
a workable financial budget—and 
to cancel all charge accounts- 

“Charge accounts are the in­
struments of the devil.’* he says 
“ ?.t least for the first five years 
of marriage.

“ I recommend that every cou­
ple spend ah hour one night a 
week talking about nothing except 
money. I tell them:

“No television, no radio, no 
company for that hour. Don’t ev­
en answer the doorbell. Write your 
checks and budget, then you won’t 
have to yakity-yak about money 
for the rest of the week.’’

“I urge them to read aloud 
to each other, read the Bible, 
and some of the great love litera­
ture of the world, such as the 
‘Sonnets from the Portuguese.’ or 
Shakespeare’s sonnets.’’

Outlines Quarreling Rules 
And he tells them how to guar-

rel if they simply have to disa­
gree. “He’s no saint out of heaven 
and neither are you,’’ Burns tells 
the bride.

“There £u*e rules of quarreling. 
You’ve got to fight fair. It’s not 
fair to accuse your wife of not 
cooking like your mother. Or forj 
her to say her husband doesn’t i 
make the money fathgr does. !

“Too many couples spend time 
;ying to make each other un- 
ápííy!' Immature selfishness is 

the biggest cause of divorce^y Dr. 
Burns says. “ I ’ve seen a few In­
dividuals that an angel couldn’t 
live with.’’

Some Renew Vows 
The tall, graying minister start­

ed the practice in 1934. Many cou­

ples he married renew their wed­
ding vows on the second Sunday 
in January of each year, in a 
“Wedding Bells’’ reunion.

Once a couple returned from 
Rome, Italy, to renew their vows, 
and a record 1,100 couples attend­
ed three years ago.

Dr. Burns himself has been 
married for 34 years..

PARIS (AP)—The Western Big 
Three foreign ministers met today 
in hopes of settling serious policy 
difierences and agreed to work 
for a  united, peaceful Congo.

U.S. Secretary of State Dean 
Rusk. British Foreign Secretary 
Lord Home and French Foreign 
Minister Maurice Couve de Mur- 
vUle were Joined at lunch by West 
German Foreign Minister Ger 
hard Sclu’oeder. Later the discus­
sion was to turn to Berlin.

The chief U.S.-British aim In 
the talks was to persuade the 
French government to drop its 
adamant opposition to negotiar 
tions with the Soviet> Union for 
some sort of comproitilac on the 
future of West Berlin. V

A French spokesman said the 
morning seaslon was devoted only 
to the Congo and Southeast Asia.

As the three -ministers c<m- 
ferred. Foreign -Minister Paul 
Henri Spaak of Belgium sent a 
cable urging them to ask acting 
U.N. Sroretary-General U Thant 
for an ^Immgdlatee cease-fire in 
Katanga, the Congo. He said the 
Belgian people were shocked by 
the U.N. military action in the 
former Belgian colony.

The issue of Katanga has arisen 
to plague the Western Allies just 
as they were preoccupied with 
finding a common approach to the 
question of negotiating with the 
Soviet Union.

The United States has backed 
the use of U.N. force to restore 
order in Katanga with an airlift 
of military supplies. The British 
government has objected to the 
use of force, and Prance has no 
sympathy for the entire U.N. op­
eration in the Congo.

There was no indication that 
differences over Katanga had 
been Ironed out. Conference of­
ficials limited themselves to the 
statenxent that the three .powers 
agreed on the broad aims for the 
Congo. They Include the consoli 
dation of the entire country under 
a stable government to prevent 
a slide into civil war and anarchy.

The, reintegration of the break­
away Katanga province with the 
central Congolese government 
should be- done by conciliation, 
the three Allies agreed.

The foreign ministers’ confer­
ence will merge into the broader 
annual review of the North Atlan­
tic Treaty Organization Wednes­
day. * ^

Conscience Led 
To A Conlession

I^C A STER , S.C. (AP)—A 36- 
year-old Hamlet N.C. man has 
confessed to a 1959 murder in Lan­
caster County because his consci­
ence bothered him.

Ben Ernest Steele telephoned 
Lancaster County Sheriff C. H, 
Lowder Jr. Saturday to say he 
killed Billy McManus of rural 
Pageland. He said he was con 
fesslng “because my conscience 
is bothering me.” Steele said he 
shot McManus in an argument 
over a drink of liquor in August, 
1959.

Early Sunday,' Steele led Sheriff 
Lowder to a shallow grave near 
here where a human skeleton was 
found. Positive identification has 
not been made although a wallet 
was found in the grave.

Sheriff Lowder said today there 
hsul been no report of the murder 
in Lancaster or Chesterfield coun 
ties. He said a missing persons 
report was on file In Chesterfield 
County listing McMimus as 44 
years old when he ‘disappeared 
Aug. 17. 1959.

Lowder said the murder weap­
on, a 22^allber pistol, had not 
been found.

Steele, who Is being held on a 
murder charge in Lancaster Coun­
ty jail, was a textile worker in 
Lancaster County for 14 years be­
fore movihg to Hamlet a year 
ago.
