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‘Hypo - Jet’ Used

In Immunizations

Some 1500 students and per-
sonnel of the Chicod, Sally Branch
and Bruce-Falkland Schools are
being immunized against typhoid
today with a hypodermic jet, in
use for the first time in Pift
County and in the civilian popu-
lation of the state.

The hypodermic jet uses no
needles and enables quick, pain-
less and simplified innoculation
against various diseases, in-
cluding typheid, Dr. John Fut-
rell, Pitt health director, an-
nounced.

Here to demonstrate and aid in
use. of the hypodermic jet is Dr.
George Johnston of the US.
Public Health Service, working at
the present time with the N.C.
Department of Health. The hypo-
Jet is on loan by the U.S, Public
Health Service, regional division
in Charlottesville, Va., Dr. Fut-
rell said.

Immunization of people in the
three schools resulted from tests
which showed water pollution in
those areas. Announcement of the
pollution  came just  before
Thanksgiving from Dr. Futrell.
Now the local health department
is taking steps to safeguard the
situation.

In the three areas, chlorine is
being put in already-existing
wells to reduce the coliform bac-
teria count, Dr. Futrell stated.
Generally, pollution in the Sally

Branch ~ and Bruce-Falkland
areas is due to shallow wells,
Chicod wuses the septic tank

system. However, deep wells are
being built in the Sally Branch
and Bruce-Falkland sections, it
was reported,

[ The hypodermic jet immuniza-|
|tion is officially called the “hypo-

dermic jet injection apparatus,
automatic.”

Any type of vaccine may be-at-
tached to the apparatus, which|
works like a stamp. Application |
of the immunization is very sim-i
ple, Dr. Futrell stated: “Just a
matter of depressing one trigger
to load and the other to fire.”
Immunization may be given intra-
muscularly or sub-cutaneously
(under the skin). .

The hypodermic jet has been
tested, proven and standardiz:d
after extensive use at military
installations. As well as being
simpler, it saves costly time, cuts
down on operating cost of person-
nel and breakage of materials and
very important—it eliminates
completely the possibility of cross
infections, such as serum hepa-
titis.

Further, it insures the patient
| the comfort of reduction of pain
and eliminates the patient’'s fear
of needle injection.

There is conclusive proof that

the absorption rate is, at the
least, as good as conventional
types of injections, Dr. Futrell

stated. He added that he had had
the hypo-jet tried on himself.

Another advantage of this type
of immunization is that there s
no chance of damage to the veins
during injection, since the vac-
cine slides around -the elastic
blood vessel without piercing it.
The vaccine is absorbed into the
blood stream.

The hypodermic jet, in addition
to being versatile in types of im-
munizations, can handle bottles of
vaccine from five to sixty cc’s, Dr.
Futrell said.

Attack Launched
By UN Troops
In Elisabethville

ELISABETHVILLE, Katanga,
the Congo (AP)—Four Swedish
U.N. jets blasted the Lido Hotel
with bombs and rockets today in
an apparent attempt to flush out
Katanga troops occupying the
building,

(Katanga's mission in Brussels
said U.N. forces launched a gen-
eral attack in Elisabethville and
that President Moise Tshombe’s
government had wired the mis-
sion: “It is feared that the Ka-
tangan forces will not be able to
resist.")

Giant U.S. Air Force Globemas-
ters had poured fresh troops and
equipment into Elisabethville to
strengthen the TU.N. combat
forces.

Fresh Katanga troops moved in
from the north and U.8. Globe-
masters from Leopoldville brought
in 216 Swedish soldiers newly ar-
rived from Europe.

Katanga Gen. Norbert Moke
said he planned to take the of-
fensive soon against the TU.N.
forces, though he acknowledged
the superiority of the UN. wea-
pons and jet air force. The' num-
ber of Katanga reinforcements
was not stated. g

New violence threatened in Kivu
Province, north of Katanga., Two
thousand troops from the Congo’'s
Oriental Province were reported
moving in to attempt to take
over Kivu. Provineial government
sources said the troops belong to
leftist Antoine Gizenga, nominal
vice premier of the central:Con-
golese government whose Oriental
regime is virtually secessionist.

