HAMILTON, Bermuda (AP)
Leaving his stricken father’s bed-
side, President Kennedy flew into
Bermuda today for wide-ranging
talks with Prime Minister Mac-
millan. y

The President and the British
leader scheduled a luncheon meet-
ing at government house 45 min-
utes after Kennedy's arrival at
Bermuda's Kindley Air Force
Base.

The central problems of West
Berlin and an Allied approach to
Moscow are expected to take up
much of the two-day talks.

Kennedy visited his father, Jo-
seph P. Kennedy, at St. Mary's
Hospital in West Palm Beach,
Fla., for a half hour before taking
off for Bermuda at 9:51 am.,
EST. He said his father's condi-
tion appeared to be ‘“‘about the
same.” The President returns to
Palm Beach Friday evening but
will be kept informed about his

father’s condition during his ren-
f |dezvous with Macmillan. If neces-

sary, he could fly back to Florida
in little more than two hours.

Besides reviewing the Berlin
and German question, Kennedy
and Macmillan are expected to
pay considerable attention to the
Congo question, nuclear weapons
and the future of the North At-
lantic Treaty Organization.

Indian Troops Cleaning Up

Enclaves After Brief ‘War’

BOMBAY, India (AP)—Indian
army engineers today continued
clearing road mines and restor-
ing communications and transport
facilities in Goa, Damao and Diu
while the Indian government
made plans for civil government
in the three fallen Portuguese
enclaves.

Official reports reaching Bom-
bay claimed Portuguese troops
carried out a scorched earth poli-
¢y in Goa, blowing up bridges,
roads and buildings before resist-
ance collapsed late Tuesday after
a 48-hour attack by Indian troops,
tanks and planes.

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" Loophole That Must Be Remedied

At their first opportunity lawmakers of North
Carolina should close the loophole in the Powell Bill

" that appears to allow real estate developers to parti-

cipate in Powell Bill funds to help pay for street con-
struction in their developments. -

The situation is pointed up-vividly in the case of
Boling Springs Lakes in Brunswick County, which had
no residents according to the 1960 census, and yet
received this year more money from Powell Bill funds
than any municipality in Pitt County with the excep-
tion of Greenville. Boiling Springs Lakes was incor-
porated earlier this year by an act of the legislature,
and as an incorporated town was eligible for partici-
pation in the Powell Bill funds.

The fact that it had no permanent residents—
at least so far as the census was concerned—did not
prevent its sharing in the funds which are distributed
among municipalities of the state on the basis of popu-
lation and the miles of streets not on“the state’s high-
way system. Its population of zero afforded it no in-
crement from the fund, but its reported 87.28 miles
of streets made it eligible for $16,892.28 in Powell
Bill funds.

By way of comparison, Farmville with a popula-
tion of 3,997 and 18.61 miles of streets received only
$16,122.92 in Powell Bill funds this year while Ayden,
with 3,108 people and 16.45 miles of streets received
$13,433.71, almost $3,000 less than Boiling Spring

Eastern North Carolina can of-
fer wonderful inducement to
this type visitor, where it does-
n't have too much to offer.the
casual overnight tourist.

North Carolina is just about
half as far from the Canadian
centers of population as Is
Florida, and in many ways the
Canadians would feel more at
home here. Here again specific
items should be packaged for
sale, in addition to the gen-
eralities such as mild climate
without excess humidity, placid
rivers, accessible fishing
grounds, etc. Spell out some
things like availability of sites
for trailer parks, estimated cost
of board and lodging in small
towns—and be prepared to de-
liver the accommodations if the
people put travel into their reg-
ular budgets, which means they
must know before starting on
the trip approximately what
they will get and what it will
cost.

It is evident from the fore-
going that the major preliminary
step in planning any travel pro-
motion is an inventory of fa-
cllities. You must know what
you have to sell before you can
sell it. And not until North
Carolinians are willing to sit
down and give serious thought
to inventories and to planning
a selling campaign can any mis-
slglnary effort prove very profit-
able,

to the job of increasing travel
by home folks and outsiders
alike. All of these agencies, gov-
ernment and private enterprise,
are competing with each other
for the travel dollar in world
trade. And travel itself must
compete with all other items and
activities for its share of the
total dollar spending.

To that end “‘traveling sales-
men’ are being dispatched to
all parts of the world to “‘sell”
the attractions of the particular
area which they represent. The
experiences of these salesmen
along with the general tighten-
ing of competition, have proven
that old ideas of travel promo-
tion are no longer. effective.
The present day salesman must
have a specific product that he
can identify and offer for sale
much the same way an auto-
mobile dealer offers a new car
f;’ a realtor offers a house and

t.

SPECIFICS — A man who had
promoted world-wide tours for
many years was discussing these
points the other day. He didn’
say it quite this bluntly, bu
what he said was essentially
this: Nobody is coming to the
United Stages or to North Caro-
lina just because we want them
to come. And they will not be
attracted by s general appeal
of magnificent scenery, historie
shrines and recreational facili-
ties. The salesman must break
this invitation dowh to specifics,
Just as the auto salesman ex-
plains the features of one car
at a time — or the haberdasher
fits a suit or hat to the needs
of his customer.

