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Rusk Reaffirms U.S. Ready To 
Defend Interests In West Berlin

WASHINGTON (AP) — Secre­
tary  of S tate Dean Rusk said  to­
day th a t the West is determ ined  

defend its vital in te rests  in 
W e ^  Berlin " a t  w hatever cost.”

This decision, Rusk sa id , ^‘re ­
m ains the basis on which we in­
tend to explore the possibilities of 
a peaceful resolution of the  Berlin 
c ris is .”

Rusk m ade these rem a rk s  in a 
speech for a meeting of the A m er­
ican H istorical Association.

.The Soviets, Rusk declared , 
have to understand the .W est’s de­
term ination  to rem ain  in Berlin 
—"if p e ^ e  depends on c larity ,

the other sichi m ust not be al­
lowed any dangerous illusion.”

A m ericans, he sa id , should re ­
m em ber P residen t Kennedy’s 
w arning th a t " if  there is one path 
above all others to w’a r , it is the 
path  of w eakness and  disunity."

The secre ta ry  hailed what he 
cfvUed the shaping of a  new and 
unified W estern E urope and its 
partnersh ip  with the United 
S tates.

He conceded, though, th a t there 
a re  differences of opinion on such 
questions as  the colonial problem.

Rusk said that although the 
W estern world can not under­

e s tim a te  the capac ity  of 'the Com­
m un is t system , a  com parison 
achievem ents would show tha t it 
is  the West, and not the E ast, 
w hich "constitutes the m ore vital 
c e n te r .”

As to whether the United States 
and  its allies have the capacity  
to  deal 'With Com m unist tech ­
n iques applied in the  - underdevel­
oped areas. Rusk conceded tha t 
the Soviet succeeded in  opening 
"fo iir significant holes,” in recent 
years.

T h e s e . ' he sa id , '^e re  In Laos 
w here the forces of the Commu­
n ist Pathet Lao m oved to the

south : In V iet Nam w here Com­
m un ist g uerrilla  forces have in­
c reased  from  2,000 in 1959 to 
m ore than 16,000; in the  Congo 
w here, Rusk sa id , the Com m unists 
a re  seeking to  establish an  Afri­
can  base; and  in Cuba w here a 
Com m unist reg im e was installed .

H e . said th e  United S tates is 
giving increased  attention to w hat 
he called th is  new form  of 
po litica l-m ilitary  aggression,' but 
added :

" I  cannot re p o rt to you th a t we 
have fully solved these problem s. 
I  do believe th a t we have m ade 
som e headw ay, but they rem ain  
on the  list of unfinished business.

F o r 1961. however, a man with 
no family can deduct $28 from his 
federal re.turn for sa les  tax pay­
m ents. T he deduction increa.ses 
with the size of the fam ily. A $37 
deduction is allowed for a family 
of fiv^ in the $1.500-$2,000 brack­
et.

The' \% 0  schedule perm itted a 
fam ily w ith .a  gross adjusted in­
com e of \M.000-$4.500 to deduct $48 
for state \sa les taxes.

Take tha food sales tax, for 
a X a m p 1 e. Every Legislature 
since the 193.3 session which en­
acted the first general aalea tax 
law, has amended Che law to 
some extent. Items have been 
exempted and included In the 
coverage of the law. The tax on 
food was not new. It bad been 
In effect from 1933 until 1941. 
A much mora significant action 
of the 1961 General Assembly 
was extending the sales tax to 
newspaper circulation distribut­
ed by newsboys and specifjring 
that the tax should apply only 
if the newsboy merchant sold 
more than 1,000 papers a week.

The grass 
roots opinion, along the same 
lin^, will say that any man 
standing up for some tax relief 
in any form will find a most 
attentive ear.

The grass roots opinion will 
say that the food tax particular­
ly Is unpopular. The grass roots 
opinion will also indicate to us 
that - many people feel that we

are not .practicing .economy 
enough in government.

Grass roots opinion will irfdi- 
cate that too many candidates 
for office, when elected, forget 
what they stood for when'the 
campaign was in progress. Grass 
roots opinion, we feel, will indi­
cate that office bolders on an 
elective basis • are not staying 
close -enough, to the people.,

In short, grass roots opinjyon 
tod9,y indicates that a great deal 
of dissatisfaction Is in evidence.

It is realized -that no one man 
can hold office and "satisfy all 
the people. It Is realized that so 
many diversified problems arise 
which necessitate immediate ac­
tion before public Opinion can 
be sounded that any office hold­
er Is on the spot.

Urban Renewal Ranks F irst —

Seldom have blood pressures 
risen, tempers become so frayed 
or more heated w’ords been pass- 

'ed than during the campaign 
that led up to the urban renewal- 
public housing referendum.

The referendum was set by the 
City Council after a  public hear­
ing last January. Charges and 
counter charges flew right up to 
the May 2 election date. But, as 
the smoke cleared and ballots 
were counted, urban renewal 
emerged victorious by a 102 vote 
m ajority and public housing was 
approved with a  391 m ajw lty.

Curiously, Mayor S. Eugene 
West, whose administration ha'd 
^>awned the Shore Drive Rede­
velopment plan, was defeated. , 
Therein lies another of the top 
ten stories. Charles M. King, a 
councilman who was less than  
enthusiastic about urban renew­
al, won the m ayor’s position 
with a 23 vote m ajority.

Mayor King declared he would 
go along with th e  will of the 
people, however and at year’s  
end both the Redevelopment 
Commission and the Public Hous­
ing Authority were proceeduig 
with their plans.

W. M. Scales, J r ., raispd .more 
than $200,000 in a- week’s time 
among local merchants and or­
ganizations.- Substantial sums al­
so came from college students, 
faculty and organizations.

&  astounding defeat of a 
state-wide bond issue saw $50,- 
000 planned for the stadium go 
down the drain. Already warm ­
e d  up, the committee got back 

‘on the job and raised the ad­
ditional $50.000 within a few 
days. The s ^ i u m  is expected 
to be complete in time for 

, ECC’s football opener next fall.

Bond Defeat

N Still’ another story is .inter­
woven in the stadium  drive. This 
would be the defeat of a sta te ­
wide bond issue—which passed 
handily in P itt 'County—and the 
resulting demonstration in the 
middle of the night .by E a s t ' 
Carolina College students.

The college had much at stake 
in the bond issue. Not only were 
the athletic facilities funds in­
volved but there was also mon­
ey for two new "dormitories, a  
new Austin building, additions to 
Wright building and the library 

. and most im portant, for the pur­
chase of additional land.

The new facilities were c riti­
cally neede<i by the mushroom­
ing college; thus there was bit­
te r disappointment among stu­
dents as election returns showed 
there was no chance of the 
bonds being approved.

A spontaneous demonstration 
broke out on the campus and 
on city steets. There was no 
rioting and no vandalism. I t  was 
just the students’ way of expres­
sing disappointment. Talks by 
Dr. Jenkins brought about grad­
ual dispersement of the  ̂ student 
groups. <
