| From Iinterviews with shell
{home buyers in Pitt County, it is
| evident that the typlcal buyer has
[run into financial difficulty in ei-
|ther meeting payments or in fin-
ishing his home sufficiently before
he moves into it.

This difficulty, unforseen by the
buyer, appears to stem from sev-
eral reasons.

Payments look too easy and the
buyer does not consider any prob-
lems, such as medical bills,
which may occur while he is load-
ed with the burden of making
house payments.

Several of the buyers stated
:t.hat,.bllls due to illness were the
|main reason why they were not

able to finish their house ade-
quately prior to their moving
into it. They had not saved a

little “nest egg' for such extra
financial burdens and they found
meeting payments difficult.

Besides this problem, the buy-
er may be caught in a contract
involving high interest rates.

All charges may not be termed
“interest,’”” but hidden within
contract and figured into such
categories as services charges.
Again, some shell companies do
this, some don't.

Another item in some contracts
under controversy is the balloon
note. By far, not all contracts
have the balloon note. When the
balloon note is found, it is gen-
erally connected with a five year
loan. Not all five year loans en-
tail balloon notes, however.

In the case where a balloon
note is attached to the sale, the
buyer usually pays ' a regular
monthly fee for four years 11
months. He then pays the re-
mainder of the amount (the bal-
loon note amount which can add
up to a thousand dollars or more)
in one huge lump sum. This is
supposed to Kkeep the monthly
payments low.

Dealers do not expect payment
of this large lump sum at the
iend of the termination of your
mortgage. They simply suggest
refinancing.

However, some shell dealers, in
the case of refinancing, require
the buyer to pay closing costs all
over again or to take out other
insurance policies, since the five
vear policies have expired.

Again, it is the dealers preroga-
tive to refuse to refinance the
buyer’'s loan at the termination of

The reason for this is that if
a man gets plumbing installed in|
his home on eredit, and loses his|
home, then the person with the
first mortgage, in this case the
finance company, on the home|
has the right to the house, lot
and all of the improvements. The |
second creditor is at a loss since|
he cannot remove the plumbing,
bathroom tile or other fixtures.

A spokesman for one of the lo-
cal heating companies stated that
if they were to sell under such
circumstances, his company would
have a second person to sign and
be liable if the first party fail-
ed to pay. There are several stores| £

- business corporation.

Too often in the past these
men and women have been ap-
pointed, have accepted the ap-
pointment and assignment of
duty, often coming by mail,
have performed their duties

" well but without the public hav-

ing much knowledge of their
service. Governor Sanford has
changed all that. Some folks
think he has gone too far in
the other direction and is ac-
cording undue prestige fo mi-
nor assignment. has a lot
of support for his plag.

Every appointee to an} ard
or commission named by the
Governor is invited to appear
at the capitol in Raleigh and
take an oath of office (even if
the job isn't an office and no
oath is required) and is pre-
sented a handsomely embossed
certificate bearing the signa-
ture of the Governor and /the
Great Seal of the State, 'giv-
ing him authority to act in the
capacity to which he was ap-
pointed.

The Senate chamber was
crowded Wednesday afternoon
when some three dozen men
and women were sworn in for
such posts as the Health Ad-
visory Insurance Board, the N.
C. Recreation Commission and
the U. §. 8. N. C. Battleship
Commission. There was no
less decorum or dignity in con-
nection with these eceremonies
than was present when mem-
bers of the Council of State or
the Judiciary were being sworn
in. It is a good thing to im-
press the “little folks’® that
their job is just as important
as that of the big timers.

AUTO TRADING — By
studying market conditions and
feeding used higchway patrol
cars into the channels of trade
at most favorable times, the
State ‘“made an extra profit”
of $168000 on 1960 models
which had been replaced by
62 models. |

Governor Hodges told news-
men that it is State policy to
sell patrol cars at end of two
years of service. Experience
has proven that is the time
when this type car has the
best trade-in value, Within the
past few months the State had
purchased 325 new cars for the
patrol, rendering an equal
number of older cars “‘surplus”
and for sale. To buy the new
cars the General Assembly ap-
propriated $712.000 — plus re-
ceipts from the sale of the old
vehicles. For many reasons per-
haps, but mainly because of
judicimm selection of market

e Boards

and time for selling the old
cars, they vielded enough so
that only $544,000 of the legis-
lative appropriation was re-
quired for the new purchases.
That meant $168.000 of the leg-
islative appropriation was not
required and it reverted to the
hichway fund.

The Governor gave special
commendation to Maj. W. B.
Lentz, executive officer of the
patrol, and A. L. Craig, equip-
ment superintendent for the
Motor Vehicles Department.

The fluctuations of the mar-
ket are under constant watch-
ing by Purchase and Contract
officials in order to determine
the most appropriate time to
sell surplus equipment. There
have been times when motor
vehicles of some types had
higher resale value, consider-
ing service still available, at
18 months or at 36 months.
Some heavy construction
equipment has a 5-to-8 year
range before being put on the
market.

