Utilities Commission Approves Report On CATV System

A report on the Utilities
Commission’s findings . con-
cerning Cable Antenna Tele-
vision service was approved by
the commission last night.
The report, requested by
e City Council, will be for-
warded to the mayor and
Council.

Councilmen 'are considei-

ing several applications EOY

the franchise, which the coun-
cil will grant. The Utilities
Commissioa was asked by the

council to study the feasibility
of the commission operating
the system,

In the report the commiis-
sion estimated that it could
have the system in operation
no later than 15 months after
the franchise is granted.

It estimated the total cost
of the installation at $300,000.
This would be financed
through the issuing of revenue
bonds to be paid off from re-
ceipts. :

Three or four employees
and one piece of equipment

would be required to begin the
service.

While a technician would be
needed for service, the report
said, “We would not go into
the television receiving repair
service, but after satisfying
the subscriber that it was not
a cable problem, suggest that
they call a television repair
service to make necessaryv set
adjustments.”

The report estimated that 67
miles of transmission and dis-
tribution cable would be in-
stalled.

Initially the service wo u'ld
offer: Channel 2, Columbia;
5, Raleigh; 7, Washington;
9, Greeaville, 11 Durham; and
12 New Bern.

It would also offer time and
weather with music back-
ground and the UH.;‘ station at
Jacksonville, N. (*

Later, the report said, the
following channels could be
added: 2, Greensboro 3, Nor-
folk; 3, Wilmington; 6, Wilm-
ington; 6, Richmond: 8, High
Point; 10 Portsmouth; 13,
Norfolk; 22, Raleigh and 28

/

Durham.

The report also forsaw the
addition of a stock tickertape
service, information and pub-
lic announcements and avpro-
ximately 40 FM stations.

Commissioners _first consid-
ered writing into’ the report
that after amortizing initial
capital outlay, net receipts
would be shared with the city
on a 50-50 basis and ‘after sa-
turation of the cable facilities
the ratio would be 60 for the
city and 40 for the commis-
sion.

However this was changed
to report that net profits could
not at present be accurately
computed. It was suggested
that the CATV property be
included in the Utilities tu
over formula. After the invest-
ment is amortized bhoth rates
and profits would be review-
ed and a further determina-
tion of distribution of profits
made,

The report said that if the,

council should award the fran-
chise to the Utilities it could
“as economically as anyone

else, render this service ef-
ficiently, economically and in
turn, allow its citizens to bene-
fit dollar - wise to a greater
degree than others seeking
this franchise may be able to
do.”

The commission expects to
serve initially 3,000 custom-
ers from a five - hundred foot
self supporting tower.

It is anticipated that an
$18 hook - up fee would be

charged and at first the CATV
fee is. expected to be around

The report will be submit-
ted to the, council which ex-
pects to hear from all groups
interested in obtaining  the
franchise.

Dr. Johnson, a former president of the N. C.
Medical Society, proposed the center before the
Legislative Késearch Commission, 7

He suggesied a meaical center in Greenville
comparable to the Cone Hospital Center at Greens-
boro where graduate students could take their in-
tern and residency training.

However, we cannot agree with Dr. Johnson
that a new medical school is not needed “anywhere
in North Carolina.”

Dr. Johnson suggested expanding the UNC-
Chapel Hill medical school instead. He maintained
that to establish a new school would require spend-
ing of $100 miliion over a 15-yvear period “before
it could graduate itg first student.” 2

Coincidentally, on the very day that Dr. John-
son made his statement a study by three medical
¢onsultants concerning South Carolina medical edu-
catien was released.

For South Carolina, a state with little more
than half North Carolina’s population, the consul-
tants recommended the building of a second medical
-school and hospital at Columbia. Theéy. also sug-

RALEIGH — Taose political
polls conducted several
months ago perhaps showed
something then but their, re-
sults have to be. taken lightly
now.

Any indication gained la st
Fall was premature insofar as
the voting next May Is con-
cerned and this 1s generally
recognized in political circles.
Of course, the early polls ser-
ved a purpose in measur ing
voter mood, in forecasting
possible trends and projecting
ideas on which would - be
candidates could plan for 19-
68’s campalgns.

Early results were encour-
aging for some — and damp-
ened the aspirations of others.

