SAIGON (AP) — U.S. Marine
jets returned to the battle for
Hue today for the first time in
five days as one of the Vietnam
war’s most savage and sus-
tained campaigns went into its
fourth week.

The Marine pilots sent bombs,
rockets and napalm into Com-
munist troops dug in among a
row of shanties just outside the
south wall of the Hue “itadel.

AP Correspondent George
McArthur reported that the

Communist ammunition dump
touching off a spectacular flash
and a fire that cast a pall of
black smoke over the city.

Marines on the south bank of
the Perfume River, across
from the 15-yard strip bombed
by the jets, could see figures
running from the area and
opened fire with their machine
guns, They cut down a dozen
small groups.

Earlier the Marines on the
south side of the river broadcast
warnings across telling all civil-
lans to leave the area and the

Cong holding out in the former
Imperial Palace to surrender or
die.

When no white flag went up,
the Marines sent artillery bar-
rages slamming into the Com-
munist strongpolnts and
sprayed them with tear gas.
This touched off a heavy fire-
fight that echoed all over the
coastal city 400 miles northeast
of Saigon.

Lt. Gen. Robert Cushman Jr.,
commander of the U.S. Marines
in Vietnam, said the battle in
Hue could go on for several

Cushman told newsmen in Da
Nang one Marine battalion had
suffered serious casualties in
the fighting and would be re-
paced.

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‘Liability Point Not Ye‘t Reached

As the cost of higher education increases, it
is not surprising to hear more concern expressed
over the number of out-of-state students enrolled in
state-supported colleges and -universities in North
Carolina.

The Board of Higher Education recently com-
pleted a study which shows undergn raduate enroll-
ment of out-of-state students in state- supported ins-
titutions in North Carolina has increased from 13.1
per cent in 1960 to 17.8 per cent last fall. Of the
total enrollment, which includes graduate students,
out-of-state students make up 20.2 per cent of the
student bodies of state-supported colleges and uni-
versities in North Carolina.

According to the Board's report, these: fizures
are not out of line with out-of-state enrollment in
the institutions of other states. Moreover, as the
renort sayvs, “Educators generally agree that out-of-
state students improve the intellectual climate of an
institution. Students from different geographical,
cultural and intellectual backgrounds are an asset
to the process of education.”

The increase in out-of-state enrollment in re-
cent vears has come in spite of the fact that entrance
reauirements - and tuition charges for out-of-state
stedents have moved up sharply. In North Carolina
those students from other states payv- conside rably
higher tuition than do residents of the state, They

also must meet higher entrance requirements.

Concern over the matter, of course, stems from
the fear that students from other states may be tak-
ing dormitory or classroom space that otherwise
would be available to some North Carolina youngs-
ters. As demands upen educational institutions con-
tinue to increase, thig concern may become more
widespread. )

As might be expected, a higher percentage of
out-of-state undergraduates are enrolled at branches
of the Consolidated University than the average of
those enrolled at senior colleges and regional uni-
versities, but only six-tenths of a percentage point
separate the two. Also as expected, UNC at Chapel
Hill has the highest percentage of out-of-state en-
rollment among the larger institutions with 24.3
per cent. N, C. State at Raleigh has 15.6 per cent
of its undergraduate enrollment from out of North
Carolina, while East Carolina University has 17.8
per cent out-of-state undergraduates . . . exactly
the average of the whole higher education "-wqtem
of North Carolina,

Out-of-state enrollment in North Carolina’s
institutions has not yet reached the point where it
constitutes a Imhlhtv rather than an asset to the
state. As the trend of migrating students increases
across he nation,however, North Carolina must care-
fully evaluate the changes in the out-of-state enroll-

Can Carmichael

Take It

WASHINGTON — Fear fs
growing among top officials in
the White House and Justice
Department that Dr. Mar tin
Luther King’s April March of
the Poor on Vv.:minglnn will
result in a stunning victory

for Stolely Carmichael.

With only six weeks to go,
little of the detailed ana mas-
sive planning necessary for
King's April campaign has
been done. Thus, in the opin-
fon of Administration strateg-
Ists, there is a golden oppor-
tunity for Carmichael to step
in and gain primacy among
Negro leaders. Indeed. King in
desperation may even invite
him to take a leading role In
the planning, with obvious im-
plications for the future.

Moreover, King's ill . consid-
ered campaign exactly coinci-

des with the new  Leninist
phase — in many ways the
most dangerous phase - of

Stokely Carmichael's swift as-
cent to the top. He has re-
turned from travels in the
Communist world no longer
preaching revolution in the
streets bu' quietly implement-
ing V. 1. Lenin’s tactics of co-
alescing with non - revolution-
ary social reformers -- such
as King.

What makes King particul-
arly susceptible to Carmich-
ael's embrace is his present
desperate condition within the
movement. Once the countrv's
most prest.gious Negro leader,
he has been declining since
the failure of his Chicago cam-
paign of 1966. The April March
of the Poor is widelv regarded
in Negro circles as King's last
opportunity. Chuck Stone, a
ghrewd black power strategist
and an ally of Carmichael, has
called it “Custer’s last
stand.”

