Fisheries Ship
NeedsNew Dock

RALEIGH — The state's
gleaming new fisheries re-
search vessel, the R-V Dan
Moore, is completed, outfit-
ted and staffed but embarras-
gingly has no place to dock.

Temporarily, the 85 - foot
steel - hulled stern trawler
built at a cost of $400,00 is
being berthed at a private fa-
¢ility close by the state fish-
eries headquarters at Mor e-
head City. In Raleigh, mean-
while, officials of the division
of fisheries and the depart-
ment of Conservation and De-
velopment (C&D) are frying
to find funds to build a new.
bigfer and lengthier pier to
replace a little, weatherbeat-
en and rotting one which lit-
rally is falling apart.

The existing pier cannot be
used — it is inadequate — to
berth the R-V Dan Moore
which, hopefully, will gather
information, data and new
knowledge leading to strides
in developing North Carolina’s
fishery.

Is A Symbol

The costly vessel itself is a
symbol of the demand for and
recognition of the need for re-
search into how best to har-
vest the bounty of the sea.

Emphasis today in the fish-
eries industry is on research—
in many fields, It is well
known that several other na-
tions have surpassed the Uni-
ted States in fishing, in tech-
nigues, methods and kno w-
ledge.

There is also the realiza-
tion that North Carolina with
its great expanse of coastal
waters and Atlantic Ocean
fishing grounds, its sounds.
bays, inland waters and estu-
aries has barely scratched the
surface of its fisheries poten-
tial.

Research Is Key

Almost unanimously, up
and down the coast, among
fishermen, oystermen, shrim-
pers and crabbers it is agreed
that more research is the key
—that new knowledge, new
methods, techniques, better
conservation measures, more
markets and more profits will
result.

But the fact is that the state
has been stingy in this res-
pect. Funds requested for fis-
heries research have been cut
to almost notiting except for
approval of money to build
the R-V Dan Moore. Until
then, fisheries had been con-
sidered primarily an area of
enforcement of various 1 oc al
laws and collecting of com-
mercial fishing license fees.
In 1965, the multitude of local
fishing laws applying to differ-
ent coastal counties was wip-
ed out by a new state fisher-
ies code. Funds were voted to
construct the new research
vessel and it appeared a new
era for coastal fisheries
might be dawning.

The next legislature will be
asked for even more money
for fisheries research  and
programs.

[nland Waters

A fisherman from Stumpy
Point, N.C., writes about the
need for an experimental ves-
sel for the “inside waters’ of
North Carolina.

The writer, H. 0. Golden,
says ‘“‘there are many things
to learn, new methods of pro-
ducing and protecting what we
have today. There are many
things in our waters which
with the proper study would
increase the commercial and
sports fishing to a great ex-
tent.

“For example, transplant-
ing elams, as well as oysters.
There are millions of bushels
of clams up our sounds and
rivers which could be trans-
ferred to the proper water
and bottom conditions. . .We
have much to learn about
how to catch shrimp and help
protect our fish at the same
time.”

Golden, and others, urge re-
search efforts for the state’s
inland waters such as the
Pamlico and  Albemarle
Sounds.

Further Expansion Of

Hospital Seems Sure

It takes only a glance at statistics concerning
Pitt Memorial Hospital to bring home the fact that
further expansion of the hospital’s facilities is just

a matter of time,

The hospital staff has reported that the institu-
tion had a average of 157.4 patients per day last
yvear compared with 139.7 during the previous year.

There were 4,868 operations last year compared
with 4,230 in 1966. Last yvear saw 1,044 live births

while in 1966 there were 1,027,

Some 100,300 laboratory tests were performed
in 1967 compared with 80,100 in 1966 and there
were 11,0562 x-rays last year comparing with 9,365

in 1966.

All of this shows that the hospital’s facilities
are being used increasingly as time passes. In this
day of Medicare and widespread private hospital
insurance programs it is a certainity that this trend

will continue.

This means, of course, that the present facilities
will be overloaded in a few years and the county will
be faced with the responsibility of finding addition-

al funds to provide more space.

The U. S. cut
another tie at the same time
when it removed gold from
circulation. It rut another
when it prohibited Americans
from owning gold, except in
jewelry and coin collection.
Later it cut another when it
prohibited Americans from
owning gold abroad. This
week still another tie was cut
when President Johnson siga-
ed the bill ending the gold
cover for U. S, currency.

There is only one tie left:
our promise to meet our for-
eign obligations in gold.

The dollar’s major intriasic
value now is that it is good
to pay taxes, and for that
reason alone will be generally
accepted within the U. S. It
will be accepted abroad only
when it may be exchanged
for local currencies, and

QOut
Talent

NEW YORK (AP) — The dis-

covery that poorly conceived,
mass produced employment
tests can deprive corporations
of valuable talent is leading
some companies to place more
reliance today on personal ex-
amination of applicants.

This reaction is good news not
just to the geniuses who fail to
conform to the pattern demand-
ed by the tests but to those who,
because of background and en-
vironment, cannot fully under-
stand the meaning of questions.

In this latter category, says
the U.S. Commission on Civil
Rights, are numerous minority
grosp members, especially
Negroes, Spanish Americans
and the foreign born.

The commission, in a report
just released, noted that “the
personnel procedures of many
employers screen out rather
than screen in people.” With
good workers in scarce supply,
this could be damaging to both
company and job applicant.

Standardized tests, said Wil-
liam Taylor, staff director of
the commission, have been de-
signed to test the white middle
class. To illustrate, he draws
this question from a widely used
test: ‘“‘Does R.S.V.P. mean ‘re-
ply not p 1101

Although it is entirely possible
that the white applicant would
fail the question, it isn't difficult
to imagine a much higher fail
ure rate for those from environ-
ments where such niceties have
Lltle meaning.

Would the white applicant do
wel] on this question:

“Cheap chitlings taste rub-
bery unless they are cooked
long enough, How soon can you
quit cooking them to eat and en-
joy them? 1. 15 minutes. 2. Two
hours. 3. One day. 4. One week
on a low flame. 5. One hour.”

The answer: It would take one
day or 24 hours to properly cook
cheap chitlings.

The report, called Employ-
ment Testing: Guide Signs, Not
Stop Signs, was by
Myron Kandel, r of the
New York Law Journal on as-
signment from the commission,
a temporary, bipartisan, inde-
pendent agency set up by Con-
gress.

One of the major themes of
the report is that employers
must remember that the appli-
cant who cannot perform well
on a test might perform well on
the job. To overlook this may be
to ignore a potentially produc-
tive employe.

Among the several other ways
in which employers deprive
themselves of good workers and
retard the future of applicants:

—Setting standards w©nneces-
sarily high.

—Using tests as the sole indi-
cation of whether to hire or re-
ject.

—Confusing social acceptabili-
ty with the capability of doing
the job.

—Failing to recruit
among minority groups.

—Using unskilled personnel
interviewers.

—Failing to train potential
employes, even though govern-
ment funds are available to as-
sist employers in training the
unemployed.
