Tornadoes ripped into small
communities in Xentucky and
Ohio Tuesday, spreading death
and destruction. Twisters also
struck two towns in Michigan,
causing damage but no deaths.

The count of dead rose to 13.
Included were 4 in Falmouth,
Ky., 1 near Augusta, Ky., 6 in
Wheelersburg, Ohio, 1 in Cler-
mont County, Ohio, and 1 in
Brown County, Ohio

The storms injured 207 per-
sons, left more than 700 home-
less and wrought damage in ex-
cess of $2 million.

“We were going through a
taste of death right there,” re-
ported Henry Dance, 77, a Fal-
mouth resident who was at
home with his wife.

“It sounded like a clap of
thunder,”” he said, “and then the
roof began to fall. Holding on to
each other, we fell down by the
divan and part of the floor fell

on us. The Lord saved us, that’s|

all.”

A residential area of ahout six
square blocks bore the brunt of
the storm in Falmouth, a com-
munity of 2,600 in northern Ken-
tucky. The business section of
town was largely spared.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Johnson has told diplomats
the United States is in trequent
touch with North Vietnam on
the subject of choosing the site
for a Vietnam peace talk.

Johnson said he and his advis-
ers do not know whether the
North Vietnamese leadership is
seriously interested in solving
the site problem or whether it
has some other purpose in
mind. Some officials have sug-

gested Hanoi may be mainly|

making propaganda.

Johnson diseussed the situa-|

tion as he sees it in an informal
talk with diplomats and others
at a White House reception
Tuesday night. Various versions
of what he said were reported.

“We are in contact with
them,” he was quoted as having
said. “We spoke to them yester-
day and today, and we will be in
contact with them tomorrow.
We don’t know whether it's a
ploy or not.”

Diplomatic authorities con-
firmed today the sense of what
Johnson was saying, without
stating his views in precise and
quotable language.

The President’s points, they
said, are that the U.S. govern-
ment is working persistently to
try to solve the site problem.
Johnson and his advisers do not
know whether the North Viet-
namese are gerious about solv-
ing it, but they will find out.

Army Restricts Data

On Nafionwide Survey

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Army has prevented publication
of results of a $60,000 survey
aimed at determining the atti-
tudes of young Negroes toward
military service and the Nation-
al Guard.

National Guard officials, who
commissioned the nationwide
survey last year after criticism
that the Guard had too few
Negroes in its ranks, were
ready to release its findings
more than a week ago.

But Army authorities ordered
them not to do so and directed
that the report be stamped ‘‘for
official use only.”

Sources said certain top Army
civilian officials apparently felt
that releasing the survey as is
might seem to point the finger
at Negroes, since whites were
not questioned in the survey.

Other sources said the survey
turned up no appreciable Negro
animosity against the Guard,

Reroll
leavings of dough to make an-
other round. You should get 10
rounds from one pat of dough.

Place each pastrv round on a
foil round: prick pastry all over
with a floured fork.

Placing your right index fin-
ger on the inside of a pastry
round and the left thumb and in-
dex finger on the outside of the
foil, pinch at intervals to tun
up pastry and foil at the same
time to form a fluted upstanding

Place tart shells on a large
cookie sheet. Bake in a 450-de-
gree oven until delicately
browned—about 15 minutes.

Repeat process with second
pat of dough.

After tarts are baked, remove
to wire racks to cool. Store in a
tightlv covered tin container
and they will stay flaky and de-
lectable for as long as several
weeks,

i It is not surprising that 27 North Carolina
. counties were placed on the “hunger list” by the pri-
vate organization which recently completed its sur-
vey of malnutrition and hunger in the United States.
The surprising thing is that more of the state’s

100 counties were not on the list.

Pockets of hunger exist almost everywhere in
the American society, wealthy as it is. Hunger and
malnutrition afflict individuals in the wealthy, pro-
gressive cities of the north and midwest just as
people in rural areas of the south suffer from those
afflictions. There is hunger in wealthy, sunny Cali-
fornia just as there is hunger in green, gaudy Florida.
It is rather amazing that the organization known as
the Board of Inquiry into Hunger and Malnutrition in
the United States, listed only 256 “hunger counties”
in 20 states in its nation-wide survey.

Since then, there has been
no C&D regulation on quanti-
ty of so-called ‘‘trash fish”
landings nor disposition be-
yond prohibiting any payment
for them to crewmen of the
vessel,

Sports fishermen and con-
servationists call this a spur-
ious and devious regulation
which means nothing because
the crewmen are salaried em-
ployes and the operators and
owners of the vessels have fi-
nancial interest in the indus-

ing — is estimated from six
to 12 million pounds annually.
In 1967, 5.5 million pounds
was landed in Carteret Coun-
ty alone.

