Base Camp

SAIGON (AP) — A task force
of armored American gunboats,
helicopter gunships and South
Vietnamese marines plunged
deep into the fertile Mekong
Delta to raid a Viet Cong base
camp. Field reports today said
at least 90 of the enemy had
been killed and the action was
continuing.

The Vietnamese Marines re-
ported seizing an arsenal con-
taining 62 weapons, 423 mortar
rounds and more than 12,000
rounds of small arms ammuni-
tion.

The only allied casualties re-
ported were two South Viet-
namese wounded.

The assault was made Tues-
day 92 miles southwest of Sai-
gon, along a tributary of the Cai
Lon River 34 miles east of the
Gulf of Thailand.

A military spokesman said it
was the first allied penetration
of the area of the southern Me-
kong Delta which has been dom-
inated by the Viet Cong for
years.

The allied. commanders ‘“‘had
good information they would get
some action down there,” the
spokesman said.

Most of the damage to the
Viet Cong apparently was done
by the U.S. Navy’s 60-foot Moni-
tor gunboats and by armored
troop carriers after the Viet-
namese marines had cornered
the enemy in a bunker complex.

U.S. Army helicopter gunsips
also raked the enemy positions
with machine gus and rockets.

No Machine Or
Kingmakers

RALEIGH — Rep. Jim
Gardner’s recent and repeat-
ed use of the term “‘political
machine” is puzzling to many

of the state’s veteran Demo-

It’s a term they haven't en-
countered since demise of the
old, so - called ‘‘dynasties”
which ruled certain countries
and for a time held political
sway over the state more
than 20 years ago.

But since the 1940s, they
say, political “machines”
have vanished from the North
Carolina scene. There have
been no kinmakers, no indi-
vidual political figures —eith-
er governors or senators —
with power to pick and choose,
or to dictate.

Now Gardner has brought
back the description and re-
fers repeatly to his opponent,
Lt. Gov. Bob Scott, as the
“machine” candidate.

Definition Questioned

Gardner’s headquarters is-
sued at least three news re-
leases last week charging that
the Democratic party is a
“political machine.” Two be-
gan with the identical sen-
tence, “‘the political machine
in North Carolina has been in
absolute control of our state
-government for 68 years. . ."”

Democrats supporting
Scott interpret this as a politi-,
cal ploy, but wonder about its
effect on the public. They
doubt its validity.

It doesn't jibe with their de-
finition of “machine,” nor to
their knowledge and belief
would it appiy to present day
workings of the state’s Demo-
cratic party.

Party Machinery

True, there is party ma-
chinery for political activity,
for approving jobs and ap-
ointments and dispensing pa-
tronage. This is practical poli-
tics, no matter which party is
in power.

But party machinery under-
goes change at least every
four years sometimes more

R i

frequently — it is undergoing
change now following the May
primary. A new state party
chairman is being named and
he will make other party
headquarters appointment s.
The new team will screen
various political appointments—
and make policy recommen-
dations. The same sort of set-
up exists in the Republican
headquarters, controlled by
the titular head of the party
—now Jim Gardner. It pro-
bably would function in much
the same way.

Gardner, however, said in a
news release that “I do not,
nor do I think the people of
North Carolina understand
these functions of state gov-
ernment.” He said the “kind
of political chicanery. . .occur-
ing for too many years in
Raleigh, the kind of wheeling
and dealing against the peo-
ple will not be allowed in my
administration.”

Intraparty Feuding

Gardner’s charges and use
of the term “political ma-
chine” bring surprise-to vet-
eran Democrats because of
the Democrat party’s neces-
sary preoccupation in recent
years with maintaining party
unity.

In their view, there  has
been far more contending and
political jousting within the
Democratic party than be-
tween Democrats and Repub-
licans. A prime concern of
Denmcr‘glic nominees for pub-
lic ‘office has been healing of
intraparty wounds and getting
Democrats together.

Lt. Gov. Scott presently
feels this has been highly suc-
cesstul since May 4. “In my
view, there is more enthusi-
asm in the party and morale
is better and higher than it
has been in my memory,”
Scott said.

It is against the backdrop
of experience that Scott is
saying the Republicans want
to “‘experiment with state go-
vernment.”

“We in North Carolina do
not want any experimenting
in our government,” Scott
said. “The state needs the ex-
perience .youth and leadership
the Democratic party provid-
es.”

Gardner shot back with a
charge that “my opponent
stands for the status quo. ...

It is now time to move for-
ward in our state. . .let us
never fear to experiment with
new programs and new ideas
that can mean progress for
North Carolina. . .”

The Formula:
Inherit Money

NEW YORK (AP) — At
last a man has come up with
a simple formula for getting
rich in America.

“Inherit  money,” is the
crisp advice of author Ferdi-
nand Lundberg.

“The way that most pcople
become rich in this couniry
today is by sitting and listen-
ing to the reading of a will.
Between 60 and 70 per cent of
the individual wealth today is
inherited wealth.”

This is one of many conten-
tions made by Lundberg in a
controversial new best-selling
book, ““The rich and the Sup-
er Rich,” which has proved
so fascinating to many of the
upper crust that they read it
aloud to each other at the
dinner table and let their ca-
viar go untasted.

His other major theses are
that U. S. wealth is largely
family-centered and that, at
least as recently as a decade
ago, one-half of one per cent
of America’s adult population
held 25 per cent of its riches.

In his opinion a mation may
be in danger if the few own
too much and the many ownm
too little.

