Of Deeply Divided Demos

CHICAGO ÍAP) -  Vice Presi­
dent Hubert H. Humphrey won 
the Democratic presideni'dl 
ncir.ination Wednesday night in 
a vi :lence-threatened party con­
vention deeply divided on Viet­
nam war policy and uncertain' 
of its ticket’s fate in November. I 

In command all the way, 
Hum:hrey trampled the chal­
lenges of peacé candidates Sens. 
Eugene J, McCarthy and 
Gecrge S. McGovern to become 
the election opponent of Repub­
lican Richard M. Nixon.

The vice presidek’s methodi­
cally obtained victory was 
greeted with mixed enthusiasm 
and apprehension by security- 
harrassed delegates to this most 
guarded and restricted of all na­
tional conventions.

The selection of Humphrey 
promised to lay before the na­
tion’s voters a choice between 
President Johnson’s domestic 
and foreign policies—which the 
vice president has backed solid­
ly as a member of the adminis­
tration team—and a proposed

Pattern Plans Appro ved

A street pattern concept 
for the Greenville Central Bu­
siness District Projéct, deve­
loped by the City Planning 
and Architectural Associates, 
was approved by the Planning 
and Zoning Commission at 
Its meeting Wednesday night 
in City Hall.

The motion, introduced by 
City Manager Harry Hagerty, 
calls for plans which effect 
inajor changes wi three Green­
ville city streets: “Sufficient 
¡street” widths to accommodate 
four-eleven foot travel lanes 
on Cotanche Street from se­
cond to Eighth Streets; four- 
eleven foot travel lanes on 
Washington Street from Sec­
ond to Dickinson Avenue; and 
four-twelve foot travel lanes 
on Evans Street from jwint 
150 feet south of Fifth Street

through Tenth Street with 
sufficittit right of way to ac­
commodate appropriate width 
sidewalks on each.”

Louis Singleton 
asked, “Why should Cotanche 
Street be widened when 
Reade Street, First Street 
and Washington Street have 
been, (x* are being, designed 
to take care of the by-pass 
traffic for the downtonw 
area?”

Assassins Slay 
U.S. Ambassador

GUATEMALA (AP) — Guate­
malan authorities pressed the 
hunt today for the killers of U S. 
Ambassador John Gordon Mein, 
but there was no word of prog­
ress.

The a s s a s s i n s  machine- 
gunned Mein Wednesday after­
noon after boxinf in his limou­
sine on a main street of Guate­
mala City. The 54-year-old ca­
reer diplomat was cut down as 
he tried to escape.

In Washington, a State De­
partment spokesman said Presi­
dent Johnson and Secretary of 
State Dean Rusk were “shocked 
and grieved” by the slaying be­
lieved to be the first assassina­
tion of a U.S. ambassador. 
Washington asked Guatemala 
for a full investigation.

President Julio Cesar Mendez 
Montenegro declared a 30-day 
state of siege and proclaimed 
three days of mourning. His de­
cree expressed the “deep condo­
lences of the government and 
people oif Guatemala to the gov­
ernment and people of the Unit­
ed States.”

Mendez in a statement to 
newsmen described the ambas­
sador as a “sincere friend of 
Guatemala.”

It was assumed that Mein was 
tfie victim of one of the extrem­
ist factions who have been war­
ring in Guatemala for months.

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No Images Enhanced By Convention
There probably have been few national polit­

ical conventions which have done less to enhance 
the ima^e of the party or its nominees than the 
present Democratic Convention in Chicago.

Obviously under the tight-fisted control of 
Maj^or Daley’s officers on the /Convention floor 
and elsewhere in Chicago, the convention has done 
more to intensify discord than to promote harmo­
ny within the party. Vice President Humphrey, 
whose forces have been in firm control of the 
Chicago machinery, rightly or wrongly- has been 
the focal point of much of the blame for what has 
gone on in Chicago this week inside ^nd outside 
the convention.

