The report was so earthy and
explicit that the Government
Printing Office refused to print
it because an obscene four-letter
word appears 82 times.

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Public Must Face

. Rank and file citizens of North Carolina should
follow the lead of state officials and begin to face
up to some of the hard decisions that will have to be
made next vear concerning spending and taxes.

As the new administration and new members
of the General Assembly move closer to the day
when the responsibility for North Carolina’s govern-
ment falls on their shoulders, they are coming to
grips with hard decisions that will have to be made.

¢ North Carolina has many needs that are un-
met. Demands for state expenditures during the
next two years will be far above that which can be
provided out of present revenues. The new admin-
istration and the next General Assembly will have
to decide at what point additions to the tax struc-
ture will have to be made in order to meet as many
needs as possible.

There has been talk of a tax on tobacco pro-
ducts to bring several million additional dollars into
state coffers. There has been talk of a crown tax
on soft drinks and increasing the tax on liquor in
North Carolina, It is almost certain that some provi-
gion will be made whereby local government may
add a special sales tax to boost their own revenues,
Many other straws are in the wind which could re-

Tax Decisions

sult in new sources of revenue or higher revenue
from the sources the state is already tapping with its
existing tax structure.

It will not be an easy matter for the new ad-
ministration or the new legislature to move headlong
to increase taxes in North Carolina. There is general-
ly a more conservative attitude in the state today
than has been the case in recent years. The public
is much more conscious of taxes and government
spending, although there is likewise growing con-
cern about the needs which are going unmet.

Sooner or later the administration, the legis-
lature and the people of the state are going to have
to face squarely the fact they can’t have %heir cake
and eat it too, If the state is going to meet those
most pressing needs which should be met during
the biennium, additional revenue must come from
some tax sources, If the tax structure is not altered.
North Carolina cannot hope to have sufficient re-
venue to meet all those needs it faces.

The people of the state and their officials
should begin now to give serious consideration to
the difficult choices that will have to be made in
the next six months. Fundamently, the alternatives
will be higher taxes, or letting urgent needs go un-
met for additional years.

Rapidly Naming Classic’s First Year

State's [eaders Teo Determine Future

RALEIGH — No sooner had
the prediction been made that
it would be someone eise,

Gov.-elect Bob Scott chose
Lauch Faircloth of Clinton as
his State Highway Commission
ehairman.

This further startled Raleigh
observers who already are
amazed at the rapidity with
which Scott is making top ap-
pointments. Yesterday it was
Roy Sowers of Sanford to be-
eome tld:: $21,000 a narddlrec-
tor of the Derlrtnmt Con-
servation Developmen L.
Today it is a $22,000 a year
appointment for Faircloth.

It is true that Faircloth has
qua'iications both of experi-
ence and political allegiance.
He served on the Highway
Commission during the San-
ford administration, 1961-1965.
And he was a pusher for bet-
ter highways in areas of the
state he felt had been neglect-
ed, such as his district in
Southeastern North Carolina.
He was quoted frequent!y
about his references to *“plank
roads” between Raleigh and
Clinton, and Fayetteville and
Wilmington.

Others Considered

Certain other staunch Scott
supporters were believed un-
der consideration — Carl Ren-
fro of Wilson and Cliff Ben-
son of Raleigh, also mem-
bers of Freviws Highway
Commissions. Renfro presen-
tly is a commissioner. Ben-
son served during the Sanfora
administration as did Fair-
eloth.

Reasons behind Faircloth’s
selection and the early an-

nouncement are not clear.
Faircloth, 40, will be among

P
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the youngest Highway Com-
mission chairman ever  ap-
pointed. He was only 20 years
old when the governor-elect's
father, Kerr Scott, ran for go-
vernor but he campaigned vi-
gorously on his behalf. Fair-
cloth also was a strong sup-
of former Gov. Terry
and was rewarded
with a Highway Commission
post. A bypass on U. S. 421
was built around Clinton and
there were other improve-
ments in his district. This
year, Faircloth became a lea-
ding Scott campaigner.

Adding to the surprise
about Scott’s early appoint-
ment of Faircloth was state-
ment by the present Highway
Chairman, Joseph M. Hunt
Jr., that he did not intend to
submit an early resignaiion.
Hunt’s term lasts until next
June, However, the fact is
that both chairman and com-
missioners really zerve at the
pleasure of the governor The
new governor, Scott, takes of-
fice January 3 and apparent-
ly, like his father did, is
ready to make a clean sweep.

Sowers Appointment

The word “‘contemporary”
means ‘“‘existing at the same
period of time.” It is a word
we hear mentioned a great
deal in these days and cer-
tainly the characteristic thing
about our contemporary life
is its jumbled and badly mix-
ed-up state.

In the most sophisticated
and well - educated period in
world history we have been
killing more people in war
than during the entire length
of world history. Our educa-

tional system is superb, yet"

we find students rushing into
the office of college presid-
ents pounding the desk and
making demands. There has
never been a time when pub-
lic figures were more anxious
to be considered on the side
of religion than right now, yet
we are experiencing a mor-
al let - down that is shock-

ing.
Let us face these facts ra-
ther than try to find a reason
for them. If we spend our
time trying to figure out the
whys and wherefores, we
may end up even more con-
fused of mind than we are
now. Many factors of modern
life simply don't make sense.

Probably the best way to
approach this problem is to
face it, ponder its  signific-
ance, and then try to see if
we are a part of some factor
which may make a helpful
contribution to peace and
concord. As citizens, we are
all interested in education.
As patriots, we are all inter-
ested in the security of our
native land. As Christians, we
are certain that the prinaip-
les of Christ must eventually
prevail.

On the surface, the ireaty
has much appeal. After all,
its lofty motive is to deter
the proliferation of the most
awful weapons of destruction
ever devised.

