Allsbrook got his bid in ear-

tiring Sen. Thomas J. White
of Lenoir and according to the

established rules his request
was granted by Secretary of
$tate Thad Eure. Eure, by
authority of a legislative re-
solution, has bheen overseer
of Assembly seating arrange-
ments for more than 30 years.

Seat No. 2 on the Senate
side also will have a new oc-
cupant. This was the seat of
Atty. Gen.-elect Robert Mor-
gean and it will be ‘occup-
ied this time by Sen. Frank
Penn of Rockingham County.

Also on the front row in the
upper chamber will be Sen.
Martha Evans of Mecklen-
burg, retaining her desk, seat-
ed beside Sen. Jack White of
Cleveland County. Sen. Claude
Currie of Durham, senior
member of the upper chamber
in point of service, retains his
front row seat but he will be
joined by a newcomer, Sen
Edgar J. (Red) Gurganus of
Martin.

Other Seating

Two other front row seals
in the Senate will be occupied
by Sen. John Henley of Cum-
berland and the president pro
tem-elect, Sen.

¢hy, also of Cumberland.

Behind McGeachy will be
seated another power in the
Senate, Ralph Scott of Ala-
mance, uncle of the governor-
elect.

Maurice Stans

Narrow Squeak

WASHINGTON — Behind
President - elect Nixon's ap-
pointment of Maurice Stans,
prominent New York invest-
ment banker and star politi-
cal fund-raiser, as Secretary
of Commerce is a poignant
human drama that almost had
a bitter final act for Stans.

No one served Mr. Nixon
with greater loyalty than
Stans over the years. He was
chief fund-raiser for Nixon's
run for Governor, helped
finance Nixon's 1966 travels,
and was in charge of Nixon's
monumental funding opera-
tion during all of 1967 and
1968.

He did a phenomenal job.
As Budget Director in Presi-
dent Eisenhower's administra-
tion, Stans had wide financial
and political connections.
Stans knew where the money
sources were and he raised
more than $20 million for the
Nixon campaign. He was en-
titled to a Cabinet post, Ni-
xon insiders agreed. Stans
wanted to be Secretary of the
Treasury but would be con-
tent with Secretary of Com-
merce.

But when the financial re-
ports of several major Nixon
fund-raising committees were
filed after the legal deadline
just before the election. Mr.
Nixon was furious. Newspa-
per exposes on the tardy fil-
ings, and hints that the Jus-
tice Department would take a
close look at the whole Nix-
on fund-raising operation as a
result, made Mr. Nixon look
bad. The candidate who
preached law-and-order was in
the position of flouting the
law.

His reaction was anger to
the point of denying Stans the
Commerce Department job.
Thus, ten days ago, John Mar-

shall Briley, vice president of
Owens — Corning Fiber Glass
was all but offered the job.
The approach to Briley went
so far that Briley was in-
structed to *“‘clear his skirts’’
—that is, see if there were
any objections—with ranking
Republicans on the Senate
Commerce Committee. He did
so, and there were no objec-
tions at all.

At the eleventh hour, how-
ever, Nixon advisors prevail-
ed on the President - elect.
They convinced him Stans
was not responsible for the fi-
nancial report fiasco. Mr. Ni-
xon had a change of heart
and returned to his first
choice: Maurice Stans (but
then forgot to mention him
by name at the televised Ca-
binet unveiling ceremony Wed-
nesday night).

A footnote: Briley, who was
Republican nominee for the
Senate against Sen. Frank
Lausche of Ohio in 1962,
would have been conspicuous
as the Nixon Cabinet's only
Harvard man.

Agnew Explores Capitol

A Capitol Hill policeman on
night duty in the Senate wing
of the Capitol flatly refused
to unlock the door to Vice
President Humphrey's cere-
monial office off the Senate
tloor Dec. 2 despite the insis-
tent demand of the man who
will occupy it beginning Jan.
20: Spiro T. Agnew.

Accompanied by his Secret
Service detail, Agnew arriv-
ed unannounced in the Senate
wing around 10 p.m. He want-
ed to ‘“‘inspect” his new quar-
ters, the Vice President-elect
said.

The guard was adamant.
He told Agnew the office be-
longed to Humphrey and that
he had no authority to open it
for anyone.

By placing huge radio tele-
on the moon, man could

peer deep into space, seeking
clues to the origin of the uni-
verse. Much of the telltale light
and radio waves emanating

bodies is blocked from reaching
earth by the thick blanket of the
earth’s atmosphere.

Nevertheless, in recent years
the radio whisperings of the uni-
verse have hinted at awesome
things of violent events takin
place within the Milky Way an
other galaxies, and of the mam-
moth quasars, mysterious celes-
tial objects emitting such vast
amounts of energy in radio and
light waves that they can be ob-
served out to the fringes of the
universe.

The moon could become the
home of specialized industries.
For, as knowledge of chemistry,
metallurgy and electronics be-
comes more advanced, it is like-
ly that many industrial process-
es might emerge that must be
carried out in a pure vacuum.
Among the possibilities are per-
fectly round ball bearings, pre-
cision optical lenses and super-
strong materials.

Even if the moon is much like
the earth in composition as has
been conjectured, it may con-
tain a wealth of different mate-
rials that could be used in mani-
facturing.

Because the moon has no at-
mosphere, its surface materials
have not been oxidied like

thesized into proteins, carbohy-
drates and fats for food.

To determine if life ever exist-
ed on the moon, it is hoped that
astronauts can visit permanent-
ly shaded areas near the polar
regions. Here, micro-organism
fossils or microbial forms might
have been protected through the
centuries from the heat and ra-
diation.

Benefits already are coming
from communications, weather
and navigation satellites.

Satellites operated by the 3-
nation International Telecom-
munications Satellite Corp. have
added tremendously to world-
wide fraffic capacity, reduced
rates considerably and made
possible the televising of events
from distant lands.

The American Institute of‘

Aeronautics and Astronautics
estimates the business of satel-
lite communications will be
grossing $200 million by 1975.

Weather satellites have alert-
ed the world to hurricanes and
other major storm systems.
Within a few years, it is expect-
ed more sophisticated payloads
will save at least $2.5 billion a
year in crop losses alone in the
United States.

Ships from many nations
guide themselves accurately by
American navigation satellites.
Before long, advanced versions
will help control air traffic.
