Next Year, Holiday Mail 
Problems To Be E

Christmas mail next y e a r  

may top (as it is expected to 
do) the 2,284,000 pieces haqd- 
led by the Greenville P o s t  
Office since the first of Dec­
ember this season, but Post­
master Joe Dudley expec t s 
next year’s Cliristmas to be 
easier to handle.

The city’s new post office 
on Second Street should be 
completed before a n o t h e r  
Christmas season arfiv e s, 
and the added space, accord- 
,ing to Dudley, will ease t h e  
congested conditions w h i c h  
have confrwited postal woi^- 
ers this season.

Praising postal patrons for 
thir cooperation in mailing 
early and using the Zone Im­
provement Plan (ZIP) codes, 
Dudley said, without this co­
operation delivery of Christ­
mas mail would have b e e n  
more difficult. Workers hand­
led 1.25 million pieces of mail 
in the past weeit alone, t h e  
postmaster noted.

The biggest single problem 
postal employees faced t h i s  
year, Dudley explained, was 
the lack of space in the pre­
sent downtown post office. He- 
termed the condition ‘‘bor­

er.

But what batik makers do 
worry about is the avallabllite 
and p r ic a  of the raw materials 
they use to make the gai^ 
colored sarongs of Indonesia’s 
equatorial islands.

Indonesia’s batik Industry 
must Import cambric, a finely 
woven cotton fabric, and dyes 
irom abroad. But foreign 
exchange is short in Indonesia, 
and this pinches the industry.

Batik makers currently are 
using about 3 million yards of 
cambrics every month to make 
800,000 pieces of stamped batik 
and 400,000 pieces of the more 
costly hand-drawn batik.

Only about 2 to 8 per cent of 
Indonesia’s batik is exported for 
sale In foreign countria.

Hand drawn batik sells for as 
much as $80 for one piece, 
enough for one dress. Stamped 
batik may be priced for less 
than $1 per piece.

In m aking hand drawn batik, 
the artisan draws the pattern on 
cloth with molten wax poured 
through a funnel with a thin 
spout, called a tjanting.

To produce additional colors, 
the process is repeated with 
other d y a .

Wax batik, the oldest style, 
dates baclE to the 4th or 5th 
centuries, whan it was made

There can be a certain ele­
gance in just one simple candle, 
ff you can’t afford anything 
more, place a number of these 
lone tapers around your house 
in interesting holders

What is more CSiristmi^ 
than candles combined with 
greens? Real pine cm* fir are 
best, but if you can’t ,get real 
greens, artificial ones wUl do.

Take a flat bowl and make a 
wreath of greens around its rim. 
Put a chunky 6-inch candle in 
the center of it. This is a look 
that is hard to beat unless you 
crown it with a tall—13 or more 
inches—hurricane shade. Put 
the greens around the shade 
which is placed on or over the 
plate.

A long platter, may become a 
base for two or more candles in 
different heights combined with 
evergreens, pine ccmes and 
small Christmas ornaments.

their words. Katzenbach’s 
Non - Group was quickly for­
med among non - Cabinet offi* 
dala (althmigb Secretary of 
Defense Robwt S. McNamara 
dropped in occasionally).

Regular participants in­
clude Katxenbach; Paul Nitze, 
Deputy Secretary of Defense; 
Geo. Earle (Buz) W heeler, 
Chairman of toe Joint Chiefs 
of Staff; Richard Helms, Cen­
tral Intelligence A g e n c y  
director; Walt Rostow of the 
White House staff; W illiam  
Bundy, Assistant Secretary 
of State; and Paul Wamke, 
Assistant Secretary of De­
fense.

Other Non - Group partici­
pants, while they were in 
Washington, were Averell 
Harriman. Cyrus Vance, and 
Philip Habib, the U. S. nego­
tiating team* in Paris, a n d  
Robert Komer, White House 
specialist on Vietnam who is 
now Ambassador to Turkey.

