According to the legend, one
pirate captain alone, Stede
Bonnet, buried a hoard of
three million Spanish doub-
loons and pieces of eight
(gold and silver) under the
moss-hung live oaks of this
easily identifiable because of
the features which gave it the
name Bald Head, and its loca-
tion at the mouth of the river.
Apparently it was a fearsome
place and thus the river got
its name. - ‘

And also, perhaps the most
famous pirate of them all,
Captain Kidd, is supposed to
have deposited a large trea-
sure either on Bald Head
(Smith) Island, or on nearby
Money Island.

Claims — Presumably no
one knows whether these old
legends are true, nor where
the treasures taken from Spa-
nish galleons might lie,

But there is some basis.
Relies of adventurers, certain-
ly sailors and probably pi-
rates, are found frequently in
the area and along the Cape
F€ar River itself.

In 1938, a chest filled with
coings — undoubtedly pirate
treasure — was found on Oak

Have Treasure

Island which is the outermost
of the Smith Island complex.

Whatever treasure might be
found, if ever, could and pro-
bably would be subject to
claims by the state. There
are state laws on the subject
of artifacts, treasure and re-
trieval from submerged ves-
sels.

Question — The talk of hid-
den ftreasure and possible
riches to be found on Bald
Head Island is almost entire-
ly speculation and conversa-
tion. The real treasure on Bald
Head probably will be derived
either by development of the
subtropical isle as a tourist
resort and coastal showplace
or by preserving its 9,000
acres of marsh as habitat for
the state’s finfish and shell-
fish industry, whether com-
mercial or sports. _

It is a question which has
not been resolved. In either
case, the .eventual monetary
and economic result would
far outweigh that of finding
chests full of Spanish gold and
silver and sparkling gems.

Travel — Is it true that
North Carolina had more tour-
ists lost year than Florida?
According to a recent travel
study reported by the Travel
and Promotion Division it did.

Accordinig to the report,
North Carolina had more visi-
tors than any other Southern
state except Virginia.

It indicated that approxi-
mately 36 million visitors—
seven times the population of
the state—came through North
Carolina last year, and spent
an estimated $696 million.

The survey which was con-
ducted by a national maga-
zine (McCall's) indicated that
the typical traveler spent
eight nights on the road, tra-
veled by automobile and stay-
ed at motels, with a total va-
cation cost averaging $345. It
said the South is the most
fraveled area in the nation
and had 242,800,000 visitors
last year. Most- Southerners,
the survey said, restrict their
traveling to within their own,

Nixon’s highly critical answer
at Friday's press conference
when asked about Kevin Phil-
lip's “The Emerging Republi-
can Majority’" was no snap re-
sponse but had been carefully
prepared in advance as part

effort \to disavow the book
and muzzle the author.

A few days before the Presi-
dent’s public rejection of the
lily-white strategy implicit in
the book, the muzzle was ap-
plied. It was made clear from
on high in the Administration
that Phillips, a 29-year - old
gpecial assistant to Atty, Gen.
John N. Mitchell with the
rank of special assistant,
ought to curtail his public ap-
pearances. As a result, he
quietly bowed out of a sche-
duled debate on NBC's Today
show last Wednesday morn-

Yet, all this scarcely con-
stitutes the outright repudia-
tion of Phillips and his book
that it would seem. In fact,
Phillips’s formula of writing
off Negroes, Jews, establish-
ment liberals, and the entire
Northeast and concentrating
instead on the South, West, and
Midwest was, in essence, the
1968 Nixon strategy of cam-
paign manager Mitchell.

What's more, Mitchell ' has
the same strategy on the draw-
ing boards for 1972. Adminis-
tration actions directly influ-
enced by Mitchell—slowing
down Southern school desegre-
gation, watering down the
Voting Rights Act, nominating
South Carolina’s Judge Cle-
ment Haynsworth to the Su-
preme Court—all conform to
Phillip’s grand design of win-
ning over enough of George
Wallace'’s 1968 vote to form a
national Republican majority.

What has riled up the White
Phillips
wrote but the fact that he
wrote it. In candidly exploring
matters so sensitive as ethnie

" and racial voting, Phillips has

said the unsayable. Moreover,
he has committed the cardinal

political error of publicly writ-
ing off racial, ethnic, and re-
gional groups.

Phillips began higtily origin-
al research into New York
City ethnic and racial voting
patterns in 1965 as a Congres-
sional staffer. He had = ex-
panded this research nation
wide and had his book nearly
completed before joining the
Nixon campaign as Mitchell's
aide.

Overnight, he ‘became a na-
tional figure with the public
cation this summer of the
year’s most discussed, ~most
provocative political book.
Furious that a book by Mitch-
ell’s chief political aide had
permanently conceded such
major states as Michigan and
New York to the Democrats,
protests from industrial state
Republicans poured into the
White House and Republican
national headquarters.

Furthermore, the same re-
action was found among some

- Republican conservatives—in-

cluding South Carolinian Har-
ry Dent, protege of Sen, Strom
Thurmond and President Nix-
on’s political aide. Although
he closely collaborated with
Mitchell in devising the 1968
strategy, Dent regards the
Phillips book as a gift of po-
litical ammunition for the
Democrats.

Consequently, Dent let it be
known that he would welcome
a rebuttal of the book by one
of Mr. Nixon’s most liberal
young aides: Lee Huebner, an
urban affairs staffer and a
former member of the left-
wing Republican Ripon Socie-
ty. Accordingly, Huebner and
Phillips debated last month
