Gill Explained
Fiscal Policies

RALEIGH—Possibly in ord-
er to clear up some recent
confusion, State Treasurér Ed-
win Gill has issued his - pro-
mised position paper on North
Carolina’s fiscal situation:

But at the same time, Gill
again explained the practical
theory of maintaining revolv-
ing credit balance, or surplus,

- In order to assure a balanced

budget. The fact that the state
treasury usually has a sub-
stantial carry over at the end
of a fiscal biennium causes
controversy. This is especially

i true in a year such as this

i 1

when taxes are raised. Gill
also commented on taxes,

Surplus—Under the state’s
executive budget act, written
in the dark depression days of
the early 1930s, the legisla-
ture “must be sure to provide
enough funds to meet all ap-
propriations.” Deficit budget-
ing is forbidden.

Meanwhile, Gill points. out,
it is difficult to foretell just
how the tax structure will re-
act to economic conditions.

Under a “careful policy,”
Gill says, “it is interesting

«. that we have had a credit bal-
' ance, or surplus, in the Gen-

eral Fund every year” since
the depression years. Some
years this was modest and in
others it was substantial. He
reported “we have just re-
ceived a report that indicates
that the credit balance at the
end of the last biennium (end-
ed on June 30) was $153.3
million.”

Taxes—Treasurer Gill of-
fers an explanation. It has
been and is the practice of
the General Assembly to uti-
lize credit balances or surplus
to balance the budget for the
-coming biennium,

Much of this money goes in-
to,capital improvements which
otherwise would have had to
be delayed of financed with
borrowed money—these in-
clude dormitories, labortories,
facilities for the chronically ill
and mentally retarded.

On the subject of taxes, Gill
says, “‘I know of no one who
likes taxes and I know of no
tax that is really popular, but
when needs of the state grow
and it is officially estimated
that the yield of our existing
tax structure does not furnish
the additional funds needed,
then there are but two al-
ternatives—either the needs
must be denied or new taxes
must be levied, , . .”

This is a mandate in order
to achieve the balance neces-
sary “if our good credit is to
be sustained.”

In treasurer Gill's eyes, the
protection of a sound credit
rating is paramount. He adds:

“There is plenty of room for
argument as to what appro-

- priations are needed and as to

What taxes are best (but) fis-
cally s l;:eakmg, the achieving
of a balance budget tran-
scends in importance indivi-
and individual opinions as to
the purposes for which appro-
priations are made.”

Defense—Gill strongly de-
fends the tax levies of the
1969 General Assembly  as
“imperative,” although it was
the steepest tax increase since
1933. From a fiscal stand-
point, Gill says, “what the
General Assembly did is to be
commended.”

He emphasizers the
that appropriations for -
1969-71 biennium were  $700
million more than those for
the previous biennium. Appro-
priations actually made were
$546.5 million less than what
had been requested. For ev-
ery $5 requested, only $4 was
appropriated, even with tax
increases.

Nixons Timing
Hints Feelings

WASHINGTON—The reason
for deepening concern among
politicians and foreign diplo-
mats, including emissaries
from Communist countries,
over the effect of anti-war de-
monstrations on President Ni-
xon can be understood only

" against the backdrop of White

House actions just hefore the

- Oct, 15 Moratorium.

Contrary to published specu-
lation, the, ouster of draft di-
rector Lewis B. Hershey and
the announcement that Mr.
Nixon would make a Vietnam
speech on Nov. 3 were not in-
tended as concessions to soften
the will of Moratorium spon-
sors. White House planners
correctly judged the implaca-
ble mood of the Moratorium
as far beyond softening simply
by announcing the long - ex-
pected departure of the aging
and embattled Gen. Hershey.

The real reason for the
timing of those White House
announcements was that Mr.
Nixon did not want to: make
them after the Moratorium be-
cause he would then appear to
be buckling to pressure.

Thus, having decided not to
make a Vietnam talk to the
nation until well after the
Oct. 15 Moraforium — a de-
cision being widely criticized
here asg bad politics—Mr. Nix-
on felt compelled to announce
the Nov, 3 date of his speech
before the Moratorium took
place.

That decision broke modern.
precedent for the announce-
ment of a Presidential speech,
which never comes that far in
advance unless keyed to an
event already on the calendar.
But so concerned was the
President over even the sem-
blance of yielding to external
pressures that he dared not
wait until after Oct. 15 to
make his speech announce-
ment. -

It is precisely this impact of
the anti-war demonstrations
that is beginning to  worry
foreign diplomats ‘and a good
many U.S. politicians, who
want the war over. As one of
the top non-Soviet Communist
diplomats here ‘{old us pri-
vately, the higher the pres-

{ sure on Mr. Nixon from the

anti-war movement, the more
it may inversely affect his de-
cisions.

The reason this is regarded ‘

s the possible reaction of Mr.
Nixon to the anti-war demon-
strations Is his own statement
on Sept. 27 that “‘undér no
circumstances will I be af-
fected whatever” by the grow-
lng auti-wnr protests.

