RALEIGH (AP) — Gov. Bob
Scott says he believes if the last
presidential election were held
all over again now, President

Nixon would carry North Caro-’

lina again.

But as far what will happen

in 1972, the governor said he
isn't making any predictions.
" Scott made these comments
in a statement issued by his of-
fice Tuesday after an Associat-
ed Press dispatch from Califor-
nia- Monday quoted the Demo-
cratic governor as predicting
Nixon would carry the state
again in 1972,

“I certainly did not predict
that Mr. Nixon would win in
1972, said Scott, who is on a
trip to California. **Anything
could happen between now and
the next presidential election. I
said that if the presidential elec-
tion were today that Mr. Nixon
would again carry the state.”

Scott also said in the state-
ment that the news dispatch had
incorrectly quoted him as say-
ing_the Democratic party in
North Carolina is in disarray

“The reason for the party be-
ing.in disarray at the national
level is because, at the moment
there is no strong national Dem-
ocratic leader speaking out

< and optimism is uureaﬂing as
we look toward this year's elec
tions. The reporter failed to
make that distinction.”

Néw Idea : Tean Bruéséls
Sprouts With Chestnuts

By CECILY BROWNSTONE

Associated Press Food Editor

Brussels sprouts and chest-
nuts are an interesting combina-
tion. Doused with butter, they
make a fine accompaniment to
roast beef.

To remove the shells from the
chestnuts, follow the directions
given with the recipe. If you
make a crisscross cut deep
enough to go through both outer
shell and inside brown skin,
both the outer and inner cover-
ings will come off easily. You'll
notice that our directions speci-
fy making the cut on the round-
ed side of the nut. There's no
mystique about this. The direc-
tion is given for two reasons.
It's easiest to gash the chestnuts
when they're lving on their flat
side. And second., when the
rounded sides are given criss-
cross cuts, they open in quar-
ters, like the petals of a flower

As to the brussels sprouts.
The most important thing we
can say is, watch the cooking
time. When overcooked, sprouts
have a tendency to taste bitter.

Drain
Turn sprouts into a serving dish
and sprinkle with chestnuts.
Serve at once.

COOKED CHESTNUTS
On the rounded side of each

chestnut, with a small sharp
paring knife, make a long criss-
cross cut deep enough to go
through outer covering and
brown skin underneath. Place,
cut side up, in a very shallow
baking pan. Bake in a preheated
500-degree oven until cuts in
shells are wide open—15 min-
utes. Coal slightly;- at once
remove shells and brown skins.
Turn chestnuts into a saycepan
and cover. with boiling water;
simmer untii tender, mealy and
a pinkish color' throughout—15
to 20 minutes. Drain. Don’t wor-
ry if the chestnuts break up—
they will taste just as good as- .

Mahon of Texas, chairman of
the House Appropriations
Committee, voted to override
the veto along with most
senior Democrats.

Shortly before the vote,
Harlow had a long but
fruitless discussion with
Mahon. The White House
argument: because the extra
school money originally was
voted on the floor against the
wishes of Mahon's com-,
mittee, support of that
decision now by Mahon would
be an open invitation for
continued floor fattening of
appropriations bills.

Although Judge G. Harrold
Carswell suffers from none of
the ethical liabilities that
eventually defeated Judge
Clement F. Haynsworth, pro-
civil rights lawyers and
judges — including Supreme
Court Justice Thurgood
Marshall —regard President
Nixon's second choice as
much worse than his first.

Marshall, the first Negro to
sit on the Supreme Court, is
particularly distraught in
conversations with friends.
He feels that Capswell's
record on the Federal bench
is markedly ‘more hostile to
civil rights than was Hayn-
sworth’s. With Carswell
certain to be confirmed by
the Senate, this confirms last
year’s private warning by
some Administration officials
to civil rights leaders: don’t
defeat Haynsworth because
the alternative won't be one
bit better.

A footnote : Both before and
after Haynsworth'’s rejection,
Atty. ‘Gen. John Mitchell
sought — and could not find —
a woman qualified for the
high court vacancy. Mr.
Nixon now may name some
women to lower Federal
courts in hopes that he can
elevate one to the Supreme
Court before he leaves the
White House.

" Not All Policemen Found ToBe Equal

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) — In

the beginning there was the
““thin gray line:"’

The men in that lme—13
Negroes—coined the term them-
selves. They felt they were
white men with black skins.

They reported to the Memphis
Police Department, Oct. 11,
1948, for two weeks' training.
The events of Little Rock, Bir-
mingham and Selma were still
far in the future:

The 13 knew one thing for cer-
tain: the police department did
not want them. They were being
“tried” due to pressure from
newspapers, and the precedent
set by 51 other Southern cities.

Six of the original 13 were ac-
cepted as patrolmen—the first
Negroes in the Memphis Police
Department since the yellow fe-
ver epidemics of the 1870s.

These early token Negro po-

licemen worked under stulti--

- fying conditions. One of the first

things they learned was bear up
under white officers’ insults.

They were warned not to ar-
rest a white man; not to get in
the way; not to “loiter”” around
the station; and to use their own
dime if they wanted to report
something to headquarters.

Times have changed. .There

_are now 83 Negroes among
Memphis' 1,062 policemen.
Black officers arrest white men.
Squad cars were integrated in
1964. And blacks stand, not sep-
arately but with whites, at roll
call.

