Farmw‘"e Chief Of Police

I have enjoyed
the five and a half years I have
served in this capacity, but I feel
I can no longer be effective
here,”’ he said.

Morrison nor Mack Boney, the
two accused, were present last
night, some 11 witnesses were
interviewed by Mayor Will
Joyner and the Board of Com-
missioners.

Army announced tonight it is
stripping a brigadier general of
two honors, including the na-
tion’s third highest award for
valor, because they were based
on fabricated citations.

An announcement from Army
headquarters said, however,

general, Eugene P. Forrester,
was not aware of the fabrica-
tion.

It was the first known time in
Vietnam that the Army had re-
voked such awérds from a gen-
eral officer.

Forrester, 44, received the Sil-
ver Star, the nation’s third high-
est award for valor in combat,
and the Distinguished Flying
Cross on cot. 15, before leaving
his post as assistant command-
er of the U.S. 1st Air Cavalry
Division.

Some 7,000 Tar Heels At

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP)— Vice
President Spiro T. Agnew,
launching a final campaign push
in Dixie, says the so - called
Southern strategy means only
one thing—playing fair with the
South.

“That’s what it is, and that's
all it is,”” Agnew declared Mon-
day night in North Carolina’s
state capital.

And playing fair, Agnew told
some 7,000 cheering Republi-

“is exactly what we do."”

The vice president hammered
away at this theme in cam-
paign appearances Monday
here and in Greenville, S.C. He
pledged more Southern nomina-
tions to the Supreme Court,
firm opposition to school busing,
and administration support for
the legislative textile quotas so
favored by the region’s most
important industry.

Agnew goes to New York

Nobel Prize In

Physics

STOCKHOLM (AP) — The
1970 Nobel Prize in physics was
awarded jointly today to a
Frenchman and a Swede at the
University of California’s San
Diego branch. But the Swede’s
wife refused to wake him up to
tell him he was $40,000 richer.

“It's too early in the morn-
ing,” the wife of Prof. Hannes
Alfven told a newsman who tele-
phoned their home in La Jolla
at 3:35 a.m. PST. “It’s too early
—he’s still asleep.”

Mrs. Alfven hung up, then
took the phone off the hook.

Prof. Alfven shared the prize
with Louis Neel of Grenoble
University.

The last Nobel award of the
year, in chemistry, also was an-
nounced today and went to a na-
tive of Paris now living in Bue-
nos Aires, Argentina, Prof. Luis
F. Leloir, for his discovery of
sugar nucleotides and their role
in the biosynthesis of carbohy-
drates.

Jumbo Jet Passengers Slid Down Chutes

LONDON (AP) — The 89 pas-
sengers aboard a 747 just ar-
rived from Los Angeles slid
down escape chutes today when
the jumbo jet’s inner port en-
gine burst into flames.

“We looked out the window
and saw a giant flash and a
huge sheet of flames,” one pas-
senger aboard the Pan Ameri-
can World Airways plane said.

The passengers, some in
near-panic, took off shoes and
wrapped themselves in blankets

for the slide. Several suffered
minor cuts and bruises. Two
fainted.

Capt. Bob Marshall, the pilot,
said he planned to restart the
engine to snuff the fire but de-
cided to open the escape hatch-
es when some passengers grew
excited. '

“If the fire had occurred in
flight I could have put it out by
increasing the revolutions of the
engine,” he said. ;

The plane had been on the
ground about two minutes.

The Federal Aviation Admin-
istration in the United States
earlier this month praised the
747's safety record and said en-
gine overheating was not a
problem. That statement came
after the National Transporta-

tion Safety Board said 747 en-.

gine fires had been caused by
‘“near critical temperature con-

Agnew was campaigning in
South Carolina chiefly for the
Republican gubernatorial candi-
date, Rep.

Find People In America
For Over 50,000 Years

LOS ANGELES (AP) — A
noted scientist says new ar-

chaeological findings prove that
man migrated to North America

—probably from Asia—30,000-to
80,000 years earlier than pre-

viously supposed.

