The year 1970, in my
was ‘a time of
crucial choices for our state.

At first, it appeared to me
that the ‘movement’ was

the conservationists.

It was as if a group who

. had long sought attention —

attention that. it rightly
deserved, I might add —
finally achieved that at-
tention and then did not know
what to do with it.
Centered on Crisis

Initially, it seemed to me
that it was a crisis-oriented
movement, ready to oppose
much but very short on
presenting viable -alter-
natives. It contained a heavy
dose of a narrow, reflex-
action type ‘anti-industry’
attitude and a healthy
distrust of ‘the integrity of
state government and its
officials.

I must admit in all candor” -

that some people in state
government reciprocated in
full measure that sense“of
-distrust and ill-will. ;
However, in my judgment,
as the year wore on we all

understanding of the complex
problems facing North
Carolina. People in our
(department, and throughout
state government, began to
understand  and appreciate
and work. for points of view
espoused by lay conservation:
