According to the book, all
foods should be consumed in a

_form “as close to their natural

state as digestion permits.”
That is the state in which most
foods contain life-force. ‘‘When
foods are boiled, fried, roasted,
refined. camned. frozen, pre-
served. fumigated, aged, pas-
teurized. enriched and other-
wise subjected to the_ many
modern processes, this life-force

..is seriously reduced or killed,"

he says.

Hittleman's variety of yoga is
the hatha school, which places
great emphasis on physical ac-
tivities. rather than the contem-
plative aspects of the discipline.

According to the yoga-spokes-
man, diet- has a pronounced ef-
fect on the.way one feels and
acts. “After some meals, you
are alive and energized: other
meals leave you dull, heavy and

After spending $22 million for a study, the Atlantic-Pacific
Inter-Ocean Canal Study Commission has come up with the
estimate that a new Panama Canal across the isthmus would
cost $2.88 billion and require fourteen years for construction.
The commission spent six years on its investigation and turned
over its findings to President Nixon a few weeks ago.

The commission cited both benefits and disadvantages in the
undertaking. The proposed big ditch across the isthmus would
be a sea level project, in contrast to the system of locks in the
present Panama Canal.

“Gunships made a gunrun
down theroad,"” leaving between
35 and 40 persons dead, he said.

“Where the trail runs off the
main road to the west is where
they were shot,” he said. There
were no soldiers nearby, said
Livingston.

Earlier, as the defense sought
to establish that gunships and
artillery fire accounted for some
of the deaths at My Lai, Sgt.
, Dennis Vasquez was called to
tesufy

Vasquez, an artlllery adviser
to the units making the assault,
said that while observing the
operation from a helicopter he
saw several groups of persons
run from the village.

“Some of them were taken by

. gunships under fire," he said. He

did not estimate how many were
killed.

Questions "asked defense wit-
nesses Tuesday by lawyers for
Hutto, 22, of Tallulah, La., cen-
centrated on two areas — what
Charlie Company expected to
find at My Lai and the morale of
the. soldiers.

Capt. Eugene Kotouc, an in-

It's Growing

ROME (UPD-—Rome has
seven  anci
Capitoline - Palatine, Aventine,
Quirinalé, Viminal. Caelius and
Esquiline.

If Rome was a business, it

would declare bankruptey,

But as capital of Italy, center

of Roman Catholicism and one
of history's most torored cities,
Rome cannot go broke. She just
goes on, living in rags on
handouts and hopes.

The city owes state and

—eommercial banks 540 billion

lire ($864 million) and four of
every five lire Rome collects in
revenue goes to bankers. .

Every Agency in Debt

Every city agency is in debt
up toits ears. The city bus
con.pany Atac alone is 50
billion lire ($80 million) in the
red on its 1970 operations.

How did a city of 2.7 million
people get so far in debt?

Simple. Too few inhabitants
paid taxes and too much money
was spent on - planning things
that never got done. Like
subways. parks. schools, roads,
public housing projects and
health programs.

Rome has doubled its popula-
tion in 15 years, but the
newcomers were not taxpayers.
They were mostly poor and
often illiterate job seekers who
still pour into Rome at a rate
of 65,000 a year. Often unable
to work, they drain millions of
dollars from welfare agencies
and impose severe strains on
every public service.

Moreover, slum dwellers,
often. joined by more affluent
dissenters, are growmg more

“ilitant trdémands the city do

something—anything—about the
mess Rome is in.

More of Everything Needed - -

The city needs 3,000 class-
rooms to relieve a crush that
forces many of its 400,000
pupils to attend school in shifts"
The city needs 90,000 bedrooms
to free slum dwellers from
living in squalid shacks on the
outskirts of Rome.. More of
everything is needed—from a
plant fo  purify——the™ water

Romans drink to buses to get -

them in and out of a city
choking on its own traffic.

Satisfying demands for action
led authorities to earmark
—abeut—one-half —of —the 1971
budget to public works projects.
But chances are, few, if any, of
them will get done. Red tape
buries even urgent plans.

Roman wits propose two
solutions. One is the sale of
Rome to Aristotle Onassis' or
-any -other millionaire looking
for a city to call his own. The
other is nationalization by ‘the
national government.

More serious suggestions
include a formal declaration of
bankruptcy.
Amerigo Petrucci almost took
the step in 1967 before the
national government granted
the city an emergency 13.5
billion lire ($21.6 million) to
meet the payroll.

A bankruptcy declaration
would clear the books, but it
makes a lot of bankers
unhappy, hurt Roman credit in
the future and set a potentially
dangerous precedent for other
cities and towns with mountai-
nous debts. Besides, the nation- -
al government might block such
a move.

After climbing to shore he fired
rocks at Queenie but finally
decided to depart the premisis
leaving behind rod, reel, and
his catch.

SANTA CRUZ, Calif. (UPI)—
Many people think that enough
money and more technology are
all that is needed to clean up
the environment, “but that isn't
the way it's going to happen,”
says conservationist Dick Coo-
ley.

Cooley is chairman of the
environmental studies program
at the University of California’s
Santa Cruz campus.

He says the technological
approach to solving environ-
mental problems is like a man
standing on a floor of wet paint
—no matter where he goes to
brush away his footprints, he
leaves another mark. ]

“We've got to begin to think
out the whole chain of events
when we try to manage the
envaronment in one par’ucular
way,” he said.

SST Good Example

“The supersonic transport is
a good example. We know we
can build a mammoth plane
that will move more people
faster.

“But maybe what seems like
an improvement in air travel is

really going to create more

problems than it solves.

“We're not. promoting an
attitude of ‘Let’s give up and
‘head back to nature.’

““What we should look for is a
balance between the two
extremes, so that man .can
continue to fulfill his real
needs, but at:the same time
cause the minimal adverse
impact on his environment.”

Cooley said that in addition to
engineers, other -experts such
as biologists, chemists, histor-
ians, philosophers, sociologists,
architects and artists should be
brought into environmental
problem solving and planning.

Cites Transportation

He cited a city’s transporta-
tion system as an example.
Where a bus, train or auto
route goes will affect where
people live, where shopping
centers will be built, where
schools will be needed, and
where water and other utilities
will be used in great quantities.

In turn, such growth will
determine what natural resour-
ces such as rivers, trees and
open spaces will be diverted,
cut down or covered over—all
of which will affect the quality
of people’s lives.

Therefore, Cooley said, every
discipline is needed for sound
environmental planning, includ-
ing. the humanities and the
social sciences.

“We're talking about more
than just clearing up the air or
water. We're talking. about

systems,”’ he said.

“Our job is to help bring all
the required fields of study to
focus on a problem, then work
together to solve it in the best
interests of both man-and the
environment.”
