RALEIGH (AP) - Gov.
Bob Scott recommended
today that North Carolina’s
205 state agencies, com-
missions and boards be
reduced to 18 steamlined
. departments.

Scott, in a message

for the General

Assembly, said 11 of the new
departments should be ac-
tivated no later than Sept. 30.
‘The other seven would
become operational by July 1;
1972. -
The governor’s recom-
_mendations, backed up by
proposed legislation to im-
plement them, followed voter
approval last November of
massive reorganization of the
executive branch of state
government.

Scott also urged the legisla-
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ture to upgrade the office of
lieutenant governor to make
it a fulltime position, with a
salary representative of its
rank. He set Jan. 1, 1972, as
the effective date for the
recommended change.

In-calling for 18 depart-
ment, Scott cast aside
suggestions  that ~ the
Department of Conservation
and Development be split into
twg  agencies. His
reorganization of chart
places the existing depart-
ment under a new ‘“Depart-
ment of Natural and
Economic Resources.”

“Our economic develop-
ment program as now com-
stituted is widely respected
as one of the best, if not the
very best, in the nation,”
Scott said. “It should be
allowed to continue to go
forward within a framework

—¢f proven value.

“At the same time, our

development efforts can be,
and are, compatible with our
conservation efforts. The two
are complementary, serving
as supportive agencies one
for the other.”
- The governor’s proposed
chart plans activation in Sep-
tember of the departments
headed by-elected officers —
secretary of state, auditor,
agriculture, insurance, labor,
treasurer, justice and public
instruction — plus the depart-
ment of administration,
revenue and local affairs.

He also noted an ‘‘uninten-
tional drift’’ by the
legislature toward removal of
powers held by the executive
branch.

“By enactment of rigid and
unwieldly mechanisms of
government,”’ Scott said,
“the legislative branch has
over the years unknowingly
delved into the executive
domain.

‘‘The legislature not only
makes policy, as it should,
but all too often it defines in
detail the execution of policy.
This permits little or no
executive flexibility — a
situation bearing directly on
the matter before us. . .I am

Recession Has Eittle
Effect On Sales At A
Speciality Foods Chain

NEW YORK (UPI)—Reces-
sion is a dirty word to many
restaurateurs these days but it
has had mrpnsmgly little effect
on sales at a speciality foods
chain in one suburban area,
hard hit by aireraft industry,
layoffs.

In fact, annual sales in-
creased more than 10 per cent
last year over 1969, says
Emanuel M. Margarites, pres-
ident and board chairman of
Foods of All Nations.

The fund is administered by
the parish police jury, the
Louisiana . equivalent of the
county commissioner’s court.

A spokesman for the jury
says the fund is flourishing.
This year’s payments to 1970
bridegrooms are being made
this month, and the jury
anticipates $2,600 will be left to
be loaned out at interest.

The amount of money allocat-
ed to each recipient depends on
the number of marriages in the
parish during the year in which
the groom applies for the funds.

Those Herring
For Russians?

By BRYAN HAISLIP

RALEIGH — River herring
that ought to be filling Tar
Heel nets may be going home
in Russian fishing boats.

The possibility disturbs
North Carolina . fisheries
officials, who'd like to see the
federal government more
assidious in -checking off-
shore Soviet fleets for
possible violations of a treaty
restricting their herring
catch.

Dr. Thomas L. Linton, state
commissioner of fisheries,
voiced his concern at the
recent meeting’ of the State
Board of Conservation and
Development. He reported

that for the second straight
Jyear the spring haul of
herring, primarily on the
major spawning ground of
the Chowan River, is in steep
decline.

With the season waning, the
total is running 4% million
pounds under last year, he
said. “It would be surprising
if as much as another million
pounds is taken,” Lmton
added.

Three Possible Factors

F The drop might be blamed
‘on omge some combination,

of thrée thifigs, he theorizéd :

Pollution — and state
_agencies h@ve no evidence of
any new, major source of
pollution affecting the area.

