— An elderly woman and her 
granddaughter were found 
beaten to death in a bedroom of 
their Fayetteville home, police 
reported today.

The victims were identified 
as Mrs. Ethel Kinlaw, 71, and 
Becky Parker, 9.

Police sa id  both had been 
raped and beaten with either a 
ham m er or a hatchet. No weap­
on was found in the house.

Entry apparently was made

through a side window tha t had 
been broken.

Mrs. Kinlaw’s 75-year-old 
husband, Willie, who was sleep­
ing in a re a r  bedroom, dis­
covered the bodies a t about 
7:30 a.m . when he awoke, he told 
police.

SBI agents and Fayetteville 
police were investigating. The 
deaths were sim ilar to Two oth­
ers in Fayetteville earlier this 
year. Both a re  unsolved.

Mobilized For Work
HONG KONG (AP) -  North 

Vietnam has ordered all its 
workers mobilized “ to serve in 
any capacity or any mission a s­
signed them ,” and warned that 
those who disobey will have to 
perform up to two years’ forced 
labor.

Radio Hanoi said today the 
mobilization was necessary to 
“meet the present serious situ­
ation now facing the nation,’’ 
an obvious reference to the 
dam age done by intensive U.S. 
air raids.

“All citizens who have the

strmigth and the ability to work 
m ust absolutely carry  out the 
sta te  mobilization orders and 
serve in any capacity or any 
mission assigned to them by 
the s ta te ,’’ North Vietnam’s 
ruling State Council declared.

“Those who do not want to 
work or do not carry  out the 
s ta te ’s orders will be forced to 
carry  out work in order to be 
useful to our society in accor­
dance with the regim e of com ­
pulsory work for a period of six 
months to two y ea rs ,’’ the order 
warned.

McGovern Eyes 
Two-Week Rest

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Sen. 
George McGovern, the Demo­
cratic presidential nominee, 
flew today to the Black Hills of 
his native South Dakota for two 
weeks of rest, staff reshuffling 
and strategic planning for the 
fall cam paign against President 
Nixon.

He left National Airport at 
10:35 a jn .  EDT on a chartered 
plane for Rapid City.

The vacation spot picked out 
weeks ago in anticipation of 
McGovern’s victory in last 
week’s M iami Beach con­
vention is a lodge at Sylvan 
Lake in Custer State Park, 
near the gold rush town of Cus­
ter, south of famous Mount 
Rushmore.

The South Dakota senator 
will be accompanied by a small 
personal staff. Starting later
this week, his top political advi-

sors, financial planners, and 
his running m ate. Sen. Thomas 
F. El^gleton, of Missouri, will 
come to the lodge for confer­
ences.

The shape of McGovern’s 
campaign organization is la rge­
ly settled.

Gary Hart, the 35-year-old 
Denver lawyer vho managed 
the sanator’s drive for the 
Democratic presidential nom i­
nation, will head the organ­
ization, with George Cunning­
ham , a McGovern aide for 17 
years and now his adm inis­
trative assistant, as deputy.

The three regional coordina­
tors a re  expected to be Eli Seg­
al, who managed McGovern’s 
California cam paign; Harold 
Himmelman, number two man 
in the C»iio prim ary; and Rick 
Steam s, who supervised the 
senator’s efforts in non-primary 
states. Their exact roles a re

scheduled to be worked out la t­
er in the week when H art and 
Frank Mankiewicz, the sena­
tor’s national political director 
until now, return from a brief 
Virgin Islands vacation.

Mankiewicz and Frederick G. 
Dutton, who joined McGovern 
in California and has been at 
his side since, are scheduled to 
be the top traveling advisers. 
Other staff positions, including 
traveling press secretary, re ­
main to be filled.

One major decision that will 
have to be made before the end 
of the South Dakota stay, ex­
pected to be July 29, is how to 
allocate the time of both 
McGovern and Eagleton in the 
five weeks between then and 
the traditional Labor Day s ta rt 
of the formal presidential cam ­
paign.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  TTie 
stiletto-like SR71 reconnais­
sance jet has set a record for 
sustained speed a t high alti­
tudes, and the two fliers ulio 
m ade the test a re  to get the top 
Air Force award.

fall.

Friday agreed wiHi the results 
of a survey conducted recently 
by the National Association of 
College Admissions Counselors 
which showed that 87 per cent of

U.S. collegees and universities 
still had ( ^ n in g s  this month for 
all.

The survey also estim ated that 
there are  300,000 to 500,000 
current student openings in U.S. 
universities and colleges.

