South Viets Battle

SAIGON (AP) — South Viet-
namese forces battled a North
Vietnamese battalion of 200 to
300 troops today that outflanked
the forces closing in on Quang
Tri City.

The fighting was just south of
the My Chanh defense line,
about 10 miles south of Quang
Tri and 20 miles above Hue.
The attack threatened Highway
1, less than a mile to the west.

The South Vietnamese turned
their tank guns on the North
Vietnamese force, and U.S. F4
Phantoms swooped down with
bombs. The North Vietnamese
slammed mortars into the
South Vietnamese infantrymen.

‘l‘ﬁdﬁghting was continuing
at midday, and no firm casu-
alty figures were available.

Col. Le Ba Khien, a South
Vietnamese regimental com-
mander, said he believed an en-
tire North Vietnamese regiment
numbering up to 1,000 troops
had moved south below My
Chanh in an attempt to cut the

north-south Highway behind the -

In Quang Tri, meanwhile,

Russian People Finally

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet
government says the military
personnel it sent to Egypt have
done their job and now they're
coming home.

IDEAS FOR SAFE AND
EXCITING COOKOUTS
The urge for a change of
scenery seems (o come
simultaneously with the onset of
summer. As naturally as the
warm summer breeze, thoughts
of food are readily followed. The
lusty aroma of outdoor cooking
tempts an appetite at any time
whether its for lunch, dinner or

~even breakfast. Your outdoor
' mean does not need a lot of frills

/

to be a success.

Planning the outdoor meal is
one of the first things that is
needed. Be it a picnic, campfire
cookout, or a meal on an outdoor
grill or a fireplace; the foods
should fill the days nutritional
needs with an appealing variety
of flavor, texture and color. To
save time, plan to prepare as
many foods as possible in your
kitchen before carrying it to the

_patio or backyard. Observe the

food preparation and the cooking
practices necessary for serving
quality outdoor meals, both in
taste and in nutritive value.

There are countless ideas that
may be put into effect for out-
door meals. Dewy morning air
mixed generously with the
unmistakable aroma of food can
only mean breakfast in the open.
You may cook anything from
delicious roasted apples filled
with orange marmlade and
topped with chopped. nuts
(prepared, wrapped in foil, and
stored in the refrigerator the
night before) to crisp brown
sausages with eggs and buttery
hot bread.

Hamburgers remain a
tavorite for outdoor cooking and
eating. Tasty, nutritious low in
cost, and easy to fix, this popular
choice is ideal to use your
imagination for flavor com-
binations. Turn the tasty patties
into delicious blue burgers. Top
the browned hambergers with a
generous spoonful of blue cheese
and continue cooking until
cheese melts slightly. You can
also prepare doubleburgers.
Place blue cheese or another
family favorite between two
uncooked meat patties, press
together and cook. Use your
imagination. Other com-
binations include grated
cheddar cheese, pickle relish
and peanut butter, and grated
cheese and grated onion. Mix-
tures tucked between two patties
require a little longer cooking so
the ingredients can melt and
mingle with the beef. Shrinkage
of our patties will depend upon
the amount of fat present.

Try a different approach and
slash a weiner almost through
lengthwise; fill opening with a
bit of cheese and grill. Or wrap
the cheese-filled weiner with a
bacon strip and then grill it.

With warm weather, the
potential danger of food
poisoning accompanies each
outdoor meal whether its a
backyard cookout or a family
reunion potluck. Precaution and
common sense can prevent a
disaster to your family and
guests. Germ capable of causing
severe gastrointestinal upsets
thrive in picnic foods which have
not been adequately
refrigerated. Food is safest at
temperatures above 140 degrees
F. and below 45 degrees F. If
possible, food should be served
immediately after cooking.
Careful handling and
preparation of food are im-
portant.

