WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Democratic and Republican 
vice presidential candidates are 
getting in some target practice 
in advance of the ofñcial begin­
ning of the election campaign.
. And the new chairman of the 
Democratic party says the par­
ty’s financial position is much 
improved for the 1972 cam­
paign, although they still 
haven’t figured out how to pay 
all of the multi-million dollar 
debt left from the 1968 cam­
paign.

Vice President Spiro T. Ag­
new, who was named Saturday 
by President Nixon as his run­
ning mate for November, criti­
cized Democratic positions on 
amnesty, the draft and mari­
juana in a speech at Anchor­
age, Alaska Sunday.

He said voters will have a 
“clear voice’’ between candi­

dates for the first time, adding, 
“It would be a tragedy if, after 
four years, the voters did not 
return Richard Nixon for anoth­
er four years.’’

The Democratic vice presi­
dential candidate. Sen. Thomas 
F. Eagleton, went after Agnew 
in an appearance on ABC tele­
vision’s ‘Issues and Answers,” 
program, saying the Vice Pres­
ident “gets right down into the 
grassroots of a campaign, 
sometimes into the mud.”

He said he would welcome a 
debate with Agnew.

Eagleton also indicated he 
has so far been rebuffed in at­
tempts to meet with AFL-CIO 
President George Meany to try 
to win him to the Democratic 
side. But he held out the possi­
bility that Meany still would 
take “a second look.”

Rescue
Work

Delayed
BLACKSVILLE, W. Va. (AP) 

— Rescue workers encountered 
problems today which delayed 
drilling of a five-inch hole into 
a burning coal mine where nine 
men have been trapped since 
Saturday night.

Meanwhile, hope faded that 
the miners would be found 
alive.

A predawn equipment break­
down caused one delay in the 
drilling. Then, later in the 
morning, the bit became stuck 
and the drilling again came to 
a halt.

When the bit stuck, the shaft 
had been drilled to a depth of 
624 feet, and a hole 730 feet 
deep was needed to intercept 
the mine at the point where the 
men were believed to have 
been trapped.

There has been no word from 
the nine since shortly after the 
fire started. Officials of the 
Consolidation Coal Co.’s Black- 
sville No. 1 mine said Sunday 
night chances the men would 
be found alive were “quite 
dim.”

Officials said 31 of the 40 men 
doing maintenance work in the 
four-mile mine reached safety 
within minutes after the fire 
broke out.

The bore hole was being 
drilled in an attempt to reach 
the men or possibly commu­
nicate with them. Failing that, 
officials hoped to learn some­
thing about conditions in the 
mine 650 feet below the rolling 
hills of this West Virginia-Penn- 
sylvania border community.

An official of the U.S. Bureau 
of Mines said temperatures in 
the immediate area of the fire 
probably were between 2,500 
and 3,000 degrees fahrenheit.

Rescue efforts have been 
hampered by the fire which 
continues to bum in the soft 
coal veins that underlie the 
area.

New Anfi-War 
Assaults Ready
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Anti­

war senators are geared for a 
fresh assault on the lingering 
American military role in In­
dochina \Adiile hoping to reduce 
new weapons development at 
the Pentagon.

End-the-war amendments 
might be tacked on to one of 
two measures scheduled for de­
bate today: a $1.8-billion for- 
eign^ilitary-aid package or 
the $20.5-billion Pentagon pro­
curement authorization.

No votes were scheduled on 
the procurement bill, but it was 
expected to become the vehicle 
for Antiwar efforts if fiiey failed 
to survive as attachments to 
the foreign aid measure. The 
aid bill was scheduled for a 
vote late tonight.

’The aid bill contains a section 
drafted by Majority Leader 
Mike Mansfield which calls for 
total, unilateral withdrawal of 
American troops from Vietnam, 
and withdrawal of all U.S. 
forces from Indochina once a 
cease-fire and return of prison­
ers agreement is reached with 
Hanoi.

Several amendments are 
pending for attachment to the 
Mansfield provision. Two set 
specific withdrawal dates, Dec. 
1 and Oct. 1, and talk of a pull- 
out from Vietnam instead of 
the broader Indochina theater. 
Both also require a return of 
American prisoners.

Sen. John Stmnis, D-Miss., 
has a motion to strike the 
Mansfield amendment entirely, 
and Sen. John Sherman Cooper, 
R-Ky., has an amendment 
which simply withdraws all 
U.S. forces within four months 
with no conditions.

Following- tonight’s vote on 
the aid proposal, the procure­
ment bill debate was expected 
to last for weeks, if only to 
serve as the traditional carrier 
of end-the-war amendments.

Aside from that, however. 
Pentagon critics are expected 
to seek a limitation of research 
on the Trident missile-firing 
submarine, which Defense Sec­
retary Melvin R. Laird says is 
vital to national security in 
view of the arms limitation 
agreements signed in Moscow.

