RALEIGH (AP) -  Phase 
III economic controls have 
hospitals in a financial bind 
and patient care is imperiled, 
a North Carolina hospital 
spokesman said Tuesday.

Marion J. Foster, executive 
vice president of the North 
C a r o l i n a  H o s p i t a l  
Association, said many 
hospitals are short on 
operating funds because the 
prices they mOst pay for 
goods and services are going 
up while hospitals must limit 
their charges under Phase III 
controls.

“ It is apparent that both 
voluntary and mandatory 
controls are not working 
properly,” Foster said. “Our 
hospitals have experienced 
increased costs in food, fuel, 
medical and surgical supplies 
and equipment beyond the 
permitable 5.5 increases. In 
many cases increases levied 
by vendors are in excess 
wageprice guidelines, some 
as high as 14 per cent.”

STOCKHOLM BRANCH
CHICAGO (AP) -  The First 

National Bank of Chicago has 
opened an office in Stockholm. It 
is the first foreign commercial 
bank in the Swedish capital.

These skimpy details were 
gleaned from an Army summa­
ry made available late Tuesday 
after Air Force Col. Theodore 
W. Guy of Tucson, Ariz., for­
mally charged the five Army 
enlisted men and three enlisted 
Marines with misconduct while 
under his command in a Hanoi 
POW compound known as The 
Plantation.

The Army summary, only a 
little more than a page, includ­
ed no specifics bearing on 
Guy’s recent public statement 
that some POWs caused him 
and other Americans to be 
beaten and tortured by the 
North Vietnamese for estab­
lishing communication links 
among U.S. prisoners.

The Marine Corps did not 
provide any specifics on Guy’s 
charges against the three Ma­
rine POWs, who, like the Army 
men, were accused of aiding 
the enemy, failing to obey or­
ders and conspiracy.

The Marines located their 
three men within a few hours 
and gave them formal notice 
about the charges. But the 
Army still had not confirmed 
contact with their five former 
POWs by Tuesday evening.

City Manager William H. 
Carstarphen today released the 
City’s Revenue Sharing Planned 
Use Report for the entitlement 
period beginning January 1,1973 
and ending June 30, 1973.

The report, issued in com­
pliance with provisions of the 
State and Local Fiscal 
Assistanc#'Act of 1972, contains 
an explanation of the items upon 
which the City plans to expend a 
total of $359,386 in Federal 
Revenue Sharing Funds.

Dollars,” Carstarphen said.

The City Manager also pointed 
to the Council’s decision to in­

vest $150,000 in construction of a 
public swimming pool; $45,000 in 
Phase I of a three-ye^r street 
resurfacing program; and, 
$10,000 in construction of an 
Animal Shelter for the new 
Animal Control Program as 
“solid investments in the im­
provement of public services 
and facilities for the citizens of 
Greenville” .

He emphasized that the ex­
pression of views and opinions 
by interested citizens on the 
proposed expenditures would be 
welcomed by the City 
Administration.

Counties To Have Stronger Voice

In Road-Paving, Says Rountree
RALEIGH -  Rep. Horton 

Rountree of Greenville said 
the newly enacted highway 
reorganization bill “will 
assure the counties a strong 
voice in road-paying, toss out 
the slu^  fund and provide a 
heavy penalty for those who 
exceed the legal bounds of 
their office.”

Rountree was referring to 
House Bill 1063, enacted to 
become effective July 1,1973, 
and reorganizing the 
Department of Tran­
sportation and Highway 
Safety as it relates to high­
ways.

He said the new law “is a 
great stride for North 
Carolina, its people and its 
roads system.”

He called attention to the

provision calling for 
representatives of the
Department of Tran­
sportation and Secondary 
Roads Council to meet with 
boards of county com­
missioners at a regular or 
special meeting.

A notice will be available to 
the newspapers once a week 
for two succeeding weeks 
prior to the meeting. County 
citizens and their com­
missioners will discuss road 
needs and commissioners 
will make a written 
recommendation to the
Secondary Roads Council.

The Democrat said, too, the 
law provides that develop­
ment plans of a county and 
maintenance and im­
provement of all existing

roads in the county will be 
given due consideration.

Provision is made whereby 
commissioners can appeal a 
decision of the Secondary 
Roads Council to the 
Department of Tran­
sportation.