Gizenga, political heir of Patrice
Lumumba and favorite of the
Communist bloc, made a brief
truce with Congo Premier Cyrille
Adoula but left Leopoldville weeks
ago.

Greenville Utilities customers
will begin paying a sewer charge
leﬂ’ective the month after the sew-
|age disposal plant begins™opera-
tion.

The plant might begin operat-
({ing in January which would mean
first sewer charge billings would
come in February.

For residential customers, the
charge will amount to 50 per-
cend of the water bill with a
75 cents minimum and a $1.50
maximum,

Commercial users will pay 50

‘percent of the water bill with a|

$1.00 minimum. There {8 no max-

|{imum. The commission will work |

|out charges for industries with
|special waste disposal problems.
| The sewer charge is being lev-
|{ied primarily to cover the oper-
ating cost of the new sewage plant
and the sewage system.

Commissioners officially adopt-
ed the charges last night. At the
same time they set sewer tapping
fees at $656 within the city limits
and $130 outside the city.

Presently the city’s raw sewage
is being dumped directly into the
Tar River. When the new plant
goes into operation the sewage will
be treated, thus cleaning up the
river.

The commission last night ex-
tablished a policy which would
allow it to install electric lines
underground in the Shore Drive
Redevelopment area.

Approved was a policy of contin-
(uing to install electric lines under-
ground “in areas that adjoin our
|present underground network sys-
tem."

For the past few years the Util-
ities has been gradually installing
under-the-street conduits, trans-
former vaults and other facilities
in the business area. The system
|presently extends along Washing-
ton 8t. to Second.

The policy approval came after
Director Leonard Bloxam estimat-
ed that it would cost $797,522 to
install the power lines in the Shore
Drive area. He estimated water
improvements for the area at
$60,940; sewer improvements, $12.-
166 and gas improvements. $20,-
987 for a total of $891.618. *

Such improvements would be
credited as a portion of the city’s
share in the redevelopment cost.

Any Eifect On

Russian

By JAMES MARLOW

WASHINGTON (AP)—There's
only one unknown remaining
about President Kennedy's inter-
view last month with a Soviet
newsmanmn.

What effect, if any, did it have
on the Russian people or, rath-
er, the Russian people who read
it?

There's no doubt about the ef-
fect on the Soviet leadership,
which would have been predict-
able anyway, since Kennedy pic-
tured a peaceful America con-
fronted with a trouble-making
Russia.

The leadership, through its
controlled press, ripped Kenne-
dy's views apart. The intervew
was printed in full in Izvestia,
the Russian government news-
paper.

But Izvestia, in a country of
220 million people, has a circu-
lation estimated at 4 to 5 mil-
lion,

If the Kennedy interview made
a good impression on some of
them, the Jeadership has sought
to offset it, Even if the impres-
sion on all who read it was ex-
cellent, there isn't much they
can do or say.

Since Kennedy's views are not
going to appear at much length
very often when they are criti-
cal of Russia, this interview can
hardly be considered of much
impact in the long run.

Even if the final score shows
no hit, no runs and no errors—
if nothing was won and nothing
lost—the interview was at least
on both sides one more effort in
their long-winded propaganda
war.

Kennedy could consider it an
his views—
those he found time to express
in the interview—were printed
in full in the Soviet press.

At the same time the Russian
government gave itself g chance
to say its press isn't entirely
closed to the outside. As a mat-
ter of fact Russia would have
been in an embarrassing spot if
it hadn't printed the whole in-
terview.

Three times this year Premier
Khrushchev got his views across
in great length to people in this
country by giving intervidws to
American newsmen who jour-
neyed to Russia to see him,

a good opening to look for the

full treatment in return, in Rus.
sia, by giving a Soviet news-
man an interview.