That means the salesman not
only must know his product but
must believe in it enough to
put sincerity into his presenta-
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Lakes, Grifton, which had a reported population of
1,816 and 6.95 miles of streets received $6,643.23 or
$10,200. less than Boiling Spring Lakes.

Chadwick Acres in Onslow County, which showed
only five residents, received $1,500.38 in Powell Bill
funds, only $170 less than Grimesland with 326 people,
and $1,200 mordthan Falkland with 140 population.

According tbithe law under which the Powell Bill
funds are -distrib among the municipalities, half
the total amount of money is distributed on a popula-
tion basis, and the other half on the basis of the miles
of non-highway system streets the municipality has.
This year each municipality received $1,924 for each
of its residents according to the 1960 census. It also
received an allocation of $453.119 for each mile of
streets.

In theory at least, an incorporated town without
any people is eligible to participate in the distribution
of the funds. An incorporated town with people but
no streets probably would be eligible to participate
also.
It appears tp us that the legislature should give
its attention to the provisions of this law in order that
such glaring inequities as those which have recently
come to light can be eliminated. The purpose of the
bill initially, after all, was to provide municipalities
with funds from state taxes on gasoline to help them
with their street repair and improvement programs.
We seriously question whether the law as now writte»
is not being abused in some cases.

Counties Are Acting
To Meet School Needs

One-by-one county bond issues for school con-
struction across the state indicate that Tar Heels are
willing to come forward at the local level to meet the
needs of more classroomg brought about by an in-
creasing number of students,

In a referendum held Tuesday in Charlotte citi-
zens voted almost two-to-one in favor of issuing bonds
totaling $8.4 million for school construction. Officials
of the consolidated Board of Education for Charlotte
and Mecklenburg County had said the bonds will
finance the school building needs of the city and
county through 1965.

On the basis of school bond elections held in
various parts of the state recently, it appears that the
same attitude which voters of the state exhibited in
defeating state-wide bond proposals does not exist
when it comes to the matter of local bonds to meet
local school needs. It likewise appears that in many
counties of the state both school officials and individ-
ual citizens are willing to meet pressing school needs
through local means rather than delaying further to
wait and see whether any aid for school construction
will be forthcoming from either the state or federal
government,

Such an attitude is the best assurance that any
community can give that its youngsters will have ade-
quate school facilities to meet the needs brought about
by inecreasing enrollment.

India’s invasion of Goa, involv-
ing the highly sanctimonious
Pandit Nehru, has ironic, and
sadly tragic, overtones which
the world cannot ignore.

In the past Prime Minister
Nehru has been the first world
- leader to condemn the use of
aggression by one power against
another, even in a righteous
cause. He praised the United
States when it intervened
against its long-time allies,
Great Britain and France, in the
Egyptian crisis of 1956. He op-
posed the Soviet rape of Hun-
gary. He supported the joint U.
N. action against Russia and
Red China in the invasion of

~ South Korea, He backed U. S.

action in the Congo.

Now Mr. Nehru has launched
a military action of his own—
perhaps in a righteous cause but
certainly in violation of the Unit-
ed Natiohs charter and all that
organization stands for.

The question immediately ris-
es: Will the emerging neutralist
nations—such as India and In-
donesia — consider it proper to
use aggression in their own back
yard and oppose it elsewhere?
will they champion the use of
force against Western colonial-
ism but ignore Soviet - colonials
ism in Eastern Europe?

Naturally the Soviet Union has
come to the assistance of Mr,
Nehru. By violating the charter
of the United Nations, the In-
dian prime minister is assisting
those Marxist forces which hope
to capitalize on turmoil and dis-
cord. As long as Nehru's action
suits the purposes of the Krem-
lin, there will be full support
from that quarter. The position
will change, however, as the In-
dian prime minister may learn
to his sorrow, when the ruthless
forces of Red China begin an
invasion on the northern border.

Now to state my own bona
fides. When I arrived in Shang-
hai in 1919, my first job was on
the Kuomintang  newspaper
which was nominally owned by
Dr. Sun. It became customary
for me to visit Dr. Sun most af-
ternoons at about 4 p. m. I proof-
read the English of some of his
books: I would bring visitors
from the United States and oth-
er countries to see him and to
discuss matters with him. For
instance, when Thomas Lamont
of J. P. Morgan came to China
to deal with questions of the
Consortium, I set;up his appoint-
ments with Sun Yat-sen and was
present at all of them.

Associate Professor Spector
writes:

“The stamp which countless
American children lick each
day pays tribute to a man guilty
of the following crimes against
stability’ and conservatism, to
say the very least:

1, He did knowingly accept
money, aid and advisers from
agents of the Communist Inter-
national.”

There is much history related
to this which the professor ap-
parently does not know and
the documentation for which js
in my possession:

Dr. Sun asked me to discuss
with Major Arthur Basseft, then
attached to the 25th Infantry,
and Colone]l Drysdale, then our
military attache, the possibility
of establithing a West Point for
the Kuomintang armies.

Sun's forces would have beed
American directed. He also dis-
cussed this matter with Roy An-
derson, one of the most knowl-
edgeable Americans in China.