DeGaulle Seeks
To Go It Alone

By JAMES MARLOW

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Charles de Gaulle, who is
the cement holding his country
together, may need special
glasses to correct his grand
vision of France's future.

This strongman saved the
French from chaos closing in
on them when he took office
in 1958. If he should suddenly
disappear from the scene now,
they might tumble into revolu-
tion between left and right.

Under him, as he claimed in
his recent TV talk to the
French people, his country has
become more prosperous than
any time in its history.

To the dismay of the French
in Algeria he was strong enough
to face the inevitable: That
there can be no peace there
without a settlement with the
Algerian Moslems.

But it is astonishing he has
not felt strong enough to crush
or even cope with the assassins
of the French Secret Army Or-
ganization who have sought to
frustrate his Algerian plans
\a\'ith bombs, violence and mur-

er.

Over the years he has dem-
onstrated a prodigious sense of
rightness in himself and a mys-
tical conviction about the glor-
fous future of France.

In his TV talk he sought to
convey a vision of France so
aware of the times and the un-
folding future that it was ahead

of the times by becoming
part of the future.
For example, he mentioned

France’'s transition from feud-
alism to centralized govern-
ment at a time when central-
ism was needed and feuda11§m
was outmoded.

He cited the French Revolu-
tion of the 18th Century to il-
lustrate France's awareness -—
ahead of anyone except the
new American republic — that
the world was moving into a
new period of freedom.

But he has never fully inte-
grated the French army in the
North Atlantic Treaty Organ-
ization and, judging from his
TV talk, has no intention of do-
ing so even though his West
German ally is expected to.

He talked of reorganizing the
French army into a new, atom-
ic force. Integrating his armyv
in a single military force with
his allies, he indicated. would

Former President Dwight D.

Eisenhower said Thursday
night he agrees with De
Gaulle's belief that he alone

was the man helping restore
French glory.

But if De Gaulle is wrong in
his vision of France's role in
the future, he may have head-
ed his country and Europe in-
to one of its greatest disasters.

He's walking at this minute
on a fiery furnace: On one
side the murderous secret ar-
my which opposes his idea of
freedom for Algeria; on the
other millions of Frencl.men
—Communists, leftwing par-
ties and non-Communist trade
unions—opposed to the secret
army.

A week ago eight peoLle—
six of them Communists —were
killed by French police in a
riotous demonstration against
the secret army.

This week hundreds of thou-
sands of Frenchmen — they
could hardly be all Commu-
nists—paraded in one of the
greatest demonstrations in
French history in sorrow for
the eight killed and in protest
against French police brutality
and the terrorism of the secret
army.

Duke Sets Example

(Rocky Mount Telegram)

Duke University is taking the
lead in showing citizens of
North Carolina that protection
from nuclear fallout is possible.
Because of the positive ap-
proach taken toward the prob-
lem by Duke, it should serve
as a setback for that strange
school of people who somehow
believe we are inviting trouble
by building fallout shelters. This
breed thinks it is not only im-
moral to protect ourselves, but
is the wrong way to seek sal-
vation. World disarmament and
complete trust in the Kremlin's
code of honor are their means
of peace.

Well, that's all well and good
for the misinformed; for those
who are realists and know bet-
ter, there is the fallout shelter.
Duke has taken such steps. In
fact, the university at Durham
will be able to provide safety
for some 25,000 Tar Heels. It
is designed for protection of stu-
dents, patients, faculty, staff,
employes and their families
and others who make up the
25,000 member Duke commun-
ity.

Intensive planning has been
under way since last July. The
plan is based on the assump-
tion that Durham is not con-
sidered a priority target, which
means a minimum of one hour
would be available to seek pro-
tection. Campus buildings have
been designated shelter areas,
with service tunnels to be us-
ed between buildings.

An auxiliary power plant is
to be provided; ventilation
fans, filtered air, emergency
water supply and rations. Ap-
propriate personnel would be
assigned each fallout unit of
200-400 people per unit. A con-

trol center for communications,
security, police and medical
facilities is provided. officials
emphasize that the plan will
be improved and modified dur-
ing the coming months. Per-
iodic rehearsals will be held
to instruct the university com-
munity on how to react and
how to cooperate. Defects will
be eliminated.

Duke University is to be
commended for this forward-
looking plan. Now comes the
question: what is the state gov-
ernment of North Carolina do-
ing along similar lines with its
vast resources and great num-
ber of public buildings and fa-
cilities, including Woman's Col-
lege, N. C. State and Univer-
sity of North Carolina where
thousands of students and. fac-
ulty personnel are housed?