But whatever they showed
in September or October is of
value now only in the way of

eomparison with later, cur-
rent polls. So political polling
goes on, almost constantly.
May Mislead

Polls or public opinion sur-
veys have assumed an increas-
ingly important place in to-
day's politics

Most.  major  candiates,
their supporters and political
parties use professional poll-
sters nowadays. Some  at-
tempt to do their own samp-
ling of public opinion or set
up a non-professional but poli-
tically alert system of pulse-
taking. But more and more
is heard about the value and
reliability of scientific, com-
puterized polling and reports
prepared for candidates’ e y es
only. :

The candidate who pays for
them may get the facts, com-
pared and weighed and put in-

publie hears only a part of it
—rumors or ‘leaks” — and
may wind up being misled or
confused.

Facts To Remember

Very important is the .ques-
tion of when a particular poll
was taken. Under what clr-
cumstances? What was the
situation at that time?

For example when last
Fall's “‘advisory” polls were
taken there were no officially
announced cafididates for go-
vernor. There was uncertainty
about just who would or would
not run for any of the offices
at stake in 1968.

A poll is a perishable com-
modity and its accuracy quo-
tient depends on keeping it
fresh and up to date.

“Leaks” of poll informa-
tion — usually favorable to a
certaln candidate in election
contests — frequently come
from unnamed sources. Al
most always these are design-
ed for psychological effect up-
on the voters. There is psy-
chological advantage in belng
regarded as a “front runner”
or “the leading candidate,” as
well as in keeping the name
of a candidate before the
public. So poll results or por-
tions of them, no matter how
stule and outdated, can be
and are “planted” and made
public from time to time.

Already Appearing

Some of this sort of Ilmit-
ed information already is ap-
pearing in print and via oth-
er media pertaining to the
standings of various North Ca-
rolina political candidates.

It carries a high degree of
mterest, of course. As each
campaign develops the public
wants to know how this or
that candidate is doing; what
are his chances? Is he gain-
ing, or losing ground?

But it must be noted that
the candidates, their cam-
palgn managers and chief ad-
visors remain reserved and
cautious about commenting of
these reports. Some concede
quite candidly they  don’t
count on them -to win elec-
tions

Hospital.

The system of operation probably will be dif-
ference from the way ambulance service has been
carried on in the past.

doctors for the eastern third

30 compared to 96 in the met-
ropolitan areas. It was also
learned that 22 percent of ru-
ral doctors in North Carolina
are over 70 years of age.

The imports we never see
are the major cause of the
gold drain.

Last year the United States
imported approximately $40
billion in visible, heftable for-
eign’' goods, and exported $45
billion in U. 8. products.

As a leading local architect
of Rockefeller’s victory in
the 1964 Oregoa primary, Mo-
ntgomery’s word carries no
little weight in Albany More-
with the thinking of Rocke-
over, - it coincides exactly
feller and his closest polilical
adviser, National Committee-
man George Hinman.

But it clashes with a grow-
iag concern in the Republi-
can party’s liberal-to-mode-
rate wing that Richard M.
Nixon may go all the way to
the nomination unless Rock-
efeller drops the cloak of
non-candidacy and ciiallenges
Nixon in Oregon, the primary
ground most favorabie to

- Rockefeller.

This view is the airect by-
product of the continued in-
eptitude of the campaign wag-
ed by Governor George Rom-
ney of Michigan and the de-
celeration of the boom for the
right-wing favorite, Governer
Ronald Reagan of California.
The increasing - prospect that
Nixon will comfortablv win
the first three  primaries
(New Hampshire, Wisconsin,
Nebraska) is producing panic
among the moderates nation-
ally. In their search for a Ni-
xon-slayer in Oregon, they
are turning to Rockefeller,

Whatever chance there is
that Rockefeller may heed
their pleas hinges entirely on
the possibility that Romney
will lose so badly to Nixon
in New Hampshire March 12
that he will declare himself
out of the Presidential race
and the Wisconsin April 2 pri-
mary. If Romney stays in for
Wisconsin, Rockefeller — to
maintain his credibility as a
Romney supporter — will be
forced to sign the affidavit
of non-candidacy for the Ore-

gon primary, for which the =

legal deadline is March 22,
eleven days before the Wis-
consin primary.