But King. never much of an
administrator, has hardlv be-
gun to attack the .nass of de-
tail needed to bring thousands
of ; sor Negroes to Washington
and house, feed, and lead
them. King badly misses Ba-
vard Rustin, chief planner for
the 1963 march on Washing-

e

ton. who Is now estranged
fram King.

Furthermore. as Justice De-
partment officials well know,
King has a history of surren-
dering control to the better or-
ganized extremist elements in

+ a critical siteation. This was

precisely what happened dur-
ing the Selma, Ala., march in

1965 when the Student Non-
Violent Coordinating Commit-
tee (SNICK) forced King to
the wall and seized control.

Nor are Administration of-
ficials alone in their apprehen-
sion. King's more moderate
lieutenants—such as the Rev.
Walter Fauntroy, vice chair-
man of the new Washington
city council — have from the
beginning feared that control
of the April march would go
to the extremists.

The decision by Carmich-
ael's new Black Unitea Front
to endorse the ‘‘aims" of the
King campaign has only fan-
ned the fears. For Carmichael,
it avoids all responsibility for
a possible fiasco but positions
him perfectly to take com-
mand if the opportunity aris-
es

Indeed. mere forniation of
the Black United Front fol-
lows the Leninist line now fol-
lowed by Carmichael. Wheth-
er or not Carmichael himself
actually read Lenin during his
long travels in the Red world
last vear, he returned to this
countrv a changed man. Once
contemptuous of non . racial
Negroes, he immediately pro-
posed formation of the Black
United Front — a front of
both revolutionary and non-re-
volutionary elements along
classic Leninist lines.

Moderate Negro leaders
here have been uncertain
about their reaction to Car-
michael's overtures. Carl
Monltrie of the NAACP and
Sterling Tucker of the Urban
League attended the first mee-
tings of the Front more to
keep an eye on Carmichael
than anything else. In a pri-
vate conversation, Tucker told
(Carmichael he realized each
was tryving to hoodwink the
other.

So we should always reme-
mber as we consider our mo-
ral characters and their im-
provement or decline that lit-
tle, evervday circumstances
and attitudes are profoundly
important.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Pentagon apparently iniends to
maintain the one-year Vietnam
duty tour regardless of any oth-
er actions to bolster U.S. mili-
tary manpower in Southeast
Asia.

“There is no sentiment in fa-
vor of stretching the tour,” one
high official said. “The one-year
tour is awfully useful as a mo-
rale builder.”

Defense authorities are study-
ing several possible measures to
ease the manpower pinch result-
ing from the ever-rising de-
mands of the Vietnam war.

Possible actions include call-
to active duty thousands cf
National Guardsm2n and reser-
vists, increasing .raft -calls,
shortening the interval betwe=n
tours of duty in Vietnam and
bringing more troops back from
Europe.

An already tight maapower
situation would hecome worse if
President Johnson should order
an increase in authorized trcop
levels for Vietnam beyond the
currently planned 525,000 by
mid-summer.

Johnson said last weekend he
will boost the level *‘if we need
tO.”

Pentagon officials said Gen.
William C. Westmoreland, U.S.
commander in Vietnam, has not
yet requested any over-all in-
crease. But military sources ex-
pect that he will.

Last week Johason approved
the speedy shipment io Vietnam
of about 10,500 Army paratroon-
ers and Marines specificallv
asked for by Westmoreland as
insurance against an expected
Communist assault on the Khe
Sanh stronghold in northwestern
South Vietnam.

This development highlighted
the manpower squeeze because
it drew from the United States a
brigade of the 82nd Airborne Di-
vision, the last division-size
Army outfit capable of quick
reaction to meet new cris-s
which may develop in the Carib-
bean, Mediterranean or else-
where.

The necessity to draw also cn
an already thin Marine contin-
gent in the United States also
tended to underscore the qver-
all manpower problem.

The Army and Marines have
tried to allow a man at least 24
months away from Vietnam be-
fore he is sent back.

But authorities said an excep-
tion had to be made in the case
of the new reinforcement of
10,500 paratroopers and Ma-
rines.

About 40 per cent of the para-
troop brigade had beea back
from Vietnam less than two
years, and many less than cne
year. The Marine regimen: was
in somewhat the same shape.

Faced with strong protests
from congressmen and relaiives
of men being returned to Viet-
nam, the Army is developing a
plan to permit what is called a
*“‘phase return’” of men who had
recently returned from their
first war tour.

Officials said the plan has not
yet been approved.

Under the proposal a man
who had been home from the
war oaly six months, for exam-
ple, would be rotated back from
his second tour in Vietnam
ahead of a man who had been
back in the United States for
seven months.

Presumably, many of those
rushed over would not have to
serve another full year in Viet-
nam. Whether such exceptions
to the 24-month interval pelicy
will become frequent will de-
pend on whether the 525,000
troop ceiling is raised, and by
how much.