U. S. Fish and Wildlife Ser-
vice figures show that for all
of 1967, landings of fish and
shellfish at North Carolina
were valued at $8.8 million.
Ninety-fve per cent of the
volume of 219.6 million pounds
of reported landings was men-
haden, meaning that approx-
imately 26 million pounds was
edible food fish. Apparently
more than 20 per cent of this
was so-called “trash fish.”

In the meantime, total fish
landings were down by 11 per
cent from 1966. Most of this,
of course, was a decline in
menhaden. Officials are blam-
ing the decline in menhaden
catch on “overfishing.”

Only three fish dehydrating
(processing) plants were list-
ed as licensed in 1967 in Car-
teret County. One of these,
Seashore Packing Co., Beau-
fort, was licensed as a men-
haden plant. The others were
Clayton Fulcher Seafood Co.,
Atlantic, and John Wesley
Smith, Sea Level.

Apparently these two plants
received the bulk of nearly
six million pounds of “trash
fish”’ delivered to the Car-
teret industrial fishery.

Fulcher Is Opposed

Clayton Fulcher of Atlantic
has been and remains one of
the most outspoken opponents
of regulation and restiction on
the catching of undersized
food fish. He and other Car-
teret County commercial fi-
shermen and dealers spoke
at length during a meeting of
the C&D fisheries committee
this week in Raleigh, uring
that no restrictions nor re-
gulations be imposed pending
“further study.”

J. C. White of Fayetteville,
president of the N. C. Salt
Water Sports Fishermen'’s
Assn., cited a report indica-
ting that scientific studies on
the question of ultimate ef-
fect might require 20 years.

“Can we wait 20 years?”
White asked.

S —
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A Question Of Sufficient Concern _

Although Pitt was not one of the 27 North Ca-
rolina coynties designated in the survey, there are
those right here in this county who suffer from
chronic malnutrition. There are children and adults
in every community of this county who go to bed and
get up hungry more days than they eat their fill.

The survey may serve to single out’particular
states and counties for special emphasis, but the
problem of poverty, hunger and need exists in every
community across the nation. The survey may sti-
mulate some national effort to cope with this prob-
lem, but in the final analysis the problem must be
dealt with at the local level if the hunger and mal-
nutrition are to be eliminated.

_ Certainly those counties in North Carolina not
listed in the survey would be foolish to think they
do not have some citizens who go hungry day after
day. They would be short-sighted indeed if on a
local level they did not seek out these people and
give them assistance to overcome their prsent plight.

This applies to Pitt, which was not listed as a
“hunger county,” just as it applies to its neighbors
Greene, Martin, Beaufort and Wayne which were
included in the list.

) To adopt the attitude that this is not a problem
i3 to ignore facts which exist almost universally
across the nation. The real question is whether. on a
local basis, citizens will be sufficiently concerned to
do something to alleviate the problem.

Parental Role
Assigned States

WASHINGTON (AP) — Just
last May the Supreme Court
made chopmeat of the idea
that juvenile court judges are
a sort of substitute parent,
entitled to punish or condone
as they see fit.

Juveniles accused of crime,
the court said, are entitled to
be judged by the same con-
stitutional ground - rules as
adults are.

“Neither the Bill of Rights
nor the U. S. Constitution is
for adults only,” Justice Abe
Fortas said then.

On Monday, however, the
court turned around and as-
signed a parental role to the
states in deciding what juve-
niles may read or see.

The 6-3 decision, written
by Justice William J. Bren-
nan Jr., amounts to a clear
victory for the censors and an
utter rout for civil libertar-
ians, It puts government in
the business of deciding what
is moral and gives govern-
ment the right to declare il-
legal what it finds immoral.

Brenn a n’s pronouncement
for the court reaches this end
by building on the proposition
that “the well - being of its
children is of course a sub-
ject within the state’s con-
stitutional power to regu-
late.”

Since society and “‘consti-
tutional interpretation’” bhave
recognized the authority of
parents to direct the rearing
of their children, the next
step was that parents and

teachers “‘are entitled to the
support of laws’ designed to
help' them do the job.

All this means that states
have a green light from the
Superme Court to suppress
sales to minors of whatever
books and magazines a ma-
jority of the legislators decide
are too rich for young blood.
The same probably holds true
for movies, though the deci-
sion in a New York case—
wasn’t explicit.