“My own view is that the
mal-distribution of wealth in
this country is nistorically ri-
diculous and unnecessary,” he
said. “Thirty per cent of the
country’s population :s impo-
verished. Another 15 to 20 per
cent is near poor.

“The country can do what-
ever it wants to about the si-
tuation for all of me,” he re-
marked. “As the newspapers
say, we give them the facts.”

Such people are as
far wrong as the people who
overestimate themselves. If
you are in the habit of runn-
ing yourself down in your own
thoughts and in what you say

- to others, then forget that kind

of nonsense. Look up, remem-
ber that you do have value,
abilities, latent possibilities
which would be called into ac-
tion if a great crisis occurred.

Have confidence in your-
self. Paint a mental picture
of yourself as Rembrandt often
reproduced himself on canvas,

ter’s family. All got enough;

their owners took better care:

of their human chattels th'an
people today take care of their
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autos.

For the same reason, slav-
es got what medical atten-
tion was available in those
days. Medical eare was
primitive, but owners had
pocket - book incentive to
keep slaves healthy.

A Poor Life But A Secure One

Few slaves got regula~
payments of cash, althougn
some got occasional cash gifts
and rewards from owners or
.others. A few managed to save
enough to buy their freedom.
But they did get clothes and
other neccesities and cash was
of low importance. And as
long as the plantation pros-
pered and they did not be-
come unmanageable, had
security. And when ihey got
“too old to work, they could

ed and clothed.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Army insists that irradiated
canned bacon is safe for hu-
man consumption despite the
Food and Drug Administras
tion’s decision to stop the mi-
litary services from feeding it
to the troops.

Col. Edward L. Johnson of
the - Army’s food-irradiation
laboratories at Natick, Mass.,
said in a' telephone interview
that animal tests of the ba-
con were made prior to the
Army’s: petition to feed it
to some troops, and the tests
showed ‘‘no evidence of any
adverse effects from the irra-
diation.”

“There seems to be a diff
erence of opinion in interpret-
ing the data from the tests,”
said Johnson. “We're hoping
to resolve this.”

Johnson made the comm-
ents on published . reports
confirmed by an FDA scien-
tist, that:

The FDA contends there is
evidence that irradiated bac-
on can cause adverse effects
on the reproductive process
in rats.

Daniel Banes, an associate
FDA commissioner for sci-
ence, said in an interview the
animal tests were sponsored
by the Army before it petition-
ed his Agency for approval,
but he said the FDA obtained
full details on the tests only
"a few months ago.

Banes said the Army origi-
nally stated “that there were
no indications that radiation
caused adverse effects” in
animals fed irradiated bacon.

He also taid that when the
Army—in 1966 and 1967—be-
gan to petition for an okay
on irradiated ham, it submit-
ted some raw data on use of
irradiated bacon in animals to
support its contentions that
irradiated ham was safe.

But, Banes said, the animal
data on the bacon raised
questions in the minds of F-
DA scientists, and they asked
for further details. It was af-
ter these additional details
were furnished that the FDA
concluded the data showed a
reproductive - process hazard
to rats, he said.

Banes said the FDA scien-
tists concluded the data show-
ed a 25 per cent reduction in
the number of live - born
offspring of rats fed irradiat-
ed bacon; and a similar re-
duction in the number of off-

,to_

spring surviving the weaning

period.

“We have had second
thoughts on the origianl bacon
petition approval,” he said,
‘“and the FDA is taking ac-
tion to rescind it.”

Col. Johnson said that after
the FDA’s original approval,
the army procured only a sin-
gle consignment of irradicted

bacon in December 1966-app- .

roximately 3¢ 000 pounds - and
that this ‘“‘was all fed within
a month—half to army troops
and half to Air Force men—
and was only used for {esting
purposes.” He said the bacon
had never been supplied ‘“‘for
general use.”

He said the Army, in the

wake of questions raised by
the FDA both on irradiated
ham and bacon, plans additio-
nal tests.
" With regard to the ham
tests, he quoted Dr. Edward
S. Josephson, associate direc-
tor of the Army’s Natick la-
bortories, as saying:

Another wrote of ‘“a very moe
notonous appearance, consisting
only of plains and woods.”” Still
another commented on the
| “immense, solitary, pine savane
nas, through which the road
winds among stagnant ponds,
swarming with alligators; dark
sluggish creeks, of the color of
brandy, over which are thrown
high wooden bridges, withou$
railings, and so crazy and rots
ten as not only to alarm one’s
horse, but also the rider, and to
make it a matter of thanksgive
ing with both of them when they
get fairly over...”

Francisco de Miranda, a Lat-
in American, complained that
“a multitude of bugs attacked
me. .. All the time of my resie
dence there, I found mysell
| compelled to sleep on the floor
| in the middle of the room, since
| there was no way to rid the bed
| of the pests which are of so ex-
| traordinary a size that one of
| them is three or four times
| larger than the commen Eure-
| pean variety.”

James Silk Buckingham speng
{ a night in 1839 at Flat Rock,
| where he said “The bed-rooms

were dark and dingy, the bed
ding coarse and dirty; no washe
stands, dressing-tables mats, op

tallow candles, brass and tin
candlesticks. . .”

SAN JOSE, Costa Rica (AP)
— The death toll in the eruption
of Mt. Arenal rose to 65 today
and authorities began evacuat-
ing the town of Tilaran, where
great quantities of volvanic ash
were falling.

Some 90 persons were missing
as lava, ash, rocks and boiling
water continued to pour from
the volcano. Dormant for five
centuries, it began erupting
Monday.

More than 100 persens were
injured and property damage
was estimated in the millions of
dollars.