Although law and order must be preserved, 
there has arisen the serious question of whether 
Chicago police used considerably more force than 
necessary on demonstrators and other protestors. 
It has been apparent throughout the week that 
great efforts have been made by police and others 
to prevent news media from giving the public a 
close-up and complete coverage of what is going 
on in Chicago’s streets as well as at Convention 
Hall. Mayor Daley’s effort to place a curtain around 
his city so far as unfavorable publicity is con­
cerned has in itself brought adverse reaction among 
delegates in Chicago as well as in other parts of 
the nation.

" There have been no walk-outs of significance 
at the convention. There have been few real sur­
prises in the course of the convention’s business. 
At the same time, there has been a notable lack

nue producing office of the 
Secretary of State neverthe­
less is collecting nearly half 
a million dollars a year more 
than it costs to operate the 
office.

“This probably won’t mean 
very much when we go before 
the Advisory Budget Commi­
ssion,” says Secretary of 
State Thad Eure ruefully.

The Advisory Budget Com­
mission looks a t all state ag­
encies and departments, stu­
dies their financial balance 
sheets and listens to tóeir re­
quests. Finally it recommends 
w hat their biennial appropri­
ations should be. The final 
say of course, is up to the le­
gislature.

Three years ago, the legi­
slature decided that North 
Carolina should adopt the Un­
iform  Commercial Code (UC- 
C> system of keeping tabs on 
business and commercial en­
terprises. It is a  tremendous­
ly complicated and detailed 
process and was assigned to 
the office of the Secretary 
of State.

N®w in Effect
It took nearly a year and 

about $7,500 to set up the 
machinery before the new U- 
CC system becam e effec­
tive in July, 1967. In the first 
\e a r  of operation, there were 
40.(XK) filings by corporations 
under the new system but re ­

venues from filing fees and 
other sources amounted to 
$82,330.

Audit Report
Overall, according to an au­

dit by State Auditor Henry 
Bridges, net revenue collect­
ions by the office of Secreta­
ry of State increased by $142,- 
874 from fiscal 1967 to fiscal 
1968.

In 1967, net collections were 
$488,718 and in 1968, $631,692. 
Expenditures for the office 
were $164,825 in 1967 and 
$176 557 in 1968

The difference in expendi­
t u r e  and revenue is nearly 
half a million dollars for the 
past fiscal year. It markeu 
the first time that net reve­
nue collect’ons for such an 
office — charged with collec­
tion of certain special tax­
es, fees, charges for seals, re­
ports, registrations ana the 
like, had exceeded half a mi­
llion dollars. It went over by 
$142,874 which alm ast equall­
ed the entire expenditure for 
just a year ago.

Collections Made
By and large, collections by 

the Secretary of S tate’s Off­
ice are  in sm all amounts, 
driblets. For exam ple, the 
minimum amount lewed on 
corporations applying for cha­
rte rs  is $40, at a ra te  of 40 
cents per $1,000 on authorized 
capital stock.

This limit apparently is 
why most new corporations 
begin with a capitalizatiwi of 
$100,000 — they pay the $40 
minimum stock tax.

Nevertheless, this single 
tax levied only -one time on 
new corporations yeilded $396,- 
817 during the past fiscal year.

Other relatively small tax­
es and fees are  imposed on 
secruities, on dealers in se- 
securities, filings and registra­
tions in the Secretary of

Sharp Contrast To A 
Past Year Of Chaos

Whatever the reason or reasons, the order­
ly marketing of tobacco on auction markets of 
the huge Eastern Belt this season is in sharp con­
trast to the chaos which prevailed a year ago.

Last year this time trucks loaded with tobac­
co were parked for blocks around eVery ware­
house. Many of them waited in lines for several 
days to get their loads on the warehouse floors. 
Tempers ran high, facilities were over taxed and 
in general marketing conditions were as bad or 
worse than in any tobacco auction season in his­
tory.