The quick and easy answer
is that no rational man could
oppose such an aim. But we
ought to go beyond the quick
and easy answer in consider-
ing a treaty that wouald be-
come of the supreme
law of the land. With defer-

ence to the dedicated and
well - meaning advocates of
this solemn compact, it has
to be said that the treaty is
at best a popover freaty —
crisp and brown and buttery
on the outside, but mostly hot
air within.

That is to say that in the
best possible light, ratifica-

tion of the treaty would be a-

gesture, a gesture of hope,
humanitarianism, good will
This is not to discount the im-
portance of gestures in the
execution of foreign policy.
Indeed, an arguable case can
be made that the very es-
sence of diplomacy is  the
timely gesture — the cup of
tea, the friendly loan, the
show of force, the order that
brings the ambassador home.

The socialist politics Upton
Sinclair believed in — the
takeover of big business by
the government — was rejec-
ted by America.

The bitterness of those they
attack hangs in the air
through their lifetime.

Yet in what they accom-
plish is their reward. And
Upton S8inclair merited a
large share of the credit for
the social reform through the
first six decades of the 20th
century.

In this narrow and prag-
matic view, the terms of the
treaty are not so important.

WASHINGTON — Chicago
banker David Kennedy, a po-
litically inactive Republican

ly concerned with provi-
ding private capital for re-
building the Negro ghettoes,
has moved past better known
names to the top of the list
of possibilities for Secretary
of the Treasury.

Although no firm decision
has been made at President-
elect Nixon's headquarters in
Manhattan’s Hotel  Pierre,
Kennedy is today the strong-
est possibility for what may
be the most critical post In
the Nixon Cabinet. = What's
more, he has quiet but influ-
ential support from Capitol
Hill and the financial com-
munity.

Kennedy, 63, chief execut-
tve officer of Chicago’s Con-
tinental  Illinois  National
Bank since 1959, is consider-
ed a moderate with special in-
terest in low - cost housing
and black capitalism. Al-
though his overall econ o m ic
views are not clearly enuciat-
ed, he is by no means one of
the banking community’s rig-
id budget balancers and is
even a liberal by bankers’
standards.

Thus, the mere fact that
Kennedy has entered the fin-
al days of Nixon’'s Cabinet
considerations may pose deep
disappointment for Republi-
can Bourbons who had been
hoping for the return of a
latter - day Mellon to the
Treasury even at the price of
recession and unemployment.

On Monday, for instance, a
leading right - wing Republi-
can, Rep. John Ashbrook of
Ohio, chairman of the Ameri-
can conservative union, sug-
gested Nixon choose from two
men for the Treasury post:
George Champion, just re-
tired as head of the Chase
Manhattan Bank, or financ-
ier Maurice Stans, President
Eisenhower’s last budget dir-
ector and most tenacious bud-
get balancer. Both practice
super - orthodox Republican
economics.

In fact, however, neither
Champion nor Stans has ever
had much chance for the
Treasury spot (though Stans’
Herculean campaign fund-
raising efforts for Nixon al-
most surely will win him
some Cabinet post). Nor is
Peter Flanigan, New York
businessman and veteran Nix-
on political lieutenart, likely
to realize his ambition of be-
coming Secretary of the Trea-
sury though he may end up
as Under Secretary.

Rather, Nixon talent scouts
have been looking for a pres-
tige appointment who is liber-
al enough to satisfy propon-
ents of the New Economics
and conservative enough to
reassure Wall Street — a de-
scription perfectly filled by
New York banker David
Rockefeller. But because of
indications that Rockefeller
may not want to leave Chase
Manhattan now that he has
succeeded Champion as top
man there, Nixon is looking
elsewhere. Accordingly, Dav-
id Kennedy has come into the
picture.

Although Federal bureau-
crats first regarded him with
suspicion, they came to res-
pect Kennedy’s leadership.
Specifically, he was able to
win approval of the commis-
sion report by commission
members ranging from Rep.
Frank Bow of Ohio on the
right to then Budget Director
Charles Schultze on the left.

The United States will be
blamed for the financial mess
in Europe which still threa-

The U. S. Congress cut for-
eign aid to the lowest sum
since the war. The four coun-
tries in the financial soup do
not receive foreign aid, of
course, but industries in
those countries  indirectly
benefit from U. 8. gifts to cth-
er nations.

The U. S. balance of trade,
for the first time in many
quarters, has turped. In re-
cent months, our intake of

foreign money for goods, ser-
vices and capital mvestment
has been greater than our
outgo.

While these two factors
alone did not cause the wea-
kness of foreign currenc i es,
they will doubtless be blam-
ed z foreign economists and
politicians as a means of es-
caping their own condemna-
tion.

“The. trading nations oi the
world who have learned to
live off the U. S. balance of
payments deficit may soon
discover that there is no such
thing as free lunch,” Walter
B. Wriston, president of the
First National City Bank told
a National Foreign Trade
Council dinner.

Addressing the adminis-
trators were superintendents
Roy Lowry of Northhampton
County, George Willard of Wil-
son, Jasper Lewis of Beaufort
County, John Dupree of Bertie
County and George Williams of
Brunswick County.

Dr. Ralph Brimley of the E-
CU education faculty was chiar-
man of the seminar, one of a
series conducted for educators
in the state by the university.

The best tobaceo is produced
W (when careful attention is given
i |{to the plant nutrient require-
ments. The rate of fertilization
has a definite relation to yield, |
quality, and profit of u tobacco
crop. Heavy applications o fer-|
tilizer will not necessarilv im-
prove the yield and often lowers
the quality of cured tohacco.|
However, rates that are too low
are sure to lower both yield and
quality.