Operating under blood oath 
never to reveal a word U what 
was said, the participants 
have brainstormed in uniitoi' 
bited fariüon witii neither 
tbeir department bosses nor 
Mr. Big himself present 
Fresh ideas, often submerged 
at the Tuesday lunch, w e r a  
uncovered.

Other Editors Say
Again A Leaky Roof

(CSiristian Science Monitor)
It might seem hardly ne­

cessary to remind Americans 
again to get on with the Nisi- 
ness of Electoral College re­
form. But it is necessary. Oth­
erwise, before some constitu­
tional amendment is adopted, 
apathy will have set in. And 
when 1972 rolls around, the 
same scary constitutional cri­
sis may again tiireaten toe 
nation.

It takes a lot of time to put 
through an amendment to toe 
Comtitution. Congress must
ap{n*ove the amendment
a two-thirds vote in e a c  
House. Three-quarters of the 
states must ratify it. This can 
take months or years. There 
is no time to waste.

Sen. Birch Bayh of Indiana, 
whose Bi^ommittee on con­
stitutional amendments h e ld  
extensive hearings in 1966-67, 
has promised new hearings 
“late in January.” In the 
House of Representatives, Ju­
diciary Committee chairman 
Emanuel Celler of New York 
has pMged hearings “early 
to tbs session.” So there is 
reasonable assurance that 
Congress and public will be 
able to familiarize themselves 
with the various proposals 
and revolutions for refwrning 
the antiquated system by 
which the United States choo­
ses its president.

Advocates for the direct 
election of toe presld«it by 
p(^Miiar vote — which means 
abolishing tha Electoral Col­
lege and its method <rf tally­
ing tha results — appear to

have tha largest utoport at 
toa moment. A recent Gallup 
PoU showed that 81 percent of 
those questioned favored the 
direct^lection method. A Har­
ris survey put this at 79 per­
cent. In 1966, diract election 
by popular vote was endorsed 
i¿r the Chamber of Commerce 
ot toe United States and the 
American Bar Assodation.

Another (proposal calls for 
allocating the efechxal votes 
in prop<Mti«i to the popular 
vote received by each candi­
date in each state. Und»* 
still another ¡H*oposal, elector­
al votes would be allocated 
(Ml a onc-vote-to-each- con­
gressional district basis, plus 
throwing in two extra votes to 
the statewide winner. There 
are still other plans.

Under the direct vote pro­
posal, Mr. Nixon would have 
won in November by a bare 
0.5 percent. It would have 
been a close but visible win. 
Senator Bayh stipulates in his 
proposal that the nationwide 
ticket should receive at least 
40 percent <rf the popular vote, 
or face a run-off requirement

What is needed is a simple, 
easily uiKÍcrstood amendment 
to the Constitution. The rise 
of third-party movements in 
recent years has made the 
Electoral College method in­
creasingly risky — with its 
requirement that somebody 
get 270 electoral votes or the 
elections is dumped into the 
House of Representatives. The 
time for action is now, and 
now, and now, until the leaky 
roof is really repaired.

tle change in sales patterns 
this year compared to previ­
ous years. Romance is still a 
factor to be reckoned with, 
as evidmiced by the custom- 
mary increase in sales of «i- 
gagement rings this time of 
year. Placesettings of silver­
ware and china follow the 
uaual pattern of good sales 
at gifts to newly mid not-so* 
newly weds. One jewelry firm 
did a booming business in mo- 
nogrammed belt buckles. Cuff 
links are holdii^ their own.

Department stores and five- 
and-tena show doll sales high, 
but with less emphasis on me­
chanical walking talking dolls 
than in the past couple of 
years. However, novelty dolls 
sold well.

Another of the few surpri­
ses was the large sale of toy 
guns and pistols reported 
one store, n spite of the 
“no-gun” sale advertising (A 
one or two major merchan­
dising corporations.