Then, on Oct. 13 in a letter
to a Georgetown University
sophomore, the President ex-
plained his much - ecriticized
Sept. 27 kiss - off of the Mora-
torium by saying that, “if a
President allowed his course
to be set by those who demon-
strate, he would betray the
trust of all the rest. . .To al-
low government policy to be
made in the streets would de-
stroy the democratic pro-
cess.”

What that implies, in the
view of those now worried ov-
er Presidential reaction to
mounting demonstrations, is
that Mr. Nixon will-avoid any
action that seems to take ac-
count of, much less to yield
to, “those who.demonstrate.”

The White House decision to
make premature announce-
ments of Gen. Hershey’s re-
tirement and the President’s
Nov. 3 speech both show how
far Mr. Nixon is wil]ing to go

to prove that he is not being

influenced by what happens on
the street.

By this reasoning, a Presi-
dential announcement schedul-
ed for Christmas that, say,
100,000 U.S. troops would be
withdrawn immediately from
Vietnam, might be adversely
influenced by street demon-
strations in mid - December,
as now planned by the anti-
‘war movement.

President Nixon might be
unwilling, in other words, to
make a major announcement
of troop withdrawals right

-.after massive demonstrations

Other Editors Say
Juvenile Laws Upheld

(Kinston Free Press)
Constitutionality of laws
dealing with juveniles has
been upheld by the State Su--
preme Court as it pertains to

non-jury hearings and suspend-

ed sentences. The appeal grew
out of suspended sentences
for 46 juveniles in the Hyde
County school boycott last
year. The youths were given
suspended sentences  after
being convicted of blocking a
highway. The local judge
placed the children on proba-
tion for a year, provided they
not violate any law and at-
tend school. The cases. in-
volved children “all under 16
and were consolidated for
purposes of appeal.

Judge Hallet Ward denied
the juveniles a jury trial and
barred the public from pro-
ceedings. He said their law-
yers failed to file affidavits
which would have made the
children eligible as paupers

. to appeal without posting bond.

The Supreme Court has em-
phasized in its findings that
there are many valid distinc-

tions between juveniles and
criminal frial proceedings.
It held Judge Ward erred in
only one respect—that he
placed the juveniles both un-
suspended sentences and pro-
bation, when one action would
have been proper. Instructions
were given to the Hyde Dis-
trict Court to delete the sus-
pended sentences from their
records.

"The important thing about
this case is its clear implica-

“tions that juvenile hearings

can be held without jury trials
and that the public may be
barred.

While it is obvious that
these requirements should not
be tampered with for ad-
ults who face trial, for ju-
veniles it does give time for
corrective procedures that
can -avert records which
could mar a youth for life.
It is good that the State
Court has acted in this mat-
ter and that the juvenile laws
have withstood the test of
constitutionality in every re-
spect.

LOS ANGELES (AP) — A lot
of Angelenos are convinced that
the best show in town is hanging
on the walls of the Los Angeles
County Museum of Art.

A collection of 68 paintings

* opened in a six-week exhibition
made possible by the artist's
name sake nephew, a sprightly
79-year-old Dutchman.

The full range of the Van
Gogh genius can be seen, in-
cluding peasant scenes like
“The Potato Eaters,” the idyllic
orchards of Arles, the anguished
self-portraits, and the swirly
masses of color that reflected
the madness before his suicide

When the 1969-70 school year begarr at Rose High
School, one good result of having a single high school
was the addition of 23 players, formerly members of
the Eppes High School Band.

This year, the musicians at Rose High are 92
strong, making it a truly large and varied band.

“Of this number, we have 72-players who are in
readiness to march at any time, jfcluding game appear:
ances,” said Jim Rodgers, diréctor of -the band. “The
other 20 members cannot always play, as they are
majorettes or members of the 'football squads.”

In a band this size,\there are inevitably, a number
of specialized groups who at times perform independ-
ently of the massed band,

“In addition fo the band as a ccmplete unit, we
hate separate groups organized : within -the band,”
Rodgers noted. “There's a brass ensemble, a stage band,
woodwind quintet, a clarinet quartet, and a flute quar-
tet.

"During the football season, the band appears at
games in full strength, There are many occasions when
some members make appearances as soloists and the
ensembles quite frequently play in public functions.”

Among the events at which sections or the fuil
band can be heard are parades in Greenville; in con-
junction with Christmas programs;. at special cere-

monies connected with civic clubs; and other special
occasions.

One of the next public performances scheduled for
the band is the dedication ceremony for the new post
office building.

All these are in addition to the regularly scheduled
concerts which are given during the year at the high
school.

Assisting Rodgers are two other teacher-musicians
Johnny Wooten and Tommy Smith, both Assistant Band
Directors. All three faculty members, plus a student
teacher, one for each quarter of the school year, work
with the Rose High School band and also at other
schools in the city which have band in their curriculum.
"It sometimes keeps us on the run,” Rodgers admits.

Normally, district level playing competitions are
held each year to determine the efficiency in band play-
ing by high school bands in eastern North Carolina.
"We've not had this competition for the past two years
in the Eastern District of North Carolina,” Rodgers re-
marked. “This was because there were not enough
available participants to make the event possible. How-
ever, we still hold the district meets for soloist and ene
se;nble performers. These are held each year in Greens
ville."”