Friction between black and
white officers is often overt
here, but unlike many cities ra-
cial slurs do not lead to fist
fights or drawn revolvers.

Newsmen often hear white of-
ficers insulting their black col-
leagues—sometimes to their
faca But the blacks expect

this, and try to ignore it. :

“It’'s my attitude that makes
me get along here,” said a
black officer. “I think I'm a
man and it makes a difference.
They treat me as one. Some of
them make remarks, but I don’t
pay any attention. I just walk
out when they say something
and I ignore them the rest of the
time,”

Said a white policeman:

“Sure some of the officers go
out of their way to insult, by
calling them ‘coons’ and ‘nig-
gers. But you’ve got to look at
it this way. There are a lot of
nice people on the force who

don’t. There are also a lot' of '

_rednecks.”

And another white officer,
who often refers to Negroes in a
derogatory manner, said of
his fellow black policemen:
“They’re different. They're
good, clean officers. They do a
good job. I don't classify them
with the others."”

While some prejudice exists
within the police department it-
self, it is much more wide-
spread against Negroes.on the
outside. And this prejudice is
displayed by both black and
white policemen.

The situation in Memphis is
not unique. A National -Crime
Commission study condycted in
1966 in Boston, Chicago and
Washington found that 79 per
cent of the white officers work-
ing in predominantly black pre-
cincts were prejudiced. Forty-

" To a large extent the black
and white officers have an equal
image in the black community.
Recently, a young black man
shouted at a black officer, ‘‘Hey
pig. Oink, oink!” Retorted the
policeman: “I may be a pig, but
I don't live in the ghetto.”

Of the 15 Negro policemen in-
terviewed, nearly all believe
that their race hinders their
chances for promotion.

“I'm the best officer in the
bureau and they know it,” said
a Negro detective. ‘“Maybe that
makes them mad. I don’t know.
I took the lieutenant test four

-years ago, and passed. I'm still

After three years on the force
another black officer says he
has no future.

But I don’t have a future
here and I know it.

‘“Every morning I ramember
I'm a Negro. I go to work and I
do my job. Sometimes I think
about not getting anywhere and
it affects my work.

The nation may know better
in a few weeks whether the 1,-
800-mile-an-hour, needle-nosed
plane is indeed a serious threat
to the environment. Sen. Ed-
mund S. Muskie, D-Maine, ten-
tatively has scheduled hearings
on the question before his Sen-
ate air and water pollution sub-
committee.

It is doubtful that Muskie or
other congressional critics can
stop the SST project on environ-
ment-protection grounds alone.

For the venture is riding the
political momentum of Presi-
dent Nixon's strong commit-
ment of $1.3 billion for prototype
development‘by 1973 and Con-
gress’ vote of $80 million in sup-
port this year:

Environmentalists indict the
SST on two counts: Noise, both
airport and sonic boom during
flight; and possible weather al-
terations from water vapor and
engine effluents dumped into
the inert upper atmosphere.

The Federal Aviation Admin-
istration and its allies in Con-
gress have long since dropped
as futile any defense of sonic

**A high concentration of very
small particles in the strato-
sphere might cause such a re-
duction -in ‘the incoming solar
radiation as to have a weather
modification effect on a global
scale,” says Schaefer. Solar ra-
diation heats the earth.

“If this were to happen a very
large capital investment could
be completely wasted since .
it would lead to a new ice age,”
he maintains.

Loan levels for oats and rye
also will be about the same.

The 1970 feed grain national
average loan levels have been
set as follows: corn, $1.08 for No
2 ($1.05 for average quality) per
bushel; grain sorghum, $1.61 per
hundredweight; barley, 83 cents
per bushel; oats, 63 cents per
bushel; rye, $1.02 per bushel

Price-support payment - rates
for program participants will be
exactly the same as in 1969: 30
cents per bushel for corn; 29.68
cents per bushel for grain
sorghum; 20 cents per bushel for
barley.

For producers of corn, grain
sorghum and barley, price-
support loans and payments are
contingent upon voluntary
participation in- the feed grain
program and compliance with
its provisions.

Complete details are available
at the county ASCS office, Evans
said. Program- sign-up will
continue through March 20.

Voice Criticism
Of Closed Books

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Cit-
ing the widespread habit of the
Roman Catholic church not to
make public its financial af-
fairs, the National Catholic
Conference for Interracial Jus-
tice says that only 2,000 of the
nation's 47.5 million Catholics
have anything to say about the
way the church uses its money,
and the poor are completely ex-
cluded from any voice in it

The Israelis said the Russians
now do most of the operational
planning for the Egyptians, as
well as manning certain of the
sophisticated equipment.

No Russians have flown com-
bat in the Suez Canal air bat-
tles, they said. But they indicat-
ed a belief that Russians are
present in surface-to-air missile
sites. This raised the possibility
some Soviet advisers could have
been Kkilled in Israeli strikes
against such sites.

The Israeli military sources
implied they are far from im-
pressed by the kind of tactics
taught hy the Russians to the
Egyptians.

In particular, the Israelis crit-
icized the way the Egyptians
dispose their armor in static,
three-line-deep defenses, inac-
cord with Soviet doctrine.