‘“Man has been in America for
more than 50,000 years,” Dr.
Louis S.B. Leakey told newsmen
Monday. “We are satisfied that

:we have uncovered a new chap-

ter in the history of man in

America.”

Leakey said small pieces of
stone unearthed eight months
ago in the Mojave Desert of
Southern California show that
man lived there at least 50,000
“and more probably 100,000
years ago.”

Leakey, one of the world's
best known experts on early
man, announced the findings at
the Leakey Archaeological
Foundation, tegether with scien-
tists who worked under his di-
rection.

Earlier calculations placed
man on the North American
continent no earlier than 20,000
years ago. The new findings, in

a gully near the desert town of
Calico, now present scientists
with a gap of "at least 30,000
years about. which they know
absolutely nothing, Leakey said.

The stones found at Calico un-
der 22 feet of topsoil apparently
formed a hearth about 16 inches
in diameter, he said. A col-
league, Ruth Simpson, reported
that magnetic tests showed the
rocks had been subjected to.in-
tense heat.

Near the hearth were chips of
stone that must have been used
for scraping, perhaps to skin an-
imals, Leakey said.

Leakey said carbon dating
and other tests place the age of
the stones at 50,000 to 120,000
years.

The nature of the soil prevent-
ed fossils or other signs of ani-
mal or plant life from being pre-
served, scientists said.

Asked Monday where the first
North Americans come from,
Leakey said, ‘“They must have
come from Asia. Your bisons,
your mountain sheep all arrived
here fully evolved and undoubt-
edly came from Asia. Man must
have followed them.”

If state government in North Carolina is ever to
‘reach the degree of efficiency most citizens and
officials would like to see, it is essential that
meaningful reorganization take place.

When voters of the state go to the polls on Nov. 3,
they have an opportunity to put the state on the road
toward better, more efficient and less expensive
state government by voting in favor of the con-
stitutional amendment for state government

Need A Sense
Of Belonging

By BRYAN HAISLIP

RALEIGH — School is a
place to find a sense of
belonging.

When it's there, students
and teachers can work
together at the business of
education. When it’s missing,
unrest and trouble comes to
the surface.

“'Going to a new school is a
ball game all its own," said
Gene Causby, associate
director of the human
relations division in the State
Department of Public In-
struction.

“Kids look for the things
which assure them it's their
school. If they find them, they
adjust and all goes well.

“They are unhappy when
they see things which remind
them it’s not really their
school at all.”

Things like student

government in which one
racial group has no chance
for represen -
tation...cheerleader squads
with all white (or black)
faces homecoming courts of
girls of only one race.

Symbeols of Belonging
Adults may think these

peripheral matters to the
school’s fundamental pur-
pose of education. To
students they are basic as
symbolic of the standing their
group has — or does not have
— in the total school com-
munity.

And it is to just such issues
that instances of overt
problems and disruptions
caused by racial integration
have been directly related.
What goes on in the
classroom is seldom the
major cause for complaint.

Thousands of North
Carolina students went to
new schools this fall. If not
actually new in location,
schools where they enrolled
were new in racial com-
position. For the first time,
approximately 95 per cent of
the state’s school units began
the year on an integrated
basis.

-Two months after, Causby
and co-workers in the human
relations division feel the
process has gone smoothly,
not without stress and strain,
but with a minimum of
dislocation.

“There have been overt
disruptions in 2 per cent of the
state’s school units,” Causby
said. “Idon’t suppose there is
any way to really check, but
wonder if there was not that
much difficulty of one kind
or another in 1948, too.”

Each incident involving
race, however minor, stands

out like a sore thumb, he
noted.

The point is not to play
down the seriousness of those
disruptions which have oc-
curred, but to acknowledge
the sincere efforts of
students, teachers and
parents in those communities
where they have not.

Making Plans Work

With integration a fact of
school life, emphasis for the
human relations division has
sifted from compliance to
implementation. Last year,
the staff concentrated on
assisting in the development
of plans to comply with in-
tegration requirements; this
year, they are involved in
helping schools make the
plans work.