Cyclic nature of fish life —
and research isn't sufficient
to provide firm clues in this
-direction. Lt

Foreigh- fleets off-shore —
“and we know the Russians
and the Poles are out there,
taking substantial poundage
of fish,” Dr. Linton said.

Thus far, Washington has
left the impression of
brushing off reports that the
Russians might be ignoring a
treaty negotiated last
January under which their
catch would be limited to 8
million pounds. There have

.been indications that the
catch is as much as one
«million-pounds per day over
several weeks.

Feds Move Slowly

*‘We have reported data to
the appropriate federal
agencies, and we have seen
no positive response,” Dr.
Linton said.

Following a seasonal urge,
herring swim up the river to
spawn beginning late in
February. By -early or mid-
May, they are on the way
downstream to the sea again.
It is in that period that the
herring harvest occurs in

eastern North Carolina .

rivers.

The 1969 catch was 19‘
million pounds, according to
fisheries division statistics.
The 1970 catch for a com-
parable time amounted to
only 11.5 million pounds. Up
to the last week in April
thisyear, the catch was 7
mil!ion pounds.

‘Science has few of the
answers regarding the an-
nual fluctuations in herring
supply. There is a great need
for research which can add to
an understanding of the life
cycle, and perhaps give clues
to. what man could do to
conserve this food source
from the sea, Dr. Linton said.

On the horizon, though not
yet clearly in view, are
federal grants for just such
study. So far, the fisheries
division has been concerned
primarily with statistical
research; the prospective
funds would make it possibe
to involve biologists also.

The Dan Moore, research
vessel of the fisheries
division, made an ex-
ploratory voyage back in
February and March to
observe the visiting fisher-
men. By duplicating methods
believed to be used by the
foreign fleet, the Dan Moore
crew tried to gauge the im-
pact of the fishing activity.

Million Pounds
Daily Haul

Dr, Linton said researchers
on the Dan Moore estimated
that 15 boats making four
tows per day could haul in one
million pounds of herring. A

“tow of 15,000 £6 20,000 pounds

taken aboard the Dan Moore

- showed upon analysis that 90

per cent of the fish taken
were river herring. Further,
45 per cent of the catch was
“immature and not capable
of spawning this year,”

North Carolina's
uneasiness over the impact of
foreign trawlers on river
fishing has been com-
municated to the National
Marine Fisheries Service in
St.Petersburg, Fla. It also
has come to the attention of
the U.S. Coast Guard.

An industry newsletter out
of Washington referred to
thestate’s concern that treaty
violations might have oc-
curred. This brought a letter
to Linton from the Coast
Guard, in which it said an
accuarate and detailed
surveillance is kept on all
foreign fishing vessels in the
mid-Atlantic region. Sur-
veillance teams have ob-
served no “illegal fishing
activity,” the letter said.

Dr. Linton is convinced that
the Dan Moore’s research
activities are evidence
enough that further in-
vestigation should be made.

In three trips reported by
the Dan Moore, an estimated
65 to 85 foreign vessels were
sighted fishing in the area
about 20 miles off Currituck
Beach.

WASHINGTON — The
Presidential campaign of
Sen. Edmund Muskie of
Maine is now seriously
pondering an intriguing
move: to challenge Sen.
Birch Bayh of Indiana in his
home state's Democratic
Presidential primary.

Democratic politicians
(Bayh included) have been
assuming all candidates
would bypass the May 2, 1972,
Indiana primary, giving
Bayh a free ride there. But
Muskie is now being advised
to make the challenge,
though no firm decision will
be made for some time.

James Earl Ray.Almost
Victim In Escape Plan

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) —
James Earl Ray, self-confessed
stayer of Dr. Martin Luther
King Jr., almost turned his 98-
year-sentence into death when
he tried to escape through a
prison’ steam tunnel.