The report attribu ted  the large 
num ber of openings to econcnnic 
conditions, changes in draft laws 
that no longer m ake c(rilege 
attendance necessary to avoid 
the draft; growing doubt about 
the value of a college degree and 
the breaking of “ lock step” 
school attendance. ^

“The economic factor and the 
mobility of today’s  students are 
esp ec ia lly  im p o rta n t con­
siderations,” F riday  said. “ In­
creasing num ber of students a re  
getting out to work for a  while.”

The Western White House in San Clemente, 
Calif., the DqM utment of Defense in Washington 
and a spokesm an for the National Security 
Agency a t F t. Meade, Md., would not respond to 
the article entitled “ U.S.'. Espionage: A 
Memoir.” The article , appearing in the August 
issue of the m agazine which went on newstands 
today, is based on an  interview with a man 
purported tq^be a  form er NSA analyst.

The ex-analyst, identified by a spokesman for 
the magazine as “ Winslow Peck,”—a pseudo­
nym—is (|uoted as saying flights over Russian 
territory a re  made routinely by jets “ which 
climb high enough to reach the edge of outo* 
space.”

Knowledgeable sources other than the Defense 
Dq;>artment denied that U.S. reconnaissance 
planes fly over Russia. r

Contacted in San Diego a t a telephone number 
supplied by Ram parts, a  m an who said he was 
“ P eck,”  %  refused to give his real nam e but 
said he was em ploj^d by NSA for 3 ^  years after 
enlisting in the A v Force in 1966.

He said he quit because he was disillusioned in

Vietnam.
The Ramparts article said the United States 

monitors every government in the world, in­
cluding its allies, and listens in on all tran­
satlantic telephone calls to or from this country, 
even those by private citizens.

“As far as the Soviet Union is concerned we 
know the whereabouts at any given time of all its 
aircraft, exclusive of small private planes, and 
its naval forces, including its missile-firing 
submarines,” the former analyst said ip the 
article.

Asked whether the United States makes 
surveillance flights over Russia, “Peck” re­
plied:

“Routinely, as a matter of fact, over the Black 
Sea, down to the Baltic. Our Strategic Air Force 
flies the planes, and we support them. By that I 
mean that we watch them penetrate the Soviet 
air ^[)ace then analyze the Soviet reaction— how 
everything from their air defense and tactical 
air force to the KGB reacts.”

He said he also had indications that U.S. 
reconnaissance planes had flown over China.

Free Trading 
Bloc To Expand

nations will form the world’s 
largest free trade area this 
week.

llie  idea is to protect in­
d u stry  th roughou t all of 
Western Europe when the 
Common M arket expands 
from six to 10 nations.

ITie a rea  will em brace 292 
million perons in the present 
six Common Market natim s 
(rf F rance, Germany, Italy, 
Netherlands, Belgium and 
Luxembourg and in the four 
nations tha t will join in 
January— Britain, Denmark, 
Norway and Ireland—plus six 
other naticms Mdiich will not 
join. The la tte r  a re  Swit­
ze rlan d , Sw eden, A u str ia , 
Finland, Iceland and P or­
tugal.

ITiese la te r six all belong to 
the European FYee Trade 
Association (EFTA), which 
was set up in 1960 in com ­
petition with the Common 
Market.

Three of the new Common 
M arke t n a tio n s—B rita in , 
Norway and Denm ark—are 
EFTA m em bers and their 
defection  to  the  m a rk e t 
threatened the ir old EFTA 
p a r tn e rs  w ith a lo ss of 
traditional m arkets.

F or th is  rea so n , ta lk s  
began early  this year to set 
ig) the free trade area  to give 
these nations access to low 
Common M arke t ta r i f f s  
without giving them  the right 
to jo in  full m em b ers  in 
m aking  Com mon M arket 
policy.

Tariffs Must Go 
Only a  handful of details 

rem ained to be settled in 
talks this wedc. Common 
M arke t o ffic ia ls  re se rv e d  
B ru ssd ’s Elgmont Palace for 
S a tu rd ay  fo r a sign ing  
ce rem ony  by fo re ign  
m inisters of the 16 nations.

The trea ty  will oUigate the 
EFTA and Qmimon M arket 
nations to elim inate their 
tariffs against one another’s 
products—with a few ex­
ceptions —during the next 
five years. This means that 
G erm an  te x tile s , for in ­
stance, can go to Sweden 
duty-free by 1977 and vice 
versa.