Foods to be served cold should
be kept cold and hot foods should
be kept hot. Food taken on
picnics often stays just warm,
not cold or hot, for several hours.
This moderate temperature is
ideal for the rapid reproduction
of micro-organisms which
produce harmful toxins.

Bacteria grow best in non-
acidic foods like meats, fish,

poultry items, eggs, dairy
products, and foods made from

them. Particularly susceptible
are recipes of finely chopped
foods such as chicken salad, egg
sandwich fillings and casseroles.

There are inexpensive ways to
keep foods cold. Empty coffee
cans or other containers with
tight fitting lids can be filled
with water and frozen for use in
the ice chest; a plastic bag filled
with ice cubes places in a sturdy
container will cool foods and the
cubes can be used at campsite.
Cubes, loose or in plastic bags,
and ice in cartons should be
distributed evenly throughout
the cooler.

An easy make cooler carrier
requires two cardboard boxes,
with one smaller than the other.
Put at least a half inch thickness
of newspapers on the bottom of
the larger box, and set the
smaller one inside. Line
newspapers between the sides of
the two baxes, put in chilled food
and ice, then close the small box
lid. Keep cooler out of direct

sunlight.

Perhaps the airlines are
already working on it,
perhaps the instrument is
already in use or already
rejected as useless. If so, its
originators need only smile at
the presumption of an
amateur outsider daring to
proffer at least one weapon
against the hijacker: too
often ' murderer, always
lethal threat.

The weapon that could
bring him down would be a
refined adaptation of the
tranquilizer gun used to
capture wild animals without
killing them, or to anesthetize
them while treating them for
wounds or ailments.

Basically, it is a propelled
syringé which enters the skin
and tissue, rendering the
victim — in approximately
twenty minutes — first
drowsy, then immobilized for
a period of time depending on
the strength of the drug.

There would seem to be

little difficulty in adapting
this instrument for use on
humans, and with quicker
effect. The ejected peliet
could not pierce the aircraft
‘“gkin,” nor — if deflected
from its target — inflict
lasting harm on an innocent
bystander.

It could be made virtually
soundless, and effective at
close range. It could be small
enough to be unnoticeable in
the hand of the user.

If these assumptions could

become fact (and it seems

unlikely that our technology
could not realize them), the
tranquilized hijacker would

be helpless for whatever
period was needed to land the

plane, deliver him to federal
agents, and immobilize him
legally as well as physically.

Flighf crews  and
stewardesses would be
trained to use this weapon
with ruse and concealment,
from two feet to twenty

depending on his position and
movements in the plane.

To Foil That Hijacker

If this weapon is not the
answer, the airlines had
better come up quickly with a

better one. As one who flies

frequently 1 have boarded
several long-range flights
recently where neither carry-
on bags nor checked luggage
were subjected to . any
electronic scanner, and
where 'tne passengers wére
far too many to be properly
identified (for personality
traits”) by anybody.

The assumption, in any
event, that an airline em-
ployee could make a
revealing one-minute
psychiatric analysis on the
basis of a ticketholder’s
fleeting appearance Sseems
preposterous. Hijackers
seem to come in all shapes
and sizes and few of them
twitch.

In the meantime, how
many hijackers get away
with hundres of thousands of
dollars for putting them
there?

fant cries, the cries of infants
with central nervous system
damage have almost a “gpine-
chilling” ~ quality,
observes.

“Children with central ner-
vous system damage usually
cry with a high-pitched, shrill,
shrieky sound,” hs said. “The
intensity may not be loud—the
distinguishing characteristic is
the pitch.”

Babies suffering from hy-
pothyroidism (cretinism) sel-
dom cry spontaneously, and
may be difficult to make cry—

and when they do, the sound is ~

generally hoarse, low intensity
and low pitched.

“If the parent says ths baby
doesn’t cry often, snap the bot-
tom of its foot,” Feingold coun-
sels pediatricians in his Med-
com self-teaching tape.