The other Ap<rilo 15 astronauts invdved were 
A1 Worden and David Scott. All three decided 
last fall not to accept their share of a reported 
$150,-000 from sales of the oivelopes in West 
Germany. ,

The incident was reported about 10 days ago. 
But Irwin said the decision to refuse the nuxiey 
came about eight months ago. He is the first of 
the three to comment publicly on the incident.

SAIGON (AP) -  South Viet­
namese troops made major ad­
vances on two fronts today, 
fighting their way to the walls 
of ()uang Tri Citadel in the 
northern counteroffensive and 
recapturing a second district 
town on the central coast.

In the air war, American jets 
bombed the southern sector of 
Hanoi on Sunday for the second 
successive day, setting a bat­
tery plant on fire and trigger­
ing a dozen explosions, the U.S. 
Command reported.

Associated Press correspond­
ent Dennis Neeid reported from 
Quang Tri that government

had been made two weeks ago 
by U.S. jets with laser-guided 
2,000-pound bombs.

Meanwhile, in Binh Dinh 
Province, on the central coast, 
more than 1,000 South Vietnam­
ese rangers moving on foot and 
by helicopter recaptured the 
district town of Tam ()uan. As­
sociated Press photographer 
Neal Ulevich reported. He said 
the North Vietnamese put up 
only light resistance.

Government forces were not 
so successful in the ()ue Son 
Valley, 25 miles south of Da 
Nang, uliere the North Viet­

namese reportedly launched a 
series of heavy assaults.

Field informants said an out­
post called Lion was overrun 
and two of the government de­
fenders were killed, 17 were 
wounded and 61 were missing.

Winds drove a stubborn mass 

of hot, stagnant air from the 
Northeast today, blowing away 
weekend automobile exhaust 
and industrial pollution that ir­
ritated coastal cities last week.

Washington was the only met­
ropolitan area on the Atlantic 
Coast still on pollution alert but 
environmental engineers said it 
might be cancelled this after­
noon if the winds keep iq>.

Authorities extended the 
week-old alert after measuring

exhaust fumes of autos return­
ing from Maryland and Vir­
ginia beaches. (Commuters were 
urged to leave their cars home 
today if possible.

Wind gusts stirred the air 
over New York City on Sunday 
and lowered the smog reading 
to a level deemed “good” by 
the city Air Resources Depart­
ment. The department forecast 
“acceptable” air quality today.

Winds were 15 miles per hour 
in other parts of the Northeast 
as the week-old stagnant air 
mass, weakening somewhat, 
blew south and west.

However, a high-pressure hot 
air dome, holding a two-mile 
layer of haze to the ground, 
continued to hang over the 
Carolinas, and officials in the 
two states doubted the system 
would break today.

In Ohio, near the western 
edge of the dissipating air 
mass, the state Department of

North Carolina air quality 
officials say that the dirty air 
you’re breathing is not yet 
dangerous. But the U.S. 
Weather Service says it’s not 
going to get any better for the 
moment, either.

The stagnant high pressure 
system which has brought the 
uncomfortable air to the state 
and kept it there will not break 
up today, the weather service 
says. Temperatures will again 
be in the 90s and humidity will 
be uncomfortably high.

Nor will there be any winds 
to blow pollutants away.

W. E. Knight, chief of the Air 
Quality Division of the Office of 
Water and Air Resources, said 
readings taken across the state 
indicated the air is still “per­
fectly safe to breathe.”

Knight said the highest read­
ing of nitrogen dioxide was tak­
en at Wilmington, where beach 
traffic clogged the roads. It 
was 64, and the state recog­
nizes 282 as the level at which 
action to cut pollution must be­
gin.

In Raleigh, the U. S. Weather 
Service Sunday night was pre­
dicting that the stagnation 
would linger through today. A 
spokesman said there was 
some hope that increased wind 
flow might partially east the 
situation beginning in the east­
ern part of the state Monday 
evening.

Gutsy Actress Does A One-Woman Show

NEW YORK (AP) -  Vinie 

Burrows is a gutsy actress who 
has the nerve to think she can 
stand on a stage for an hour 
and a half and entertain an au­
dience all by herself.

But the amazing thing is—she 
can—and won great acclaim 
from New York critics for her 
one-woman show, “Walk To­
gether Children,” which she 
calls a “journey into the black 
experience.”

In her apartment here that 
looks almost like a country 
home—with plants hanging 
from the ceiling, tomatoes ri­
pening on the terrace, warm, 
wood-grained furniture and 
stacks and stacks of books. 
Miss Burrows settled her tiny 
frame into a rocking chair and 
discussed her work.

With her hair wrapped in a 
turban, and wearing a blue 
shirt and slacks, she looked 
more like a housewife—which 
she is, with a husband of 19 
years and two children—than 
an actress, director, producer 
and businesswoman, which she 
also is and has to be to keep 
her show going.