A uniformly applicable 
formula for the allocation of 
roads funds will be based on a 
study of all State-maintained 
unpaved roads before July 1 
in each calendar year. The 
number of miles of unpaved 
roads in each county will be 
spelled out.

State funds appropriated 
for secondary roads shall not 
be transferred or used except 
for the construction and 
maintenance of secondary 
roads in the county for which

they are allocated.
The “ slush fund,” 

unallocated funds that have 
been used at the discretion of 
Governors in the past, ends 
under the reorganization bill.

Under the new law, any 
excesses in the highway fund 
“shall be allocated by the 
Director of the Budget to the 
Board of Transportation for 
school and industrial access 
roads and emergencies, with 
50 per cent of the balance 
allocated to the State 
Secondary Roads Program 
on the basis of need as 
determined by the Depart­
ment of Transportation.”

The law specifies that no 
member of the Secondary 
Roads Council, Department

N.C. Medical Resources Largely Concentrated In Urban Areas

From 1965 until 1971, Dr. Robert Albanese was the only 

physician in Tyrell County on the North Carolina coast.
“Hie psychdogical pressure was kind of heavy,” said Alba­

nese, of Tuxedo Park, N.Y. “We have a small proprietary 
hospital in Columbia, and I was responsible for those patients 24 
hours a day, seven days a week. I could never get away unldss I 
found someone to come and cover for me. I was considering 
leaving, but then another doctor (Dr. Arturo DeLeon) came in.” ' 

With the entry of Dr. DeLeon, Tyrell County moved off the list

of North Carolina counties with wily one doctor; but Hyde, 
Camden, Qreene, Caswell and Clay counties remain. Their 
problem results from the growing concentration of the state’s 
medical resources in urban areas, leaving rural areas without 
doctors.

According to the North Carolina Medical Care Commission, 
the problem is one of distribution. “The seven largest cities in 
North Cardina have only 30 p«: cent of the state’s p(^ulation, 
but 50 per cent of the practicing doctors,” said former com­
mission director William Henderson. The problem of 
distribution has always been with us, but it’s getting worse as

the older doctws end their practice. The younger doctors need to 
be more specialized. They have also learned to lean more on 
medical hardware that is unavailable in small towns.”

In additicm, according to the 1970 census. North Carolina only 
has 94 doctwrs per 100,000 population vthile the national average 
is 126 per 100,000.

The commission says the situation is getting worse. In 60 of 100 
counties, there were more people per physician in 1970 than in 
1963. In 1963, Greene County’s one doctor served an area with a 
populatiwi of 8,082. In 1970, the county’s population had grown to 
14,967, but still there was ody one doctor.

Contrast this with Multi-County Planning Region J, which in­
cludes Chatham, Durham, Johnston, Lee, Orange and Wake 
counties, housing two of the state’s three medical schools. A 
report to the Board of Governors of the University ot North 
Carolina found that this area had 293.3 doctors pa- 100,000 
population.

“In Russia and China, thwre is no medical personnel dis­
tribution ixobiem,” said Dr. Christopher C. Forcham HI, dean 
of UNC’s medical school. “But in a free society, there’s no way 
you can force them to live out there.”

Plans Training 
Of Politicians

DURHAM, N.C. -  You’re 

bright, young and interested 
in politics. How do you learn 
the campaign skills and mass 
communication techniques 
that make for politicál^suc- 
cess?

The answer for you could 
be a school for politicians 
getting started at Duke 
University.

The idea for the two-year 
program, said Dr. Walter De 
Vries, is to identify potential 
leaders for the state and to 
instruct them in the proven 
modern methods for getting 
elected to office.

If it works as well in North 
Carolina as in other parts of 
the South, he said, it could 
graduate candidates on the 
ballot in the class of 1974 and 
1976.

Nationally noted as a 
p o l i t i c a l  s c i e n t i s t , 
theoritician and author. Dr 
Vries came to North Carolina 
as a practicioner. He was the 
polling expert and strategy 
advisor on the staff of 
Hargrove (Skipper) Bowles 
Jr., defeated Democratic 
candidate for governor.

Transplanted Tar Heel
His client lost, but the state 

won over De Vries. He left the 
faculty of the University of 
Michigan and moved his 
residence and consulting firm 
to Wrightsville Beach.

Now as associate professor 
of Duke’s Institute of Policy 
Sciences and Public Affairs, 
he will direct the North 
(Carolina Insitute of Politics 
which begins operation July 
1.