The interview was arranged at
the request of the White House
and Khrushchev's son-in-law,
Alexel Adzhubel, editor if Izves-
tia, did the questioning. The re.
sult wasn't quite the same as
American interviews with Khru-
shchev,

The Americans simply asked
questions and let him do the
talking.

Adzhudbei also asked questions
but he sandwiched them in be-
tween long speeches giving So-
viet views on problems Kennedy
discussed.

Thus, while Kennedy got into
Izvestia in full, he didn’'t domi-
nate the scene as Khrushchev
did in his question-and-answer
sessions. The President had to
share space in Izvestia with Ad-
zhubei,

Maybe one result will be to
make Khrushchev a little less
willing to give Americans inter-
views if he feels he'll be expect-
ed to have viet newsmen talk
with Kennedy and then print the
results in full.

Men went to
Olympia, Delphi, Corinth, and
Nemea not so much to honor
the gods — for these could be
honored anywhere — as to wite
ness the heroic contests of chos-
en athletes, and the ecumenical
assemblage of varied Greeks.”

Further he says: .

‘“‘Here under the rubric of
athletics we find the real re-
ligion of the Greeks — the wor-
ship - of health, beauty, and
strength. “To be in health,’ said
Simonides, ‘Is the best thing
for man; the next best, to be of
form and nature beautiful; the
third, to enjoy wealth gotten
without fraud; and the fourth to
be in youth’s bloom among
friends.’ ‘There is no greater
glory for a man as long as he
lives,” sald the Odyssey, ‘than
that which he wins by his own
hands and feet.” "

The entire nation participat-
ed in sports and those who were
admitted into the sports
were either aliens or slaves or
persons whose bodies were dams=
aged by flaws, Durant makes
the point:

“The sixth century saw the
peak of the splendor and popu-
larity of athletics in Greece.
In 582 the Amphictyonic League
established the Pythian games
in honor of Apollo at Delphi;

inth in honor of Poseidon; six
years later the Nemean games
were inaugurated to celebrate
the Nemean Zeus; and all three
occasions became Panhellenie
festivals, Together with the
Olympic games they formed a
periodos, or cycle, and the
great ambition of a Greek ath-
lete was to win the crown at all
of them.”

When the games fell into the
hands of specialists and the pop-

- ulace sat and watched the spe-

cialists, the physical superiori-
ty of the Greek disappeared,
But this physical superiority
was closely associated with"®
mental superiority; athletics
was associated with music, the
dance with art. As long as there
was a uniform concept of the
wholesome body and the whole-
some mind, the entire nation
was absorbed in the development
of personality.

When the Greeks gave up
sports and sat about watching
what others did, their entire
social life was altered. In time
the nation became weak,

ference.

The college head told the group attending the annual
football banquet that East Carolina could not go “two directions”
at the same -time. By this he referred to getting ready to join
the Southern Conference and trying to remain in the Carolinas
Conference under limitations which go into effect next fall

The Carolinas Conference has set up scholarship regula-
tions that would limit a member school to 10 basketball scholar-
ships and 22 football scholarships. At the present time East
Caroling is awarding about 38 football scholarships which far
exceeds the conference regulation beginning next fall.

In commenting on the recommendation to go independent,
Jenkins said that the move would have to be approved by the
Faculty Athletic Committee. Jenkins has said that nothing defi-
nite will be done until after the Jan. 22 meeting of the school
presidents of the Carolinas Conference members,

“It is definitely not the time to de-emphasize athletics,”
Jenkins said. As an example, he pointed out the number of

In football, the law comes
in the form of rules and the
officials are the judges.

Cox said that these four points
are the elements of a leader,
pointing out that football bullds
leaders. These are ‘‘lessons of
life,”” he sald.

He told the football players
that they now have the tools
to get the job done and they
must use these tools. “If you
want to get ahead in this world
you must hit the ground run-
nimg . . . and have pride in
yeurself and what you do,” he
sald. Cox added, “If you do these
things, then you will only be sat-
isfied with getting the utmost
out of what you possess.’