Dr. Sun
then thought that he might make
some connection with General
Ludendorff who was then at the
head of the German officer vet-
erans. Later some of these Ger-
man officer veterans did come

to China.

I was in Dr.”" Sun’s house in
Shanghai when an invitation
came to him to visit Soviet Rus-
sia. The telegram came from
Lenin and while it might have
been sent via Siberia and North
China, the Russians preferred to
send it via England so that the
governments of the Western
countries would know that Lenin
was moving in on Sun.

Ultimately the Russians sent
Adolf Joffe to Shanghai to con-
fer with Sun and as a result Mi-
chael Borodin and General
Bleucher-Galens came to Shang-
hai to assist Dr. Sun in his rev-
olutionary movement.

Dr. Sun never became a Com-
munist. He thought that Marx-
ism was primitive and would not
help China, It was to offset the
assumption that because Sun
dealt with the Russians  he had
become a Marxist that he ex-
pressed his interest in a .book
written by Dr. Maurice Wil-
liams, a Brooklyn dentist, I
believe, on the social rather
than economic interpretation of
history. Dr. Willlams became
one of the sages of Kuomin-
tang philosophy.

Dr. Sun never went to Rus-
sia. Chiang . Kai-shek did go
there and although he spoke no
Russian, came back to China as
an expert on Russian military
education, Eugene Chen, a West
Indian Chinese, British educated,
who was a friend of my first
wife and was at my wedding,
went to Russia and when the
Kuomintang government was set
up, he became Minister of For--
eign Affairs. i

Dr. Sun died on March 12,
1925 Dbefore his revolutionary
movement got under way. It
was expected that Hu Han-ming
or Wang Ching-wei would take
over. Borodin preferred Chiang
Kai-shek.

To say that Sun was subsidize
ed by the Russians is to display
ignorance « of what happened.
The final agreement was cone-
summated between Borodin and
Chiang Kali-shek, The Chinese
paid for everything they got from
Russia. Most of the arms and

Playwright Moss Hnrt. a child of
poverty who could have written
nothing more remarkable than his
own success story, is dead of a
heart attack.

Hart, whose genius brought him
from the gloom of New York's
slums to the glamor of its Great
White Way, collapsed Wednesday
at his winter home in this desert
resort.

Hart, 57, had been suffering
pain in his jaw and was going to
see his dentist. ‘“Mr. Hart was
walking to his car when he fell
straight back,” said his agent, Ir-
ving Lazar. “He was taken to the
house and the doctor came to
give artificial respiration and an
injéction. But Mr. Hart didn't re-
spond.”

His death came only six months
after that of George S. Kaufman,
with whom he collaborated on
such classic theater comedies as
““The Man Who Came to Dinner”
and  the Pulitzer Prize-winning
““You Can’'t Take It With_You.”
Hart also was a director e?f‘such
Broadway musical successes as
“Camelot’”* and “My Fair Lady,”

Visions of using robot comput-
ers to help doctors diagnose di-
seases; a theory that chemicals
suspect as cancer-causes may
hitchhike rides on viruses; and a
new. and healthier paint for sub-
marines are among latest exam-
ples of science at work.

ROBOT MEDICS

New research suggests that
sventually electronic computers
may help doctors diagnose heart
and certain other ail-
ments.

The robot medical aides might
also be employed in ‘“‘mass
screening” of large population
groups to help detect unsuspected
allments,

That's the word from a team
of U.S. Public Health Service,

They report preliminary but
promising results in using a com-
puter to help tell whether a given
person has a normal or diseased
heart.

It does so, they say, by digest-
ing punched card data corres-
ponding to electrical and other
signals given out by the heart—
and automatically comparing it
with similar data stored in the
machine’s memory department.
The memory stuff is data cleaned
from many persons known to

have heart disease—or be free of| - unhealthy compounds released

from the paints long after they

it. The machine quickly issues a
terse, typewritten report relating
the likelthood of normalcy or di-
sease in a given person. Lots
more study is needed, however,
before there could be any thought|
of using the robots clinically.

Time has dealt harshly with
Diamond Grove, exacting tremen-
dous chang over a century and
a2 half. Three distinct milestones
standing almost exactly a half
century apart mark the changes.
Some people say sin led to its
downfall, others contend the Civil
War delivered the fatal blow.

. Jesse E. Piland, 82, present
owner of the old plantation sile,
and J. G. Bottoms, 86, of Mar-
garetisville, a mile and a half to
the west, are among those who
recall the legendary stories. The
public records at the court house
in Jackson add a bit of firmness.
A half dozen trees that were
members of an ancient grove of
oak and elm set in the shape of
a diamond and two old houses
still stand to attest to the original
features. Piland purchased the
homestead 51 years ago from
Bottoms; and he points to a giant
oak and remarks, “I can tell no
difference in the size of that tree
from what it was 50 years ago.”
When Piland built his new home
in the grove in 1913 he moved
two old buildings to other parts
of the farm. One was a two story
and a jump frame structure with
shedrooms and of a kind common
to prosperous land holders of
eastern North Carolina during the
revolutionary period.