It should behoove the govern-
ment officials of each comm
ity and the leaders of ev
major organization in the state
to look into Duke’s plan. Col-
lege leaders surely can make
adequate use of many buildings
on campus such as Duke has
done. Huge National Guard ar-
mories, public library build-
ings, bank buildings, public
school buildings and gymnas-
fums, all could be inspected
for possible use as fallout shel-
ters.

Such a program will cost
money and time and effort.
But it's better than starting
from scratch and digging new
shelters for over four million
people. It has got to be done;
the sooner the better off we
will be in the way of protec-
tion and security and a chance
for survival. Duke has shown
the way; the rest can at least
follow.

World

It is possible to be so logical
that minus negative plus and
one thing comes to mean noth-
ing against another. Mathema-
ticlans and philosophers are
capable of that kind of pilpul-
ism. They can deal with a theo-
ry until they have slaughtered
the practical and nothing re-
mains for them but words which
bump into each other and flash
for a second and are gone in
the stillness.

A friend of mine who has un-
doubtedly found life disappoint-
ing wonders how I can find any-
thing to praise in a world held
together by spit and molasses.
What he does not understand is
that I am enthusiastic that it
holds together at all, man hav-
ing a way of tearing everything
apart as children tear paper
dolls. We could, of course, make
a worse mess than we have of
the world we live in but the
human mind and spirit emerg-
es and finds justification for
virtue and for life.

My friend writes me:

“Holding a thing together de-

;spite an absurdity does not al-

ways represent  significant
statesmanship. In this case it
means holding together an or-
ganization which has become a
peace-disturbing organization
under the control of the Asian-
African-Soviet bloc, which
preaches and practices the holy
mission of conducting wars of
liberation and uses the UN as
a forum for subversive propa-
ganda against other natlons. It
is true that the UN has certain
success of mediation to its cred-
it, but the same things could
have been accomplished by oth-
er devices without fostering a
machine for world government
which is in the hands of our
enemies.”

My friend finds in the UN the
imperfections of an organization
which lives by a majority vote,
namely that the majority will
often consist of the least intel-
ligent and will express itself in
unsatisfactory terminology. That
happens all the time in the
United States when we are sud-
denly faced by some politician
whose manners are undignified.
We shrug our shoulders and
hope for the best and it often
does work out surprisingly well.
After all, none of the great
statesmen of the world were
trained for their jobs — not
Caesar or Napoleon, although
Alexander was brought to light
by none other than Aristotle
who wrote so wisely on how
men should govern themselves.

We have done remarkable well
by a hit and miss method, even
in this country where George
Washington was advised by Al-
exander Hamilton and Thomas
Jefferson, extraordinary ama-
teurs who risked success against
the tide of the violence of their
own opinions.

What can be said of the Unit-
ed Nations is that it has exist-
ed less than twenty years and
has not yet fallen apart; that
its members do not all pay their
dues and fees; that the white
nations have failed to prove
their supremacy for other rea-
sons than the existence of the
United Nations; that during a
period of universal revolution
and continuous war we have not
discovered an alternative for
war other than the United Na-
tions.

Is this perfection? Of course ‘

not! It is a strident effort by
man to find a technique for liv-
ing together without constant
war. It would be so much easler
to hold the world together in
great emplres to suppress ev-
ery expression of independence
and to have a council of five
or ten to decide all questions
with unerring wisdom.

Unfortunately we sent too
many black and yellow boys to
school and they have read the
same books that the white
boys read and they wonder if
certain rules of life hold for the
whites, why do they not hold
for them. And they go in for
biology and anthropology and
all the learned disciplines and
they wonder what is the essen-
tial difference between one
group and another. And sudden-
ly they discover the meaning
of physical power.

At that point we must either
recognize the Biblical brother-
hood of man or the biological
kinship of species or we are
licked by the majority vote in
the United Nations. My friend
does not like that. Too long, he
has lived as a superior man,
glorying in his production of

Superior Court Judge William
J. Bundy of Greenville Friday
called for a universal individual'
effort to reduce criminal activi-
ty In an address to the Green-
ville Exchange Club.

Judge Bundy addressed the
club’s regular meeting which
hosted as guests local and state
law enforcemént officials and
marked the end of the Exchang-
ites’ observance of Crime Pre-
vention Week.

In opening his address, Judge
Bundy quoted J. Edgar Hoover:
*“The average citizen does not
take seriously the rising tide
of crime unless and until it
involves him.”

The Greenville judge cau-
tioned his audience: ‘““Laws were
made to protect and not to pun-
ish.”

Citing the “terrible cost of
erime, not only in dollars and

cents, but in the misery and
heartbreak which inevitably
eomes as a direct result of

crime,” Judge Bundy said it is
the duty of each individual to
obey the law and the duty of
all to teach obedience to the law.!

“Only a concerted effort by
the nation as a whole can slow
the advance of crime,”’ he said.

Judge Bundy closed his ad-
dress with a quote from Abra-
ham Lincoln:

‘“Let reverence for the law be