But even if Romney did not -

enter Wisconsin, Monte Mon-

tgomery argues that Rocke- &

feller should sign the Oregon
affidavit. To do otherwise,
he holds, would eliminate the
surprising amount of good
will toward Rockefeller that
has cropped up inside the
party’s right wing. A belated
stop-Nixon movement led by
Rockefeller, according to this
thesis, would only revive the
bitter memories of 1964,

Actually, some moderates
who want Rockefeller in Ore-
gon see considerations of
state politics tainting Mont-
gomery's advice.

As a candidate for Secre-
tary of State in a hotly con-
tested primary, Montgomery
has been keeping a toe in
both the Rockefeller and Rea-
gan camps in Oregon. Iiis
professional campaign aide,
Fred van Natta, is also under
contract to the Oregon Citi-
zens for Reagan.

In
action, they are junior editions of the ancient lessons of centuries past,

The word “JUDO,” literally translated, means “gentleness ways.” To the
untrained observer in today’s judo training centers, the badies bouncing off
heavy mats seem to be opposite that meaning.

The basic principle, however, is using the opponent’s strength against
himself, going gently with his moves rather than violently against them.

Known formally as Jiu-Jitsu, it was originally a creation of ancient Chinese
lama monks as a defense against robber bands.

At the same time, in the early 1600's, the Japanese samurai (nobility)
were using a form of hand-to-hand combat, without weapons. When trav-
ellers from China brought back the information of the monk’s defenses, the
Japanese combined that knowledge into their own practice and created
some 300 specific holds and movements.

In 1882, Jigoro Kano took the combined styles of Japan and, refining
them, created the style used in most parts of the world today.

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The "Free Form’
Corporatoin

NEW YORK (AP) — This
coming year of change should
provide a solid test for the most
glamorous idea in corporate
management, the free form con-
cept.
Free form is a term applied to
companies which orient them-

selves to opportunities rather| *

than industries. They seek prof-
its where they can find them—in
pollution control, for example—
rather than in specific indus-
tries.

Free form seeks not to stick
to its last because to do se in
tii day of science, technology
and transition is per‘laps to end
up last. “Whatever became of
the country’s big ice ccmpa-
nies?” it asks.

It means a company in the
paper industry might spot op-
portunities for pI‘Oflt.) in greet-
ing cards or plywood. and thus
utlhze its know-how and prod-
ucts more efficiently, or even in
shipping or running a Job Corps
center. A free concept company
is always w1llng to take risks to
keep growing.

To effect its plans, free form
management usually buys a re-
lated company by ofiering its
own stock. Because of this it
never forgets stockholders or
the price of its stock, both of
which are essential to growth. It
is responsive to stockholders it
keeps them informed.

In carrying out its concept,
free form assigns as much im-
portance to flexibility, creativi-
ty and initiative as the old man-
agement concept does to effi-
ciency. And when it takes over
an older company, a free form
management attempts to moti-
vate the older company to
greater achievement.

It believes that the traditional
market boundaries are restric-
tive, that a steel company
should not limit itself to steel
but should consider the entire
market and perhaps diversify
into plastics and even urban re-
newal.

The two most commonly used
examples of the concept are Lit-
ton Industries and Textron, both
of which have had enormous
growth in the past decade, most-
ly through acquiring other com-
panies, and which have taught
managers of many other iree
form corporations.

Equity Research Associates,
an independent imvestment re-
search house that has studied
Litton, Textron and other new
management companies, identi-
fies it this way:

“It is a philosophy rather than
a type of corporate structure. It
is ‘opportunity oriented’ toward
the widest possible range of in-

dustries and products, whereas|-

traditional management is ‘in-
dustry oriented’ toward particu-
lar markets, eustomers or tech-
niques.”

It is characterized, Equity
says, by youth, entrepreneurial
spirit—free form managers are
committed to growth, which
they participate in through
stock ownership more so than
salary—motivation, a small
headquarters staff, a desire to
return the top dollar to stock-
holders, the use of computers, a
high degree of financial knowl-
edge, and aggressive market-
ing.

%Vhat makes the free form
concept of unusual importance
is its development at the same
time that old proprietary man-
agement is being phased out, at
the same time the family run
organization is giving way to
professional management.