Since the same Supreme
Court decided last term that
“girlie” magazines can't be
kept from adults, the result
is two sets of rules, or what
is called variably obscenity.
The reach of the First
Amendment depends on the
age of the reader.

Once again, the subject of
censorship fragmented  the
court, and the frayed nerves
showed.

Justice Potter Stewart,
who in some recent instances
has taken a strong free-
speech stand, voted with the
majority, saying there was
no need for “a doctrinaire,
knee-jerk application of the
First Amendment.”

Some 35 states now have
laws or provisions of laws de-
signed to shield juveniles
from sexy or violent reading
matter or movies. Though the
decision dealt only with New
York’s special law, apparen-
tly all the states have to do
to pass the court’s censor-
ship test is to take a leaf
out of New York’s law books.

A Ship To Remember

The end of the Liberty ship
era draws nearer with sale of
22 more of the old freighters
for scrap, and since all the
vessels in the latest transac-
tion lie at anchor in the layap
basin a cross the Cape Fear
River from Wilmington tne
announcement carries special
interest for North Carolinians
with a bent for nautical his-
tory.
Although the sale does not
close out the Liberty era,
which in a recent Maritime
Administration report still had
187 vessels to go during the
next three years, it does mark
the end of the line insofar as
North Carolina is concerned.
The 22 are the last of the ma-
ny that figured so prominent-
ly in the forest of masts at one
time so numerous in the moth-
ball fleet on the Cape Fear.

A few at a time they wili
go under tow to the Port of
New York for scrapping at
Kearny, N. J., until the last
has departed at an unannounc-
ed date. Their consignment
to the scrap heap, with a
price tag of approximately
$45,000 each, also will remove

some famous names they bear
from the shipping roster,
among them: Confederate
Gens. Joseph E. Johnston and
George E. Pickett; Adoiph S.
Ochs, late publisher of The
New York Times; Button
Gwinnett, a signer of the De-
claration of Independence,
Thomas Hart Benton, the art-
ist; Robert Fulton, the ship-
builder; Dwight W. Morrow,
financier and diplomat; and
Henry Ward Beecher, the
Brooklyn clergyman and re-
former.

The Liberty ship (2,684 were
constructed) won her claim
to fame in the World War II
emergency. Simple in construc-
tion for mass production, she
was slow in speed but good in
capacity and served well. The
free world will long remem-
ber her. Some of her sisters
sold to other nations to help
replenish  their  merchant
fleets still sail the seas. even
as the U. S. government’s last
old Liberty ships  await
their fate. An era mav be
drawing near an end, but the
Liberty ship role in keeping
the free world’s supply lines
open in a perilous age will be
long remembered.

WASHINGTON — A bidden,
deeply significant political by-
product of the open housing
fight was the first effective
left - of - center Republican
revolt against Rep. Gerald
Ford of Michigan since he be-
came his party’s floor leader
in Januray, 1965.

Had that revolt not succeed-
ed, the civil rights bill and its
open housing provision would
not be law today. It picked
up 77 badly - needed H o u se
Republican votes in the key
vote April 10 (against 106 who
stuck with Ford’s leadership).

Apart from civil -ights, the
revolt was a landmark in the
murky Republican politics of
the House. It was led not by
badly out-numbered liberal Re-
publican Congressmen, consis-
tently though not effectively
in revolt against the Ford
leadership, but by Ford’s own
kind of pragmatic conservativ-
es. The ringleaders were two
erstwhile Ford lieutenants:
Reps. Charles Goodell, 42, of
New York (himself a member
of the party’s regular House
leadership) and Albert Quie,
44, of Minnesota.

Their open defection broke
the pattern of the past decade.
The House Republicans have
been the Arabs of Capitol H'll,
depasing leaders [rom time to
time in lightning coups but
maintaining a facade of unity.
Under these ground rules, it
has been acceptable to plot
against the current leadership
by night but the most heincis
crime to vote agamnst it by
day.

A handful of Republican
Congressmen who balked at
this voting discipline (m ostly,
but not exclusively, liberals)
formed the Wednesday Group.
But most ambitious young
members, like Al Quiz and
Charley Goodell, played the
game. While mainta‘ning ver-
ing records of party -egulari-
ty. they helped engineer the
coup that gave Ford the lea-
dership.