This year it is an entirely different story. 
Perhaps the most important change is that farm­
ers do not feel compelled to sell all their tobacco 
in the shortest possible time in order to take ad­
vantage of selling untied leaf. A more reasonable 
sales schedule has been in effect on the markets, 
and processing plants have had an additional year 
in which to adjust to the handling of greater quan­
tities of untied tobacco.

In spite of the moments of unrest and dis­
agreement among some segments of the tobacco 
industry this year, it is evident the various parts 
of the industry have coopejrated much more close­
ly this year than last. The more orderly selling 
season is the result of better planning and better 
cooperation.

CHICAGO -  The presence 
here of Stephen Smith, the 
Kennedy family’s shrewd po­
litical m anager and brother- 
in-law of Sen. Edward M. 
(Teddy) Kennedy, is the 
most solid evidence to date 
that a Kennedy Presidential 
draft had to be regarded with 
some seriousness.

Smith slipped imjbtrusive- 
ly into town Sunday with a 
couple of close friends and en­
sconced himself in a com­
fortable downtown suite, I^e 
has been taking his meals m 
his room. Only the telephone 
connects him with the seem­
ing outside world of politics.

But Smith’s arrival coinci­
ded with other significant de­
velopments that conceivably 
could transform this Demo­
cratic convention into the 
most memorable in modern 
times. The lingering tragedy 
of Robert Kennedy’s assassin­
ation and the failure pi Vice 
President Hubert Humphrev 
to satisfy the delegates made 
a Kennedy draft a long-shot 
possibility.

Just how much of a long- 
shot depends -largely on Ma­
yor Richard Daley of Chica­
go. His decision not to en­
dorse Humphrey yet is tied 
directly to Kennedy’s chances 
When Sen. George McGovern 
of South Dakota, a Pres.den- 
tial candidate himself but rea­
lly a Kennedy booster, chair­
ed privately with Daley Satur­
day, Daley made no effort to 
conceal his interest in a Ken­
nedy draft.

Daley told McGovern the 
Illinois ticket could go down 
to disaster with Humphrey in  
top. Consequently, Daley con­
tinued, he would wa.t until 
the last minute before endor­
sing Humphrey if, indeed, be 
endorses him a t all.

Daley, this convention’s kin­
gm aker, is interested in Ken­
nedy’s voter appeal. When he 
asked John J . Gilligan, Sena­
torial nominee in Ohio, about 
a draft movement for Presi­
dent Johnson, Gilligan shot 
back: “That ace can be trum ­
ped— by Teddy Kennedy.” 
Daley thereupon opened a 
discussion of Kennedy’s pop­
ularity in Ohio and Dlinois.

More important, Daley ask­
ed Kennedy intimates wheth­
er Ted Kennedy would ac­
cept the nomination (a ques­
tion nobody here, inducing 
Smith, could then answer), 
sitting beside the powerful 
Chicago Mayor during his pri­
vate weekend talks-with Hum­
phrey and Sen Eugene Mc­
Carthy (whose drive to the 
nomination has stalled) was 
Mayor Joe Barr of Pittsburgh, 
a top leader in Pennsylvan­
ia. Though an early Hum­
phrey supporter, Barr is no 
less disturbed than Daley 
about the weakness of a Hum­
phrey ticket.

Because of the Kennedy 
boomlet, the anti-Humphrey 
rumbles that have been com­
ing from the South are quiet­
er. President Johnson is so 
deeply worried about Kenne­
dy that he has passed the 
word to Gov. John Connally 
of Texas to go easier on Hum­
phrey.

Take, for example, one high­
ly respected international or­
ganization which uses a m as­
te r  inter - office routing slip 
listing a dozen or so depart­
m ents. As each departm ent re­
ceives such tagged m aterial, 
it attaches its own internal 
routing slip with as many as 
20 names on it.
Tortured Course

Thus, a given piece of rout­
ed  m aterial takes between a 
week and a month to^run the 
i-oute. The load is so heavy 
th a t if everyone read every 
scrap  of m aterial that drop­
ped in the “ in” basket, there 
would be no time left tp. fill 
out routing slips.