Flower Sales High
Flowers sold well this 

Christmas. The trend for plas­
tic flowers continues to grow 
year by year. One flMlst, 
operating in Greenville for a 
number of years, reports plas­
tic sells two to one over live 
flowers. Poinsettas led the 
popularity parade, but youn­
ger customers prefer roses. 
Corsages, which seemed to 
have reached a low-point n 
sales a couple of years ago 
gained ground. There was a 
tremendous jump in ccunmen- 
orative baskets and wreaths 
sold to decorate grave sites 
for the C2iristmas holidays.

Food stores, as usual, sold 
vast amounts of fruits, nuts, 
candies and other staple Chirs- 
tmas foods, including turkey. 
One large store noted a big 
increase in the number of 
country-cured hams sold, as 
opposed to medium sales vo­
lumes in recent years.

In one chain store which 
usually sells enormous quan­
tities (tf ready-made fruit cake, 
the manager noted it seems to 
be the year of the home-macto 
fruit cake, as his sale of ready­
made fruit cakes dropped.

A newly established do-it- 
yourself firm plans to in­
crease their hobby-stock next 
year, based on many requests 
for nobby items which they 
were not able to supply. The 
same firm had a very large 
sale of decoupague h o b b y  
items.

Two or three stores report­
ed an upsurge in the sale of 
Christmas decorations, w i t h  
the exception of metal Christ­
mas trees. Indications are 
this year saw a return in the 
live tree as a favorite for the 
(^ristm as tree in the home.

One musto store proprietor 
noted that the great rush for 
guitars experienced in past 
years had leveled off, and now 
there was an increase in de­
mands for ukeleles. Sheet mu­
sic sales were normal, as were 
record sales. It was noted that 
no one record or album, or 
any particular star or per­
forming group had a run-away 
success as had been the case 
in some recent years.

A large chain department 
stisre a t Pitt Plaza rep<M*ted 
that although no new item had 
gained the limelight, gener­
al sales were excellent and 
that all items in all categor­
ies moved well. The manager 
of this firm stated that a re­
cord year had been anticipa­
ted and planned for, and tla t 
sales matched expectations.

Art items sold well t h i s  

Christmas . .The things which 
gained widest acceptance were 
tiiose appealing to younger 
customers, according to tha 
manager of one art store. One 
item which was in demand 
but was not available to cus­
tomers was original seascapes.

Delicatassens and bakeries 
were faced with their uaual 
rush of requests for spe c i a 1 
Christmas items — cheese as­
sortment in gift packages 
and wines, Christmas cookies, 
cakes for special occasions, 
and orders for Christmas par­
ties.

Instead, there 
was a healthy level of demand 
for traditional and basic Items 
which iHTovide the merchants 
with year in and year out 
good Christmas season sales.

Once more, customers in 
Greenville justified the opti­
mism of managers and buy­
ers by purchasing record 
amounts good quality mer­
chandise.

Arguments for religious deco­
ration on public property often 
come from well-meaning Chris­
tians who view the holiday as 
part of the American culture.

Church Council Approves

“If you eliminate government 
from participating,” ^ald Dr. 
Dan M. Potter of the New York 
City Protestant Council, “you 
are discriminating against that 
segment of society. It really 
is almost a cultural pattern.”

The Christmas stamp issued 
by the U.S. Post ,Offict also 
has become an issue entangled 
in the church-sta*e argument.

The gravity with which the 
ACLU and the Jewish Congress 
view the Cris*mas stamp be­
came clear when they requested 
an off-the-record meeting with 
the Postmaster General after 
Hans Memling’j “Madonna and 
Child” appeared on the Christ­
mas stamp in 1966 and 1967.

It is difflcult to say what 
effect that meeting has had on 
the Post Office department, but 
the 1968 stamp does not inplude 
a Madonna. It shows Jan van 
Eyck’s famous painting, The 
Annunciation, with only the an­
gel Gabriel.

He recommends that the wire 
of the electric light strands be 
the same color as the tree.

Lights go on the tree first, 
then long strands such as tinsel, 
bead chains, popcorn or cran­
berry strings. Then come the 
ornaments, and finally the ici­
cles, one by one.