Robert Strother, division
director, described it as a
matter of ‘‘working with
attitudes.” In simple terms,
he said, it means ‘‘30 students
and a teacher, each un-
derstanding the worth and
dignity of every person in the
class.”

Day-to-day for the staff, it
means meeting with groups
of students, parents and
school personnel to deal with
practical - aspects of in-
tegration.

Students are front and
center. ‘‘Students are
directly involved. They ought
to have in-put,” Causby said.

“It’s pretty fundamental
that if students accept the
method, they will acccept the
result. If they distrust the
method, they will reject the
result!’

Significantly, there is less
of a problem when the mix of
races is 50-50 or thereabouts.
“‘One man, one vote makes
sense in that setting,”” Causby
said.

‘““When one group is a
definite minority — and it
doesn’t matter whether it is
blacks or whites; the con-
cerns are -the same in either
case — the kids feel, ‘We
don’t have a chance to win,’

and there is potential
trouble.”
Students Hold the Key

Causby and others of the
staff let students work out
their own way to select class
officers, student government
representatives, cheer-
leaders, so that fair minority
representation is possible.

“We don't tell them how.
We tell them what others
have done, and let them come
up with their own plan. They

go about it with a real
seriousness and
sophistication.”

One approach copies the
federal system — an upper
body on a proportional basis
similar to the Senate (the
relative number of whites
and blacks corresponding to
school population), and a
lower body representational
as the House. Another
abolishes the homeroom as a
unit and requires candidates

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dissenting vote. That in itself indicates the urgency
for reorganization felt by members of the
legislature. It has the support of the leaders of both
the Democratic and Republican parties. The
proposal has been heartily endoresed by Gov. Scott
and by each of the three living former governors of

this state.

By adopting the amendment next week, voters
will be instructing the legislature to proceed with
reorganization of the state’s administrative
structure during the next five years. The amend-
ment will provide a framework with which the

- state government's administrative branch will be
reorganized into a maximum of 25 major depart-

ments.

As it is now, there are more than 300 separate
boards, agencies and commissions, each of which
reports directly to the governor. Administratively it
is impossible for the governor to keep track of so
many individual segments, much less have a finger
on their operations. The result is overlapping
responsibilities and activities, inadequate planning
and coordination within state government, and
inability to get maximum efficiency for each tax

dollar spent.

Without meaningful reorganization, the situation
will get worse rather than better in North Carolina.
New boards, agencies and commissions will spring
up each year, and the degree of efficiency in state
government will continue to drift downward.

State government reorganization is of utmost
importance to North Carolina, its people and its
future. A favorable vote on the reorganization
amendment next week will put North Carolina on
the road to better, more responsive and more
economical state government.

Goodell's Fall
Is Very Visible

WEST HARRISON, N.Y. —
The devastating decline of
Republican Sen. Charles E.
Goodell is starkly, almost
unbelievably visible in the
new political culture of lower
middle-income neigh-
borhoods like this one, where
both President Nixon and
liberal Republican Sen.
Jacob K. Javits won handily
in the 1968 election.
The harsh political punish-
ment now being visited on
Goodell by angry Republican

~ voters we surveyed here this

week is dramatized by this
statistic: out of 35
Republicans who voted for
Mr. Nixon in 1968, only one
today plans to cast a ballot
for Goodell,

Those 35 Nixon voters were
part of an overall sample of
59 voters in ‘this small
community just above New
York City. With the
professional help of polister
Oliver Quayle and his field
chief, Eleanor Seaman, we
uncovered not only the full
extent of Goodell’s downfall
but the precarious nature of
Rep. Richard Ottinger’s
uneasy lead in the zaniest—
and perhaps most im-
portant—Senate race in the
country.

Liberal Democrat Ottinger
gets 34 percent of the Senate
vote in our sample, Con-
servative party candidate
James Buckley 57 percent,
and Goodell 9 percent. Ot-
tinger’'s 34 percent is almost
exactly the vote cast here in
1968 for Hubert Humphrey,
who comfortably carried
New York state. Accordingly,
if Ottinger can hold his 34
percent of the vote in this
strongly Republican
territory, he too should carry
New York state on Nov. 3 in
what is becoming a two-man
race between him and
Buckley. Running as third
man out, far, far behind, is
Goodell.