“He would never have sur-
vived the heat jf he hadn't got
out of the tunnel,” said Brushy
Mountain State Prison Warden
Robert H. Moore Monday after
Ray’s unsuccessful escape at-
tempt.

As it was, he was captured
within a half hour in the prison
compounds—looking for way to
get over the stone wall of the
maximum security prison nest-
led in the Cumberland Moun-
tains,

He faced a disciplinary board
this morning,

“He was in the tunnel for
only about 10 minutes,” Moore
said, “and he had a few burns
but they didn’t appear to be
serious.”

More said it would have been
impossible for Ray to have
reached the end of the tunnel
without being scalded to death
in the 400 degree heat. The tun--
nel, which leads to the prison

walls, supplies steam to the
prison mess hall and is in use

year round.

Otherwise, it was a ‘‘well-
conceived escape attempt,”
Moore said.

“First, he removed a con-
crete block in his cell, crawled
out into an air chamber, a ven-
tilating area behind the cellb-
lock. He crawled along the air
chamber to the end and sawed
one bar and broke another with
a crowbar.

“He pulled himself through
the hole and got out into the
prison yard behind the cellb-
lock. Then he went to the
steam tunnel which leads to our
steam plant about 100 yards
outside the prison.”

Moore said Ray, who pleaded
guilty to the sniper slaying of
King outside a Memphis motel
room on April 4, 1968, got help
in his escape bid from his cel-
Imate, Roy Morelock, 44, of
Greene County.

The warden said Morelock,
serving a life term as an habit-
ual criminal from Greene Coun-
ty, worled as a prison mainte-
nance man and had access to

Goes Into Recess

SEATTLE (AP) — The feder-
al grand jury investigating the
U.S. Capitol bombing has been
recessed untjl Thursday while
the judge considers motions to
either release its chief witness
or compel her to give further
testimony.

U.S. Dist. Court judge George
Boldt recessed the jury Monday
after the panel’s attention ap-
parently turned from the Capi-
tol bombing March 1 to an at-
tempt last December to bomb
the First National City Bank in
New York City.

A federal document filed with
Boldt said 19-yearold Leslie
Bacon ‘‘answered certain ques-
tions concerning her participa-
tion in plans to bomb”  the
bank. Then, ‘“admitting her
participation,” she refused to
answer . further questions on
grounds she might incriminate
herself, the document said. _

Six persons were arrested at
the bank but Miss Bacon was
not among them. They have
pleaded guilty to bomb con-
spiracy charges and are await-
ing sentencing.

The Atherton, Calif., girl was
arrested in Washington, D.C.,
under a federal grand jury sub-
poena naming her as a mate-
rial witness in connection with
the Capitol bombing.

BALTIMORE (AP) — Local
racing fans who regard the
Kentucky Derby as a weeding-
out race for the Preakness are
havirg trouble supporting the
hypothesis this year.

Not surprisingly, the upset
victory by Canonero II in the
20-horse Kentucky Derby last
Saturday has done little to
scare off the opposition for the
second of the Triple Crown
races,

The Kentucky-bred, who was
sold for $1,200 as a yearling
and then was raced in Vene-
zueld, returned $19.40 for a $2
bet after winning the Derby,
but the payoff probably would
have been astronomical had he
not been made one of six field
horses.

Churchill Downs officials hit
the other five field horses right
on the nose, as they finished in
the last five positions. But
Canonero II, with Gustavo Av-
ila aboard, came out of the
pack to win by a widening 3%
lengths.

*  From five to seven of the
Derby horses who trailed Cano-
nero II are expected to face the

colt again at Pimlico in the
May 15 Preakness as he contin-
ues the quest to become the
first Triple Crown winner since
Citation in 1948.

Another 10 or 11 horses quar-
tered at eastern tracks, headed
by Good Behaving, Salem, Exe-
cutioner, Limit To Reason, Dy-
natic, Your Ex€ellency and
Leematt, are considered possi-
bilities.