.But unlike the Common 
Ruurket itsd f, it is not a full 
c p to m s  union which sets up 
a standard  ta riff against the 
r ist of the world. This m eans

that Germany and Sweden 
could have different tariffs 
against American textiles.

F or th a t rea so n , the 
negotiations have been tough 
and detailed. Much of them 
have centered around “rules 
of origin’’ to keep American 
textiles, for instance, from 
entering Sweden ova* a low 
tariff and then zipixng (xi 
dutyfree to Germany. The 
rules of origin in general say 
that a member of the free 
trade area must have c (h i - 

tributed a certain percoitage 
to any item before it can 
escape tariffs.

Other disputes have coi- 
te re d  on the so-called 
“ sen sitiv e  ite m s ,"  like 
A ustra lian  steel, F innish  
paper and Swiss clocks. In 
each case. Common M arket 
industries feared too much 
competition from the" EFTA 
coun tries and dem anded  
special safeguards, including 
quotas.

U.S. Is Upset
In the case of Finnish paper 

the Common M arket insisted 
that tariffs be dism antled 
over 11 years instead of five 
to g ive E uropean  paper- 
m akers tim e to absOTb the 
competitive shock.

Finland objected to this on 
grounds that papa* exports 
form a vital part of its 
economy. But in the a id  it 
had to accept the m arket’s 
hardline, softened only by a 
slightly higher tariff because 
without it, Finland would be 
locked out of W estern 
E u r o p e a n  m a r k e t s  
altogether.

The formation of the free 
trade area has iqiset the 
United States, which feared it 
would be shut out of 
traditional m arkets by new 
duty-free imports. A pnm e 
example was the loss of 
m arkets for American paper 
within the Qmimon M arket to 
Finnish exports.

W ashington, th e re fo re , 
protested the formation of the 
a re a  when nego tia tions 
began.

Coming hard on the heels of 
the Nixon adm inistration’s 
tough bargaining over the 
daUar last y e a r ,^ h e  protest  ̂
stirred hard feelings not only 
within the Common Market 
but in such EFTA neutrals as 
Finland and Aústría, w h i^  
sees ac ro ss  to W estern 
m a rk e ts  as  th e ir  only 
alternative to dependence on 
Russia.

Union Seeks
Pay Boosts

CHARLOTTE, N.C. (AP) -  
The AFL-CIO Textile Workers 
Union of America, (TWUA) has 
decided to ask a “substantial” 
but unspecified pay ra ise  in 
Southern mills. Delegates at a 
meeting in Charlotte Sunday 
said they hoped to close what 
they called the $1.10 gap be­
tween the average Southern 
textile wage of $2.52 an hour 
and the national manufacturing 
average of $3.62 an hour for a 
40-hour week.

'Die Southern regional direc­
tor of the union, Scott Hoyman 
of Charlotte, said the delegates 
agreed to reopen all contracts 
for negotiations by July 25.

He said the union also will 
push for im provem ents in 
fringe benefits such as com­
pany-paid health insurance, 
pension plans, and better holi­
day and vacation programs.

Union membership totals 
about 15 per cent of the 700,000 
textile workers in the South.

Sol St^in of New York, new 
president of the union, told the 
delegates that the last pay 
raise, in December of 1971, was 
‘‘too littl# too p late*’ It aver-, 
aged 13 to 14 cents an hour.

Swine producers in Pitt 
County farrow approximately 
6.000 aows twice each year. 
Fromtbesesows 100 thousand or 
more pigs are bom. After about 
one week of age approximately 
00 percent of these pigs are dead 
and within three weeks another 7 
percent die. The loes of 30,000 
new bora pigs during the first 
few weeks of their life 
represents a staggering loss of 
potential (xrofits which the swine 
industry is forced to bear.

If you are one otthe producers 
that keep losses down to at least 
half of this average loss then no 
doubt you have had satisfactory 
profits and like the hog business. 
On the other. if your losses equal 
the average figures, you are 
probably wondering if you 
should remain in the hog 
business.
Raising your pig-per-litter 

average is the best profit op­
portunity you have in cutting 
costs and increasing returns in 
your hog enterprise. In planning 
for increased pig-per-litter 
averages, analyze your records 
and determine your strength and 
weakness. If records are not 
available, inventory your 
present situation and start some,

for records are the first step in 
improved management.

Next, develop your plan and 
establish goals for the future. A 
realistic goal should be ten or 
eleven pigs weaned per litter. In 
order to do this you must be 
prepared befor the pigs arrive, 
and you must stay with your 
sows during farrowing.