According to Feingold, vari-
ations in the physical effort of
a baby to cry should be noted
and included in the diagnosis,
as well as the audible qualities
of the cry itself.

“First of all, the physician
should discuss the baby’'s cry-
ing habits with the parent,” he
said.

“How often does he cry—too
often?—not as often as normal?
Amd how hard is it to make the
baby cry? These are all very
subjective questions, of course.
But they are factors which
should be included as a routine

part of an infant examination.™

Patterson, was that of many
persons of diverse
background, often in
disagreement but working
together agreeably. Work
they did, she added, through
sessions that ran into early

- morning hours.

“They listened long and
well, and they participated
responsibly in debate and
decisions,” she said. ¢

A Working Delegation

“The North Carolina
delegation voted its full
strength every time but one,”
reoroted Mrs. Patterson, who
served as secretary. ‘‘Six
delegates were absent for the
vote on the abortion plank of
the platform, and it came at 6
a.m. after meeting all night.”

Like most of the delegates,
Mrs. Patterson was attending
her first national convention.
She also was in the majority
as a supporter of Sen.
McGovern for the
presidential nomination.

That allegiance put her
with the minority in her own
delegation. Among the Tar
Heels, she said, positions on
McGovern were modified if
not reversed after three days’
esposure to the South
Dakotan's personal
magnetism and phenomenal
organization.

‘““‘At the start, some
delegates were saying things
like McGovern's nomination
would be a disaster,” Mrs.
Patterson said. “‘At the end,
they said it would be difficult
to carry North Carolina, but
at least they would go home
and try.”

Optimistic For McGovern

She came back revved up
and optimistic. McGovern

may lack enthusiastic
boosters high in the party
hierarchy, but a grassroots
cadre is ready for action, she
said. ‘“That's more than we
had for Humphrey four year
ago,” she added.

Hard on the heels of the

national convention,
McGovern forces have
scheduled meetings in

Charlotte, Winston-Salem,
to shape up the North
Carolina drive.

“I'm not sure we’'ll get that
many party leaders who will
identify themselves directly
with the campaign,” she

admitted. “But a very high -

state official called me for
buttons and literature. I
mailed them right to him.”

The convention set a
milestone for women in
Democratic politics. North
Carolina was on the forward
wave of the tide, Mrs. Pat-
terson noted.

N.C. Women Represented

For the convention as a
whole, women made up about
36 per cent of the delegates.
The Tar  Heel voting
delegates included 46.5
percent women, a decided
contrast from the 10 per cent
in the 1968 delegation.

On the abortion plank, a
priority for advocates of
women’s rights, North
Carolina gave a higher
percentage approval than
any other state, Mrs.
Patterson observed.

The tally was 46 in favor, 11
against, one abstention, and
six absent.

The next step for women
who want to consolidate gains
is to support McGovern, she
said. ‘‘He's put his money
where his mouth is by ap-
pointing Jean Westwood as
national chairman. He has
promised to name women to
the Supreme Court and other
levels of government,” she
argued.

Mrs. Patterson said it was
a misconception the first time
delegates were
political novices. “They were
not the Kkingmakers from
their states, but they had
learned the ropes in local
politics. They knew what they
were doing, and they did it
well,” she said.

An even more open con-
vention is her forecast for
four year from now. By then,
she predicted, delegates will
be ready to select a vice
presidential nominee on the
floor.

While delegates went along
with McGovern’s choice of
Sen. Eagleton of Missouri as
his running mate, a flurry of
other nominations showed a
restiveness with the old
precedure, she remarked.
_.North Carolina got in the
act by offering the names of
Jim Hunt, Skipper Bowles,
Nick Galifianakis, Lt. Gov.
Pat Taylor (two votes), Terry
Sanford, Wilbur Mills, and
George Wallace. It was a
gesture that may have been a
portent of things to come.