“ I was born and grew up in 
New York City,” she begins. “I 
remember when I was about 
6—it must have been something 
1 said, but a lady said to my 
mother, ‘Oh, she’s going to be 
an actress.’ After that I was so 
inspired I went to Central Park 
and practiced speaking with 
pebbles in my mouth.”

She graduated from high

school with a beautician’s li­
cense, however, because her 
mother felt an actress’s career 
wasn’t entirely respectable. 
Miss Burrows a l ^  learned as a 
teen-ager about the special 
problems black actresses have 
to face.

“When I was in high school, I 
read about a woman who tutor­
ed actresses,” she relates. “I 
wrote for an appointment, and 
went to her Park Avenue apart­
ment. A butler opened thhe 
door, and ushered me upstaris. 
The woman was floored that I 
was a black, a ie  said, ‘I’ve 
never taught one before,’ and 
refused to teach me. I said, 
‘Well, 1 won’t cry in front of 
you,’ walked down the stairs 
and the butler let me out.”

Miss Burrows didn’t give up, 
although she was later told she 
would end up playing only the 
roles of maids. She majored in 
pre law at New York Univer­
sity, but later became associ­
ated with the American Negro 
Theater, made her Broadway 
debut with Helen Hayes in 
“The Wisteria Trees” and ap­
peared in six other Broadway 
shows and several off-Broad- 
way.

The actress’s career as a 
monologist began in 1963. “I 
had done the shows, but I still 
wasn’t getting any real satis­
faction,” she says. “So I 
thought I could assemble a one- 
woman show. It took a lot of 
courage and work. The first 
one was a series of vignettes 
from theatrical literature. I 
made no money but it was re­

ceived well. Then I did a show 
called “Shout Freedom,” about 
all kinds of personal freedom, 
and “ Dark F ire ,” about the 
folklore of Africa.

Her present program, which 
has closed in New York, but 
will be taken to other cities, be­
gan when Miss Burrows was 
asked to perform for a church 
here. “ I’d thought of doing a 
peace show,” she says, “but 
they told me they’d had a lot of 
those, and suggested I do some­
thing about the black ex­
perience. So I did, and it was a 
great success. I worked on it 
for a year—expanded it—and 
the show really opened in 
1968.” Since then it has ap­
peared across the country, and 
off-Broadway.

“Walk Together Children” is 
a mix of prose, poetry and 
song, using the actual words of 
ex-slaves, historical figures and 
the writings of modern black 
authors. “'The program keeps 
changing to reflect how I think 
and feel,” its creator says.

One thing Miss Burrows feels

is a strong reaction to the ques­
tion of her “black militancy.”
“That’s a press word—it’s like 
waving a red flag in front of a
bull,” she exclaims. “Did you 
call Patrick Henry a militant?

I am certainly more conscious 
now of the fact that everything
we do has political overtones. 
We have to realize how inter­
related all aspects of our lives
are. There are bigger problems 
than that I’m black and you’re 
\^ ite , but if we can’t solve

those human relations prob­
lems, how can we begin to cope 
with the larger ones, like tak­
ing care of our world?”

The other would create a 
commission empowered to 
(fisicipline judges, to hear 
com{daints, make flndings 
and censure or remove 
judges from office.

Iliey will be on the general 
election ballot as amend­
ments proposed to the State 
Constitution. A favorable vote 
will activate imfrfementing 
legislation already passed bv 
the 1971 General Assembly.

**We think they are sound, 
and will meet fundamental 
needs ^o r improving the 
administration of justice,” 
said J . Ruffin Bailey, 
chairman of the N.C. Courts 
Commiwion which drafted 
the changes.

”Wehave had senile judges 
in North Carolina. We have 
had judges who abused the 
office aiMl should have been 
disciplined. Very few, for­
tunately,” he said.

Act Before Crisis 
“There are no present 

IMoUems which make these 
recommendation a crash 
program. We don’t want to 
wait to act until there is a 
crisis.”

Although the citizenry has 
paid little attehtion to the 
pend ing  am e n d m e n ts , 
rumblings are stirring among 
the judiciary. Some judges 
contend ths^ would infringe 
judicial fireedom and impair 
security.

As a group, judges are 
resistant to change. They
would be inclined to view with
caution and concern any 
departure from larecedent.

Bar associations of the 
state have endorsed the 
amendments, Bailey noted. 
As a state senator, he had a 
hand in steering them 
through the legislature.

Only a low-key, in­
formative campaign is 
(danned on behalf of the
propsals in advance of the
general election. “We feel 
they are pretty self-
exjdanatory,” Bailey said. 
“If the public understands 
them, I am conñdent they 
will be passed.”

At present, few judges 
choose to retire. The man­
datory retirement age would 
speed up the turn-over of 
judicial personnel.

High Court Affected 
For examine, four of the 

seven members of the State 
Supreme Court, including 
Chief Justice William H. 
Bobbitt, will be passed 72 and 
thus required to stop aside at 
the end Of their present

terms.
Bailey pointed out that the 

provision would not operate 
to shortoi the term to which a 
judge has been elected; it 
would bar him from running 
for another tern.