The Institute’s basic 
purpose, said Dr. De Vries, is 
to "improve the quality of 
political life in North 
Carolina through educational 
programs in practical 
politics.’’

The students won’t pay 
tuition. Their selection as 
Institute fellows will be 
subject to a screening by an 
advisory board through 
written applications and 
personal interviews. The 
choice will be based on in­
dividual leadership potential 
and political motivation. Dr 
Vries said, without regard to 
race, sex or party affiliation.

Twenty To Be Chosen
Twenty fellows will be 

picked this summer from a 
statewide list of about 100 
applicants. They will be 
between 25 and 35 years of 
age, and reflect a variety of 
professional backgrounds.

The core for the Institute 
program will be a series of 
weekend seminars held in the 
Durham area, from Sep­
tember to June, De Vries 
said.

The range of subjects

covered in the ten-month 
period will include the 
political culture of North 
Carolina and its cities, 
current problems and issues 
affecting state and local 
governments, campaign 
techniques, polling, political 
opgen^tion, communica- 
úoT^l national political 

irrads, and the profession of 
/  politics.

Faculty for the seminars 
will be drawn from the state’s 
own top elected leadership, 
said De Vries, and also will 
include national and local 
political analysts. For
example, among those the 
group will hear are Joe 
Napolitan, campaign con­
sultant; David Broder, 
Washington Post reporter; 
and Richard Scammon, 
election analyst.

lime Is Ripe
Timing should make North 

Carolina ripe for the
program. The election of the 
state’s first Republican 
governor of the century last 
fall clearly indicated a 
changing political order.

(kie result will be renewed 
candidate recruitment by the 
(50P, searching to extend its 
victory reach, and 
Democratic efforts to locate 
leaders to recapture waning 
voter favor.

Ticket splitting as a 
phenomenon of voter 
behaviour is a factor in 
weakening parties as the 
traditional training ground 
for talent. The old way of 
working up through the ranks 
has been eroded by public 
favor for new faces, and the 
disinclination of voters to 
respond to the party label.

De Vries is an authority on 
trends in voting patterns. He 
is co-author of “The Ticket- 
Splitter: A New Force in 
American Politics,’’ a book 
which had a wide impact on 
campaign strategy.

The North Carolina 
Institute of Politics will be the 
fourth of its kind in the 
nation. The pioneer institute 
was launched in New Orlenas 
in 1968. Its success led to the 
establishment of a 
Mississippi program in 1970, 
and one in Arkansas in 1972.

De Vries said that 80 per 
cent of the fellows who at­
tended the institutes in New 
Orleans or Mississippi have 
either "run for public office 
or become invoved in 
political campaigns.” The 
Tar Heel program, he added, 
should be as successful as 
those operating in other 
southern states.

Fund-raising to support the 
Institute is now in progress. 
De Vries said most of the 
money will be raised within 
North Carolina, although 
some outside foundation 
sources also may be ap­
proached. The funds for the 
North Carolina program will 
be channeled through the 
Southern Regional Institute 
of Politics in New Orleans, a 
tax-exempt organization 
which coordinates the ac­
tivities of the four programs  ̂
in the South.
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funds to limit classes to 26 students in grades one 
through three, 33 students in grades four through 
eight and 35 per class or 150 per day teacher in the 
high school grades.

The budget also provides $25.4 million for 
capital construction and $14,3 million to expand 
programs for the community colleges and technical 
institutes. There will also be $2.2 million to provide 
salary increase over and above the five percent 
general increase.

In higher education $66.2 million was set aside 
for matching funds for private colleges and $7.5 
million was set up as a reserve fund for a new 
medical school.

There is $4.5 million in the budget for a new 
State Art Museum and $575,000 to renovate the 
governor’s mansion.

In the state parks system $11.5 million was 
provided for land acquisition and $2.5 million for 
improvements and new facilities at present parks.

Enrichment funds were provided in the fields of 
criminal justice and law enforcement including the 
authorization for 100 new highway patrolmen and 
the hiring of 50 process servers which will free 50 
patrolmen for other duties.

Five percent pay raises were provided for state 
employees and public school teachers.

In the heal& and social services field there 
were additional funds for mental health care, aid to 
local health departments and incentive funds to 
encourage physicians to locate in rural areas.

The Legislators will come back next year and 
develop a budget for 1974-75. It is expected that 
budget will run $2.75 billion and it will embrace the 
salary increases authorized in this year’s budget.