However, Ford's brand of
leadership, while sufficiently
partisan and aggressive to
forestall any coups, had quiet-
ly grown less satisfying to
Congressmen desiring a new
national Republican image —
including Quie and Goodell.
Over the past vyear, they
have been producing their own
alternatives to  Democratic
proposals — ideas that be-
came labelled collectively in
the House Republican cloak-
room as the “Quie - Dell” ap-
proach.

That  approach collided
head - on with Ford last De-
cember on the poverty bill
when the Quie - Goodell pover-
ty package was scrapped in
favor of a bare bones an-
proach. But the point of re-
volt was not reached until this
year when Ford decided
against accepting the Senate-
passed open housing scheme.

Ford was backed by the en-
tire leadership, including the
powerful Rep. Melvin Laird of
Wisconsin — except for Goo-
dell. Their support was over-
whelming among rank-and-
file Republican Congressmien,
reflecting their own lily-white
small - town and rural consti-
tuencies.

With this backdrop, Quie
and Goodell quietly put toge-
ther a team of Repubiican
Congressmen to fight the lea-
dership. Rep. Bradford Marse
of Massachusets, driving force
of the Wednesday Group, was
the only member of the origi-
nal “Quie - Dell” cadre with a
conservative voting  record
less than 50 percent.

The others were Clark Mac-
Gregor of Minnesota, Howard

Where War

By Sherman

RALEIGH (AP)—One hundred
three years ago, April 26. That
was for all practical purposes
the end of the Civil War.

The place was the farmhouse
of James Bennett and his fam-
ily, near what was then known
as Durham’s Station. That was
where Confederate Gen. Joseph
E. Johnston surrendered to Un-
fon Gen. William T. Sherman.

Today Durham’s Station has
grown into the City of Durham,
which has expanded until the
western city limits have almost
reached the place of the surren-
der, And that site has become
Bennett Place State Historic|
Site, developed and maintained|
for the public by the State.

The home of farmer Bennett
has been restored and furnished.
The resoration could be &u-
thentically done because work-

ers had a photograph, taken a
few years after the event, to go|
by. Also several outhouses have |
been restored. The site is only |
a few hundred yards south of|
Interstate 85, 1

Gen. Sherman is credited mth
saying, “War is hell.” Whether |
he made that statement or not,
many people have thought he
himself made war that way. |

The previous September, after |
his capture of Atlanta, Sherm: in
had made his march to the se:
living off the country, his bum
mers burning and pillaging. He|
had the port of Savannah, and
thus had a new supply route, by
Christmas day, 1864.

In January Sherman and his
veteran army started his march
northward, traveling in the dead/
of winter through swampy coun- |
try, over swollen rivers. Noth-|
ing could stop them.

They captured Columbia, S.C.
and pretty soon fire broke out |
Who started the fire has been a
matter of dispute ever since, but
in any event the City of ‘Colum-
bia was largely destroyed.

On came Sherman. He entered
the Old North State early in
March and occupied Fayette-|
ville without serious resistance.|

Now, under Lee's orders, Con-|
federate Gen. Joseph E. John-
ston made a last effort to c.t0p|
Sherman. The battle was fought |
at Bentonville, a few miles south |
of Smithfield. But there were|
just too many Yankees and not
nearly enough Confederates —|
three to one. Johnston was |
forced to retreat

On marched Sherman. On
April 13 he occupied the (_apllﬂll
of North Carolina, where his|
men were less careless with hr(l
than they had been farther|
south, The City of Raleigh \\axl
not burned.

Meanwhile, Lee had mpnu;
lated and the jig was up. John-|
ston took a little train from Ra-
leigh to Durham’s Station. Near-
by he met Sherman and surren-
dered all remaining Confederate |
armies east of the Mississippi
River. The war was over.

Shock Smokers
To Halt Habit

DENVER (AP) — Another
method of shocking smokers
into giving up the habit has
been outlined here.

This method uses electricity.

The device is a pocket-size
electronic cigarette case devel-
oped at a Veterans Administra-
tion Hospital in Coral Gables,
Fla.

Each time the smoker reach-
es for a cigarette, he gets hit
with an electrical shock, Dr.
Maleolm Kushner explained.
Eventually, he said, this builds
a conditioned response against
smoking.

The shock can last from 30
seconds to three minutes, de-

nding on how long the top of
E:e case stays open, Dr. Kush-
ner said.

He said that pilot studies pro-
duced promising results. Tests
on 20 persons showed five gave
up smoklng for 16 to 21 months,
and nine others cut down on the
number of cigarettes smoked.

The device was described at a
Veterans Administration Coop-
erative Studies in Psychiatry
Conference here.