•Yet the staff gets its regul­
a r  work done. • Being a bit 
sm arter than the system, staff 
m em bers simply don’t read 
m ost of the trásfi that comes ̂ 
across their desks, just pass it 
along.

The institution cited here is

not unique. It isn’t even unus­
ual. Most large corporations 
are just as bad. Government 
agencies and departm ents are 
worse.

Lest this be considered an 
exaggeration, consider Xerox 
Cwporation.

“The Iwig range outlook is 
still guarded and the potential 
for sudden reversal of the cur­
rent favorable trend is ever 
present,” it added.

He said another 1,200 seminar­
ians are also needed to launch 
the new churches alloted to the 
Methodist denomination.

And 600 are requested for sal­
aried jobs as chaplains in the 
Military Service, or at Hospitals, 
Nursing Homes, etc.

“Dr. Crane,” you might ask, 
“why don’t all those 1,00 semi­
nary graduates want to get out 
upon the real firing line of life 
and take over their own parish­
es?

“What’s wrong with the 667 out 
of the 1,000 who - shun such 
piecework labor where t h e y  
must produce more conversions 
and greater attendance, or else 
be demoted?”

Well, most of our college stu­
dents in other fields' also shun 
taking any risks but prefer 
easy sinecure jobs.

Even college professors de­
mand “tenure” so they can’t 
be fired except for flagra n t 
moral turpitude.

substantial sw ing  in a 
World’s Championship match 
i>etween the United States 
and France a few seasons 
back.

When the Americans were 
seated North and South, the 
bidding proceeded as indi­
cated in the diagram. North 
opened with one heart and
South responded with <me 
spade. Over the two-club 
rebid, South jumped directly 
to three no trump. Holding 14 
high card points, he had 
ample with which to insist on 
a game contract-facing an 
opening bid.

West <^ned the king of 
diamonds and, when East 
signaled vigorously with the 
eight. West continued with 
the five. His partner ptd up 
the queen which held tiie

trick. East was careful to 
cash the ace of spades before 
returning another diamond. 
The defense took, in all, four 
diamonds and one spade to 
register a ipO^wint on 
the deal.

At the other table, the 
French player in  the^South 
seat ad(̂ ted a more delicate 
approach during the auction. 
The first three calls were 
exactly the same; however. 
South was a bit reluctant to 
make a jump r^ id  in no 
trump with only a tenuous 
stopper in diamonds. He 
chose to temporize by bidding 
two diamonds—a one-round 
force.

Altho the diamond suit is  
not technically biddable, in­
asmuch as it is beaded 
m erely by the jack, South 
wished to obtain furthor' 
information concmiing his 
partner’s holding. If, for 
example, North was able to 
bid two no trump himself. 
South would feel more com­
fortable about accepthig that 
contract.

Over two diamoiKis, North 
idiowed a preference for his 
partner’s first bid 1^' return­
ing to two spades. South 
dallied no further and 
ceeded directly to game in  
spades. The defense was 
routinely l i m i t e d  to two 
tricks, one diammid and one 
spade.

The vulnerable game was

John E. Moss,, D- 
Calif., urged the attorney gener­
al to send investigators immedi­
ately ‘‘to fully evaluate the per­
formance of the Chicago Police 
Department and the Illinois Na­
tional Guard.”

ment information.

More than 24 newsmen said 
they were roughed up Monday 
and Tuesday covering demon­
strations of the convention. Sev­
eral incidents were shown on

nationwide television. \ ___ ^
‘‘Indications bf serious viola­

tions of civil rights guaranteed 
under both the Constitution arid 
the civil rights acts of thĉ  past! 
several years appear rampant' 
in Chicago,” said Moss, who 
saw spme of the incidents while 
watching'television at his Wash­
ington home.

“Unnecessary and violent in­
terference with the reporting of 
bonafide news of great national 
import is particularly disturb­
ing,” said Moss.

Chicago Mayor Richard Daley 
said, “The security is needed to 
prevent violence.