But one highly revealing
fact in our voter sample
dramatically shows how
vulnerable Ottinger’s present
34 percent support here is. It
is the fact that fully two-
thirds of his West Harrison

strength now comes from
Republican voters who voted
for Mr. Nixon in 1968 (the
balance of his strength is 1968
Humphrey voters).

The root of this surprising
Republican support for the

liberal Ottinger is almost
surely anti-Goodellism—in
other words, regular

Republicans whom Goodell
has turned off with his own
espousal of liberal positions.
These Republicans, in short,
are now planning to vote for
Ottinger more out of spite for
Goodell than out of love for
Ottinger. They are, then, ripe
for plucking by the con-
servative Buckley, and
therein is found Ottinger's
Achilles heel.

Just how ripe for plucking
is clearly evident from the
correlation in our voting
sample between the ‘law and
order” issue and support for
Buckley, whose campaign is
almost wholly pitched to that
social issue, including por-
nography, bombings, cop
killings, and campus
disorders.

Thus, 61 percent of our
voters put “‘law and order’’ at
the top of the list of issues
they want their new Senator
to deal with. Two-thirds of
these law-and-order voters
are now planning to vote for
law-and-order candidate
Buckley. The remaining one-
third goes to Ottinger, despite
the fact that his identification
with the law-and-order issue
is scarcely noticeable.

Therefore, Ottinger is
extremely vulnerable to the
loss, first, of 1968 Nixon
voters who have already left
Goodell and, second, to the
voters who regard law and
order as the No. 1 issue.

But if he tries too hard to
consolidate his support with
these two groups, to prevent
their defection to Buckley, he
risks the wrath of his own
hard-core liberal supporters
and a consequent buildup for
Goodell.

Perishable

(Rocky Mount Telegram)
On the eve of the last presidential election in 1968, a fear grew
that a close contest could lead to a deadlock in the Electoral
College and a protracted delay in the selection of the next

President.

The fear proved groundless. As it had for 200 years, the
mechanism of the Electorial College worked smoothly, and
Richard Nixon assumed office on schedule.

However, this didn't prevent a movement from getting under
way in Congress to abandon the Electoral College in favor of
direct popular election of the President.

The so-called Bayh Amendment to establish the direct elec-
tion process passed easily enough in the House of Represen-
tatives while many people were still disturbed over what they
considered to be a ‘‘near fiasco.” Since then, as Time magazine
pointed out, ‘‘there have been some serious second thoughts”

;—about the merits of the Bayh Amendment.

Theoretically, direct election of a President would be a simple
process. But as Time points out, ‘‘opponents are arguing that it
might well be even more chaotic and dissatisfying than the

Electoral College system.”

" If there should be a deadlock among candidates in the direct
election of a President, theloser would be compelled to ask for a
nationwide recount of votes. And that could hold up the official

election outcome for weeks.

Time concludes, after a lengthy discussion of the direct
election proposal a President will not merely change how votes
are counted. There is a possibility, not yet fully appreciated,
that the entire political makeup of the country might be affected
in ways yet unanticipated and unexplored.”

That makes a great deal of sense. Debate over methods of
electing a President has shown one thing: representative
government and the freedom we enjoy under it is a highly

perishable commodity.

New York (AP) — What
causes sore muscles, head-
aches, a.deneral feeling of ma-
laise and a firm conviction that
things will be even worse tom-
morrow — symptoms that ap-
pear regularly every three
years?

It’s not some dread tropical
disease — it’s a paint job on an
apartment. And though it isn’t
an illness recognized by any
medical authority, the recovery
period is long and painful.

ATLANTA (AP) — Mu-
hammad Ali is back and ready
to meet champion Joe Frazier
in a fight that should be an ex-
plosive climax to what has been
several years of confusion,
frustration and doubt in box-
ing's heavyweight division.