The $150,000-added Pre-
akness, which at 1 3-16 miles is
shorter than the 1% mile Der-
by, will be run on a track
which is much narrower than
Churchill Downs.

So, if- more than 14 entries
are made, the Preakness will
have to be run in two divisions
for only the second time in his-
tory.

The first time was in 1918,
when there were 26 entries. Ten
scratches resulted in one divi-
sion of 10 horses and one of six.

In 1928, a record Preakness
field of 18 went to the post.
That was when a webbed bar-
rier instead of a starting gage
wae used, and there was no
state aacing rule giving each
starter a minimum of five feet
of track.

Wants Victory

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — Jer-
ry Grant, whose seventh place
finish was one of the unsung ef-
forts of the 1970 Indianapolis 500,
is back this year minus a few
pounds on his 6-4 frame but with
considerably more muscle
between his shoulder blades.

The 36-yearold Grant will
drive the Norris Industries
Eagle entered for the May 29th
classic by Carroll Shelby and Al
Dowd, whose previous efforts in
motor racing include two back-
to-back triumphs in the Le Mans
24 hour race for Ford.

Grant's car is powered by a
700-ho Ford engine and
has been refurbished con-
siderably since Dan Gurney
drove it to a second place finish
in the 1969 race.

“It’s quite a good feeling to
have all that power resting just
behind your shoulders,” said
Grant, considered one of Amer-
ica’s best road racers before he
ventured into USAC champion-
ship cars in 1967.

He came to Indianapolis last
year on what he described as
“the thinnest shoe string you've
ever seen’’—no financial backer
and with only one engine—for his
aging Eagle—and with only
‘hog dog money"” for living ex-
penses. :

Operating under these handi-
caps, he was forced to limit his
speedway practice time to only

the bare essentials. He didn't
qualify until the final day, and in
29th position in the 33-car field at
that.

LONDON (AP).— Currency
speculators sent the dollar reel-
ing on European exchanges to-
day, and the flood of U.S. mon-
ey exchanged for West=Ggrman
marks, Dutch guilders and
“Swiss francs and threatelied to
send inflation soaring further.

The speculation apparently
was touched off by the call
from five West German eco-
nomic research institutes Mon-

" day for the mark—now pegged

at 27 cents—to be set free in
world markets to combat in-
flation.

Speculators saw a.chance of
a quick profit, anticipating an-
other upward revaluation of the
mark that might even force the
guilder and the Swiss franc to
go up too.

The dollar was on the floor in
Frankfurt and Zurich. Only
heavy buying by the Bank of
England kept the rats just off
the mandatory intervention
point of $2.42 to the pound.

Anxiety over the monetary
situation drove the price of gold
up in the London and “Zurich
free markets. The jump was 43
cents in London to $39.86, the
highest level since the 1969
crisis over the undervaluation
of the mark.

Chancellor Willy Brandt's
government raised the value of
the mark 8.5 per cent to end
the 1969 crisis. But so far offi-
cials of the Central Bank in
Frankfurt deny that it is likely

Rockefeller told the com-
mittee Monday the bank’s trust
department had no inside infor-
mation leading to the sale of
286,600 Penn Central shares

" held by the bank’s trust depart-

ment in May 1970. Rockefeller
said the decision was made on |
the basis of public information
analyzed by the bank's expert
on railroad stocks.

But Patman said in a state-
ment Rockefeller's testimony
raises new questions, especially
about a meeting May 21 be-
tween David Bevan, chief fi-
nancial officer of Penn Central,
and officials of the First Na-
tional City Bank and the Chem-
ical Bank. Heavy sales of the
stock by Chase Manhattan, Pat-
man said, started the next day.

“What Mr. Rockefeller failed
to mentioi was the fact that
Chase was a leading partici-
pant with First National City
and Chemical Bank in two huge
loans to Penn Central and its
wholly owned subsidiary, the
Pennsylvania Company ..."'
Patman said.