Other factors influencing 
decreased litter sizes are; 
overfeeding of the breeding 
herd; cool. damp, dirty 
farrowing houses; absence of 
farrowing houses; insufficient 
milk supply; improper removal 
of needle teeth and care of the 
navel cord at birth; unequalized 
litter size, and presence of 
anemis. All of these are areas in 
which a producer can work to 
increase his pig-per-litter 
average and also increase his 
profit-making opportunities.

PRETTY POISON 
MIAMI (AP) -  Sea ane­

mones appear to be flower-like 
plants. Actually, says Capt. Bill 
Gray of the Miami Seaquarium, 
they are carnivorous animals 
which use their “petals" as 
stinging tentacles to catch and 
poison their prey.

Two new peach varieties w ith high qu a lity  I'rUil. superior 
disease resistance and cold tolerance during  bloom  have 
been developed at North C arolina S tate U niversity .

The new peaches, named “ W inblo" and “ R ub ircd ,”  were 
developed at the Sandhills Research S ta tio n , Jackson 
Springs, by horticultural scientist Franklin  N . Corrcll and 
plant pathologist C. N. C layton.

The researchers said the new peaches “ could make 
significant con tribu tions to  the N orth  C arolina peach 
industry in at least three areas disease resistance, 
rc.sistancc to  brow ning and tolerance to  cold  w eather at 
bloom tim e."

When the commercial peach crop was heavily damaged 
by cold w eather in 1964, bo th  Winblo and Rubired were 
less severely damaged than the crop in general. Com pared 
to the I.*) percent “ norm al" crop produced in the area that 
year, Winblo produced 25 percent o f  a full crop o f  
excellent fruit. During the same period, R ubired  produced 
from .^0 to 50 percent o f a full crop.

Varieties w ith  this apparent bud-hardiness are sorely 
needed by ou r peach industry . Dr. C layton com m ented . All 
too  Irequently , the North Carolina crop is heavily damaged 
by late spring freezes.

Rubired is o f  Redhavcn and Dixired paren tage. At the 
.Sandhills Research S tation , this new variety has ripened 
between June 12 and June 26. This harvest period  indicates 
tliat Rubired could give growers a variety th a t ripens just 
after the C andor variety and Just before the  varieties Pekin 
and Redhavcn, thus tilling a gap in the harvest season.

The fruits arc medium to  large, m edium  yellow and 
semi-freestone. R ubircd’s resistance to  bacte ria l leafspot is 
described as “ very high” and is one o f  its outstanding 
characteristics.

First picking dates for Winblo liavc ranged from  July 10
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to  Ju ly  21 at the Sandhills Research S ta tion . This is at 
about the same tim e the Loring variety ripens. Researchers 
Correll and C layton said data indicate Winblo has an 
advantage o f resistance to  bacterial leafspo t, which is rated  
“ m oderate to  high.”

The flesh o f W inblo, which has the Redskin variety as 
one o f its parents, is bright yellow. F ruits are very firm w ith 
excellent figvor. They are fully freestone when ripe and 
medium to large in size.

Both new varieties have shown good resistance to  flesh 
browning when it is exposed to  air. R ubircd’s rate o f  
browning is described as “very slow ”  and W inblo’s as 
“ slow."

The new varieties have been going through a period o f 
plant increase from  foundation stock and are expected  to  
be generally available for comm ercial p lanting by  the end o f  
this year.

But the state’s, top geologist,
Steve Conrad, is not ready to 
give up. And neither, apparent­
ly are the oil companies.

Conrad, director of the Office 
of Earth Resources in the State 
Department of Natural and 
Economic Resources, pointed 
out in an interview that East­
ern North Carolina, where it’s 
possible for oil or natural gas 
to occur, is so vast that “we’ve 
just barely scratched the sur­
face’’ so far in the search.

“quite a bit of activity over the 
next few years ... simply be­
cause no one has the authority 
to do any drilling in the off­
shore area right now and it’s a 
tremendously expensive oper­
ation offshore.”

He noted that it’s possible to 
drill on land and make projec­
tions into the offshore areas.

Right now, the Colonial Oil 
Co. and Gties Service Oil Co. 
have leases to explore for oil

and gas on state^)wned water­
ways in Eastern North (M o­
lina. They are required to do 
20,000 feet of drilling every two 
years to keep their leases alive.

Mickelson also said he sent a 
memorandum to the news 
chiefs of ABC, NBC, and CBS 
saying that he had received no 
advance copies of the report, 
which was released July 7.