Skepticism On
Sadat's Action

WASHINGTON (AP) —
U.S. officials are keeping
close watch on Soviet
deployment in Egypt amid
some skepticism here over
how many Russians actually
will pull out.

President Anwar Sadat's
surprise announcement of an
end to ‘‘the mission of Soviet

military advisers and ex-

perts” underlined the most
serious Moscow-Cairo
dispute since
military personnel were in-
vited into Egypt two years
ago.

Sadat also said that “all the
military equipment and in-
stallations set up within
Egyptian tetritory ... are to
be the exclusive property of
the Arab Republic of Egypt
and under the administration
of our armed forces.""

But the Cairo an-
nouncement gave no figures
on how many of an estimated
15,000 Russians in Egypt
were supposed to leave.

While Sadat was quoted as
saying the move was ‘“‘ac-
tually implemented in full”

Monday, there was no in-

dependent word here yet of
any large scale Russian with-
drawal.

The authoritative Cairo
newspaper Al Ahram said
today that the pull-out will not
apply to Soviet military men
who are training Egyptian
forces. :

Of the 15,000, ap-
proximately half are rated
here as ‘“advisers and ex-
perts” and the rest are
believed to be in Soviet units
assigned to the Mediterra-
nean and to Egypt's air de-
fense.

Cairo’'s wording about
“military equipment and in-
stallations,” some experts
suggest, may be ambiguous
enough to be carried out by
only a symbolic Egyptian
takeover while continuing to

“decisive’’ against Israel.
And he indicated Moscow
t,uw him down further this
year on weaponry for an
offensive against Israel.

How far the Kremlin and
Sadat will go to patch up this
still-in-the-family dispute is
going to be of prime interest
to Washington strategists.

Moscow’s fortunes have
run unevenly in the
strategically important, oil-
rich Mideast in recent times
while U.S. authorities say
America’s stock is rising
from its low in the Arab world
after the 1967 war.

Yemen resumed
diplomatic relations with the
United States July 1. The
Sudan is expected to follow
suit shortly. Both broke ties
with Washington in 1967. Both
received sizeable Soviet aid
hefore veering away from
Moscow.

What impact the Cairo-
Moscow friction may have on
the stalled diplomatic effort

A Doctrinaire Platform

Party platforms have this
in common with the great
English  classics, that
everyone talks of them but no
one ever reads them. The
“Silas Marner’’ sanctioned
by the Democrats last week
joins a dusty and
distinguished shelf: It is
likely to endure chiefly in the
recollection of aging editorial
writers, who have the
memories of elephants, and a
neat sense of ambush.

The document deserves
something more. Its specific
pledges (I bespeak a con-
servative view) are bad
enough: They make every
particular hair stand on end.
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But the specifics are less
sobering than the tone. To
take this declaration by its
four corners, which is what
we are advised to do with last
wills and testaments, is to
feel goose bumps of the spirit.
A rabbie they say, is crossing
one’s grave.

The party’s platform for
1972, to sum it up in a word, is
wholly doctrinaire. It has a
uniform flavor, as if it had
been smoked over old
populist fires. There are
some fatty passages, to be
sure, but these are
remarkably few; there is a
garnish of parsley — the
Democrats believe a system
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I ran across a couple of short statements that I thought were
quite pertinent to our problems today.

A kindly old gentleman, with a badly scarred face, was asked
if his disfigurement was the result of an auto accident. ““No,”” he
replied. ‘I got these cuts in Paris, a long time ago, when I dived
through a plate glass window.” ‘““Why on earth did you do a thing
like that?"’ questioned his friend. ‘“‘Well,” he answered, *‘it was
Armistice night, and it seemed like a good idea at the time.”

A lot of the foolish things people do are done simply because
they seem like ‘‘a good idea at the time."’ The resulting scars are
carried through life. A boy quits school before finishing his
education and, when he can’t get the kind of a job he would like
to have, lives to regret it. A student experiments with drugs
“just to see what it is like” and ends up in a mental hospital. A
girl who doesn’t want to be considered a ‘‘prude’’ winds up with
an unwanted baby and a blighted future. Young people elope on
a lark, or perhaps a dare, only to find out later how unwise they

have been.