Private business and the 
executive branch of govern­
ment graerally impose a 
deadline for retirement. A 
law already on the books 
prohibite a Siq[)erior Court 
judge ,from running for a 
term during which he would 
reach 75 years of age.

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If these are sound, Bailey 
argued, a retirement age 
applied uniformly for the 
uiiole judicial system also 
would be salutary.

Judicial Accountability
Accountability for judicial 

conduct is the concept behind 
the proposal for the creation 
of a judicial standards 
commission. It would be 
composed of representatives 
of bench, bar and the general 
public. The grounds for 
censure or removal of a 
judge, specified in law, would 
be wilful misconduct in of­
fice, failure to perform the 
duties of the office, and 
conduct that brings the 
judicial office into disrepute.

Findings of the commission 
would be placed before the 
State Supreme Court, which 
would act on its recom­
mendations to censure, 
otherwise discipline, or 
remove the judge from office. 
All proceedings would be 
confidential until final 
recommendations are made 
to the Supreme Court.

More than SO states have 
created some comparable 
type of commission to 
maintain judicial discipline. 
“There is plenty of ex­
perience to pi^ttem after,” 
Bailey said.

“Properly administered, 
there is no danger that it 
could turn into the sort of 
witch-hunting thing some are 
afraid of,” he insisted.

T h e  i m p e a c h m e n t  
procedure, under vdiich no 
judge has been removed from 
office since 1868, would 
remain in the law. It is 
cumbersome and ineffective, 
and in reality a political 
rather than a judicial device, 
Bailey said.

“We must have a 
procedure, such as the 
judicial standards com­
mission, to remove the bad 
apples from the barrel in 
order to protect the integrity 
of the whole,” he said.

GOP Reform Is 
Given A Boost

WASHINGTON -  The - 
Republican version of the 
McGovern Commission 
reforms, ignored by both 
public and party, may be 
saved from burial in an un­
marked grave by eleventh- 
hour Intervention of 
progressive Republican 
Congressmen.

The proposed reforms, 
increasing the number of 
women and youth delegates 
to the 1976 convention, were 
to be quietly buried next 
month in the rules committee 
of the Republican National 
Committee. But Rep. Tom 
Railsback of Illinois, a 
r e s p e c t e d  y o u n g  
Congressman, this week 
called an informal meeting of 
all GOP House members to 
try saving the reforms.

Railsback and other House 
Republicans fear the 
McGovern Commission 
reforms will preempt the new 
youth vote for the Democrats 
unless the Republicans also 
reform. Whether or not it is 
successful, their effort could 
produce a major floor fight at 
an otherwise somnolent 
Republican national con­
vention in Miami Beach 
beginning Aug. 21— 
incindentally  reviving 
ideological factional disputes 
within the party which have 
been dormant since 
President Nixon’s election.

The movement for 
Republican reform was 
begun by the 1968 convention 
when it authorized thé 
Delegates and Organizations 
(DO) committee. Con­
sequently, conservative 
Republican leaders were 
horrified when they glimpsed 
the preliminary DO draft 
during the Republican 
National Committee meeting 
in Denver a year ago. Clarke 
Reed, Mississippi’s in­
fluential Republican state 
chairman, managed to 
sidetrack provisions that, in 
effect, established racial 
quotas for 1976 delegate 
selection.

But the remaining 
recommendations for 1976 
are bad enough from the 
standpoint of Reed and his 
friends: a 50-50 split of 
delegates between men and 
women; a quota of youth 
delegates (under 25 years 
old) for each state equal to 
their voting strength in the 
state; each state naming a

man, a woman, a youth and a 
“ member of a minority 
ethnic group” to major 
committees of the national 
convention.

With the White House and 
Mr. Nixon’s campaign ap­
paratus uninterested, con­
servatives were confident the 
DO reforms would be in­
terred by the National 
Committee’s rules committee 
meeting in Miami Beach the 
week before the convention. 
The rules committee 
chairm an, national com­
mitteeman William Cramer 
of Florida, is a conservative 
ex-Congressman who is most 
unreceptive to Mrs. Ginn’s 
innovations.

About a month ago, 
however, Railsback—app­
rehensive about a 
Democratic monopoly over 
youth—became interested in 
the DO reforms. So did Reps. 
John Anderson of Illinois 
(chairman of the House 
Republican Caucus) and 
John Dellenback of Oregon.

The upshot: a letter
T u^day  from Railsback 
inviting all Republican 
Congressmen to breakfast 
here next 'Tuesday (July 25) 
with Mrs. Ginn. He also in­
vited Oamer, who declined 
but agreed to send an aide.