All-in-all the legislators took care of some 
major deficiencies in public education and in other 
areas with the huge surplus this year. While a tax 
cut would have been nice we could not really say 
that the state was rich as long as legitimate needs 
were not being met.

Thus we feel the legislators did the right thing to 
resist temptations for major tax cuts. This is par­
ticularly true with the uncertainty of the federal 
revenue sharing program. We also have to face the 
possibility that the economy will not always be so 
rosy from year-to-year and a tax cut made now 
would have to be reinstated in the future.

Unfortunately the Legislature made some 
specific cuts in taxes in various areas. While there 
might have been reasons for such cuts, we doubt the 
wisdom of them at a time when the general tax 
payer is being required to continue to carry his full 
load.

On the whole, however, it is a good budget. 
Perhaps it might be described as a catch up budget 
in the general field of education and the reserve 
fund for a new medical school and the kindergarten 
program will help chart the future course of the 
state into new areas of service.

North Carolina should see much improvement 
in several services because of the funds available in 
the 1974-75 budget.

A New Gas Tax 
Is Considered

WASHINGTON -  Con­
fidential talks between the 
Nixon administration and 
powerful congressional 
Democrats now point toward 
possible agreement soon on a 
five-to-ten-cents a-gallon 
federal tax on gasoline 
designed both to brake in­
flation and reduce demand ' 
for scarce gasoline.

Whether this still tenuous 
a g r e e m e n t  i nc l u d e s  
President Nixon is unclear. 
What is not unclear is that the 
growing pressure for raising 
between $5 billion and $10 
billion a year in higher taxes 
— despite Mr. Nixon’s ex­
plicit pledge not to raise 
taxes—now has powerful 
adherents in the White House 
(presidential consultant John 
B. Connally), the Congress 
(Rep. Wilbur Mills of 
Arkansas, chairman of the 
House Ways and Means 
Committee) and the 
Treasury Department.

No one at Treasury is 
saying anything publicly, 
partly because Secretary of 
the Treasury George Shultz 
presumably opposes any tax 
hike. But the growing number 
of backers of an anti-inflation 
tax increase is now believed 
to embrace important^ 
Treasury officials, including 
Deputy Secretary William E. 
Simon, who is taking a more 
aggressive anti-inflation line 
than Shultz.

Also pushing a far more 
activist anti-inflation policy 
is Connally, who spent more 
than two hours with Shultz 
and Simon on the question of 
inflation, a possible tax hike 
and related economic mat­
ters two weeks ago.

The tax under con­
sideration is a flat five to ten 
cents on each gallon of gas. In 
addition to sponging in­
flationary consumer spen­
ding, such a tax would also 
reduce demand for gas. With 
the energy squeeze now 
threatening a major crisis, 
gasoline is already drying up 
at some gas stations across 
the country and “voluntary” 
rationing appears probable in 
the heavy driving season just 
ahead.

Moreover, any reduction in 
gasoline consumption might 
have a favorable impact on 
the balance of payments, 
reducing the import of both 
crude oil and refined 
products.

But the primary target of 
top-level officials now eyeing 
the gas tax is not balance of 
payments but the imperative 
requirement for President 
Nixon to make a 
psychological breakthrough 
on the inflation front. A tax 
calculated to raise around $8 
billion, more than enough to 
balance the federal budget in 
the year starting July 1, 
would be dramatic evidence 
abroad—and for inflation-

A carpenter to whom I once 
talked noted that stairs are 
particularly hard to build. 
"In fact,” said the carpenter, 
"stair building is an art in 
itself.”

Stair buUding is also a very 
difficult, but very rewarding 
art if we conceive of it as a 
means of lifting ourselves to 
something higher and better. 
Some people believe that they 
can take the elevator and go 
from the clerkship to the 
presidency of their company. 
Other people hope that in­
fluential friends will take

them on their backs and 
carry them upstairs. But 
these illusions usually have 
little substance and leave the 
people who hold them at the
bottom of the staircase.

Whether it be in the field of 
career, morals, or education, 
if we want to be better next 
year than the last, we will 
have to build our own stairs to 
our objective and them 
mount them.

The Poor U.S. Tourist
LONDON -  Probably no

The great gasoline crisis — or threatened crisis — has 

resulted in at least one noteworthy change in the American way 
of doing things;

This has to be the first time in advertising history that an 
industry is asking its customers NOT to use its product, or to use 
as iittle of it as possible.