“I'm ready to settle the
title,” Ali said Monday night
after disposing of tough Jerry
Quarry in three rounds in Ali's
first fight in 312 years,

“Quarry was much harder to
fight than Joe Frazier will be,”
said the man who rose to the
heavyweight championship as
Cassius Clay and then was
stripped of his title when he
was convicted of refusing in-
duction into the Army.

“We're ready to fight him as
soon as we can get rid of Fos-
ter and as soon as Clay can get
ready,” Frazier's manager,
Yank Durham said in East
Stroudsburg, Pa., where Fra-
zier is training for a title de-
fense against light heavyweight
king Bob Foster in Detroit Nov.
18.

Frazier did not see Ali's
triumphant return, which was
shown on closed circuit televi-
sion, but he didn't go to sleep
until he knew the result.

Foster, who has a thunderous
left hook could upset an Ali-
Frazier fight. Another block
could be Ali's conviction which
drew a $10,000 fine and a five-

year prison sentence. The con-
viction still is being appealed.

Ali was a heavy favorite to
win the historic fight at At-
lanta’s old Municipal Audito-
rium, jammed with 5,100 peo-
ple, but it was the manner in
which he won it which showed
that indeed he once again is a
major force in boxing.

From the opening bell of the
scheduled 15-rounder until the
fight was stopped at the end of
the third round with blood gush-
ing from Quarry's split left eye-
brow, Ali was in complete com-
mand.

Using his 5%%-inch reach ad-
vantage and showing he had
not lost his punching speed, Ali
peppered Quarry with stinging
left jabs and jolted him with
left hooks and rights. It was a
straight right in the third round
that ripped open Quarry’s eye-
brow, a wound that required 15
stitches.

“The guy I saw with Quarry
was the same guy that fought
Folley,” said Ali's manager,
Angelo Dundee. ‘1 was amazed
at what I saw.”

Ali, now 28, fought Zora Fol-
ley March 22, 1967 and won by
a seven-round knockout.

Ali’s transformation from lec-
turer, actor and fast food im-
presario to a fighter that close-
ly resembled himself 3'2 years
ago was truly amazing. Ali
weighed 238 when he began
training for the Quarry fight

Texas Grabs Off
First In Poll

six weeks ago. Monday night he
weighed 213'%, just two more
pounds than he weighed when
he fought Folley and 16 pounds
more than Quarry.

Ali’s victory not only opened
the way for him to get a crack
at regaining the championship,
which he points out he never
lost in the ring, it opens the
way for one of the most lucra-
tive fights in history.

Monday night's fight did
more for Ali than just restore
his pride. He figures to get
more than a million dollars
from his percentage while
Quarry could end up with about
$500,000. Ali had been guaran-
teed $200,000 against 42'2 per
cent; Quarry $150,000 against
221, per cent.

The only statistic announced
was the sellout -crowd of 5,100
in the Auditorium. There were
no figures on the live gate or
the gate from closed circuit te-
levision shown at 206 locations,
with 900,000 seats in the United
States and Canada.

The bout also was beamed
live to Europe, South America,
Australia, Asia and the Soviet
Union, with a delayed telecast
to Great Britain.

Winning the fight was termed
by Ali “‘more than a win for a
fighter—it was a social victo-
ry.” This was a reference to
his victory against the banish-
ment imposed on him after his
conviction,

Ali saw plans for many fights
fall through until Atlanta
granted him a license. Georgia
Gov. Lester Maddox publicly
opposed the fight but could not
legally stop it since it was mu-
nicipally licensed. Georgia has
no state boxing commission.

Since being licensed to fight
in Atlanta, Ali also has been
granted a license by New York
State.

The crowd, dotted with such -

personalities as actor Sidney
Poitier, singer Dianna Ross,
commedian Bill Cosby, baseball
star Hank Aaron and fighter
Jimmy Ellis, was solidly behind
Ali and roared its approval of
his victory, one of the most im-
portant and, for him, probably
the most satisfying of his ca-
reer.