“As a major participant in
these two loans, Chase had a
tremendous incentive and op-
portunity to know immediately
the details of the May 21 meet-
ing between Mr. Bevan and the
officials of First National City
and Chemical Bank.

“It was the responsibility of
the lead banks to pass the ex-
tremely vital information fur-
nished them by Penn Central’s
financial officer to the various
participating banks.

“In view of the extremely
serious nature of the revela-
tions made in the May 21 meet-
ing, it is inconceivable that
Chase was kept in the dark
about the session."”

The Banking Committee staff | .

issued a report March 28 say-
ing eight banks close to the
Penn Central sold big blocks of
stock last year before the se-
riousness of the railroad’s fi-
nancial situation became public
knowledge.

In a letter accompanying re-
lease of the study, Patman
wrote:

“It becomes apparent that
the trust departments of such
banking institutions as Chase
Manhattan conducted their
massive sales of Penn Central
stock on the basis of either
great clairvoyance or inside in-
formation.

“It is also obvious that Chase
Manhattan did not need to be
clairvoyant to obtain crucial in-
formation about the railroad,”
Patman said. .

Patman said Stuart Sanders,
Penn Central president, was a
Chase Manhattan director at a
time the bank held $50 million
of outstanding debt of the rail-
road and its subsidiari'c;s.

Difficult Period Seen

As More Troops Leave

By GEORGE ESPER
Associated Press Writer

SAIGON (AP) — Army Sec-
retary Stanley R. Resor said to-
day the Vietnamization pro-
gram is making encouraging
progress, but a difficult period
lies ahead as more American
combat troops are withdrawn.

As the withdrawal continues,
Resor told a news conference
after an eight-day visit to South
Vietnam, the Americah ‘‘advi-

...Sory effort becomes increas-
ingly important.”

“As | travelled around the
country,” he continued, ““I was
particularly impressed with the
capable people serving in our
advisory teams. We have made
extensive efforts over the past
year to attract our best officers
into thesé teams and I believe
it's clear that we're doing so.

“In addition, most of these
officers have had prior ex-
perience in Vietnam. As™our
force levels are phasing down,
our young troops are faced with
most difficult job. But they’re

doing it well. As we phase
down we're getting a higher
level of experience in our offi-
cers and noncommissioned offi-
cers in the units which remain.
More of our company com-
manders are captains now. We
have a higher complement of
experienced noncommissioned
officers.”

Summing up the progress of
Vietnamization, Resor said the
South Vietnamese army has as-
sumed responsibility for com-
bat operations in a great many
areas in which U.S. troops pre-
viously operated and ‘has dem-
onstrated on numerous occa-
sions that it is capable of as-
suming that responsibility.

“The territorial forces (mi-
litiamen) have continued to im-
prove,” he went on. “While
much remains to be done, it is
evident that in many areas
they are providing the neces-
sary security at the local level
to allow social and economic
development to proceed. The

“These applicants are ex-

—South = Vietnamese head-
quarters reported a five-round
mortar attack on the Ben Cat
market place 25 miles north of
Saigon. Six civilians and two
militiamen were reported
wounded.

—South Vietnamese head-
quarters said seven civilians
were killed, 85 were wounded
and 40 houses were destroyed
in the North Vietnamese attack
Sunday against Dai Loc, a dis-
trict town 15 miles southwest of
Da Nang. Earlier reports had
said 15 South Vietnamese mi-
litiamen also were killed and 53
were wounded. The militiamen
claimed killing 92 North Viet-
namese soldiers.

—Backed by U.S. helicopter
gunships, South Vietnamese
forces killed 34 North Vietnam-
ese and Viet Cong troops in
eastern Cambodia, Saigon
headquarters said. Two South
Vietnamese soldiers were re-
ported killed and 14 wounded in
the clash just north of Highway
1, about 10 miles from the Viet-
namese border and 75 miles
northwest of Saigon.