A famous educator has said that he does not care what his
students think of him now but he cares a great deal about what
they will be thinking of him ten years from now. Parents—good
parents— feel that way about their children.

Because they love them and can see further than their
children they sometimes disappoint them, often seem
unreasonable, inflict transient unhappiness to guard them from
future misery. They believe, with Shakespeare, that, “‘Better a
little chiding than a great deal of heartbreak.”

It takes love and courage for parents to stand up to their
children sometimes. It would be far easier for them to let their
children have their own way, and shut their eyes to the possible
consequences. But parents who really love their children are
willing torisk what they may think about them today in the hope
that someday their sons and daughters will understand, and

think better of themy

Of course, well-meaning parents sometimes Cconfuse
prejudices  with principles. Their attitude, that seems so
unreasenable to their children, may actually be unreasonable.
What seems to them to be strength of character may be only
strength of whim. Sometimes stubbornness can be mistaken for
courage of convictions. Where there is doubt it would be well,
perhaps, for parents to consider thoughtfully what they will
think of themselves ten years from now.

—If you are an ordinary

That is the interpretation
offered by Sindlinger & Co.,
which telephones American
households every day of the
week to determine their
views on present and future

of free enterprise must
remain — but the parsley is
merely ornamental. If this
platform truly represents the
party’s deliberate program,
the party has pulled up its old
stakes. It has moved to new
ground.

The platform opens with a
ritual recital of the social,
economic and political
disasters that afflict the
nation today. For these, one
should understand, Richard
Nixon and the Republicans
arelargely to blame, but with
a debater’s stratagem the
platform generously yields a
lost point: ‘‘We are honest
enough to admit that we are
part of the past and share in
its mistakes.” The gesture is
too small. Except for four
years, the Democrats have
controlled both houses of
Congress for the past 40
years; at the federal level,
the mistakes are their
mistakes.

And the curious thing, in
the light of this experience,
is that much of the platform

+is devoted to compounding

these mistakes. ‘“There must
be an end to inflation,” says
the first plank. The avowal is
followed by a stagggering
checklist of measures that
could serve only to make
inflation worse.

If there is one failure of

liberalism more glaring than .

all the rest, it is the failure of
federally subsidized housing;
but the platform calls for
more housing. The price of
consumer goods is in part a
function of labor costs and of
taxes on business; but the
platform demands a $2.50
minimum wage, bumping up
labor costs all down the line,
and it demands heavier tax
burdens on industry. It
demands rigorous en-
forcement of health and
safety laws on all jobs,
“regardless of number of
employees”” and it would
require all employers to
provide, among other things,
free maternity benefits. This
is how one keeps prices
down?

None of this conveys the
document’s tone. The melody
line combines thé shrillness
and the dullness of European
socialism, but the theme is
accompanied by a recurring
beat in the left hand. “We
must restructure the social,

Major non-Communist nations

Portugal’s
Election Is
‘No Contest’

LISBON (AP) — Portugal is
also electing a president this
year, but you'd hardly know it:
There are no posters, no ral-
lies, no speeches.
The country’s only authorized
political formation, the Nation-
al Popular Action, supports
Adm. Americo Thomaz for an-
other seven-year term. Premier
Marcello Caetano has urged
Thomaz's re-election.
That more or less wraps it
up. The president is chosen in-
directly by an electoral college.
It meets July 25.
The college includes mem-
bers of parliament plus dele-
gates named by local councils
in continental Portugal, Ma-
deira, the Azores and in the
“‘overseas provinces’’ of Africa.
The provincial legislatures in
Angola, Mozambique, Portu-
guese Guinea, Macao, and oth-
er overseas areas also send
delegates. Even Goa, whose an-
nexation by India is contested
by the Lisbon government, is
entitled to 10 seats.
Only these 620 electors may
propose a candidate.
Since virtually all electors
are affiliated with the author-
ized party, Thomaz, now near-
ing his 78th ‘birthday, can
scarcely fail to win a third
term.
The president has con-
stitutional power to appoint and
dismiss the premier and mem-
bers of the Cabinet.