The letter shows that 
Railsback intends a 
(Congressional intervention to 
disrupt the National Com­
mittee’s scenario: “I believe 
it would be appropriate, as 
Republican Congressmen, to 
consider making a statement 
to the rules committee in 
August in support of delegate 
selection reforms designed to 
ensure that we remain, in 
President Nixon’s words, 
‘the party of the open door.’ ”

Moreover, Railsback would 
go beyond the DO committee 
by proposing racial 
guidelines. “There does not 

. appear to be adequate em- 
* phasis on minority 

representation in the DO 
committee recommendati­
ons/’ he told us.

Railsback’s attempted 
resurrection of the DO 
reforms poses a serious 
delimma for Republicans 
such as Sen. William Brock of 
Tennessee. As a con­
servative, Brock is 
philosoi^iically opposed to 
any quota system. But as 
chief youth organizer for the 
Nixon reelection committee, 
he does not want to give the

The government, from the President (»i down, has taken to 

talking to u ^  on the subject of airplane hijacking.
Unfortunately, the hijackers don’t seem to be getting the 

message. Late last week, two more commerical jets were taken 
ov«r by armed men.

And no wonder. For despite the stem language heard in 
Washington thare remained the reality of ineffective security at 
the airline boarding fate, at least some of the time.

For example, a friend of ours did some flying last week right 
after a round of anti-hijacking annomcements. On neither the 
outgoing nor the return f l i^ t  did passengers board through 
metal detecting gates.

On neither flight did any one pay attention to his attache case, 
wdiich has adequate space for a small aresenal.

His flights wa*en’t hijacked, and so the airline’s gamble paid 
off. But other flights were, with injury to three airline crew 
members.

And until the airlines are willing to take strong, consistent 
action to keep armed people off their planes, it is certain that 
more flights will be hijacked in the future, possibly with ad- 
diticHial loss of life.

A month ago, it has been revealed, the government asked the 
airlines to take strong action. In a letter to the Air Transport 
Association, Federal Aviation Administration head John H. 
Shaffer urged airlines to inspect all baggage carried onto planes 
by passengers.

TTmuifo the request apparently fell on deaf ears at the time, 
three airlines have now announced plans for stepped up in­
spections of hand luggage.

That appears to be progress, but there has been the ap­
pearance of progress before. We suspect airline passengers 
won’t again travel easy until govmiment stops requesting and 
starts ordering, as Laffer has hinted it might do.

Searching of hand luggage is certainly (xierous, ior both 
passengers and the airlines. But until magnetic detection 
devices can be provided at all boarding gates, searching seems 
to be one effective measure availaUe.

But it won’t be effective unless it is actually dcrne, and done 
unfailingly.

Corporate Director Vulnerable

NEW YORK (AP) -  For 
many years the C(»porate di­
rector seemed to be so im­
mune to adverei^ th||| fvai if 
the corapan^ cmlapsed 
around him, he simply dusted 
himself off and went looking 
f(N* another board on udiich to 
sit.

Typically, he didn’t even 
Uame himself for the com­
pany’s fate, and so he might 
become outraged a t the 
audacity of stockholders who 
had the temerity to insinuate 
he was to blame.

How times have changed, 
especially during the past 
five years. The citizens 
today, whether they are 
identified as consumers or 
shardiolders or employes, 
are aroused a t the in­

difference of institutions and 
are hurling legal bricks.

In the case of shareholders 
it is easy to see the reasons 
why:

■Tf̂ Uhey have betei4teld4he 
idea that owning shares is 
corporate democracy, and 
democracy by definition 
involves p a rtic ip a tio n . 
H o w e v e r ,  c o r p o r a t e  
democracy is <rften an illu­
sion. Outside of court, few 
shareholders really can exert 
much power.

—The number of share­
holders has grown enor­
mously, from about 6.5 
million in 1952 to five times 
that in 1972. And while they 
may be no wiser than were 
shareholders 20 years ago, 
they are better educated and 
more knowledgeable.

—Shareholders are  also

civil rights advocatés, 
ecologists, educators and so 
(Ml. Frequently they find the 
multifaceted activities of 
corporations impinging upon 
their interests.

As a result, being one of the 
more indifferent and 
sometimes irresponsible 
institutions, the board of 
directors is increasingly 
attacked, and its members 
are being forced to under­
stand that theirs is a respon­
sible job rather than an 
honor.

R e c o g n i z i n g  t h e i r  
vulnerability to suits, more 
than 1,000 cm’pwations now 
cover (rfficers and directors 
with liability insurance. Fully 
70 per cent of the Fortune 
Magazine list of 500 in­
dustrials are among them.

The most frequent legal

charges brought against offi­
cers and directors have a fa­
miliar sound. According to 
Stewart, Smith Mid America, 
Inc., which sells such insur­
ance, they are:

—Failure to exercise good 
business judgment.

—Failing to discover and 
prevent misconduct on the 
part of corporate 
management.

That law requires cigarette 
mail o rder firms to furnish lists 
of the ir customers and copies 
of the ir invoices to the tax au­
thorities in states into which 
they ship cigarettes.

(3oolidge said federal investi­
gators tried  persuasion first, in­
forming operators that they 
were violating federal laws and 
asking them to cease oper­
ations.