Only a few years ago the major oil companies were spon­
soring campaigns aimed at encouraging Americans to get out on 
the road and see the country and drive, drive, drive.

Today, some of them are running ads not oily telling drivers 
how to cut down on gas consumption by ad<q)ting better 
recommending that they leave their cars at home and take 
public transportation when they can or join a car pool.

All of this, of course, is good public relations as well as a 
public service, for the oil c<»npanies can sell every drop of 
gasoline that can refine today.

Not sun»isingly, automobile advertising has begun to latch 
onto the same theme, particularly by the makers (rf small 
foreign cars who are touting the miserly consumption 
characteristics of their models. Knowing a trend when they spot 
one, the sellers of all kinds (rf other products and services can be 
expected to join the crowd if the fuel shortage persists.

Imagine, for instance, a conservation-oriented ad campaign 
for a cigarette; "If you’d walk a mile for a Gasper, then walk it! 
Don’t drive. Help save gasoline.”

Or a transportation company; "It’s such a pleasure to take 
the bus and leave the driving to us and know you aren’t con­
tributing to the fuel shortage.”

All levity aside, current gasoline advertising is not only 
something new under the American sun but a portent of what 
may lie ahead of us as minerals and resources shortages, the 
end of foold surpluses, the need for pollution control and concern 
over the environment all combine to move the nation from an 
economy (rf abundance to, if not an economy of scarcity, at least 
of frugality.

Instead of “Use it up, throw it away, get another,” it’s going 
to be "Use it sparingly, make it last, do without.”

Banks Look To Small Investor

NEW YORK (AP) -  As 
Wall Street begins to get 
frantic over its loss of the 
small investor, who was 
unceremoniously showed to 
the door four or five years 
ago, other institutions are 
thinking of moving into the 
breach.

Commercial banks, for ex­
ample, have l(X)g been able to 
provide a stock-buying 
service for their customers, 
although none of the 
prominent ones broadcast the 
fact.

As a courtesy, more or less, 
the bank merely processed 
the order for the customer 
and charged a small fee for 
doing so. It sent the order <xi

through a broker at the 
unusual commission.

Now that the small investor 
is wary of Wall Street and 
often suspicious oí brokers, 
some banks are thinking of 
expanding the service. A few 
have.

This month the Chase Man­
hattan of New York and the 
Security Pacific National of 
Los Angeles offered to deduct 
as little as $20 or as much as 
$500 from its customers’ 
checking accounts in order to 
buy stock.

The money deducted will be 
poded for the purchase (rf 
any of 25 securities each 
month, with the customer 
paying the brokerage fee and 
a bank charge of 5 per cent of 
the amount purchased. The 
customer selects the stock.

While this seems to be just 
another middleman between 
the small investor and the 
market, it does offer a partial 
remedy to some of the biggest 
problems encountered by 
individual stock buyers.

Poor record-keeping, for 
example, has been one of the 
great weaknesses of the secu­
rities industry and probably 
has done as much as anything 
to scare away investcxti.

Banks, however, are 
clearly better record-keepers 
than brokers. The banks, 
moreover, can demand 
service. Being institutions — 
which Wall Street today 
doesn’t know whether to love, 
fear or just respect — they 
can demand efficiencies of 
service and discount prices

by volume buying.
Many investors will recall 

that this arrangement sounds 
very much like the old 
Monthly Investment Plan 
once heavily promoted by 
brokers as the route to 
people’s capitalism.

For as little as $40 a mtmth 
(X a quarter, the MIP per­
mitted individuals to buy 
shares or fractions of shares 
on a regular basis and thus, it 
was said, to participate in the 
great American wealth- 
making machine.

For this opportunity, 
txokers charged a fraction <rf 
a point more than other, 
larger investors paid for the 
same stock, an amount 
probably equal to what the 
banks now will charge for 
their services.

Dr. Albanese decided to live 
“out there" despite the fact he 
was used to the facilities of 
Georgetown University ,in  
Washington D.C., whore he re­
ceived his degree. “Whoi I left 
Georgetown I went into the 
Navy and I was stationed at 
Norfolk. After I got out, I heard 
about this place and I just kind 
of stayed here."

To keq> up with the demand, 
Dr. Albanese keeps longer of­
fice hours than many doctors:. 
9-5 Monday through Friday and 
9-12 on Saturday.