Ali’s comeback fight was the
30th victory, 24th by knockout,

in 30 fights since turning pro in
1960,

While Ali's future is bright,
the 25-year-old Quarry’s career
is clouded.

The fighting Irishman from °

California was outgunned from
the start but he didn’'t want to
quit. His trainer, Teddy Ben-
tham, shouted to referee Tony
Perez at the end of the third
round that it had gone far
enough. Perez then examined
the cut, without calling a doc-
tor, and stopped the fight.

Quarry, threw his hands up
in anger and started after Pe-
rez. His father, Jack Quarry,
shouted, “If you go back in that
ring you'll never fight again.”

So ended Quarry's third fail-
ure in a big fight. He lost a 15-
round decision to Jimmy Ellis
in the World Boxing Association
Title tournament after Ali was
deposed and he was knocked
out in seven rounds in a title
fight with Frazier with whom
he was trying for a rematch.

Quarry's record now is 37
victories, five losses and four
draws.

In Basement

DETROIT (AP) — Police say

The 15 were charged with
murder and conspiracy to mur-
der Patrolman Glenn Smith, 26,
whose death Saturday night
brought 100 to 200 police dfficers
to the area.

The shooting of Smith and the
wounding of Patrolman Mar-
shall Emerson Jr. occurred
shortly after police arrested two
youths who were selling Black
Panther literature two blocks
from the NCCF headquarters.

Police said the two were har-

assing pedestrians.

Residents in the area of the
center told police they heard
screeching tires as an automo-
bile apparently sped away from
the scene shortly after the ex-
plosion.

Assassination Plot

State Seeks
Avoid Suit

WINSTON-SALEM (AP) —
The state of North Carolina is
trying to get out of a lawsuit
brought by eight National
Guardsmen or their survivors
against the city of Winston-Sa-
lem for an armory explosion.

The blast in the Winston-Sa-
lem armory last year fatally in-
jured three Guardsmen and left
several others disabled. In all,
more than 25 were injured.

Plaintiffs have asked for dam-
ages of more than $7 million on
grounds the city is responsible
for allegedly allowing gases to
seep into the armory from an
adjacent landfill. The city denies
negligence and accuses the state
of neglect in its answer to the
victims' allegations.

The city claims the state had
been aware of the landfill and its
potential danger when it ac-
cepted the land for the National
Guard Armory. But the state
petitioned the court Monday and
asked that any state liability be
rejected.

Shotgun Blasts

Hit Policemen

WASHINGTON (AP) — Two
District of Columbia policemen
were wounded by blasts from a
shotgun early today in what a
police spokesman said was a
“‘completely unprovoked’’ act.

The pair, Donald W. Ramsey,
22, and Ralph Gilmore, 23, were
struck by pellets fired from a
car as they patrolled in south-
east Washington.

to ruff out, he decided first to
lead a small heart from his
hand in an attempt to estab-
lish some side tricks.

West put up the ace of
hearts and switched to a
trump. South played North’s
ace of spades, cashed the
ace, king of diamonds—dis-

{ carding a club from his hand,

and- then ruffed a diamond
with the three of spades. The
queen of hearts was played,
followed by a club ruff in
dummy.

The king of hearts was led
and when both opponents
followed suit, declarer dis-
posed of his remaining club.
A diamond was ruffed in the
closed hand as East dis-
carded the jack of clubs. All
hands were down to three
cards with South having the
Q96 of spades left while
East retained the K-J-10.

A small spade was led
putting East in with the ten.
He cashed the king next,
however declarer’s queen
took the last trick. In all,
South lost one heart and two
spades.

It may be observed that if
West ducks when South leads
the heart at trick two, the
latter is still in position to
win 10 tricks. The king of
hearts is put up and the ace,
king of diamonds are played,
permitting declarer to dis-
card the queen of hearts. A
crossruff is inaugurated as
South ruffs a heart, North
ruffs a club, South another
heart and North another club
with the ace of spades.

A diamond is ruffed by
declarer for a ninth trick and
then he exits with his remain-
ing club. There is no way for
the defenders to prevent
South from scoring the fulfill-
ing trick with the queen of
spades.