Since then, TVA said Wednes-
day, there has been a gradual
reduction in the amount of mer-
cury that reaches the fishes’
food chain in the lakes.

Argues N.C. Death
Penalty Still Valid

RALEIGH (AP) — Deputy
Atty. Gen. Jean A. Benoy con-
tends ‘that the U.S. Supreme
Court decision strking down the
death penalty in the United
States is not applicable to the
crime of rape in North Caro-
lina.

Benoy outlined the state's po-
sition in a brief filed in the ap-
peal of James Howard Waddell,
who is asking the State Su-
preme Court to overturn his
conviction in Sampson County.

The U.S. Supreme Court rul-

ing held that the death penaity
as now administered in the
United States constitutes cruel
and unusal punishment.”
' The 5-4 ruling saved from ex-
ecution 10 men at Central Pris-
on in Raleigh. Their sentences
are expected to be reduced to
life imprisonment.

Benoy said the court ruling
“is not applicablé tv the North
Carolina statutory scheme of
imposing the death penalty for
the crime of rape.”

He claims the death penalty
should still be in effect in this
state because it ‘‘has not been
imposed in North Carolina in
an arbitrary and random man-
ner.”

According to sources, Benoy
apparently is basing his con-
tention on the 1971 capital
punishment statute enacted by
the General Assembly. Sources
said the death penalty could not

have been imposed arbitrarily
here because nobody has been
executed under the law.

The 1971 General Assembly
repealed the right to plead guil-
ty to capital crimes. This was
to comply with a U.S. Supreme
Court dgcision overturning six
North Carolina death cases.

The Waddell case is sched-

uled to be heard by the State
Supreme Court in September.

“Good things are going to
happen at Rose High,” Tommy
Payne told members of the
Greenville 'School Board at the
board’s meeting on Monday
night.

Payne, incoming president of
Rose High PTA, said that “‘since
mid-May officers of Rose PTA
have been meeting every two
weeks with Alligood (Rose High
principal Robeért Alligood) in
efforts to find ways to contribute
to the best possible school year.”

Payne explained that as a
result of the meetings, the
outgrowth was a focus on con-
sideration of basic needs and
long-range goals for the schools,
“‘especially those that can ac-
tively involve parents.”

After consideration of
numerous ideas, Payne said that
‘“there are two things that we

would like, as a PTA goup, to do _

everything in our power to help
accomplish.”

The two projects emerging as
foremost for immediate at-
tention, Payne pointed out, are
those of air-conditioning the
library and the cafeteria.

“We feel substantial sums can
be raised,” Payne said. ‘‘These
are not just nice-to-have items,
they are things for which a real
need exists.” ’

Payne - said the library,
situated on the upper floor, “‘is
extremely- warm in the early

school months and again in the

late spring months. It's a dif-
ficult situation to live with.”’ He
then revealed that a tentative
estimate from an air con-
ditioning specialist showed that
$6,000 would provide cooling
equipment to be placed on the
roof.

In the matter of air con-
ditioning for the cafeteria,
Puyne said ‘‘during the
academic year, we intend to
conduct a vigorous campaign to
raise funds for air conditioning
the cafeteria.”

Later on in the meeting, board
members, in  discussing
proposed improvements that
had been scheduled from funds

being sought under the 20 cents
Greenville district levy, told
Payne that air conditioning of
the library had been an item
included in the itemized budget
list. The school board estimate
had been the same as that
mentioned by Payden, $6,000.