More than 30 operators have 
gone out of business voluntarily 
in the past year or have begun 
sending in the proper tax 
form s, he said.

Since mid-June, (3oolidge has 
obtained perm anent injunctions 
against the operations of three 
of the largest shippers. He ex­
pects to file three or four more 
suits in the next two weeks.

He believes his success in 
court and the publicity will en­
courage more voluntary shut­
downs.

In the past, the usual proce­
dure has been for the states 
into which cigarettes were ship­
ped to  file  c rim in a l ch arg es 
against the owners of mail o r­
der businesses. The owners 
paid the fines and continued 
shipping.

“Once a year they would go 
to Pennsylvania or New York 
and pay a $1,(X)0 fine under the 
Jenkins Act and then come 
back h e re  and re su m e  busi­
ness,” fbolidge said. “ I t’s like 
buying a license to operate.”

The m ail order boom began 
about 1965 when New York’s 
combined city and s ta te  tax on 
cigarettes jumped from nine to 
14 cents a pack.

Ih e  commission said the 
state and city lost $384 million 
in excise and sales tax revenue 
over the six years and legiti­
m ate cigarette retailers lost 
some $2 billion in gross sales.

The first of the three in­
junctions won by Coolidge was 
handed down June 15 against 
Bobby Lee Burnette, president 
of fk)astal Shipping Co. of Wil­
son, the biggest shipper of ciga­
rettes in eastern North Caro­
lina.

Coolidge sa id  ev idence 
showed that between Aug. 3 
and 15, 1971, Burnette shipped 
1,212 parcels to 27 states, each 
containing at least two cartons 
of cigarettes.

“ Based on two cartons per 
order, the tax loss was 
$3,757.79,” he said. Burnette 
had been in operation for three 
years.

The biggest tax loss now, 
however, probably comes from 
over-the-road bootlegging in 
w hich c ig a re tte s  a re  tru ck e d  
from North Carolina into other 
states, he said.

State and federal authorities 
in North Carolina can assist 
other states in investigating 
this type of smuggling, but no 
crim e is committed until the 
cigarettes are moved over the 
North Carolina border. 'The 
sta te  has no limit on the num ­
ber of cigarettes which may be 
purchased at a single time.

Coolidge and state officials 
agree that organized crim e is 
involved in the  over-the-road  
end of the bootlegging business.

But Coolidge says the mail 
order operators are mostly “en­
terprising citizens trying to 
m ake a buck.”

He said cigarette bootleggers, 
like the men who make moon­
shine, once enjoyed a romantic 
im age in this state because of 
the dominant part tobacco 
plays in the economy.

“ But that sacred cow is 
gone,” he said. “ I don’t believe 
that people stop smoking be­
cause of the price of cigarettes. 
I don’t think this crackdown on

Clemente May Be Best 
Player For One Day

Roberto Clemente, according 
to Cincinnati Manager Sparky 
Anderson, ’’might be the best 
playo* in baseball for one day. 
When he has to perform—like 
in the World Series when he 
wanted to prove he was the 
best—you see what he does.”

Sunday was one of those days 
for Pittsburgh’s brilliant right 
fielder, his first lame in two 
weeks since being knocked out 
of action by an intestinal virus.

Gemente knocked in the 
game-tying ñm with an eighth- 
inning single—his second run 
batted in of the battle between 
the National League’s division 
leados—and moments later 
scored the winner on Willie 
Stargell’s douUe as the Pirates 
slipped past the Reds 3-2.

EUsewhere, in the National 
League, Philadeli^ia downed 
Los Angeles 2-0, San Francisco 
defeated the New York Mets 5- 
2, Ifouston beat the Chicago 
Cubs 6-5, Atlanta edged St. 
Louis 3-2, and in a double- 
header, Montreal swept San 
Diego 2-1 and 9-1.

In the American League, the 
Chicago White Sox took two 
from Cleveland, 2-1 and 4-3, 
Minnesota did the same to Mil­
waukee, winning 3-0 and 6-5, 
Baltimore belted Kansas City 8- 
4, California udiipped the New 
York Yankees 6-3, Oakland 
beat Boston 6-3 and Texas 
topped Detroit 3-1.

The victory by the Bucs—and 
Cincinnati’s setback, of 
course—gave each time a 55-33 
record for a winning per- 
centoge of .625, the best in the 
majors.

A year ago at the All-Star 
break, Pittsburgh owned a 
nine-game lead in the East Di­
vision while the Reds were 
stumbling along in fifth place 
in the West. Now the Pirates’ 
lead is 5*A games and Cincin­
nati’s is six.

But for Gemente, who won 
the Babe Ruth Award as the 
outstanding player in the 1971 
World Series, the ’72 series 
wasn’t foremost in his mind 
after Sunday’s game. The Al- 
Star Game was. He’s scheduled 
to be a starting outfielder but 
isn’t sure if he’ll play.