“With the hospital here, most 
of the people are conditioned to 
coming in here when they are 
sick rather than calling me to 
come out," Dr. Albanese said. 
“The hospital has good nurses 
and when the people get there,
I can treat a lot of things over 
the telephone. If they’re really 
sick, I can get out of bed and 
go to the hospital myself."

Dr. Wallace Wooles, dean of 
the East Carolina University 
one-year medical school, says 
there is “only one way to get 
more doctors, and that’s to 
create more placw in our med­
ical schools. If we educate our 
own men and women, there is a 
greater tendracy for them to 
come back to their home areas 
to practice.”

The report to UNC’s Board of 
Governors agreed in part with 
Wooles: . .It must be recog­
nized that the doctor is an in­
dispensable member of the 
medical team, the key mem­
ber. Unless institutions in North 
Carolina are training a substan­
tial number doctors, there 
will be a continuing risk that 
too few of our residents will 
study medicine. . . . More than 
half of all the doctors in the 
country («‘actice in the state 
where they lived prior to under­
taking medical training.” How­
ever, said the report, ‘I t is 
clear that the problem of health 
care delivery is not simply one 
of the production of additional 
doctors. The problem is also 
one of the distribution of doc­
tors and of getting a sufficient 
number to go into primary care 
fíelds” such as general prac­
tice, pediatrics, internal medi­
cine and obstetrics-gynecology.

A second solution to the 
shortage proposed in the report 
is the expansion of state aid to 
private medical schools. “In 
19«9,” said the report, “recog­
nizing the important contribu­
tions made to the medical care 
of North Carolinians by the 
Bowman Gray an4 Duke Medi­
cal Schools, and recognizing 
also the serious problems being 
oicountered by these in­
stitutions because of the rapidly 
rising costs of medical educa­
tion, the North Carolina Gener­
al Assembly for the first time 
provided public funds to assist 
in the education of North Caro­
lina at these institutions. For 
the 1968-71 biennium, there was 
an apix-oinriation of $2,500 for 
each newly enrolled North 
Carolina student at each in­
stitution."

The report recommends that 
the appropriation be increased 
to $6,000 for each North Caro­
lina student enrolled at Duke 
and Bowman Gray beginning in 
1975-76.

In addition, an appropriation 
of $65,000 was granted in the 
last biennium to M^arry Medi­
cal School in Nashville, Tenn., 
for the enrollment of 20 North 
Carolina students. This pro­
gram was begun in 1949.

The Medical Care Commis­
sion loans medical students up 
to $2,000 yearly, which the stu­
dents are encouraged to pajr 
back with one year of service 
after graduation in an area de­
fined by the commission as 
medically deprived. However, 
the loans may be repaid with 
money.

UNC’s Dr. Fordham said he 
believes the p n ^ a m  is benefi­
cial, but not enough students 
are repaying their medical edu­
cation in medical service. “You 
can’t force them to pay it back 
in service, because if you do 
most of them will borrow from 
a bank instead at higher inter­
est rates," he said.

The new doctor is then ev«i

furtha* in debt \i^ien be gradu­
ates, explained Fordham, and 
is more likdy to practice in an 
urban area where he can make 
more money.

He added that a recent {vo- 
gram at UNC enables first-year 
students to spend at least one 
day at a clinic in Tarboro. Dur­
ing the summtf betweoi their 
first and second year, some 
students hdp at rural clinics in 
Appalachia. Third and fourth 
year students rotate through 
the state’s conununity hospital 
system.

Duke Univm^ty was the first 
medical school in the nation to 
develop a major program for 
training physician’s assistants, 
which can be turned out in two 
years. Duke and Bowman Gray 
certify about 60 physican’s as­
sistants yearly, many of whom 
practice in rural areas.

Gov. Jim Holshouser has rec- 
ommoided to the Goieral As­
sembly that direct grants be 
provided to doctors who will 
agree to set up practice in an 
area short of i^ysicians. Sen. 
Charles Taylor, R-Trans- 
lyvania, introduced such a bill 
which is now in the Senate Ap­
propriations Committee.

Whether the scarcity of doc­
tors results from having too 
few, or is simply a problem of 
distiibution doesn’t matter, 
says Dr. Wayne Montgomery, 
presidoit of the Buncomte 
County Medical Society. "You 
can get statistics on either side 
of the fmce, but if you’re sick 
you don’t care about statis­
tics, you want a doctor.”