Payne had expressed a hope
that the school board would be
able to ‘“‘consider capital outlay
funds as a source for air con-
ditioning the library... hopefully
before school started this year."

‘Better Confrol In

Viet Pacification Job

By CARL C. CRAFT
Associated Press Writer

WASHINGTON (AP) — Con-
gressional auditors have sug-
gested that Congress find new
ways to bankroll the multibil-
lion dollar Vietnam pacification
program in order to exercise
stricter controls over the funds.

The recommendation by the
General Accounting Office, an
arm of Congress, came after
the agency reported finding
loose controls and unreliable
accounting in the controversial
$3.2 billion program.

The GAO Wednesday esti-
mated the United States con-
tributed 74 per cent of the total
costs of pacification during fis-
cal years 1968 through 1971
through the administrative pro-
gram known as CORDS (Civil
Operations for Rural Develop-
ment Support).

With the phasedown of activi-
ties in Vietnam and “in view of
the lack of financial and pro-
gram accountability and infor-
mation on the use of materials
and funds in the CORDS pro-
gram,” GAO said, Congress
“may wish to re-examine the
need to continue funding assist-
ance to Vietnam under the mili-
tary assistance service funded
(MASF) system. :

Wash., and Victor Veysey, R-
Calif., found that books used in
the schools were inadequate.

“There is very little in those
books that those children have
any affinity with naturally,”
Meeds said. “These are stories
of middle class white America —
the kind you find in the suburbs
of Seattle.”

Instead of committing
himself specifically to the
club suit declarer was in
position to retain the oppor-
tunity to test diamonds as
well, if the clubs did not re-
spond favorably. All that
was required was a slight
variation in timing. It is sug-
gested that he lead a club to
North’s king first and then
return to the queen in his
hand. If the clubs are divid-
ed three-two, he can cross
back to the king of diamonds
in dummy to run the clubs.

When West shows out on
the second club, South must
Egive up on that suit because
it is too dangerous to let
East in to come thru declar-
er’s heart holding. Instead,
South shifts to a small dia-
mond at trick four and when
West follows with the deuce
the jack is finessed. When
this play succeeds, the king
is cashed next, followed by
the ace of clubs, and the
closed hand reentered with
the ace of diamonds—drop-
Ping West's queen. Two
more diamond tricks swell
declarer’s trick total to nine
—five diamonds, three clubs,
and the ace of hearts.

By playing clubs first,
South deprived himself of
the opportunity to run the
eatire diamond suit. When
he is in the dummy at trick
three, if he returns to his
hand with the ace of dia-
monds to try the finesse of
the jack, North’s king will
drop the queen on the third
round, but now South lacks a
quick entry to his hand to
cash out his long diamonds
and he is unable to prevent
East from getting in to
make the fatal heart return.

Marine Commandant
Says Dams No Target

CHERRY POINT — Bombing
of North Vietnam, military
construction in North Carolina,
and drug problems in the service
were discussed by General
Robert Cushman. Jr. Com-
mandant' of the Marine Corps
during a meeting with the press
vesterday.

The Commandant made
remarks at the conclusion of a
two-day tour of eastern North
Carolina's Marine Air Station,
his first visit to the state since
his appointment to the position
in January.

Cushman reiterated the
Defense Department statement
that no North Vietnamese dikes
or dams have been scheduled on
any Marine aerial bombing
mission. However, he did state
that enemy military targets
being bombed had been ef-

fectively impaired. He further
added that the North Viet-
namese often erect their missile
sites on or near the dams.

When queried concerning
state military construction, he
said the service is taking a wait
and see attitude on whether
Congress passes the proposed
military budget. The request for
the construction was announced
to the public by Rep. Nick
Galifianakis.

Drug abuse in the service was
discussed at length by General
Cushman, who said present
Navy policies permit Marines to
be free of punishment in the
volunteer for drug program to
help them break the habit.