”I don’t know,” the 38-year- 
old star said. “It’s day-to-^y— 
but if I go to the Al-Star 
Game, I’m going to play. I 
won’t make the trip for noth­
ing.”

Gemente, who dropped nine 
pounds below playing weight 
during his bout with the virus, 
added; “Right now I don’t feel 
tired. But I have to wait until 
Unnorrow to see for sure. I 
haven’t played in a long time.”

Steve Carlton raised his 
record to 14-6 with his ninth 
straight victory and fourth 
shutout of the season, a five-hit­
ter. The Phillies’ ace left-hand- 
er also raised his strikeout total 
to 201, best in the majors, by 
fanning six Dodgers.

And as if that wasn’t enough.

Carlton drove in the only runs 
of the game with a two-run, 
two-out triple in the seventh in­
ning.

Tom Seaver was sailing along 
with a 2-0 lead and a one4iitter 
until the Giants jumped on him 
with two away in the fifth in­
ning on Ken Henderson’s solo 
homer, singles by Chris Arnold 
and Pitcher Ron Bryant and 
Bobby Bonds’ three-run clout.

And that was more than 
enough for Bryant, who won his 
sixth straight game with a four- 
hitter. But he also helped the 
Mets a bit, committing three 
errors, one short of the modem 
major league record for errors 
in a game by a pitcher.

“I was trying extra hard 
‘cause I was going against Sea- 
ver,” the San Francisco hurler 
said.

Jim Wynn wrecked a bit of 
Chicago strategy with a game- 
winning hit for the Astros, 
third. The Cubs’ hurler then 
walked Roger Metzger and Ce­
sar Cedeno intentionally to load 
the bases, but Wynn followed 
by slashing a single off short­
stop Don Kessinger’s glove.

Hank Aaron drove in all 
three Braves runs two of them 
with a first-inning single and 
the winning one with a tie- 
breaking single in the eighth to 
drop the Cardinals.

Montreal’s Mike Torrez 
tossed a four-hitter, then rookie 
Balor Moore went him one bet­
ter with a three-hitter in the 
nightcap against the Padres. 
Torrez struck out six batters 
while Moore fanned 13.

Like Foreman, Ali and Fra­
zier, Bobick wants that Olym­
pic gold medal so it will up his 
bargaining price on a profes­
sional career.

rhenium new teybenn insect 
on Ú» move in North Carolina!

A potcnRtal nÉw soybean pest 
the ceram bycid beetle  or 
soybean stem borer was first 
found in North Carolina on a 
farm near Pantego in Beaufort 
County in December of 1968. 
Before this time the insect had 
been found in soybean fields in 
Missouri.

During the past three years 
the pest has been found on other 
farms in Beaufort, Washington. 
Tyrrell. Hyde, and Bladen 
coiBities. Major areas of in­
festation so far have been on 
organic soils.

The general life cycle is as 
follows; the adult insect ap­
parently moves throughout 
soybean fields in late July and 
early August laying eggs on the 
plants Larvae emerge from 
these eggs and soon penetrate 
the stems of the soybean plants 
and then work their way down 
into the base of the plans. Insects 
remain in the soybean stems 
below the soil surface where 
they overwinter. Adults emerge 
from the old stems the following 
spring and the process is 
repeated.

Control with regular soybean 
insecticides such as Sevin has 
been very limited so far. This is 
because the insects are located 
inside the soybean stems during 
the principle feeding period.

Systemic control m easures 
have been partially effective

when the systemic insecticide 
was api^ied diaring July. A 
system ic m ateria l such as 
DiSyston is taken up by the 
soybean plant similar to the way 
fertilizer nutrients move into the 
plant.

Dr. W.V. Campbell, research 
entomologist at N.C. State 
University, began a series of 
treatments last year as a means 
of controlling this insect. He 
plans to continue treatments 
involving the system ic in­
secticides described above and 
regular insecticides which would 
be applied to the foliage in a 
conventional m anner during 
July and August. Campbell is 
also looking at cultural practices 
such as deep plowing as a means 
of controlling this new and 
potentially dangerous insect.

He said the North Carolina 
areas eligible for em ergency  
flood insurance include Forsyth 
County, Winston-Salem, Ocean 
Isle, Sunset Beach, Carteret 
County unincorporated areas, 
Beaufort, Nags Head, Kill Devil 
Hills, Manteo, Beaufort County 
unincorporated areas. New 
Hanover Ckiunty unincorporated 
areas and Atlantic Beach.

Bradshaw said those areas 
must adopt flood plains plans 
and controls within a year of 
initial protection or the resi­
dents will no longer be quali­
fied for insurance coverage.

The areas eligible for per­

manent flood Insurance are 
G reensboro , W rig h tsv ille  
Beach, Franklin, Long Beach, 
Holden Beach, D are County 
(South Shores only), Carolina 
Beach and Rosman. Bradshaw 
said these areas have adopted 
the necessary flood plains con­
trols.