Carolina’s highly regarded 
running back, has added another 
laurel to his fast-growing 
collection, as he was named the 
Southern Conference’s Athlete of 
the Y^ar.

Cnunpler, who set records all̂  
over the football field last fall, 
was earlier named as the 
Conference’s Player of the Year 
in the sport.

The 6-4,203 junior was an easy 
winner in the balloting by the 
Southern Conference Sport- 
swriters and Broadcasters 
Association. He polled 24 votes 
out of a total of 50 cast, easily 
outdistancing Aron Stewart of 
Richmond, who was the con­
ference’s Player of the Year in 
basketball.

Pinch Increasingly Felt 
In Bulk Gasoline Sales

By BOB MONROE 

Associated Press Writer 
The fuel shortage has ended 

bidding battles by major oil 
companies for bulk contracts, 
and some states and cities 
around the country are having 
difficulty getting sulfiles, even 
at higher i»ices.

Urban transit authorities also, 
are feeling the crunch. About 30 
have received notices of fuel 
curtailment, and at least two 
face the threat of having to cut 
back sorvice.

Spokesmen said motorists in 
North Carolina likely will have 
enough gasoline to carry them 
through the peak-driving sum­
mer months and beyond. They 
said the greatest supply prob­
lem now is low-lead gas, which 
costs less and is less polluting. 
Bill Hunter, Charlotte service 
station owner and former presi­
dent of the North Carolina 
Service Station Asociation, 
said, “You’re going to see few­
er stations, but there’ll be 
enough gasoline. The driver 
may have to buy a different 
brand, but he’ll have enough.’’ 

Bulk buyers traditionally 
have purchased surplus fuel the 
major companies had left after 
supplying their stations. They 
got annual contracts and bar­
gain prices.

Now the shortage has created 
a seller’s market. The com­
panies say they don’t want to 
bid because they don’t have the 
supply to meet the over-all de­
mand. Observers note they also 
make more money on their re­

tail trade.
New Jersey invited 24 firms 

to bid on a bulk gas contract 
and got one response. Frank M. 
Papale Jr., director of the 
state’s Division of Purchase 
and Propoly, said the bill will 
be $384,000 more than last year.

Dallas Coimty in Texas will 
pay 50 per cent more for fuel 
under its new contract and Los 
Angeles County, 67 per cent.

leum Association. Would-be 
buyers will have to compete in 
the maiicet place for fuel just 
like evoybody else, he said.

Linwood F. Ross, state pur­
chasing agent for Maine, feels

trump lupport for South’s one 
heart opudug Ud, his remain­
ing distribution was not espe­
cially attractive, and his at- 
tem^ to buy the hand at any 
cost resulted in a sound 
trouncing on the deal.

South (q)ened the bidding 
with one heart and Wut over­
called with one spade. North 
did not hold the singleton 
usually stipulated for an im­
mediate raise to four hearts, 
but W9 would not object to 
this call in the present in­
stance, for by so doing, be 
would have spoken his piece 
with one bid and could leave 
any subsequent decisions to 
his partner’s discretion.

East recognised that, with 
good trumps and a near solid 
suit of bis own, he had an

excellent flt for his partner, 
so he Jumped directiy to four 
spadu. South and West 
passed and North persisted 
to five hearts, a highly doidR- 
ful call. His distribution is 
too balanced despite the fact 
that he bolds six trumps, and 
the sacrifice could exceed the 
value of the opponents’ game.

East passed and West chose 
to carry on to five spades. 
North reused to give in 
gracefully, however. His deci­
sion to bid six hearts was 
not far removed from mad­
ness and could only serve to 
offer the opponents a field­
er’s choice on the (teal. East 
was not inclined to carry the 
contest any further, and he 
doubled to extract a full 
measure of compensation.

West led the king of spades 
on which Bast signalled en- 
couragemmt with the nine. 
West continued with a low 
spade, since he wanted his 
partner in to return a cldb. 
East put up the ace of 
spades and dutifully shifted 
to the nine of chibs. South 
played the t« i and West was 
in with the Jack.

West exited with a diamond 
and East cashed two tricks 
in that suit. Another club 
came back and South had to 
lose one more trick in clubs. 
The total damages on the 
deal amounted to 900 points. 
This was a little less than it 
would have been had East 
and West carried on to six 
spades, which cannot be de­
feated, however, it was con­
siderably more than the oppo­
sition would have scored bad 
they been permitted to buy 
ttw contract at a lower level.