The Commandant pointed out
that Marines addicted to drugs
and requesting help are sent to
Navy rehabilitation centers on

the East and West Coast, and
that the program is helping half
the leathernecks who turn
themselves in.

“Some Marines don’t want to
be helped. Others try to use the
program in order to get out of
the service. But the program is
working."

General Cushman, when
asked about Marine enlistment,
stated that the Corps recruited
100 per cent of the persons
needed to maintain the current
level of 200,000 which was
established during the past
fiscal year.

The four-star General
departed following the meeting
to continue his tour of the east
coast Marine stations, which
include the Marine Corps Air
Station at New River, and the
Marine Corps Air Station at
Beaufort, S.C.

JERUSALEM (AP) — Reli-
gious discord in Israel is shak-
ing Golda Meir's coalition gov-
ernment of Socialists, Liberals
and rabbis and prompting talk
of an early national election.

While war with the Arabs has
served to cement the coalition,
religion — the basis for Israel’s
creation — now threatens to
topple the leadership.

The problem is not new. In 24
years, the Socialists have al-
ways held the upper hand but
have failed to win an outright
parliamentary majority. Tradi-'
tionally, the only suitable part-
ners for a coalition have been
members of the National Reli-
gious Party, dedicated to root-
ing the Jewish state in the
Bible.

Socialism and the Bible don’t
always jibe, but the system has
somehow worked, although its
critics say democracy suffers.

Many nonreligious Jews — by
far the majority in Israel — ob-
ject to religious restrictions: no
buses or movies on the Sab-
bath, no marriage except by a

rabbi, segregated swimming on
some beaches and other stric-
tures. :

Now two heated religious is-
sues have combined to push the
government into one of the
worst crises it has known. The
Independent Liberals, minor
partners in the coalition, have
proposed a bill to allow civil
marriages for Jews barred by
religious law from being wed
by the rabbinate.

The bill defies a coalition
agreement to leave the thorny
marriage question alone, so the
Liberals face possible expulsion
from the government.

But there is widespread sup-
port for civil marriage. It could
solve the plight of some 40,000
Israelis who want to marry
non-Jews, or who have already
done so — thus rendering their

children non-Jewish — or who
can't have a rabbinical wed-
ding for other reasons.

An important segment of
Mrs. Meir’s Socialist Labor
party wants to vote for the Lib-
eral bill. Such defiance of Mrs.
Meir’s policy would make a
mockery of the coalition plat-
form worked out after the last
election in 1969.

Coupled with civil marriage,
which has not yet faced a vote,
has come an attempt by the ex-
tremist religious faction Agudat
Yisrael to tighten the ‘‘who-is-
a-Jew’’ laws of the Bible. This
bill threatened to plant ob-
stacles in the path of much-
needed immigrants from Amer-
ica and Russia, many of whom
are wedded to non-Jews or
were not married by rabbis.

The bill was voted down 57-

19, but not before it almost
brought down the coalition. The
National Religious party, after
a stormy caucus, overrode de-
mands by young radical mem-
bers to vote in favor of the bill
against Mrs. Meir’s orders. The
party abstained in the vote,
fearing expulsion from the Cab-
inet.

Political observers now won-
der whether the 74-year-old pre-
mier can paper over the cracks
and retain public confidence in
the coalition until the next elec-
tion in Nevember 1973.

Many think not. Hence the
growing support for an election
this year, which could give the
government a chance to bar-
gain for a more liberal fusion
of church and state.

mind Mrs. Meir's pledge not to
seek office again in 1873. Party
bosses would much prefer to go
before the voters now, with
Mrs. Meir as the candidate,
than face elections next year
with a new nominee.

The most likely candidate to
succeed Mrs. Meir is Pinhas
Sapir, finance minister and one
of the most powerful men in
the party. Moshe Dayan's
chances seem slim. Labor par-
ty leaders have never forgiven
the defense minister for splitt-
ing Socialist ranks in 1965.