CHICAGO (AP) -  A “süent 
epidemic” of bums in the 
United States is killing and 
crippling more people than 
polk) did in 1954, its peak epi- 
d«nic year.

Three Texas physicians make 
this assertion in calling for a 
national drive to reduce bums 
“similar to that which was re­
quired to control poliomyelitis.” 

“ It is evident that bum pre­
vention should be of high prior­
ity in our society,” they wrote 
in an editorial in the July 24 
issue of the Journal of the 
American Medical Association.

The physicians are Drs. Ar- 
mond S. Goldman, Duane L. 
Larson and Sally Abston, all of 
the University of Texas medi­
cal branch in Galveston.

The doctors said a single gov­
ernment agency should spear­
head a coordinated program to 
seek to reduce burn injuries 
and deaths.

’The suggested steps include; 
better design and regulation of 
open space heaters, hot-water 
heaters and kitchen stoves; 
education programs through 
the mass media, and govern­
ment action to require manu­
facture of flame-retardant 
clothing.

“The incidence of bum in­
juries in the United States ex­
ceeds that of every industrial­
ized country, and deaths and 
crippling due to burns in this 
country currently are consider­
ably greater than the mortality 
and morbidity due to poliomye­
litis in the peak epidemic year 
of 1954,” they wrote.

National Safety Ckruncil sta­
tistics show that 6,700 persons 
died in fires and of burn in­
juries in 1970, and 250,000 suf­
fered disabling injuries. By 
contrast, in 1954, about 50,000 
persons contracted polio and 1,- 
500 died of it.

The physicians note that a 
person burned over 50 per cent 
of his body requires intensive 
hospital care for about four 
months, at a cost of about 
$36,000. Half of the patients so 
severely burned die, they

Find Body 
Of Unknown

GATESVILLE, N.C. (AP) -

North Carolina State Bureau 
of Investigation Director 
criarles Dunn said Sunday that 
a fisherman found the body in 
the river about four miles south 
of the Virginia border.

The state medical examiner. 
Dr. Page Hudson of (Tiapel 
Hill, said in a preliminary re­
port that the woman had seven 
stab wounds in her chest and 
had been dead from two weeks 
to two months.

The badly bloated body was 
afloat despite two 25-pound lead 
weights tied to the left arm and 
the legs.

The dominance of crops in N orth Carolina agriculture 
will end in the next five years and the state’s $2 billion 
farm industry will strike a close balance between field crops 
and animals.

While King Tobacco will continue to contribute more 
than any other single com m odity, it will, for the first tim e, 
lose ground.

These arc conclusions reached in w hat is described as the 
most thorough study ever made o f North Carolina’s 
agricultural problems and potentials.

The study went into the form ulation of the new 
five-year program of the N. C. Agricultural Extension 
Service, “ Impact ‘76.’’

Each county in the state has planned, with the help of 
local citizens and under the direction o f county extension 
agents, its own five-year development effort under the 
umbrella o f the statewide program.

The agricultural segment of the state program projects 
intyor gains in income from livestock and poultry while 
predicting a status quo position for field crops, although 
gains arc possible for some individual crops.

Projections indicate the highest degree of diversification 
ever for Tarheel farming. Income o f the animal segment is 
pegged at $914 million and that from  all crops at $990 
million. A total increase o f 19 percent is predicted, giving 
the state a gross farm income of $2.1 billion in 1976.

Planners indicate that income from poultry will
approach the half-billion dollar mark by 1976, increasing 
nearly 42 percent. Broiler income could increase 55 
percent.

Big gainers in livestock arc expected to be hogs, 42 
percent, and beef cattle, 25 percent. By 1976, income from  
these commodities and milk should to tal $424 million.

The field crops outlook is dom inated by the projected 
slight decline - 7.3 percent -  in income from fiue-cured 
tobacco. This projection is based on the anticipated decline 
in acreage and pounds sold, even though an average price
per pound o f around 83 cents is foreseen by 1976.

The growth of soybeans and grain is tied closely to  the 
state’s rising position in animal agriculture. Corn income 
could climb 26 percent and soybeans 24 percent in the 
five-year period.

Larger farming units will be required for an adequate 
income from the major field crops and livestock 
commodities. But this doesn’t mean small farmers 
necessarily have to leave the farm. There are opportunities 
for them, principally in certain speciality fields.

These opportunities are in the area o f fruits, particularly 
strawberries, grapes and apples; vegetables; and ornamental 
and greenhouse crops.

Income from sweet potatoes could increase $6 million in 
five years to $22 million. Strawberries could jum p 25 
percent. Acreage of muscadine grapes could increase from 
600 to around 2,000 acres with a tripling of income from 
this commodity to SI ,5 million.

Trelliscd tomatoes continue to represent an opportunity 
in certain areas, particularly with respect to increased yields 
per acre. These could increase by 5 to 10 tons through 
better production practices.

Other substantial income gains are anticipated from 
forestry, Christmas trees and seafood.
